“Let Laurier finish his work” is &
sentiment which finds a whole-spuled
acceptance from the electors of Royal
Oak, the district which gave the tirst
majority for a Liberal candidate v.. the
Island, and which has held to its po-
litical faith since.

PEACE PROBABLE
IN NEAR EAST

POWERS TO FIND A
FRIENDLY SOLUTION

Servia is Less Belligerent—
Russia’s Claim to Passage
of Dardanelles.

London, Oct. 12.—The news received
this morning from the storm centres in
the Near East confirms the belief held
in London that the powers will find a
friendly solution of the crisis which has
agitated Europe for more than a week.
Servia, it is now thougnt, has fallen in
line with the other states directly in-
terested, and is taking a more quiet
view of the situation. The resolution of
the Servian national assembly, passed
this morning, which amounts practical-
ly to a vote of confidence in the gov-
ernment, has taken the matter of Ser-
via’'s attitude toward Austria-Hungary
out of the hands of that easily swayed
body, and placed it with the cabinet.
The members of the cabinet are aware
of the actual state -of affairs, and
doubtless will heed the warnings of the
powers and take no rash steps, The
powers can, therefore. continue negotia-
tions in the matter of -an international
conference without fear of an interrup-
tion by the outbreak of hostilities
among any:of the Balkan powers,

There is no reason to believe that
the Russian minister of foreign affairs,
in asking!for a conference, does not
desire to reopen the entire Near East-
¢rn' question. That he 'is asking for
something, however, is confirnied by &
statement made to-day by an official
of the Russian embassy. This diplo-
mat sa,ﬂf

Belgrade, Servia, Oct, 12.—At an ex-
traordinary session of the Skupshtina
this morning' the following resolution
was unanimously passed: ‘“‘The Skup-
shtina, after hearing the explanations
and the steps taken by it, expects vigor-
ous activity will be displayed for the
protection of the nation’s threatened in-
terests. With this object in view the’
Skupshtina will support 'the. govern-
ment ‘to the fullest éxtent.”’

The Skupshtina has sent an encour-
aging telegram of greeting to the Mon-
tenegran national assembly which as-
sembled to-day and voted an extraor-
dinary credit of $3,200,000 to' the minis<
try of war.

War Fever in" Montenegro.

Cettinje, Montenegro, Oct. 12.—The
Montenegran national assembly opened
here yesterday in.extraordinary ses-
sion. The war fever rising from tha
annexation by Austria-Hungary of
Bosnia and Herzegovina. which already.
is running sigh, has been strengthened
by a bellicose. message to parliament
from Prince Nicholas, who declared.
that the annexation of these two prov-
inces had imposed a crying shame
upon the people of Montenegro, and
that the people were prepared to sacri-
fice . their last drop of blood unless the
peaceful endeavors now on foot result-
ed in righting this grievance,

The message was received with cheers
and other demonstrations of approval,
Dardanelles Question,

Paris, Oct, 12.—The Temps in an
editorial expresses hope that QGreat
Britain will possibly give Russia satis-
faction in the matter of the Darde-
nelles. It reviews the history of the
struggle of the strait. to show that it
was not closed in the interests of Tur-
key but of the other powers; and upon
the: theory that frankness is the best
policy, recalled Cyprus and Egypt to
show that Great Britain has not al-
ways been the disinterested friend of

Turkey.

The Temps thinks that the Anglo-
Russian entente justifies the regime in
the Dardaneiies, so irksome to Russia,
being modified.

HIGHWAY MURDER.

Police Probing Mystery Surrounding
Death of Young And Handsome
Girl,

Wadsworth, N, H. Oct. 10.—With un-
usual energy the police authorities are
endeavoring to unravel the mystery of
the . murder of Ora Lee 21 years old, a
handsome factory girl, 'whose body,
pierced by two bullets, was found early
yesterday on the road between Wads-
worth and the hamlet of Gayhook.'
A suspect, Guy Razor, denies all know-
ledge of the tragedy and it is believed
he is innocent. The young woman was
found by Charles Razor, a cousin of
Guy Razor, on the highway in the early
morning. The principal clue that leads
to the detention of Guy Razor is the
fact that along the road evidently tra-
veled by the murderer are plainly seen
the traces of a horse with a missing
shoe.

An examination of the stables at
the Razor home discloses the fact that
one of Guy Ragzor’'s horses has a shoe
missing from one of its front feet.

including the Iron Mask, Evening Star
and Copper King.

The owners of the famous Python
Group were offered $50,000 for their pro-
perties by Mr. Young, but they declin-
ed. If the deal is completed it is not un-
likely that the Guggenheims will erect
a smelter here,

SOCIALIST CAMPAIGN.

Eugene Debs Propogates His ‘“All Red”
Policy at New Haven.

New Haven, Conn., Oct. 9.—Eugene V.
Debs, presidential candidate of the So-
cialist party, wound up his campaign in
New England, on his “Red Special’ yes-
terday ‘at a mass meeting in the local
theatre, at which hundreds were turned
away at the doors, although an admis-
gsion fee was charged. The meeting was
preceded by a street parade, in which
several hundred men and women with
sticks and red fire and red banners
marched to band music, in which the
‘““Marseillaise” was the favorite air. A
squad of police officers was necessary at
the theatre to control the crowd which
sought admission.

EARL GREY CARRIES

‘Cranbrook, B. C.-Oct. 9.—Earl Grey,
Governor General of Canada, has ar-
rived at Cranbrook from Windemere.
After leaving Argenta, the party tra-
velled to near. the summit of Mount
Nelson on herseback where they were
stopped by snow-storms and. landslides.
After this Ear] Grey and his party
took the pack on their backs and made
a perilous trip over the mountain on
foot. They were brought to Cranbrook
in a motor car after having suffered
much hardship.

SHOCKING TRIPLE CRIME
WAS ACT OF REVENGE

Filipinos Waylay and Kill an
*  American and Two
Spaniards.

Manila; Oct. 9.—C. H, Trotter, an
American, and Vincento Tolemo and
Jose Canayan, Spaniards, were killed
last Wednesday near Lubaon in the
province of Pampagna by a party of
Filipinos. The men were murdered with
bolos ‘and their bodies were mutilated.
Trotter was a contractor and land own-
er and had had trouble with a
Filipino who led the party which killed
Trotter and his companions,

The Filipinos assert that Trotter and
his companions were the aggressors,
but American neighbors say that the
murder was deliberately plotted by the
Filipinos who waylaid the party and
provoked a quarrel. They further claim
that the Filipino official are indisposed
to properly investigate the crime and
prosecute the murders and they have,
therefore, sent a report to Manila with
a petition to Governor Smith to cause’
a special investigation of the case to
be made. The American and Spanish
residents are strongly incensed over the
murder.

Harford, who is a powerfully
built young chap, over six feet in height,
when arrested was armed with a revolver
and cartridge belt, while a flowing set of
artificial whiskers and a pair of blue
glasses completed the disguise end of his
outfit.

SUNDAY BY-LAW
IS SUSTAINED

DECISION GIVEN BY
THE CHIEF JUSTICE

Application to Quash Convic-
tion in Rendell Casé Is
Refused.

The city by-law calling for the
closing of billard rooms, pool rooms and
various other places of amusement has
been declared within the power of the
municality to pass and the places de-
scribed must remain closed on Sunday.
The civic by-law to that effect was de-
clared good and within the power of
the city council to pass by Chief Justice
Hunter this morning. At the same time
the conviction obtained against Fred

B. Rendell on July 28th, for keeping his.

pool-room open on a Sunday was con-
firmed.

R. C. Lowe, who appeared for Rendell
in support of his application for an or-
der quashing the by-law, argued that
the counci] had no power to prevent
pool rooms remaining open on Sunday.
He held that as the statute gave speci-
fic power to close saloons and barbar
shops on that day it followed that in re-
gard to other places it had only a gen-
era] power to regulate them and he
quoted decisions as to the effect of gen-
eral and specific powers to show that
unless specially authorized to order
Sunday closing a municipality had no
power to do so. The chief justice was
against him on this point, however, and
did not ask to hear W, J. Taylor, K.
C., for the city. ?

Mr. Lowe then raised the point that
the charge did not disclose any offence.
The by-law said that poolrooms ‘‘shall
close at twe.ve o’clock midnight and re-
main closed unti] six o’clock a.m. and
on Monday.”” This he held to mean tIat
these places should close between mid-
night and six in the morning every
day, including Sundays.

His lordship was against him on this
point also although he admitted that
the wording was ambiguous. The mani-
fest intent of the bylaw was, he con-
sidered, that the closing hours should
be as stated on week-days and all day
ori Sunday

“It is singular the number of civic

by-laws that are full of slip-shod Eng-
lish,” he remarked, “Every by-law that
has comeé before the courts.has con-
tained clauses that have been suscep-
tible, apart from the context, of being
wread two ways.”
‘ Mr, Lowe was equally unsuccessful in
his contention that the charge contain-
ed a duplication of offences keeping a
pool room and a billard room, and that
it was for keeping open instead of
“omitting to close and keep closed.”

The city was granted costs as against
Rendell.

SIR JOHN CARLING INJURED.

London, Ont., Oct. 9.—8ir John Carling
was painfully injured in a fall which he
sustained on Thursday evening. While
going to bed he ‘'was overcome with dizzi-
ness and fell, striking his head heavily.
He will be confined to his house for sev-
eral days, buf no serious results are an-
ticipated. Sir John is in his 82nd year.

Hamilton, Ont., Oct. 9.—Delegates from
all parts of Canada are arriving here to
attend the three-day convention of the
Brotherhood of St. Andrew.

WANT MINISTER OF
LABOR IN OLD LAND

Suggestion for Solution of Un-
employed Problem—1,500,-
000 Qut-of-works.

London, Oct. 9—The Genera] Federa-
tion of the Trades Unions has issued a
manifesto declaring that there are 1,-
500,000 unemployed in the United King-
dom with dependents numbering 7,500,+
000 suffering thereby.

The federation recommends the crea-
tion of a minster of labor and & per-
manent unemployed board and that ail
members of the labor union refuse to
work overtime,

ARE REDUCED

NEW SCHEDULE IS
PUT INTO EFFECT

Vessels Pay at Least Twenty
Per Cent. Less Than
Formerly.

The pilotage rates have been  re-
duced for this port and a new. sched-
ule of charges made which will mater-
ially affect the shipping interests of
the coast. Not only is there a discount
of twenty per cent allowed on almost
all regular steamers, but a change. in
the method of collecting wili make
some of the reductions approach thirty
per cent.

