Mobs Continue Work of Slasghter at
Odessa—Witte Has Difficulty
is Forming Cabiuet.

Odessa, Nov. 8.—1242 p.m.—After a
quiet night shooting began again to-day.
The Red Cross is busy attending to the
wounded.

Up to the present no Christian shops or
houses have been touched. The principal
hotels are full of the better class of Jews
seeking refuge from the week’s disorders,

There was a veritable reign of terror
on October 31st. After the Emperor’s
manifesto, granting a constitution to
Russia, had been published the Jews
made the Russians furious with rage by
making a prominent display with red
flags, trampling on a portrait of the Em-
peror and tearing down the emblem of
the crown.

Late in the afternoon-there was firing

in the outskirts of the town and the mas-.

sacre of the Jews commenced and lasted
during the night of -November 1st.

All Jews found in the streets were
severely beaten and many killed. Theéir
shops were pillaged. The quarters of the
poorer Jews on the o 1tskirts were wreek-
ed and plundered, the soldiers apparent-
Iy looking on. “Crowds of workmen,
rowdies, women and children, laden with
ali‘kinds .of- loot, walked openly through
the streets quarrelling over the  spoils.
Bombs. were' thrown in various parts of
the town.,

‘FREE PARDON GRANTED '~
"~ TO NUMBER OF PRISONERS

The Decree Includes Political Offences
Committed up to the End of-
October.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 4.—The text of
the imperial manifesto granting amnesty
to political prisoners: signed hy Emperor
Nichelas yesterday, ‘declares that by
virtue of the intention expressed in the
manifesto of October 30th to accord the
population inviolable principles of - eivil
liberty, free pardon is granted to.political
criminals of various categores, which
are enumerated, and:also to participators
in strikes and those responsible for
breaking contracts.

The pardon. extends to. those now in
prison and to those not yet tried or on
whom sentence has not yet been pro-
nounced. Persons convicted - of crimé
and committed over ten years ‘are to be
reledsed and will. 'be sentenced to the
Siberian colonies. : Those who are now
colonists there will be allowed, after four
years, to choose their place of residence
but are prohibited from living in the cap-
itals. of . St. Petersburg or Moscow for
three years,

Conviets -not falling under these cate-
gories have their sentences reduced by
one-half, and persons condemned to im-

reduced to 15 years’ imprisonment.
This .extends: to all prisoners who. bene-

fited by previous! manifestoes. Persons

arrested - by ‘imperial or administrative

penalty commuted to 15.years at hard
labor.

The amnesty : decree includes politi¢al
offences committed up to October 30th.

SAILOR KILLED.

Fell Down.Hold on the American Ship
Benjamin F. Packard.

Port Townsend, Nov. 3.—A  sailor,
name unknown, was killed this morning
on the American ship Benjamin F. Pack-
ard.

SOME TIMELY FIGURES
** " FROM-INSPECTOR’S REPORT

In Recent Years Tendency of Canadiaus
Has Been -to Patronize Home

--Companies.-

Qttawa, Oet. 28.—The report of the
superintendent of insurance for the year
ending 31st of December, 1904, contains
a great deal that calls for mature reflec-
tion at the presemf time, especially in
the face of the very damaging revelations
eonéerning at least three companies doing
heavy business in Canada, which-are now
under examination™by a committee of the
United States senate.

The report shows that in 1875, the ﬁrst
date for which returns are given, the
total-amount of life insurance .in force
in Canada was $85,009,264, of which
Canadian companies held $21,957,296,
British cempanies $19,456,607, and. Am-
erican companies $43,596,361; so that at
that time the United States companies
held more peélicies in force in Canada
than both the Canadian and British put
together, and more than twice the amount
held by Canadian companies, That con-
dition of facts

Di& Not Last Long

under the new regime introduced by the
first insurance act, a measure introduced
into the House of Commons by Sir Rich-
ard Cartwright. In 1879 it appears that
h change had come about, and that the
amount of policies in force with United
States companies had decreased ten mil-
lions, whilst those with Canadian com-
)anies had increased twelve million,
ringing the Canadian companies’ Qut-
standing policies almost up to the amount
of the United States companies

From that time out the tendency has
been for the Canadian business to gradu-
ally increase in greater proportion than
the United States, until in 1896 out of
$327,800,499 ‘worth of policies in force
the Camadian eompanies held $195,308,-
(42 and the United States held $97,660,-
009, whilst the British companies held
$34,837,448 ‘only.

Since 1896 the relative positions of the
Canadian and United States companies
have heen: maintained until at the date
of the last return out of $587,880,790 of
Eolﬂcﬁes in foree, the Canadian companies
eld $364,640,166, against the United
States compandes $180,631,886, and, the
British companies $42,608,738; but it ‘will
be noticed that whilst the

Canadiany Companies

have incressed their business by $169,-
000,000 gince 1806, the United States
eompanies have increased only $83,000,~
000

Thus it will be seen that the 'tendency
lige been for insurers (o give the prefer-
ence to their gwn native compg,'nies and
pot o the, possibly, larger eompames of
‘the United States!

Out of the $180,631,886 policies in
foree with United States companies the
total net liability of the Equitable Life
Asgurance Company of the United
States, one of the companies at present
securing great attention at the hands of
the senate committee, to ‘Canadian in-
surers is $6,781,800. Against this are
held by trustees in aecordance with the
insurance act certain bonds for the pur-
powe of reinsuring poliey holders in case
the company should’ become wunable to
carry out its undertakings. The bonds

ness of all deseriptions there can be no
reason why the Canadian _companies
should not be able to.do more and more
businesy, and why the tide of insurance
which for the last few years has set most
steadily in their direction should not com-
tinue to flow towards them, to the bene-
fit of the country as well as that of the
policy holders.

Qeonsidering that Hon. Mr. Fielding

Odessa, Nov. 4.—The centre of the
city is quiet.” Street cars are running,
some shops and markets are open and
bakeries are working. The telegraph
lines are crowded with dispatches for
newspapers and private citizens who
have been sending reassuring messages
regarding the situation in view of the
reports of .massacres in various parts of
Riussia.

The Jewish quarter is specially de-
vastated, - It is impossible to ascertain
the number of persons killed. The
authorities sent-to the cemetery yester-
day four trucks each containing 30
| bodies, and to-day six trucks similarly
i\loaded were driven to thie cemetery. Up
| to this morning 5,657 wounded people
were teported to have been taken to the
hospitals. The Cossacks have disappeax-
ed from the streets and infantry seldiers
have been substituted.

The governor-general announced that

to- prevent further disorders, but should
| troops be fired on, he haes ordercd the
artillery to devastate the houses from
which the shooting is done. He also an-
nounces that troops have striet orders to
shoot and kill pillagers. Soldiers are pow
making a house-to-house visitation seek-
ing for bombs and arms. 'They are also
searching the passengers on the sireet
cars. It is believed the worst is over
now, Owing to the mob being satisfied
with two days of murder, the revolt
against law and order is dying down.

Almost the entire Jewish quarter of
Slobdka and Bugaievka are devastated
and their inhabitants have either been
killed or wounded or have sought refuge
in other seetions of the town. The whole
fury of the mob was directed unchecked
against the Jews,

During the first demonstration over
the Emperor's ~manifesto’ and sudden
aicquiescence of “freedom;” tens of thou-
sands of mren, who had hated fhe Jews
for generations, became drunk with the
desire-for the Jews’' blood, swarmed into
the Jewish seéctions of the town and

Before this mopning's dawn the ma-
terial had become exhausted and the men
who had for the moment become beasts
left the wreeked sections of the city,
and, though sullen,. were easily driven
baek before the rifles of the infantry.

A trip of investigation over th, Jew-
ish quarters confirmed the  gstories of
horror -and devastation. . S8ome bodies,
mutilated, of women Jm} children, were
still unremoved from the deserted streets.
The shops were closed and in the wreck-
ed houses broken furniture was lying in
heaps. i

While it is probable the total number
of persons killed. will never be known,
the number of wounded persons in the
hospitals and ambulance houses affords
some guide,

The 5,637 wounded reported up to-this
morning were distributed as follows: In
Jewish hospitals, 1,815; in the municipal
hospital, 1,260; in different ambulance
houses, 682. It has been definitely as-
certained that only 120 of the anfi-Jew-
ish mob were killed.

At the beginning of the massacres the

But the police, it is said, disarmed the
students and even in some cases shot
them with their own revolvers.

The disaster is quite unpreeedented,
even in the long list of horrors Russia
has produeed during the last few years;
but the citizens, while still nervous, are
facing the situation bravely. They are
organizing relief committees and erecting
refuge homes for the homeless families
and orphaned children who were saved
from the fury of the mobs.

Strike -Solved,

St. Petersburg, Nov, 4.—Count Witte
is getting his hands on the helm and the
Russian ship of states is beginning to
right itself. Owrder is rising out of chaos
that followed the promulgation of the
constitution giving the people liberty.
The premier has met the immense diffi-
culties confronting him and the pressure
of the demands of the different classes
of society with the energy and sincerity
that are more and more giving him the
support of moderafe liberals, who have
been frightened by the carnival of dig-
order into which the country has been
plunged and the inordinate demands of
the proletariat, under the leadership of
the “reds” and the social democrats.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 6.—Prince L'Voff
explained 'to the Associated Press to-day
that the deputation of the Mesecow Con-
stitutionalist Demoeratic group, of which
he is a member, which called on Count
Witte yesterday demanding the cem-
mencing of a constituent convention be-
lieved that such a course was the  only
solutfon of the présent mtuatiou. He
added:

“Count Witte asks for our suppert,
and told us that our'views were mearly
correspondent with any-other group.

spomsibility of establishing universal suf:
frage. That step must be taken by the
national assembly itself.”

