.with those the Bible inculcates. The Order has existed from 
time immemorial, but it was organized nearly three thousand

1 more m°dern times what we now profese to be, “ Free and 
Accepted Masons." Although no longer operative, we pro- 
fess the same tenets and maintaip the same pVinciples as 
our ancient brethren. Our duties as Masons are rewenoe 
and obedience to the Most High, brotherly love, charity and 
touth to our fellow men. On these grand principles has our 
Order been reared up and limited to no seot, rank or nation- 
ality. Masonry, from its inherent goodness, has beeome 
diffused over the world, and endeavors, as far as human aid 
oan effeot, to promote peace in raising the strueture of moral 
duties, in promotmg good feeling toward man, in inouloat- 
mg eourtesy to all, in refraining from aUowing differenoe of 
opinion to disturb good feeling, in softening theroughness 
oftemper, andinflmging a certain ray of sunset över the 
evemng of life, when olouds gather around and storms

ay the 
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threaten tö ruffle it. We wish it to be nnderetood that we d» 
not, ås Masons, arrogate to ourselves the oharaoter of being 
better tban other men. There are thousSnda who have not 
joined our fraternity who are ae good and true ae any of nl 
oan be, but we believe that the trne praötioe of Masöhry hiB 
a natnral tendenoy tö refine and impröve the hearts of all 
whö trnly follow its preoepts. That it awakens in onr minds 
feelings of brbthetiy lövs and universal benevolenoe, thereby 
enabling ua te beeöme better membérs öf sööiety than we 
Were before. The Bible, év6r open in onr Lodge, teaohea us 
the duty we owe to God and likewiae to onr fellöw men; it 
inspiras ua with awe and referenoe to the Great Arohiteöt of 
the Universe; it orders us to praoticé truth, juatiee and 
oharity to our fellow men. But we do not attempt to usurp 
the position of thoae who minuter in holy thinga or set onr- 
aelvéa aböVe them, but råther aeek tö föllo* the guidande of 
Odr^epiritual pastors and teaoherS, oontentthat Freemasonry 
dum be reoognised ås. the handmaid to religion. Let ,a 
mån’s religion be what it .will, we do not exblude him from 
the benefits and advantages of onr Order, provided he believes 
in the Glorious Ardhiteot of Heaven and Barth, and praötioe* 
the saeréd duties of morality.

How many oall themselves Chris­
tians who are a disgraoe, yet ultimately hurt not,the Gospel 
hut themselves. A Judas existed among the holy Apostles 
of Christ. We have no fear tor the existenee öf onr Order: 
it shall endute as it has endnred; it has stood as it shall 
Stand, on its own merits; it hat rssipted the sword öf the 
Barbaris# and Bigot, the perseoution of the powerful; it has 
been enabled to withstand all assaulte made on it by virn- 
lent and implaoable enemies—our Anoient and Honorable ■ > 
Fraternity founded on, p
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lien, women and ohildren here assembled, floatmg 
heade is the meteor flag of England. As subjeots of ont 
beloved Queen, I oall on yon to give three oheers fot ont 
Sovereign, a monaroh whoee benign sway has never been 
equalled.

I regret that I have been obliged to disallow many of the By-laws 
of Lodges submitted to me for confirmation. In most instanoee in 
which this has been done, the objeotionable By-laws sought to impose 
duties upon or limit the powers of Masters of Lodges. It should be 
bome in mind that the Master is bound only by the Anoient Land­
marks and the Constitution and Regulations of Grand Lodge. . The 
appointing power rests wholly with him, except where it is expressly 
taken away by the authority of Grand Lodge. R.W. Brother Murray, 

• D.D.G.M. of the Hamilton District, who at his Lodge of Instruotion 
read an interesting paper on the powers and duties of the Master 
and the relations that should exist between him and his Lodge, has, 
at my suggestion, prepared a model oode of By-laws whioh will be 
submitted to you. From this, if approved, the Lodges may select with 
safety such By-laws as they may desire to enaot.

Under the special authority oonferred upon the G.M. by you at 
the last Annual Communication, I have, on application, restored to 
good standing Bro. C. A. Conover, who was in 1876 expelled for his 
oonneotion with the spurious body calling itself the Grand Lodge of 
Ontario ; and I have lately, on petition, healed all the members (with 
one exception) of an organization created by that body in Toronto 
called “ Heathcote Lodge.” They were reported to me to be all men 
of good charaoter. I trust that this is the beginning of the end of the 
“ Ontario ” movement.

The G. L. of Sootland and our neighbor the G. L. of Quebeo 
not pn friendly terms, owing to questions of jurisdiotion that have 
arisen of some diffioulty and of some importance. I refrain from 
disoussing these questions now, in the hope that the rulers of the 
Craft in both jurisdiotions may speedily find a way of olosing the 
breaoh that has been made. The oiroular forwarded by the G. M. of 
Quebeo, and the printed prooeedings of the G. L. of Sootland, whioh 
contain all the offioial information that I have reoeived on the subjeot, 
will be laid before you. I think that in the interests of Masonry, it 
is not desirable that we should aotively interfere in this matter at 
present, nor, with the information I have yet had, express any opinion 
upon it.

