Cost of Living and Telephone Consulta-
tions Affect Vienna Doctors.

VIENNA, Feb, 5.—The Vienna Medi-
cal Chamber has decided by a unani-
moiis’ vote to raise doctors’ fees in
Vienna by 50 per cent. in consequence
of the increased cost of living and the
recent raising of the telephone sub-
scription by the postoffice.

It has also been resolved that all con-
sultations through the telephone will
in future be charged for.

The fees hitherto charged for a doc-
tor's visit among the working classes
were 40 cents and 87 cents, while in
many families a lump of sum of $50 to
$100 was pald for all the medical at-
tendance required durihg the year.

MANAGER DUNSTAN
BEFORE COMMISSION

TORONTO, Feb. 6.—In continuing
his evidence before the royal commis-
sion today K. J. Dunstan, local man-
ager of the Bell Telephone Company,
reviewed the course he took immedi-
ately preceding “the strike, and gave
further details on the question of
wages. He told of the duties of a
“listener’ and declared he Lad no
knowledge of any operator having
fainted while at work or having suffer-
ed undue fatigue as the result of ex-
cessive duties at the switchboard.

Under cross-examination he admitted
that operatives were required to work
seventy-eight hours per month extra
and for this received about only three
and a half cents an hour. He also ad-
mitted that he knew the girls were
supplementing their salaries by work-
ing in stores and teachin§ music.
Dunstan further acknowledged that
he had said the strike leaders would
not be taken back by the company. He
also stated that he considered that the
strikers should treat directly with the
company and not through lawyers. .

He ‘was cross-examined - closely by
Mr, Currie on behalf of the operators
and was forced to admit that under the
new schedule girls were required to
work additional seveuty-eight hours a
month for which they only received
about 3 1-2 cents an hour. Questioned
with regard to wages pald operaters
brought in from outside Mr, Dunstan
replied that they would be paid the
wages they were receiving at offices
they came from. None had as yet been
paid.

“You remark in your letter that
operators complained that wages were
not sufficient to pay board and lodg-
ing?”

“I think the idea of paying low wages
is fundamentally wrong,” replied Mr.
Dunstan, “wages today are higher than
in 1903.”

“Could they have engaged in any
other employment after flve years?*

“They could have, but I certainly aia
not approve of that idea.”

“Did yon do anything to ascertain it
they were supplementing their salar-
ies?”

“ certainly did, else I would not
have been anxious to bring about 2
change. Some taught music, others
were employed in stores.”

“They could get no more money from
you?”" .

“] was willing to pay them more
money for regular days. The wages
paid were acceptable to those who had
not to make their own way, but lived
at home, as I said yesterday.” .

“My feeling is that it is a serious thing
to have girls in ygur employ unable to
carn enough from the company to pay
for lodging and clothing. Surely that
must Fave been considered by the com-
pany in fixing the wages payable to
those young women?’ observed Judge
‘Winchester.

“That is'one of the reasons we wished
to get away from this exceptionally
short day and allow them to work such
hours as would enable-them to get
better salacies.”

“You have refused to take back into
your ‘employ the committee tbat waited
on you last Saturday?”

The famous trial in Chlcqgo of Cor-
nelius P. Shea, head of the Teamsters’
Union, on a charge of conspiracy, aris-
ing out of the great strike in 1405, has
resulted in a mistrial after a cost to
the country of $40,000, and to the de-
fence of $23,000. >

After fifty-four hours’ deliberation
the jury was discharged without having
agreed on a verdict, seven of the jurors
standing for acquittal and five for con-
viction.

Nine_ballots were taken, but the guilt
or innocence of any one particular de-
fendant was not voted upon. The
jurors split on the question of whether
or not a conspiracy had been entered
into by the defendants and never got
beyond that point.

The strike ofj teamsters in connection
with whieh the leaders were indicted
for conspiracy began April 6, 1905 and
continued for 105 days. It was one of
the most riotous disturbances ever wit-

Just why the firm of Montgomery
Ward & Co. was singled out by the |
leaders of the teamsters has never
been explained. The firm employed few
garment-workers and even had it made
a settlement with the union it would:
not have altered the situation. Other
firms employing hundreds of garment-
workers were not interfered with by
the teamsters.

STRIKE IS CALLED OFF.

