Maker of the Britiéh Budget

The Right Hon. David Lloyd" George,
Chancellor of the British Exchequer,
who has been called the ‘‘second man in
the Liberal Government,’’ is descended
from a long line of Welch farmers.

He himself was born in Manchester,
where his father was following the voca-
tion of schoolmaster. On the latter’s
death, when his son was still very young,
the upbringing of the future Chancellor
passed to a maternal uncle, a shoemaker
by trade, in a small Carnarvonshire
village, where the future Chancellor
attended the village church school.

HIS FIRST CASE

David passed the solicitors preliminary
examinations whex only fourteen years
of age. Then after a period of private
study, he entered the office of a solicitor
mn Portmdaoc as an articled pupil. In
1884, when 21 years of age, he became a
fully fledged solicitor, and set up in
practice for himself.

In his first law case he raised the ban-
ner of revolt, and not for the first time.
By a newly-passed Act of Parliament,
Nonconformists could bury their dead in
churchyards.

! Brave Captains Who Have
Perished With Their Ships
“The captaim of the vessel shall be _
i the last to leave.”
This heroic settlement has been ex-

}
{

emplified time and again by the brave
men who go down to the sea in ships,
and to their everlasting honor there
is no attempt or desire to shirk the
fearful duty and responsibility. So ;
it was that Captain Sealby of the ill-
fated Republic refused to leave his
i ship till every man, woman, child and
member of his crew had been saved.
“The last to leave!” It is the law,
universally acknowledge at sea by
officers and men alike at the basis of
! self respect and honor. From it no
| captain is exempt.
One of the bravest of these heroes
| was Chief officer Patterson of the
British King. One day some winters
ago he sailed from New York under
| Captain O’Hagan. Great storms im-
peded the passage of the ship, and so
| stupendous was the violence of the
waves that they stove in the bow
plates, and before the ledkage was
discovered tons of water rushed into

the hold.

Captain O’Hagan told his men to
i shift the cargo, but barrels and cases
{ were hurtling this way and that, and
{ one of them, driving the captain back
u;against the wall crushed kis leg so
| severely that he had to be carried to

% the lifeboat.

For a brief space there was no cap-
tain. Then Patterson took command.
At a critical moment his strong per-
sonality and calm assurance saved
the crew from panic. Three boats
filled with sailors from the British
King were launched in safety, while
the new commander stood in silence
ion the bridge. ILower and lower
sank the ill-stared ship, and she heav-
ed and took her final plunge, Patter-
son b'ew a farewell blast upon his
whistle to the fist departing erew.

Quite different but no less heroic
! wis the manner in whieh Captain
Griffith of the Atiantic  Transport
line steamship Mohegan faced death
Though it was scarcely darker than
twilight, he had run his vessel on
the rocks near the Needles in Oct,
1908, and it was rapidly sinking. The
last glim pse of Captain Griffith show-
ed him standing on the bridge «™er-
ing the boats to be lowered in order
to save his crew.

Heroic in death, too, was the ca
tain of the oil-ship Loodiana, which
several years ago was burned at sea.

Before thinking of his own safety

he saw every man of his crew clear
off the doomed vessel, and then it
was too late. Foot by foot he was
driven forward by the fiames till at
last he hung over the b8w. A tramp
steamship came up, but the waters
were too rongh for the lowering of
i the boats.  Finally the flames com-
| pelled him to loosén his hold, and
{ while his ship burned fiercely on he
| was dashed into the angry seas be-
| meath. :
i But still more dramatic was the
death of Captain Deloncle of the
| French liner La Bourgogne sunk in
| the suamer of 1898. As he stood
{ one night upon the bridge a tall bark
* suddenly loomed out of the darkness
| and, dealing La Bourgogne a fatal
The
i men on board went franticc. In a
| scramble for safety firemen and crew
! lost *heir wits, and people ran up and
down the deck in wild despair.

Deloncle stood calm amid the
tumult. Suddenly abandcm:d
himself to the dramatic horror of the
scene and. seizing the whistle rope,
sent into the skies one long, wild,
wailing groan. It was Deloncle’s last
salute.

Perhaps the noblest death of all
was that of Ciptaim Craven of the
monitor Tecumseh at the attack ia
Augusta. 1864, on Mobile. The ship
was fast sinking.
