Patrick
House wa$ their paternal inheritance , it had de-
soended to them from the Campbells of Patrick,
whose latest scions they were ; but the mainsion
and farm appended had been leased to a certain
QOaptain Hardy from the nerth of Ireland; who,
having rotired on half-pay, and with a eonsidera-
ble number ot boys and girls, rented the place,
