CHIEF CLARKE CLEAR OF IT.

The Peculiar Way in Which It
Was Conducted.

THE INVESTIGATION W4S CON-

TINUED ON SUNDAY.

Right Bower Rawlings Fined #12 for
Abusive Language — The Chief Takes
His Part — How the Turkeys Became
His —John Scott tells His Story.
The chief of the police has finished his

investigation into the conduct of the force

and has placed the evidence and his own
conclusions in the hands of the director of
public satety.

Whether it will be dezlt with or pigeon.
holed is a matter for future consideration.

ProGRrEss gave some idea of how the
alleged inquiry was being carried on in its
ldst issue, but the complete ridiculousness
of the affair was not given to the public.
In fact, at that time no persons save the
witnesses had any idea of how perfect a
farce was being acted, and how thoroughly
the investigating authority was beating
about the one issue-—the charges against
Sergeant Covay.

The ination was 'ted in great
part by that model of propriety and good
language, that apostle of truth and foe to
bribery, Captain Richard Rawlings. He
was, as PROGREss has stated before, the
counsel for the defence and clerk of the
court at the same time. lle took the evi-
dence and was in a position to take down
and omit any evidence that he pleased.
When the statement of the witness failed
to coincide with his own views, it was diffi-
cult for him to control himself. This
was especially the case with the witness
Bowen, who enraged the eaptain-clerk be-
yond bounds by his refusal to answer cer-
tain questions that had nothing to do with
the case and by his persisting in his first
statements about Covay and his relations
with Mrs. Woodburn.

It did not seem to be the aim of Chief
Clarke to confine the investigation to the
charges against Covay, but he extended it
over a much wider ground. Despite the
fact that he has laid great stress upon his
statement that all offences back of his
regime should be closed books, he has not
hesitated to inquire and get information
about those who were in authority and on
the force before he was.

To give an example of the perfect farce
the investigation became, an officer—one
of the oldest and best on the force—who
has never been associated with Covay, and
has not for many years traversed the Lower
Cove beat, was called to tell what he knew
about the charges and about Covay. De-
spite his repeated statement that he knew
nothing about the business, that he even
did not know Covay intimately, that he
had not been in that section of the city for
many years betore Mr. Clarke took charge,
yet an expression of his opinion was in-
sisted upon. *‘Every man has an opinion,”
said the chief. ‘Do you think Covay
would get drunk when on duty P

I know nothing about it,” said the
officer, **but I should ¢hink he would not.”

““Take that down, Mr. Inspector; take
that down,” said the chief, quickly.
**Officer —— does not think that Covay
would get drunk.”

What kind of evidence is this?

Placed in a nutshell, the main facts of
the case are these: Sergt. Covay has been

The unwillingness to assume the respon-
sibility in the affair is one of its most
curious features. The police committee
shifted the responsibility upon the place
where it belonged, Chief Clarke, but that
gentleman instead of acting promptly and
coming at the facts in a few hours, or days
at the outside, has taken nearly a fortnight
to consider the matter, and then shirked
the responsibility by handing over the whole
business to the public safety committee, of
which boss John Kelly is chairman.

In the meantime his right band and
chief clerk and counsellor has been getting
into trouble. He has been arrested for
abusive and insulting language and fined by
the court for the offense. He was found
guilty despite the fact that he swore with-
out {ilinching that he did not use the words
charged to him. IHe has now to answer a
charge for perjury.

When Capt. Rawlings gets the oppor-
tunity he can explain to the public all
about those gift turkéys ; PROGRESS under-
stands that he has claimed that the butcher
never sent him a bill for one of them ; that
which he said was to be paid for by another
party; and Mr. R. Nixon declares it is
said that the 22 pound gobler in the mar-
ket was won by the gallant captain on
a bet.

In spite of Rawlings’ conviction and fine
he seems to have risen in the estimation of
his superior officer. Chiet Clarke was, in
fact, exceedingly grieved and angry with
Weatherhead and Birchall who made the
information against Rawlings. He tried to
smooth the matter over when they consulted
him, as required by the police law, before
taking out’s warrant against their superior
officer, and said that he would make the
matter all right. They did not depend
upon that, for Rawlings’ influence with the
chiet appeared to exceed their's, and they
took out the warrant.

