On the following day 
the patient Informed him she wanted 
no further treatment from him. At 
the time the feg was swollen but 
there were practically no varicose 
veins. He diagnosed the trouble as 
being caused by clots breaking away 
from the Inside of the affected veins 
and being carried through the cir­
culatory system. The patient told him 
the swelling had been reduced to 
some extent by treatment by Dr. 
Spangler. Witness had been called in 
In a case of emergency.

Witness gave her all the attendance 
she would allow. On March 28 at 11.- 
10 p. m. was called hurriedly. Thought 
at first symptoms had been exaggera­
ted. Remained with her until she 
died at about 12.20 a m. Went into 
the room next the sick room. Mrs. 
DeForest, Mrs. Lockhart and others 
were In the room. Was there a min­
ute and a quarter when he was called 
back to sick room. Patient was in 
a state of collapse. Injections of 
whiskey partially revived her.

Keown, côiitlnulng the debate on the 
budget, said that since the house last 
adjourned he had had an opportunity 
of studying the estimates as present­
ed by the provincial secretary, which 
called for some comments In view of 
the statements and promises made by 
the government before coming Into 
power. When the present government 
came Into power they complained of 
the legacy of debt which was left by 
the previous administration, and they 
determined to start with a clean sheet. 
No great exception could he taken to 
such a course as naturally each gov­
ernment would wish to stand on Its 
own record and not be saddled with 
the faults of Its predecessors.

When the present administration 
came into office they found treasury 
notes amounting to a large sum afloat 
which had to he looked after and they 
followed the example of their prede­
cessors with regard to paying off 
those maturing.

The sum of $1,907,888 was received 
from treasury hill* floated by them, 
»s against which they had those due 
In August last, amounting to 81,887»-, 
130. After the payment of these latter 
bills there remained the balance of 
nealry half a million dollars on hand.

It was only fair to call attention to 
?h?er C.?B,nge\,n ^ministration of 
the road law. Under the old Govern­
ment the money was sent out in large 
amounts to superintendents before the 
work was done, and when they asked 
for It The present Government did 
not complain so much about the old 
act, as of the dishonest way in which 
It was àdminletered under the system 
which permitted such large amounts 
to be handed out to superintendents, 
a direct Invitation to dishonesty. The 
present. Government had changed all 
that, and not one single dollar was 
paid to the superintendents now until 
the accounts were all sent in, with a 
sworn statement that the work had 
been properly done. The result was 
that last >var the province had bet­
ter roads than for many years. No 
one could say that the change was 
anything other than a great benefit 
to the country.

FATHERS
Southampton, April 4.—The citizens 

of Southampton have inaugurated a 
movement to erect a suitable memor­
ial to the Pilgrim Fathers on the 
spot whence they sailed. The project 
has as Its head as chairman and pre­
sident of the fund. Mayor R. G. Oak­
ley; the secretary Is C. F. J. Hearn- 
shaw, of Harriet University College 
and Col. Albert Swalm, the American 
Consul, is a member of the committee. 
Comparatively few Americans know 
that the Pilgrim embarked at South­
ampton instead of at Plymouth, as is 
generally supposed, and only put in at 
Plymouth for repairs to the boats. An 
appeal for funds soon will be cir­
culated on both sides of the Atlantic.

Plymouth has three memorials of 
the sailing of the Pilgrims from that 
place and the are visited by many 
American tourists. There is a stone 
set in the pavement of the pier at 
the Banbeacon with the inscription

The Prinz Oskar carries only first 

and third class passengers, and can 
accommodate twel/e hundred of 
them. The first class accommoda­
tions are very nice, and the appear­
ance of the ladies' cabin suggests the 
comforts of home. This time coming 
across there was no one to enjoy the 
luxuries afforded by the Printz Os­
kar’s saloon, as all the 402 passengers 
were third class. All of these are 
farmers, 28 are going to Minnesota, 
and the rest to the Canadian west.

The Prinz Oskar brought out only 
50 tons of cargo, and will load grain 
and general merchandise for Ham­
burg. Her next trip will be made to 
the St. Lawrence ports. Should the 
experiment of bringing this boat here 
on behalf of the Hamburg-American 
Line show that the trade demands it, 
it will give a good service.

age citizen to learn that fully 70 per 
cent, of the beef eaten Lu St. John is 
imported from Ontario.sltuated though 
this city is in a province excellent­
ly adapted to the raising of beef. Of 
the remaining 30 per cent, a con­
siderable portion comes from the 
counties of Cumberland, Dlgby and 
Annapolis, in Nova Scotia.

To feed the city, 200 carcasses of 
beef are brought in from Ontario 
every week in the year. For these the 
wholesale meat dealers pay to Ontario 
firms an average price of $40 a car 
cass. Calculating on this basis, which 
is well within the limit, St. John city 
alone pays to western beef produc 
ers a yearly total of $416,000 which 
properly belongs to the farmers of this 
provincwJHHIHHHHBHHMpi 
stand in the way of their handling 
that much more money in the course 
of every year.
