Sine* the announcement concerning 
the Improvements about to be effected 
on the North Side of King Square,

Mr. Rive fjpally interested among 
others Mr. H. A. Powell, in the King 
Square Realty Company, which taon 
controlled the property practically 
from Breeze's Corner to the Par* 
Hotel, and Mr. Powell with his char­
acteristic energy and ability has done 
much to bring it to its present nigh 
standing, particularly because of- hip 
being chiefly responsible for the« La 
Tour Apartments, which have*’supply 
justified the large expenditure as-.jj^y 
have been successful from the varjt 
first.

Bombs Dropped on Enemy 
Bivoucs and Factories at 
Sarre - Loues fired — Five 
Huns Aereoplanes Brought 
Down.

One of the most important commer­
cial transfers in the Maritime Prove 
inces of late years was completed at 
Halifax yesterday, when W. F. Leon­
ard, of SL John, bought the greater 
portion of the plant and equipment 
of the Northern Atlantic Fisheries. 
This concern which was originally 
owned by Mr. Boutlller, of Halifax, 
was some years ago transformed by 
him Into a joint stock company of 
very considerable importance. Large 
amounts of money were expended in 
a modern cold storage plant at 
Hawkesbury, C. B., with fish curing 
equipment, on the purchase of addi­
tional land for further extensions, aud 
on the construction at Halifax of jthor 
important works. For the past couple 
of years the company has not been 
operating as it got Into financial diffi­
culties some time ago and has had 
troubles of Its own. The Hawkesbury 
plant four years ago cost two hundred 
and fifty thousand dollars, and .t is 
this one which Mr. Leonard has lust 
now bought. He has not taken over 
the Halifax end of the business. The 
price paid Is not mentioned, nor has 
Mr. Leonard yet announced what use 
he intends making of the works.

Mr. Leonard is one of the plon-^rs 
in the fishing industry on this coast, 
and with his Upper Canadian con auc­
tion has made a very marked success. 
He will return to St. John today, and 
will probably be able to say what his 
plans are regarding the use of the 
new plant and equipment which he 
has just secured.

Sept 27-dugouts would easily house a whole 
platoon, and give it complete secur­
ity under severe artillery fire, unless 
a high explosive shell or mortar should 
find its way in at the door. Of course, 
we must not suppose all the German 
dugouts to be of this excellence. No 
doubt only the best have escaped de­
struction. But the military usefulness 
of ever)- such dugout is great, 
keeps down casualties under bombard­
ment; it can shelter a reserve of ma­
chine guns until the moment of our 
advance. When our troops reach the 
German trenches it is difficult to clear, 
perhaps even to find; and, If it is left 
uncleared in the rear of our advanc­
ing men its occupants may emerge 
and harass them from the rear with 
rifle and machine gun Are.

Another formidable detail of the 
German defences is the trouble taken 
to provide effective posts for snipers. 
A typical post, near Fricourt, is the 
mouth of a small, deep, man-hole, such 
as is used in London streets to give 
access to sewers. It reaches the sur­
face near the highest point of a piece 
of high ground ; the opening is screen­
ed by the casual-looking debris of a 
broken cart, and at the bottom of the 
man-hole a tunnel connects it with 
the German trenches. Each man-hole 
of this kind is well-squared, full-tim­
bered and fitted with convenient Iron 
rungs. Uke the dug-outs, it suggests 
that the German troops in the trenches 
have done an amount of manual labor, 
which, to anyone who has had to or-

The London Telegraph prints the 
following account. based on informa­
tion fro mauthorttative sources, of the 
difficulties the British army has to 
encounter in its advance on the West­
ern front:

If you stand on a small knoll, about 
ftiree miles north of the town of Bray- 
sur-Somme, and look north, you see 
almost at your feet a shallow and tor­
tuous valley, running in the main east 
and west, with a single line of rail­
way winding along its bed.

Even the old Roman amphitheatre has 
found a new usefulness in its age-old 
service to the ancient city, for, in case 
of aerial attacks, certain of its vault­
ed rooms and dungeons are thrown 
open where passers-by may take re­
fuge and philosophize on the new “civ­
ilization" in the surroundings which 
saw hungry beasts taste the blood of 
Christian martyrs.

