Practically all members of the staff 
and the caretakers will get an in­
crease. The teachers had asked for 
a 25 per cent increase. The total

The Board also decided to pay the

will total $5670 which must be added, 
to the $12,820 increase for 1920, 
bringing the total up to $18490.

"Since the various Children’s Aid 
Societies were formed in the County 
of Waterloo, 459 children have been 
dealt with, and of these, 94 have 
been made wards during the past 
two years When we think of what 
this means to the number of chil­
dren dealt with we can see what 
an inestimable benefit to neglected 
and dependent children the Chil- 
dren’s Protection Act has been. 
Many of these children would not 
be occupying the position they occu­
py in the world to-day, but for the 
fact that such an Act was passed, 
and is upon the Statute book of 
the Province of Ontario.
As far as I have been able to ascer­
tain, we in this Province of ours, 
have the best Children’s Act in 
any country of the world. As a 
matter of fact other countries branch­
ing out into this kind of work, 
have taken our Act as the basis 
upon which to begin their organiza­
tions

“The work in the Shelter this 
year has been carried on very much 
oin the same manner as other years, 
and we have handled practically 
the same amount of children for 
either longer or shorter periods. 
In October 1918 we had 12, Nov­
ember (14) December (11) January 
(13) Feb. (13) March (10) April 
(12) May 15) June (13) July (14) 
August (12) September (12). If these 
numbers are added together it will 
make a total of 151 neglected and 
dependent children handled for a 
longer or shorter period during the 
year. The ages of these children 
differ considerably we have re­
ceived them from 6 weeks old up

NEW YORK FEARSREPORT OF JUDGE BARRON 
CONDEMNS TORONTO STRIKE CANAL DEEPENING

Will Make Ocean Ports of the Ports 
on Great Lakes.

JUDGE DECLARES CAUSE NOT JUST
Toronto, Dec. 4.—That the people of 

New York see the full significance of 
deepening the St. Lawrence River for 
ocean-going ships, that they believe 
that the ports on the Great Lakes will 
become ocean ports, taking away ship- 
ping from New York, and that they 
are violently opposed to the whole 
undertaking, is the communication that 
has come to J. H. Duthie of the Mac- 
Donald Lumber Company, for many 
years an advocate of the St. Law- 
rence canal, from S. A. Thompson, the 
secretary of the great convention of 
National Rivers and Harbours Con- 
gress that meets at Washington on 
Dec. 9, 10 and 11.

"The State of New York is very vio- 
lently opposed to the proposition and 
I doubt very much where we shall 
touch the subject in our resolution", 
says Mr. Thompson, in his letter. 
"Like ail the rest of us, the people of 
New York and the eastern states want 
all the business that they can get, and 
because they think, and with good 
reason, that a 30-foot channel down 
the St. Lawrence would not only bene­
fit Montreal, but would take a great 
amount of business away from the 
port of New York, they are violently 
opposed to the United States Govern- 
ment’s taking any part in the project. 
"Such a project carried to conclusion 
would carry ocean navigation into the 
heart of the continent and make sea- 
ports out of all the ports on the Great 
Lakes. It is quite natural, therefore, 
that the plan is enthusiastically advo- 
cated in the West and the Great North- 
west.”

Mr. Thompson states that the com- 
mercial supremacy of New York de- 
pends on the connection between the 
Hudson River and the Great Lakes by 
the Erie Ship Canal and that New 
York State, which has just expended 
$155,000,000 on the enlargement of tho 
canal, is determined to keep that com­
mercial supremacy. "Ocean vessels 
will be unloading in the ports even of 
Lake Superior within ten years," is 
the confident prediction of Mr. Duthie. 
"The only thing that will delay it at 
all is the fact that the government has 
taken over the G. T. R. and tied up the 
finances of the country for the time 
being, but that will soon be past. The 
people of New York see the real facts 
of the case.”

Others have been 
made wards because their parents / 
hace ceased to have control over 
them, and others because the home 
was not a fit and proper place for 
the child

“During the year 22 children 
have been returned to parents. 
These have been returned to them 
for several reasons, in some cases 
the absence of the children from 
the home has caused the parents 
to realise that they must make 
an effort and straighten things up
and thu the temporary removal
has, been beneficial not only to
the children but also the the par- 
ents Children have been allowed
to go back to their parents after 
they have been disciplined as they 
themselves have promised to do 
better and to be more obedient in/ 
future; these have usually been 
placed on probation, and if at the 
end of the probationary period their 
conduct has been satisfactory, they 
have been left at home, but if not 
they have been placed out in foster 
homes.

UNUSUAL FIND LITTLE TALK OF SECESSION

(Special to the Record.)

Toronto, Dec. 5.—That the union of 
the Twin Cities of Port Arthur and 
Fort William is the only road to suc- 
cess for both municipalities is the 
opinion of E. J. Blaquier, mayor of 
Port Arthur, who is in Toronto to-day.

Mr. Balquier states it has been defi- 
nitely decided to put the question of 
the union of the cities to a vote of the 
citizens at the coming municipal elec­
tions, and that an active body known 
as the inter-city committee has charge 
of the education of the citizens towards 
'union, which means that the Canadian 
city at the head of the lakes will have 
a population of over 40,000.

"We were told by the municipal au. 
thorities at Duluth, which is now over 
100,000 population, that the road 
growth of that city which is the Amer- 
ican head of the lakes, did not com- 
mence until the municipality passed 
the 40,000 mark. By joining Port Ar- 
thur and Fort William we can do the 
same.”

