A band of hostiles 
is reported to be in the vicinity of Fig 
Tree, not far from Mangwe, and it is 
believed that this was the band which 
recently cut the telegraph lines. They 
are now encamped a few miles south 
of Fig Tree, and a strong scouting 
party from Mangwe has taken up their 
trall. Since the sortie from Buluwayo, 
the Matabeles in that vicinity seem to 
have been reinforced by one or more 
impis, or regiments, and the native 
scouts can be made out on nearly all 
sides, watching tho British outposts.

Although strict orders have been is­
sued to husband the stock of ammu­
nition to the utmost, "pot shots" are 
occasionally taken at the native scouts, 
and occasionally the latter reply. There 
has been a slight brush between a 
Buluwayo patrol and some insurgents 
at Maven’s Kraal. Two or three na­
tives were killed.

How He Outmaneuvered Chamberlain- 
A Great Coup Anticipated.

Cape Town, April 27.—The announce- 
ment that President Kruger has defi­
nitely declined to accept the invitation 
of Mr. Joseph Chamberlain to visit 
England, was no surprise here, and 
has been discounted in these dis- 
patches. President Kruger, it has been 
frequently stated, never intended to 
go to England, but he saw in the in­
vitation a brilliant opportunity to gain 
time, and he has done so neatly. He 
has cleverly out-maneuvered- Mr.
Chamberlain, who only now is begin­
ning to see the gravity of the South 
African situation. All statements to 
the contrary, as repeatedly asserted, 
the situation has fined itself down to 
preparing for a struggle between 
Great Britain and the Transvaal (the 
latter backed by Germany), for pre­
dominance in South Africa, and, up 
to -the present, the Boers have had the 
best of It by a large majority. While 
Mr. Chamberlain has been dickering 
and twisting. President Kruger has 
gone straight to the front, and is 
openly arming and fortifying for the 
grand struggle to come. The Trans­
vaal troops could be placed in the 
field, to the number of about 60,000, in 
a week or so, although there is yet 
much to be done in the way of prepa- 
ration; but it will take Great Britain 
several months, at least, to reach that 
stage of preparation, and a good deal 
might happen in that time. Mr.

St. Louis, Mo., April 27.—A special 
from El Paso says: “The Santa Eula- 
lie mines of Chihuahua caved in yes­
terday. Eighty-five men were work­
ing in the mine when it caved in, 
burying alive 67 of the men, all of 
whom were Mexicans. Governor Ahu- 
amada is on the ground with a large 
force of men, working to recover the 
buried.

Thirty-seven men have been recov­
ered—10 dead, 7 dying and 20 fatally 
hurt. At last accounts there were 30 
men still in the mine, with no hope 
of recovering them alive.

The rebels later made 
another attack, but were again re­
pulsed. The British then advanced 
and inflicted heavy loss on the rebels 
in the hills on the opposite side of 
the river. The British, after gaining 
complete possession of the field, re­
tired to Buluwayo. Their loss was 
only three killed and six wounded.

OFF FOR THE CAPE.
Cape Town, April 27.—Dispatches 

received here from London say that 
the Middlesex Regiment and the first 
detachment of Mounted Infantry will 
leave England at once for the Cape, 
in order to relieve the troops there and 
enable the latter to be moved up the 
country. The Mounted Infantry will 
possibly do good service against re­
bellious natives, especially as the corps 
is understood to be composed of 400 
picked men, chosen equally from the 
English, Scotch and Irish regiments 
of infantry; but regular British infan­
try would be of little use against the 
Matabeles. The latter move too quick- 
iy for European foot soldiers to stand 
any chance of out-maneuvering them. 
The roads, considering that some 30,- 
000 Matabeles are believed to he in 
arms, are still tolerably safe, although 
small bodies of insurgent natives, who 
have left the Matoppo Hills, are raid­
ing cattle here and there, and almost 
everywhere killing the women and 
children of the friendly natives who 
are assisting the British, and slaugh- 
tering the “Friendlies" at every op­
portunity.

The most 
revolting spectacle was to see the 
wounded having their throats cut by 
their comrades who were able to stand.

