The crews of the welcoming boats were
cheering those who had been rescued
from the sailors’ bed of honor in the
North Sea. Soon after &8 o’clock the
first party of survivors were landed at
Hawich pier. They appeaed to be
naval officers.

News Soon Spread.

The news of what had happened
spread like wildfire, although nobody
had been allowed to talk directdy with
the survivors. In the crowd there
were soon many tearful faces for most
of those along the pier and beach had
relatives or friends aboard the sunken
cruisers.

Following the landing of the unin
jured survivors, a little hospital toat
shoved off from the pier and took off
the injured from the cruiser and
stroyers. These were transferred
the Shotley Naval
uninjured
Kastern Hotel, which is now
used as a military hospital, where they
will be allowed to rest for several days.

The results would
pe universal, and catastrophe Wwith
these two new factors which have never
been in war before—the system of in-
ternational credit on which trade lives,
which has never been developed as it
is today, and the industrial develop-

ISACRIFICED MEN FOR

NO APPARENT REASON

At Craonne Germans Charged Again
and Again, Only To Be Mowed
Down.

[Canadian Press.]

Paris, Sept. 23.—Wounded soldiers
who are commencing to arrive here
from the region of Craonne describe the
battles there Sunday and Monday as
having been deadly for the Germans,
who, they say, were sacrificed without
apparent reason by their officers.

Though pushed back with great
slaughter, some of the wounded say,
the Germans charged again and again,
only to be mowed down hy the French.
One entire regiment, it was declared,
was wiped out, and when the French
took possession of the field they found
1,000 wounded left by the Germans. The
trenches that had been carefully pre-
pared for resistance of the allies’ ad-
vance were filled with dead.

A superior officer among the wound-

ed estimated the German losses in this |

engagement alo»ne at 7,000.

Very little has been seen recently by |

the wounded men of the German cav-
alry and it was their opinion that this
branch was being compelled to act as
infantry since, they said, three-fourths

of their horses had succumbed owing to |
the long and unceasing reconnaissances |

of the last four weeks, during which
the animals often lacked praper food.

diers, are well supplied with remounts. |

GERMANS PERISHED IN
RHEIMS CATHEDRAL

Thirteen Wounded Burned to Deathy—
Belis All Meited.

London, Sept. 23.—8:55 a.m.—The
Paris correspondent of the Daily Mail
has just returned from a second visit
to Rheims, where he made a closer ex-

amination of the cathedral, the danger |

SURVIVORS IN HOLLAND

Dutch Boat, After Gallant
Rescue, Takes Britishers
To Ymuiden.

[Canadian Press.]

Ymupiden, Holland, via London, Sept.
23.—This little seaport town is all agog
with excitement over the landing here
of 287 survivors from the British cruis-
ers sunk in the North Sea by German
submarines.

The men were brought here by the
Dutch steamer Flora, which happened
to be in the vicinity when disaster over-
took the British warships.

The streets are crowded in the
inity of the hotels where the survivors
are staying, and around the hospital
where twenty wounded are being cared
for by the Dutch Red Cross.

From the outside of one of the ho-
tels the crowds could see a number of
the British sailors enjoying a ‘generous
meal at a long table. They were
{ dressed in all manner of clothing, most-
ly from the little store of that possessed
by the Dutch sailors of the rescuing
Loat. The Englishmen are evidently in
the best of spirits.

Aboukir First,

The crews of all three sunken war-
ships were composed largely of naval
reservists. JJhe Aboukir was the first
ship struck. About six o’clock in the
morning she received three torpedoes of
terrific force which blew out the bot-
tom at the bow, capsizing the craft.
The crew had no time to launch boats
and tried to save themselves by jump-
ing in the water. 'The boat was out of
csight beneath the waves within three
or four minutes after the explosion.

Hogue Next Struck.

The cruiser Hogue, which was near-
by, heard the explosion and realized the
danger at once, although at first those

had struck a mine.

Berlin, Sept. 23.—Via London.—The
casualty list published today shows the
death of two German generals in She
| western camp, Generals Von Wroohem
{and Von Arbou. Major-Gen. Von Thro-
tha is also given as killed, his death
having occurred on August 30. Among
the lightly wounded are two lieutenant-
jgenerals, Von Willisen and Von Kuehne.

The list, containing 5,895 names, gives
the name and date of the battle for the
first time, and indicates that the casual-
ties published so far covered as (rest of
sentence apparently deleted by the cen-
sor). The total losses 8o far published
aggregate 10,086 dead, 39,760 wounded,
and 13,621 missing.

Regiment Decimated.

Today's list shows the heaviest losses
| sustained by the One Hundred and Sev-
ienty-fourth Infantry in the battles of
(St. Die on August 20 and Luneville on
| August 22. This regiment leost its
{colonel, 17 officers and 195 men dead;
| 21 officers and 1,092 wounded and 59 men
| missing.

Government Veterinarians Declare That

Government veterinarians at Toronto
in charge of the remount station de-
clare that the Canadian horses pur-
chased for the British and Canadian
armies have so far been far superior to
those bought by agents in the United
States. Horsemen, who returned from
the Woodbine races, confirm the state-
ment of the Government men.

Out of a consignment of 350 harses
purchased in the States that yesterday
passed through London en route to To-
ronto only 50 were accepted.
