Passengers, about half of whom were
women, showed the greatest presence
of mind when the coaches ground over
the tles and left the track. Most of
the women refused to leave the train
without their baggage.

Sisters Are injured.

Two Sisters of Mercy on the staff
of St. Joseph’'s Hospital, who were rid-
ing in the wrecked train, gave first aid
to many of the injured before doctors
from this city and su..ounding places
were taken to the wreck,

Most of the passengers were in the
first two coaches, which followed the
two baggage cars. The train ran along
the ties on the right-of-way for nearly
half a block before the second baggage
car finally toppled over on its side in
the ditch. The passenger cars all re-
mained right side up, although the puil
of the e car in front wrenched
them from the track into the ditch.

Jumped on Tracks. :

Passengers said that the cars first
bucked and jumped as they. ran over
the ties. The jolts flung many from
their seats. When the cars left the
track they hesitated on the brink of the
ditch, and this slight pause gave those
in the coaches time to prepare them-
selves for a shock. Had the cars been
+hrown into the-ditch without warning,
many might have been killed, it is be-
lieved.

issued from ihié headquarters of the
Russian general staff: g

“The object of.the prodigious efforts
made by the ememy in the last few days
has been the eneircling of Przemysl. The
desperate fighting on the San was in-
terrupted on May 20, and the four fol-
lowing days ' were = occupied by the
efiemy in ‘@n “attempt to change the
dfvection of his offensive from the
northeast to the southeast. Between
Seniawa and Jareslau, fifteen bridges
were constructed.

“While the enemy was changing his
front the -whole mass of the enemy of

alj arms was transferred to the west,
which led-to the supposition that the
Germans were beginning to retreat, but
on the morning of the 24th, Gen. Mack-
ensen began to hurl his army against
our positions between the Rivers Lubac-
zow and San. Concurrently, hundreds
of thousands of infantry, supported by
a thousand guns of various calibres
well supplied with ammunition, attacked
our trenches on the left bank of the
San in the direction of Radymno and
Dregobitch on a front of fifteen miles.
Repeating Lodz Manoeuvre.

“Gen. Mackensen, in endeavoring to
turn our line at Przemysl, is repeating
the manoeuvre which he practiced at
the beginning of November in front of
Lodz, when his army broke our lines
near Strykow and Brzeziny, while at
the same timeé an attempt was made
to turn us with his left flank. The
same manoeuvre is being repea.ed now,
but on a larger scale; not with. isolated
corps, but with entire armies which,
thanks to their size, are slower moving.
Gen. Mackensen’'s manoeuvre still is in-
complete, although some of his infantry
regiments already have lost three-
quarters of their effectives. °

“Austro-German armies which were
to have met General Mackensen and
turned Przemysl from the south have
been wiped out near Gousskow in a vain
attempt to pierce our front while Gen-
erai Irmanoff, the hero of Port Arthur,
crushed the garrison of LaisSeoc be-
hind Mackensen’s army on the little
Seniawa, seizing trophies and ~ cattle
intended for the revictualing of, the
troops directed against Przemysl.

“In spite of the enemy’s tremendous
losses which since May 20, alone have
amounted to hundreds of thousands
it would be prematurs to speak of the
result of this battle which is of extra-
ordinary intensity.

«“Austro~German communications in
April sald the third Caucasian corps
had been entirely annihilated on the
Wisloka. Yet the same corps captured
fourtéeen cannon and 7,000 prisoners at
Seniawa.”

ing Way in Canada.

BIG GRANT TO BE MADE

Imperial .Govmmm Expect-
ed To Make Donation of
Fifty Millions.

Colonel Joseph Hammond, of London,
England, international representative
of the Salvation Army, is in London
In connection with emigt;ntlon from
Britain to Canada after the war.

i To The Advertiser today he stated
‘that the British Government will make
a grant of $~70.000 towards lelping
distribute the men who come back
after the fighting in different colonies,
and in this way endeavor to avoid the
difficulties of uremployment. He be-
Hleved hundreds of thousands would
come to the Dominion. The Salvation
Army officlals, he says, are of the
opinion that every man who has served
the colors has a claim for provisjon
against unemployment on his return,
and afterwards, especially should he be
unable to resume his old position or
find a new one.

Free Pa for AN,

“Every man who desires 1t,”’ he said.
*should have a free passage to every
part of the Empire, especially to points
where work is available. The army
plans to send the man’'s family after
him free of charge as soon as he has
got a home and is established.

In regard to a suggestion that this
might handicap the chances of the re-
turneg Canadian boys for whom the
Canadian Government was morally
bound to make provision, the colonel
replied:

‘“You can rest assured that any
scheme that may be devised will take
the local circumstances fully into con-
sideration, and that nothing will be
done by those responsible on the other
side to put competition in the way of
the Canadian boys who have done their
part in the struggle. Indeed, I am in a
position to state that emigration in fur-
therance of the proposals indicated
wouldg not begin until the Dominions
had completely absorbed their own re-
turned soldiers and were ready to re-
ceive additional settlers.”

