The street railway employees held3 

mass meeting in the morning. This was 
largely for the purpose of keeping the 
members together. General matters 
pertaining to the strike were discussed, 
but no change was made in the decis­
ion to remain on strike until the in­
crease in wages was granted., 

Unless some settlement of the strike 
is arranged the men will not hold any 
more meetings until Friday night at & 
o’clock. The strike has none of the 
aspects of most occurrences of this 
kind. The company is making no at­
tempt to run its cars, aand there 15. 
therefore, no need for the men to post 
pickets, as is usually done during 3 
strike. They have nothing to do but 
wait for a settlement.

The street car strike may be ended 
by a special meeting of the city council 
tonight. A basis of settlement was ar­
rived at by the special street railway 
committee of the council at a closed 
meeting in the city clerk s office this 
morning. It is expected that this will 
be adopted by the council. None of the 
members of the committee would an­
nounce what this basis would be.

Mayor Not So Sure.
Mayor Little said this afternoon that 

it was by no means certain that the 
street railway strike would be ended 
by the special meeting of the city 
council tonight.

Geneva, June 9.—Field Marshal Alex­
ander H. R. von Kluck. who command­
ed the right wing of the German army I 
in its advance on Paris in 1914, has ar- 
rived with his family at Aarua.

June 9.—A strong protest by 
Rev. Dr. Pringle, Sydney, was made at 
this morning’s session of the General 
Assembly regarding the precedence at 
state functions.

Press.).—Satisfactory increases in or- 
dinary revenue, coupled with a dramatic 
fall in war expenditure on capital ac­
count. mark the May balance sheet of 
the finance department. Last month, 
ordinary revenue was $38.175.292, as 
compared with $25,553.399 in May, 1919. 
During the fiscal year up to date, rev- 
enue totals $67,211.075, with $46,287.587 
in the corresponding period of last year. 

Ordinary expenditure last month 
totalled $39,959,355, nearly two millions 
more than ordinary revenue during the 
same month. But included in this ex­
penditure are the heavy May interest 
payments on Victory loans.

In every branch, ordinary revenue 
shows an increase over last year. De­
spite tariff reductions made last year, 
customs revenue is six millions higher 
than it was in May, 1919. Revenue un­
der the heading of miscellaneous—chief- 
lv income and business profits tax 
totalled over $10.000,000 last month. In 
May, 1919, it was rather more than 
four and a half millions.

The increase in net debt last month 
was $22.216,764 in May, 1919. the in­
crease in net debt was $58,996,154.

5esFurther information regarding the 
luxury tax has been received by the 
local branch of the inland revenue de­
partment, included in the list of tax­
able and non-taxable goods are several 
which hitherto were exempt, but which 
now are liable to the tax:

Leather moccasins are included in 
the term “boots and shoes," and are 
liable to the luxury tax when sold in 
excess of $9 per pair.

Stamped postcards when printed are 
not subject to the sales tax of 1 per 
cent as respects the cost of cards.

Surgical instruments are not subject 
to the luxury tax.

Products of the soli, such as sand, 
gravel, and unprocessed stone are not 
taxed. Lime, cement and stone, which 
is quarried, crushed, or which passes 
through any process, is liable to the 
sales tax.

Building contractors and sub-con- 
tractors, though technically manufac­
turers, are rated for the purposes of 
the tax as retailers selling the consum­
er. A tax is not chargeable on the 
amount of contract between contractor 
and owner except with respect to ma­
terial manufacturai by contractor, and 
included in his construction, such as 
metal cornices, sash and doors, tax on 
such material to be based on the sell­
ing price of such material, but not the 
cost of installation in the building.

Cordwood, gas for fuel purposes, pas­
teurized and sterilized milk and ice 
cream are exempt.

Patent preparations, such as malted 
milk, also lard substitutes, are subject 
to the sales tax.

Raw leaf tobacco imported as samples 
is subject to sales tax of 1 per cent 
on duty paid value when imported, im­
port duty being $1 per pound.

Beer used for the manufacture of 
vinegar in bond under bonded manu­
facturer’s license is exempt from sec­
tion 3, subsection (g).

Sales tax must be computed on the 
price of goods f.o.b. at point of ship­
ment without reduction or allowance on 
account of freight.

