WVHEREAS the increasing population of this Province and Preamble.
u the necessity of providing for its -growing wants, and

the developernent of its resources, render it imperative to
enlarge the Representation of the People thereof in the Legis-

5 lative Assembly, and to apportion that representation more
fairly, and erith this view-to alter the limits of certain Counties
and other Electoral divisions-to erect certain other Counties-
and to adopt other Legislative provisions in the behalf aforesaid :
Be il therefore enacted by the Queen's Most Excellent Majesty,

I by and with the advice and consent of the Legislative Council
and of the Legislative Assembly of the Province of Canada, cons-
tituted and assembled by virtue ofand under the authority of an
Act passed in the Parliament of the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Ireland, and intituled, An Act to re-unite the Pro-

15vinces of Upper and Lower Canada, andforthe'Govcrnment of
Canada, and it is hereby enacted by the authority of the same,
That from and after the end of this present Provincial Parliament,
the Counties, Cities and Towns and Unions of Tow-ns and Coun-
ties hereinafter mentioned, shall be the subdivisions of the Pro-

20 vince upon which the Representation of the People thercofshall
be based and regulated in the manner hereinafter prescribed, and
such subdivisions shall, in so far as they may differ from those
now existing for like purposes, be substituted for then as regards
