new constitution by which the entire
Order was placed under a new regime and

AY.M C. A. Camp Meeting has been
in progress at Embury Park, Ohio, with a
large attendance. Many gentlemen well
known in the Y. M. C. A., have been
present at the meeting, among others Mr.
Sinclair, General Secretary of the Dayton
Association, and Dr. L. W. Munbhall, of
Indianapolis. The latter gentleman de-
livered a strong appeal during the pro-
gress of the meeting from James I. 22.

The fifth Aanual Convention of the Y.
M. C. Association, of Illinois, will be held
at Champaign, Sept. 6th. The address
will be delivered by Messrs. J. W. Dun-
more, of Bloomington; D. W. Whittle, of
Ohicago; and Mr. 8. A. Taggert, of
Penusylvania. Many interesting and
material topics are to be discussed, for
the promotion of the Y. M. C. A. work.

The Association of North Shore, 8. J.,
has rounded the tenth year of its exis-
tence. The Society closes its present
year catirely free from debt, having re-
ceived during the year the mortgage of
$6,000 on the building, which was kindly
donated by the holder. The building is
valued at about $19,000 and is beautifully
situated, overlooking the Bay.

At the Y. M. C. A7 State Convention of
Indiana which recently met at.Indianapo-
lis, 72 associations reported 5,672 mem-
bers and that 24 which failed to report
have an aggregate membership of 1,450.

The eleventh Annual Convention of the
Associations of Ohio, will be held at
Columbus, Sept. 28th and 30th. Several
very suggestive topics will be opened for
discussion.

The Association at Louisville, K., pub-
lishes a weekly collection of the services
of the week, together with the names of
the leaders and the subjects of the meet-
ings. Noon meetings are held every day,
and are restricted to thirty minutes in
length.

We receive the good tidings from St.
Joseph, Mich., that the Association there
is performing some very effective work,
especially in the awakening of Christians.

A letter from the Railroad Branch Y.
M. C. A,, Detroit, Mich., says :—* We are
getting along nicely with our work this
summer.” The results of our efforts are
not quite as strong as might be desired
but faithful labor has been performed and
the results are expected by and by.

The Y. M. C. A, of Seattle, Washing-
ton Territory, is wide awake. The Secre-
tary writes :—“ The prospect is very favor-
able for the organization of three if not
more Associations on Puget Sound this
fall.” Rev. T. McCoy of Southern Indi-
ana, bas recently remaved to Snohonish
City, Washington Territory, and expects
soon to organize an Association at that
place.

SYMPTOMS OF DISLOYALTY.

To prevent surprises hereafter, it will
be wise to study the symptoms which
indicate a tendency to shuffle off the
itinerancy and enter the settled pas-
torate. '

1. The moment a Methodist preach-
er forgets the great law of the itiner-
ancy—sacrifice—he is ripe for depar-
turee Our work will always be
uncomfortable to those who adopt it as
a profession, and expect to find in it
worldly ease, pleasure and wealth, such
as often pertain to the settled pastorate.
When a biother has enjoyed a round of
first-class appointments, until he be-
comes accustemed to the pleasures of
first-class society, and begins to fear
lest he will be called upon to share with
his brethren in the occupancy of bhum-
ble stations and less refined Society,
and cannot contemplate a descent to
the lower grades with cheerfulness—
he 1s in a fair way to hear suggestions
from other quarters.

2. When a brother becomes 8o in-

* | flated that he selects his own places and

makes his own terms, and declares
without hesitation that if the Bishop
appoints him to a charge which he does
not like he will not go, that brother is
ready for the first offer outside the
itinerancy.

3. When a preacher ranges through
the flowers of rhetoric to beautify his
sermons at the expense of the unction
and power of the gospel—when he
quotes Carlyle instead of St. Paul, and
Emerson instead of Wesley, and is
more careful to win admiration than
save Bouls—he has no longer use for
the itinerancy, and the iantinerancy no
longer use for him.

4, When a preacher begins to find
fault with the Discipline, and with
Methodist usages generally, talks of
class-meetings as obselete, ignores the
Greneral Rulés, reads $hem to his peo-
ple under protest, and verily believes
that he is wiser in theology than Wes-
ley, Fletcher and Clarke—that man may
become useful in the settled pastorate,
but he is a miserable apology for a
genuine Methodist itinersat.