The new method provides that  fer
vessels under 3,500 ‘ons met the basis
of collection” Wiil be partly ‘on tonnage
and partly on draught instead of eon
draught alone as heretofore. This Will
affect almost all the steamers coming
to this port, including the Empress
liners. The reduction has been made
possible through the fact that . four
pilots are at present doing the work
formerly done by five, and behind it
also is a desire on the part of the pilots
to reduce the rateg as much as ps-
sible. i

The question of pilotage has given a
good deal of concern to all interested
for a long time. After full cossidera-
tion the:local pilotage authority, with
the sanction of  the department of
marine and fisheries, has authorized
the following 1list of dues substituted
for those previously in force: 3

(a) Vessels bound to other ports and
coming to an anchor in Royal Roads,
the pilotage shall be free, except the/
services of a pilot are employed, when
pilotage according to the following
graduated scale shall be payable:

From inside or north of Race Rocks
to Royal Bay or vice versa, 50 per cent.

The Premier
of British Columbia was elected as a
provincial representative of this city
on a distinct pledge that if honored
with- the confidence of the people he
wounld give proof of his interest in the
welfare of the constituency.

Can Mr., MeBride point [to
a single thing he has ever done for the

*people of Victoria? If he ecan, will he
be good enough to. draw attention to
seme of the works he has accomplished?

Templeman urging delay in the follow-
ing words: “On the one hand I feel
quite confident that the Indians will
not be averse te accepting your fresh
terms; on the otheér hand, if you force
them to assemble at a meeting called
by the agent and present your ulti-
matum it will probably turn out' that
they will give you no answer at all, and
thus the beneficia] results of ybur pa-
tience will become lost and fruitless.”
No one will dare to doubt that Mr.
Helmcken acted in good faith when he
advised a little more patient delay. Are
we wrong when we say that if Mr.
Pempleman had at that time tried to
rush a forfeiture act through = the
House he would have been met, and
met deservedly, with the scorn and
obloquy of the whole of Canada? We
have not yet descended to the Ameri-
can idea that the only good Indian is
a dead one. We believe the
legal and moral rights of In-
dians- are as sacred a8 those
of white men. Might is not always
right. Canada has never yet compelled
an Indian to leave his reserve, and it
never will save in case of absolute ne-
cessity and after all peaceful methods
have been exhausted. It must be ad-
mitted—nay, we assert that the neces-
sity is at hand, and legislation cannot
be much longer delayed. The guestion
has now become acute, and, if the In-
dians continue to trifle with every prop-
osition made to them, the government
will be quite justified in seeking for the
necessary legislation.

Mr. Templeman has no reason to be
ashamed, he has reason to be proud,
of the amicable and considérate course
which he has pursued towards. the
Songhees. He has looked upon them
as fellow-beings whose rights, opinions,
feelings, whose prejudices even, should
be respected.

THE CAUSE OF LABOR,

‘“We have done for the cause of
labor what no other government
have dome. I shall take the first
opportunity to submit to my col-
leagues that the fime has come
when we should have a depart-
ment of labor under a separate
minister.’’

The above statement was made by
the Premier of Canada, Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, at Berlin, Ontario. In connec-

tion with the subject the fact must not
be . forgotten that up till the year 1896
no legislation had been placed upon the
statute books of Canada in the inter-
ests of the working classes. Here is
the record of the Liberal gpvernment
since that date:

The establishment of a Department of
Labor,

The publication of a monthly journal
known as the Labor Gazette.

The abolition of the sweating system
in connection with government con-
tracts,

The abolition of prison
tracts.

The adoption of ‘a fair, wages policy
with regard .to all government eon- |
tracts.

The enactment of legislation to aid in
the prevention and settlement of strikes
and lockouts by:

(1) The Conciliation Act, 1900,

(2) The Railway Labor Disputes Act,
1903, \

(3) The Industria] Disputes Investi-
gation Act, 1907,

The enactment of legislation and the
adoption of measures to protect Cana-
dian workingmen from competition of
alien labor, and the unfair competitiop
of such clases of labor as might tend
to lower the standard of Iiving of the
industria] clagses of this country, as for
example:

(1) The Alien Labor Act of 1897, and
amendment of 1898 and 1901,

(2) The appointment in 1803 of royal
commissions to enquire into the alleged

and a bill introduced at the last session
by the Minister of Labor.

Thirty-one years have
passed since these prophetic words fell
from the lips of Sir Wilfrid Laurier in
the memorable campaign which fol-
lowed his appeintment in 1877 as Min-
ister of jInland Revenue in the Mac-
kenzie cabinet. The eighteen years
following 1878 were dark ones for the
Libera] party in the country at large,
but Quebec East has never wavered in

No Evidence to Show That
Coleman Took Tramcar
Money Box.

Joseph Coleman, accused of having
stolen a farebox beionging to the B. C.
Electric -Railway Company on Thurs-
day last, wad discharged from cus-
tody this morning by Magistrate Jay,
who did not think the evidence would
warrant a conviction.

Conductor James M. Ritchie, Wwho
was in charge of car No. 30 on the
Beacon Hill line on Thursday after-
noon, identified Coleman as one of two
men who had traveled on his car from
somewhere about Fort street to the
terminus at the park. The companion
of Coleman kept his face turned away
all the time. At the park these two
got off, as well as-two men whom he
knew by sight, two ladies and two
children. The latter six got off by the
{ront entrance and Coleman by the
back. The last time he hung the box
up was at Superior and Menzies
street. When he got off to reverse the
trolley pole he neglected to take the
box, and when he went forward later
on to get it, it had disappeared. No
one had been on the platform except
the motorman in the meanwhile,

Detective-Sergeant Palmer said Cole-
man had been brought in on Friday by
Detective Clayards and in reply to
questions, said he had come from Se-
attle some days ago, had worked here
one day and had no money, having
spent his last cent on breakfast. About
fifteen or twenty minutes - after the
man left Palmer had occasion to go
into the patrol stables and noticed
some car tickets stuffed in behind the
top of the base-board.

Constable Harper told of taking Cole-
man to the station. He 'allowed the
man to go into the stable for a mo-
ment and the latter passed out of his
sight behind a stall at the spot where
the tickets were found.

‘Patrol Driver Bradley said he had
seen nothing of the tickets when in
the stable earlier in the morning.

Detective Clayards had notified Cole-
man that he was wanted at the de-
tefztive office and subsequently heard
his' conversation with Detective Pal-
mer.

H. A. Turner, for the accused, asked
for a dismissa] on the ground that no
évidence had been adduced to connect
Coleman with the fare box or the tick-
ets, or to show that the tickets prow
duced had been stolen.

Drilling is continued
throughout the' twenty-four hours of
the dday. At present the rock is so hard
that the bit has to be tempered and
sharpened every hour,

BOYS SET FREE ON
SUSPENDED SENTENCE

Three Youthful Offenders Will
Be Apprenticed to
Trades.

Pleading guilty to the burglarizing
of five houses out of nineteen entered,
and to the stealing-of property aggre-
gating in value $500, one-quarter of the
entire amount estimated to have been
taken in the last month, James Wat-
son, Robert Gibbons and Paul Medina
were on Saturday released by Magis-
trate Jay on suspended sentence. The
boys are to be removed from the city
and from the possibility of meeting
each other, Gibbons and Medina = to
be apprenticed on board merchantmen,
and Watson to be sent to a farm-on

the mainland.

The case having been taken out of
the hands of* City Prosecutor Moore by
the Attorney-General’s department, C.
J. Prior appeared for the prosecution,
instructed by the dcparimendt.

W. C. Moresby, after asking for the
clearing of the court, announced’ that
the boys would plead guilty, and choose
a summary trial. Gibbons and Medina
were then arraigned for the robberies
from Wm. Mead, 664 Dallas road; Mrs.
Mansell, 1534 Elford street, and D. H.
McLean, McKenzie street; and Wat-
son, Gibbons and Medina for the rob-
beries from H. A..S. Morley, 1130 Yiew
street, and H. A. MacLean, 1020 Moss
street. To each they pleaded guilty in-
dividually. r:

Mr. Moresby made an appeal for
clemency for the boys, dwelling on the
hardening influences of jail or peniten-
tiary and the exceeding. probability, if
confined in such surroundings, that
they would turn out: confirmed crim-
inals.  There was no desire on the part
of the parents or anyone else, he said,
to mitigate in the least the nature of
the crime and the paréents and relatives
wished to see that in every way the
boys realized the gravity of their po-
sition. He urged that all the demands
of justice and protection of the pub-
lic would be amply met by release on
suspended sentence. The affair would
be a lesson to them and to all other
boys. They had started off as a boy-
ish prank but unfortunately the fact
that they were not immediately de-
tected emboldened them. The first
steps in the wrong path were trace-
able to ‘“that infernal messenger ser-
vice system,” which, in this city as in
others, took boys from school and put
were - brought in
touch with all sorts of vice and im-
morality.

If the court took the view he was
urging upon it, the father of the Wat-
son boy would send him of a farm
with relatives near WVancouver and
Medina would be-placed as an appren-
tice on board a merchant vessel, under
a good captain, Mr. Moresby said that
as to the money taken the parents
would make complete Pestitution.

A friend- of the Gibbbns «boy under-
took that inside an hour £he boy would
be apprenticed on a xr‘;chantman.

“This case has been %iven -careful
consideration by the crown officials,”
said Mr. Prior, and they have come
to the conclusion, having’ regard  to
the fact that these are mere youths,
that they have freely and frankly con-
fessed their guilt and assisted the po-
lice in recovering the articles stolen and

"that they should not be allowed to re-

main in their old surroundings, that the
interests -of justice and of the com-
munity, and’ especially of the boys
themselves will be best served if they
are given a chance to become honest
and law-abiding citizens and not sent
to jail. It is rightly pointed out by the
legal representative of the boys that
if sent to jail they will jnevitably be-
come hardened criminals. They are
not in-born bad and the crown feels
that if taken away they will, in all
probability, be yet good citizens. I
must strongly impress the necessity
not only of separating the boys but
of sending them away from this city.”

Magistrate, Jay addressed the three
boys on the seripusness of their of-
fence and reminded them that although
they were being released they were lia-
ble to be punished yet for the offence
if they did not embrace this oppor-
tunity to reform. For himself the
magistrate agreed with counse]l that
the interests of justice would be best
served by the course he was taking.
On one point raised by Mr, Moresby,
Mr, Jay said:

“I agree to same extent from my
observation here and elsewhere, re-
garding young lads being engaged in
the messenger service. I have seen
many cases of criminality traceable to
association with the boys in that ser-
vice, where they are brought into con-
tact with evil influences. I have also
found that the beginning of trouble is
traceable to the fact that as young
lads they have been allowed to sell
papers on the street late at night. The
legislature has seen fit to prohibit the
employment of children in factories
and I think it would be well also to
prohibit boys of tender years being en-
gaged in employments tending to bring
them into immoral associations.”

The boys were then released from the
dock and entered into recognizances,
a further guarantee being taken in
each case by a $500 bond for two
years.