.~ Birdcage Walk Extension By-law.
\1 «. Cameron, the owner of the westerly
-foot strip of lot 1767, which piece
d the council of the city of Victoria
Atermined to expropriate in onder to
¢ Birdcage Walk, applied’ to Mr.
Justice Martin to quash two. by-laws,
pamely, By-law No. 441, a by-law to ex-
propirate the above-mentioned fortyfoot
irip. and By-law No. 442, a by-law for
ng out the extension of Birdcage
lk as a local improvement at the ex-
nse of the persoms benefited thereby.
e learned judge came to the conclu-
n that there were no merits. in the ap-
Jication and discharged the rule nisi.
The two by-laws are separate and dis-
t by-laws, although both relate to
he same object, namely, the extension of
irdcage Walk, and as incident'to that
he expropiration of Mrs. Cameron’s pro-
perty.
“The facts are not in dispute, and are
ac follows: On the 6th June, 1904, the
council passed the following resolution:
“That the council hereby determineg to
extend Birdcagee Walk from Michigan
ctreet to Carr street, and for this pur-
pose to exproprinte:the necessary land
and do all acts necessary for the purpose
of opening, grading and macadamizing
the said extended street, the whole work
to be done under the provision of the
‘Local Improvement General By-law.’
“It will be observed that this resolution
i« the common foundation of both by-
lawe. A good deal of confusion has, in
my opinion, arisen in consequence of fail-
fng to recognize that the preliminaries to
the passing of a local improvement by-
law are quite different to steps taken in
passing an expropiration by-law. I shall
endeavor to point out the difference be-
tween the course adopted with reference
to the passage of a local improvement
by-law and that to be followed in the
caze of an expropriation by-law.”
After explaining at length what this
difference ig, His Lordship said.
“From this it will be seen that the
great difference between the by-laws of
the expropriation class and the local im-
provement by-laws, is that in the former
no opportunity is afforded ‘person&¥own-

ing land required, whereas in the latierg

the resolution of the council car be de
feated by any person. affected obtdining
and presenting a petition signed by a
suficient number of people having a suf-
ficient amount of property involved in
the scheme.”

The judgment goes on. to say that “Mrs.
(Cameron was one of the signatories to
this petition, notwithstanding the fact
that she had not been assessed as a per-
son benefiting thereby. For reasons al-
ready given, in my opinion she had no
status as a vefition, ‘either for or against
the improvement or assessment.”

“Mrs. Cameron’s agent attended at the
council chamber .on the following days,
8rd, 17th and 24th Octeber, and the Tth
November, with the object of watching
the proceedings of the council in relation
to said undertaking, and on none of the
said days did the couneil meet in the
conncil chamber within' 'S minfites of the
time appointed for the meeting of ' the
council, namely, 8 p.m., nor -did the
mayor take the chair, nor did the pro-
ceedings of the said council commence at
any one of the said meetings until after
825 p.m. Upon these facts Mrs. Cam-
eron bases her seventh ground for appeal.
Referring to this statement the clerk of
the council says in an afidavit that the
rule contained in section 1 of the counecil
by-law as to the time of meeting has, for
many years past, been suspended. Pow-
er to suspend rules is reserved in section
107 of the same by-law. The rule and
practice now is for the council to ‘as-
semble in the committee room at the city
hall previous to 8 o'clock. to consider
matters of administrative gquestions of
an urgent character with the mayor in
the chair, and as soon as these are dis-
posed of the aldermen proceed to the
council chamber and continue the busi-
ness.

mistake had been made in perfect good
faith amd with an honest purpose of
obeying the law, although unintentionally
deviating from its strict formal observ-
ance—where the objection was wholly
aechnieal and mothing had occurred to
sreate a suspicion of unfair dealing, and
there was no reason whatever to believe
that the result of the whole proceedings
had been affected.” <

After guoting considerable authority
on this subject, His Lordship then dealt
with the grounds for appeal.

He holds that no notive of intention to
pass the expropriation by-law was neces-
sary on the part of the city, and hence
that the first ground of appeal that the
expropriation by-law included land not
cfhown on the original plan, was not well
founded,

The claim that the by-law was un-
equitable because certain lands benefiting
by the opening of the proposed new road
were not assessed was also held tg¢ be ill-
founded, the gquestion being one, in the
opinion of the court, for the city engineer
and assessor.

He held that it was permissible to in-

The court also refused to uphold the
claim that the proctedings of the council
at which the by-laws were dealt with
were irregular, and the proceedings there-
fore contrary to the Municipal Clauses
Act and City By-law No. 331. The claim
that Mrs. Cameron had been deprived of
a voice in the guestion of these by-laws
was also denied, it being held that she
had all the voice in the matter which the
legislature eonferred.

The appenl was therefore dismissed,
Mr. Justice Morrison concurring.

A NEW TRAFFIC
RUUTE FOR C. P. B,

TO REACH COAST BY
YELLOW HEAD PASS

It is Reported That Main=Line For
Freight Trade Has Been Settled
Upon.

Advices from: Winnipeg are toc¢ fhe
effect that the C. P. R. is pushing con-
struction of their line to Edmonton, and
that the policy is to continue the line
thence to the Pacific. This is but in
Keeping with what has been recognized as
the line which would of necessity be pur-
sued by the C. P. R. The various rail-
way lines of late have been laying the
greatest stress -upon-the-  gbtaining of
easy grades, As an evidence of this the
{ Grand Trusk Pacific in laying out its
route is seeking to overcome every obsta-
{cle in the way of grades, so as to com-
pete with any line in the carrying trade.

The present main line of the C. P. R.
through British . Columbia, while recog-
nized as one of the most interasting roads
in the world from a scenic standpoint, is
always pointed out by engineers as in no
way lending itself Yo competitive trade
insofar as freight carrying is concerned.
These grades on the line are too great,
{and it has been recognized that with the
greater development of the trans-Pacific
trade the C. P. R. would have to seek a
better route for the carrying of freight.

It would appear now as if the company
is about to adopt the mnorthern route
formerly surveyed by way of the Yellow
Head Pass. Prompted by a feeling of
rivalry, due to the construction of the
Canada Northern and the projection of
the Grand Trunk Pacific into the north-
ern” part of the Northwest and British
Columbia, the C. P. R. has prepared to
meet the competition.

Charters have been acquired by the
C. P. R. by which a most direet route is
provided from Winnipeg to Edmonton.
The rogd is almost as the crow flies, pass-
ing through Saskatoon en route. Work
on it will, it is said, be pushed forward
with all dispatch until the line reaches
Edmonton.

From the latter point the road will pass
on to the Pacific Coast.- The route ex-
pected to be taken is the old survey
through Yellow Head' Pass, and thence
to Bute Inlet or Knight Inlet, and to
Vanecouver Island. An easy way is thus
provided, the only part remaining to be
surveyed being that section along Bute
Inlet, if it is selected.

The latter route contemplates fhe
bridging of Seymour Narrows. with the
ocean port either on the west coast of
Vancouver Island, near the northern end,
or at Victoria, which can be reached by
the B. & N. lne extended to the northern
part of the Island.

On the other hand, ‘should the obstacles

along Bute Inlet be found too great to
warrant railway conmstruction, the line,
it is generally supposed, would be' de-
flected somewhat so as to come out on
Knight Inlet. From that point a ferry
route to Fort Rupert exists, which is all
that could be desired. It is not long, and
after being examined by practical rail-
way men has been pronounced as ideal
for the purpose, being amply sheltered.
t It will therefore be no surprise. if what
will become really the mainline of the
C. P. R. by way of Edmonton and the
Yellow Head Pass to Vancouver Island
is pushed fortward without delay.

The rivalry which;the Grand Trunk
Pacific has prompted may, according to
those well informed on railway subjects,
lead to a race among the three lines—
the Grand Trunk Pacific, the new route
of the C. P. R. and the Canada Northern
—to reach thir respective terminals on the
Pacific ahead of each other.

It is known that every move on _the
part of any one of these companies is
watched with the utmost interest by
both the others. and a careful check is
kept on all the roads by its rivals.

LOCAL INDUSTRY IS
ADVANCING RAP!DLY

Albion Iron Works Plant Casnot Meet
the Demands of the Market —Im-
provements Contemplated.

A local industry, ome only recently
taken over by a syndicate of Victoria
capitalists, has been advancing so rapid-
ly during the past few weeks that more
buildings and a corresponding increase in
the capacity of the plant is contemplated.

The industry referred to is the Albion
Iron Works stove. factory, Some time
ago, it will be remembered; an effort was
made by the Recard Foundry, with
branches at Monecton, N, B., and Mon-
treal,” to acquire 'the busimess, The
Eastern company, however, did not offer
as large a.sum as that of the newly in-
corporated local concern, and the latter
was placed in control. Since then the
staff has been augmented by a number
of expert moulders, imported from differ-
ent large factories, and other workmien,
and all are kept busy almost night and
day in the effort to fill the orders which
keep pouring in fromn West and East
coast points, the . Mainland and the
Yukon.