The Grand Lodges of Spain, Egypt and the Island of Cuba ask for 
formal reeognition and exohange of representatives. Freemasonry in 
t^e Queen of the Antilles is not,in a satisfaotory state at present, the 
Grand Lodge of Colon and the Grand Lodge of the Island of Cuba 
both claiming supreme jurisdiotion. It will be well to defer the 
reeognition of either of these bodies.

Same years ago the Grand Orient of Franoe form^dly adopted a 
olauae asserting a belief in God as a fundamental prinoiple. At ite 

^last annual aesembly, efter the proposition had been submitted to ite 
oonatituent Lodges, and after ample time taken for matare oonsider- 
ation, the Grand Orient 'by a large majority repealed the clause, with 
the avowed object of permitting the initiation of Atheiata. The pre- * 
vione abolition by thia body of the Grand Mastership, the Maaonio 
world had submitted to, but it was horror-struok at thia last audaoioua 
innovation. All the Grand Lodgee that have epoken have oondemned 
it. Tfelt it my duty to withdraw the oredentials of our representa­
tive near the Grand Orient, aa I oottld not continue to reoognize it as 
Maeonic.

The first of these was held at Guelph, on the 
20th, 21st, and 22nd days of February, The attendanoe 
was fair, but the inolemenoy of the weather detracted greatlv 
from the oomfortjof those who attended, and from the sao- 
oess of the meetiug. The next Distriot Meeting was held at 
Galt, on the 16th of July, at whioh we were honored by the
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presenoe of the M. W. the Grand Master, who 
panied by the E. W. the Grand Seeretary. The attendanoe 
at this meeting in the moming and afteraoon sessions was 
small, but' the evening session was largely attended, 
and the prooeedings were interesting. The third 
and last District Meeting was held at Harriston, on,
8rd instant, and was atteäAed by some sixty brethren.

I regret to have to report a oase of more than ordinary 
diffioulty. A oharge of nnmasonio conduot preferred by a 
member of Harris Lodge, No. 216, againet the Worshipfol 
Master of the same Lodge was referred to me for inveetiga- 
tion. After having obtained from both brethren statemente in. -
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writing Of the partioularg of the tranaaotione ont of whieh 
the oharge aroae, I oame to the ooneluiion that the brotber 
bad not good grounde for making the oharge, and I there- 
fore dismiaaed it. I have leamed, however, that other tran- 
aaotiona of the aame W. M. have been referred to the Board 
of General Purpoaes for inveatigation, and I have no donbt 
but that they will be diapoaed of at the approaohing meeting 
of Grand Lodge aatisfactorily to all oonoemed.

' In eonoluaion, I have only to add that I am well aaaured 
that Freemaaonry ia improving ita membera within thia Dis- 
trict in their moral facultiee, and while too many—far too 
many—brethren make little progreaa in the atudy of the 
liberal arta and aciencea, yet they are ateadily beeoming mor 
and more imbued with the prinoiplea which underlie the 
great virtuea, Temperanoe, Brotherly Kindneaa, Gharity, 
Iruth, and Juatioe.

“ Having considered the demand by the Grand Lodge of Quebec, 
that the Lodge Elgin, Montreal, No. 348, ahall, on or before lat Janu- 
ary, 1878, retum ita Charter to the Grand Lodge of Scotland, and re- 
oeive from the Grand Lodge of Quebec a duplicate thereof, Grand 
Committee inatructed the Grand Seeretary to recall the Commiaaion 
isaued in favor of the Moat Worahipful Brother James Dunbar, a» 
Representative of the Grand Lodge of Sootland near the Grand Lodge 
of Quebec. The Seeretary was aJso direoted reapeetfully to inform 
tbe Grand Lodge of Quebec, that had the withdrawal of Charter from 

- Elgin, Montreal, been made a sine qua non the establishment of frater- 
nal relations between the Grand Lodges of Sootland 
suoh compaot would have been entered into.”

“ A diseussion followed upon the question—“ Is a candidate who 
has lost his right hand eligible for admission ?* Bro. F. A. Barrow,
P. M., Nq. 252, seconded by Bro. Adam Thomson, moved that a man 
who had lost his right hand be held as disqualified for admission as a 
Freemason. Bro Alexander Hay, P. M., No. 346, moved as an 
amendment that Lodges be allowed to exercise their own diseretion 
in the matter. This was seconded,by Bro. John Davidson, and on a 
division, the amendment was carried by a majority of 14 to 2."

“ The Grand Seeretary direeted the attention of Grand Committee 
to the recent change in the Constitution of the Grand Orient of France, 
whereby belief in God is not now essential to admission as Freema- 
sons. Bro. Dr. Loth, Representative from the Grand Orient, who 
had been asked to be present, having satisfted the Committee upon 
oertain points in connection with the subject upon whioh they desired 
information, the following resolution was adopted on the motion of 
Bro. William Mann, P. M., No. 65, seconded by Bro. R. 8. Brown, P.„ 
M., No. 124—‘ Having had their attention direeted by the Grand 
Seeretary to the recent change in the Constitutian of the Grand Orient 
of France, whereby a profession of belief in Almighty God, the Great 
Arohitectof the Universe, andtheimmortalityofthe soul.isnotexactod 
of capdidates for admission as Freemasons, and having maturely 
sidered the same, instruet the Grand Seeretary to intimate to the 
Grand Orient of France that, should it be thecase tliat such a radical 
change in the fundamental prjnciples of Ancient Freemasonry has 
indetä been confirmed by that Grand Body, Grand Committee willbe 
under the necessity of recommending to Grand Lodge to sever the 
fratemal relations that have for so long a period subsisted between it \ 
and the Grand Orient of France.”