. For the first three weeks the strike
was confined to the Ward firm, Shea
refusing to extend it to any of the
clothing manufacturers, The garment-
workers then released the teamsters
and the strike was virtually called!
off. When Shea and his committee
asked for the reinstatement of twelve
teamsters. who were employed by the
‘Ward firm, Robert J. Thorne of the
company stated that they would be
employed if there were any vacancies,
but that no man hired since the strike
began would be discharged to make
room for a former employe.

The fight then became a teamsters’
jssue, and it spread rapidly to the de-
partment stores, express companies,
wholesale grocers and other firms do-
ing business with Montgomery Ward
& Co.

servance of the Sabbath are recom-
mended by the special committee ap-
‘pointed by the last legislature to re-
vise the Sunday statutes, which sub-
mitted its report at the state house,
late today.

The Sunday laws recently formed
the subject of a bitter controversy be-
tween District Atorney John B. Mor-
an and Police Commissioner ~Stephen
O’Meara of the city of Boston, a con-
troversy which resulted in wholesale
arrests and many convictions because
of violations -of the existing statutes
commonly known as the “Blue” laws.
In a general way the report favors a
freer use of Sunday by the people,
with more liberties with reference to
outdoor games and pastimes, but upon
the important question of Sunday
amusements the committee is divided
and has submitted two opposing re-
ports. The committee is unanimous,
however, that the law permitting re-
ligious and charitable associations to
present amusements on Sunday for re-
ligious and charitable purposes, and
under which 75 per cent, of the pro-
ceeds passes to the charity, is inop-
erative and inefficient and often leads
to hypocrisy and fraud. The committee
recommends that this part of the sta-
tutes be repealed on this account.

It is on a substitute for this section
of the case that the committee is di-
vided, Senator Buttrick of Lancaster,
and Representatives Webster of Bos-

ton and O’Connell of Fitchburg, be-
lieving in a ‘mental recreation” for
the people, declare that the question

of permitting Sunday amusemé@nts can
be best regulated by the local author-
jties in city or town, by issuing licen-
ses after passing upon each case and
deciding it in accordance with the lo-
cal public opinion. The other members
of the committee, Senator Mahoney of
Chicopee, and Representatives Fox of
New Bedford, McManus of Natick and
Mellen of Worcester, holding that Suny
day should be a day of rest primarily,
but responding to a demand for some
raticnal form of entertainment, recom-
mend the Sunday amusements be lim-
ited definitely to lectures, concerts, or
classical musie, and concerts and en-
tertainments given by public authori-
ties. They assert that the perform-
ances given at the resorts, at parks
are not essentially different from those
given at theatres upon week days and
they express the opinion that such

shows should be prohibited.

FAREWELL BANQUET IN
", HONOR OF JAMES BRYGE

e

Prominest Britains Assembled at Savoy
Hotel—Japan and the United
States.

LONDON, Feb. 6.—The farewell ban-
quet given tonight by the London
Pilgrims in honor of James Bryce, the
new Ambassador of Great Britain to
the United States, was a notable An-
glo-American event, the most promin-
ent members of the Government and
representatives of all branches of so-
cial, official and literary life partici-
pating. The banquet was held at the
Savoy Hotel, under the presidency of
Field Marshall Lord Roberts. The
dining hall was superbly decorated
with flowers, flags and national em-
blems and the colors of Great Britain
and the United States were intertwin-
ed. Mr. Bryce occupied the post of
honor at the right of the president.
Ambassador Whitelaw Reid sat’ at
Lord Roberts’ left, while War Secre-
tary Haldane, Lord Fitzmaurice of
Leigh, Under-Secretary of State for
foreign affairs, and others members of
the cabinet, parliamentarians and di-
plomats, including Sir Mortimer Dur-
and, the recent  British Ambassador
at Washington, the Japanese ambas-
sador and many others made up an as-
semblance of exceptional brilliancy.

The Japanese ambassador, replying
to the toast, ‘“The Guests,” made a
significan? reference to Japanese-Am-
erican relations. T am glad,’” the
ambassador said, “to be present at this

demonstration to the new ambassador ;

to the United States, towards which
country both Japan and Great Britain
have mantained the most cordial re-
lations.”