Chief Clarke rated Birchall soundly for
his course— Weatherhead having gone on
his vacation leave that morning—and stated
that while he had succeeded in getting the
warrant he would take it out of court in
morning. But he did not. Capt. Rawl-
ings contributed twelve dollars to the city
revenue instead.

In the face of this, when the hour for the
evening oration came around, and all the
force assembled in the guard-room, with
the city entirely unprotected, the chief as-
sumed the platform and delivered his
speech. According to it, Capt. Rawlings
had risen in his estimation, and was re-
garded as a.worthy and cfficient oflicer by
him.

It was only a few evenings before that
he stood in the same position and informed
the force that one ot the officers present
had been misrepresented to him, and that
he had suspended him oa a previous occa-
sion. Ile was glad now to testify to his
worth.

This same officer proved to be William
Weatherhead, who was a few moments
afterwards called into Clarke's office and
informed that just as soon as there was an
opportunity he should have a ‘‘raise.”
Weatherhead, in his natural elation, re-
peated the promise, and there is a very
audible smile going the rounds of the force
just at this time.

This charge against Rawlings will recall
some things to the members of the police
committees of old Portland. One of them
in particular was Rawlings’ unfounded
charge against policeman Robert Hamil-
ton who, overcome by fatigue, overslept
himself one evening and arriving late was
charged with drunkenness by the captain
and suspended. Hamilton walked to the
sidewalk where several of the council stood,
gave the satisfactory proof that he had no
liquor upon him and then awaited the
result ot the charge. He was cleared, of
course, and Rawlings was reprimanded.
It Chief Clarke has not heard these anec-
dotes about his right bower, there are
plenty in Portland who can give him suffi-
cient facts to warrant him in being careful.

Chief Clarke and Alderman Kelly were
in the chief’s private office. and the door
was shut.

Capt. Rawlings, Sergt. Covay, Detec-
tive Ring and Alderman McGoldrick were

‘in the captain’s private office, and the
door was shut.

The investigation was going on.

Capt. Rawlings hes a private office.
There was a time when the guardroom was
large enough to accommodate both the
officers of the force and the men. That
was before the giant from the North End
came over. Now the oflicers and ' men
have to be kept in separate rooms, in
order to avoid a pitched battle.

That there is a lack of harmony in the
pohice foree, no one will deny. This has
been caused by the military discipline in-
troduced by the new captain and his
friends. The police force is composed of
a fine body of men. Many of them feel as
big as they leok, and when they are abused
by aman of Capt. Rawlings’ stature and
abilities, they find it hard to keep still.

When Capt. Rawlings had charge of the
Portland foree, this same diffeulty was ex-
perienced. He delivered an oration at
cvery opportunity, and he always made
great preparation for it. Other orators
who want to make an equally good effect
should adopt Capt. Rawlings’ method.
He got a good supply of North End syrup
on board, and then proceeded to address
the men.

He finished one of these addresses from
the floor. The captain was stretched out
flat on his back, and a policeman stood
over him.

Perhaps Capt. Rawlings has adopted
this same recipe to prepare himself tor
orations before the southern division.
Josh Ward, on Dock street, sells liquor,
and the captain knows what it tastes like.
He has sampled it since Chief Clarke
assumed control.

JOHN SCOTT TELLS HIS STORY.

He Did Not Write The Letter, But had

“Did you not talk over the matter with

Thursday afternoon,” said the editor, *‘we
started out to hunt up some information
about you.