And the 
recognizable portions, though good, 
are not extraordinarily good specimens 
of trench digging, executed in a fav­
orable soil, which cuts like cheese, 
needs little revetment, does not crum­
ble In the wet. and bakes like a brick 
in hot weather. What are really re 
markable, for their military value, arc 
some of the communication trenches 
and dug-outs. One. at least, of the 
surviving communication trenches is 
a tunnel more than a hundred yards 
long, lined with timber, and carried 
so deep underground as to be secure 
against everything except mining.

The larger dugouts are entered 
through a steel door; from it you de­
scend a thirty-foot staircase, in which 
the face and tread of each step arc 
well made of wood. At the foot of tlio 
stairs you find spacious rooms, in 
which floors, walls and roofs are close­
ly boarded. The connecting passages 
are equally finished, and a second 
thirty-foot staircase leads down to a 
second group of rooms treated in the 
same way. In one dugout, where an 
extension was being made when the 
line was captured, there is to be seen 
an ingenious mechanism for sending 
up the excavated earth, ready packed 
in sandbags, for use In the trench 
above. Another is arranged as a hos­

TRAVELLING?protecting 
these monuments is unique among the 
various means devised by Italian ar­
chitects and engineers for shielding 
artistic treasures from the ravages of 
bursting shrapnel. The various parts 
of these Gothic tombs are so delicate­
ly poised and so carefully balanced 
that Injury to almost the smaUest de­
tail might make the entire monument 
topple over and smash to pieces; so 
each architectural unit has been built 
in its completeness within these mas­
sive towers the walls of which reach a 
maximum of eighty centimetres of 
thickness. These structures are cap­
ped by several independent layers of 
reinforced concrete upon which have 
been constructed robust pyramids of 
great resistance, but at a very acute 
angle so as more easily to “shed" the 
impact and concussion of bombs. We 
have here, In other words! massive, 
man-made rocks within which are en­
crusted gems of exquisite human ar­
tistry, hidden from sight until the 
storm of human hatreds shall pass 
away.

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self when It was found that she pos­
sessed monetary resources of her own 
which up to that time had not been 
dreamed of. There was an increase 
in bank deposits, partly due to the 
fact that the collapse of the western 
real estate boom had brought its les­
son of caution, and partly because the 
opportunities for profitable invest­
ment were greatly restricted. It was 
this reservoir of money which the 
Government wisely decided to tap.

The first war loan was a tiqady ione 
and the response did much to restore 
public confidence and strengthen the 
whole financial fabric of the country. 
The success of that loan was also an 
assurance that Canada could meet her 
own war costs without adding to the 
burden upon the already over-burden­
ed motherland and it helped to keep 
down the exchange rate against Great 
Britain.

The second loan makes it a certain­
ty that the Government can find all 
the money it requires for war expen­
ses but it may be advisable, even if 
not necessary, to change conditions 
of the next issue. Ira Britain millions 
of certificates of one pound sterling 
have been sold for war loans, while 
in Canada the lowest bond issued is 
$100. Future loans may make it pos­
sible for the man or woman who 
wishes to have a smaller share in the 
undertaking to purchase $50, $20. or 
even $10 certificates. Then, in very 
truth, will the popularity of Canadian 
war loans be absolutely established.

In the meantime the Finance Min­
ister and Government merit the heart­
iest congratulations for the unprece­
dented success of one of the greatest 
financial undertakings of the century. 
That a country as young as Canada 
should offer on the second occasion 
in eighteen months $180,000,000 of the 
savings of the people as a guaranty 
that the expenses of participation in 
the Empire's war shall be met to the 
last cent Is indeed a highly creditable 
showing.

THE NEW ELEVATOR.

The news that construction of ibe 
new grain elevator on the Water 
street site is to be proceeded with at 
once, and that the contract for :'ne 
foundation has already been let to 
Engineers and Contractors Limited, 
the lowest tenderers, will be joyfully 
received by the thousands of citizens 
who feel that already, through no 
fault of the government, or of Hon.

Pugsley or those who think as he 
does, have a closer knowledge of he 
requirements of an elevator site tnxn 
the man who has selected hundreds 
of them and crowned them with first 
class elevator plants.