Asked as to the secession movement 
of the north Mr. Blaquier said that 
little was heard of it in Port Arthur, 
which however, felt somewhat neg- 
lected by the older parts of the prov- 
ince, although the district of Thunder 
Bay was one of the best revenue pro- 
ducers of Ontario. He said that any 
sentiment which existed favoring se- 
cession would be overridden by the ap- 
pointment of a cabinet minister from 
the head of the lakes which might now 
expect to be more in the limelight than 
it had previously been.

FAKE PIANO SCHEME UN- 
EARTHED IN LOISVILLE

Not only did the Better Business 
Bureau of the Louisville Advertis- 
ing Club obtain a complete con- 
fession from a "warehouse" piano 

, dealer who recently advertised ille- 
ally in Louisville newspapers, and 
an agreement from him not to re- 
pent such advertisements, but it 
also obtained the co-operation of 
the Louisville newsspapers so that 
such advertisements cannot in the 
future be repeated either by the 
advertiser in question or any one 
else.

This advertiser had stated in the 
classified columns of two Louis- 
ville newspapers that he had "a 
brand new piano ' which he woll 
sell for balance dur.

An investigator for the bureau 
was informed that a major, recently 
returned from the army, had order­
ed the piano but that when it arriv­
ed the soldier had failed to keep 
his agreement, with the result that 
the man who inserted the advertise- 
ment was selling the piano for the 
balance due, the major having had 
a deposit of $485. The advertiser 
offered the piano for the $365 which 
supposedly remained dur.

In large gold letters inside of 
the case the price, $850 was stenciled.

Investigation showed that this ad­
vertiser had shipped wovere freight 

or express office then advertised 
them in a manner similar to the 
procedure which resulted in this 
investigation, selling them off the 
floor of the express or freight office. 
The bureau's attorney reported that 
the Kentucky truth-in-advertising law 
had been violated and that it would 
be possible to make a case against 
the advertiser.

A consultation with the adver­
tiser in the course of which the 
tacts and the opinion of the attorne 
of the bureau were submitted to 
him, brought forth a confession 
and a plea for clemency. The ad­
vertiser gave the bureau a written 

.statement, properly witnessed, in 
which his past performances were 
acknowledged and in which he made 
a written pledge as to his conduct 
in the future. Among other things 
he agreed that all his advertise­
ments would, in the future, be sub­
mitted to the bureau before they 
were inserted.

educingGIRLS PAY BILLS, BUT MEN 
ARE SLOW

Times are good, not bad. if the 
books of the Watertown New York 
Business Men’s Association, or­
ganized last January and engaged 
in the business collecting bad bills, 
are to be credited. The books are 
silent testimony to the disposition 
on the part : of Watertown resi­
dents to straighten up bills that 
have been running as long as twelve 
years.

In general. Watertown folks are 
paying their bills better these days 
than in times past.

INDIANAPOLIS FINDS FARM 
MARKET A FAILURE

Lke St. Louis, Indianapolis has 
been forced to abandon the iden 
of the farmers? market. Only six 
weeks of a campaign born of the 
hope of lower prices to the Consumer 
was needed to prove that the plan 
would not work.

The fault, results show, did not 
lie with the public. It lay with 
the farmers, who promptly took 
advantage of the situation to stick 
both the profit of the retailer and 
that of the wholesaler in their poc­
kets. without lowering the price 
to the consumer at all. As a matter 
of fact they took even greater pro­
fit than this, for in the very nature 
of curb markets their expenses ran 
far lower than those of wholesale 
and retail merchants, and this diff- 
erence, too went in their pockets.

Before the city finally abandoned 
the idea, however. Harry R. LiBeau 
eity market master, made an in- 
vestigation of the farm products 
of St. Louis, Seattle, Columbus, 
Detroit, and Lancaster. In each 
case the experience was virtually 
the same. A painfully small number 
of farmers came to.the market 
regularly with their produce. So 
small was this number that there 
existed virtually no competition at 
all among them, and it was an 
established custom to base their 
prices upon the prevailing sche­
dules of the retail stores.

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NEVER SAW THE SUWANEE

Writer of Popular Song Used Name 
Because Rhythmic Sound of it 

Appealed to Him.

The song, "Old Folks at Home,” 
made the name of “Swabee River" fa­
mous, but few people, except those of 
Florida and Georgia, connect the 
Swanee of the song with the Suwanee 
that flows from the southern swamps 
of Georgia down through the wood- 
lands of Florida to empty into the Gulf 
of Mexico.

"Way down upon the Swanee river” 
suggests vaguely the South of the ante- 

its mansions and negro cabins. None 
ef these things are found along the Su­
wanee. Yet Floridans claim that the 
song was written in honor of their for? 
est stream, and boatmen even point 
out a tree under which Stephen Foo­
ter is supposed to have penned the 
memorable lines. Reports less pic- 
turesque, but more generally accepted, 
say that Foster never saw Suwanee 
river, but that he used the name be­
cause of the rhythmic sound, dropping 
the "u" to perfect the meter.

While the Suwanee river may not 
be what its name suggests to most of 
us, it is a beautiful stream, flowing 
through a semi-tropical country where 
live-oaks and cypresses are mirrored 
in its clear depths. Heavy forests of 
cedar also grow in its valley, but these 
have been reduced in recent years, as 
the wood is in great demand for pen­
cil making.

The Suwanee figured largely in 
early American history, for it was a 
favorite haunt of the Indians, and 
many battles with the red men were 
fought in its valleys.

The name Suwanee has an Indian 
sound, but it is said to be a corrup­
tion of San Juan—a name given the 
river by early Spanish explorers.