The 77th anniversary of the Inde­
pendent Order of Oddfellows was, as 
usual, celebrated yesterday in the city 
by a church parade, which tended to 
show the strength of the order in Lon­
don.

I have never been asked to 
preach about them. If this is what 
they meant, they did not say so, and 
I would not be responsible for mis­
understanding them. I take this to be 
an annual gathering for worship. I 
do not understand I am here to lecture 
you but to lead you in religious ser­
vice and to preach a sermon, not, of 
course, miles away from the purpose.”

THE CATTLE BILL.
London, April 26.—There is good rea­

son to believe that the Government 
bill, closing the United Kingdom to 
foreign and colonial cattle, will not go 
through the House this session. Its 
opponents have not been making much 
noise, but they have been working 
hard and effectively. The order book 
is crowded with amendments, and 
public business has got into such a 
tangle that some bills will have to be 
dropped, and the Ministers have prac­
tically decided that the cattle bill must 
be one of those sacrificed. The Min­
ister of Agriculture is naturally pretty 
angry over the projected sacrifice of 
his pet bill, and his feelings got the 1 
better of his discretion on Thursday, 
when, receiving a deputation of mem­
bers,which urged him to exempt Can­
ada from the scope of the measure, 
he not only refused to make any con­
cession, but had an unseemly wrangle 
with the deputation. The incident was 
almost unprecedented in English Par­
liamentary annals.

COUNCIL OF WAR.
Lord Cromer, the British diplomatic 

agent in Egypt, has been summoned to 
London in order to confer with Lord 
Salisbury, the Marquis of Lansdowne, 
Secretary of State for War; Gen. Lord 
Wolseley, commander-in-chief of the 
British army, and Gen. Sir Revers 
Buller, who will command the opera­
tions in the Soudan. Until the con­
ferences determine the exact propor­
tions of military operations in the au- 
tumn, neither the Foreign Office nor 
the War Office will take any further 
measures for an advance into the Sou­
dan.

A CURIOUS MARRIAGE 
was that of Lady Helen Stewart, Lord 
Galloway’s sister and a spinster of 70, 
to Mr. Clifford Melor, a Count of the 
Holy Roman Empire and a leading 
member of the White Rose League, an 
organization here which holds meet­
ings annually, decorates King Charles’ 
statue and maintains that Queen Vic­
toria wrongfully occupies the throne. 
Lady Helen claims direct descent from 
the legitimist Stuarts. A telegram 
was received at the wedding from 
Princess Louise of Bavaria, who, the 
League maintains, is the rightful 
queen of England. She is, in fact, a 
descendant in line from the Pretender, 
Prince De Christoforo, the best man 
at the unique wedding, has an equally 
legitimate and direct descent from the 
last of the Emperors of Byzantian. 
The bridegroom knelt and kissed the 
hand of his brother-in-law as to one 
of royal line. It may be noted that the 
English authorities offer no opposition 
to the open display of any of these 
pretensions, even in public.

THE QUEEN’S HEALTH.
Despite the official reports from 

Nice that the Queen is enjoying her 
usual health, the highest social cir­
cles hear that her feebleness has so 
increased that she will be unable to 
carry out her intention to hold.a 
drawing-room in May. She will, it is 
said, delegate the duty to the Prin­
cess of Wales, who will not go to 
Moscow to attend the coronation of 
her nephew, the Czar. The Queen 
will not appear at any ceremonial 
function during the present season. 
Even on the occasion of the marriage 
of her granddaughter. Princess Maud, 
to Prince Charles of Denmark, only 
two concerts and not state balls will 
be given.

IS METHODISM DECLINING?
The religious press mathematically

WHAT A RECORD !
Indiana Man After His Ninth Divorce- 

AU Have Occurred Within the
Past Twenty Years.