Bring Widows Here.

The colonel also indicated that the
army favored the emigration of the
widows of the fallen men.

““What about the war, Colonel; how
is it affecting the old land?”’

“In the main things are little differ-
ent from normal. ‘Business as usual’
is the national motto; but there are
signs on every hand of the great strug-
gle in which the Empire is engaged.
The cost of living has gone up. The
cities are darkeneq at night; and in
every district you can see large bodies
of fine men drilling in preparation for
the supreme effort to clear the enemy
out of France and Belgium.

Don’t Fear Invasion,

‘“No, the people of England are not
frightened of invasion. They meet the
news of v-ctory or reverse in the same
soberness of spirit; but under the sur-
face there is a stern determination to
achieve a great purpose irrespective of
what it may cost. This is evidenced
in many ways. The people are begin-
ning to realize the danger of their
drinking customs to the national ef-
ficiency. Later opening and earlier
closing of public-houses have been
established generally, and prohibition is
in prospect, the King having pledged
himself and his household to abstain
from alcoholic liquors during the time
of the war by way of example to the
nation.”

Asked regarding the impression the
Canadian troops had created in Eng-
tand, Col. Hammond said the English
people had a great belief In the fighting
gualities of the Canadian soldiers, and
reports that were coming from the
front of their gallant deeds served to
increase their admiration.

President Making Pilan,

From g previous knowledge of the
President’s feeling over the Lusitania
disaster, in which more than 100 Ameri.
cans Jost their lives, it is confidently
believed in many quarters that he will
order the dispatch of a second note to
Berlin within 24 or 48 hours, answering
Germany’s request for the facts of the
Lusitania’s cargo and equipment with
a restatement of the circumstances, as
made clear in the first American note,
and an intimation that a prompt reply
is expected. Reference, it is believed,
will be made to the understanding of
the American Government that another
American vessel—the Nebraskan—has
been torpedoed without warning while
the diplomatic discussion was in
progress, and urgent inquiry, it is
thought, will be made as to what ef-
fective measures vill be taken immedi-
ately by the German Government to
prevent the further destruction of
American lives and property.

View Undisputed.

Legal officers of the United States
Government say the American point of
view on the legal questions involved has
never been disputed in the past by
Germany or any other natiorn of the
world in any of the essentia] features.
Analyzing the German reply, it was
pointed out that the German acceptance
of responsibility for attacks on the
American ships Gulflight and the Cush-
ing, with expressions of regret and of-
fers of reparation, could not aid ma-
terially in clearing up the situation,
since it was declared in the American
note such promises do not remove a
dangerous practice. This view, it is
held, is proved by the attack on the
Nebraskan, and the absence of any
assurance that Americans on unarmed
merchant ships of any flag in the future
will be transferred to a place of safety
before such a ship is destroyed as a
prize of war.

Pte. Joseph Fletcher Invalid-
ed Home After Being
IS A VICTIM OF GAS

Effects of Asphyxiating Clouds
More Than Wounds Neces-

sitates Sick Furlough.

The first London soldier {o be wound-
ed in France and to come back to tell
of ‘his experiences is Pie. Joseph
Fletcher, who enlisted with the 7th
Regiment Detachment when the call
for recruits was first sent out, and who
returned to the city last night on sick
leave of thrée months. ~He has been
giver leave of ahsence for that time to
recover from the effects of asphyxiat-
Ing gas and of two wounds which he
received in the trenches. At the end of
the three months, if his recovery is
complete, he will be expected to take
his place.in the field again,

: Chum Killed By Side.

Fletcher went to France with the
ist Battalion, and was temporarily put
out of action on his first day in the
trenches. This was at Neuve Chapelle,
where_ he describes the fighting as hav-
ing been terribly fierce.

His first real taste of the horrors of
war was when his chum was instantly
killed near him. He admits that the'
man’s death affected him terribly, and
i not ashamed to say that he promptly
fainted. .

It was on the afternoon of the same
day that, while advancing across the
open to meet an attack by the Germans
in close formation, that he was struck
in the leg by a rifle ball.

He lay on the field an hour before an
ambulance picked him up, and he was
then sent back to Boulogne, where the
bullet wag extracted, and afterwards ke
was sent to England for two weeks.

In Action at Hil 60,

After he was well again he was sent
back in the 2nd Battalion, and took
part 'in the fighting at the famous
Hill 60. He saw three attacks in force
by the Germans here, each ‘of which
was repulsed, and where hig first ex
perience of the gas used by the Ger-
mans necessitated his removal to the
hospital at Boulonge, where he re-
mained for four weeks.