Logs sold by logging firms if not 
squared or processed are not subject 
to the sales tax.

Collar buttons, cuff buttons and cuff 
links are rated as jewelry for the pur­
poses of luxury tax.

Photographers are regarded as manu­
facturers, sales tax of 1 per cent is 
applicable.

Company Undertakes To Divert Supply 
From Other Towns. /

TILLSONBURG, June 8.—The elect­
ors today voted by a majority of 419 
to allow the Dominion Natural Gas 
Company. Limited, to increase its rates 
from 35 cents per 1,000 feet to 45 cents 
the first year, and 50 cents per 1,000 
feet for the remainder of the franchise.

In return the company agrees to 
spend $80.000 in the vicinity of Tillson- 
burg in the next five years in the dig­
ging of new wells and laying of ade­
quate pipe lines to assure a first-class 
gas service to its consumers and to 
divert a quantity of gas to Tillsonburg 
which was formerly supplied to other 
towns equal to 30 per cent of the total 
amount used here last winter. They 
will drill three new wells the present 
year and will be in a position to en­
courage drilling by Independent pro­
ducers by being able to offer them an 
increased price for their product.

LAWYERS IN PARLIAMENT, 
[Turner’s Weekly.)

It has been a long-standing and well-established 
suspicion in most democratically-governed countries 
that lawyers have had entirely too much say in the 
making of laws. The editor of the Cowichan Leader, 
a weekly paper published at Duncan, on Vancouver 
Island, being desirous of securing figures on the 
subject, has made a summary of the vocations of 
the members of all the provincial legislatures in 
Canada. He was inclined to the belief that farmers 
had ample representation in our legislative halls at 
the present time, and the main object of his inquiry 
was to show that agriculturists already dominate 
the making of the laws in the various provinces. 
The investigation, however, resulted quite differently 
from expectations. The Leader’s final figures showed 
that there are in the legislatures of the nine prov­
inces and in the Dominion Parliament 880 members 
in all. and of these 220 are lawyers. Pursuing its 
calculation, the . Leader estimates that the legal 
profession amounts to about one-fifteenth of one 
per cent of the total population of Canada, while the 
lawyers are able to obtain a full 25 per cent of the 
representatives. On the other hand, the farmers 
constitute 56 per cent of the population that is, 
there are approximately 840 times as many farmers 
as lawyers In the Dominion.. Yet, In spite of the 
recent landslide In Ontario, they have just a little 
less than 18 per cent of the representation, or 155 
members, as compared with 220 lawyers. It would 
be interesting to pursue this inquiry still further,

Vincent G.Perry Soap Substitute* for Colored Clothes.
Every woman who has had any ex­

perience with trying to wash colored 
clothes knows how great the danger of 
fading them is. Fading is caused by 
alkaline soaps, or sunlight. The rules 
for washing colored clothes require a 
soap solution free from alkali, and for­
bid rubbing soap directly on the clothes, 
or drying them in the sun.

The color in most clothes can be set 
by placing them in a salt solution for 
some minutes before washing them. 
Many people shrink and set colored 
clothes before making them. It is pos- 
Bible in washing them to dispense al­
together with soap and use substitutes, 
such as bran water, starch water, or 
soap bark.

Bran Water—Cook four cups of bran 
tn a gallon of water for twenty minutes, 
strain off the water and use It to wash 
colored clothes.

Starch Water—Add to warm, not hot. 
washing water, enough well-cooked and 
very smooth starch water to make it 
feel slippery. Make the starch water as 
usual, by dissolving starch in cold

water, adding boiling water gradually, 
stirring all the time until it is thick 
and transparent. If clothes are washed 
in starch water, a certain amount of the 
starch will remain even through two or 
more, rinsings, so that no more starch­
ing is necessary.

Soap Bark—Soap bark comes in pack­
ages which can be bought from a drug­
gist. It should be covered with water 
and steeped for some minutes on the 
stove. The water should then be drained 
off and used instead of soap suds. There 
is nothing better for washing a soiled 
black shirt than soap bark. Prepare the 
warm soap bark solution, lay the skirt 
on a board, and scrub it well all over 
with a brush, dipping constantly in the 
soap bark solution. When the skirt is 
clean. rinse it in several waters, hut do 
not wring it at all. Hang It well pinned, 
without wringing, out of doors tn the 
shade, just letting it drip. It will look 
fresh and new.