When any of these symptoms appear
it will be well for our official journals
to notify the various denominations
that Methodiem has presehers to spare
—while Methodism is ready to spare all
that feel the yoke of the itinerancy too
heavy to be borne, God grant that she
may find ample opportunities for those
herioc spirits who are prepared to con-
front without a murmur the difficulties
inseparable from ar itinerant’s path!
It would be just as absurd for a soldier
to enlist in the army with the caleula-
tion of never appearing before an
enemy, or for a sailor to enter the naval
service to sail over smooth seas without
a storm, as for a Methodist preacher to
be a follower of Christ, St. Paul and
Wesley with the idea of exemption
from hardship, self-denial and sacrifice.

Q. What rite makes us strong and
perfect Christians ? :

Q. How can we be adsured of God’s
pardon and grace?

Ans. By absolution.

Q. Who can pronounce tke absolu-
tion ? ‘

Ans. A priest.

Q. Who gives the priest this autho-
rity ?

Ans. Jesus Christ.

God for-
bid that I should exalt the dissolute,
reckless manners of the wayward ge-
nius above the unblemished purity of
the high-minded pastor ; yet still it
may be that many and many a secret
sin of pride, of intolerance and untruth.
fulness‘that has sprung up under the
cloak of the professedly religions man
and the stern, unbending divine may
be as hateful in the sight of God as the
wild excess of which the other was so
mournful an example. Who can doubt
that there are lessons of evangelical
truth to be derived from the wit and
wisdom and generosity of the poor out-
cast which we should vainly look for
from the stern predestinarian teachings
of the Pope of Geneva? But it is not
a question of Calvin and Burns only;
it is a question for the whole race and
generation of our eountry. You who
have been in the house of God always,
you who may well thank God, not
proudly, but in all sincerity and humil-
ity from the bottom of your hearts,
that you are not as other men are, you
who, by the grace of God, by good
friends, by happy homes, by gentle in-
fluences of all kinds, have been kept
from grosser sins, remember that you
may be haunted by sins of temper, sins
of pride, sins of vanity, sins of untruth-

judgment, sins of frivolity, and remem-
ber that it is these very sins which dis-
gust them with a pure, religious life
which else they would honor. It is by
the unexpected follies of the wise, as
much as by the grosser sins of the
wicked, and the flagrant follies of the
fool, that the evil is kept up and the
good kept down in this mixed weorld.

THE INDIAN FAMINE.

In response to an appeal from the
chairman of the Famine:Relief Com-
tee at Madras, sent by telegraph, the
Lord Mayor announced last week at
the Mansion-house that he would be
delighted to receive subscriptions for
the purpose of ?itigating the distress
which is now prevailing in India. The
mayors of various provincial towns
have also expressed a hope that the cit-
zens will subscribe with the same ob-.
ject.

The Lord Mayor has received the sub-
joined communication from Miss Flor-
ence Nightingale: “London, Auvgust
17, 1877. My Lord. If English people
knew what an Indian famine is—worse
than a battle-field—worse than even a
retreat ; and this famine, too, is in its
second year—there is nmot an English
man, woman or child who would not
give out of their abundance, or out of
their economy.. If we do not, we, are
the Turks who put an end to the wound -
ed, and worse than they, for-they put
an end to the enemy’s wounded, but we
by neglect of our own starving fellow-
subjects ; and there is not a more in-
dustrious being on the face of the earth
than the ryot. He deserves all we ¢an
do. Having seen your advertisement
this morning only, and thanking God
that you have initiat®d this relief, I
hasten to enclose what 1 can, £25, hop-
ing that I may be allowed to repeat the
mite again, for all is wanted. Between
this and January our fellow-creatures
in India will need everybody’'s mite—
given now at once—then repeated again
and again. And may God bless the
fund! Pray believe me, my lord, ever
your faithful servant, FLorexce Nicar-
INGALE.”

The Lord Mayor of London has re-
ceived a communication from the Prince
of Wales, stating that the distressing
accounts from India of the terrible fam
ine now raging in the southern parts
of that country have caused bim the
“greatest concern, enclosing a cheque for
five hundred guineas as a donation in
aid of the relief fund now being raised
by bis lordship, and expressing the
bope that the Lord Mayor’s appeal to
the public may meet with the prompt
and generous response it deserves. The
fund had reached £12,000, and a cheque
for that amount will be forwarded to
India in a day or two.