Charges of scandal and corruption
were not the issues of this campaign.
The chief defenders of the Liberal
government from the charges of cor-
ruption were Conservatives, men who
knew the real facts of the matter. In
the case of the Ross rifle, Colonel Sam
Hughes championed that new arm; the
Hodgins’ charges were disposed of by
Majer Hodgins himself; when charges
of graft in the marine and fisheries de-
partment were made it was a Conser-
vative of the standing of Hugh Allan
who refuted them. ]

Better terms were not the issue, no
matter what Premier McBride said.
Speaking as a native son, Mr. Higgins
said, the Premier had his sympathy
when he went to the conference of
premiers. Instead of demanding jus-
tice when other Conservative premiers,
Whitney and Roblin, opposed the re-
quest of this province. he had left in
a huff. Who saved British Columbia?
It was Mr. Fielding, who went before
the conference and demanded that in
justice to this province it should be
given a million dollars spread over ten
years. (Applause). Why, then, support
McBride, who ratted? 1If it had not
been for Mr. Fielding, British Colum-
bia’s cause would have been lost when
its premier left that conference and
left his province to the tender mercies
of his fellow-Conservatives, Whitney
and Roblin.

“The real issue in this campaign,”
said Mr. Higgins, “is none of these
things I have mentioned. It is whether
you desire to see continued in office a
government which has done so much
for Canada as a whole, a government
which has increased population by a
wise immigration policy, which has in
the one province of Saskatchewan in-
creased the area under crop seven and
one-half times; a government which is
building the G. T. P. and creating a
new province in the North; a govern-
ment which is going to construct the
Hudson’s Bay railway, destined to
bring the products.of the Canadian West
closer to the European markets than
are those of any other North or South
American country; a government which
has established the railway commis-
sion and protected the shippers; a
government which has settled the
Oriental question to the satisfaction of
all reasonable men and conserved the
Japanese market; a government which
hag initiated the All-Red route, inaug-
urated true civil service reform, enact-
ed valuable labor legislation and given
British Columbia large . railway sub-
sidies. These things are actual facts
and ‘are worth your while thinking
over.”

Mr. Higgins drew attention to Sir
Wilfrid’s appeal at Sorel to be let fin-
ish his work and to his beautiful sen-
timent, “My country is my love.” These
words he compared with famous
phrases uttered by other great men
and declared that they would live for
ages. In an eloquent peroration he
asked the electors of Royal Oak to as-
sist Sir Wilfrid in the finishing of his
work by the re-election of one of the
ablest of his supporters and helpers,
Ralph Smith.

Ralph Smith,

Ralph Smith remipded this audience
that they had to consider the policy
of the Laurier government, of which
he had been a supporter in the House
for eight years now. If they took an
impartial view of what the governg
ment had done and what he, as a sup-
porter of it, had done, they would have
no hesitation in giving him, on this
third appeal, the same support as they
had given him before, (‘“You’re our man,
Ralph,” sald a voice). It was after all
a question of what a government and
party had done and had to offer that
the electors had to consider at such
a time. The Conservative party were
not able and not prepared to tell the
people what they proposed to do if
given power; their whole programme
was one of complaint, denunciation
and declamation. One of the func-
tion of an opposition, it was true, was
to criticize the acts of a government
and its policy. The opposition leader
in Canada was paid $7,000 a year for
keeping a party together to do that.
But this was not everything. He
should be able to offer in place of the
government policy one that he.  be-
lieved would be better,

‘“The people of this country and of
this constituency are too hard-headed
to put any party in power unless it
has a sound and well-reasoned policy
to substitute for the one it assails. In
this election the representatives of the
Conservative party—I cannot’ altogeth-
er blame them—are unable to put be-
fore the people any sound proposals
simply because the leaders of the party
cannot do so.

“The business of a government is Lo
do things for the people generally, for
the largest number. That is the sound-
est government which does things in
the interests of the great mass of the
people. You may have a good govern-
ment which does magnificent things
for a few but which impoverishes the
majority. A party that has accom-
plished big things for a few is a very
different one from a party that accom-
plishes great things for the masses of
the country. That is a difference on
which I am prepared to place my sup-
port of any party.

“I.came here sixteen years ago as an
English radical, knowing something
about the country and familiar with its
politics through the speeches of Cart-
wright and Macdonald. When I came
I had to consider which party I would
support and I looked at which had done
most for the people and which policy
promised most. Having given sixteen
years’ support to the Liberal party I
consider I made a wise and proper
choice.” (Applause).

Mr. - 8Smith referred to his life-long
interest in labor matters as a work-
ingman himself. Incidentally he took
issue with the definition of working-
men which restricted it to a laborer or
mechanic. His concéeption of a work-
ingman was he who by his physical or
menta] strength contributed to the
productivity of his country. The man
who sat in office or study and created
fresh channels of activity was as much
a worker as he who labored in mine or
workshop or farm. As president of the
Dominion Trades and Labor Congress
for some years, Mr. Smith said, he had
experience of the fact ‘that for years
the Conservative government had been
applied to for the remedying of -evils
which labor had to complain of, but not

one had ever been attended to.
Oriental Immigration.

One matter brought before the late
government by Jabor had ‘been the
feeling of '‘British Columbia towards
Oriental immigration. The answer to
this was the report of the royal com-
mission of 1883 that Orientals were

necessary to develop and build up this |

province. A tax of $50 was placed on
the Chinese, but did not operate as any
parrier. As late as 1892 the effect of
this Chinese influx was to retard emi-
gration from England to British Co-

the Conservative government, but
nothing was ever done to mitigate the
evil,

“I am opposed by some people,” the
speaker went on, “for doing so much
for the workingmen and nothing for
the employers, while others contend
that I have done too much for the em-
ployers. I have tried to commit myself
to a reasonable ‘proposition as between
the Liberals, who had nothing to do
with bringing the Orientals here, and
the Conservatives, who had everything
to do with it. Mr. Shepherd, who is one
of my opponents, says he stands for
total exclusion, and if he has spoken
here I presume-he has repeated that.
I say to you that if Mr. Shepherd had
the power and could exclude the Asi-
aties it is more than his party ever was
able to do, more than his party ever
tried to do, and, besides this, that it is
something that the corporation influ-
ences which are backing himself and
his party in this campaign would not
allow him to do.

“As regards -the Japanese question,
Sir Wilfrid Laurier has settled the mat-
ter with the Japanese authorities in a
sensible, statesmanlike way. It is an
effectual settlement. I learn from the
immigration officials that this day
twelvemonth there were 140 Japanese
on their way to Canada. To-day there
are four Japanese en route here, and
these four are women, coming to join
their husbands. (Applause.) There can-
not be any Japanese labor imported in-
to Canada without the express consent
of the government at Ottawa. In an-
swer to a question I put last session,
it was stated in the House that since
the settlement the only application for
tl.e admisison of Japanese labor was
made by the C. P. R., and it was turned
down. (Applause.) I repeat, and I can-
not emphasize it too strongly, that
every request made by labor to the Lib-
eral government has been answered,
while every request made to a Conser-
vative administration was ignored.”

One of these requests had been that
work on public contracts and in the
manufacture of public supplies should
be carried on under fair conditions, and
at reasonable wages. These contracts
during the Conservative regime were
given to friends and favorites to the
extent sometimes of $25,000 at a time,
without tender, and tens of thousands
of dollars’ worth of supplies had been
bought from party friends who sub-let
the contracts to the sweating dens of
the east.” Women and children had
manufactured supplies for the govern-
ment of Canada at sweat shop wages,
political favorites receiving the benefit
of their under-paid work. Appeals to
the Conservative government to stop
this: were ' made ' in' vain. When the
Laurier government came in the matter
was brought to its noti¢e, and within
two. years /it was made impossible to
sub-let contracts, and fair conditions
and wages were stipulated for., (Ap-
plause.)

Lemieux Act.

The Lemieux Act was another in-
stance of' good Ilegislation for the
masses of the people. In every instance
where its provisions had been applied
the workingmen had got benefit from
it, and that without the loss of time
and money occasioned by a strike.

“Strikes are not in the interests of
the workers,” declared Mr. Smith with
conviction. “For ten years that I was
agent of the miners’ union there was
not five minutes’ time lost in strikes.
(Cheers.) Every strike in a mine has
to be paild for by the miner; the mine
owners do not foot the bill, It is the
man who starves himself when he goes
back to work who has to pay, I am op-
posed to strikes. They are not in the in-
terests of the people. (Hear, hear.)
Some labor leaders do not agree with
that view, but I hold it firmly, both as
between man and man and nations.
When men speak to me about equip-
ment of armies and navies to fight
other nations, I am loath to vote for
such appropriations, :

“We do not want to spend money on
such things. This is a great industrial
country, and we should spend money to
develop it as such. (Hear, hear.)
Reasonable expenditure, on protection
we must have, but warfare is not a
question in Canada. If we have to give
money for that purpose let us give it
to Great Britain, which has already
the equipment, but in this country it is
our business to spend our money in the
development of enterprises, and we
ought to stand for the principles of in-
ternational peace and arbitration.

“Because I stand for that principle
among nations I stand for it between
workers and masters. Socialists and
others go about preaching that there
can be no connection betwen employer
and employed, that they have no in-
terests in common, that their every in-
terest is opposed, That is not a correct
principle nor' honest teaching. (Hear,
hear.) The Socialists disseminate the
doctrine that the worst enemy of the
worker is his employer. The men who
work honorably for their employer and
the employers who consider their men’s
best interests as well as their own pro-,
duce this result, that they secure a
larger production and a larger profit
for each party.” (Applause.)

Immigration Policy.

Dealing with the government’s immi-
gration policy, Mr. Smith spoke of the
value of populating the middle west
and thus creating a home market for
the products of other provinces, The
policy of the Liberal government had
been to give the land to settlers; the
policy of the Conservative party was to
give the land to corporations and make
settlement impossible, The C. P. R, had
prevented western settlement for years
until Mr, Sifton compelled it to select
and patent the land coming to it under
its enormous land grant. As soon as
the prairies began to fill- the prosperity
of British Columbia began. A home
market stimulated production, and to-
day the Northwest market was the
great market for British Columbia's
ing their fruit, and In every instance
products, Going through the islands
recently he had seen the farmers pack-
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-away a Socialist comrade
earlier refused his name to Mr. Higgins-

the farmers spoken to said thelr mar-
ket was on the prairies, Ten years ago
98 per cent. of the coal mined at Na-
naimo went to the United States; to-
day 62 per cent, was consumed ‘along
the Pacific coast of Canada, This pros-
perity of British Columbia had been
determinéd by the sound, reform policy
of the Liberal government in creating
home markets, (Hear, hear.)

“Phe railway policy of the govern-
ment was one of reform and regulation
versus the giving away of lands to
companies without any control over

| their tariffs. The C. P. R, got the pub-
lumbia. The labor interests had kept at |

lic lands, but the people got absolutely
no returns in any way,

“In the case of the G. T. P. and other
railways an altogether different policy
was adopted. The companies were help-
ed by cash subsidies, but got no lands,
and the government absolutely con-
trolled their operations in the interests
of the public. When the people appeal-
ed to the railway commission they ap-
pealed to a thoroughly independent and
impartial body from which they could
expect redress if they had a fair case.

Developing Dominion.