That the product of-the Albion Iron
Works is so much in “demand that it
should: be called’ for by merchants
thronghout the West as soon ag’'it was
generally known ‘that the plant was ence
more in full operation speaks well for its
quality. Those in a position to know
estimate that no-less than $1,000 worth
of stoves are being manufactured in Vie-
toria every week ‘at ‘present. - Amd it iz an
undisputed fact that if the plant’s capa-
city were double it would hardly be suf-
ficient to supply the market. Of course
the 'séason jiist Yefore the winter is al-
Ways busier to stove fotmndries than amy
other part of the year, but the directors
of the new company.are confident of be-
ing able to keep-their trade up to such a
standard as to make the augmentation of
the plamt, at least in many departments,
an absolute necessity.

On Saturday a Times reporter called
at the office of Victoria’s stove emporium
and was courteously received by “T. E.
Wood, superinteiident of the works, The
hatter explained - ‘the
stove from A to Z, commencing by point-
ing out the raw masterial, pig-iron, neat-
ly piled in long rows.
query he stated that it' as brought from
Glasgow and then, pointing to another
part of the yanrd, ‘he showed ap immense
lot of Union: Collery coke used for hesat-
ing -the .

stove-making outlined. ‘At one end are
the boilers from whence the molten
metal is procured, and through the skill
of the nmrechamies, with the assistance of
their delicate moulds, tmrned into- the
many shapes required in the construetion
of the perfect article, - Mr. Wood stated
that since the new company had assum-
ed control this building had been refloor-
ed with concrete.

The finishing Toom was next in order,
and here were found stoves at all stages.
Some had hardly yet assumed such shape
as o be recognized as a part of what one
is so accustomed to look upon as an in-
dispensible feature of domestic comfort,
while others were almost ready for ship-
ment. ~ Among.-those Mr. Wood drew
particular attentien to was an: ex-
ceptionally Marge range, which two or
three boys were ' industriously polishing.
“A hotel sfove,” said Mr. Wood, “one
that is so equipped as to permit the main-
temance of a uniform heat with the least
possible inconvenience.”” He went on to
say that two had aiready been sent to
Vancouver and that the one just being
completed was to fill -an ornder from
another Terminal City customer. One
article of which Mr. Wood appeared to
be pamticularly proud was the Empress
air tight heater, a speciaity of ghe Albiom
Iron Works Co. It is firffshed very
elaborately and’ lined with a coating of
cast-iron, which Mr. Wood asserted
proudly would stand the roughest treat-
ment without being affected.

In the course of the inspection the re-
porter was shown the plating apartment,
probably the most interesting in conmnec-
tion with: the factory. Here, as in all
other parts of the building, there was the
wilirl of machinery and a general air of
activity bespeaking prosperity. The man
in charge was engaged in polishing the
legs and other parts of the stoves pre-
paratory tio giying them the wreguired
baths.,” "Of the latter there are no l'ess
than five vamieties, namely, nichel,
per, brass, bromze, silver and oxldwed
copper. Each of these is applied to the
stove metal by the same process, by
placing it in liquid thoroughly saturated
with the minerals mentioned, and the use
ofl a strong electric, curtrent. The effect
wag demonstrated by putting a' piece of
copper in-thé nickel bath and turning on
the eleetricity. Within two minutes the
submerged part of the former had be-
come covered with a coating of nickel.
Mr. Wood, however, ‘pointed out that
such rapid swork was not possible for
commercial purposes, the nickel having
to be administered slowly in order to pre-
vent it peeling with use,

Although the plant cannot be said to
have been extended since it has been
acquired by the Victoria syndicate con-
siderable money has been expended in
improvements, and -it is nmow a modern
and up-to-date in every respect. It is
understood that a total of $3,500 has
been spenf by the present directors in
putting everything in shape. The prin-
cipal part of this went towards the pur-
chase of six entirely new sets of pat-
terns, costing approximately $2,400. But
as soon as the present rush is over the
directors contemplate many changes. In
the first place they have already called
for plans for the construction of a new
bullding, the aecommodation being jo-
sufficient to meet the requirements. Then
the company will reach out for more
business with interior, Northwest,
Yukon and ‘Manitoban points. This, it
is thought, will necessitate an increase in
the capacity of the plant, although noth-
ing definite in this regard has yet been
diecided wpon,

There is some coal underlying the sur-
face of the island, which seems to be of
a fairly goud grnde As to other min-
erals there is. not much trace, and very
little prospecting has been done along
this line. In some parts of the island
there are excellent places for farming
and stoek raising on a limited scale.

In speaking of the islands Mr. Har-
rison said: “The islands have been un-
der reserve up to July 21st of this year,
consequently the development has heen
held back. Since that date there have
been many prospectors in there, and al-
ready there have been 35 petroleum
claims located, 16 timber claims,. 18
placer mines recorded, and 7 locations
of land containing 160 acres each.

“The men who have located on the oil
claims have done some little prospecting,
but not enough to come to any definite
conclusion. It is the intention to put
a boring machine to work early in the
spring.

“The great disadvantage we have is
transportation facilities. Only . one
steamer a year comes to the islands with
mail and  provisions. If we want to
communicate with' the outside world
oftener we can do so only by getting the
Indians to go to the Mainland in their
boats. It costs us 25 cents for letters
each way, and  proportionately high
prices for other articles. That is one
reason that the islands have been. held
back—there is 1o way at present to get
anything away from the disland should
we find it there.

“Ag to climate, we can compare. it
very favorably to that of Victoria, and
in many respects it is the same. In all ths
years 1 have been there we have had
only two severe winters, and then the
cold did not ‘last long. I have flowers
blooming -in the garden .all the year
round, and make it a point to wear. a
bouguet at Christmas time,

“1 desire to give credit to Mr. Sloan,
M. P. of the Comox-Atlin district, dis-
trict, for what he has done for the isl-
dnds. His work of getting $600. appro-
priated for mail and tmmportation has
helped wonderfully, but this is’ not suffi-
cient. The steamers demand $15) a
trip.

“The fishing is good up there .and
guite an industry could be establisheqd in
this line. The best halibut is caught up
among the islands and the Vancouver
boats go there for their fish. The dog-
fish industry can also be made to pay.
There are many of these fish there,
There is an abundant supply of' good
matrketable blue back salmen, ‘but meo
gockeye. In May and September we
have a heavy run of cohoes.”

Mr. Harrison has one gon in Victoria
whom he will visit a few weeks and aftér
attending to official and personal busi-
ness will return to Graham island. His
wife and one son-are there looking after
things during his . absence. There are
several hundred Indians on the islands

POSTPONEMENT OF
THE WATER CASE

HEARING STANDS OVER
TO DE(EMBER FOURTH

Representations Were Made That the
Evidence Could Not All Be
Taken This Week.

The hearing of the case in which it is
sought to restrain the city of Victoria
from obtaining a record of water at
Goldstream has been postponed until
December 4th,

This postponement took place in conse-
quence of the representations made be-
fore the court this morning that the evi-
dence could not all be put in this week.
As the Full court opens in Vancouver
on Tuesday, Mr. Justice Duff, who is
hearing the case, could not sit later than
this week. Another date was therefore
fixed for the hearing.

This morning the cdse was called, the
following counsel being present: For the
plaintiff company, the Esquimalt Water-
works, Fred Peters K.C., A. P. Luxton,
K. C., and R. T. Elliott; for the city of
Victoria, W. J. Taylor, K. C., E. V. Bod-
well, K. C., and E. P, Davis, K. C.; for
the Victoria Power Company, which it is
also sought to restrain from obtaining &
record, A. E. Mec#Phillips, K. C.,, and
H. G. S. Heisterman,

In addition to these were many repre-
senting the varicus interests concerned,
including Mayor Barnard, J. L Ray-
mur, water commissioner; T. Lubbe of
the Esquimalt Waterworks Compaay,
who will be the prineipal witness; Frank
Barnard and others of the Tramway
company.

After the case was formally called
Mr. Peters proposed a postponement of
the hearing. He urged that it was abso-
lutely impossible to complete the taking
of evidence this week. He therefore
wished the hearing stood over.

Mr. Justice Duff called attention to the
fact that in settilng the trial he' had
stated that he would not sit on Monday.

Mr. Bodwell “said they were all hére
and he thought it should go on.

His Lordship - said ' he wonld - not sit
Jater than to-morrow. It would ‘be. &
pity, he thought, to break the hearinz

Mr. Peters said that there was no pos-
sibility of concluding the hearing! to-moe-
row. The case was of the greatest im-
portance. There was no attempt being
made by him to delay the trial, but it
was most important that the evidence
should not be broken into. It was abso-
lutely impossible to complete the hear-
ing of the evidence to-morrow.

His Lordship  wanted to know  if the
documentary evidence could not be. sep-
arated - from the testimony.

Mr, Peters said this could mt be done
very well.' The case was too important
to put the evidenee in piecemeal. There
wonld be eleven witnesses called.  He
preferred to- proceed with the evidence
and argument at one time without a
break.

Mr. Bodwell thought that-there were
few facts to be set forth. Most of these
were conceded by both sides, so that
the taking of evidence should not be very
lengthy. It was a case which reudily
lent itself to a separation of the evi-
dence and to argument,

His Lordship wished to know if there
was any. advantage to be derived. from
this separation. It was always desir
able to have the evidence and the argu-
ment given without a break.