We ahould note that 
No. 18 is atill at Limeriok (1878). No. 271 haa been removed to 
Letterkenny (Donegal), and No. 952 haa been removed from the 
Roll.

We have purposely kept until the last our notice of the ‘ Shamrock 
Lodge,’ No. 27, originally located at Cork. We are indebted to our 
Bro. J. H. Neilaon, of Dublin, for the following particulara, whioh he 
reoeivea peraonally from the beloved and dietinguiehed Maaon the 
Hon.Judge Townshend, LL.D., Past D. G. M. of Inbland, who waa one 
of the members of the old Lodge.

The ‘ Shamrock Lodge’ waa originally chartered about 1740, and the 
Brethren thereof were distinguiahed by being permitted to wear their 
aprona with a ‘green flap,’ and a golden Shamrock embroidered thereon. 
The firat Warrant at Castle Townshend waa No. 167, granted about 
1880, and promoted by seme Brethren who had been members of the 
anoient Lodge, No. 15 (now at Skibbereen), which met at Roasoarberry, 
Mid which conferred the Royal Aroh and Templar Degreea by virtue 
of exhibiting the Craft Warrant at the meetinga, aimilarly to many 
Lodgea in England and elaewhere in early daya. The Hon. Judge 
Townshend was admitted a member of No. 167 whilst ‘under age’ (by 
diapenaation), and we are pleased to preaerve sucli an intereating fact 
reapecting ao worthy a Mason. On the retum of Bro. Pr. Townshend 
from England, he found that No. 167 had been exchanged for No. 27 
Warrant; but the members at Castle Townshend, whilst retaining the 
title of the * Shamrock Lodge,” were not ‘wearers of the green,’ pre- 
ferring any other color, sometimes thoae quite out of faahion now. 

v generally, however, wore aprona entirely white (mostly of sheep- 
t), and of a large aize, without any ornament—the Apprentioes and 

Fellow Craft being required to tum the flap of the apron inwards, but 
for what purpose has not tranapired. Bro. Somerville, who still livee, 
was one of the founders of the Lodgrin the village under the revived 
Warrant of No. 27, and whilst at Germany, about thirty-eight yeara 
ago, for awhile, he waa entertained by a Jewish Lodge, the members 
of whioh wore a special badge of distinotion, whioh so pleased bfr» 
that on bi. retum he presented aU the Past Masters of Lodge Ho. 87 
with a silver jewel as a badge of the • Shamrock Lodge,’ of a triangulär 
romi, and of a distinotive charaoter indioative of the name of the 
Lodge.

Befote I 
oonsented to pccupy the offioe that I have now entered upon, I satisfled 
myself that the establishment of a Grand Lodge of New South 
Wales had been achieved in a constitutional and legitimate manner, 
every etep taken being perfeotly regnlar, and in aocordance with the 
anoient usages of our Order. V

“To consummate what has already been done, we nomonly require 
reoognition by the various Grand Lodges. ^The idea of /stablishing a j 
Grand Lodge of New South Wales is not new; it has béen discussed 
and under consideration for many years, buti until rec/ently no active 
aetion has been taken to bring aboet so desirahle a reéult.

“About six months since, some thirteen Lodgés, under the Constitu- 
tions now existing here, seleoted delegatesand formed themselves into 
a Masonio Union; and the resujt of the labours of that Union lias 
been the establishment and the inauguration this day of a Grand 
Lodge of New South Wales.

‘•Bxoeption has been taken by some of our Brethren in certain 
quarters in reference to the establishment of this Grand Lodge.

“ When asked what are their objections, they answer by admitting 
the oorreotness of the principle of establishing a Grand Lodge, but 
they say the present time is premature; or, that it should be deferred 
to some indefinite future. Well, if the time has not yet arrived, 
when will it arrive ? In our opinion, it has arrived; and the present 
is the most proper and suitable period for the establishment of a , 
Grand Lodge. Is there any vahd reason why we should not have än 
independent Grand Lodge ? The reasons are overwhelming why we 
shoiud; espeoially when we consider that other British Provinoes or 
Colonies have estabhshed suoh Lodges, and have been recognized, 
who were not so inconvenienced, or at suoh disadvantage as we are in 
regard to distance from the seat of the goveming Grand Lodges 
of England, Ireland, and Scotland. And why not have a Grand 
Lodge, Masonioally national, as it were, to this oolony ? The estab­
lishment of a Grand Lodge here by which we shall obtain self-govern- 
ment, cannot, and will not affect our loyalty to our Queen and Country. 
Political connections and attachments is one tfying, and Masonio 
another thing. The former has its geographical bounds or limits, and 
is confined to nations or countries; the latter has no bounds or limits, 
it embraces all nations, and is so universal that it admits of no ex- 
olusion amidst the worthy portion of God’s creatures. Glimate, 
country, colöur, eduoation or religion make no difference. Let this 
universal bond of union be broken by political geographical limits, by 
the difference of nationalities and peoples, and we become a rope of 
aand, and lose that strength, weight and influence which oonoord and 
unanimity will secure to us. I therefore maintain that there, is no 
dieloyalty in the establishment of our Grand Lodge. We snäll bo 

in a better position to uphold and further the intereets of 
Kasonry.