Ambassador Reid, in proposing the
health of Mr. Bryce, referred to the
presence of the Primate of all Eng-
land, (Dr. Davidson, the Archbishop of
Canterbury), and of conspicuous re-
presentatives of the government, par-
liament, the great universitics, English
Jiterature, journalism and business, all
testi*ying to the pride which his coun-
trymen saw Mr. Bryce set forth on
his new duties.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAM NORTH-WEST
j HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS

Any even numbered section of Dome
inion Lands in Manitoba, Saskatche=
wan and Alberta, excepting 8 and 26,
not reserved, may be homesteaded by
any person who is the sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years of
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec-
tion of 160 acres, more or less.

Entry must be made personally, at
the local land office for the district in
which the land is situate.

The homesteader is required to pere
form the conditions connected theree
with under one of the following plans:

(1) At least six months’ residence
upon and cultivation of the land in
each year for three years.

(2) if the father (or mother, if the
father is deceased) of the homesteader
resides upon a farm in the vicinity of
the land entered for, the requirements
as to residence may be satisfied b
such person residing with the father ox
mother.

(3) If the settler has his permdnent
residence upon farming land owned by,
him in the vicinity of the homestead,
the requirements as to residence may,
be satisfied by residence upon the said
land.

Six months’ notice in writing should
be given to the Commissioner of
Dominion Lands at Ottawa of intention
to apply for patent.

The greatest curse of present day life
in St. John is the first of May moving
habit. This is an institution maintain-
ed through long generations and ex-
isting only because the victims have
never raised enough energy to put it
out of business. It is the most incon-
venient system possible, and has lit-
tle to commend itself to either ten-
ants or landlords. In very few other
places where civilization is so far
advanced as in St. John, does the dis-
agreeable habit prevail. The practice
which compels persons eoccupying
houses to move on the first of May or
continue their leases for a whole year
longer; which induces landlords to
hand. in the three months’ notices to
their tenants, ordering them to leave
on the first of May; is just about as
sensible as would be a plan adopted
by employers of labor of not engaging
assistants on any other day of the
year, or by employes in refusing to
give up their jobs until that date came
around.

From the first of February until the
first of May one-quarter of the famil-
jes in¢ St. John engage in a wild
scramble for homes. In great dread lest
they may not obtain suitable places
they fall over each other in the search,
tramp the streets week after week
looking at houses which may possibly
meet their requirements, and, 8s a
rule, by bidding against each other,
persuade the landlords that any
amount of rent asked for can be ob-
tained. It is safe to say that four. or
five hundred families in this city to-
day are living in an ever-present at-
mosphere of dread of moving day, are
packing up such articles as are not
absolutely necessary for common use,
are talking continually of the fate in
store for their fine furniture and are
wondering where they will-live for the
next year, whether the new house wiill
be convenient, whether it will be
warm, and how much it will cost them
to move.

There are some towns lving, like St.
John, in these dark ages, but in most
places the custom has been knocked
on the head years ago. No good rea-
landlord
should be given three months’ notice.
If a house cannot be rented in one

| month it is not fit to rent in St. John,

and an arrangement by which shorter
notice would be accepted would with-
out doubt prove most convenient. How
does a man know in January what he
will be doing in May? Why should a
person who, in the course of his bus-
iness, is transferred to another. city,
be compelled to pay perhaps a whole

| year’'s rent on a house he does not
| want? It is argued that if he feels
| backward about paying rent on a va-

cant residence he might lease it to
someone else. It is not his business to
lease it, but that of the landlord. Who
wants to be bothered looking after
such things?

Elsewhere, or at least in many cities
the custom is that one month’s notice
shall be given by either landlord or

| tenant, and the rent raised only on

completion of one year’s lease. This
has done away with the wild scramble
of the first of May, has kept down
rents, has provided vacant houses at
all times of the year, and has proved
most convenient in every way. A
young couple getting married should
not -be compelled to rent in May a
house which they will not occupy un-
til November; a family spending the
summer in the country might reason-
ably be given the opportunity of leas-
ing a city home in September without
having to pay, for seven months’ oc-

cupancy, a whole year’'s rent.

To GConduct an Enquiry Into GCerfain
Matters Connected With the
Fisheries.

ST. JOHNS, Nfid., Feb. 6—Attorneys
Kent and Howley left today for Boston
to conduct an inquiry regarding the
shipping of Newfoundland fishermen
on American schooners outside of the
three mile limit. The supreme court
has designated Charles H. Adams, a
Boston lawyer, as commissioner to
conduct the inquiry. The investigation
will be held in Boston and Gloucester.

Attorney Kent will represent the
Government and Howley will look af-
ter the interests of the fishermen.