Shortly after 2 o’clock the same after-
ngon Mr. James McIntyre walked into the
office, inquired for Scott, and, learning
that he had been in the office and had
g, he also departed hurriedly.  An hour
or two later Scott came in again and stated
that he could not get clear ot McIntyre
(whose saloon was mentioned in the létter)
who was following him about wanting him
to contradict that he had anything to do
with writing it, that his friend had assured
him that he knew nothing about it, and he
had denied that he wrote it 'in the Globe.
He also stated that Rawlings had asked
him a number of questions at the police
office, but that he kad told him nothing ex-
cept that he did not write the letter and de-
nied that he (Scott) was drinking on Sun-
day.

He was in most comfortable quarters in
the Queen hotel, and made himself gener-
ally agreeable and useful. He tound Canada
quite civilized, contrary to his expectations,
and many of the preparations that he made
were therefore quite unnecessary.
preacher he was regarded in the cathredal
city in different lights. Some of the people
thought him second only to the Metro-
politan, while others were not prepared to
go to such length.

The rectorship of Sussex was vacant,
and the needs of the people, coupled with
outside influence, secured the position for
the visiting English clergyman.

The oppo-
sition had the heavier artillery; the gov-
crnment army was stronger in numbers
and enthusiasm. During the morning Wil-
son drove the enemy before him at all
points, so much so that Orderly McKeown
brought the news to town that they were
hopelessly beaten. But in the afternoon
Wilson’s ammunition gave out and being
exposed to a terrific fire from Colter's
guns he was obliged to fall back almost to
his original position. Finally the govern-
ment carried the day, but it was a dearly
bought victory. Giving Wilson all due
praise, it was the brilliant charges of Cap-
tain Harvey Lawrence with his Burtt's
Corner dragoons, that turned the tide of
battle. On the extreme left Corp. Pinder
was at tne head of the opposition advance
upon Temperance Vale with Jumbo Bus-
kirk second in command. Early in the
day he telegraphed to Quartermaster Neill,
““‘Send me another keg of nails; the last
one’s busted!” At this point the govern-
ment sustained heavy losses; at Milville
and Nortondale, however, they drove the
enemy into the woods.

At Gibson, with his rear resting upon
the cotton mill and his left upon the North-
ern and Western railway, General Mac-
farlane routed the government host at
every point; at no time in the day was the
issue uncertain; dark masses of men came

« piling in from the lumber-woods all day,

and in face of the Nashwaak Bismark,
Count Alex. von (ibson, the light infantry
under Captains Barker and Miles fought
against over-whelming odds. Had they
not heen re-enforced by Blair at noon they
would have been annihilated. Further ui».
the stream, however, the government forces
under Major John Gibson and Corporal
Richards captured the Stanley redoubt and
swept over the defences of the:foe at Nash-
waak village with a cheer that gladdened
the heart of their anxious leader. At
Bloomfield, too, Adjutant Lynch drove
MecCatherin into the Miramichi and turned
his own guns upon him.

But while the government army was
being hard-pressed upon its wings, the
Tenderfoot Home Guards at Fredericton
(which had never known defeat) led by
Gieneral Blair in person upon his noble
charger Harry Wilkes, were driving Briga-
dier ‘Allen’s force along Queen street on
the run. “If I am to die,” said their leader
as he cheered his men forward, *let me die
at the hands of the people of York and not
at the hands of St. John!” Brigadier
Allen was full of misgivings in the morning
but being assured that Private Duffy was in
the ranks he ordered the engagement to
begin. Nothing could withstand the onset
of the Tenderfoots. Lieuts. Morrison,
Edgecombe, Farrell and Tennant, Corp.
Scully, Adjutant Edwards, Surgeon Coult-
hard, Corp. Simmons, and a host of others
performed prodigies of valor. The colored
troops, under Morrison, fought nobly.
The Temperance Brigade, led by Pitts,
was slower than usual to reach the front,

General Gregory in person. His command-
ing presence, at the head of his rugged
Scotch followers, caused-many a stont heart
to wish that either boodle or night would
come. The sight of Chaplain Mullen, be-
stowing his benediction upon the opposition
as they advanced to battle, was & most im-
pressive one; the Highlanders were fired
with holy enthusiasm, and though they did
not win the day they made some deadly
gaps in the ranks of the enemy.