The decision to build the elevator 
on the Water street site is a wise one. 
Before reaching it engineers represent­
ing the Government Railways looked 
over the ground and selected that site 
because it was undoubtedly the host 
on the eastern side of the harbor. 
That the delay, due to local opposi­
tion, should prevent the construct ton 
of the building in time for this win­
ter's business is most regrettable. It 
is advisable, however, that work 
should now be commenced as speedily 
as possible, for with the war -costs 
steadily mounting it may be difficult 
next year to secure a re-vote of the 
appropriation which Hon. Mr. Hazen 
has already had placed in this yeir’s 
estimates for this purpose.

Mr. Hazen is to be commended for 
his zeal in urging this matter to ?n 
issue. He realizes the necessity for 
the work which had his plans not 
been unwisely interfered with wo ild 
have been completed In time for *his 
winter's business. As it is nothing 
has been gained by the delay except 
clearer recognition of the fact that 
when the Government engineers first 
recommended the Water street site 
they did so with a full knowledge of 
the situation, the necessities and ;he 
requirements. Had their advice Men 
accepted when given the wx>rk would i 
have been under way before thjs. But 
the experience may prove a lesson 
to some citizens who have assumed 
the role of perpetual fault-finders of 
every attempt made by those in au­
thority to improve facilities at this

A WINTER CAMPAIGN.

Lord Derby, Under Secretary of the 
War Office, is authority for the : ute- 
ment that the Allies intend to con­
tinue their offensive on the A'estorn 
front all Winter. The German masses 
have been led by the General Staff to 
believe that when the bad weather 
comes the British and French will dig 
themselves in on their present favor­
able positions, allowing the harassed 
armies under the Crown Prince of Ba­
varia and General von Gallwitz to 
construct defences similar to those al­
ready broken through. But the Ger­
man wish is father to the thought. 
The initiative now possessed by the 
Allies cannot be suspended in the 
hope of regaining it later.

If Germany were allowed a Winter 
to recuperate from the staggering 
blows already dealt it, It would face 
the Allies in the 'Spring so strong It 
could last another Summer fighting 
on the present scale. Not only would 
German stocks of guns and munittois, 
beginning to run low according to an 
order by Falkenhayn, the deposed 
chief of staff, be replenished, but 
German troops would be rested, for­
mations built up. and plans made for 
regrasping the initiative. The Gen 
mans would be given leisure to con­
centrate troops in the Balkans, to 
make a drive at Roumania or Russia, 
and generally to recover their grip 
on military mastery.

That, says an exchange, would never 
do. The necessity of continuous and 
costly fighting over the Winter months 
will break down German strength 
and national morale by pushing home 
the fact to the German masses that 
the Allies are engaged in no tpas- 
tnodic outburst of activity. The C@r 
mans' chief theory now is that the 
Allies’ effort will wear out against de­
termined resistance, and when «.ney 
find out that there is no let-up even 
over bad weather their remaining con­
fidence will be badly shaken.

THE CANADIAN WAR LOAN.

Subscriptions for tihe second Can­
adian war loara closed on Saturday 
night and advices from Ottawa con­
vey the information that not only has 
the amount of $100,000,000 been 
secured but that the over-subscrip­
tions amount to at least $80,000,000. 
This marks a distinct success for the 
Canadian Government and particular­
ly for Sir Thomas White, Minister of 
Finance. It is also particularly grat­
ifying to know that, although the suc­
cess of the loan was practically guar-

r,Colonel Marshall reports from over­
seas that all Canadian hospitals are 
.well supplied with surgical dressings 
from the Red Cross store, and that a 
number of the hospitals of the allies 
are receiving needed supplies.

From an interesting report of the 
needs of French hospitals it is learn­
ed that the chief articles required 
are gauze by the yard and cotton by 
the pound. Surgeons who know the 
Red Cross furnishes these articles 
look to it for continued help. The de­
mand is for goods In bulk arnd not in 
made dressings. The demand for these 
goods In the French hospitals in pref­
erence to pads and compresses cor­
roborates the instruction received from 
its own commissioner and will show 
why it was decided to discontinue the 
making of dressings. In the earlier 
stages of the war there was no doubt 
a great demand made for dressings 
before the French hospitals were sys­
tematically organized, but this stage 
has passed and the Red Cross has an 
immense store of dressings tor emerg­
encies. The needs of the hospitals 
are continually changing and the ma­
chinery must be so constituted as to 
change also. But there is no need for 
Red Cross workers to be idle. Be­
sides tbe perennial need for socks, 
thousands of comfort bags, house­
wives, shirts with collars, pyjamas, 
knitted red cotton ties, sheets and 
towels are needed; 2500 shirts with 
collars were recently sent to the Can­
adian prisoners of war from Red 
Cross stores. "News from home" is 
also most popular, both in hospitals 
and trenches, and would give occupa­
tion to many of those who for one rea­
son or another cannot sew or knit 
There is no doubt that the needs of 
the work are more than for which 
money, rather than work la required.