Laporte, Ind., April 27.—Alexander 
Rheimes, Who went to Berrien county 
to obtain his eighth divorce and sub­
sequently married Miss Stella Bloom- 
hagen, living near Niles, has reap­
peared in Fulton county, and by his 
attorneys will bring action for his 
ninth divorce, the sequel of which 
promises to be Rheimes’ tenth mar- 
riage. The career of this Indiana Dene- 
diet and much-divorced man is said 
to be without a parallel in the courts 
He married his first wife in 1876, and 
divorces and marriages have followed, 
until now nine wives have shared with 
him the journey of life. The wives are 
all living, and Rheimes but recently 
celebrated his 75th birthday. His 
eighth wife he married twice. Domes­
tic infelicity in every marriage proved 
the fated cause for legal interference. 
Rheimes has been the complainant 
in all his legal contests. Indiana 
jurists finally decided to refuse the 
much-coveted divorce, and the Michi­
gan courts untied his last marital 
knot.
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Premier Salisbury’s Load of Care-Talk 
of Cabinet Changes—Unstinted Praise 
for the Defenders of Buluwayo.

ATE
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Success of the Purity Movement-No Clemency 
for Oscar Wilde — A Curious Marriage—The 
Queen’s Health—Reported Statistical Decline 
of Methodism.
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London, Àoril 26.—With the South 
African, Egyptian, Venezuelan and 
far eastern complications on his mind, 
to say nothing of home affairs, the 
Marquis of Salisbury can hardly be 
said to be free from care or likely 

to regularly enjoy his sleep undis­
turbed by nightmares. The Satur- 

/ day Review says: "It is Incumbent 
/ Upon us to reach an understanding 
/ on the general question of arbitra- 
/ tion before the American commission 
/ reports and we can only hope that 

the Marquis of Salisbury will not al­
low the accepted time to slip away 
unused." The Speaker remarks: "It 
is incredible that the Ministers are 
willing to risk further difficulties with 
America when the difficulties else­
where show no sign of diminishing." 

According to the Speaker the re­
tirement of Lord Salisbury from of­
ficial life cannot be long delayed. It 
speculates on whose shoulders will 
fall the leadership, and makes a fore­
cast that the Right Hon. Arthur Bal- 
four, now First Lord of the Treasury, 
and Lord Salisbury’s nephew, will suc­
ceed him in the Premiership, and be 
elevated to the peerage. It also pre­
dicts that the Duke of Devonshire, 
now Privy Councilor, will become Sec­
retary of State for Foreign Affairs, 
and that Mr. Chamberlain will be 
the Government leader in the House 
of Commons in succession to Mr. Bal- 
four.

GOVERNMENT DEFECTIONS.
The Agricultural Rates Bill, Intro­

duced a few days ago in the House 
of Commons, which measure provides 
lor a radical change in taxation on 
land, will cause defection in the Gov­
ernment ranks. Besides a number of 
"Unionists" who will not support the 
bill, several Conservatives are likely 
to vote with the Opposition. The 
Ministerialists say the secessions will 
not exceed a dozen, but the Liberals 
expect that on this bill the normal 
Government majority will be reduced 
by fully 50 votes. The Irish Nation- 
alists will vote solidly against the 
measure. All this, however, will not 
prevent the Government from secur­
ing a majority when the bill comes 
up on Its second reading Monday, 
but the opposition to the proposals 
will compel the Government to accept 
amendments when the bill reaches 
committee of the whole. No facts 
that the Conservatives can adduce 
will alter the class character of the 
measure. Mr. Chamberlain, leader of 
the Liberal-Unionists, did not take 
part in the debate on the first read­
ing of the bill, and it is understood 
he intends to remain silent in the 
future so far as this measure is con­
cerned. The Liberal papers quote 
from a speech made by him in 1883, 
in which he denounced a similar 

I scheme. At that time he was a sup- 
[porter of Mr. Gladstone, and had a 
rseat in his Cabinet. The "Unionists" 

believe that Mr. Chamberlain still 
holds the same views.