He says a gpecial detachment in each
German regiment is used for the gas
attack. These men, he says, earry -an
appliance of some kind on their heads,
and they have a handle under their
right arm which they turn to spread
the gas through the tube.

Like Breathing Flames.

He describes the gas as a dark dirty
cloud, which advances close to
the ground, and the - effect
of it is terrible. Breathing
it, he says, was like breathing flame,
and directly it envaloped him he be-
came unconscious to remained so for
several hours.

It was the effects of the gas more
than of his two wounds which -esulted
in his being invalided home, and be
still feels the effects of it sometimes,
while it has poisoned his system in
Some way so that red blotches have
appeared on various parts of his body.

Back. For Third Time.

He returned to the front a thirg time
and received a flesh wound in the side
from a piece of shrapnel shell which
killed three men in the trench where
he was lying. Slight blood poisoning
set in and once more he was sent
back to England and thence to Can-
ada.

Fletcher was “in the wars,” figura-
tively speaking, almost from the day
of his arrival in England with the first
contingent. Shertly after he had land-
ed a horse kick broke one of his ankles
and he had barely recoveted the use of
his foot and leg before an attack of
appendicitis made an operation neces-
sary. ;

Too Horrible To Describe.

Pte. Fletcher does not talk very free-
1y of his experiences at the front. Some
of the sights, he says, are almost too
horrible to recount, and the stench from
dead bodies which have of necessity
been left unburied becomes worse all
the time. He is confident that the
Allies will win, but has no illusions
about an easy victory. The Germans,
he declares, are stubborn and fierce
fighters, except against bayonets, and
will take a great deal of beating.

Famijy Circle Complete,

For the present Pte. Fletcher is stay-
ing with his married *sister, Mrs. Ted
Gardiner, at Manor Park. His parents,
who have recently been in the West,
are also visiting their daughter, so that
the whole family is complete again for
the time being.

VON JAGOW TEL
HIS REASONS FOR
 INDEFINITE REPLY

SaYs Common Basis of Facts
on Lusitania Sinking
Is Necessary.

WANTS “CONVERSATIONS”

Statements in Interview Are
as Vague as Those of
Official Note.

Gottlieb von Jagow, the Imperial Ger-
man foreign secretary, today received
the correspondent ~of the - Associated
Press and outlined the reasons which

send an ad interim note to the United
States ‘Government, instead of a final
‘and definite reply to the American rep-
resentations regarding the Lusitania and
other ships that have been torpedoad,
and German’s submarine policy.

“The issues involved,” said Herr von
Jagow, “‘are of such importancs, and the
views in regard to the Lusitania show
such a variance, that the German Gov-
ernment believed it essential to attempt
Lto establish a common basis of fact be-
fore entering into a discussion of the
issues involved.

Hopes America Wili Agree.

“We hope and trust that the American
Government will take the same view of
the case and let us know in what points
their understanding of the facts differ
from the German viewpoint as set forth
in the note, and in what points they
agree, before looking for a direct answer
to their communication.

«The American note, of course, leaves
the way open for a preliminary dis-
cussion of the situation as suggested
in the German note. .I hope that such
a common basis of fact, once estab-
lished, may serve as the groundwork
for further conversations.”

The minister was unwilling to give a
more definite outline to or comment on
the suggestion that an arrangement
might be reached on a basis of an in-
spection and certification by the Ameri~
can Government of passenger ships not
carrying war cargoes, pointing out that
he did not feel entitled to anticipate, as
the other departments of the Govern-
ment must. be heard before suggestions
could be. definitely taken up or dis-
cussed.

Replying to a question, Dr. von Jagow
said that Germany from the outset had
been willing to abandon her submarine
war against merchantmen in response
to a return by Great Britain to the

From a previous knowledge of President Wilson’s posi-
tion it was generally predicted tonight that a prompt answer
would be sent to Berlin perhaps within twenty-four or forty-
eight hours. This is expected to give the American Govern-
ment’s understanding of the facts—that the Lusitania was
unarmed and carried no concealed guns; that she sailed from
the United States a peaceful merchantman and that under all
rules of international law and humanity the vessel should have
been visited and searched and her passengers transferred to
a place of safety whether she carried ammunition or not.
American law does not prohibit ammunition from being car-
ried on passenger ships, it will be asserted, but only self-ex-
ploding material, and liners in the past have been permitted
to carry arms and ammunition by special ruling of the state
department on the meaning of federal statutes.

EVADES U. S. DEMANDS.