Always hang colored clothes to dry in 
the shade, whether washed in soap solu­
tion. or any of the substitutes.

is known as "provincial loan company 
stock"; an interest in the town site of. 
Grand Forks, B. C.; claims against the| 
directors in connection with the pur- 
chase of the Provincial Loan Company; 
certain real estate and mortgages, and 
a claim against the Canadian Pacific 

IRailway, in connection with the con- 
Istruction of a railroad in British Co- 

lumbia.
Subject to Litigation.

G. T. Clarkson of Clarkson A Sons 
adds in a letter: "You will see that 
the assets of the company consist 
almost entirely of the railroad—which I 
is most difficult to deal with—and 
claims which are subject matter of :

bonuses for the construction of rail-I 
roads in British Columbia.

"So far as can be ascertained, the 
railroad, had It been economically con­
structed. should not have cost, all told, 
over $1.000.000, when bonuses received 
ought to have been sufficient to have 
largely wiped out such cost," the re­
port says, and extravagance in con­
struction and operation is charged.

Altogether, the report Is of a some­
what discouraging nature.

CHICAGO, June 8.—The forces of 
Major-General Leonard Wood are 
jubilant tonight, although the trend of 
the talk among old party leaders is 
toward Governor Lowden of Illinois. 
The Wood men claim that they won a 
victory in the principal business trans­
acted at the Republican National Con­
vention today.

Instructed Wood delegates won the 
two most important committee chair­
manships, Senator Watson of Indiana 
for resolutions, and Edward D. Duf­
field, of New Jersey, for credentials. 
Frank H. Hitchcock has been desig­
nated supreme strategist of the Wood 
army.

But it was clear that the drift of 
the gossip favored Lowden tonight, old 
line party leaders who had taken part 
in former conventions, kept the Low­
den boom alive, but it was known to 
themselves alone whether this was in­
tended to affect delegates who are op­
posed to Wood or Johnson, or whether 
it was sincerely meant. With less 
than half the delegates instructed, the 
sponsors of Lowden advocate a rapid 
succession of ballots to produce a 
cracking of instructed support for Wood 
and Johnson. It is not made clear 
why they profess not to fear a crack-

OTTAWA, June 8.—(By Canadian 
Press).—Two of the Government tax­
ation bills were discussed at some 
length by the Commons today. They 
were the business profits war tax act 
and the income tax act. The former, 
after criticism mainly contributed by 
Quebec members on the Opposition 
side, passed through committee and 
was given third reading. The latter 
was left in committee. Quebec mem­
bers took the ground that the hydro­
electric commission of Ontario should 
be subject to business profits tax. It 
was a discrimination against privately- 
owned companies to exempt it, they 
said, especially as it was not giving 
the people light and power any cheaper 
than the privately-owned organizations.

On the other side the argument was 
advanced that provincial or municipal 
institutions were not making profits 
for private gain. Surpluses earned 
were returned to consumers.

Question of Exempting.
Sir Henry Drayton said it was not 

merely a question of exempting the 
hydro-electric, but also the municipal 
enterprises all over the Dominion. The 
hydro-electric was giving service at 
cost and not for profit.

J. B. Robb advocated doing away 
with the tax altogether, on the ground 
that it was an industry vital to the 
country. In connection with the in­
come tax act. the minister of finance 
stated that provisions had been made 
for taxing incomes earned in Canada 
by nationals of other countries, notably 
of the United States. He felt that 
men who spent a part of the year in 
Canada should be taxed for the money 
they earned in this country. The tax­
ation of investments made by citizens 
of the United Kingdom in Canada was 
being investigated by a royal commis­
sion.

Objection to Clause.
Objection was taken to the clause 

providing that persons shall send In 
the amount of their tax with their 
declaration of ncome. Jacques Bureau 
of Three Rivers thought this provision 
unfair. The Government should be re­
sponsible for billing the taxpayer.

A comparatively short time at the 
evening sitting served to dispose of 
the amendments to the bankruptcy 
act which goes into force by procla­
mation on the first of next month. The 
House then went into committee of 
estimates on the Indian affairs depart­
ment.