The Calcutta correspondent of the
T¥mes, in & telegram of Sunday’s date,
states that the reports for the past
week show that there is little if any
change for the better in the harvest
prospects. On the whole, “the pros-
pects of the autumn crops may be re-
garded as hopeless in Soutbern India,
most critical in Western, Central and
Northern India, and fairly good in
Eastern Indis.” The Relief Commit-
tee appointed at the Madras Sieting
bave published an appeal help,
which they are circulating on all sides.

Love is not only the most prominent,
but it is the strongest element in the
Christian character.

History records no one, whose pro-
fession was better calculated to illus-

Yet this man strove so hard to
eclipse these defects, by his actions and
his mode of life, that at his death there
was for a considerable time no man in
France who deemed himself worthy to
succeed him in office.
He always tempered justice with
mercy, and there is not one act of mean-
ness or cruelty recorded of him; thus
did bis ways please the Lord, Dcath
overtook him while he was besiging a
castle in Languedoc. The Governor
bad promised to surrender by a eertain
day if he did not receive reénforcements
in the interval, but ere that day arrived
Du Guesclin had expired. So greatly
did the Governor esteem the character
of this great foe, that he said he would
be as faithful to him in death as he
would have beenin life ; and on the day
appointed he marched with his follow-
ers to the French camp, and placed the
keys of his castle on the coffin of the
dead warrior.

DR. OSBORNE ON THE “SPIRITU.

AL STATE” IN THE ENGLISH
CONFERENCE.

Dr. OsBorx: May I be permitted to

give expression to some thoughts, partly
suggested by the present comversation,
in regard to our great spiritual work?
I wish to endorse, in the first place, the
remark of Mr. Coley in regard to the

"almost incalculable importance of child-

ren’s meetings. We constantly com-
plain of the number of persons who
leave us; of the slight hold we have
upon our people; of the fact that every
year we report thousands of backsliders,
I venture to think that the remedy for
this is in a very great degree to be
found in laying hold of the young.
These who have been not merely attach-
ed to us by the bonds of personal kind-
ness, but well catechised in their youth,
will ot be so ready to leave us when
they become men. So far as I have
been able to form an opinion in regard
to the best means of preserving. and
extending our Methodist Societies, if
there is one to which I should be dis-
posed to give prominence at thepresent
time, and a preference to every other
1t is catechising. (Hear, hear.) Itis
our great weakness that we have so lit-
tle catechising. We bave "plenty of
exhortations; we put people into a
spiritual furnace, so to speak, and try
to keep them in it; we sow the seed
broadcast but we do not take pains
enough to prepare the ground into
which the seed falls; aud a great deal
of the seed springs up in an hour, and
withers away. This is the secret of the
superficial character of very mueh of
tLe religion which we have to deplore.
We can never entirely prevent that;
but it is my deliberate and solemn con-
viction that we may diminish the evil
to an almost incalculable amount by
diligent and universal catechising, I
trust the idea will germinaté inm the
minds of many of those who are equally
anzious with myself to see the pros-
penity of religion, but whose thoughts
have never been turned to the para-
mount importancé of  this subject.
Again and again I bave felt it my duty
to refer this Conference to the practice
of the Church of Rome, and, I may now
add, to the Romanising members of
the Church of England. Whatever
they do, they take care of the young.

There is nothing to be dis-
covered. Qur people are being told
that the saints in another world are to
preach the Gospel to those who have
not heard it in this world: our people
are being told that the destinies of the
human race are not yet decided; that
during the present dispensation onlya
few of us can be brought to share the
blessings of the Gospel, whereas here-
after they may be indefinitely extended;
we know not how, and we know not to
whom. Are we to allow these notions
to creep in among our people, and
amongst ourselves ? or are we to take
the stand that Jobn Wesley took, and
to maintain it underall circumstances ?
We have been accustomed to say, dear
brethren, that we have the experimen-
tal seal to the doctrine which we have
delivered ; we have been accustomed to
represent thLat as our glory. God grant
that it may never depart from us! But
what would our hands be without
bones ? And what our hands would be
without bones, our preaching will be
without the doctrinal theology, the old-
fashioned dogmatic theology, which is
to be clothed, if you please, with flesh
and with sinews, but without which all
our preaching will be feeble and unin-
fluential, and of course, with sorrow
and shame to ourselves, no longer that

DANIEL WEBSTER'S PRAYER.