“The Conservatives made great com-
plaint of Liberal expenditure. The faets
were that the Conservatives spent forty
millions out of a . thirty-five million
revenue, while the Liberals spent ninety
millions out of one hundred millions;
one government had to borrow five mil-
lions a year while the other had a sur-
plus of.twice that size. Practical busi-
ness people could see through argu-
ments of this kind and set the record
of one government against the other.
The Liberal expenditure was largely on
productive works and the development
of the country. It was utterly impos-
sible to expect progress without the
outlay of money; the only interest of
the elector was to see that the money
was spent wisely and efficiently. There
was a false impression about economy.
Mr. Foster .thought the Dominion
should hoard up its money in good
times. The- government, on the other
hand, made large loans in London dur-
ing the time of business depression’ in
order to make the whole world feel
that Canada’s credit was as, good .as
ever, and that she was spending largely:
and wisely. It was wise expenditure
that made true economy.

“These things should be sufficient
reason to support the Laurier govern-

ment,” Mr. Smith said in closing. *“In.

the words quoted by Mr, Higgins: ‘Let
Sir Wilfrid Laurier finish his work.” I
hope  he will live long to finish it
(Hear, hear,) There is no. sentiment ‘in
Canada against Sir Wilfrid. It is ail
with him. There is no question as to
the strength, success and ‘importance
of his leadership. I am prepared to sup-
port a government which is doing
things, as his is. That is the govern-
ment that will receive my support if I
receive your support on October 26th.”

Before the cheers which followed Mr.
Smith’s masterly address had died
who had

and still persisted in preserving the
secret of his identity, asked that gen-
tleman if the Laurier government was
not to blame for the Asiatics who had
come in since 1896.

“But do Canadians think of nothing
in the great world outside?” asked he
without a name in the tone of a man
who must have a grievance,

“They do, but they think of Canada
first,” replied Mr. Smith. “And if my
friend there would spend less time over
supposed cases and dreams and illus
sions, and devote more time to thinking
of Canada and his duty to it, he would
find it much more profitable.”

This crushing reply. was greeted with °

cheers and a hearty laugh, but the un-
known had another question. He com-
plained that Mr, Smith had not shown
him why he should vote for Smith and
not for Hawthornthwaite.

“My friend will not vote for me and

he will vote for my Socialist opponent,”
said Mr, Smith, ‘‘for this reason—he has
no vote in-this constituency to give
anyone.”

With magnetic power, said Father
Caine, the great cardinal just before
thé opening of the congress held the
vast congregation spell-bound, Assemb-
16d there was tho society from the west
end of London and the cardinal was
not afraid to tell that society in London

Rev. Father Caine, in referring to the
apposition which has been stirred up
i BEngland by the congress, said he
did not belleve this opposition was the
voleé of Protestant England. He was
sure it did not voice the Protestant
sentiment in Canada,

|8 congtess, he said, was an as-
sémbly of cardinals, bishops, priests
and the laity to show its faith in the
Blessed: sacrament. The delegatés rea-
lized that the sanctity of the Catholic
frith wae intimately connécted with
the blessed sacrament, The two dogmas
of the Catholic church that had been
attacked were the supremacy of the
Pope and the blessed sanctity of the
Holy Sacrament. The congress répre-
sénted a rallying to the defence of

-England aroused at the time of the
réformation had taken away the bless-
ed sacrament from the tabernacles. In
the words of Mary Magdalen: “They
haye taken away my Lord, and I know
not where they have laid Him.” :

1t was not surprising, said the
presther, to hear the priests rally to
the défence, but the laity were heard to

eak with equal fervor. With
thie premier nobleman of Eng-
1and, the Duke of Norfolk, at their
head the laity was represéented at all
times. Pope Pius sent his representa-
tive in Cardinal Vannutelli, who as
Papal legate took the place of the Pope
Himselt, No legate had set foot in Eng-
18nd for many, many years. The ire of
ultra Protestant England was raised in
consequence, For centurles the Pope
was represented at the coming of the
kings of England. When' a feeling was
arvoussd at the time of the reformation
against the presence of a legate the
practice had ceased, With the arrival
of Cardinal Vamnutelli in England it
was not to be wondered at that he was
given a grand reception by Catholic
Hngland. Recognizing in him the one
who took the place of the Pope they
showed their loyalty to the Holy See.

.The .message from congress, said
Father Calne. was that in British Co-
Jumbia, In Victoria as elsewhere, there
must be more frequent communion.
At the congress there were eight
cardinals, the largest number ever on
British soil. “No wonder ultra Protes-
tantism was stirred,” said the speaker.
There were bishops from all parts, and
over 4,000 priests., Belgium and France
were largely represented. This showed
that France was still faithful in spite
of the attacks upon religion there,

)jeré were so many French present
that the programmes were printed in
bi3th French and English.

Father Caine drew a picture of the
impréssive part which the children’s
parade and service played in the gath-
ering. There were 18,000 children from
the Catholic schools present in the par-
afié. who received the blessing of the
legate, As the . children marched the

stveets singing there was no disturb-
ance.

‘Another impressive service was that
attended by 12,000 meén in Prince Albert
hall on the 8aturday night before the
‘close. A hour before the time of com-
méncing it was packed with men who
had paid five shillings each for admis-
sion. Protestants who could have seen
tHat assemblage would have been forec-
ed to the conclusion that what gather-
odl them there would beéar looking into.
Catholics could not help but thank God
that he was a Catholic. It was at that
meeting that the archbishop .of West-
minster made known that the govern-
ment had Interfered with the plans for
the procession the next day. It was an-
nounced that the prime minister had
shown himself a coward. Permission
had been given before, but in reply to
a. demand from a certain section an old.
law which had fallen into disuse was
revived. Protestant societies had met
and protested. He félt that good would
coms of it, however. The archbishop of
Westminster explained the situation.
The premier had asked the Catholic
Marquis_of Ripon to ask the arch-
bishops not to have the procession.
“Mark the bravery of the prime minis-
ter,” said the speaker, The archbishop
sent reply to the prime minister that
permission had been given and the ar-
rangemeénts were all made, An old law
was dug up. The archbishop, however,
said “No. If the procession is stopped
oné must be in a position to say the
govérnment stopped it.”” The prime
minister =aid “Yes,” and the govern-
ment stopped it. The excitement, Father
Caine said, was intense.. It was felt
that it was a blow to the creed. “If you
could have heard the hissing,” said he.

There were lawe in existence which
the British were ashamed of and which
were not put in force,

“We are now breaking the law,”
sald Father Caine, “in worshipping in
a bullding with a steeple.” It was true
thers wasa law forbidding Catholics to
hold ‘ceremonial processions, but that
law was not observed. The British flag
and the flag of the Pope weére hung side

procéssions héld theérs and the protec-
tion for them in their procession was
that of the British flag.

Socialists, Anarchists, Suffragettes,
the Salvation Army and others had
Processions, and no interference follow.
The opposition, he felt, would do good,
however, It would attract attention to
these laws and lead to their repeal
probably, If not then let the British
cease’ boasting of her liberty, It had
already done good, as it made the real
Britishers ashamed of these laws.

The procession was held, By com~
mand of the prime minister the blessed
sacrament was not carried. Only the
sacremental Lord was prohibited from
the procession. As the procession pass-
ed there was little disordeér. Hisses
came only from the lowest classes.
From the Protestant clergy and from
the newspapers nothing but courtesy
was shown throughout. In front of
Westminster cathedral the legate bless-
ed the people. Twenty Catholic peers
of England were there as & body guard.
They had sworn allegiance to their sov-
ereign on earth, They were proud also
to show their allegiance to their sov-
ereign in heaven.

In concluding, Father Caine said the
message from the congress was that
they must increase theif devotion to the
blessed sacrament. They must have
love for the holy sacrament, They must
be faithful to Sunday mass and to week
day mass as well, and attend it more
frequently.

Father Caine’s impressions of the
Bucharist Congress conveyed in his ad-
dress last night is to be followed for
several Sunday nights by addresses on
the most important features of the
great gathering.

JAIL IS BESEIGED
BY INFURIATED MOB

Negro’s Crime Leads to Excit-
ing Scenes in §partan-
burg, S. C.

Spartanbeurg, S, C., Oct. 12.—~In the
heart of Spartanburg, with its 20,000
population, a mob of - infuriated citi-
zens, numbeéring nearly 2,200, fought
ineffectually on Saturday with the
military and civil authorities for the
possession of John Irby, a negro, who
assaulted Mise Lillie Dempsey earlier
in' the day, near Saxon- Mill village,
three miles away. £

Four persons were wounded, one of
them seriously, and John Sparks, a
restaurant keeper, was arréstéed and
held without bail on the charge of
shooting Sheriff Nicholls, who was
slightly wounded in the exchange of
shots between the mob and the au-
thorities while they were protecting
the trembling prisonér in the jail,

At a late hour about 150 state troops
were on guard at the jail, and mean-
while the mob had increased by about
500 men from Greenville, a neighbor-
ing town. The situation was extreme-
ly critical. A hundred regulation
army rifles 'projecting from windows,
doors and porches of the building pre-
sented a formidable proposition_for the
mob leaders. There were threats of
dynamiting the jail, and precautions
were taken to have all known supplies
of explosives guarded.

While Saturday’s crime of the negro
Irby was the chief cause of the mob’s
fury, the presence in the jail of two
other negroes, against whom there
have from time to time during the last
two weeks been threats of: violence,
added to the excitement. hese cir-
cumstances made it evident that the
entrance into the jail meant a tripple
lynching.

At midnight the mob spirit was
waning, the police having arrested
several alleged leaders of 'the mob,
which had a salutary effect,

COMMANDER SPAIN
COMING TO COAST

Whole Pilotage System to Be
Investigated by
Him.

There is to be an investigation into
the whole pilotage system in vogue on
the Pacific coast. Commander Spain,
who has 'charge of the Pilotage work
of the department, is now on his way
to the coast and will go into the mat-
ter thoroughly. His aim will be to
secure a uniform system. The whole

shipping intdrests of the coast will be’

considered and any arrangement that
is made will be in the interests of
the shipping men.

The changes which have been re-
cently made in the pilotage system
here are only tentative and are lia-
ble to alteration from time to time.
It is not unlikely that the rates may
be reduced on some classes of boats,
while there may be some increases on
others until an equitable arrangement
has been decided upon. It is impos-
sible to so arrange a new system that
it will work perfectly at the outset.
As soon as it has been found how the
new system works it will be modi-
fied if necessary to cover any anoma-
lies or injustices.

Under the new system there will be
a decrease in the charges amounting
to something like 28 per cent. on the
Pacific coast steamers. There will be
a decrease on the Empresses, the Aus-
tralian liners, Mexican and New Zea-
land liners, but on the Marus and on
some of the Dodwell liners there is
a slight increase. '

It has been proposed. in some quar-
ters that there should be but one
pilotage authority for British Colum-
bia. Whether or not this would work
out is hard to say, but it is certain
that a thorough investigation will be
conducted by Commander Spain and
that the whole pilotage question will
be then finally settled.