Mr. Bodwell said. there was no advan-
tage in separating, but he did not think
it would interfere with the case’to take
the evidence now and hear -argument
later,

His' Lordship said that in view of the
representations made he considered it un-
desirable to proceed with the case now.
In consequence of the sitting of the Fall
court, beginning Tuesday, and the state-
ment of Mr. Peters that the taking of
avidence could not be completed to-mor-
row, he thought it best to postpon.e the
hearing. It was always preferable to
have the evidence and ‘the: argument
given at the same time.

A short adjournment was then taken
in order to allow 'of counsel agzeemg
upon a date for the heanug.

Upon reassembling Mr. Bodwell. sug-
gested November 20th. .

His Lordship said that the trouble
with fixing that date was that there was
no certainty that the Full court sitting
would be completed then,

It was finally agreed that Dacember
4th should be the date for resuming,

His Lordship wished to know if the
two cases were to be tried separately.

Mr. Bodwell thought that the evidence
in the case against the city and that
against the Victoria® Power Company
would likely be found to be the same.
He wanted it understood the city's case
was to be heard first.

‘This was agreeable to all present and
was so ordered.

MAY BUILD SHORT LINE.

Crofton Smelter May Be Connected B¢
Rail With E. & N.

The C.P.R. is said to be seriously eon-
templating the building of a’ branch-line
from Westholm siding to Crofton smelter.
The distance is only about three miles,
and would prove of great value to own-
er« of m.nes on Vancouver Izland.

The project has Ueen spoken of for
some time, but hitherto the main ob-
stacle in the way has been the light ghip-
ments which are tribu‘.ary to the line at
the -present time. It is felt, however,
that if the means existed for getting the
ore to the smelter there would ©De a
strong inducement to owners to develop
‘their properties.

The King Solomon mines, near Cow-
ichan station, as mentioned in the Times
a few days ago, are now commencing to
ship. The route is a roundabout one,
however, in spite of the fact that  the
smelter is close to the mines. After be-
ing loaded on the cars at Cowichan the
ore has to be shipped by the E. & N. to
Ladysmith, and thence by barge to Crof-
ton.

THE “PULL” OF WHITE TYRES.

It may be right and in the interests of
the peace and good government of the
subjects of His Majesty the King that
alleged offenders against said peace and
good government should be discharged
from the custody of officers of the law
on offering suitable apologies to the pri-
vate persons against whom they are al-
leged to have offended, but if it be right
in one case, by what process of reasoning
can it be demonstrated that all persons
charged with offences should mnot be
placed on an equality and given equal op-
portunities before the law? Does the
fact that an individual follows any par-
ticular profession or affects to possess a
standing in the community superior to
the majority of his fellows endow him
with special privileges? That is what
the public wants to know, we believe, in
view of the manner in which justice has
been administered since the date of the
elevatien of Hon. Charles Wilson, K.C.,
to the position of Attorney-General of
British Columbia. A short time ago the
legal adviser of the McBride govern-
ment was moved to wrath by the sus-
picion that the Chinese of Victoria were
making the inferior courts of the prov-
ince instruments for wreaking private
vengeance upon certain of their fellows
who dared to offend against the canons
of their peculiar institutions and secret
organizations. Mr. Wilson boldly step-
ped in and said: “Nay; such goings-on
canont be tolerated. My officers shall
put a stop to them.” And the officers did
“but in,” as the lawyer who represented
the prosecutors or persecutors express-
ively termed the action. The complexion
of the case was not improved by the in-
terference of the Crown; but that is not
an unusual outcome of cases in which
the Attorney-General manifests speecial
interest. Now iconoelastic and irreverend
laymen may be inclined to ask imperti-
nent questions respecting the case of Mr.
Hall, a member of the legal profession
who was brought back from Toronto at
the expense of the people of British Col-
umbia on the complaint of another mem-
ber of the legal profession, and promptly
absolved of all responsibility for his
transgressions on tfendering an apology
to the learned brother against whose
feelings or interests he is alleged to have
trespassed. Is justice in British Colum-
bia administered in the interests of the
peace and welfare of all the people and
to insure the safety of person amd prop-
erty by making examples of all who of-
fend against the laws enacted for the
aforesaid purposes, or is the expensive
department of the Attorney-General
maintained in order that transgressors
against the dignity of members of a more
powerful Tong than any that holds
secret sessions of its courts within the
purlieus of Victoria’s Chinatown shall be
reduced to a reasonably repentant state
of mind?

The following letter, addressed to the
editor of the Nanaimo Free Press, ap-
peared in the Colonist this morning:

Sir:—My attention has been called to
an editorial -in your paper which has
been reproduced in the Victoria Colonist,
dealing with the Nilsen personation case.

The substance of the article is that.

Nilsen ‘was not guilty of personation,
that he is an injured man, has suffered a
grievous wrong, and that those responsi-
ble for the proceedings against him are
liable for damages.

You also introduce my name into the
article and read me a lesson as to what
my duty is to Nilsen in the way of
recompensing him. 1 want to meet you
fairly and squarely on this issue.

Now, it has been proved beyond conm-
tradiction by witnesses, by the man’s
own swern statements, and by his own
signature, and admitted in court by his
lawyer, that his name is Edward Nilsen.

It was also proved, aud is freely ad-
mitted by all parties, and by yourself in
the editorial referred to, that this man
Nilsen voted on another man’s name.

But the explanation put forward by you
afd others on behalf of Niisen is that he
voted on the wrong name by mistake,
and that in point of fact his own name
was on the list, and that he had a right
to vote at that election. Now, Mr. Edi-
tor, it is on this last statement that I join
issue wih yow-and with all others who
have made it.

If you or anybody else prove your state-
ment, that this man’s name was on the
Alberni voters’ list used at that election,
and that he had a right to vote, I under-
take here and now to, publicly declare

‘I over my own signature my belief that Ed-

ward Nilsen did not intentionally commit
personation when he voted in the name
of Nels Christian Nelson.

Moreover, I will further agree to pay
Nilsen $10 a day for every day that those
who instituted the proceedings against
him were responsible for his detention in
If your statement is true you cau
eagily verify it.

You have access to the Alberni voters’
list. and also to the files of the registrar
of voters. You will also doubtless have
the assistance of Nilgsen himself if neces-
sary, and of his counsel, and if this in-
jured man is deserving of all the sym-
pathy you express for him, you will be
doing him a real service at my expense.

To give you a start, I inelose a copy
of the voters’ list, and I ask you to pub-
lish the dame and number on the list,
which he has the right to vote on, and a
verified copy of the original application
and affidavit on file in the registrar’s
office, which this man Nelsen made when
he applied to be put on the vofers’ list.

I think your readers will see that I
have given you an easy and short road
to prove your statement, ‘and alse to se-
cure a ‘measure of justice and compensa-
tion for the man for whom you express
so much sympathy.

Moreover you state that the Vietoria
Times and Vaneouver World have used
“outrageous language towards Magistrate
Yarwood,” and “that a newspaper that
through bitter partizanship overlooks the
truth loses all its influence and ¢annot
retain its self-respect.”

I heartily agree with this iatfer state-
ment. It is the simple truth that is need-
ed, ard if you, Mr. BEdior, wish to con-
vince the public that you have stated the
truth in your assertion that this man Nil-
sen’s “own name appeared om the list,”
and that the magistrate’s “judgment was
righteous,” you can do se very briefly and
effectively by simply publishing the name
and number on the voters’ list, along with
a verified copy of his original applieation
and affidavit.

A great deal has appeared in the press
on this subjec¢t on both sides, so much so
that it is time apologies were coming to
somebody. But the issue is clear and sim-
ple. The question in a nutshell is: Was
the accused a duly qualified voter? If
he wag, then in spite of the faet that he
asked for and received a ballot in a name
other than his own, he will stand before
the bar of public opinion as an innocent
man. I ' have offered algo not only to
make apologies, but also pecuniary com-
pensation. ,

My name has come in for eonsiderable
abuse in the press over the matter, and
seeing that I have offered to make resti-
tution if T am in the wrong, will the pa-
pers that have abused me withdraw their
remarks and apologize if I am right,
when I assert, as I now do, that the ae-
cused’s name is not on the list, and that
he had ne right to vote in Alberni at
that election? If the opposite of my
statement is the truth, then, Mr. Editor,
Yourself and all oethers conecerned ‘can
prove it by publigshing the facts from the
records in the manner herinbefore men-
tioned.

The challenge I make to the Nanaimo
Free Press is open to anyone.

In fact, I will offer a reward of $200
to anybody who can furnish the proof,
that this man Nilsen who was charged
with personation, had his name entered
on the voters’ list, and was entitled to
vote at that election in Alberni.

Be it resolved, that the praectice ‘of hold-
ing funerals on Sunday be, and hereby is,
respectfully discouraged, and that the fun-
eral directors of the city be advised that,
except where the Interests of the public
health requires, the members of this asso-
clation will decline to officlate at funerals
held on Sunday; .