ner of Lodges have oonsenfced, formed themselves into a Union, apd 
we met in Convention by their representatives, we have an u£^nmt 
right to establish our Grand Lodge. And, as the Brethren refened to 
sepear to be somewhat in the dark onthe snbjeot of the constitution of 
Grand Lodges, I will endeavor to enlighten them on this importnnt 
matter, in reference to the authority under which we have prooeedad, 
and by which we have been guided.

“Brother Paton aaye, in tusFreemasonry and his Jnriaprudenop, ‘It 
enly remains to oonsider the proper mode of organizing a Grand Lodge • 
in a territory where no auoh body has previouäy existed. Perfeofly 
to understand this snbjeot, it will be neoessary to oommence witti tne - 
firat developmemt of Masonry in any country. Let us suppose, tben, ^ 
that there is a country within whose political bounds Freemasonry 
hae never yet been introduced in an organized form. There may be,
‘and, indeed, for the exeeution of the Law which is about to be 
explained,’ there must be an adequate nnmber of Master Macons; but 
there is no Lodge. Now the firet principle of Masonio Law to whioh 
•ttention is to be direoted in this oondition of things, is that every 
territory into whioh Masonry has not been introduced in the organ- 
ined form of Lodges is ground common to all the Masonio anthoritieg of 
the worid, and therefore it is oompetent for any Grand Lodge to grant 
a Charter of Constitution, and establish a Lodge in suoh unooonpied 
territory, on the petition, of oourse, of a requisite nnmber of Mftetrnn; 
and this right of granting Charters belongs to every Grand Lodge in 
the worid, andmay be exercised byanythatohoosestodo so, as k>ng as 
ne Orand Lodge ie organized in the territory. So that there may bo ten 
OT a dosen Lodges working at the same time in the same territory, 
and eaoh of them, deriving its existence from a different Grand 
Lodge.’

“Brother Chase, in his Masonio Digest, remarks,1 The usnal mode 
of organizing a new Grand Lodge is as follows:—A certain nnmber of 
Lodgee, not less tban three, holding Charters from some legal Grand 
Lodge, or from different Grand Lodges, meet in convention by their re­
presentatives, formally resolve to organise a Grand Lodge, and adopt a 
Constitution, and proceed to elect and inställ their officers. It is 
oeoeseary that it be a separate state or territory; that there be no 
Grand Lodge at that time existing within it; that at least three Char­
tered Lodgee be at the time in aotive existence within the territorial 
limit®, and oonsent to the formation of suoh Grand Lodge;'ihat they 
meet in convention as Lodges, and not as. independent individuals; 
that they adopt a Constitution, and that the newly eleoted Grand 
Master be installed by some Past Grand Master, or by the Semor 
Paet Master present. It is not essential that it shonld be an iade- 
pendent and sovereign state or territory, but simply neoessary that it 
na aeeparate and dietinot state or territory.

no doubt will be gladly conceded.

“Upper and Lower Canada had eaoh its own assemblv; but there ia 
now but one forboth Provinces. Canada, Nova Scotia, and New 
Brunswick are now united under the name of Canada, With the Gov- 
emor-General and a Parliament (Senate and House of Assembly) 
common to them all. The Provincial Legislatures for the manage­
ment of looal matters still exists.

“In the reign of Queen Elizabeth, on the 27th of December, 1661, 
we have an aooount of a Grand Lodge, whioh was held at York, Sir 
Thomas Sackville being Grand Master. The next Grand Lodge, 
whose Communications was of suoh importance as to entitle it to a 
plaee in the records of the institution, was that. which was held on 
the 27th December, 1663, when the Earl of St. Albans was Grand 
Master, and when several judicious regulations were enacted.

Their nnfortunate, poaition haa oompelled them, unwillipg- 
ty, to etmggle in defenee of the craft againet aeoret maohin- 
ations and open proseentions, and, in timee now happjty 
past, many noble martyrs have even shed their Mood and 
euffered death for their fidelity to Masonio truth and their 
flrmnees in adhering to the Maaonio Brotherhood. The 
eoudition of these oppressed *' Sons of the Light" bge 
often eioited our sympathies, and we have now muoh plea- 
aure in announoing that the dark days of Masonry in Spain 
appear to have passed away, and a new and brighter proe- 
peot is opened for the future.

In 1877, a re-organisation took plaee, and a new impetns

; ■ v the organization of the Grand Lodge in 1844—for, during the term of 
my Grand Mastership, Brother Humphreys, my Grand Secretarv 
(who Buoceeded me as Grand Master), neither prepared or publishea 
the proceedings. Nor have I ever been absent from a session, or late 
but once, when the steamboat on which I was going to Keokuk, in 
1850, grounded and detained me a few hours.