The Government holds that citizens

The super-
ficial examination in the autopsy, ac-
cording to authorities, did not reveal
and poison, but the stomach and other
parts of the visera were taken by Dr.

‘ist who will make an analysis of them.
The examination will occupy about a
week, it' was said. Pending the report
of the chemist none of those concerned
will discuss the case except in a gen-
eral way.

OLD WIRELESS TELEGRAPHY,
David de Bottineau was in a meas-
ure the procursor of Sig. Marconi in
the matter of wireless telegraphy.

On Sep-
tember 11 of the same year Bottineau
announcad the arrival of the French
fleet for September 25, and a fortnight
later, exactly at the time predicted by
Bottineau, the French fleet, long over=
due, arrived in port. These experi-
ments caused the government to sum-
mon Bottineau to Paris, and on the
way home, by means of his discovery,
the ship on which he was travelling
was able to avoid no less than twenty-
seven hostile cruisers. Unfortunately
he reached France when the revolution
had broken out and the entire govern-
ment was - disorganized. He was un=
able to get any hearing or any reward
fro his discovery.

THE SMOKE. NUISANCE.

Charles A. Stevens, a merchant of
Chicago, declares that the smoke nui-
sance costs Chicagoans more than $40,-
000,000 annually and that the damage
to the stock of the State street mer-
chants caused by black smoke exceeds
$2,000,000 annually. His address was
part of a symposium on the ‘“‘Smoke
Nuisance,” as a first step in the direc-
tion of the launching by clubwomen
of a new crusade to bring about the
street enforcement of the anti-smoke
nuisance ordinances. “I have made a
careful investigation as to the amount
of reductions made necessary in our

-8ir Thomas said that recent develop-
ments-hud made it advisable in theé in-
terest of the country that the running
rights’ he asked for should be granted.
Mr, Emmerson pointed out that if the
government should decide it in the in-
terest of the country to grant the re-
quest the Canadian Pacific would have
to pay a proper rate for the privilege
and the interests of the Intercolenial
would have to be safeguarded in the

contricts. He suggested that Sir
Thomas Shaughnessy should embody
the terms of his application in writing
and submit it to the government for
its corsideration.

J. Myles in a few brief remarks
made allusion to many members of the
congregation of former days. He then
stepped forward and drew aside the
crimson curtain which veiled the tab-
let.

The memorial is of white Venetian
marble and is fastened to the wall by
silver bolts. In the centre of the tab-
let is tha following inscription: “This
tablet was erected at the jubilee cele-
bration in grateful recognition of the
faithful services of the pastors who for
fifty years have ministered to the con-
gregation; church dedicated Jan, 320,
1857; jubilee celebration Feb. 3-10, 1907.”
On either side is a column of names
bezinning with that of Rev, Charles
Stewart, D. D., and ending with that
of Rev, S. Howard.

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CAPITAL AND

LABOR DISPUTES

Best Methods of Preventing
Them Discussed.

Possibility of Navigating Hudsen Bay
Rso Talked About—Considerabie
Data Yot Necossary.

* &

OTTAWA, Feb. 6.—The commons to-
day spenit most of the afternoon going
over the old quéstion of, disputes be-
tiveen capital and labor and the  best
methods of prevanting them.

An ihteresting statement was made

on the possibility of navigating Hud-
son Bay. Hon. Mr. Brodeur told Mr.
Claude MacDonnell that the informa-
tion on the matter was to he found in
the reports which had been made by
Mz, Lowe, who went north in the Nep-
tune, by Lt. A. R. Gordon, who made
a report to the marine department in

 1884-5, and in the report of the Hud-

son Bay expeditlon, made by Com-
mander Wakeham in 1897, These re-
ports showed that from three and a
half to four months of the year the
Hudson Straits and Hudson Bay were
open to navigatien, The time each
year was from about July 10 to Nov-
The, best port in Hudson
Bay will be apparently . Churchill on
the west coast. There was sufficient
depth of water tor vessels of. good
draught to enter. , South of Churchiil
the mouths of the larger rivers were
blocked by bars and shoals, whica
would involve considerable dtedging
to make them available for navigation.
There were some fair harbors to the
north of Churchill, but the bottom
outside was hard and bai for anchor-
ing and there were dangerous shoals.
There was no data upon which the
government could base an opinion as
to whether the Hudson Bay route
would be cheaper than existing routes,
though there was no doubt that it was
shorter. W