At Canterbury, Luke Lawson’s men
made a gallant but unavailing fight against
the superior forces of the government.

FRIDAY AT TWELVE 0'CLOCK.

THE FARCE CONTINUE]).

The Covay investigating farce has been
continued to another stage, probably the
last onc. The inquiring authority has
beaten about every bush but the right one,
has busied himselt with time-worn accusa-
tions that were disposed of years ago has
heard with anxiety of the temptations to
which his predecessor was exposed, has
made a point of finding out all that was
completely irvelevant to the case, and en-
tirely neglected to get proper evidence in
a proper way on the charges against Ser-
geant COVAY.

Such vacillating and unsatistactory me-
thods naturally lead to the pertinentinquiry :
does Chief Crarkr wish to obtain any
evidence against Covay? Is he not ham-
pered by influences that should not enter
into the government of the police force ?

We can afford to laugh at the nonsensical
statement that if he held an investigation
on oath he would be liable to heavy pun-
ishment. Mr. Crarke knows very well
that when this paper demanded a proper
investigation into the charges against
Covay that he was not meant to be the
presiding officer. DBut it was his duty as
chief of the police force to bring such a
matter to the attention of the police magis-
trate, and with his assistance arrive at a
proper conclusion.

If what we have heard is correct, if the
statement of from one to six officers of the
force can be relied upon the chief does not
aim to get at the bottom facts in regard to
the Covay matter. The failings of other
men have been of far greater inportance
than the serious offences of the roundsman

Covay.

There is not the shadow of a chance that
under the present circumstances justice
will he done in the matter. The investi-
gation has been a farce from the beginning
and will be a farce to the end.

There has been considerable comment
upon the statement ot Jonx Scorr that
the letter which appeared in the last issue
of this paper was forged. We are bound
to accept the statement as correct, but
while we do not think that Scorrt wrote
the letter, we do believe that the writer,
whoever he was, obtained the facts directly
or indircetly from Scorr, and that they
are substantially correct. The interview
with Scorr, printed in another part of this
paper will bear out our statement, It will
also show that so far as this paper is con-
cerned it was not negligent in the matter,
but made sufficient inquiry to ascertain that
Scort was a reputable workman, that he
lived and worked in the place stated in the
letter and — this was unexpected infor-
mation—that he was cognizant of the facts
stated. What more was necessary to war-
rant its publication? And yet even if the
facts were correct, that is no excuse for
such a forgery. It is as much a crime to
sign another’s name to a letter as it is to
sign it to a check or a note. The truth of
the statement does not excuse though it
may extenuate the offence.

SOME CIVIC REFLECTIONS.

‘The press of Toronto is busily engaged
at present in discussing civic reform. The
recent vote of the citizens was virtually an
expression of want of confidence in the
present adminstration and one result has
been the resignation of the chairman of the
board of works.

It would be interesting to know what
the voters of this city think about the public
works that have been carried on here the
past year. If we are not mistaken, there
wanld be a decided lack of confidence
expressed. It is extremely doubtful

| about the dogs,

only these “two reasons it would probubl):

‘be & very difficult matter to account for

such an expenditure.

It our mayor was really the fountain
head of authority, if he had any power and
knew how to exercise it rightly, if he had
anything to do beside the signing of certain
documents then no taxpayer could envy
bim his salary. Our mayor has practically
no power, he can do nothing without the
approval of the council, and yet we pay
him $1,600 for presiding at a score of
council meetings and his official signature.

In the days of Joxks and GRANT the
money was not misspent. They were men
who had an interest in the city, who sug-
gested improvements and helped to carry
them' out. They used their eyes when
walking about the streets, and did not fail
te remember that while the people gave
them no power to act, yet they were there
to watch and protect their interests. These
facts seem to have been forgotten at the

CANADIAN LITERARY CRITICISM.