It is of interest to all Red Cross of­
ficials to note that amongst the Brit­
ish prisoners lately transferred from 
Germany to Switzerland there were 
twenty Canadian soldiers. Red Cross 
officials are sure that the conditions 
in Switzerland will be much more 
pleasant than those which prevailed 
in Germany, although they have rea­
son to believe that the great majority 
of the parcels despatched by the so­
ciety to the prisoners in Germany are 
being duly handed over to them.

The Canadian Red Cross society is 
the representative in Canada of the 
International Red Cross society, whose 
executive committee is in Geneva, 
Switzerland.

The work of the Red Cross society 
is to cooperate with the medical ser­
vices of the army and navy In the re­
lief of sick and wounded soldiers and 
sailors. To this duty, assigned to the 
Red Cross society by the Geneva con­
vention of 1863, the Hague convention 
has added that of ministering to the 
needs of prisoners of war.

held In the CM.B.A. Hall in the North 
End last night Despltp the fact that 
a splendid musical programme had 
been arranged for only a small repre­
sentation of eligible young men were 
present.

The speakers for the evening were 
Magistrate Ritchie, J. H. Frink, Major 
Morgan and Sergeant Whltenect After 
the meeting had been called to order 
Mr. Frink spoke on the dire need of 
men to fill the .gape now being made 
In the ranks of tjiç Canadian forces at 
the front. He spoke of the heroic part 
played by the 26th Battalion during 
the early stages of the war. and with 
victory apparently in eight the men 
now enlisting will be able to add to 
the laurels already -won by New 
Brunswick battalion». Before an­
nouncing the next speaker the 
chairman called upon Misa Gert­
rude McHarg to recite "iFire the Pile 
on C«ig Go wan Height." Miss Mo 
Harg received enthusiastic applause, 
clearly manifesting the expression of 
the audience.

Magistrate Ritchie 
speaker. He spoke of the terrible 
atrocities committed by the ruthless 
Huns and the sufferings through 
which the people of (Belgium have 
passed since the Germans have landed 
upon their soil. The hungry Hun, the 
treacherous German, and that Baby­
killing Kaiser will demand Canada as 
their prize should they be victorious 
in this war, said the speaker. He made 
special reference to the boys of the 
North End who were already doing 
their bit in the war, supplementing the 
remark that it was not cold feet that 
was keeping the boys back, (but merely 
indifference.

Whltenect, who left here with 
the "Fighting 26thv was the next 
speaker He told In graphic language 
of the work which that noble band of 
heroes had done since they had left 
the shores of Canada. They had 
stood in the trenches and held back 
the hordes of the enemy and when the 
opportunity offered they had g»ne 
over the parapet and gven the Hun a 
touch of Canadian steel. Today those 
boys that were left were calling for 
Reinforcements and it was up to the 
manhood of this fair city to see that 
they who had faced the foe and 
done more than their bhare because 
of the lack of men to relieve them did 
not call in vain.

Men were needed and needed badly, 
the boys who bad been In the 
trenches for over a year should (be 
given a chance to rest and recuperate 
after their strenuous labors.

Sergt Whltenect himself, la one of 
the hoys who was sent home because 
of injuries received in France while In 
the discharge of his, duty. HeNhad 
been discharged but realizing that the 
need for men was great he had offered 
himself again just as soon as he was 
fit and he Is going back as a member 
of the Kilties.

Miss Louise Henderson was heard 
advantageously In two number», and 
received a hearty ovation from the 
audience.

Major Morgan was the last speaker 
for the evening. As ne was unable to 
apeak for any length of time, owing 
to the fact that he had spoken at the 
Fort Howe meeting, he confined his 
remarks to a direct appeal to the 
young men in the audience.