■ All signs point to a revival of the

■ preparing in Bulgaria, and by general 
consent the intention of taking the 
■initiative is ascribed to Russia. Hence 
■the undoubted anxiety in England to 
get the Venezuelan question settled 
■before the continental complications 
begin.
■ THE HEROES OF BULUWAYO 
■The news of the sortie from Bulu- 
wayo and the heroism of several offi- 
■ers and troopers in risking their lives 
to save comrades has aroused much 
enthusiasm here, and this feeling will 
Dbe increased when it becomes more 
generally known that half of the 
number wounded received their in- 
■juries while assisting wounded com- 
panions in arms. An officer was 
■killed after giving his horse to a 
severely wounded friend.
■ Sir Graham John Bower, Imperial 
Secretary at Cape Town, has arrived 

London. He has had a conference with Mr. Chamberlain, who showed 
he supports the extreme pacific licy advocated by Sir Hercules Rob- Inton, Governor of Cape Colony and British High Commissioner In South Africa. Jonker Piet Goebler, a

nephew of President Kruger, is also in 
London. He has been unofficially 
trying to persuade Mr. Chamberlain 
that everything is peaceful in the 
Transvaal. If the British Government 
is content with phrases, so it will be, 
but the militant Conservatives in the 
House of Commons have formed a 
committee, whose especial duty it will 
be to watch the action of the Min­
isters. The committee will attempt to 
bring about the coercion of the Boers 
unless they yield to the demands of 
the Uitlanders.

A DAMPER.
Advices from Cape Colony are to 

the effect that it is the intention of 
Mr. Hofmeyer, the Afrikander leader, 
to make a motion in the Legislature of 
Cape Colony approving an offensive 
and defensive alliance between the 
Orange Free State and the Transvaal. 
He will further demand the with­
drawal of the charter of the British 
South Africa Company. The pros­
pects of British regime in South Af­
rica are not the brightest.

President Kruger’s declination of 
the invitation of the Secretary of State 
for the Colonies, Mr. Joseph Cham- 
berlain, to visit England, on the 
ground that his presence in the Trans­
vaal is required by the Volksraal, 
has cast a damper over the South 
African negotiations, although it is 
said that the Anglo-Transvaal rela­
tions will be greatly benefited by the 
decision of the Johannesburg "reform- 
ers" to plead guilty. It is declared 
here that the determination was 
reached upon advice from high quart­
ers and in order not to give the Trans­
vaal any further annoyance, and the 
announcement that the other counts 
against the prisoners have been 
abandoned is interpreted as indicating 
that the authorities have accepted the 
prisoners’ plea as an apology. Presi­
dent Kruger’s refusal, however, has 
caused a great deal of irritation, and 
it is felt that the Boer statesman is 
simply "fooling" Mr. Chamberlain by 
his delaying answer. The latter is 
severely blamed for the passage in 
his recent speech which described the 
Transvaal Government of being de­
fective and corrupt. This is classed 
as unnecessarily offensive to the 
Transvaal as a delicate juncture and 
the explanation of the Secretary of 
State for the Colonies that it was a 
matter of common repute, is regard­
ed as rather lame.

The English newspapers continue to 
publish stories of the German-Trans­
vaal entente, the arming of the Burgh­
ens and the erection of forts make 
calculations of the numbers of Dutch 
In South Africa who could take the 
field and estimate how many British 
troops would be required in case of 
war, etc. In brief, it is the general 
opinion that a serious conflict be­
tween the British and the Boers must 
come; but, the Transvaal will delay 
the moment until fully armed and 
Great Britain will delay until the 
memory of Jameson’s raid is effaced 
from the minds of the Afrikanders 
and the younger men of the Trans­
vaal are ready to turn against the 
so-called antiquated clique at the 
head of affairs.

THE WAR IN EGYPT.
The news from Egypt shows that the 

Dervishes along the Nile are unusu­
ally inactive. It was thought that 
they would have already attacked the 
lines of communication; but, appar­
ently they are waiting for the Khali­
fa’s orders or are planning a com­
bined attack upon the Anglo-Egyp­
tian forces. There is no let up In the 
work of forwarding ammunition and 
supplies to the front, and the most un­
tiring activity is witnessed on all 
sides. A special fleet of light-draft 
steamers will soon be placed upon 
the Upper Nile.

Discoveries in Labrador, 
The Northwest Part if the Supposed 

Peninsula is a Great Island.