 Germany’s failure even to discuss the reparation demand-
ed by the American note, and evasion of the request that guar-
antees be given that American vessels and lives be not en-
dangered in the future, are the main points, however, to which
the United States Government, it was generally believed to-
night, would advert in the second note. The expressions of
regret and offers of reparation for unintentional attacks on
neutral ships are expected to have little weight in determining
the nature of the response of the United States.

While it is generally thought the United States will answer
Germany’s request for facts, with a re-statement of the cir-
cumstances as recited in the American note of May 13, the
promptness with which the reply will be dispatched is counted
upon to serve as an indication ‘that the American Government
wishes an early answer and does not desire to engage in pro-
tracted diplomatic discussion. ' '

MAY SEVER RELATIONS.

Persons close to President Wilson have learned that he
is determined to obtain reparation for the Lusitania vietims,
and assurances of respect for American rights in future, and
that failing this, he would not hesitate to sever diplomatic re-
lations with Germany.

In German quarters here tonight it was again reiterated

that the Lusitania was armed. _
To controvert this the United States has proof gathered
before the American note was sent that there was no guns
aboard. Furthermore, the British Government entered into
an informal agreement with the United States early in the
war to see that no British vessels left American ports armed.

GERMANY CLAIMS SEA MURDER
WAS AN ACT OF SELF DEFENSE;
WANTS TO OPEN INVESTIGATION

BERLIN, May 30.—Germany withholds its final declsion on the demands ad-
vanced by the United States Government, in connection with the sinking of the
Lusitania, until the receipt of an answer from the United States to the note which
Herr Von Jagow, the foreign minister, has delivered to Ambassador Gerard, in
reply to the American note received by the German Government on May 15.

In its reply the German Government declares that it is not its intention to
submit neutral ships in the war zone, which are guilty of no hostile acts, to
attacks by submarine or aeroplane; that it is investigating the circumstances
in connection with the attacks on the American steamers Cushing and Gulflight,
and that in all cases where neutral vessels, through no fault of their own have
been damaged, Germany will pay indemnification.

The reply urges that in the case of the Lusitania, which Germany alleges
was armed and carried large stores of war munitions, it was “acting in justified
self-defence in seeking with all the means of warfare at its disposal to protect
the lives of its soldiers by destroying ammunition intended for the enemy.”

The German Government recalls the proposals submitted by the United
States Government to Berlin ang London designed to end the submarine warfare
and the shutting out of food supplies from Germany, which, it declares, failed of
their purpose because of the refusal of the British Gbvernment to agree to them.

The text of the German note was made public today.

Full TeXt of the German Note

The following is the text of the German note:

“The undersigned has the honor to submit to Ambassador Gerard the fol-
lowing answer to the communication of May 15th, regarding the injury to Ameri-
can interests through German submarine warfare.

“The Imperial Government has subjected the communication of the Ameri-
can Government to a thorough investigation. It entertains also a keen wish
to co-operate in a frank and friendly way in clearing up & possible misunder-
standing which may have arisen in the relations between the two governments
through the events mentioned by the American Government.

ORDERS TO SPARE NEUTRALS.

“Regarding, firstly, the cases of the American steamers Cushing and Gulf-
light. The American Embassy has already been informed that the German Gov-
ernment has no intention of submitting neutral ships in the war zone, which
are guilty of no hostile acts, to attacks by a submarine or submarines, or aviators.
On the contrary, the German forces have repeatedly been instructed most spe-
cifically to avoid attacks on such ships. .

“If neutral ships in recent months have suffered through the German sub-
marine warfare, owing to mistakes in jdentification, it is a question only of
quite isolated and exceptional cases, which can be attributed to the British
Government’s abuse of flags, together with the suspicious or culpable behavior
of the masters of the ships.

HAS EXPRESSED REGRET.

“The German Government, in all cases in which it has been shown by its
investigations, that a neutral ship, not itself at fault, was damaged by German
submarines or aviators, has expressed regret over the unfortunate accident, and
if justified by conditions, has offered indemnification.

“The cases of the Cushing and the Guiflight will be treated on the same
principles. An investigation of both cases is in progress, the result of which
will presently be communicated to the embassy. The investigation can, if neces-
sary, be supplemented by an international call on the International Commission
of Inquiry, as provided by Article III of the Hague Agreement of October 18, 1907.

—An officlal dispatch from the Italian
headquarters under gdate of  Sunday,
says: ;

“In the Giudicara valley,’ on the Tren-
tino-Tyrol frontietr (extreme south-
west), we occupied an important po-
sition, the summit of Spessa near Storo.
Our artillery destroyed the armored
forts' of Luzerna, on the Asiago plateau,
which hoistea a white flag. Seeing
this the Austrian fort, Belvedere, sit-
uated farther in the rear, 1immediately
turned its guns against Fort Luzerna.
The summit of Vezana also was oc-
cupied by infantry, The latter ad-
vanced at once as far as the village
of Vezana, situated below, which had
hurriedly been abandoned by the Aus-
trians.