The death of Hon. Peter Harvey,
Websters’ most intimate and confiden-
tial friend, recalls a conversation held
with him by the writer, some time since,
relating to the character of the great
statesmen, wherein many of his excel-
lent qualities are mentioned, and among
the rest, his deep religious feeling,
which notwithstanding the numerous
claims upon him—many diverting his
attention from serious reflections—
never wholly lost its hold, though
dulled, perhaps, for a season. He was
educated in the old Presbyterian faith,
strengthened byjhis training at Dart-
mouth College, and the religious senti-
ment held a prominent place in his

ind. His reverence for the Seriptures
was very marked, and his speeches and
letters abound with quotations from the
inspired writings. Mr. Harvey dwelt
with especial interest on this trait in
the character of his distinguished
friend, and gave as an illustration -of
what he conceived to be one of the
greatest incidents of his career.

Webster left his home early for busy
life, and returned there only on pere-
odical occasions. There were sisters who
grew up after he left, and one cf them
was married to 4 man whom he did not
know—I write from memory—and re-
moved to his home in another part of
New Hampshire, or in Vermont, and he
never saw her again.

This inerease scarcely averages five
members for each Minister. Ineluding
the numbers necessary to repair ‘the
inroads of death, and the usual heavy
draught by removals, the aoctual in-
crease for the year would be about

eight ™ ,mbers, per minister. By the
Uincial announcenent in the ~British
Conference the other day, the increase
of membership is 9,877, with 2,063 on
trial. By the Minutes of 1876 there
were nearly 1700 Ministers in the Eng-
lish Conference. Supposing, that the
increase alluded to inclides the Mis-
sion Stations, we must add 250 Minis-
ters to that number. This would 'make
upwards of 37,000 members increase
for less tham 2000 Ministers, or about
18 membhers added for each minister in
the connexion.

Our feeling is one of some disappoint-,
ment, We fully believed there were
additions in both the Nova Scofia and
N. B.and P. E. I. Conferences. The
Minutes, however, scarcely encourage
this supposition. ‘But even with a
trifling addition in these instances, the
aggregate is but small in comparison
with that of the English Conference,:
whose additions, including the repair
for deaths and removals, has been
nearly 49,000. We do not forget that
the British population is more con-

" densed—that the Methodist population

with them is almost equal to three to
our one. And this is a very important
element in the calculation. Their work
lies within very small compass, as a
general thing. Our time is much spent
in reaching our congregations. Besides,
they employ large companies of local
preachers. Their economy makes a
study of this agency, provides for its
growth and encouragement in many
ways. With us there are whole districts
?vit.h scarcely ‘a showing of this most
important auxiliary, a condition of
things altogether unknown at home.
With all these comparisons against
us, we are far from satisfied. The in-
crease in membership is not equal to
the increase in our ministry, in our con-
gregations, in our Sabbath Schools, in
our Church property. We are going
ahead rapidly in most resp ects; but we
do not grow, we fear, symmetrically —
the spiritual does not advance equally
with the secular and the educational.
~Zl)n-k days there have been in the
history ef the British Conference ; days
when Secretaries reported but a small
inerease, or a decline in numbers. But
they were days of distraction and’ con-
test. In all seasons of connexional
repose there has been connexional en-
hrgement. During late years their
revival work has taken the form of an
annn.al system. It enters into their
moehng? for prospective arrangement
and their meetiogs of review. They
hold. many comvocations.
W, Local Preachers Gatherings,
Ministerial Conventions, are summoned
by the, first officers of Districts and
Confe.reneo frequently. The first great
question s, the spiritual. They dis-
cuss of many kinds; they culti-
ate « new method of eclisting the
Public sympathy and attracting the
ungodly. Here are a few of their ex-
cellent ways i—

1.—They go early to work. The finan-
cial district in England is summoned
so soon after Conference that the en-
thusiasm of the annual gathering has
not time to cool Bff, when plans are
made for the year. Each partin the
Methodist economy which can be sus-

unsparingly examined. Each agency
or mode of usefulness which has proved
so effective as to attract special notice,
is brought uhder prominent attention

{ and recommended. ‘Thus there is a

process of selection perpetually going
on, leading to the adoption of means
the most perfect in the world. Withal,
there is never ceasing reliance upon
and supplication to.the Holy Spirit.
The enthusiasm and" vigour and faith
of this preliminary meeting goes with
the 'Ministers -throughout the - year.
Their financial meeting is in fact their
spring-tide, and all the remainder of
the year a continuous harvest.