Berlin, Oct, 12.—The Lokal Anzeiger
published a dispatch- from Belgrade
saying Servian customs officials on the
frontiér have taken forcihle possession
of a Hungarian customs house, and
that the people have burned another
Austrian flag on the public square,

According to this communication,
Servian customs officers from the town
of Sahabats went over to the island of
Bajuklitz, which is in Hungarian terri-
tory, and ‘drove out from the settlement
there between thirty and forty Hun-
garian customs employees by threaten-
ing them with armed foree. The Servi-
ans then took possession of the Hun-
garian customs station, which they
continue to hold. They have been rein-
forced by Servian gendarmes. The peo-
ple of Sahabats are .celebrating this
event joyuflly.

A band of Servian demonstrators
boarded an Austria steameér at Bel-
grade, tore down the national flag and

carried it into the square, where it was

SIGNS OF REVIVAL

Steamer Romford to Carry Fir
From Portland to An-
tipodes.

Portland, Oct. 12.—Lumber: exporters
have again begun t0 engage tonnage
after enjoying a short season of Inac-
tvity, J. J. Moore & Co. chartering the |
British steamship Romford on Satur-|
day to transport a cargo of fir from
here to Melbourne, Australia. ®Tha
steamer is at Eureka, where she will
take on a small shipment of redwood
before clearing for the Columbia river.
Her cargo will be received at Tongue
Point and will measure about 2,500,000 |
feet. She is of 1930 tons net register.

The ‘Romford was at Portland less
than a year ago and took a cargo of
lumber for the Antipodes. Owing to her
size, she is one of the most profitable
tramps engaged in roaming about the
Pacific. Of light draft, she can enter
the harbor of any of the Oriental ports
without lightering, She is also of good
speed and inexpensive to operate as
compared with many of the larger car-
riers,

There is every indication that the off-
shore lumber tradeé will soon be as
brisk as it was preceding the financial
flurry of a year ago, when from 10,000,-
000 to 20,000,000 feet were exported from
here every month. Already the trade
with the Orient has shown a decided
improvement, In the. last few weeks
several American schooners have been
chartered to transport fir to China and
Japan. Two or three of them are com-
pleting cargoes in the river for Oriental
ports, and four other similar droghers
are headed in this direction to load for
the same destinations,

The coastwise lumber trade is also
picking up materially., Three months
ago half the coasters were tied up in
Oakland creek and at other points be-
tween Southern California and Puget
Sound. Now there are not more than a
dozen steam schooners and other coast
lumber-carriers out of regular service.
And it is said it will nat be long until
they will be plying up and down the
coast and maintaining regular schedules
the same as formerly. The demand for
railroad ties in the southwestern part
of the United States is affording em-
ployment to a number of the steamers.

GRAND SUCCESS

Rich Agricultural District Made
a Magnificent
Showing.

The Saanich Agricultural Association
held its annual exhibition on Thurs-
day and Friddy at the show grounds,
Baanichton. = Thursday was devoted
wholly to the placing and judging of
exhibits, the fruit and farm preduce,
end a number of other smaller classes
passing under the scrutiny of the ex-
perts. Yesterday the live stock wera
placed and al the judging completed.
During the afternoon of yesterday al-
most all the inhabitants -of Saanich
gathered to see the exhibits and to
fraternize among themselves, There

One of the interesting competitions
was that for the best packed box of
apples. The prize was won. by a lad

and.was a splendid effort. A number

. of the other boxes were well packed,

but some were a little too full and
others were not quite full enough,
while yet others were not as well
faced up. One box was especially no-
ticeable where paper had been used
beneath the top row to pad up so that
the upper layer might look level, This,
of course, would immediately disqual-
ify the box from competing with the
cthers.

One interesting and noticeable fea-
ture of the fruit exhibit this year was
the fact that the commercial varieties
were: much more in evidence than
formerly. The older varieties which
have been proved of little value for
the market have been discarded and
the exhibit confined to those varieties
which are likely to prove useful in the
future, This Was one of the most hope-
ful signs of the whole show.

Owing to the lateness of the season
the Bartlett pears were practically ex-
cluded with the exception of one or
two plates that had been kept in cold
storage. “~fere were, however, several
other splendid commercial varieties re-
presented and they were indeed fine
fruit. Errington and Cantwell had a
rnumber of prizé winners and there
were several other exhibitors whose
pears won-prizes and who had splendid
fruit. There is no doubt from what
was seen at the show that pears
should becomeé one of the staple fruits
0f the district.

Of the peaches, quinces, and other
fancy frults it is impossible to say
much, except that they indicate what
might be done in this line. The prunes
and pears all looked as if they had been
kept in cold storage, as indeed they
had in most instances. Considering
the latenéss of the season this fruit
was excellent. Saanich is ‘a plum and
prune country and could make a much
better exhibit of this fruit at the Vie-
toria show than at their own as the
fruit would then be just in season.

The exhibit of vegetables was very
much split up. Some of it was to be
founid on one side of the hall and some
on the other, while the best of all was
located in the room at the back. Both
the size and quality of the roots was
surprising. When it is considered that
this hig beeén one of the driest seasanc

'horses and sheep were decidedly high

class, and the fruit exceptionally good.
In the horse classes the brood, mares
and foals, both heavy and light, were
above the average. The light draft
class was _good right .through  and
there were. a couple of good roadsters.

Taken all in all the exhihition may
be considered to have béen very Suc-
cessful. Doubtless another year an
cffort will be made to increase the
number of exhibits in the stock’ classes:
It is not improbable too that the space
in the building will have to be in-
creased in the near future if the indoor
exhibits continue to increase. The
farmers at  Saanich aréy’ enterprising
and it would not be difficult to make
this show the best on: Vancouver Isl-
and with the exception of the provin-
cia] show at Victoria.

CANADA BOUND TO
GROW, SAYS MILNER

2, John

Dominion Entitled to Great
Share in Directing Policy
of Empire.

Vancouver,  Oct. 9.—Truly imperial
was the keynote sounded by Lord Mil-
ner in his eloquent speech at the com-
plimentary luncheon tendered him by
the Canadian club in Pender hall this
afternoon.

" His Lordship was given a great re-
ception by a thousand people. He said
that apart from the maritime pro-
vihces, which he wished he could have
seen, but had not been able to vis'g,
he appeared to have seen not one, but
four countries. What great political
architects, therefore, they were, whose
imagination and force could leap what
was then two thousand miles of wil-
derness and unite them all in g feder-
ation. He was thinking not of to-day
so much as of the future. With the
growth of population -and $rade . she
would have intérests in every part of
the world. Canada ‘would be gréat.
Even so, some other nations would
have two or even three times the pop-
ulation of Canada. How would she de-
fend those interests? Will she alone
ccmpete with millions of men or scores
of battleships? Or would Canada be
ccntent to take a back seat—a back
seat in peace as well as in war. Powar
is shown not only in war, for wars
among great nations are few, but much
more in peace. A nation is like a bank;
it is credit on which it trades, but it
must have power, like a cash reserve,

in the background ready to use if need

be.

‘“Look,” Lord Milner continued, “at
what is happening in Europe while
yvou and I are sitting here. Great
changes are -taking place.' National
boundaries are being altered. An in-
ternational compact of great moment
is being set aside.”

Canada was unique in being one of
a group of great countries. Together
that group ecan cemmand credit and
respect, with strength and security
based upon it. To Canada there would
then be less strain than she would
otherwise experience. Canada indi-
vidually, too, would gain, not lose. She
would be greater as a leading member
perhaps herself 4n the future the chief
and head of the great group of Brit-
ish states, than alone. Realizing this,
Canadiang would claim, and rightly
claim, a greater share in directing the
policy of the whole empire. The soon-
er they did so the better. They would
then realize to the full the need for

{ Canada of power in pedce as well as

in war.

Charles King Disappears From
Vancouver Leaving Sorrow« |
ing Friends Behind.

Vancouver, Oct, 9.~~Charles King, the
champion walker, Who tramped from
Montreal to Vancouver on a wager that
he could do the thing in 150 days and
éarn $150 on the way, disappeared from
Vancouver as mysteriousiy and as sud-
de¢nly as he arrived in the city.

King reached Vancouver on Sunday,
September 13th, with a full fortnight
of leeway in time to win his alleged
wager. He set to work doing odd jobs,
and on Friday, Septembeér 25th, an-
noumced that he had completed his re-
guired .earnings and would cash in his
cheque for $1,000 on Monday morning.
King received everywhere ‘the econ-
gratulations of his friéends and was the
highly toasted guest of several clubs.

During his stay in the eity, he talked
constantly of an arrangement to walk
back to Chicago over the tracks of the
G. N. R., and take snap shots for the
Strand Magazine. He even went so
far as to arrange locally for the pur-
chase of a magic lantern, and entered
into an agreemiént with a local party
té act as his advance agent and bill
him along the line of his route. A
well known firm of local photograph-
efs wag also allowed to pose King at
severa] points on thé C. P. R, line near
the city, where the background of
mountaih rahge and fieecy cloud with
the rugged rockwork of railway exca-
vation afforded the itable environ-
ment and setting for. good effect.
Through King's representations the
firm was induced to print a large num-
ber of pieture postal cards and most
of these, nearly one thousand,. they
allowed King to have without deposit
in order that ‘he might sell them on
the streets of Vancouver, He would
pay on the cashing of his cheque on
Monday.

On the Sunday previous to his sud-
den disappearance, King borrowed
money from several friends. This was
always on the représentation that he
would cash his big cheque on Mon-
day. 4

On Monday he left the down town
hotel, wheére he hdd been entertained,
partly on the stréngth of his achieve-
ment and partly on the credit of his
word. He left the hotel ostensibly to
cash his cheque, and no one in Van-
couver hag seen him since. He was
subsequently seen at New Westmin-
ster during the exhibition, where he
sold postal cards by the hundreds and
had a royal reception.

But his disappearance  from New
Westminster .was as sudden and mys-
tericus as that from Vancouver. A
week elapsed dquring which King's ered-
itors wagged. their. heads and looked
doubtfully at each other,

Yesterday, however, word = was
brought to the city by C. P. R. brakes-
men that King had been seen at Yale,
and later at Spuzzgum. He is evidently
tracking it back by a route which he
hag already covered, having invented
the story of his tramp te Chicago, in
order to deceive. Whether there ever
wag & wager is now a matter of some
doubt. The only verification of his
story that anyone has seen is the diary
which was stamped with the time of
hig arrival and departure at stations
along the line and - signed by the
agents in charge.

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THE SECRET AGREEMENT
IS BEFORE THE PUBLIC

Famous Indenture Which Created Big Sensation
Here Few Years Ago---Something For
People to Reflect Upon.

Mr, Barnard, Conservative candi-

date for the House of Commons, last
evening at his party meeting in Insti-
tute hall attempted to explain away
the celebrated secret agreement which
caused such a seénsation and so much
indignation early in the year 1905,
while he was mayor of the city.