Also resolved, that the resotution be pub-

Fortunately no such difficulty exists in
regard to the first named method, and
in March, 1903, a splendid new hatchery
was completed to the order of the pro-
vincial government mear the village of
Lillooet. This station is in addition to
the three operated by the Dominion gov-
ernment. The provinecial government’s
institution iy known as the Seton lake
hatchery, being situated on Lake Creek
at the outlet of Seton lake, which in turn
is eonnected with Anderson lake. These
waters are among the richest of the
breeding, grounds of the proviRee.r::.:

As this is the first year that a taxr

of reasonable restrictions in regard to
fishing can almost certainly be relied
upon to restore the dwindling fisheries
of this ancient salmon stream.
For seyeral weeks before the great run
started, a gang of men under Mr. LeRoy

there is a fence inmipassable to the sal-
mon, which prevents them entering the
lake., Twelye hundred feet below this
and at the top of a dam is a similar
fence equipped with V shapeq ebstiuc-
tions throwgh which the fish eéan enter
bat cannét return from the stream. be-
lJow. This retaining pond is 1,500 feet
in length and 225 in width, and has an
average depth of six feet.

From this pond the fish are taken with
2 drag neét, out of which they are picked
by the fishermen, The ripe females are
thrown inte what are called live cars,
which are really floating crates. The
males are thrown inte ano}her and sim-
ilar car.

When forty -or fifty fish are collected_
the ear is towed. down to ‘the awnmg
platform at the lower end of the pool.
Here the fish are transferred to big pens
under the floor of the spawning platform.
The floating crew works all day, but the
spawning crew only in the afterneoon,

When the latter erew is ready to com-
‘mence, a man with a dip net picks a
female out of her pen and throws her
into a net suspended alongside, From
ithis she is taken by apother man who
proceeds to extract the spawn in the fol-
lowing maunner:

Seizing the fish by the tail he places
her head under his left army and ex-
presses the eggs by a firm pressure of
his hand down the abdonien. The eggs
run out into the pan much as shot into
a bucket, all being free. After the.eggs
of two er three females are expressed
the pan is taken by a second man who
carries it to the workmran who is hand-
ling the males,

After the milt of the male has been de-
posited.in the same pan, water is added
and the eggs are moved gently by hand
or by a feather, after which the surplus
milt is washed off and the eggs placed
in a large pail, in which they are re-
moved to the hatehery.

After taking the eggs from the female
she is thrown into a pen where she dies,

The male is thrown into the pool and
used over again when necessary. If the
female is ripe all her eggy are taken at
a single operation.

The Indian women living near the

hatchety secure the used fish for curing,
but this year operations avere carried on
| on such an extensive scale that only a
i small portion eould be wused. The bal-

is taken: out of the buckets by means of
a large dipper. Here care has to be ex-
ercised, not so much in the matter of
avoiding injoring the eggs, as in making
a proper record of the number taken.
This is dene in the following manner:
A record is kept of the number of dip-
pers, and all in excess of even dippers
full are measured in liquid omnces. In
every liquid ounce there are one hundred
dnd ninety sockeye eggs. Consequently
when it is known that a dipper holds, say

Sedgwood, Mr. Babcock’s able assistant,
had beer making all preparations
for the reeeption of their finny vis-
itors. The big building had been thor-
oughly prepared and its 160 hatching
troughs got ready for their appeinted
work. These troughs are placed end to
end and extend the width of the build-
ing, The tromghs accommodate between
40,000,000 and 50,000,000 eggs.  The
water in the flume running through the
building is drawn from a point 100 feet
below the surface of Seton lake, insur-
ing a lower and more even temperature
than if grawn from the top.

It was about the end of July when,
one day, the watchman came in with the
news that “the salmeon are - runming.”
The effect of this anmouncement was
about the same as the laconic call of the
small boy that “sap’s running” in an
eastern sugar camp. From that moment
the whole staff worked at high pressure
with a result so satisfactory as to highty
please their enthusiastic chief.

The fish ran throughout August and for
the first week in September, after which
the run fell away. The first eggs were
taken om the 8th of September, but as
the salmon were not sufficiently ripe for
spawning work did not begin in earnest
in taking eggs until the 12th, and thence
on for twe weeks the staff averaged
from one and a half to two million eggs
a day.

The record cateh or take was on the
25th, following a respite of .the day be-
fore, which was Sunday. On the day
mentioned the two fishing and spawning
crews took four and a half million eggs.

wanted. Unless a close watch is kept
the deduetions made, and extending over
perhaps two months, might be very mis-
leading. Ifor instance, at Baker lake
at the head of Skagit river in Washing-
ton there have been seasons where there
was only 172 or 176 sockeye eggs to the
liquid ounce, while at Seton lake in 1003
angd in 1804 212-to the. ounce was re-
peatedly counted.

A eunrious and mexplained faet in con-
nection-with these eggs is their variable
size, The same female wiil deliver. eggs
of the normal  proportions and at the
same time furnish eggs little more than
half the size of the regular egg.

These prove, however, to be as virile
as the larger ones, and once hatched
they rapidly overhaul their bigrzer bro-
thers and sisters and by the time they
are ready to go down to the -sea there is
no appreciable differemce in their propor-
tions.

Now comes the fascinating stage in the
industry, for from the time fhe eggs ‘are
depogited in the hatching pans- till they
reach the free swimming stage they are
prder constant superviston, Daily the
attendants make their rounds watching
that the flow of water is correct, and
that the temperature and other condi-
tions are favorable. Here and there an
ezg will be seen to be turning white.
This means that it is dead, and it has te

be removed. There is also the empty egg,

which gives no sueh indication of its
uselessness and which may be in the
pans for a month before its presence is
detected.

For seven or eight heurs no trace of
development in the egg is noticeable. By
that time a cell has formed and these
again subdivide, so that in fifteen hours
sixteen of these cells have developed
and ir'a day a spherical mass like a

berry has resulted. In less than a week

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teenth day they develop and expand.
After the egg hatches out it is termed
an alevin, It is the almost transparent
body of a fish attached to the yoke of
an €gg. The salmon egg, like the hen's
egg, may be said to have two shells—
an outer and an inper, 'The little sal-
mon, like the little chicken, develops in
the white of the egg, but unlike the little
chicken, the salmon breaks the outer
shell as soon as the bedy is formed be-
tween the outer and inner shell, and he
issues from the egg attached .to the
yoke. As the little fish grows he gradu-
ally absorbs the yolk, the food sac. As
he absorbs this he issues from his prison,
and becomes a free swimming fish,
known as fry. He is then for the first
time master of his own movements,

A Pigcatorial Nursery.

Qur salmon is now ready for the kin-
dergarten, and Commissioner Babcock
thinks that at Seton lake he has the
finest system of nursery pools to be
found in connection with any hatchery
in the werld. - For this purpose he em-

ployed means which nature had placed
at his hand, using the bed of Lake creek,
a fine stream of water, for that purpose.
He selected a stretch of the stream
about 1,500 feet long, and dammng the
upper end allowed the branch to ex-
haust itself. He then went carefully
over the ereek bed to make sure that in
the little pools were no predacious fish,
Sculpins, charr and burbot are the
enemies of the infant salmon, and good
care was taken that none of these re-
mained. Having freed the ground of
these enemies the commissioner went
over the bed cross ribbing it with rocks
to equalize the current, give necessary
depth, and furnish division walls so that
the fry would not crowd together in the
quieter pools and possibly smother gne
another. This done a dam was built at
the lower end of the basin, then the

Results of the Season,

Such was the character of the work
done this summer at Seton lake. The
results of it can be briefly summed up.
Where fast year not more than five mil-
lion eggs were taken there were obtained
this year no less than 45,000,000. This
was on the 18th of October, and they
have been fishing every alternate fore-
noon there since, largely for the purpose
of geétting spring sdlmon.

Of the number mentioned 44,000,000
were sockeye and 640,000 spring salmon.
This number was taken at the Seton lake
hatchery, but the figures do not include

those taken at the Dominion government

station, which up to the same date were
as follows: Birkenhead, 24,500,000 sock-
eye; Shuswap, 11,500,000 sockeye; Mor-
ris creek, 6,000,000, and still fishing.

What propertion of these eggs live?
The commissioner estimates that at least
ninety per cent. will mature, which
meang that if fishing had terminated on
the 18th of October there would have
been insured for the run of 1909 from
artificial means of propogation alone
nearly eighty million salmon.

The above figures take no acconnt of
the millions which will spawn in the
natural way, and while it is remembered
that at Seton lake the workmen treated
about 18,000 females and 36,000 males,
they estimate that at least a quarter of
a million fish passed en' to their own
spawning grounds above. It is calcu-
lated that ten per cent. of the spawn
deposited on the seeding grounds will
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mature, so that allowing that half of
the fish that passed up were females
and that each deposited three thousand
sggs there should be a return from that
source alone of 37,500,000.

Experience has shown how wasteful
the natural methods are, just as the
natural methods of reproducing cereal
crops are extravagant and disappointing.
Where a return of ninety per cent. can
be depended upon from the hatchery,
snly ten per cent. is the rule from naf-
nral methods. In clearing the branch of
Lake creek the workmen found on the
vocks and in other places the spawn of
the humpback salmon in liberal gquanti-
ties. Not five per cent. of it, how-
pver, was fertilized, Then the preda-
tory fishes which follow the salmon de-
vour the eggs, the alevin and the fry
with equal avidity. The result is a
wastefulness which will have to be over-
come if salmon fishing is to remain a
commercial proposition.

Habits of the Young Salmon.