“ At the beginning of the present century there were in North 
America only thirteen Grand Lodges—one in each of the original 
colonies, except Delaware, the thirteenth being in Vermont. Since 
1800 there havo been organized thirty-three American and seven Eng- 
lish (colonial and independent) Grand Lodges, making at thia date, 
fifty-three Grand Lodges of English descent. The oldest Grand Lodge 
is that of Massachusetts, founded (as a provineial) A.D. 1733; the last, 
No. 53, Dakota, 1875. Iowa is the thirty-first in the order of time. 
Of th,ose which antc-date the national government we havo, in addi­
tion to Massachusetts, the Grand Lodges of Pennsylvania, 17C4; South 
Carolina, 1776; and Virginia, 1777. In this connection it is well to 
state that the United independent (present) Grand Lodge of Massa­
chusetts was not constituted until 1792.

Bro. W. B. Langridge reports on Correspondence. In his 
■ opening he saye:—

"‘ Before we began thie report we were in oonversation with two 
eminent brethren. One said, ‘ Do not make your report over fifty 

- pages.’ We replied by telling himthat the other, a short time before, 
had epoken about aa follows: ‘ The time for long reporta on corres­
pondence is past; it waa well enough when Bro. Finlay M. King, of 
New York, inaugurated the faahion of writing them, to disens» 
everything fully, but now ^natters have ohanged—the prinoiples of 
Maeonio law are, to agreat éxtent, settled; great questions are rare; old 
themes are threadbare; the habit of writing a long report, in which all 
the straw of fifty other long reports is again threshed over, and the net re- 
eult is 8hakespeare’B two grains of wheat in two bushels of chaff, which, 
when found/iare not worth the labor, has settled down into simply an 
interchange of desultory chat between reporters, interesting enough to 
them, perhaps, but not holding the attention of any large number of 
other intelligent brethren, and seldom pays for the expense of print- 
ing. If I were you, I would make my report a simple diseussion of 
prominent topics, takjng up new legal questions, if any, and briefly re- 
porting the actions of Grand Lodges, but omitting all review of reports 
on correspondence, thus compressing the whole within not more than 
twenty pages; then the brethren might be expeeted to read it, which 
now not one in a hundred does.’
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F “ Our fifty-page friend complimented us on our readiness to take 

good-advice, no doubt feoping that we would yield to the ideas of our 
twenty-page adviser. In our own mind we gave our ear to both, our 
oonfidence not wholly to either; but, sitting down, began to read 
through the forty pamphlets handed in by the Grand Seoretary. We 
■aw at once that it was possible to keep within either limit, provided 
we applied the press to the pamphlets; but the result would be that 
the report would have the solidity and about the dryness of a package 
of Bhaker herbs—a good thing to use when you cannot get anything 
fresher, but more fit to complete the stock on the druggisfs shelves 
than to invite the taste or satisfy a healthy appetite.

“ But, then, what could be done on the other hand? There was, a» 
our friend said, very little that was new, very little really important, 
though a vast amount that was interesting in detail, eloquent, elegant 
in rhetorio, splendid in imagery, noble in sentiment, and all that; but 
to have extraeted a tenth part of it would have bankrupted the Grand 
Lodge to print it, and would have found no rendera—so we knew not 
which course to take. The result is as it is here, ‘What is writ is writ, 
would ’twere worthier,’ oh, brethren, both for your sake and my 
eredit. But such as it is it is, and as this is my last effort of the 
kind, I trust you will dismiss me with your blessing, bestowing as few 
kicks and as many half-pence as your generosity, urged on by sym- 
pathy for ‘ superfluous lagging,’ may pennit. "With this much by way^ 
of preface, we ring up the curtain and let the trouble begin."

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Ae Bro. Drammond hae devoted muoh attentiön to the 
diffienltiee in Cuba. We give his views and oonolnsiona on 
this important matter:—

“ COLON AND CUBA.
“ We h&d intended to make a special report in relation to the 

-Grand Lodge of Cuba (so called) and the Grand Lodge of Colon; but 
having flnally concluded to reoommend that no aotion be takiéri thie
year, we incorporate our disouasion in one general report.

“ We have receiyed a variety of doouments from the ‘Grand Lodge 
of Colon1 and the 1 Grand Lodge of Cuba,’ whioh a want of time has 
prevented us from carefully examining. We are indebted to Brother 
Albert Pike for a full histöry of Masonio mattera in Cuba, of whioh 
we have, by his kind permission, availed ourselves in the following 
disousaion.

In 1859, three Lodges at Santiago de Cuba—two chartered by the 
Hesperio G.*and Orient (in Spain), and one by the Granid Lodge of 
South Carolina—formed a Grand Lodge. X 

“ Immediately thereafter, Andres (lasskrd formed the Suprenae 
Council of Colon, CaSsard's authority was derived from the Southern 
Bupreme Council,-and was restricted to t^e forming of a Suprefne 
Council only after the formation of a G 
didtion over the symbolic degrees.

“ Unfortunately, Cassard gave them forf their ^Government a Orand 
; Orient Constitution, and they undertook tÅfonp a Grand Orient, obm- 
posed, among others, of the Grand Lodge aH® the Bupreme Council 
But this Grand Orient never organized and never met.