The prime minister. in order that
the resplution of Mr. Herron might be
reached, moved ¥ts adoption, and it was
carried. Under the resolution a com-
mittee will be appointed to inquire into
the alleged lumber combine which is
charged with unduly enhancing the
cost of lumber to the western farm-
érs. /

The debate was resumed on the reso-
lution of R. I. Borden for more ef-
fective legislation for the prevention
of labor disputes, and Ralph Smith’s
amendment, which decleaws that the
existing legislation is all that is neces-
sary at ' the present time., Mr. Mae-
Donnell said there should be such leg-
islation that it would never again.in
Canada be necessary to call out the
militia for strike service.

Mr. McIntyre of Perth doubted if
legisiation could be framed which
would do this. He noticed that Mr.
Borden had made no suggestion of the
sc()lrt of a bill that should be introduc-
ed.

George E. Foster asked for non-par-
tisan consideration of the question.
Mr. Borden’s resolution was for an
inquiry which should be held.

H. J. Logan called attention to the
fact that if the resolution of the lead-
er of the opposition carried, the labor
bill which the government introduced
this session and which marked a dis-
tinetly advanced step would be shelved
and would not become the law of the
land this year. It was the established
practice of the Conservatives to shelve
labor problems rather than to courage-
ously deal with them by legislation.
When in power they had spent twenty
thousand dollars on a royal commis-
sion on labor, whizh had reported in
favor of the establishment of a per-
manent labor bureau. No action had
been taken by the government of the
day and it had remained for the Lib-
eral government to establish the labor
bureau. The most that the Conserva-
tives had done for the labor men was
to impose a tax of $100 a head on Chi-
nese and to establish Labor Day.There
were labor troubles in the country at
the present time, a strike of the em-
ployes of the Nova Scotia Steel Com-
pany, with which the government could
not deal, and the legisiation introduced
by the government should be made law
without delay.

The only ways in which labor trou-
bles could be dealt with were by com-
pulsion and conziliation. If the pre-
sent bill of the Minister of Labor be-
came law, he was certain it would pre-
vent or settle 95 per cent of the labor
disputes in this country. The present
government had accomplished a good
deal in the way of labor legislation.
It had passed the alien labor act, it
had increaszd the Chinese tax to $500
a head, they had established a labor
department, had prevented sweating
in connection with government ocn-
tracts, had introduced a fair wage
provision into all government con-
tracts, had passed the conciliation bill
and the labor disputes bill. To pass
Mr. Borden’s resolution would amount
to a want of confidence resolution to-
ward the Minister of Labor.

Dr, Spioule said there were so many
defects in the government’'s labor bill
that the committee of inquiry should
be appointed. The Conservatives had
passed the Chinese poll tax bill and had
held an inquiry into labor difficulties.

A. Johnstone said that the Conserva-
tives had not put the Chinese tax into
force until six years after it had passed
parliament. If the labor’ interests of
the country were canvassed they would
endorse the record of the present ad-
ministration on its labor legislation.

The debate was adjourned.

OTTAWA, Feb. 6.—In the senate to-
day Senator Ferguson moved for pa-

pers regarding the navigation of Hud-
son Bay and proposals for rallways to
that bay.

Senator Ferguson made a speech on
the motion in which he discussed the
question of establishing a commercial
connection between Canada and Eu-
rope by way of Hudson Bay. He said
in part: The resources of the Hudson
Bay and communication to Europe via
Hudson Straits were
cussed in the senate from 1878 to 1894
In these discussions the route was dis-
credited by interests affected by St
Lawrence navigation. There was no
doubt wisdom in proceeding with de-
liberation, but the time is near at hand
when the question will have to be en-
ergetically dealt with.

A glance at the map reveals the won-
derful position of the great Canadian
sea Churchill is situated 250 miles
west of St. Louis and St. Paul. The
distance to Liverpool is the same as
from Montreal. Churchill communi-
cates with the open sea as directly as
Halifax.

Developments in the Yukon and at
Cobalt have given us a glimpse of the
value of our hinterland. The territory
surrounding the bay contains valuable
minerals, the extent of which can only
be ascertained when the country is
supplied with means of communication.
valuable timber grows along the rivers
flowing into the bay, and water power
exists almost everywhere on these
rivers. The fisheries of the bay and
inland waters of Ungava and Kee-
watin will, when developed, become one
of the best resources of the Dominion.