It may properly be said that Canada is
deficient in good criticism, and that such
literary works as we possess have not been
very adequately spoken of. So accom-
plished a writer, however, as Dr. George

How would it do to follow the good
English custom and make the mayor’s
chair a seat of honor and not of emolu-
ment? Would we have better mayors, or
none at all, if there was no salary with the
position ?

warmly praised; however injudicious and |
unnecessary claims may be made for him. |
The recognition his verse has won is by |
intrinsic merit, for he has a subtle eye and |
hand, and through his delicate etchings of
Canadian scenery, that poetic essence,
better felt than told, is strongly diffused.
But this may be enough. We doubt if |
Mr. Lampman himself wishes to be cqu-ﬁ
sidered as the leader of a sect, or the |
founder of a school any more than did
Keats, who, in point of fact, has exercised
an influence second to none but Woods-
worth upon the poets of this age. Mr.
Lampman has unquestionably felt his power
and even verbal resemblances might be
traced. As to this matter of poetical pre-
eminence, it must still be a debatable one,
and we cannot suppose that Mr. Harte has
disposed of it n excathedra and summary
fashion. We have frequently scen the
claims of today set aside tomorrow, and as
it hath been, even so may it again be, so
let us not be too positive. Questionless,
Mr. Campbell, Mr. Scott, and Mr. Mec-
Kensie, are worthy of high praisé ; but why
is- Mr. Roberts so remote, so little of kin,
that he should not be named among these
with equal warmth and amplitude of
characterization? We may have reason to
complain here that Mr. Harte has not been
equal to his opportunity, and cannot be
pronounced free of the suspicion of injus-
tice. It is well to remember that there are
no judgments so resolutely attacked and
deliberately reversed in the process of a
little time, as those which are founded on
partisanship, or on some prevailing literary
fashion; and no writers, in the end, are
more humiliated than those who have been
busied in setting up one and pulling down
another, according as it has pleased them-
selves or their friends. Mr. Roberts has a
well-based rep little dependent on
criticism for its continuance, and when the
circular temple of Canadian poetical fame
is really established, we really believe it
will not Bé too small to contain a niche
equal in elevation to that of any of the
poets by whom we are now being instructed
or amused.

There seems to be a tendency in some
quarters to decry writings, upon the ground
of their too great reflectiveness of earlier
masters ; so that, it it can be alleged of
some one that he smacks of this or that
writer, it must be supposed to detract
greatly from his individuality and intrinsic
worth. For instance, if it could be said
of anybody that he is a compound result
of Swinburne, Tennyson and Longfellow,
his case must be hopeless ; for if the poets
in question were not, of' course their com-
pound had never been. Still aomebody

‘Books he dwells upon with that tender

reverence one gives his favorite masters;
and so will Gray and Dryden be modelled
upon the classics, and bristle with allusion ;
and so will any poet, who reads, have
traces of the world of books behind him,
and the felicities of their styles he has
appreciated. Does Milton’s great in-
debtedness detract from him? Is Tenny-
son less, that he resolved Keats and
Shelley, with others, in his spiritual
alembic? And surely it is folly to allege,
as it seems unnecessary, that Mr. Lamp-
man bears no such traces of the past; or
that his eye sees less truly because some
of the glamor they raise who charmed his
youth is still about him; or that his line
is less noble or masterful, that they gave
him some of the inspiration and skill by
which it is drawn.

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VELVET SLEEVES TO GO.
SOME OF THE NEWEST THINGS IN
FASHION WORLD.

Clinging Skirts Hold Their Own—Velvet
the Popular Trimming for Plaide—The
Evening Dress Wear and the Cosy Fur
Collar.

Fashion has issued her edict against vel-
vet sleeves. and so, like the down trodden
heathen Chinee, the velvet sleeve must go
and become a thing of shreds and tatters,
as far as popularity goes. And ‘pity ’tis”
for it was a fancy that gave a very pretty
effect to a gown, though it certainly had
the drawback of riveting the wearer so
firmly into her out of door jacket, that once
she got into it, there was no getting out,
single handed. Fortunately in bidding
farewell to the velvet sleeve, we shall also
get rid of its concomitant, the strip of vel-
vet across the front breadths which always
looked to me as if the material had given
out unexpectedly, or else that the wearer’s
—hem—underskirt, bad slipped down, and
was coming off.