Five Tasked BurglarsOU
Bound Henry Kitchen and Two of 

His Family. Quebec, April 24.—The existence of. 
one of the greatest known deposits of 
iron ore, and the fact that the larger 
portion of the supposed Labrador pen­
insula is in reality an island, are 
among the latest discoveries of Mr. A. 
P. Low, of the Dominion Geological 
Survey. The Government has kept 
back the details of his latest explor- 
actions until placing them officially be­
fore Parliament this week in the sum- 
many report in the Geological Survey 
Department. These explorations were 
made in June, July, August and Sep­
tember, 1895, in that part of Central 
Labrador in which the rivers Peribon- 
ca, Ontarde, Maniconagan, and the Big 
River of Hudson Bay take their rise. 
The journey was a perilous one, and 
in one of the rapids of the Manicona- 
gan one of Mr. Lowe's canoenen was 
drowned, and neither the canoe nor 
the body of the Indian was seen again.

The Maniconagan River was ascend­
ed for 200 miles from its mouth, to 
Lake Monchalagan. Thence it was 
found impossible for a long distance 
to follow the stream, on account of its 
rapid character, and the high, rocky 
banks, which preclude portaging. For

The expedition discovered that the 

main stream of the Maniconagan is 
the southerly discharge of Summit 
Lake, which lies almost on the 53rd 
degree of north latitude. Its northern 
discharge, which is of about the same 
volume, enters into the first of a num­
ber of long, narrow lakes, that are fin­
ally drained in Lake Canlapscow, ana 
so reach the Kotsoak or Ungave River 
that discharges into Ungava Bay, and 
that, together with the Maniconagan 
and its connecting waters cuts off the 
whole northwestern part of Labrador 
and the northeast territory, and forms 
it Into an island containing upward of 
150,000 square miles.

In the center watershed, where the 
Maniconagan,the Canlapscow, the On­
tarde, the Peribonca and the Big Tree 
River take their sources, the hills rise 
above the tree line, and the country 
is a barren waste. In the Maniconagan 
River Valley, on the other hand, be­
low Lake Monchalagan, many large 
trees of white spruce are found, which 
would make excellent timber.

Lake Monchalagan is over 40 miles 
long, and is remarkable for its great 
depth of water. Some soundings of 
650 feet have been taken in it, making 
it at least 200 feet deeper than any 
previously known lake in Labrador.

Below this lake the Maniconagan 
River flows in a deep, ancient valley 
from a quarter of a mile to two miles 
wide, with steep, rocky walls rising 
from 500 to 1,500 feet above the water, 
and usually flanke' * terraces 
of stratified sands, gravel and clay. 
Toward its mouth the river is broken 
by a number of falls and chutes, where 
the channel narrows greatly and the 
large volume of water pours in a swir­
ling mass down between perpendicular 
rocky banks. Mr. Low reports, how­
ever. that none of its canons compare 
with those of the Koksoak and Hamil­
ton rivers.

The deposit of iron ore reported by 
Mr. Low is between the head waters 
of the Ontario and Maniconagan riv­
ers. The ore occurs in a gneiss com­
posed of quartz, felspar, and magne­
tite; and according to the proportion 
of magnetite present grades from fer­
ruginous gneiss into an almost pure 
iron ore of high grade. This bed. in 
great thickness, can be traced along 
the strike of the rocks for upward of 
30 miles, and there is an immense 
mountain of almost pure métal, called 
by the Indians the "shining mountain, %

At the great citizen demonstration 
in his honor in Montreal last Friday 
night, Hon. Wilfrid Laurier, alluding 
to the large number of members of 
Parliament who sat around him, said:

These companions-in-arms were 
there to attest by their presence that 
the Liberal party from the Atlantic 
to the Pacific Oceans, without any 
distinction of race or creed, was a 
united and solid party—(loud ap­
plause)—a party who were the cham­
pions of justice for all, of moderation 
and conciliation. It was unnecessary 
for him to teil them—for they knew 
it—that the present was a solemn 
hour. Let them look at the spectacle 
presented by the Government. Fac­
tion, rivalry and jealously were rire 
among the members, who were ail 
at loggerheads when it was a ques­
tion of rendering justice to a minor­
ity, but suddenly became wonderfully 
united when it came to a question of 
keeping themselves in office.