Forts Damaged.

«QOn the frontier in Tyrol and Trentino
the combat continues between our ar-
tillery placed on our works at Tonale
and the plateaus of Asiago and Lavorne
and that of the enemy who still res-
ponds vigorously. However, the Aus-
trian forts Lugerna, Busa and Spitz-
verle are seriously damaged. On May
27 our infantry troops were reinforced
by a customs force and artillery ang ad-
vanced on both banks of the Adige in
the direction of Ala. After capturing
the village of Pilcante, which was pro-
tected by a number of trenches we
succeeded in taking Ala and consolida-
ted there. The combat lasted from
noon till night our losses being light.

“On the Friuli frontier on the night
of May 27-28 our dirigibles accomplished
successful incufsions into the territory
of the enemy causing serious damage.
Numerous bombs were thrown and at-
tained their object despite the fire by
the enemy. On May 27-28 enemy aero-
planes from Pola were obliged to land
near the mouth of the Po and were cap-
tured. .

An official communication jssued by
Vice-Admiral Thaon Di Revel, the
chief of the Italian naval staff, says that
on May 27'an Austrian hydroplane was
captured near the Italian coast.

VENICE SHELLED.

VIENNA, via London, May '30.—In
an air raid on Venice Friday night by
several naval airmen a large number
of bombs were dropped causing sever-
al extensive fires in and near an ar-
senal.

CLAIMS VESSEL WAS ARMED.

«Jt §s further known to the Imperial Government from trustworthy reports
from its agents and neutral passengers, that for a considerable time practicaily
all the more valuable British merchantmen have been equipped with cannon and
ammunition and other weapons, and manned with persons who have been spe-
cially trained in serving guns. The Lusitania too, according to information re-
ceived here, haq cannon aboard which were mounted and concealed below decks.

“The Imperial Government, further, has the honor to direct the particular
attention of the American Government to the fact that the British Admiralty, in
a confidential instruction issued in February, 1915, recommended its mercantile
shipping not only to seek protection under neutral flags and distinguishing
marks, ‘but also, while thus disguised, to attack German submarines by ram-
ming. As a special incitation to merchantmen to destroy submarines the Brit-
{sh Government also offered high prizes and has already paid such rewards.

“The Imperial Government, in view of these facts indubitably known to it,
is unable to regard British merchantmen in the zone of naval operations specified
by the admiralty staff of the German navy as ‘undefended.’” German commanders
consequently are no longer able to observe the customary regulations of the prize
law, which they before always followed.

SAYS CANADIANS WERE ABOARD.

“Finally, the Imperial Government must point out particularly that the Lusi-
tania on its last trip, as on earlier occasions, carried Canadian troops and war
material, including no less than 5,400 cases of ammunition intended for the de-
struction of the brave German soldiers who are fulfilling their duty with self-
gacrifice and devotion in the Fatherland’s service.

“The German Government believes that it was acting in justified self-defence
in seeking with all the means of warfare at its disposal to protect the lives of
its soldiers by destroying ammunition intended for the enemy.

«“The British shipping company must have been aware of the danger to wiaich
the passengers aboard the Lusitania were exposed under these conditions. The
company in embarking them notwithstanding this, attempted deliberately to use
the lives of American citizens as protection for the ammunition aboard, and acted
against the clear provisions of the American law, which expressly prohibits the
forwarding of passengers on ships carrying ammunition and provides a penalty
therefor. The company therefore is wantonly guilty of the death of so many
passengers.

‘BLAMES AMMUNITION FOR TRAGEDY.

«There can be no doubt, according to the definite report of the submariue’s
commander, which is further confirmed by all other information, that the quick
sinking of the Lusitania is primarily attributable to the explosion of the ammuni-
tion shipment caused by a torpedo. The Lusitania’s passengers would other-
wise, in ail human probability, have been saved.

“The Imperial Government considers the above-mentioned facts important
enough to recommend them to the attentive examination of the American Gov-

nt.

«The Imperial Government, while withholding its final decision on the de-
mands advanced in connection with the sinking of the Lafsitania until receipt
of an answer from the American Government, feels impc.lled in conclusion, io
recall here and now, that it took cognizance with satisfaction of the mediatory
proposals submitted by the ‘United States Government to Berlin and London
as a basis for a modus vivendi for conducting the maritime warfare between
Germany and Great Britain.