2.—They make special provision for
special: work. What is called Home

thing to wonderat. It includes coffee-

houses and. reading-rooms, and weekly

lectures ;- street-preaching and street-
singing; study of infidel opinions
among the working classes with a view
to refuting them ; following up the rail-,
way navvies (who when once interested
are likely to find their way to Metho-
dist ‘services On returning home)’;
preaching to the seamen; entertain-
ments and Bible olasses for the soldi-
ers; houses and instruction for waifs of
the streets—the:city Arabs;. training
ships for young sailprs ; and numerous
other methods which haye escaped our
recolléction. 'They sep . men apart to
these special means of reclaiming the
wandering; having pretty’ efféctually
disposed of that respect for the minis-
terial class which holds it to the more
dignified functions of office, and.depre-
cates a departure from -time-honored
observances. Men like Garrett and
Macaulay are allowed to take their own
path, sometimes thought to be a little
erratic, but always coming out right at
the end. oy

3.—They make the most of.theix weli-
gious forees. Each minister is trained
to habits of organizatioi. " Talemt’ is
sought out in the church, encouraged
and cultivated. In mostof the congre-
gations there is a little army, carefully

drilled and bravély led by officers.

Thus we might go on, showing excel-
lencies in the economy of English
Methodism, many of which are want-
ing in-our owm. If their success were
attributable to talent or any special ad-
vantages, the comparison might ceaso ;
but it is mainly due to method, energy
and faith, . . . Bck 28 Y __
Manifestly we must step out of the
commeon ‘routine of religious duty
where: ‘populations are so throng as to
call for special efforti Street-preaching ;
singing and lecture services distinc-
tively for: the working classes ; more
attention to the young-outside of chris-
tian circles; more deliberate, devout
and methodical enterprize in emlisting
our people in soul-saving ; above all a
deeper work of grace among believers,
as a qualification for that prayerful-
ness which prevails with God and that
eirnestness which prevails with sinners
—these we must have if our mission is
to be accomplished in the Dominion of
Canada.

If
they do it in excuasable ignorance, it may
be, perhaps, forgiven them, as St. Paal
found mercy because he acted in excus-
able ignorance. - ‘But that zeal for God is
not according to knowledge. They walk
disoiderly, ,and we are expressly com-
manded to- withdraw ourselves from such.
They neglect or oppose the authority
which Ohrist has given to His munisveTs,
They do not obey them that are set over
the Parish in the Lord. They break the
first principles of grace and unity of obe-
dience and order. 'We must, therefore,
on no account attend their public meet-
ings; for if we do we are partakers of
their schism.. We may, perhaps, get.our
poor, weak; deeeitfal feelings, pleased; ex-
cited, and gratified if the.preacher happen
to be a fluent speaker ; but them that
would be no proof at all that we are doing
right, or obtaining a real blessing. That
sort of getting good is only of the deceit
of the flesh. We are plainly commanded
to avoid all those who cause division. So
that on the ground of the first principles
or order and unity, we must on no account
go to the meetings of the dissenters,”

TALMAGE !

The men who have
“peen fierceand loud in their condemna-
tion of Ritualists and Romanisers re-
maining in the Church of England,
wearing its honors and eating its bread,
while unfaithful to its doctrine, cannot
see the unfairness of men pleading for
a place in Methodism, while disloyal to
the great truths upon which it rests,
and which it has ever testified to the
world.

THE TEMPERANCE MOVEMENT

has received such a recognition from the
Bristol Conference of 1877.as will long
be held in remembrazce by the friends
and promoters of the Reformation, and
which for distinctness and practical
value are worthy of the name of a fresh
departure on the part of the Conference
in favor of the work. As a Church we
shall stand committed, whether non-
abstainers or abstainers to a pnited ad-

~ vocacy of the temperance movement to

an extent unknown before. Schemes
for Bands of Hope were matured and
and cordially accepted. Temperance
organizatians will be promoted and
multiplied. The hands of the brethren
will be strengthened by the official ac-
tion, and the immense power of our
Church will largely help in hasting the
much-needed abatement of the national
sin-of intemperance.