The impression created upon the pub-
lic mind at that time was so strong
that much surprise was expressed on
the streets to-day that Mr. Barnard
shouyld  introduce it into this cam-
paign, but as he has probably been
asked by many citizens in the course
of his canvass to explain the secret
agreement he doubtless considered it
wise to “take the bull by the horns”
and make out the best case possible
under the circumstances.

The Times, therefore, deems it ad-
wisable to place the agreement itself
‘before the public and, expresses the
hope that its readers will carefully in-
vestigate the conditions and form
their own conclusions. The agreement
follows: 3
Memorandum of agreement made the

twenty-fourth day of November,
1904, between the British Columbia
Electric Railway Company, Limited
(foreign), being a company incor-
porated in England and duly regis~
tered as a foreign corporation trad-
ing in British Columbia (hereinafter
called “the company’) of the one
part, and the corporation of the
city ‘of Victoria, British Columbia
(hereinafter called ‘“the corpora-
tion’’) of the other part,

Whereas by an indenture, dated the
25th day of September, 1897, and made
between the Esquimalt Water Works
Company of the one part and the com-
pany of the other part, the company
contracted and agreed to take from
the Esquimalt Water Works Company
for the purposes of operating electric
works, power houses and generating
plant, a minimum of four million gal-
lons (imperial) of water daily, and has
the right to take certain additional
quantities of water not exceeding fif-
teen million gallons, (imperial) daily
from the sources of supply of the said
Esquimalt Water Works Company at
Goldstream, British Columbia.

And whereas the corporation claims
to have, or to be able to, obtain a par-
‘amount right to the use of the water of
Goldstream and its tributaries, and has
determined to acquire the undertaking
of the Esquimalt Water Works Com-
pany by purchase or|expropiration from
the Esquimalt Water Works Company,
or, in the event of failure to purchase
'or expropriate said undertaking, to take
and use said water| under such para-
mount right,

And whereas the company have
agreed with the corporation that in the
event -of the corporation acquiring the
use of said water, either by purchase or
otherwise, that the company will take
from the corporation water for the pur-
pose of generating electricity and pow-
er upon the terms and conditions here-
inafter mentioned.

And whereas differences have arisen
between the Esquimalt Water Works
Company and the company as to the
carrying out of the said agreement, and
the company have applied for and ob-
tained a record of seven thousand
inches of water for power from the
Shawnigan lake, and have expressed
their intention of taking from the said
Shawnigan lake, all water required by
them over and above the. said daily
minimum quantity jof four million gal-
lons.

Now this indenture witnesseth:

1. The corporation will proceed im-
mediately to acquire the right to use
the water from the Goldstream river
and its trlbuta.ries,‘ in one of the three
following manners, hereunder referred
to as A, B. and C.

(a.) By acquiring the undertaking of
the Esquimalt Water Works Company,
either by purchase or by expropriation.

(b.) By obtaining the right to take
and use all the waters of the Gold-
stream river and its tributaries as the
same now exists, and which form the
Present source of supply of the Esqui-
malt Water Works Company, but with-
,out acquiring the undertaking of the
'said company.

(c.) By obtaining a right to a portion
only of the waters of the Goldstream
river and its tributaries,

2. In the event of the corporation ac-
quiring, taking and using all the waters
i of the Goldstream| river and its tribu-
taries under A or B of clause 1 hereof,
the corporation agrees to supply to the
company and the company agrees to
purchase from the corporation all the
water that may be required by the com-
pany for the purppses of its undertak-
ing, and that can |be supplied from the
now exisfing state of development of
the source of supply.- The corporation
will, within six' mpnths after acquiring
the right to said water under B of
clause 1, elect either to take and use
the same or abandon their rights there-
to.

3. In the event of the corporation ob-
taining a right to|a portion only of the
waters of the Goldstream river under
C of clause 1 hereof, and provided the
portion of such water so acquired be
sufficient for the purpose of the com-
pany, then the corporation agrees to
supply to the company and the com-
pany agrees to purchase from the cor-
poration all the water that may be re-
quired by the company for the purposes
of its undertaking, and that the cor-
poration can supply from the now ex-
isting state of development of the
source of supply save and except the
daily ‘quantity of four million gallons,
which the company shall have the right
s heretofore to purchase from the Es-
quimalt Water Works Company. Pro-
vided that the corporation may within
six months from the time within which
such right under (C of clause 1 hereof is
finally determined notify the company
that it declines tp construct the ®eces-
sary pipe lines and raceways to convey

such water to the company's power
house at Goldstream, and thereupon the
company may continue to take all its
water from the Esquimalt Water Works
Company as heretofore.

4, Should the corporation fail to ob-
tain the right to take and use the Go¥d-
stream waters under either & or Bor C
of clause 1 hereof within two years
from the date of this agreement, the
company shall not be bound to take any
water from the corporation, but the
corporation shall not be liable in dam-
ages of otherwise in event of failure to
obtain said right.

5. The corporation agrees to deliver
the water to the company under a mini-
mum head of five hundred and seventy
feet, but mo change shall be made in
the present head of the water except
with the consent of the company.

6. The quanity of water to be sup-
plied under the provisions hereof shall
be measured and paid for on the basis
of the actual quantity of water taken
during each twenty-four hours’ run,
and the corporation’s supply pipe or;
pipes shall be of a 'capacity to enable
the company to draw, and the com-
bpany may draw under a minimum head
of five hundred and seventy feet, fifteen
million imperial gallons, or such great-
er quantity as may be available daily,
but the company may draw for any
fraction of a day of twenty-four hours
a quantity at the rate of, but not ex-
ceeding, forty-five millions imperial gal-
lons daily, but so that the total amount
drawn for the whole twenty-four hours
shall not exceed/ fifteen million imper-
ial gallons, or such greater quantitiy
as may be available,

7. The corporation shall at all times
during the continuance of this agree-
ment keep in repair and properly main-
tain all their works, dams, reservoirs,
aqueducts and flumes in such a man-
ner as to protect the company from
any damage, and prevent any flooding
or other injury therefrom to the power
houses, machinery, works or other
buildings of the company, the act of
God, the King's enemies or inevitable
accident excepted.

8. The company hereby covenants
with the corporation that the sanitary
arrangements to all house and build-
ings shall be so constructed and main-
tained as not to contaminate any of the
waters supplied to the company, and
such sanitary arrangements must at all
times be to the satisfaction of the cor-
poration.

9. The corporation shall deliver the
water to be supplied under this con-
tract in a sufficient pipe or pipes which
shall be carried by the corporation:to
the northwest beundary of the land al-
ready demised to the company by the
Esquimalt Water Works Company, and
in such convenient position as shall be
approved by the company and be there
received by them. .

10. The water supplied by the corpor-
ation to the company shall, after hay-
ing passed through the water wheels or
water motors, be immediately returned
by the company outside their power
house or power houses, to and belong to
the corporation, and be discharged into
a propen and sufficient raceway or race-
ways, reservoir pipe, flumes, ditch or
aqueduct, to be supplied, maintained
and kept in repair by the corporation,
so as to prevent any flooding or injury
to the company’s power house or power
houses, workshops, machinery or other
property, and such water shall, when
returned and discharged at the out-
side of the-power house or power houses
as aforesaid, be of the same degree of
purity and cleaniness (having regard
to the purposes and use for which the
water is supplied) as it was when re-
ceived from the corporation in the
water wheels or waters motors at the
said power house. And the company
shall, consistent with the said wuse
thereof, use every reasonable and pro-
per precaution to prevent such water
from being contaminated or injuriously
affected in any marner,

11. The comapny shall pay to the cor-
poration for the use of the water to be
supplied under this contract the follow-
ing rents, namely: The sum of eight
thousand dollars per annum for the
first four million imperial gallons sup-
plied or tendered daily, whether the
same shall be used or not; the sum of
one thausand seven hundred and fifty
dollars per annum for the fifth one mil-
lion gallons; the sum of one thousand
five hundred dollars per annum for the
sixth one million gallons; the sum of
one thousand dollars for the eighth one
million gallons, and the like sum of one
thousand dollars for each and every one
million gallons over and above the
eighth one million . galons. Provided
that when a portion of a unit of one
million gallons over and above the
said four million gallons shall be- used,
the rental shall be apportioned accord-
ingly at the rates aforesaid. Provided
always that so long as the company
shall, under the recited deed of the 25th
of September, 1897, take the minimum
quantity 'of four million gallons from
the Esquimalt Water Works Company,
payment for water supplied by the cor-
poration shall be made on the sale by
this clause provided applicable to wa-
ter supplied above the minimum of four
million gallons. Such rents to be paid
quarterly on the first days of February,
May, August and November in each
year, the first payment to be made on
such one of the first quarterly days as
shall arrive after the corporation shall
commence to supply such water, and if
such event shall happen between two
of said quarterly days, the payment
shall be made for a proportionate part
of the said rent for the fraction of the
quarter,

12, The company shall during the con-
tinuance of this agreement have the
free right to take and use from the
water supplied by the corporation such
water (not exceeding ten thousand gal-
lons daily) belonging to the corpora-
tion as may be required for  domestic
purposes in and about the power

hauses, wprkshops g#nd other buildings
erected and standing en the lands now
deniiséd to the company.

13. In the event of the eorporatism
deeming it advisable anf esmsmercial-
ly profitable to further develop the
source of the Goldstream water supply,
or to establish another point of deliv-
ery, downstream, of the water aiready
supplied to the compay, and at a lower
head, then the corporation agrees to
supply toc the company and the com-
pany agrees to purchase from the cor-
poration all such additional water as
the company mgy require, and for such
additional water the company shall pay
to the corporation on the same days
and in the manner hereinbefore des-
cribed, as follows:

For each million gallons delivered
daily at a reduced head of water at a
rate to be calculated as under: 754 feet
head—$1,000 per million imperial gallons
daily per year; reduced head, x—new
price.

14. In the event of the
supplying water to the company under
any of the provisions hereof, the com-
pany hereby covenants that it will not
take or purchase water from any person
or corporation other than the corpora-
tion, or from any source other than
Goldstream and its tributaries until the
supply of water developed by the cor-
poration from such source is exhausted.

d5. In case the said corporation shall
at any time during the continuance of

! this agreement from any cause what-

ever, except hereinafter mentioned,
cease to supply or omit, neglect or re-
hfuse to allow the company to receive
all the necessary water in a proper and
effectual manner (unless such omission
or cessation shall be caused by the acts
of the company or its employees) for
effectually operating and ccntinuously
maintaining its power machinery, and
which the company is entitled to have
supplied in accordance with the pro-
visions of this contratt, the rents pay-
able under this agreement shall forth-
with cease to be payable until the pro-
per supply shall be again restored to
the company, and the corporation shall
forthwith pay to the company ‘he sum
of one hundred and fifty dollars ($150)
for each day of cessation (unl2ss fhe
cessation is produced by acts of God,
lightning, earthquakes, inevitable gacci-
dent or the King’'s enemies) as and for
liquidated and ascertained damag:s for
such cessation, and not as a penalty; in
the event of the cessation referred to in
this clause continuing for a longer per-
iod on any one accasion than twenty-
one days or recurring within an interavl
of three months, the company may
thereupon determine this contract,
without prejudice to any claims by the
company against the corporation for
damages in respect to any breach of
any of the covenants and conditions
herein contained and to the right cf the
company to recover any sum dJdue and
payable to’‘the company from the cor-
poration, but the corporation shall ot
be liable for damages ¢aused by snut-
ting off the water for-the purpose cf
examination, repairing, maintaining or
clearing the pipes, valves or attach-
ments belonging to the corporation, nor
be liable to pay the aforesaid sum of

during such examination, repairingy
maintaining or cléaring as aforesaid,
provided that at least seven days’ mnotice
be given by the corporation of its :n-
tention to shut off the water for the
purposes aforesaid, but in no case shall
the water be shut off for more than
four "hours at any one time nor shall
occur oftener than twice during any
one year, and when notice is given by
the corporation of its intentior to shut
off the water for the#purposes afcre-
said, the company may designate the
hours most convenient for the company,
during which such examination or ve-
pairs as aforesaid maw be performed.