Observation by the officers of the de-
partment seem to indicate that the ma-
jority of the fry remain in the waters
contiguous to the breeding grounds until
they are a year old. Their movements
peaward began in April and continued
throughout May. They travelled in com-
pact schools, preferring to navigate at
night and in murky water, as these prob-
ably gave them more immunity from
the enemies' mentioned in a preceding
paragraph. On the -iffles, and in swift
water they head up stream and allow
themselves to be drawn downward in
this manner. They probably travelled
at the rate of ten or fifteen miles a day.
Thus. they find their way to the sea.
What their movemerts are thencefor-
ward until four years later they instinc-
tively struggle back to the spawning
grounds, has mever yet been explained.

ADDRESS ON THE
~ CARE OF TREES

TIMELY SPEECH BY
- THE LIEUT. GOVERNOR

An Interesting Entertainment Given in
Schoolroom of Christ Cburch
Cathedral Last Evening.

There was a good attendance in the
schoolroom: of Christ Church cathedral
last evening to hear the address of His
Honor Sir Henri Joly de Lotbiniere, on
the “Care of Trees,” and the splendid
programme of music which was given in
connection with the lecture.

His Honor in introducing the subject
referred to the wanton destruction of
trees. On every hand was seen the re-
sults of bad pruning of the forest trees.
In many instances the beautiful oaks
which adorned this part of the world
had been by careless pruning ruined and
their lives shortened. In any other part
of the world these ocaks would be held in
the highest regard’ and would be most
carefully protected. :

The remarks which were made had
largely to do with the care of the forest
and ornamental. trees. His Honor said
he would not devote attention to fruit
trees.

A very complete set of examples show-
ed the effects of good pruning and of
careless methods. These were taken
from the trees in such a way as to show
plainly the effect of the pruming which
had been done. His Honor by means of
these examples showed his audience in
a much better manner than anyone could
by words explain, the effects of caring
properly for the trees. :

He advised the cufting off of limbs
which might prove objectionable before
they reached such a size as to endanger
the life of the tree in removing. By
sample -sections taken from trees he
showed that the tissues composing the
limbs extended right to the heart of the
tree. When the limb was removed the
natural tendency was to decay. If the
cutting were done carelessly the decay
continued to extend until it reached the
very heart of the tree. Many samples
of the result of careless cutting were
shown and then Sir Henri explained how
these evil effects counld be overcome by
care. By samples he showed that na-
ture very readily assisted in healing the
wound made if the cutting were done in
the proper way. By carefully cutting
so as to avoid the chance of a decaying
section of the limb being left the wound
might be perfectly healed. The exposed
woody tissue might be protected by
paint so as to prevent the action of the
weather while nature proceeded to rec-
tify the damage done.

Advancing stages of the overlapping
of the bark and the formation of woody
tissue were shown until with the final
illustration from 'nature the wound had
been completely covered and all danger
of decay had passed.

Canon Beanlands, who presided, in
complimenting His Honor on his prac-
tical address, said that he had felt humil-
iated himself when he heard it. This
was in consequence of the bad pruning
which bhad been allowed to be carried out
on the trees in front of the schoolroom.
As a result of the lecture he expected to
see the wrong rectified. ;

An excellent musical programme was
given during the evening. A vocal trio
by Mrs. Floyd, Mrs. Roper and Miss
Mainwaring Johnson was much en-
joyed.

Mrs. Harry Pooley’s rendering of “I
Know a Lovely Garden,” was edcored,
this popular vocalist responding with
“Open Thy Blue Eyes.”

Mrs. J. D. Helmcken’s interpretation
of “An Old Garden” called forth hearty
applause, and in reply to an encore she
sang ‘“Mother Sleep.”

Gideon Hicks contributed to the vocal
part of the programme and Mrs. Her-
mann Robertson gave a piano solo.

The singing of “God Save the King”
brought the entertainment to a close.

AOLDS MEETING

THE GATHERING WAS
WELL ATTENDED

Resolution Was Adopted in Favor of
Probibiting Shooting of Game on
Sundays.

The annual meeting of the local branch
of the S.P.C.A. was held Friday even-
ing in the city hall. The attendance was
large, excelling any previous gathering
of the society, which gives evidence to
the fact that the work of the organiza-
tion is attracting public attention.

A. J. Dallain presided. Various re-
ports were presented to the meeting, cov-
ering the year’s work. ‘The ninth annual
report of the executive committee went
very fully into the aims of the society,
which has become world-wide and also
outlined the exact work done by the local
branch during the year. In part the re-
port was as follows:

“Being affiliated with the great Eng-
lish society, and having constant inter-
course with the American societies, it
seems to us a duty to consider briefly
the trend of thought which is the sympa-
thetic bond between us; and if we inter-
pret this aright it-is that we should en-
deavor more and more to acquire a bet-
ter understanding of what we generally
call ‘the lower animal creation.” There
are many indications that the ‘general
heart of man’ is being prepared to ac-
cept it as God’s truth, that cruelty to
animals is sin. A great change of opin-
ion is taking place, and there is certainly
a visible advance in legislation and pub-
lic sentiment on the subject.

“That we have progressed thus far is
almost entirely due to the work of the
S. P. C. A. throughout the world. We
should mention here that we have re-
ceived most instructive papers from a
French 8. P. C." A. and also papers and
a report of a Japanese S. P. C. A., which
unfortunately we cannot read to you.
And we find this progress easily centres
itself around three or four great names,
who are very much in our thoughts at
the present time,

“Two names amongst women must be
honored first, her late Majesty Queen
Victoria, who before she came to the
throne and during her long reign, gave
all the weight and moral support of her
position to aid’ the society, and that was
very sorely” needed ‘in ‘its early days.
The other lady is'the Baroness Burdett
Coutts, who still: lives, verging on ‘her
100 years of life, as keenly interested in
the work as ever. The other names are
Lord Erskine, Mr. -Martin John €Colam
in England, and Henry De Bergh and
G. T. Angel in America.

“We have just lost from active service
that great secretary of the English so-

.ciety Mr. Colam, who has given his life

te the work of the 8. P. C. A,, and now
retires at the age of 79 after 45 years’
work. ; i

“We rejoice that great men are coming

to the front and pleading-the cause of
the animal creation. - In the field of liter-
ature many writers of the present time,
Sir John Lubbock Roberts, Seton
Thompson, Kipling, and others, are do-
ing noble work on the same lines and
forcing upon our attention this sense of
our moral obligation to the lower animal
creation.
- “The committee feel that unless more
attention is given to the teaching of the
young the best part of the sociey’s work
is being left undone. This committee is
prepared to go a very long way, by pro-
viding illustrated lectures on animal
life, and by disseminating useful litera-
ture; this is a matter in which ladies in
different parts of the district could work
very nobly.

“Your committee considered that to
induce owners of horses- to give them
the best attention and to use proper har-
ness, and more especially to bring the
unnecessary - cruelty of the check rein
more under consideration was one of {he
most important functions of this so-
ciety. By permission of the horse par-
ade committee it decided to present a
cup for the ‘best horse or horses driven
with the most humane harness, the check
rein to be barred’ The showing of
horses on that occasion would have been
a pride to any city; the only regret is
that the society had not at its disposal
funds to give more than a single prize.

“The barring of the check rein gave
rise, you will remember, to considerable
newspaper correspondence, which has
done a great amount of good; and we
are pledsed to say that when the great
New York society were made acquainted
with what we were doing they were
most interested, and in their excellent
periodical, ‘Our Animal Friends,’ they
took up the question and by this means
gave our humble endeavors a very great
degree of notice.

“The winner of this soeiety’s ecup, Mr.
Mitchell, had constantly driven his horse
with a leathern bit and no overhead
check. We longed for another prize,
which would have gone to Mr. MeKeon.
After much consultation it was decided
that he did not quite fulfil the conditions.
The overhead check rein is illegal in
England.

“The cases dealt with are not quite
80 numerous as in previous years, being
one hundred and five, but this is as it
should be; it shows there is a wholesome
deterrent effeet in the knowledge that
any case of cruelty in the city is almost
certain to come to the notice of, and to
be dealt with by, this society. When
we get further away from the city there
we find greater cases of cruelty which
we are not able adequately to deal with.
For long journeys into the suburbs mean
time and expense; and we have little
time and less money, and we have been
very much restricted in this work
through not having had the assistance
of a special constable, whose services
could be obtained at very little cost to
the society.

“Some cases have been kept out of
court which it may be thought should
have been prosecuted; but you. must
trust us for the reasons for not taking
such action; and we prefer to err on the
side of leniency.

“The receipts are somewhat in excess
of last year, but we are still considerably
behind the previous year. The prosecu-
tion for a case of starving at Saanich
cost us $50, we printed 500 copies of
the laws and by-laws, which with the

posting out cost us $50, the prize at the
'horse parade cost $20, s0 we went be-

vond our usual expenditure by abont
$120. But by restricting expenditure in
other ways we have only exceeded last
vear’s expenditure by about $42. We
know that many of our regular sub-
scribers have not been asked, in’ fact it
is impossible 'for one collector to cover
the whole of the large district. One
lady for the last two years has collected
for us at Oak Bay, and we very much
appreciate this service. If a few ladies
would undertake the same office in out-
side districts, where they know the peo-
ple, it would greatly relieve the general
collection. ’

“The legal profession has given con-
sistent and ample proof of its willingness
to assist us. Mr. Lindley Crease has
for all the years we have worked, both
by advice in committee and also by giv-
ing much of his valuable time in the
courts when required, placed the society
and the community under a debt of grat-
itude. Hon. Mr. Justice Martin not only
subscribes liberaily to our funds, bat
gives us his advice in the committee of
which he is a member, When the most
difficult case occurred and Mr. Crease
could not, for family reasons, attend, in
this dilemma we turned to Mr. Higgins
to take up this case. He spent much
time and was two days in court over
it; when we asked him for his charges
he replied, he gave his work cheerfully
to help the society, ‘there were no
charges’; and we have had the same
kindly expressions of help from others,
should we require it.