“ In 1867, the Grand Lodge aaopted Constitutions for the Govern­
ment of Symbolic Masonry and the blue Lcdges, puttingthemin foroe 
of its own authority, as the supreme power of Symbolic Masonry. 
The Supreme Council inquired by what right this was done, and 
denied the power of the Grand Lodge to do it. In 1868 the dispute 
was Bettled by a decree of the Supreme Council putting the Grand 
Orient in recw, and providing for a General AssemWy, in three 
months, to adjust eveiything, and in the meantime the Supreme 
Council was to govem all Masonry. But the rebellion broke out, and 
ip consequence the General Assembly was never held; the Grrand 
todge could not meet, and the Supreme CounoU exercised all powere 
until 1878. In 1874, the Grand Lodge, whioh had from time to time,

• aaaerted its rights, exercised them by the oreation, at Havana, of a 
* Provincial Mother Lodge,’ with power to create and govem Lodges, 
but under the Grand Lodge, But thiq ‘ Mother Lodge' beoame oon-

“ We notice, moreover, that nearly all the officers of the Grand 
Lodge of Cuba were officers in the ‘ Provinoial Mother Lodge,’ wlien 
it commeuoed its rebellion against the Grand Lodge of Colon, and 
were prominent actors in that rebellion. This faot has an important 
bearing, and should be boroe in mind.

“ Bro. Ramon Illa, in behalf of the adherents of the Grand Lodge 
of Cuba, defends their action on the ground that the original Grand 
Lodge of Colon oommitted suicide in 1868, by submitting to the 
Supreme Council, that it was created anew in 1878, and continued to 
be a part of the Grand Orient until after the firstof August, 1876: 
and, tlierefore, that the Lodges which formed the Grand Lodge of 
Cnba, had the right to disowtf and repudiate it. But we think that this 
wae an afterthought, and that, while it is an arrow ahot bv Bro. Illa, 
it eomes from Bro.

“ My attention has been c alled to the aotion of a few 
brethren in the Provinoe of Ontario under the jurisdiction of tiie 
Grand Lodge of Canada, forming themselves into what they call the 
Grand Lodge of Ontario.”

“I am glad to see that, almost universally, recognition has been 
withheld from this so-oalled Grand Lodge, and I would strongly re­
commend that you should so express your opinion of such nrnnaanwin 
oonduct. It is so manifestly illegal, and oontrary to all the usages 
and regulations of the Craft, that one Wonders how brethren of intel- 
ligenoe oould have been so miaguided.” • • *

“ 1 am glad to see that during the year you have taken oooasion to 
exeroise the prinoiples of benevolenoe and charity for whioh you have 
been in the past cnaracterized. Besides private contributions, and a» 
Lodges, you have raised by subscription irom among the members, a 
eum exceeding four hundred dollars, which has been handed over to 
the Winnipeg General Hospital. This liberal exhibition of Freemason­
ry was made at the suggestion of our Worthy Brother Syroonds, who 
is al ways foremost in every, good work, and to whom the oredit in a 
great measure belongs. In this city, in consequence of the large influx 
of strangers, the kind word and the open hand are more often oalled 
into requisition than in most places, and I am glad to say, the re- 
sponse nas always followed the call.”

In the very ahle address of tha^lrand Master we find the 
following remarks on Trial Commissioners and Ritual

“ Among the leading inoideute of my otticial term the eatablishment 
ol the new system of trials for Masonic offenoes must be noticed. 
Thie aubject was firat brought to the attention of the Grand Lodge by 
a resolution adopted at the Quarterly Communioation in March, 1876. 
It was referred to a committee, who, after mature consideration, pre­
sented a plan by wliich all Masonic offenoes ooeurring in this juris- 
diotion, and which were previously triod by the Lodges, should be 
triod before oommissionors of ability and impartiality, who should be 
Past or Presiding! Mastern. Inasmuch as this method of trial 
iuvolved an important aiuendmont to the Grand Constitutions, it was 
referred to a committee of leamod and eminent Brethren, and as by 
thern amonded, after the most eareful consideration, received the 
sanotion of tlio Grand Lodge hy a very emphatio majority.

“ Under tlie requirements of the amended Constitution which 
established the system, I took great pains to appoint (as the commis- 
sioners by which the new plan Vas to be iuaugurated) five Brethren 
of the highest qualitications at my command for such a service.

•I Several cases, siicli as otherwise would have necessarily been 
brought before the Lodges for trial, have accordingly been heard and 
considered by the Commissioners of Trials. The suooess of the new 
method of trial and its justland benefioent praotical object seems to 
me to o olear and obvious fortdoubt, so that the wisdom of the Grand 
Lodge in this regpfMias been amply vindicated. 

jjy ö During the threejyears that I had the honor of ooonpying the 
position of Deputy Gimd.Me.ater, under Grand Master Niokerson, it 
became neceesarjl ihat I should acoompany him in his numerous 
visitations from Ökpe Cod and Cape Ann to Berkshire Hills. I thus 
attained much itisiglit into the State of affairs generally tliroug 
the jurisdiction/ The universal complaint was the want of unif 
ity in the Work; ohanges were oonetantly made, and finally, at the 
time of my efcction as Grand Master three years ago, there were 
hardly two Lodges in the State working ahke. I determined to correct 
suoh a state of things, and after my'installation I appointed a large’ 
and experieneed committee to endeavor to restore the Bitual to its, 
original purity. Wliat lias been the result? Throughout the juris- 
dict nn the Lodges are working with the greatest uniformity, and vie 
with caoh other as to who can work with the greatest excellenoe."
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A oommil tee, of the most learned Brethren was appointed 

to pteparo a Digest of Masonic law, and the regulations of 
, the Grand Lodge.