Hudson Bay has a sea coast within
the temperate zone of over 2,000 miles.
Dr. Robert Bell in 1877, during the
months of July, August and Septem-
per, found the temperatures along -the
east main coast as follows: Sea,
degrees; rivers, 61 degrees; air, 62%,
the mean temperature of the air being
only % of a degree lower than the
average temperatures, of the same
period at 10 principal stations from
Halifax to Fort Simpson, on the Mec-
Kenzie River. Mr. Tyrell gives the
average dates of the opening and clos-
ing of Churchill Harbor in all the
years from 1824 to 1894 as follows: Av-
erage day of opening, June 19th; av-
erage day of closing, Nov. 19; average
period of navigation, five months. Dr.
Bell gives similar dates for Fort York,
extending over fifty years, showing an
average of six months of open water.

Dismissing as unwarranted the
claims, which have been put forward,
regarding open navigation of Hudsou
Straits for a period of six months, Sen-
ator Ferguson quoted Markham, Bell,
Gordon, Wakeham and Lowe as prac-
tically agreeing on a four months’ sea-
son of navigation of these straits.
This consensus of opinion put the com-
mercial value of communication to
Europe via the Fudson Bay route be-
yond all doubt. The entire absence of
rocks and shoals made the route an
ideal one in the summer months. Ice-
bergs were not encountered except for
about 100 miles west of the mouth of
the straits. The length of the day
during the season of navigation great-
ly facilitated navigation.

Two propositicns for reaching Hud-
son Bay were pressing themselves on
public attention, put they were not
rival ones. The one was the tapping
of James Bay either by the C. P R.
or the Temiscamirge road. A fairly
good harbor, with necessary improve-
ments, is found near the mouth of the
Notaway Rivsr, in the province of
Quebec. When this point is reached
by rail the whole coast of the bay will
be opened for puklic enterprise and
will result in an enormous impulse to
the enterprise of Toronto, Montreal
and other Canadian cities.

The other proposition was the exten-
sion of the Canadian Northern Rail-
way from the Pass of the Saskatchewan
to Churchill. The last link of 86 miles
of the road south of the Saskatchewan
is, we are told, now under construc-
tion. The concession of over a mil-

It was prac-
tically a subsidy of $100,000 per mile
for a railway which will not cost more
than a third of that amount. The fur-
ther extension to Churchill, a distance
of about 400 miles, should now be pro-
ceeded with. Reasonable land grants
along the line ought to secure its con-
struction.

A railway to Churchill with ample
elevator accommodation at that place,
will prove of more value in carrying
out the grain and cattle of the North-
waeast than half a dozen national trans-
continental railways, and will not cost
a tithe of the amount of the obliga-
tions assumcd by the government for
the Grand Trunk Pacific.

The ul‘imate disposition of thé Ter-
ritories of Keewatin and Ungava can-
not be lost sight of in any discussion
of the Hudson Bay question. The har-
bor of Churchill, which is bound to be-
come a national asset,
to a Western province. It would be
wrong to hand that harbor over to a
province ilke Ontario, which is so
strongly interested in a rival outlet to
the ocean. On the grounds of this be-
ing a Western province as well as its
present insufficient dimensions Mani-
toba is entitled to the greater part, if
not the whole of Keewatin. A sugges-
tion that Ungava should be odded.to
Quebec could not be entertained. A
violation had already been made of the
principle of representation in the
House of Commons by an enlargement
of the territory of the pivotal province.
It was folly to say that because the
added ferritory did not contain much
population no harm was dohe. Who
would say that the population of Tor-
onto and other parts of the old province
of Ontario was not being increased by
the addition of new Ontario? Senator
Ferguson suggested that Ungava
! should be reserved, and should be in-
corporated with Newfoundland, when
that province entered Confederation,
on the condition that the ancient col-
ony abandoned its claims to the Atlan-
tic shores of Quebec.

Senator Power thought exception

made by Senator Ferguson. However
Canada had been making heavy ex-
penditure for the last few years, it had
the NationalTranscontinental to finance
for the next few years, there might
come a time when prosperity might
flow less strongly to Canada than at
present. Therefore it would be well for
Canada to pause before entering upon
so serious an undertaking as the con-
struction of a line of railway to Hud-
son Bay and establishing a line of
steamers between Canada and Europe.