Clinging skirts still hold their own, some-
times cut on the bias of the goods, with
just a few pleats at the hip to give a slight
fullness to the skirt, and sometimes per-
fectly plain. But nevertheless fashion in-
clines yery decidedly towards heavily
trimmed skirts in the near future. Battle-
mented borders are already seen frequently
and the very newest thing is supposed to
be a ruche, and a full one at that. Across
the front breadths, and even sometimes
all around the foot of the dress, flounces
are also seen on some imported dresses,
and I suppose we may bless our stars,
those of us who have sense enough to do
80, if we don't have a revival of crinoline
soon. For street toilettes cloth with a
fuzzy, flakey surface, is the favorite. In-
deed some of these goods closely resemble
the snowflake cloths of ten years ago,
plaids predominate largely, and they are
large in every sense of the word, even in
price, for they are to be so popular this
season that they come in very high priced
goods. Some of them have a most curious
effect imparted to them by large spots at
regular intervals, but rather far apart,
which look like a shadow thrown on the
surface, or, to the highly imaginative mind,
like a regular succession of grease spots
about the size of a half dollar. Of course
they must be quite the thing, because they
are fashionable, but, quite between our-
selves, they are not pretty,

Always have the plaid shirts cut bias,
and have the basque made ot plain material
in the prevailing tint of the plaid, with
plaid sleeves. If you should have the
basque of plaid, be sure to have as few
seams in it as possible, a stretched bodice
is the correct thing if you are sure of a fit
and can d d on your dr ker, such
a bodice is fastened under the arms and on
the left shoulder with invisible hooks and
eyes. If it be properly made the puzzled
spectator will spend some time in specu-
lating as to how the wearer gets into it,
especially if he should chance to be of the
male sex.

Velvet is the popular trimming for
plaids, as it seems to combine particularly
well with such goods. In colors, brown is
very popular, and there is a decided pre-
ference for a golden tinge. Cadetblue, of
course, holds its own, and heliotrope is
still a favorite shade, especially for tea
gowns and evening dresses.

Speaking of evening dresses, gold and
gold lace will be more than ever a feature
of the evening toilette of the coming
season; gold lace in delicate vandyke

“ patterns will be used for trimming, the
points, of course, turned upward; white
nets will be spotted with gold and also
with silver; embroidery and black nets
similarly decorated will also be much worn.

A very noticeable feature in evening
dresses will be the panier draperies over
the hips in quite the old style. Thisisa
charming fashion and becoming to all,
except the very stout. It gives a pictur-
esque look to any dress, and insensibly
carries one's mind back to shepherd

FROM MAN TO GOD.

A Bit of True Religion Given by Rev.
Mr. Hunter.

Rev. Jobn Hunter has been delivering
in Trinity church, Glasgow, a series of dis-
igion.”" rst subject was **From
to God ; or, The Beginnings of Religion in
Human Nature.”
Genesis xxviii, 12: *‘Behold a ladder set
up on the earth, and the top of it reached
to Heaven.” It was the primary questions
of religious inquiry, Mr. Hunter said,
which were being asked by the spirit of
the age; it was the simplest elements of
faith, first principles, which especially com-
manded the interest of serious and thought-
ful men ; not this -doctrine and that, but
the foundation on which all systems of
doctrines rested. The new knowledge and
the new methods of investigation called for
new verification of the old trusts and hopes,
not for a scientific basis but for a scientific
justification of religion. - It was also felt
that the primary questions of religion were,
after all, the vital ones. It was not diffi-
cult to believe in an eternally revealing
and redeeming God when one felt sure of
God, and truly and grandly believed in
Him. True progress in religion was more
inward than onward; it consisted mnotin

oing on to believe many things, but in be-
ieving much in the primary things, in feel-
ing and thinking more deeply what we al-
ready felt and thought. The true prophet

and reformer in religion ever recalled |

interest from many things to the simpler
and deeper trusts and duties of the re-
ligious lite. The great work of . the reli-