New York. April 27.—Officers of the 
St. Paul, which has arrived here, low­
ering her best previous record by 
three hours and twenty minutes, re­
port that the largest wave ever ex­
perienced by them boarded the ship at 
midnight Wednesday. Officers on the 
bridge (which is 60 feet above the 
surface of the sea) stood knee deep in 
water. The wave, however, did no 
damage.

Detroit, Mich., April 27.—The whale- 
back barge, No. 104, coal laden, col­
lided with the steamer Philip Minch, 
il. the river on Friday, and sunk in 
Lake St. Clair, just east of the light­
ship. The 104 is owned by the Am­
erican Steel Barge Company, and was 
valued at $75,000.\

Plymouth, England, April 27.—The 
British steamer Bushmills, Capt. 
Smith, from New Orleans, on April 2, 
for Bremen, has arrived here with the 
crew of the American schooner Eunice 
L. Crocker, of Franklin, Mass., from 
Fernandina, on March 30, for Boston, 
before reported abandoned by the 
steamer Prodano, which arrived at 
Baltimore on April 17. The Eunice 
L. Crocker was abandoned, water­
logged and partially dismasted, on 
April 10, in latitude 35 north and longi­
tude 67 west.

Colchester, Ont., April 27.—A light- 
colored steam barge with three poles 
and two consorts ran foul of a wreck 
two miles west of here, and almost 
directly in the channel, Friday night, 
and is still fast. The obstruction is 
supposed to be the remains of the 
schooner Gibbs, sunk about three 
years ago off Bar Point. It was 
brought down by the ice last winter.

Port Colborne, April 27.—Tugs which 
left here Saturday morning for Buf­
falo found the schooner Sophie In the 
ice off Point Abino. Her captain said 
he had been there four days.

Tacoma, Wash., April 25.—A race 
to Australia for $500 a side is on be­
tween the ship Andrina and the 
Scottish Dales, which sailed today.

An Insane Carpenter Killed Five Per­

sons and Himself.
Rockville, Ind., April 27.—Peter Eg­

bert, a carpenter, 22 years old, un­
married, Saturday morning, without 
any apparent cause or provocation, 
shot and instantly killed Mrs. Her­
man Haske and two children, next 
door neighbors. He then reloaded his 
gun and, coming up town, saw Sheriff 
W. M. Mull and Deputy William 
Sworn in the National Bank stairway. 
Egbert pulled up his weapon and shot 
the sheriff in the back of the head, 
killing him instantly. Sworn faced the 
assassin and received a charge of 
buckshot in the neck, falling at the 
bank steps, expiring instantly. Eg­
bert then made his escape to the fair 
grounds, just outside town. A posse 
immediately organized and started in 
pursuit. Fifty or more men, armed 
with shotguns, rifles and pistols, sur­
rounded the grounds. Egbert refused 
to surrender, and was fired on. He 
did not return the fire, but ran into 
a stall and sent a load of buckshot in­
to his breast, dying instantly. He was 
found to have received one slight 
bullet wound in the fusillade which had 
been going on. Egbert’s sister, at 
the same hour he killed himself, died 
at the family home of typhoid fever. 
Young Egbert once was confined in 
a lunatic asylum, but was discharged 
as cured.

THE TARIFF QUESTION.
But the school question was not the 

only question at issue in the great 
struggle which is beginning this eve­
ning. There was also the tariff ques­
tion, which must not be lost from 
view. “On this question," he said, “I 
want you to give me all your atten­
tion, so that I may develop before 
you the attitude which the Liberal 
party has taken and will maintain.

It Will Take Over $1,000,000 to Pay the 
Loss at Cripple Creek, Cal.

Cripple Creek, Col., April 27.—One 
million dollars is a conservative esti­
mate of the damage done by fire in 
the heart of Cripple Creek Saturday 
afternoon.