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WOULD BUY OFF SERVIA.
ECOGNIZING that Germany is in
R a tight cormer, a section of the
Kaiser's semi-official press proposes
that some of the pressure be removed
by buying off Servia by granting her
a large section of Albania. Servia is
complimented on her display of cour-
age, told that she is mo longer held b
contempt by the enemy, and invited
to come into the Teuton camp, or at
least to remain neutral for the rest of
the war.
“The real intent, of course, is to em-
broil Servia and Italy. If Servia fell in
with this plan she would have Rome
to reckon with at once. Albania lies be-
tween Montenegro and Greece, with a
long coastline on the Adriatic. Aviona,
the principal port, has been under the
control of Italy since the last Balkan
war, and there isn’t the slightest doubt
but that Italy intends to expand her
influence in Albania. Should Servia ac-
cept Germany’s promissory mnote, it
would amount to a declaration of war
on Italy. That would play beautifully
into the hands of the Kaiser.

There is no danger of Servia falling
into the trap. To begin with, Ger-
many gnd Austrih haven’'t got Albania
to barter with, and never can have
it, except in the remote possibility of
complete triumph, and in the event of
victory, Servia, with the rest of the
world, now knows that no reliance
whatever can be placed on the Ger-
man pro,mlu or pact.

On the other hand, there is every-
thing to gain by sticking with the
Allies. Victory may be far off, but
there is no question but that daily the
weight of the Allies’ hitting powers is
being added to, and “in time will be-
come jrresistible, And when the time
comes for settlement, Russia, Servia's
big brother, wil] see to it that she is
compensated for the plucky way in
pvhich the Austrian onslaught was met
and turmed back, There will be an
-#dequate reward for blocking the Teu-
tons’ attempt to drive through and link
up with the Turk, a situagion which
would have greatly handicapped the
Ailies. Undoubtedly Serviag has the
assurance of Great Britain, France and
Russia that she will be the gainer ter-
ritorially by the war. But apart from
that, Servia, like the rest of the Bal-
kams, realizeg that Germany must be
crusheq if the little mountain kingdoms
are to retain their present independ-
ence. Germany gnd Austria haven't a
bribe big emough to tempt Servia to
desert her present friends.

CIVILIZATION VINDICATED.

S OME say the old world has broken

down. This is not true. The
civilization of the worlg was never be-
fore more sound and glorious, Those
who shiver before the German men-
ace forget the superlative valor that
is fighting the menace.

To see the glory of men in a small
boat struggling against a terrific tem-
best is to see the glory of today’s dom-
inant will for liberty as expressed by
the free men of the earth. What is
civilization worth if it does not arise
to defend Itself against the elements
of hatred and barbarism. It was to
be hoped that civilization would gain
all by peace, ang it would have won
this sort of victory but for the one
perverted race—the Germans.

The protective instinct for one's
brother men spurs on the Allies; self-
preservation and lust for power are
Germany’s ounly “causes.”

Even though civilization perish it
will have won. What it must do to
justify its existence is to perish or
win. Civilization would be a failure
if it bent the kmee to a victorious pro-
cession of savags Huns.

Some Early Enemies of' Plants In

the Backyard Garden.

BY PROF, SPADE.
First Foes of Plants.

On warm days of early spring there
is some danger of burning or scorching
plants in the frames, especially the hot
beds. To prevent this see that the
beds are properly ventilated and the
watering of the plants mot neglected.
Removing the glass during the warm-
est hours of the day is advisable under
a hot sun.

About the time you are taking these
precautions with your plants, you can
set out some asparagus and rhubarb
for years to come, as they are both
perennial. The yield of either de-
pends upon the selection of good
plants so obtain themr from reliable
persons. Plenty of manure is ré-
quired for both as they are frank feed-
ers.

Seeds for midsummer cabbage can
be sown in cold frames at the same
time and transplanted to the open plot
when they attain a height of from
four to six inches and appear strong.
Later cabbage can be sown In the open,
and the nlants transferred to perman-
ent positions as the season advances.

Mice, moles and striped beetles en-
danger the life of the plant in the
hotbed. Poison should have eradicated
the mice before planting. Moles are
uncommon in the cities and there is
not so much to fear of them, although
the way farmers get rid of the pests
is with traps placed near the beds.
Beetles can be driven off by dusting
the plants with "ashes scented with
kerosene, turpentine or carbolic acid.

The backyard gardener will find
enemies to combat on every hand, from
weeds to insects to English sparrows,
but reasonable care and observance
will bring the rewards they deserve.

The English sparrow is practically
the only one of the smaller birds that
is to be feared. This quarrelsome lit-
tle fellow drives off the more peaceful
birds who assiduously ply their trade
of capturing insects and are much more
industrious than the sparrow,

The United " States Government ex-
perts declare that sparrows alone save
farmers of the country some $90,000,000
annually, but the English sparrow has
no part in making this saving possible
and growers are warned against his
activities.

Insects Considered Harmless By Many
Housewives Really Are Carriers of
Disease Breeding Germs.

Insects.