THE STATIONS

All these, and more are
fully reported in the files of many news-
apers, and some will find embalmment
in pampHlet and magazine, and many
are deeply engraven on the heart and
memory of thousands. The power of
the Lord was gloriously present, and
the old cry was again and again raised
—* The best of allis, God is with us.”

' A MISSION CHURCH. .

Mg. EprtoR,~It js not without some
hesitation that I venture to make an ap-
peal to the liberality of our Chnstian
brethren, even though the case I have to
present is one that will commend itself to
their judgment.

Twelve months since my attention was
directed to openings for Missionary labor
in the vicinity of Windsor, and [ was led
to establish fortnightly” services in two
places on the Ch Road. These ser-
vices were soon atténded by some settlers
rom Lunenburg County, who had, some
years previously, moved into the woods,
and had, since then, been favoured with
but little spiritual instruction likely to
prove ,to them of any advantage. They
bad, in other days, been blessed with re-

ligious training; bat cut off from the
privileges enjoyed in early life, bad be-
come indifferent to holy things, and had
cast: aside the fear of God. The Lord
touched the hearts of some of these peo-
ple, and they earnestly entreated me to
come into their settlements, and to preach
among them. I beard a very unfavourable
report of the roads in these plaves, but I
resolved to comply with the invitation ;
and, to the praise of Divine grace, I have
to record, that not only on the Chester
Road, but also in the Wiles' settlement,
and on the New Ross road, our labours
have been attended with an encouraging
measure of success, resulting in the con-

Church ordmances in these several locali-
ties; so that I am now fully employed
every Sabbath, frequently in great weari-
ness, but cheered by the presence of the
Master.

Very precious are the seasons we enjoy
in the School houses where we meet for
praise and prayer, and the preaching of
the Word. In our class and prayer meet-
ings, and in the Sabbath school, as well as
in our more public services, are we favour-
ed with tokens of the love of Christ the
Saviour. But there is a pressing necessity
that we should bave, if possible, a house
of worship to accommodate the people of
the several settlements, and the way seems
to be opening for the attainment of this
very desirable object. A kind friend has
generously given us a very eligible site for
a church, including two acres of land
about fourteen miles from Windsor, upon
which there may be some day erected a
dwelling for a stationed minister.

The people in the country are, with
spirit, taking hold of the church building
enterprise; but tliey are generally poor,
and cannot do much, except in getting
out the frame, and furnishing the lumber
and shingles.. The Windsor Quarterly
Board bas sanctioned applications for aid
to the members of our congregation in
town, and appointed a Committee for the
purpose. An encouraging commencement
with the subscription list has been made,
and we are hopeful of a liberal 'response.
But we shall require further help, and to
what quarter shall we look ? I know the
generosity of our friends in your city ; but
I remember that they are heavily taxed
for the building of country churches. Yet
I will say that the object I now introduce
to their notice is a very urgent one, and
being so purely missionary, is especially
worthy of their liberal consideration.
However, I have no intention of making
to them a personal application, and there-
fore take this mode of bringing the case
to their notice, and of earvestly soliciting'
from them such measure of assistance as
the good Lord shall prompt their hearts
to render; assuring them tbat we shall
greatly appreciate their liberality, and
shall employ the means they may placé at
our disposal to the very bést advantage.
Our aim is to have a plain, neat and com-
fortable building ; but without help from
abroad we cannot accompligh our under-

, ta\ing as we could wish. May I ask, Mr.

Editor, that our very generous friends in
your city, and elsewhere in the Provinces,
will cheer us in our projects by informing
us, at an early day, either through the
medium of the Book Room, or by any of
our mimsters, or personally by mail, the
amount of aid we may expeet ; and may I
hope that the help thus tendered will be
all the more liberal because left to their
free and voluntary generosity.