16. In the event of a cessation in the
supply of water referred to in clause 15
hereof through damage or injury to the
plant or works from any cause, it shall
be lawful, but not incumbent upon the
company for the purpose only of ac-
quiring the water to'be supplied by the
corporation under this contract to en-
ter upon the said lands and premises
or such of them as may be necessary,
for the purpose and to complete the
necessary repairs to the sald works and
any proper additions and improvements
to the same, and to renew and repair
the same and do all other acts and
things necessary for said purpose, and
the cost incurred by the company in the
exercise of the above powers shall be
deducted from any rent or other money
which shall be payable to the corpora-
tion, and if the same is not sufficient
shall be forthwith made good and paid
by the corporation to the company, and
until so paid shall carry interest at the
rate of six per cent.

20. Upon the termination of the term
of thirty-five years, or at any of the
time hereinafter fixed for a readjust-
ment of the price of water, the corpor-
ation shall have the right, having given
two years’ notice in writing to its in-
tention in that behalf, and provided
that the corporation, or the company
shall have become the owner in fee

21, If any question or difference
shall arise between the parties hereto
or their respective representatives
touching these presents or the construc-
tion, meaning or eftect of any clause
hereof, or the rights, duties or obliga-
tions of any person hereunder or as to
any other matter in any wise arising
out of or conmnected with the subject
matter of these presents, the same shall
be referred to the arbitration of three
persons, one to be nominated by each
party to the reference, and the third
to be appointed by writing under the
hand of the two so nominated before
the reference is proceeded with, and
the decision of any two of the arbitra-
tors shall be binding, If either party
shall refuse or neglect to appoint an
arbitrator within seven clear days af-
ter the one party shall have appointed
an arbitrator and served a written no-
tice upon the other party requiring him

24. This agreement shall be read as
extending to.and be construed as ex-
tending to the respective successors and
assigns of the said parties hereto, and
such successors-and assigns shall be
entitled to. all the rights and privileges
under as well as subject to all the obli-
gations contained

25. This agreement after the same has
been duly executed by the company
shall be embodied in a, by-law having
for its object the adoption of the same
by the corporation, but shall not come
into force until after the said by-law
has received the assent of the rate-
payers of the city of Victoria in accord-
ance with the provisions of the Muni-
cipal Clauses Act.

26, It is hereby expressly agreed and
understood that (and all clauses in this
agreement shall be subject to this
clause) the signature of the corporation
hereto shall create an obligation bind-
ing upon the corporation in any man-
ner whatsoever, unless and until the
provisions of this agreement shall have
been duly ratified and approved by the
ratepayers of the sald corporation as
evidenced by a by-law duly passed in
that-behalf.

PROVINCIAL FIRE
WARDEN MAKES REPORT

He Places Loss on Coast
Very Low This
Season.

Despite the dryness of the 3eason, the
loss of timber by forest fires during the
summer has not been as great as was
thought at the time, according to the re-
port made by W. C. Gladwin, chief war-
den under the provincial government. In
the Coast districts the total loss, estimat-
ed by practical men, was only $3,100. There
is more care shown by the public with
camp fires and clearing land. The fire
wardens had some stubborn blazes to
fight, one in the Columbia district having
been fought for weeks and kept from
valuable timber.

W. C. Gladwin, chief fire warden for
the Coast districts, reports that eight
fires were caused by campers, two of
whom were caught and fined $50 aplece.
In fifteen cases serious fires were caused
through people who were clearing land
not properly watching the fires. Eight
convictions were obtained in such cases
and $700 collected In fines. In the four
months, June-September, the fire war-
dens travelled seventeen thousand miles,
costing the government 37ic. a mile for
salaries and expenses. The cost of help
in fighting fires was extra.

RALPH SMITH
AT BOLESKIN

POPULAR CANDIDATE
QUIETS INTERRUPTERS
Liberal Speakers Discuss Live
Questions at Meeting
Last Night.

(From Friday's Ddaily).

The mysterious *‘band of eight” which
has followed Ralph Smith through his
campaign end has been present at Na-
naimo, Duncans, Chemainus, Lady-
smith and other places one-after the
other at every meeting Mr. Smith has
addressed, appeared from the depths of
nowhere just as mysteriously last night
at Bolegkin road school house, Clover-
dale, and listened to Mr. Smith reply to
Frank Shepherd. Incidentally they
caused a row and Interrupted John
Olver, M. P. P. for Delta, during a
short address made by him.

All things looked alike to the Social-
ist, red, green, blue or pink, and the
band of eight, which afterwards faded
sadly away, completed routed, for sev-
eral moments mistook Mr. Oliver for
the Dominion Liberal candidate, and
fired questions at him. The chairman
drew attention to-the fact that the little
band was out of order, and introduced
Mr, Smith, who at once got to the root
of the situation as follows: “Now then
you men at the back if you are looking
for fight why come right to it; I'll give
you all you want, so start right in.” The
candidate was allowed a hearing with-
out interruption, until he commenced
to pin Mr, Hawthornthwaite to the
wall, when snappy remarks came from
the assautling party, who had mean-
while spread themselves in the hall
The speaker on the platform jollied
them along in good-humored manner
till one of the little band unwisely re-
ferred to Mr, Simth’s Nanaimo friends
and supporters as ‘‘a buncl’ of hangérs
on.”

Deals With Opponents,

In addition to the mysterious “band
of eight” there was a large gathering
of property and ranch owners . with
solid votes, present at the school house
when Chairman John Few opened the
meeting. They represented the orderly
section of solid voters who had come
to hear the candidate for their suffer-
ages outline the policy of the Liberal
party and the jssues of the present
campaign, Mr. Smith put the issues
before them clearly and concisely,,and
expressed his sentiments of those issues
in such manner as to make the Liberal
platform clear and plain to his hearers.
He gave attention to J. H. Hawthorn-
thwaite for a short time, and replied
to Frank Shepherd, publicly announc-

NEW RULE TO GUIDE
PITCHERS PROPOSED

In order to open up the game more
and make the play livelier, D. E. Dug-
dale, of the Seattle Club, has introduc-
ed a new rule which has been approved
by the Northwestern League, and will
be submitted to the national commis-
sion, making it compulsory for a pitcher
to deliver two straight balls when bases
have no runners,

For twenty years the committee on
rules of the National Association of
Baseball -Clubs has been trying to reg-
ulate the game of basebal]l so that the
batsman will have a better break of
it, but the pitcher has grown the
more cunning with each exaction de-
manded of him, each handicap placed
on his skill. A Moses who would lead
them out of the wilderness appears
in the Northwestern League, which
adopted the resolution comprising the
appended rule for submission to the
committee on rules. when it meets in
Chicago next month to frame the rules
for 1909:

“With no runner occupying a base,
it shall be required of the pitcher that
he deliver two straight balls to the
batsman. The pitcher shall be penal-
ized in failure to comply with this
rule by having the umpire declare
such illegal delivery a ball.”

In commenting in Vancouver on the
rule he suggests, Dugdale said:

“The batter.is laboring under a tre-
mendous handicap in competing with
the strategy of the pitcher of to-day,
and it is up to the rule makers to
open up the game,

‘“The rule suggested has for its object
an increase of hitting when nobody
is on base. Afterwards, of course, the
pitcher is at liberty to use everything
he has, the whoele fifty-seven varieties,
in fact,

‘““With the-increased hitting comes an
increase in fielding and base running,
the making of a better and livelier
game, the kind of a game that every-
body wants to see,

“Base running has been practically
eliminated as a feature of the national
game. The pitcher cunningly evades
the balk rule and instead of the slide,
the whir] of dust and the umpire pick-
ing out a decision, we have the sight
of the runner being made a monkey
of once more,

“The game is too much of a pitcher's
struggle to please the public, and the
rule makers have known this for yeans
and see it growing more so every year.
I believe in the rule we suggest to them
that they will find a remedy. It will
not work such a hardship on the
pilcher as it appedrs at first glance.
He may take the chance of bending
one over out of the first two balls
delivered, with nebody on base, and if
the batter strikes at it, the opitcher
incurs no penalty. = The break will be
as good for him as it is now when he
deliberately wastes one. The majority
of deliveries being straight, fast ones,
however, will increase the hitting, the
fielding and base running.”

WONDERFUL EFFORT

TO SWIM THE CHANNEL

Jabez Wolffe Has to Give Up

Less Than a Mile From
Victory.

In his great swim from England to

Prance recently, Jabez Wolffe, the well«
known Channe]l swimmer, almost ac-
complished the feat, but the end was
well nigh disaster. He swam from the
English shore west of Dover to the pler
at the entrance of Calais harbor in the
remarkable time of 15 hours, as against
Webb’s 22 hours. Starting from Shakes-
peare’s CHff just after six in the morn-
ing in 1ideal weather conditions,
Wolffe was able to keep almost a true
course across the Channel. He was
very serious, hardly exchanging a word
with these on board throughout the
whole of the swim. His progress was
quite exceptional, as compared with
any previous swim: There was not a
breath of wind, and the sea was like
a sheet of glass. These conditions con-
tinued throughout the whole of the day.
There were a great many jellyfish
about as a result of the heat, and short-
ly before four o’clock in the afternoon
Wolffe, unfortunately, came into con-
tact with them, and was rather bady
stung.