‘“The press ane ‘always ready to said
us, and’ we are very grateful to it; for
you will see that our work would hardly
effect ‘anything if we could not give it
publicity. The Attorney-General, who-
ever has held that office, has always
given hig valuable sssistance and in-
vestigated difficnlt matters in districts
which we could hardly get at. The po-
lice, both provincial and city, spare no
pains in taking hold of any matter we
bring . béfore them; and we are very
muc}\ dependent on them for their good
service, ;

“If we have regretted that some whom
we think should support us, and appar-
ently do not conmsider that the. animal
creation has any claim on them, it only
brings ‘out in bold relief the generosity
of tire Dbetter thinking public, without
whose" assistance we should accomplish
nothing; and with whose more generous
support we could accomplish still more,

“The. committee. of this society have
for years been agitating the question of
a lethal chamber with the city couneil.
At our meeting in the month of May
last’ ‘the committee wrote to the ity
council on his matter and received for
answer:  ‘Your letter was on motion re-
ferred to the streets, bridges and sewers
committee.” This showed a desire to
move«in the matter. The outcome of a
correspondent with Captain Wolley
at the same time brought before the pub-
lic in> & prominent manner the need of
such @ ‘huilding. Every information as
to”tonstruction was glready in the hands
of the 'moeiety. Captain. Wolley placed
the working of .the plans in the hands of

‘our president; Mr.. Dallain, Dr. Hamil-

ton, and Mr." Phillips of Esquimalt dock-
yard, And we Pave left this matter to
the -conelusion of this report that fur-
ther ‘information on this subject may
be giyen at once by the president.”

Thejadoption of the report was moved
by His’ Hoenor Sir Henri Joly de ‘Lot-
biniere, who praised the-objects of the
society-and the good, work it wag doing
in pretecting dumb gnimals. The work
was one which was calculated to. enlist
the sympathies of all.

Bishop Perrin seconded its adoption
in a speech in which the workers of the
organization were praised for their good
offices.

A motion was introduced by Mr. Jus-
tice Martin in favor of asking the legis-
lature to prohibit the shooting of game
on Bundays. It was as follows:

“Whereas in England, as well as in
most, if not all, of the provinces of Can-
ada, the Kkilling of game on Sunday is
prohibited:

“And whereas in some portions of this
province game is partly so protected, but
in other portions there is no such pro-
tection;

‘“Be it therefore resolved, that the time
has come both in the interest of human-
ity and of true sport when the game ani-
mals and game birds of this province
should receive:the like general protec-
tion as is given them elsewhere,

“And be it further resolved, that a
copy of this resolution be sent to all
members of the legislature with the re-
guest that they  give the society their
support to procure the necessary amend-
mnet to the existing game protection
act.”

Mr. ‘Wolley  pointed out that any
measure of this kind would alienate the
goodwill of a large number of working
men who can only shoot on Sunday and
would be inexpedient as embarrassing
the government. It would be said that
the shooting 'was being kept for the
long stocking who could shoot every
every day in the week.

The motion was seconded by Bishop
Perrin and carried.

TWO TRESPASSING
CASES DISMISSED

PROMINENT VICTORIAN
BEFORE MAGISTRATE

Otto Weiler Stands Trial on Information
of Msjor MacFarlane—Latter
Also Accused.

During the past few weeks several of the
farmers living in the mneighborhjod of
Shawnigan Lake have had an Interesting
tlme in the endeavor to enforce that sec-
tion of the Game Act dealing with tres-
passing upon enclosed lands. Within the
past two or three days two cases, dealt
with by the stipendiary magistrate of
that district, F. Maitland Dougall, have
attracted the attention of Victoria sports-
men. The first of these was that of Major
MacFarlane vs. Otto Weiler, in which
the former charged the latter with an in-

fraction §f the part of the act referred to,
~and ‘the gecond was J. Wilkinson vs. Major
‘MacFarlane, ‘the latter being accused of

the sgme thing by the former, -his neighbor.
Both were dismissed, but the story leading
up to the issuance of the respective sum-
mons is creating considerable amusement
in sporting circles.

Mr.  Weller, one of the best local shots
and ‘a prominent member of the Fish and
Game Ciub, left the city om the 20th of
October bound for his favorite haunts, and
all unconscious of what fate had in store.
Reaching Bhawnigan Lake he startéd off
on the Mill Bay road in the direction of
Major MacFarlane’s residence. During the
entire walk he only deviated from the main
thoroughfare on ome or two occasions.
While passing the Major’s property, ac-
cording to Mr. Weller, several pheasants
flew over his head, and he fired two shets;
killing ‘one of the birds. His dog, he says,
never entered the fleld at any time. The
shooting, it seems, was witnessed by Major
MacFarlane’s boy, who was returning from
school. He immediately ran and reported
to his father, and the two set out in pur-
suit.  In the meantime Mr. Weiler had left
the MacFarlane ranch half a mile behind,
and was in the act of pocketing two more
cock pheasants, .trophies of his prowess,
when the Major overtook him. The latter
accused the Vietorian of trespassing in
most * forcible terms, and, At Is said, was
so voluble in. his denunciation of the un-
limited impertinence of city sportsmen as
to be almost incomprehensible. Mr. Weiler
is understood to have adopted a diplomatic
non-committal manpner, and to have left
the -angry 'farmer breathing out threats
agaifgst him .and  all his kind.

A few days later the sequel to this con-
versation opened; Mr. Weiler receiving a
bulky official looking communication which,
upon investigation, was found te contain a
“blue pﬁper" péremptorily demanding his
presence _Dbefore’ Siipendiary Magistrate
Maittand-Dougals ‘Wednesday. Natural-
ly the “Victoriam: Was very indignant, and
took immediate % to have himself proe

perly repfenente@l the trial. ~ He placed:

his cage in the/Bands™of Bodwell & Law~
son, ahd the lattér accompanied him up the
lmy to defend him againstthe charge.
The evidence dgainst Mr. ‘Weller con-
sisted principally of young MacFarlane's
statement to -the. effect that he had seen
the former's Engllsh setter dog hunting
This, however,
could mot be proved because the accused
in Iis -statement swore that his dog had
never entered the enclosure, It was not
established, therefore; eilther that the
pheasants were griven from Major Mac-
Farlane's field or that any were retrieved
from private ‘preperty after having been
killed. The clauge‘upon which the prosecu-
tion based their ecase is from section 17 of
the Game Act, and reads as follows: “No

person shall at any time hunt or shoot up-
on the enclosed land of another without

permission.’” In ‘summing up, the magis-
trate pointed out that there was so little
foundation for the charge that he had mno
hesitation in discharging Mr. Weller, If
the dog had been hunting over the en-
closure and that had been proven the act
m'ght have been construed against aec-
cuged. But that had not been establighed;
8o that there was no case.

What makes this incident the more
amusing is the fact that almost Immedi-
ately after Major MacFarlane was arraign-
ed before the same-court with a charge
similar to that with which Mr. Weiler had
been accused against him. The informa-
tion was laid by his neighbor, Mr. Wilkin-
son, and the 'latter's evidence makes inter-
esting reading. For some time,” so the
story goes, he had repeatedly been telling
the Major that he objected to shooting on
his lands, but, despite this, he had con-
tinued to hunt without any respect to
boundary lines or fences. One day Major
MacFarlane was visiting at the Wilkinson
homestead, and the latter pointed out a
fence under construetion and asked whether
a person could be arrested for trespassing
upon the enclosure although the work had
not heen completed. ‘“‘Oh, yes,"”” Major Mac-
Farlane had replied, “anyone shooting on
that property could be arrested,”” and he
proceeded to guote the act in corroboration
of his contention. Next day Wilkinson was
surprised to hear a shot on that very pro-

perty, and rushing to the scene claims to
have got a glimpse of his neighbor, Major

MacFarlane, hurrying away. This roused
the ire of Mr. Willkinson, and he decided
upon drastic measures. He took the neces-
sary steps to procure a warrant, which
was served without loss of time,

This case also came before Stipendiary
Magistrate Maitland-Dougall, and Mr.
Weller had the satisfaction of seeing his
prosecutor in the same unpleasant predica-
ment from which he had just extricated
himself. There wasn't sufficient evidence
to convict, and the charge was dismissed on
much the same grounds as that which pre-
ceded it.

Now there is comparative peace in the
neighborhood of Shawnigan Lake, and the
futlle endeavor to convict a well meaning
sportsman upon such slim evidence has pro-
bably been a salutary experience to all
concerned. No ome denies that the farmers
have rights which should be respected,
that as owners of the property they have

passers, and that the law which enables
them to secure judgment against all who
disregard their orders Is perfectly just.
But they should exerelse a little discrimina-
tion and not put sportsmen, who have no
intention of inconveniencing them, in such
an unpleasant position, without being
firmly convinced of thelr guilt.