Builtof briok, four stories high, a Romanesque atyleof 
arohitecttire, the whole with its spire, domes and finales, presents to 
the beholder a model of wisdom, strength and beauty. Withi _
Valls are nearly sixty rooms, divided into school, printmg, sleepmg 

, 1 and office aparfcments, including a spacious chapel, capable o_ oom- 
fortably seating seven hundred and fifty persons, while a large and 
substantial building in the rear fumishes rooms for cooking and eat- 
ing purposes. Upon the premises of one hundred and nine|acres are 
bathing, washing and. stabling houses, and se ven springs, nearly all in 

• order, whence pure water for man and beast,-oontinually nows. A 
portion of the land is coVered with a fine growtia of young trees.apart 
is laid off for garden purposes, while ample pasturage for the bloodea 
stock of cows and hogs gives promise of an ab,undance of milk, beei 
and pork in time to come. A matron and corps of teachers, under 
the oontrol and direction of our worthy superintendent, preside over 
the moral, physical and intellectual growth of the orphans. 
From one hundred to one hundred and twenty ohildren are hera 
gathered together, whose happy countenances index the contentmeni 
reigning within. A visit made in June last impressed me as I never 
was impressed before, with the fact that the establishment of an Or­
phan Asylum in tliis beautiful spot was indeed a grand achievemeni 
—worthy of the Order with whom it originated. Under the ^uid- 
ance of its energetio superintendent, and the blessing of Almignty 
God, it has gone forward in the line of its duty year after year, till 
now, it is firmly fast ened in the affections of our people. Longmay 
it be ere silence reigns in its haUs, but with every incroase of cmldisU 
voices may the means for their sustenance correspondingly appear.
The great heart of the people of the Old North State, from the rnoun- 
tains to the seaboard, is waking up to the necessity for a continuanoe 
of this great work, and if Masons ao their duty it will 
fo.il Let us see to it, brethren, that we keep alive within our breaste 
its continual needs; that we manifest our love and affection by a con- ^ 

i stant, steady stream of benevolence, so that in the years to come, our 
ohildren’s children may point to it as the proudest monument of 
North Carolina Freemasonry.”

“ Had the body at Québeo frankly stated its demands in its appli- 
oation, the present diffioulty would not have ocourred, for Grand 
Lodge would have refused its reoognition on suoh oonditions. It had 
from the flrst been of opinion that a Grand Lodge at Quebeo wae 
nhneoessary, and it was onlyinduoed to acoord its qualifled recog- 
nition, on the representation that the Grand Lodges of Canada ana 
England had given theirs. But it now appears that the latter Grand 
Bodyhad alao qualified its reoognition in terms similar to those of 
Bootland, and that the Quebeo Body, with oharacteristic modesty, 
had refused it» acceptanoe. . , ,

“ In suoh circumstances the resolution to recogmze Quebeo to any 
extent has fallen, and that by its own act. It has thus no oause of 
just oomplaint, for Bootland is under no obligation to reoognize it, and 
Bootland in deelining to do so has exercised its undoubted right. 
The terms on whioh it offered reoognition are those that have m 
every other similar case been exacted and readily agreed to. Thtiy 
are only insisted on in plaoes where daughter Lodges desire to retain 
their conneotion with their mother Grand Lodge, and when, through 
time, that desire dies out, Bootland reaclily renounoes her jurisdidaön

“ The Committee desires to remind Grand Lodge that in recogniz- 
ing the Grand Lodge of Canada, similar oonditions were agreed to by 
that Grand Body, and that the closest ullianoe and harmonioas mter- 
coarse has throughout existed between the two Grand Lodges.

not told on whatground Quebeo pretends to have a more 
extended title than that of the Grand Lodge of Canada. It eeceded 
from that Grand Lodge, and by importunity suoceeded in getting 
relinquish in its f&vor its jurisdiction over the Provinoe of Lo*rer 
Canada. But the relinquishment of that jurisdiction did not and 
cöuld not oonvey the jurisdiction of other Grand Bodies whioh it dia 
not poasess. The Grand Lodge of Canada conferred no right other 
fliifii ite own; and. if the right to govern the English and Sootoh 
Lodges belonged to the Grand Lodges of those countries it still ro­
marns with them.