gious teacher was not to defend 39 or more |

articles, but to establish and strengthen
confidence in the primary truths. The

first and fundamental themes of religion |

were its greatest, and contained its pro-
foundest secrets.
di se on the beginmings of relig

in human nature was a fit introduction to
the series he had announced. The an-
cient maxim that self-knowledge was the
beginning of all knowledge was true in
the sense of Augustine’s great word, *If
thou sinkest deep enough into the human
thou wilt find the Divine.” Men did not
think grandly enough of themselves. The
worst atheism was that of an undeveloped
man—of & man who had never sounded
and explored the depths of his own nature
and life. There was nothing more radical
in man and his history than religion. To
account for religion there was no need to
go very far afield. It was characteristic of
modern thought in the search for God to
make man the starting point, to begin, not
with the far-away and high things, but with
the simple, lowly, undeniable facts of
human nature and life, and rise on them as
on a ladder to the Throne of God. From
man to God was the true way to the High-
est, and the perfect Man was the perfect
Mediator, the perfect Revelation. The
old theory of the origin of religion, that it
was the invention of priests, was manifestly
absurd. It was religion that created the
priests, and not the priests who created
religion. Religion must be in the soul
before priest or ecclesiastical system was
possible. Equally unsatistactory was the
theory which " treated religion as the sur-
vival of ancient traditions and customs.
The natural history and genesis ot a senti-
ment or faculty was something distinct
from the interpretation of its essential char-
acter and highest quality. The acorn con-
tained the promise and potency of the oak;
but to define the one was not to define the
other. Religion has grown with the growth
of man, and it ought to be judged by its
highest quality and expression. The foot
of the ladder may be planted on the earth,
but it ever rises higher, and the top of it
reaches heaven. The theory which treated
religion as a foreign graft upon the nature
of man was essentially irreligious. Reve-
lation came to fulfil, to purily and to per-
fect; but it did not create religion. Man
was by nature, not atheistic, but religious.
For

Dwelt no power Divine within us

How could God’s Divineness win us.
They might well speak with great boldness
of the natural tendencies to religion in
man, for there was nothing more central
and commanding in the history of man than
religion. In all the efforts which men
might make to escape from unreasonable,
unethical, unspirited forms of religion, they
could not escape from the thing itself. In
the sense of mystery, of wonder, ot inde-
pendence, of obligation, in the idealising
faculty, in love in all its forms, they saw
the nsing and stretching out of man’s life
beyond himself. The human thinﬁs and
the divine things were closely related. All
our degper human affections and experiences

hed the i ble and eternal re-
alities. God was as necessary to the world
of human nature as gravitation was to the
physicial universe. I%et them not be afraid
of religion. Nothing in the universe rested
on a surer basis. Its foundations had been
laid so deep in the lite and experience of
man that they cannot be undermined. All
honest discussions will only contribute .to
the greater purity and vigor of religion.
Nothing will pass away that was meant to
abide. The attitude of worship has ever
been congenial to all higher natures, and
to all natures at their highest. And the
coming man, about whom they heard so
much, would not be less, but more
religious than the man of yesterday and to-
day. In closing his sermon, Mr. Hunter
said: ‘*Let me say to each of you, know
thyself, reverence thyselt. You need not
ascend into heaven, or descend into the
depths. The Word is nigh thee in thy
heart. The kingdom of God is within you.
Next to the Divine Lord there is nothing
diviner than the soul of man. Outof it have
come all the hymns and prayers, all the
Scriptures and liturgies of all nations and
all ages. Real religion is not a far-away
traditional thing, but a true part of true
human nature. The ladder that reaches
from earth to heaven is the ladder of your
humanity, the ladder of your affections,
longings, needs, hopes, experiences. Live
by those affections, be true to these long-
ings, respect the needs, reverence the in-
tuitions and experiences of your own soul,
and the Divine in you will bring you into
closer and closer contact with the Divine
without you, nearer and nearer will you
rise to Heaven, greater and greater a