Much has been told of the relations
of insects to malaria, yellow fever,
bubonic plague and
sleeping sickness,
mosquitoes, fleas
bed-bugs and house
flies have been
pointed out as
dangerous to health
and life.
Now the finger of
warning is pointed
to another group of insects—cockroach-
es, antg and bees.

That an insect that will devour any
sufficiently soft substance from human
foods to glue, grease and water colors
and which live by preference in the
eracks of the floors and walls of houses,
where their bodies come in contact
with the dirt that naturally accumu-

lates in such places, should carry a
host of germs, on and in their bodies
and be able to infect our foods, is cer-
tainly not surprising. Yet these are
the habits of cockroaches.

Ants’ which often are abundant in
houses, sometimes become a pest to the
housewife, particularly when they get
into the stores of foodstuffs. Physicians
who have investigated are convinced
that ants are dangerous as transmit-
ters of disease breeding germs.

Bees also have come under suspicion.
It has been proved that bees visit
garbage heaps_and gather various for-
eign substances which they knead into
the cells in which they store honmey.
This honey in turn is collected and
used as food in many households
throughout the’ country. Medical re-
cords show that intestinal disorders and
even death have followed eating of
honey which has thus been tainted.

Arrange
greens on shallow platter or dish. Cut
the beets inty halves and . arrange
around the greens. Serve very hot.

Stowell, professor of international law
and diplomacy in Columbia University.
Prof. Stowell ‘was a delegate to the
second peace conference at The Hague
in 1907 and is the author of a forth-
coming book, the first tg be published,
on the legal phases and the causes of
the European war.

“There are three courses open to
President Wilson! That is, assum-
ing (as we have a right to do, of
course, ONLY FOR THE SAKE
OF ARGUMENT) that the German
reply” will be adverse, and not cen-
Ciliatory in tone,”” declared Prof.
Stowell,
“The first,” continued the profes-
sor, “would be for the President to
make good the expressions contain-
ed in his two notes already sent.
That is, the logical and practical
thing for-him to do,- .
“The second would be for the
President to the breaking
off of all diplomatic relationships
between the two countries.
“The third coufse open to the
President would be to adopt a
policy of non-intercourse toward
the imperial German Government.”
1 asked Prof Stewell tg tell the Amer-
ican people just what these _courses
mean and how any one of them would
be carried out if adopted by President
Wilson.

Prof. Stowell then explained the
three courses our country might take
in dealing with Germany as follows:

The First Course.

“The beautiful words uttered by
President Wilson in his recent speeches
have struck a.  respomsive chord in
American hearts; but everybody must
appreciate that we CANNOT take the
determined stand he intimated either
against Germany, for the protection of
American lives and property, unigss we
have adequate armament.

“It is time, therefore, to correct
our errors (if we are REALLY
going to demand ‘strict accounta-
bility’ and ‘not omit any worgd or
act to safeguard the rights of our
citizend’) and time to CALL CON-
GRESS AT ONCE. -

“y belleve at this moment of
crisis, our representatives would
give a conspicucus example of self-
restraint and devotion to the coun-

The Third Course.

“The President’s third course is the
policy of non-intercourse.

““This would involve, in the main, the
recalling not only of our ambassador,
but also of our consuls in Germany,
and the handing of their:passports to
the representatives of Geérmany in the
United States. But, because this would
not actually mean war (although the
tension might become great in both the
countries), neither the status of alien
citizens or properties would be changed
in either of the two involved countries.

“The main effect of such a policy of
non-intercourse would .be the stoppage
of commerce between the two coun-
tries; the non-allowance, - indeed;  of
commercial relations of any sort to
exist. But this course, acted upon by
our President, at this time, certainly
would not cause Germany to worry,
since Great Britain has already prac-
tically cut off all commerce between
the two countries.

“If we are to hold Germany to ‘strict
accountability,’” we have got ‘to act in
a way that wiil tend ‘to secure what
we have demanded. As I view it, nei-
ther the severing of diplomatic rela-
tiong nor the adoption of a policy of
non-intercourse will accomplish this.

Corp. Collins, of West London,
Had Gruesome But Neces-
sary Task.

ONE LAD WAS HAPPY

Canadian Loaded With Ger-
man Helmets Trudged Along
Playing Mouthorgan.

Aithough he had to go without sleep
for four days and food for 48 hours,
Corp. Jack Collins, a member of the
Signalling Corps, in ‘writing to his father,
Ira Collins, 32 Pipe Line road, says that
it was well worth it as a resulg of what
the Canadians did to the Germans in the
batite of Ypres.

“While our casuailies were heavy,”
said Corp. Collins, “think of what we
did to the Germans.-, 1 will not describe

‘ the battle, as you have heard about it.
We sure had a hot time, but trimmed
the Germans.” .