THE PROBABLE DISTANCE OF
THE SUN. '

A particularly good opportunity of
determining the distance of the sun,
by observations of the planet Mars at
its opposition, occurs in August and
September of the present year, the
planet being about that time m perihe-
lion, or nearest the sun in its eccentri.
cally elliptic orbit, within a fortnight
of its being in opposition to him from
the earth. The result of this is that in
the early days of September, Mars ap-
proaches us to within a distance of
about thirty-five mllions of miles.
Advantage will be taken of this near
approach to obtain a value of the solar
parallax and distance ; and all astrono-
mers wish good-speed to Mr. David
@ill, who is now proceeding to the Is-
land of Ascension for that purpose,
taking with him an excellent heliometer
belonging to Lord Lindsay, and made

~use of by him in observing at Mauritius

the transit of Venus over the sun’s
disk, in December, 1874. With this
Instrument, Mr. Gill proposes to make
observations of Mars and neighboring
stars for comparison, when cast and
west of the meridian, so as to deduce

the parallax of Mars from 1ts parallac:
tic change of position in the interval,
owing to the diurnal rotation of the
earth. This method has been suggested
before, and partially carried out (but
not sufficiently to obtain a reliable de-
termination by 1t) at the last favorable
opposition of Mars, in 1862, That op-
position, however, was utilized very
fully in another way, by making a large
number of meridian observations of
the planet at stations in both the north-
ern and southern hemispheres, 8o as to
give parallactic displacement at differ-
ent places, instead of different times.
The most complete discussion of all
these observations was made by Profes-
sor Newcomb, of the United States
Navy, and published by him as an ap-
pendix to the Washington Observations
for 21865 The final result he arrived
at from them was the value 8''-855 for
the polar parallax. We will compare
this with that obtained by the transit
of Venus. The observations made of
the transit in 1874 bave not yjét been
fully reduced, and it would be prema-
ture to make use of them till the re-
ductions are completed. The last pre.
ceding transit of Venus was that of
1789, about some of the observations of
which there was, for a considerable
period of time, a misunderstanding,
which led to their being supposed to
give a much smaller parallax and
larger distance than was fairly deduci-
ble from them. This was particularly
the case with regard to the ebserva

tions made at Otaheite (or Tahiti) by

Captain Cook and Mr. Green, as was

satistastorily pointed out in 1868 by

Mr. Stone, now Astronomer-Royal at

the Cape of Good Hope. His improved

reduction of all the observations of

duration of transit in 1769 gave 8 91
for the solar parallax; and we may

reasouab give this a weight of half,
in combining it with the result obtained

by the opposition of Mars in 1862, to
con clude what may mnow be considered
the -most probable vajue of the sun’s
parallax and distance. Such combina-
tion gives for the parallax the value
8 -878; and as sun’s distance—earth’s
equatorial semi-diameter (i.e., 39625
miles)  contangen equatorial horizon.
tal parallax, we thus obtain 92,118,600
| miles for the present most probable
mean distance of the sun. It will be
interesting to see how this agrees with

the value to be derived from the last
transit of Venus and the forthcoming

{ pposition of Mars, when the reduc-

tions of both are completed.—King’s

DR. SCHLIEMANN.

“ When the biography of Dr. Schlie-
mann comes to be written,” says the
Christian World, “ it will form a thrill.
ing romance of Glerman peasant life,
and prove most conclusively that pov-
erty, servitude, and bitter trials during
youth, cannot crush out the royalty of
& noble soul. In hig boyhood he served
in s shop where herrings, butter,
brandy, milk, and salt, were doled out
to his brother peasants. On one ocoa-
sion, after being supplied with a glass
of brandy, a drunken student declaimed
in sonorous tones a piece of Homeric
verse, This had for the boy an inex-
pressible charm, and may have helped
to mold bis future life. Meeting with
su accident, young Schliemann became
cabin-boy in a ship bound for South
America, but was wrecked on ‘the coast
of Holland. Here, after much privation,
he found friends, and obtained a situa-
tion in the office of a broker, at a salary
of £30 a pear, half of which sum he
saved fo aid him in his studies. Having
a special faculty for aecquiring lap-
guages, he mastered, English, French,
Dutch, Spaunish, Italian, Portuguese,
Russian, Swedish, Polish, Arabic, and?
ancient and Modern Greek. We next
find this German Elibu Burritt in St.
Petersburg, having been sent thither
vy a London house. Ia course of time
he settled in California, where, in 1863,
at the age of forty-one, he retired from
business, with a fortune sufficient to
enable him to carry out his life-long
plans, and turn with the devotion of a
Jover to his first and dearest love—
archelogy. He decided upon a detailed

xploration of the Troad, and on his
arrival in Athens he bhad the good for-
tune to meet with a wife of equal
enthusiasm and zeal. . While other
scholars used the pen to sustain their
theories, Dr. Schliemann appealed to
the spade as the open sesame to the
mound  Hissarlik, which seemed to