At ten minutes to five he showed the
first signs of exhaustion. Half an hour
later he seemed to have quite recover-
ed, but at a quarter past six it became
evident that he was getting into serious
difficuities and that his strength was
giving way. He frequently complained
of his inability to continue, but he
stguggled manfully on. Dr. Martin
Flack, who was on board the Sea Wolf,
deemed it advisable to administer oxy-
gen. This was continued every quarter
of an hour, and Wolffe was practically
kept going by this procedure. En-
couraged by the nearness of the French
coast and the light of Calais harbor
beaming over him, he plodded on with
grim determination,

He could now scarcely have been
more than a mile from the shore, and
excitement was great when it was seen
that he had an insetting tide which was
gradually carrying him nearer the
shore. But his condition was becoming
worse, and was causing extreme anxi-
ety to those watching him, Added to
this it was very dark. He was now
swimming with extreme feebleness, and
at times seemed not to move at all.
Suddenly he cried, “I am done, boys,”
and to the horror of his friends he
turned over and lay motionless in the
water with stiff limbs. He was in
danger of drowning, but a strip of tow-
elling held in readiness was quickiy
placed round the prostrate figure, and
with considerable difficulty ke was
hauled over the side of the boat, the
difficulty of the opeération being in-
creased by the grease on his body. It
was nine o'clock; he had swum for fif-
teen hours, less six minutes, and was
actually inside a line with Calias pier
about half a mile to the west of the
entrance. It was estimated that the
distance to land was half a mile, or
even less,

Wolffe is practically himself again,
but he is of opinion that the gas he
took was in the end detrimental to his
chances of success,

FISHING INDUSTRY
* AT PRINCE RUPERT

G. T. P. Terminus Can Be Made
% Grimsby of
Canada.

What the fishing industry if properly
safe-guarded will be to Prince Rupert,
onte it becomes the terminus of a com-
pleted transcontinental railway, may
be judged by the showing made by one
fishing boat, which mfakes Joneau,
Alaska, its home port, says the Prince
Rupert Empire. The boat carries a
crew of five men, and last winter the
owners of the boat and its crew ex-
pended $4,944.80 in Juneau alone. Juneau
has no special advantages as a shipping
point, It has no cold storage plant. and
shipments are by steamers which do
not always sail when advertised, and
because of this irregularity much fish
is spoiled and lost.

Prince Rupert can be made a Grims-
by or an aberdeen, two cities in which
fishing is the main industry. Twenty
years ago about 250 men all told were
fishing out of Aberdeen. Now there
are more than that number of steam
trawlers, and there are probably from
25,000 to 30,000 employees all told in the
fishing industry at that port. Each
trawler carries 10 men, When she lands
it takes 9 more to discharge her. She
then coals, ices and puts ‘on stores,
which takes from 15 to 25 more. Her
fish must be removed from the markets
to the curing yards, where it is worked
up into the different forms suitable for
marketing. The change has not all been
for the benefit of the men who furnish-
ed the money to, place the industry on
its feet. Thomas M. Fraser, in the Can-
adian edition of Collier's Weekly, in an
article headed “Sailing ‘round ‘The
Dan,”” which is a description of a
modern method of fishing ~ which is
likely to revolutionize the ‘industry,
quotes an old ship’s steward, who gave
him many of the particulars relating to
the fishing industry at Aberdeen. The
steward is quoted as saying: “I mind it
all frae the verra beginning. People
who were then living in hovels ye canna
see noo wi'oot their sairvant an’ their
piano an’ their watch an’ chain.”

DIES AT AGE OF 96,

New Westminster, Oct. 8.—The old-
est woman on the mainland of British
Columbia, Mrs. Margaret Hall, of 193
Fourth street, peacefully passed away
yesterday . evening, at the age of 96
vears and six months, infirmities’ in-
cident to her great age being respon-
sible for her demise. y

The old lady had for some weeks
past been gradually failing in health,
and her end was not unexpected. Up
to quite recently, Mrs, Hall was still
in possession of all her faculties, her
memory being remarkably keen for a
person so advanced in years, One of
her earliest #recollections  was of the
burning of the town of Miramichi, N.
B., in 1820, she being at the time a
little over eight years of age.

Born of Scotch parentage in St.
John, N.B., on March 29, 1812, deceased
lived in. the east until about twenty
years ago, when she came to this city
to reside with her daughter,. Mrs. A.

Servian Assembly Is Consider-
ing Crisis—Turkey Biding
Her Time.

Belgrade, Oct, 10.—+The extraordinary
session of the Skupshtina or national
assembly, summoned tc deal with the
existing crisis, was opened this morn-
ing amid scenmes of great excitement.
The warlike sentiment of the delegates
was noticeable, and evidence of the
spirit which prevaile@ was given ex-
pression to by the prompt election to
the presidency of the assembly of Prof.
Govanitz, one of the most prominent
agitators in favor of war with Austro-
Hungary.

Two Austrian flags were burned by a
mob in the Atre square this morning.
, Even in official circles it is now be-
lieved that war #s unavoidable. M.J
Pasies, a minister in an interview with
the = Associated Press, declared the
situation most critical, adding: “Hos-
“tilities can hardy be avotded.”

A big mass meeting was held this
morning, after whi¢ch the demonstrat-
ors marched to the Skupshtina, the
members of whic are assembling,
clamoring for war. The feeling among
the members of the assembly is appar-
ently war-like. ;

The news that the Austrian monitors,
which +are coming /down the Danube,
have reached the Bervian frontier, is
designed to alarm the people.

Austria is 1 Preparing.

Paris, Oct. 10.—Official advices ve-
ceived here present the situation be-
tween Servia and Austria-Hungary as
extremely critical., Austria-Hungary
has served notice that she will not tol-
erate further “provocation,” and that
she is prepared for eventualities should
the Skupshtina to-Liay declare war or
make an aggressive move.

The 15th Austro-Hungarian army
corps occupying the frontier along the
Danube ‘and a fleet of river gunboats
is concentrating at Semiin. (Semlin is
a Hungarian town on the Danube, di-
rectly opposite Belgrade and connect-
ed with the Sernvian capital by a
bridge). France is. using her utmost
endeavors at Belgrpde to restrain King
Peter and the Servian government,

Further advices received at the for-
eign office indicate|that the excitement
among the population of Montenegro
also is at fever heat, but there is no
confirmation of the many alarming
rumors published |in the Paris news-
papers this morning.

Kaiser's Protest.

Constantinople, Oct. 10.—Baron Mar-
shalll Von Beiberstein, the German am-
bassador, in a conversation with Kimal
Pasha, the grand viziler, denied the sup-
position that the recent events in Tur-
key were the result of an understand-
ing with Austria or any other country.
The ambassador adds:

“I am commanded by the Emperor
of Germany to protest energetically
against such a supposition. The events
in question occurred without consultae
tion with Germany.”

The city to-day is posted with bills
advising the public on patriotic grounds
to purchase no Austrian, Bulgarian or
German products.

Austrian Press Warned,

Vienna Oct. 10.—Austrian newspapers
have been informed that the publica-
tion of reports concerning mobilization
movements is not desirable at the pres-
ent time, and that papers disregarding
this intimation will be confiscated.

Montenegro Benefits.

Cettinje, Montenegro, Oct. 10.—Prince
Nicholas yesterday issued a manifesto
stating that: ‘““As to-day the terms of
the treaty of Berlin are infringed on
one side by the annexation of Bosina
and Herzegovina, the obligation on our
part to observe article 29 of this treaty
fails. The treaty being forced upon us
and our maritime rights being cruelly
limited, Montenegro considers herself
no longer bound by these fetters.”

Hurrying to Frontier,

Paris, Oct. 10.—The Vienna corres-

pondent of the Temps says in a des-
patch that the eleventh and thirteenth
Austro-Hungarian army corps Wwith
arms and ammunition, are being hur-
ried in the direction of the Servian
frontier. Hospital trains are being pre-
pared, the correspondent further de-
clares, at Vienna and Buda Pesth.
Orders to Italian Fleet.

Spezzia, Italy. Oct.* 10.—The Ttalian
fleet which has just completed its regu-
lar fal] manoeuvres has received orders
to remain concentrated here.

Situation To-day.

London, Oect. 10.—The threats of war
eminating from Belgrade where the
Servian National Assembly is in spe-
cial session this morning and the
forthcoming conference between Sir
Edward Grey, the British foreign sec-
retary, and M. Iswolsky, the Russian
minister of foreign affairs, Wwho ar-
rived here last night from Paris, con-
stitute the two points of interest in
the near Eastern crisis to-day.

It is now believed here that a con-
ference between the powers is inevi-
table.

Italy, ‘it has been learned definitely,
is distinctly favorable to the idea and
believes that the situation can be
regulated only by agreement among
the signagories of the Berlin treaty. It
believes that Austria should be asked
to renounce article 29 of the agree-
ment which relates to Montenegro, as
well as asnticle 25 which deals with
Bosnia and. Herzegovnia. The feeling
is growing here that Sir Edward Grey
and Minister Iswolsky will come to
terms which®will mean a speedy agree-
ment.

The dispatth yesterday of a British
fleett from Malta to the Aegean sea
was decided upon for the purpose of
encouraging 'Turkey to adhere to the
policy of subimission of the matter to
the powers.

DRUNKENNESS AMONG
INDIANS INCREASES

Grand Jury Would Deal Severe-
ly With Those Who Supply
Liguor.

Kamloops, Oct. 12.—In the present-
ment made by the grand jury at the
assizes here reference was made to the
practice of supplying liquor to Indians
as follows:

“In view of the very grave crimes,
including that of murder, frequently
perpetrated by Indians when under the
influence of liquor (who are otherwise
generally, peaceable citizens) and in
view of the inadequacy of the statute
law to effectively, mete out punish-
ment to those who are morally, if not
legally, responsible for such crimes,
viz., the persons who habitually traffic
in the, illicit supply of liquor to In-
dians, a form of crime-which ‘shows no
signs of diminution in districts contig-
uous to. Indian reserves in this prov-
ince, and in view of the marked in-
crease of drunkenness among the In-
dians, the grand jury respectfully wish
to place on record its ‘sincere desire
that the statute law should be amend-
ed so as to increase the term of pun-
ishment to a maximum term of two
years with hard labor.”

In reply Mr, Justice Martin touched,
vpon that portion dealing with the li-
quor traffic with Indians and promised
not only to bring the mater before the
attorney-general for the province, but
to see that a copy of the recommenda-
tion of the grand jury was sent to the
minister of justice at Ottawa and also
to the superintendent of the Indian de-
partment,

MISSIONS BOARD

Appropriations for Japanese
and Church Work in Prov-
ince Total'$7,778.

Vancouver, Oct. 12.—The Methodist
General Board of Missions on
Saturday presented with addresses of
appreciative welcome by the officers
and members of the Japanese and Chi-
nese missions on the coast. These con-
tained encouraging statements of the
progress of the work, and asked for the
continued prayers and sympathy of
the members of the board.

The following additiona] grants were
made, viz.: To the Scandinavian work
of B. C., $850; to the Galician Mission
Pakan, $1,360; to the All People’s Mis-
sion, Winnipeg, $3,860; to the French
work (evangelistic), $4,777; . to the
French work (educational), $4,002.50.

Re the Methodist college project in
West China the board authorized that
$50,000 be set apart for this purpose,
and that the_ institution be known as
“The Hart Memorial College,” thus
perpetuating the memory of the late
Virgil C. Hart, D. D., founder of the
West China mission,” and of the late
Jairus Hart, who was a warm friend of
the mission, and a generous benefactor
of the funds of the Missionary Society.