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PLEASED WITH INTERIOR.

A, A. Arthur, Who Is Financing the
Midway & Vernon, Examined
Country,

A dispatch from Phoenix says that
Alexander A. Arthur, of New York, af-
ter spending several days in the Bound-
ary, left there Monday for the east,
being more than pleased with his first
visit to this section of British Columbia,
and intending to return at mno distant
date.

Mr. Arthur has taken in hand the fin-
ancing of the new Midway & Vernon
railway. - The bonds for the construc-
tion-of the road have been underwritten
by English, French and German cap-
italists, to the extent of $4,500,000, or
at the rate of $30,000 per mile, through
Mr. Arthur, who came out to see the
country for himself, bringing eminent
technical men with him to report on the
potentialities of the territory through
which the railway will- be built. = While
the reports have not yet been made pub-
lic, it is known that they are very favor-
able, both from a mineral and agricul-
tural point of view, as the line will pass
through . the well mineralized west fork
of Kettle river valley and emerge into
and through a large part of the richly
endowed Okanagan country.

In faect, Mr. Arthur stated that bids
for the entire construction of the line
were now in at his New York office, and
the contract would be awarded.on his re-
turh to that city. . At present only ten
milés of the line, ont of Midway, are
under construction, in order to.get the
actual work under way, this work being
done by McLean Bros., of Vancouver,
But the entire contract will be let this
fall.

To build the line a comstruction com-
pany was organized entitled the Okana-
gan Construction Co., the officers of
which  are, Frederick M. Allen, of New
York, president; A. A. Allen, New
York, vice-president, and A. E. Best,
New York, secretary treasurer.

The road is being built for and will be
operated by the Midway & Vernon Co.,
with a capital of $1,000,000, and having
the following officers: - President, John
Cain, New York; vice-president, Charles
S. Stule, Pittsburg; general manager,
A. E. Rope, New York; seeretary-treas-
urer, D. H. McDowell, Vietoria; other
directors being ' L. 8.”.

THOSE DRAWING BOOKS.

Verdict ‘of School Board Likely to Be
Unfavorable to Sonth Park.

The inspection of the drawing books
belonging to members ‘of the last High
school entrance class of the South Park
school by the board  of school trustees
is likely to result in a decision unfavor-
able to Miss Cameron, prineipal of the
institution mentioned, and the pupils con-
cerned. As mentioned by the Times yes-
terday, the board visited the department
of education yesterday afternoon and
were shown the work which has been
so severely criticized by Examiner Blair
and-others. From what can be gathered
the majority have come to the conclu-
sion that in many instances “ruled” lines
were used instead. of the “free hand”
required by the regulations. If such is
the case a report will be submitted at
the next regular meeting on Wednesday
evening to that effect and the most ad-
visable policy to adopt under the circam-
stances considered.

When it was decided to investigate the
charge made by the council of public in-
struction a motion was carried providing
for the examination of the books, to be
followed by a personal test of the stu-
dents implicated. This, it was agreed,
shuld be done by calling the pupils to-
gether some Saturday afternoon and re-
questing them to draw some of the de-
signs provided for at the recent exam-
inations. The trials would take place
under the regular teachers and be super-
vised by Manual Training Instructor
Binns.

In conversation with one of the ‘trus-
tees this morning the opinion was ex-
pressed that even if the Teport read on
Wednesday endorsed the views of Ex-
aminer Blair the board would not be in
a position to take action. Miss Cam-
eron was understood to have stated that
she would be inclined to insist upon the
personal test mentioned in the resolu-
tion. This would prolong the investiga-
tion unnecessarily, in his opinion, but the
board would have to stand by its former
decision,

Should the final verdict of the school
board go against Miss Cameron and
members of the class concerned . it is
doubtful what will result. It has been
stated that the .only possible aection
would be the resignation of the principal.
But it is improbable that such an ex-
treme course will be followed under the
circumstances, many contending that she
could hardly be held responsible for the
unobserved disobedience of a few pupils
nor that the whole class could be cen-
sured for that for which a number .of
The mat-
ter, however, will be fully debated at the
next meeting and in all probability some
definite conclusion reached.

In this connection it might be men-
tioned that the school board «was receiv-
ed by officials of the department of edu-
cation with every courtesy and every-
thing possible done to facilitate the in-
spection of the drawing books. This de-
monstrates that all the authorities have
decided te work together in the endeavor
to arrive at some satisfactory solution
of the somewhat tangled problem,

'ELECTRICITY FOR. FARMS,

Arrangements Being Made on the Mainlan&
to Furnish It for Power and
Lighting.

The B. C. Blectric Railway Compiny are
arrenging on the Mainland for the trans-
mission of powgr for the use of the farm-
ers whose premises can be supplied along
the lines of the company.

Extensions amounting to over ten miles
of mnew lines and practically triple that
distance of wire are being rushed to oem-
pletion by the company. Several of the mew
extensions will be completed early next
week. The work will, cost in the neighhor-
‘hood of $5,000.

Along the route ot these lines are many
flourishing farms, which will have eleetric
light, and from the number of applications
in at present nearly every farmer contem-
plates installing an eleetric moter. .Cheap
power will then be available for the-opera-
tien of root-crushers, hay-cutters, cream-
separators and other tht‘ farming ma-
chinery. By arrangement with the manage-
ment of the British Columbla Electric Rail-
way Company, the farmesrs residing some
distance from this new line will have
branch lines construeted to their farmse
without having to pay the cost of cennec-
tion, which in some cases wenld -be large.
The farmers have agreed to 4dig the post-
holes and supply the poles for these branch
lines. The company’'s workmen will ereet
the poles and string the wire.

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ACCIDENT 10 A
FREIGHT TRAIN

TWELVE CARS PILED
UP ON THE E. & N.

Company Has Completed New Road
About Wreckage and Line is
Again Open.

On a curve on the line of the E. & N.
this side of Parson's bridge, and before
the high embankment near the Four-Mile
house was reached, a heavy freight train
wag wrecked on Saturday evening. The
cause of the accident has not been fully
ascertained. An investigation has not
vet been held by the company to deter-
mine this, but will probably be done very

the contents are spread over the whole
of the slope. The frames of three flat
cars lie close beside one another almost
at right angles to the track. The trucks
are twisted and broken and bunched up
along side of where the track was, but
which was wrenched out of place by the
wrecking of the train.

The remaining cars composing the
train were undamaged, and were taken
back to the siding at Parson’s bridge.
Among these were several loaded with
coal.

In the accident fortunately no one was
burt.

A brakeman had a very narrow es-
cape. He fortunately went forward to
inquire as to the reason why the train
had been stopped at Parson’s. Had he
not done so he would have been among
the cars which were wrecked.

The train was moving at an easy rate,
it is reported, as it had been flaged at
Padson’s, and was just getting well under
way again when the accident happened.
The train hands estimate that the train
was mnot moving faster than eight or
nine miles an hour.

No blame, it is understood, is attach-
ed by the officials of the road to any of
the employees. On the contrary the

soon. At first it was supposed to have
been due to the spreading of the rails,
but railmen now incline to the opinion
that it was move lkely due to the break-
ing of theaxle of one of the ears.

The train consisted of twenty-five
cars. The engine and the four cars next
to it remained on thetraek. The fifth
and six cars were deraiied, but the con-
tents were not damaged. The cars left
the trucks, and yesterday the freight wes
transferred to other cars and brought
into the city. Phe first of these contain-
ed a comnsignment of sugar from Van-
couver in barrels and sacks for Simon
Leiser. The other. car, was made up of
barrelled salt from the Windsor Salt
Works in Ontario.

The next nine or ten cars were much
worse damaged. They were thrown off
the track and the rails twisted and torn

. out of place. The freight in the first of
these cars was a mixed lot, containing |
a quantity of Sultana raisins, and also |
larger cases composed apparently of dry-
goods. Among the consignees represent-
ed in the lot are Lenz & Leiser and G.
Campbell & Co. This car was thrown
absolutely clear of the track just where
the embankment commences. The goods

are not likely to be badly damaged ex-

The wteck interfered with traffic on
the line only until to-day. Superintend-
ent Goodfellow as soon as acquainted
with the fact at once got together all
the men who cowld be employed on the
work, and began preparing for the open-
ing of the track again. Work was con-
tinued all Saturday night and again last
night with the result that trains passed
the place to-day again.

Fortunately the derailed cars were
piled in sunch a way as to facilitate the
building of the line around them with-
out removing all the debriz. The acci
dent took place on a curve. The first two
cars were derailed just where the road
was resuming a straight line again.
These cars offered the greatest obstacle.
Their contents were emptied and trans-

| ferred to other cars, and then the cars

were pulled out of the way.

Alll the other cars were tumbled over
on the concave side of the curve describ-
ed. New rails and ties were taken ‘onto

& Co., apparently indicating that it was
consigned to that firm. The front end
of the car apparently stuck fast. Im- |
pelled forward by the weight of the
train behind the car buckled, breaking ia
the centre as it piled up. The car stands
with the two ends on the ground not
more than ten or twelve feet apart, while
the centre is about the same height in
the air. A considerable quantity of the
cases are destroyed.

This completed the box eams in the
wreck. There remains either six or
seven flat cars, which were loaded with
wood and lumber. There appears to be
five carloads of wood, one of lath and