"The Body at Quebeo having deolined to aoeept of the recogn 
of Bootland on the terms offered it, is not in ite eyes a lawful- Masonio 
power, and the Grand Lodge of Canada, having oeased to exeroise 
jurisdiction in the provinoe, the distriot has beoome open territory,

The 
firat inception of Grämd Lodge Masonry seema to have been m tha 
year 1737, when the Provinoial Grand Lodge was first orgamzed. 
In the year 1754 the Provinoial Grand Lodge was re-orgamzed and 
pnt upon a finn basia. Thia ocourrence waa commemorated by thil 
Grand Lodge by fall and impressive Centennial exeroisea heMin the 
vear 1864. In these exeroisea oar distingaished brother A. G. Mackey 
took fall part as appeara by the published proceedings of the occasion, 

“The next prominent event in the history of Grand Lodge Masonry 
in South Carolina oocurred in the year 1777, when, to use the worda 
of Worshipful Master W. G. DeSaussure in his address delivered at 
the last Annual Communication, ‘the Provinoial Gland Lodge de- 
olared itself the Independent Grand Lodge of the State of South 
Carolina.’ This oertainly marked the epoch when for the firat time 
in the Hietorv of Masonry there existed in -South Carolina a Grand 
Lodge olaiming and exerciaing iuriediotionwithin tha State, inde^m 
dent of any other or outaide authority. Whether thia Grand Lodga 
be the eame to-day aa then existing or not, it oertainly has auooeeaed 
to the authority and poaition then claimed and exeroisea by auen

• 0f Mftn fina nmple exposition in the spirit of our institution. It reaches 
into and touches the hearts and homes of men, their happincss and 
their moral wolfare. It guides them into the sweet paths of virtue and 
bölds out the hope of a glorious immortality.

He thinks they have too many weak Lodges, and thai 
their increaae is to be deplored. On their historical matters

Jaointo, Bros. Stephen F. Austin, the father of Texas, Ira Ing-am, 
the firat Speaker of the Corigress of the Republic of Texas, H. H. 
League, Eli Mitchell, Joseph White and Thomas M. Duke, met to- 
gether at the little village of San Felipe, on the Brazos River, in the firsl 
Masonio Convention ever held upon the soil of Texas. These distin- 
gniahed pioneers and settlera of this great State must hereafter rank 
withBros. John A. Wharton, Asa Brigham, James A. E. Phelps, Alex. 
RusseU, Anson Jones and J. P. Caldwell as the earlieat patrons and 
promoters of Masonry in Texas, and go down into history with thi» 
additional halo of glory around their memories.

44 In November last. Bro. Guy M. Bryan, of Galveston, who is the j 
onstodian of the papers and arohives of Stephen F. Austin, handed 
ma a document founa by him among Gen. Austin'B papers, containing 
the proceedings of this Convention and desired me to present the 
same to this Grand Lodge. It is accompanied by a paper in Spanieb 
which proves to be the form of a petition or Dispepsation for a new 
Lodge. Before removing to Texas, Bro. Stephen F. Austin was S 
member of St Louis Lodge, No. 8, holding a Charter from the Grand 
Lodge of Pennsylvania, at the town of Bt. Louis, in what was thflB 
A* unoooupied Masonio Territory of Missouri. His status as • M. «•
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of men ’ nanrp the resort of the Indiern and the home of the wild boset 
_seemed to feel that Maaonry waa a neoeasary incident to the civil­
isation of the Anglo-American. They aought to invoke ita benefloient 
teachinga and humanisdng influencee in aid of their grand 
underti&kmg. No higher tribute waa ever paid to our Order. No 
nobler eatimate of ita wiadom and truth ever imprinted npon the re- 
oords of time.”
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New Mexico was recognized, and as to the Grand Orient 
of France the following resolution was adopted:—

“ Reaolved, That the Grand Orient of France, in aboliahing froin the 
foundation of ita Conatitution the aasertion of the exiBtence of God, 
and the immortality of the soul, and ao opening ita doora to atheiam, 

made a fundamental change in ita character, and we can no longer 
recognize it as a1 part of the Maaonic body.”

To properly disseminate the work, the system of having 
Grand Lecturers was adopted. Two were elected at a ealary 
of $2,000. They are to spend their whole time in viaiting 
the lodges and imparting the work.

Bro. E. H. Cushing has a splendid report on Correspon- 
dence. We are glad to copy some of his opening remarks:
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“ Another queation of aome intereat is aa to the Scope and Value of 
Correapondence Reporta. There are, no doubt, many aevoted Maaons 
who regard theae reporta aa of no value, and who never take the trouble 
to read them. It ia quite likely that not one in twenty Maaons in the 
State of Texas know that there ia auoh a Report made to the Grand 
Lodge and publiahedin the Proceedings from year to year. The ques- 
tionvery na tu rally anses, whether it ia right to tax the nineteen who 
don’t care for the Reporta for the benefit of the one who doea ? Our 
own opinion ia, that in allcommunitiea the intelligence of leas than 
one-twentieth practically Controls the balance.

“As to the value of the knowledge thus imparted, that depends •

of such brethren as Drummond, of Maine, Simona, of New York, 
Pianon, of Minnesota, to mention no othera, have contributed vaatiy 
to the subatantial character of the Institution aa it now exiata there can 
be no doubt. Theae brethren challenge and diacuaa all points, and theur 
diacuaaion and that of other intelligent brethren aerves to unify ths

Whilst the seoreov of the ballot is not to be interfered 
with, and no enquiry is permitted as to how a member has voted, even 
thongh suoh vote be injurious to the welfare of the Lodge; it is wholly 
different when one seriously avows his purpose to use the ballot in 
order to violate one of the great principles on whioh onr Institution i»