“Ifi a big battle, the Germans fire a
lot of shells. There is just a continuous
rain of them from small ones, -nick-
named by the Canucks, ‘Little Willies,
{0 the large ones, ‘Coal boxes) Johnsons,
and Black Marias.”

Bodies Fouled Wire.

Coliins stated that in one instance he
was sent out to fix a telephone wire
that had been broken by a shell. Here,
he said he found five Frenchmen that
nad been killed while marching, and the
wire was lying on their bodies.

While out mending another line, Col-
lins said that he met a Canadian, who
had two bad buliet woynds and one
severe shrapnel wound.

“But he didn't seem to mind his
wounds,”’ said Collins. “He was trudg-
ing along with three German helmets on
his arm, and playing a mouthorgan like
Sam Hm He was as happy as a prince,
for, he said, that he had killed at least
seven Germans.”

Having . His Fill.

“I had a good many narrow escapes,
tor 1 have to fix up the telephone
wires that are knocked down by Ger-
man shells, put, believe me, I am having
my fill of excitement,” said Collins.

INGERSOLL WORKMAN
KILLED BY CAVE-IN

William Robinson, Buried in
Sewer, Could Not Be Ex-
tricated in Time™

Ingersoll, May 31.—With the automeo-
bile tragedy of Saturday night not yet
off their mings, Ingersoll people were
shocked by a second fatality this
morning when the lifeless body of
William Robinson was taken from a
sewer, in which he had been buried on
the Methodist Church property, Rob-
inson was in the act of connecting
sewer pipes when with no warning
whatever a cave-in occurred. For a
distance of probably three yards on the
west side of the sewer the earth poured
into the opening.

The sewer in which Robinsen was
iilled was of a depth of about eight
feet, and was to carry the water from
the eavestroughs to the cesspool.

Robinson leaves a widow and four
children. He was a son of James Rob-
inson, of this town, and well known
An inquest will be held.

“There is not the stightest reason
for people at home to be despond-
ent or pessimistic. The Germans
know as well as we ‘that their
chanceg are nil.”

PRO-GERMAN PAPERS
GONSIDER REPLY GOES
FARTHER THAN EXPECTED

Chicago Staats Zeitung Says
It Proves Berlin’s Good
Intentions. :

[Canadian Press.]

Chicago, May 31.—The Chicago Staats
Zeitung, commenting on Germany’s
reply to the American note, says: The
German Government goes farther in its
answer than our Government at Wash-
ington could have expected. Despite the
fact that the American Government
cannot assert positively that the Guilf-
light was the victim of a German tor-
pedo, and that such proof might well
be demanded, under international law,
Germany agreed not to demand proof
and offered compensation for the loss
of the Gulflight.

“Moral Strength.”

This fact alone ought to open the
eyes of American citizens, of our Gov-
ernment and of the Anglo-American
press to the moral strength of the Ger-
man position, and ought. aiso to prove
that in no way it is the intention of
the German admiralty to destroy neu-
tral, especially American, shipping.

It ought also to prove that Germany
is in the highest degree concerned in
maintaining friendly relations with our
republic, although she has long re-
ceived anything but proof of such neu-
tral friendship.

On German Side.

The Milwaukee Sentinel says the Ger-
man preliminary reply is meant to open
the way for further discussion, as
scrupulously avoiding the appearance of
shutting the door to the hope of ar-
rangements that will make for the
rights and safety of neutrals, and while
preserving Germany’'s rights to avail
herself fully by the means at her dis-
posal to combat Britain’s overwhelm-
ing preponderance of sea power. It
would be preposterous to expect Ger-
many to discontinue to persevere in her
uze of submarines against the commeree:

KNOW THE BRAIN
TO BE PHYSICIST

———
Dr. Miliar Says Telepathic Cult Should
Dissect Cerebellum.

“Functions of the Nervous System”
was the subject of an address by Dr.
Millar, of the Western Medical College
faculty, before the Radical Club in Sher-
wood Hall Sunday evening.

In reply to questions regarding the
probability of man possessing what is
commonly called a *soul,” life after
death, telepathy and kindred subjects,
Dr. Millar pointed out that Sir Oliver
Lodge, Sir William Crookes and other
leaders of the Society for Psychical Re-
search, were physicists and not
psychologists, and had probably never
dissected the human brain.

Dr. Millar held that in order to arrive
at an authoritative conclusion regard-
ing these questions it was desirable for
the investigator to approach psychology
first from its objective side, and after-
wards from its subjective side.

‘He admitted that the anatomical or
physiological psychologist could not pro-
nounce the last word on life after death
and associated subjects, but he held that
a knowledge of the mechanism of the
brain and nervous system would enable
one to investigate such matters in a
more intelligent and reliable manner.
