A Massachusetts Man Charged With
Serious Crimes.

TURNER’S FALLS, Mass.,, Dec. 31
Louis Bitzer, who shot and: killed his
clerk, Miss Ida Columbe, and his five
vear old son, and attempted to take
the lives of his, wife and two other
children, was taken to the.Franklyn
county jail in Greenfield this. after-"
noon and will be given a hearing in
the district court’ tomorrow morning.
He will be charged with murder and
it is likely that he will'be held for the
grand jury which will - convene in
March., Frignds of Bitzer claim that
he was insane when ‘he committed
the murders, but the officers after
careful investigation-say. that they
have secured no evidence: to bear out
that claim. There have beéﬁ few de-
velopments during the day, and the
tragedy has created a semsation. The
autopsy this afternoon shows that Miss
Ida Columbe and the boy Louis Bit-
zer died Instantly. In both cases the
bullets_penetrated their brains.

Mrs. Ditzer, wife of the murderer,
and Carrie Bitzer, the twelve yedr old
daughter, are both resting comfort-
ably at the hospital. Their wounds
are not dangerous. The condition of
Annie, the ten year old daughter, 1is
more critical, but her physicians are
hopeful for her recovery. The bullet is
buried in her skull, and no attempt
has as yet been made to extract it.

Bitzer is said to be’ financially em-
barrassed in the jewelry business he
has carried on here. He failed in 1888,
and was discharged by the court two
years later. Minor matters are cited
by the people of the town which show
that Bitzer has acted strangely for
several months.

Smelting Works Will

at Once

Take Up the Enterprise.

He Also Speaks of the Reductions Offered
in the Freight and Treatment Rates
on Silver=Lead Ores.

TRAIL, Dec. 28.—(Special)—W. H.
Aldridge has just returned from an
extended eastern trip and states that
the Canadian smelting works will pro-

ceed at once with the construction of
a refinery at Trail of sufficient capacity
to handle the present bullion output
of the country. The plant will be to
a certain extent experimental, but as
soon as it is shown that sufficient bul-
lion can bg obtained to insure its be-
coming a commercial success it will
be enlarged and extended, or, possibly,
another plant will be built at Nelson
or on the coast.

Mr. Aldridge says that all of the
metal markets have been most un-
satisfactory to the mines, smelters
and refineries. The fall in lead and
silver has affected the receipts of
some of the Kootenay lead-silver mines
to the extent® of $600,000 annually,
comparing the quotations for these
metals in January last with those at
the present time. The smeltery have
glso lost heavily in buying and selling
on a falling market, it requiring on
an average of from four to five months
for the smelters to realize upon metals
purchased from the time the ore has
been brought from the mines.

The decline in metal prices since the
beginning of the year has been, ap-
proximately, as follows: Copper from
¥71-2 cents to 121-2 cents per pound;
London lead from £18 sterling to £10
sterling, and silver from 62 cents to 54
cents per ounce.

The railways and smelters are thor-
oughly alive to the situation, and while
London lead is at present prices, will
Join in making a reduction for the
coming year in freight and treatment
charges on clean lead ores of $4 per
ton. The smelters are willing to re-
duce their charges providing they can
be relieved from the danger of incur-
ring further losses due ‘to decline in
metals, and as it is generally conceded
that thqafnresent prices of metals have

v

nearly reached bottom it would seem
entirely fair to the mines to make
the change at this time.

To accomplish this it is proposed

that preliminary settlements involving |

the payment of 90 per cent of the pro-
ceeds will be made as soon as the re-
sults are obtained from the smelter,
the final settlement to be made on
quotations for metals 90 days after
the preliminary settlement. It is pro-
posed to reduce the zinc limit from
10 per cent to 8 per cent. Which would

mean that on clean lead ores earrying |

40 per cent lead and over the total re-
duction in freight and treatment char-
ges will be $4 per ton, while on ores
containing over 8 per cent zinc¢ the net
reduction will be $3 per ton.

The above reductions in rates will
not compensate the rhines for their
losses in the decline of metals from
the first of the year to the present
time, but as the quotations for London
lead during the latter part of 1900
and the beginning of 1901 were abnor- |
mally high it is hoped that the mines
will find it in their interest to continue
operations at these figures. The aver-
age price of London lead for a num-
ber of years has been between £12
and £13 sterling, and as a reduction
of $4 per ton of ore is equivalent to
$11 per ton of lead, assuming the ore
to contain 40 per cent lead, and that
the smelter pays for 90 per cent, this
reduction of $4 would correspond to
an increased price for lead in ore of
£2 6s, making the present lead quota-
tion, on the basis of last year’s rates,
£12 9s 9d.

Mr. Aldridge says his company is
spending large amounts of money in
enlargements and improvements, and
will continue to do so in spite of the
present temporary depression in the
metal markets, believing that there
will shortly be an improvement in
these prices and that the production
of the silver-lead properties
country will get back to former figures.

FILIPINO MURDERERS

RECORDS OF CASES SENT TO THE
WAR DEPARTMENT AT
WASHINGTON.

NATIVES WHO TAKE SERVICE
WITH AMERICANS SPEC-
IALLY MARKED.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 28.—Many Fil-
ipinos who accept service under Amer-
ican rule are visited with awfal ven-
gaance by their fellow countrymen. The
records of a case have been received at

the war department in which three na-
tive policemen, who had been sent from,
Laocag to San Nicholas, in Northern
Luzon, for duty at the latter point, wern
seized and bound by an armed band of
Filipino outlaws, taken before a priest
to be confessed an@ tuen flung alive into
a well ,after being hacked with bolos.
Their assaflants then filled up the well
with loose earth. One. of the band, Wen-
ceslao Rosalas, who was brought to
trial, was sentenced to be hanged.

Another native policeman met his
death at the hands of an outlaw band
in the Barrio of San Antonion, Lagu.na.?
province. The outlaws were lying in
ambush awaiting the passage of a pat-
rol of three policemen, and upon their
approach the waiting Filipinos sprang
out and acptured ome of the three. A
few days later his body was found in a
neighboring river weighted with a heavy
rock, showing wounds through his heart
and in his‘neck. Two of the members
of the outlaw band who Were captured
. Were sentenced by the military commis-
ion to be hanged,

The Filipinos who took part .in the'
murder of an unknown native, accused |
of beéing an American spy, beheaded the
body and buried it in the city of Man-
ila, were sentenced to be hanged.

Another outlaw band seized a native
man and woman for no apparent mot- |
ive and killed them by striking them
with clubs on the back of their nedks.
Marigno Zales, a native meémber of the
. band, who was brought to trial, gave
the following rather végue explanation:
“They were relative, uncle and aunt,

of mine, and I had to do'it to save my
Hfe.”

The military commission which tried
him found him guilty of murder, but
the sentence was confinement at hard
Hbor for 20 years. General Chaffee ap-
proved the sentence and fully concurred
in the remark 46f the department com-
mander in forwarding the papers in the
case, that the sentence was inadequate.

WORD OF MISS STONE.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Dec. 28.—Dis-
aptches form Salonica report W. W.

SCHEEPERS ON TRIAL

ADMITTED THAT HE HAD OR-
' DERED WHIPPING AND KIL-
LING OF NATIVES.

ATTEMPT TO JUSTIFY HIS ACTS
ON GROUND THAT VICTIMS
WERE SPIES.

GRAAF REINET, Cape Colony, Dec.
28 —Commandant Scheepers, who 1is
rrobably the most hatéd of all the
priconers now in the hands of the
British, and whose trial was recently
suspended owing to his physical col-
lapee, today testified in his own behalf.
Hc¢ made a vigorous defence and denied
six of the seven murders with which he
was charged. He declared that in the
other case the man killed was a native
spy who had been tried regularly and
convicted.

Scheepers admitted whipping natives
whno had been found guilty of convey-
ing information to the enemy, so-called
unarmed native scouts being in his opin-
ion, simply native spies. He said that
he had had them whipped frequently,
and justified theiry shooting.

He declared that the looting and burn-
ing of government buildings were repri-
sals in accordance with De Wet’s pro-
clamation. Scheepers asscrted that he
always fed and treated his prl.soners as
weli as he was able.

BECOME MORE STRAINED.

WILLEMSTADT, Island of Curacoa,
Dec. 28.—Reports received from Caracas
say the relations between Germany and
Venezuela become more strained every
day. The Venezuelan government sus-
pended traffic on the Germdn railroad
because the company, in view of threats
of insurgents, refused to tramsport
troops unless the government guaran-
teed it against losses which might be
sustained by the destruction of its road
and equipment. The stations are occu-
pied by troops. The German legation at
Caracas has entered an energetic pro-
tedt against the government’s action.

A TEXAS FIRE.

Two Lives Lost and a Large Amount
of Property Destroyed.

DALLAS, Texas, Dec. 29.—A special

TALE OF THE
TELEPHON.

Behind the suit for foreclosure and
the winding up of the affairs of | the
Columbia Telegraph & Telephone com-
pany, says the Vancouver Province,
institutéd in this city by Mr. R. Kerr
Houlgate, and in which Mr. Justice
Irving made an order here last Fri-
day, there is an interesting bit of his-
tory which The Province gleaned
from a gentleman just arrived in |this
city from Grand Forks.

The story deals with the efforts of
two telephone campanies to maintain
and operate systems in the Kootenays
with connections to Spokane. As is
generally the case where two telephone

companies enter into competition the
strife for patronage was great, and
the result is that one of the companies
has been operating under great 1oss,
while the other has also lost . money
and tHe sSubscribers have had to -
cur the expense of having two tele-
Phones if efficient service was desired.
Some five or six years ago a tele-
! phone line was installed and operated
from the XKootenay country to Spo-
| kane. Systems were placed in Spo-
kane, Rossland, Nelson, Greenwood,
Grand Forks and other points where
'it was thought business could be se-
cured. This line was built by the Spo-
| kane & British Columbia Telephone
company, the principal . stockholders
in which concern were Messrs. Oakes
and Arig. At nearly every point where
the Spokane & British Columbia Tel-
! ephone system was installed it was
forced to enter into competition with
[the Vernon & Nelson Telephone ¢om-
pPany, which was first in the field. The
inevitable result was that the rates
for telephones were cut to the graound.
Lots of instruments were installed by
both companies, but the revenue de-
rived was not of such proportions
that either company could pay- oper-
ating expenses.
| Both companies concluded to make
| the fight one to a finish, &nd the pub-
{lic laughed and imagined itself bene-
| fited, but it turned out that the ma-
jority of people were forced to |sub-
scribe to both systems so  that tele-
phonic communication . could be se-
cured with all the persons who used
the telephone. The result- was that
taken in the aggregate the rates for
service were higher to those who were
forced to use both systems and a great
deal of dissatisfaction was felt.
| Early in the game Messrs. Oakes
'and Aris felt the loss of the money
which they had invested, and. finally
Ithey were forced to sell their holdings
to Mr. C. O’Brien Reddin, well known
throughout the province as a mining
and investment broker. When the sale
was put through Messrs. OakeS™and

$10,000—not a small amount for a min-
ing man like Mr. Oakes to pay for the
privilege of owning a telephone line
for a short while.

The Columbia Telegraph & Tele-
phone system was maintained for a
time by C. O’Brien Reddin, who was
at that time a resident of Rossland.
Its destinies did not remain long in
his hands for he sold out to Messrs.
Donald and Davie of Grand Forks,
and it is rumored that when the tele-
phone interests and Mr. O’Brien Red-
din parted company his experience in
the opposition telephone company was
not a happy one.

Messrs. Donald and Davie concluded
that they would force the fighting and
put the opposition of the Vernon &
Nelson Telephone company on the
shelf. With this idea in view they in-
terested the financial of a well known
institution of Grand Forks. Backed bY
practically unlimited . capital Messrs.
Donald and Davie extended the sys-
tem of the Columbia Telegraph & Tele-
phone company and the plant was put
in such condition that it was at all
events the equal of that belonging to
the opposition company. A great deal
of ready cash was invested in these
improvements, but the proprietors
found that as their operations became
more extensive there was even a
greater shortage in the receipts than
had formerly been the case. Messris.
Donald and Davie felt the loss to a
certain extent, but their financial
backers bore the brunt of the cost of
maintenance, and it is reported . that
close on $150,000 was sunk in a very
short time. All this occurred during
the past two years, and during that
time the Columbia Telegraph & Tele-
phone company has been. steadily los-
ing money, and so did the Vernen &
Nelson Telephone company, till the
Columbia company was, as the suit in-
dicates, forced to the wall,

The suit which was instituted by
Mr. Houlgate will likely culminate in
the purchase of the interests of the
Columbia Telegraph & Telephone com-
pany by the Vernon & Nelson com-
pany, and so the disastrous competi-
tion, which has been continued so
long, will end. It is estimated that
after the purchase of the interests of
the former company has been effected
the loss to the financial institution
which backed it will not be less than
$70,000—not very satisfactory for the
backers. '

It is but the natural sequence of
events that where two telephone com-
panies seek patronage in one particu-
lar district one should be forced to
the wall. From the point of view of
The Province’s informant two tele-
phone companies are a decided nul-
sance and competition In such cases
is a thing not to be desired again by
those who have experienced the ex-
periment. With few exceptions com-
petition is a good thing, but In the
case of telephone companies it is
something which one should pray to
be preserved from.

SECRET OF DEATH.
v —
Professor Loeb Claims to Have Made
a -Great Discovery.

CHICAGO, Dec. 31.—Experiments
which it is asserted are a beginning of
the unveiling of the mysteries of death
were made by Professor Jacques Loeb
at the 14th annual meeting of the
American Physiological society of the
University of Chicago last night. Dur-
ing' the last summer the nbted scien-
tist has been continuing his series of
experiments with the eggs of the Iow-
er marine ‘animals, espécially those of
the sea urchin, and last night, in a pa-
per entitled, “Prolongation ‘of Life of
Unfertilized Eggs of the Sea Urchin
by Potassium Cyanide,” he told a
group of the foremost scientists that
by medns of observation of certain
chemicals upon these minute bits of
protoplasm he was ready to make a
tentative definition of “the hitherto
unknown nature of death. .

Death, Professor Loeb affirmed, was
not a negative process, a simple break-
ing down of tissues, as it. has been
regarded up to this time, but an ac-
tive agent born with the birth of the
egg, and destined, if not checked, to
gain the upper hand of the life in-
stinct and bring about extinetion.

But greater even than the apparent
discovery of this death agent, in all
life substance, is Professor Loecb’s an-
nouncement that he has been able to

sea urchin at least by maans of chemi-
cal agents. This, it is said, means
nothing less than that on a minute
scale the secret of eternal life is in the
power of mankind.

The experiments, Professor Loeb

of the sea urchin were placed in a
weak solution of potissium cyanide
and abandoned for several days. In
ordinary conditions an unfertilized egx
dies in a few hours, Zestroyed by the
death agents born with it. At the end
| of several days the eggs were again
| examined and were found to be cap-
|able of fertilifation and of producing
| healthy animals.

Several other papers of importance
were read during the evening. Pro-
fessor D. J. Lingle of the University
of Chicago gave the results of his re-
search into the effect of common salt
upon the heart beat. He affirmed with
great emphasis that, contrary to the’
statements of Professor Howells of
Harvard, salt is the sole agent respon-
sible for the rythmic action of
heart.

Professor C. 8. Lee of Columbia uni-
versity made some interesting reports’
upon the action of alcohol upon mus-
cles. By experiments upon the frog
he demonstrated that a small amount
of alcohol increased the working pow-
er of the muscle, enabled it to make
more rapid contractions in a given
space of time and delayed fatigue;
that, in short, it made the muscle a
much better machine. In larger quan-
tities; however, alcohol was detrimental
in all respects.

Strikes and
lockouts brought about a condition of
industnial paralysis in many sections,
thousands of men were out of employ-
ment, and the monetary loss must be
told in millions. But this situation was
successfully grappled with, and today
the nation is enjoying a pemiod of un-
exampled prosperity.

Taking a superficial birdseye glance at
1901 as it affected Great Britain and the
empire, the war in South Afrjica calls for
first attention. The most pessimistic of
us ai the Outset of 1001 must confess
wﬂinh, great regret that our worst fears
were more than realized during the pro-
griess of the campaign up to this. date.
The hugeness of the task set British
generals is only just now commencing
to be appreciated; and in view of what
we_have witnessed it seems me to sug-
gest that any early solution of the tre-
mendous difficulty can be expected.

err. Pacific stock, which was done for
the purpose of gaining a contrplling in-
terest of that line, Mr. Hill abundantly
shows his belief that railways, in prop-
erly serving and building up the coun-
try through which they pass, industri~
ally end otherwise, serve their own best
interests - He asks a few questions
which he says he wants every bhlomest
and candid man to answer for himself.
Among these questions are the follow-
“Did the Union Pacific railway
people, with their railway lines extend-
ing from Omaha and New Orleans to
Califortnia and Oregon, through the sev-
erai states in the middle,west and south,

purchase a majority of the stock of the
Northern Pacific company for the pur-
pose of aiding that company and in-
creasing the growth and prosperity of
‘the northiwest country, or was it for the
purpose of restricting such growth and
aiding the development of their énor-
mous irterests hundreds of miles to.the
south? Did they purchase the Northern
Pacific and its interests in the Burling-
ton for thle purpose of building up the
Asiatic trade between the northern zone
lying from St. Paul and Minneapolis. to
the Pacifie M or in anlu ‘to control
the Oriental trade for their own south-
ern railroad lines thxouxh their own
seaports, over their own -hipe’ In de-

Pacific and retaining it in the hands
of those who had built it up, and with it
the entire northwest, did we injure or
benefit the people of the northwest?
Did I, by inducing wmy friends to hold
their Northern. Pacific common stock,
and act jointly with Messrs. Morgan &
Co., when this stock waa selling at $500
and $1,000 a share, thus preventing the
Union 4Pacific from controlling - the
northwest, injure or benefit every in-
terest, agricultural, or otherwise, of the
entire country between Lake Superior
and the Pacific coast?’

If Mr. Hill, in the interest- of his
trunk line and the country through
which it passes, is so intensely anxious
even at the loss of millions of dollars
to himself personally, to defeat . the
schemes of a railway to the south
which would divert the trade in that di-
rection, does it stand to reasom that in
any consideration of railway building to
the north of his trunk line he will be
equally desirous of serving the inter-
ests of the country for which he has al-
ready made such sacrifices?

In speaking of the objects and aim
of the Union Pacific in attempting to
certrol the Northern Pacific, he dis-
closes his understanding that it is
thoroughly good railway business 10
develop the territory in ‘wheh - a road
is dominant at the expnese of every
other territory.

The _Brlf.lsh empire contains more
than one-fourth of the world’s inhabi-
tants. About 390,000,000 persons live

WIRELESS TELEGRAPHY.

John 8. Trowbridge, director of the
Jefferson physical laboratory at Har-
vard, and one of the best physicists in
the country, thinks it is an open gques-
tion whether Marconi’s message across
the Atlantic was transmitted through
the air or through the earth. Prof.
Trowbridge has been working on ithe
question of wireless telegraphy for
some time, and has infinite faith that
the undertaking will be a success.

“It is bound to come, sooner or later,”
he says, “and if Marconi says that he
has received a message across the At-
lantic without the use of wires, I accept
his statements without hesitation. Mar-
coni is a clever man, and has always
been successful with his experiments.
Hé, if anyone, will succeed in the mat-
ter,, but, personally, I think it is an
open question whether his message was
transmitted through the earth or the
ml)

The reasons forr this statement by
Prof, Trowbnidge are based upon his
own experiments and upon fthe spheri-
cal shape of the earth. He argues that
between St. Johm’s and Cornwall the
curve in the earth’s surface would be
many times greater than the hdght of
the pole from which the messages
were sent, so that air waves sent off
from the transmitter would pass far
over the receiver, striking off in tan-
gent from the surface of the earth. In
other words, the earth itself would in-
tervene as a digect obstacle to waves
passing  between tramsmitter “and re-
ceiver. .

Prof. Trowbridge has for some time
been in communication with hisd home,
a distance of ‘about a mile: from the
laboratory by means of wireless instru-
ments. These instruments have been
connected with the ground by means
of ordinary lead pipts passing through
thie buildings, and have given perfect
satisfaction. The plan is identical with
that used by Marconi. The only differ-
ence is that whereas the inventor thinks
he is utilizing the air. Trowbridge is
almost certain that he is using the earth
as hiis chief instrument.

Prof. Trowbridge has many argu-
ments which he sets forth to show that
the earth is the natural medium for
wireless communication. Chiefly, and
above everything else, bie says, it. is
more easy to exepriment upon and

more easy to use in cuse these experi-
ments prove a success. The idea of es-
tablishing . stations  at stupendous
heights in the air pudesents a difficult
question, and, even if the air can be
used in the sending of wireless mes-

, he argues that this difficulty will
prove a decided barrier to complete
successes. On the other hand, if experi-
menters will ‘turm their attention to the
giound as a medium,  they will have
something “which they can make use of
with the greatest convenience, and
whiich will aid them, as it were, by Jjts
very proximity and accessibility.

THE BOUNDARY
QUESTION

English Papei‘s’ Views on
the Statement from
Washington.

A Suggestion That the
States Might Agree
to Arbitrate.

LONDON, Dec. 31.—Commenting
upon the statement from its Washing-
ton correspondent concerning the prob-
ability that Secretary of State Hay
and Lord Pauncefote, British ambassa-
dor at Washington, are arranging a
commission in which the United States,
Great Britain and Canada will be rep-
resented, for the settlement of the
Alaskan boundary and other outstand-
ing difficulties between the countries
in question, the Daily Mail thinks that
having secured the Isthmian canal
treaty, without an equivalent, the
United States should now prove rea-
sonable. ’

“Although it can hardly be hoped,”
said the Daily Mail, “that the Can-
adian claims will be conceded in their
entirety, perhaps the wisest course
would be to resort to arbitration on
the question of warships on the great
lakes to permit the understanding to
continue undisturbed.”

LONDON, Dec. 31.—The Daily News
expressed the sincere hope that the
correspondent’s statements are a cor-
rect forecast of Anglo-American nego-
tiations, but is not sanguine of results
from the commission. The Daily News
characterizes as very significant the
Canadian claim to megotiate the reci-
procity question independently.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 30.—It is ex-
pected thiat efforts will be renewed be-
fore long for the settlement of the nu-
merous controversies which have long
existed between the United States and
Great Britain, growing out of relations
along the Canadian border, the Atlantic
fisheries, warships on the great lakes,
the Alaskan boundary and other, ques-
tions. Heretofore the negotiations de-
signed to secure a settlement of the mat-
ters recited have not proven efifective,
largely because of the cumbersome ma-
chinery of negotiation, and this has led
to a belief that mudhi more could be ac-
complished by direct negotiations be-
tween Secretary Hay and Lord Paunce-
fote, on the main poinfs, and the sub-
sequent assembling of a commission rep-
sesenting the United States, Greéat Brit-
ain and Canada, to give form to the ba-
sis of agreement rendered. The British
authorities have ordemed for some time
that when the Isthmian canal treaty was
once disposed of there would be a re-
newal of the efforts to adjust the Alas-
kan boundary and other pending ques-
tions, the canal treaty being regarded
as ope of the many pending issues. Now
the British government has yielded the
Clayton-Bulwer treaty and other points
in the Isthmian negotiations, it desires
to take up some of the other questions
in which it has important interests in-
volved. Lord Pauncefote desires to
clear up all pending differences and have
a “clean slate” before his present term
as ambassador comes to a ‘close.

‘When he came to Washington there
were four great issues before the two
governments, The first of these was the
Bering sea question, which reached an
acute stage. The diplomats disposed of
this question. The next was over Ven-
ezuela, which, like the seal questiom, at
one time threatened war. But the efforts
of4diplomacy were again successful n
averting trouble and bringing about a
settlement. The third important ques-
tion was the Isthmian canal, which has
been satisfactorily disposed of by the
recent Hay-Pauncefote treaty.

This leaves only one issue remaining
in order to bring about a ‘“clean slate.”
namely, the border controversy, both as
to Canada and Alaska. The British offi-
cials usually link these various bound-
ary controversies together, as they are
more or less connected. At present a
modus vivendi exists as to the Alaskan
boundary question, chiefly for the pur-
‘pose of avoiding a clash along the bor-
der and holding each side in check un-
til a final boundary is determined upon.
It seems to be conceded on both sides
that the modus vivendi can not be cer-
ried on indefinitely and that soomer or
later the guestion of establishing a per-

 manent boundary must be settled. Liord

Lansdowne’s desire to take up the ques-
tion was expressed clearly in his note to
Secretary Hay last spring, when the
British government declined to accept
the semate; amendment to the first Hay-
Pauncefote treaty. Recently Lord Lans-
downe again has expressed in speeches
the need of taking ,up the Alaskan
boundary question. : These declarations
by the head of the British foreign ser-
vice, together with the well known wish
of Lord Pauncefote to clear away all
pending differences between the two
countries, doubtless will lead to the for-
mal exdhanges necessary to an adjust-
ment. Just what steps will be a:dopted
are not disclosed, but it seems likely
that megotiations and the subsequent
assemblage of a commission will com=-
mend itself to the parties concerned as
the most favorable procedure.

CITY ENGINEER'S
REPORT
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Herewith is reproduced the amnual re-
port of the city engineer, Major Van
Buskirk, in which is detailed the work
done during the year under his supervi-
sion. The report is:

Rossland, B. C., Dec, 31, 1901.
To His Worship the Mayor and mem-

bers of the Council of the City of
Rossland, B. C.:

Gentlemen—I have the honor to sub-
mit my report on street work done dust
ing the year 1901.

All work done during the year with
the exception of that on Washington
street and Third avenue, excavation in
rear of fire hall, and the sewer on Co-
lumbia avennue, is such as ehould be paid
for from revenue account. The excep-
tions mentioned, the cost of which was
$1,700, are not properly chargeable to
current revenue since they are perma-
nent improvements. \

It will be seen therefore that the ex-
penditure for the year properly charge-
able to current revenue, wasmot exces-
sive, and was not more than would ordi-
narily be expended on street work in
any town of equal population.

During the year there has been a con-
tinual and persistent demand for more
grading, more walks, more sSewers, etc.,
and it would appear that the citizems
do not realize that the cost of all work
and mnearly all supplies purchased is
nearly as possible double what obtains
in towns and cities in the  eastern
part of the countrly.

I think it will be evident to all, that
in view of thie above fact and also of the
fact that nearly ail the city streets and
alleys require an immense amount of
work to make them passable for traffic,
that such improvements as they have
been accustomed to see im other towms
and cities, cannot be provided in Ross-
land for an equal expenditure.

I have prepared a schedule showing
cost of the more important works done
during the year and have attadhed it
hereto.

CENTRE STAR GULCH FLUME.

The expenditure on renewal of nume
was necessary by reason of the neglect
to strengthen the flume when grading
Spokane street. The-flume was built ina
flimsy way for the purpose of camrying
water and was not designed or built to
support any earth covering whatever,
consequently when eovered 12 to 15 feet
in depth with gravel and stone it gave
way and finally became stopped com-
pletely.

When commencing work it was
thought tbiat only the parts at each end
of the fill would require removal, as I
was sure that no one would have filled
to such a depth over the flume without
strengthening it. As a matter of fact
we found a few loose planks placed over
the tlume at the center of the fill, but
nothing whiatever to strengthen the
framework. I cannot account for such
work being done under the elaborate
specifications which are still on file at
the city office.

I find that the flume thas caved, in un-
der the C. P. R. track on Le Roi awve-
nue and also at the alley north of this
point. This also ie due to neglect to
strengthen when filling.

SANITARY SEWERS.

During the year a report on the ex-
tension of the main sewer and the dis-
posal of sewage was prepared. The by-
faw was, however, defeated and noth-
ing further was done in this matter.

An eight-inch samitary -eewer was
built on Columbia avenue from the mamn-
hole at the intersection of St. Paul
street and Columbia avenue to a point
orpesitn the new court house. The work
was done by day labor at a measonable
cost. I would have continued the sewer
to the intersection wof Monte Cristo
and Columbia avenue but could not get
the pipe at a reasonable price. ~~

Ten house drains were laid conmecting
with the sanitary sewers making the to-
tal number of such/ connectons 66.

The sewer on First avenue near Spo-
kane street became badly choked dur-
ing the spring but was successfully
deamed and fHushed without excavating.

jn at three different points owing to
faulty comstruction of sewer, and I am
of the opinion that such caving in will
occur at many other points in the fu-
ture, since the whole length of the sew-
er built under contract is not of a
character to be depended upon. The de-
sign was not according to modern san-
itary ideas and the workmanship was
bad. A
The turning in of Centre Stan guich
water has facilitated flushing, and may
be depended upon to keep the sewer on
Spokane street and Columbia avenue in
order except in time of high water,
The sewer on Lot No. 4 in Block No.
40 and under the C. P. R. track on Le
Roi avenue -has mnot yet been repaired
since no money was appropriated for! the
purpose. It is, however, no worse than
it was g year ago and the sewage, a very
small quantity, is being camried in  the
smail stream in the gulch adjoining. I
am pf opinion that this sewer should be
repaired at the earliest possible oppor-
tupity. It will be g difficult and expen-
sive job and is rendered mecessary by
reeson of meglect to protect the sewer
when making the railway fill.

STREETS, ROADS AND ALLEYS.

A considerable quantity of work was
done on the streets in the way of light
grading, cleaning and repairs. Gutters
and draing have been kept clean and in
working order, and some beavy work
has been done, notably that on Third
aveniie amd Washington street North.

Many of the alleys have been cleaned
up and made passable to wagons, and
the main roads outside the plotted por-
tions of the city have been kept in Te-

ir. i
p?ﬂlﬁorts ‘have been made to get the Pro-
vinecial government to move in the mat-
ter of acquiring title to these roads, but
nothing has been done as yet.

In regard to railway crossings on
streets many letters haye been written
and several conferences have been h(_ald
with railway officials, but no definite
agreements have been made.

The Price of Lead.

The ‘recent conference in New York
between the American 8. & R. Co. and
representatives of the lead mine opera-
tors of the Coeun d’Alenes, Utah, Colo-
rado and  Missouri, adjourned without
any authoritative public statement of
what had been agreed upon, though it
wus stated an agreement that was sat-
isfactory hiad been made. It has been
stated that the price agreed on between
the parties was 3 1-2 cemits a pound, a
reduction of half a cent. Several un-
confirmed reports have stated that cer-
tain small differences in price were made
between the Coeur d’Alene mine pro-
duet and that from Utah. It has been
denied persistently that any immediate
agreement to limit production was en-
tered into, but this has been qualified
by declarations that it was agreed to
limit production if it should appear that
the market was not absorbing the. pro-
duction at the existing rate. The state-
ment i made that there is mo present
production in excess of consumption.

These declarations, some of which
would appear to be optimistic from inter-
est rather than the statement of faets,
azle . neither. luminous nor as a whole
encouraging. The first clear )ight on the
situation comes im the shape of a reduc-
tion in the New York market price of
lcad from 4.37 1-2 cents a pound to 4
cents. It would seem to confirm the
statement of the 3 1-2 ceni rate to the
lead miners. The object of the cut in
the New York price is stated to be the
securing of an increased consumption
for which a bid is made by stating that
the price will be raised back to the old
figure if consumption does mnot increase
on trial of the experiment.

_The difficult feature of the situation
is the 40,000 tons of accumulated lead
now owned by the smelter company.
A mere balance between consumption
and production will not relieve them of
this. Only a reduction in production or
increase in consumption can take this
away. There hardly seems amy Treason
to anticipate a materially increased con-
sumption of lead. For the lead needed
the price of 4.37 1-2 cents a pound ha-
not been a restraining factor. As this
journal has frequently stated, what is
most urgently wanted is a new use for

‘lead, or several uses, that will consume

large quantities of the metal at prices
that will pay a profit to production.

Despite optimistic views of some to
the effect that 3 1-2 centa a pound to
the miner will not shut down any lead
niine, it will probably shut down quite
a number of mines. /On 10 per cent lead
cre it means 50 cents a ton out of quite
a small profit margin at the present
price of four cents. With the gilver
price off five cents an ounce, the profit
margin is cut from 50 cents to $1.50 ad-
ditional, and a lead-silver mine which
hms beeny productive of a nice income to
the operator and the community which
divides his mine expense account, be-
comes unprofitable and has to be ~losed
down.

Some of the large mines, the opening
up and exploitation of which have been
based - on the theory thiat combination
could maintain a high price for lead
and silver regardless of the quantity of
possible production, will feel the same
pinch in net income. These may, how-
ever, have the opportunity of averaging
down the loss by limiting the grade of
ore mined. ;

Thee position of the smelter company
is commericially better than that of the
miners. Except as to the present accu-
mulation of lead it need not make any
Joss on its smelting of ores for the mine
operators, being, as one.of its managers
explained, “millers of lead ore.” In a
large way the smelter people are lead
miners as well, and to the extent that
they are, they have a commercial ad-
vantage over the othles mine operators.
Their ores have only to pay ome profit,
while the ores of other minérs have to
pay two, the first to the smelting peo-
ple, the second to the niine operator.

Clearly with a nparrowing profit mar-
gin in the business of making commer-
cial lead it would seem as if the mine
operators, now dependent on smelters,
must in the end build and operate their
own smelting and refining plants. How
to mplish this with many mines,
no on€ large enough to support the type
of plant which will be most economical,
are matters of detail. It can be accom-
plished, when the business necessity of
it is generally realized.

This adjustment to real oondltion\ a
matter of time. The price of lead is an
affair of today. It is to be hoped that
it will not be found necessary to estab-
lish a still lower price than 3 1-2 cents.
It the expemience of the bad effects of
combination in establishing a price that
Thias become the incentive for an overpro-
duction has no other cost charge but
the reduction of the price to 3 1-2 cents
a pound, the lead miners have still some
measure of good fortune—Mining &
Scientific Press.

ROSSLAND FIRE
DEPARTMENT
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The appended réport of the fire depart-
ment for the y ending last night
was submitted to last night's meeting
of the city council by Donald Guthrie,
chief of the fire department. It gives in
detail a record of the department for the
twelvemonth, which every ratepayer
should peruse with Interest. The fire
prxgade is essentially one of the most
important departments of the corpora-
tion, in fact from the standpoint of ex-
penditure it comes tirst on the list. The
inventory of the department’s assets is
lergthy amd represents a substantial
sum. The closing setion of the report is
of special importance, inasmuch as Chief
Guthrie indicates therein that the main-
tenance of the brigade for the new year
will cost less by several thousand dollais
than was the case last year. This will be
welcome intelligence to citizens who un-
derstand the necessity of operating the
corporation on an economical basis for
the next y¢ar or two at least.

In view of the repost as given, it
would seem opportune to renew the
campdign for the comcessions in the in-
surance rutes that the city is certainly
entitled to on account of the showing
for the past and preceding years.

The report was presented to last night’s
meeting of the city fathers, commented
upon favorably and referred to thein-
coming board.

condition, our water pressure is good
and in quantity, I think, sufficient to
cope with any conflagration which might
atise. During the past year Columbia
avenue, the business portion of the city,
has been supplied with large four outlet
hydrants. We have placed in the fire
hall an 8-inch connection with the main
reservoir which notifies us at once of
any shortage of water. The present pres-
sure on the different levels of the city
is as follows: ;

Recommendations—While the city
has been very fortunate in years past,
fire losses have been kept down to an.
exceedingly low \figure ,and Rossland
is one Jf the few cities in the Pacific
Northwest that has not met with a
serious conflagration, yet the face
of these small losses we=1hust not ar-
rive at the conclusion that the fire de-
partment in the future may prove as
successful unless they rveceive from
your honorable body that financial aid
necessary to constantly enlarge it as
the size of the city demands. There-
fore I deem it my duty at this time to
make the following recommendations
for your careful study, and trust that
you will give due consideration to the
same: The purchase of at least 500
feet of new hose, as 4000 feet of hose
now in use has passed the five-year
guarantee and will gradually become
useless. Two additional fire alarm
boxes to be placed at the corner of
Fifth avenue and Washington street
and Sixth avenue and St. Paul street.
A hydrant at corner of Fifth avenue
and Washington street, and one life
saving net, which will make a great
improvement to the efficiency of the
department.

Conclusion—In conclusion I desire to
express my thanks to His Honor
Mayor Lalonde for the deep interest he
has taken in this department and the
many courtesies extended to us. To
your honorable body, especially the
fire, water and light committee, I de-
sire to express (my sincere thanks for
the prompt manher iR which they have

An Injunction Against Retirement of
E tiie Preferzed.

MINNEAPOLIS, Dec. 3l.—Judge
BElliott of the district court of Henne-
pin county yesterday granted a tem-
porary order restraining the officers
of the Northern Pacific Railway com-
pany from retiring the preferred stock
of that company. The order was is-
sued on the application of Peter Pow-
er of New York, who holds a hundred
shares of the common stock. It was
supposed that the failure of the action
brought in the New York courts by
holders of preferred stock cleared away
the last obstacle to the retirement of
the préferred on January 1, léaving
the Hill interests free €6 act. ' = 1

It 18 Inférred, although it does not
80 appear, that the present action is
brought in behalf of the Harriman in-
terests to prevent control passing’ out
of {ts‘hands for another year, or until’
the legal standing of the Northern Se-
curities company is settled.” The claim
is Set up by Mr, Power in his suit that
the retirement of the preferred’ stock
is in violation of the agreement that
such retirement would lay no 'addi-
tional burdens upon thé common
stock, and he holds that the certifi-
cates of debenture bonds to be issued
to effect the retirement of the prefer-
red stock would become a lien upon
the common stock, and thus work an
injury to his property. It is under-
stood that the block of 100 shares
held by Power is the only block of
common not hitherto controlled and
definitely located upon one side or the
other—the Harriman people or the
Hill-Morgan interests.

DAMAGE TO BUILDINGS IN SEAT-
TLE—GALES IN NEW-
FOUNDLAND.

ST. JOHN’S, Nfid.,, Dec. 27.—Fierce
gales swept‘the coast of Newfourd-
land last night and wrought much de-
struction among the shippipg~ and
fishing properties at Bay of / Islands,
where some American vessels were
seeking cargoes of herring. At Pla-
centia, on the west coast, the fishing
boats suffered great damage and the
wharves and water front buildings
were destroyed. It is feared tkat the
seas will inundate the entire hamlet.
Both the breakwater and the railroad
pier have been partly demolished.

SEATTLE, Dec. 27.~— Thursday
night’s storm did much damage and
endangered many lives in this city.
Along the north end of the water front
the breakers washed away eight
houses.

DANISH WEST INDIES.

DONE IN COLD BLOOD

A CONFESSION IMPLICATING
THREE YOUTHS IN A WAN-
TON MURDER.

A FARMER IN NEW YORK STATE
KILLED FOR EVICTING
A FAMILY.

HUDSON, N. Y., Dec. 28.—A sensa-
tional sequel to one of the most sen-
sational murders ever committed in
this vicinity culminated this afternoon
in the confession by Harvey Bruce,
aged 21, in the form of a statement
to his mother and aunt.

The statement is witnessed by Mayor
Charles S. Harvey and County Treas-
urer N. Macy, and tells how the mur-
der of Peter A. Hallenbeck,
wealthy farmer of Greenport, was
committed by himself and Willis, Bur-
ton and Fred Van Wormer, brothers,
aged 20, 23 and 26, nephews of the
murdered man.

The full purport of the confession
will not be given out wuntil Monday
morning at the inquest by the coroner,
but enough has been told to show that
the murder was deliberately planned.

It shows that the prisoners, who all
lived in Kinderhook, 18 miles from the
Hallenbeck home, rode on Christmas
evening to the scene of the crime, tied
their horses to the barn of the victim,
walked to the rear of the house in the
bright moonlight, rapped on the door

and when the old man opened it shot

him to death, firing 13 shots,” 11 pene-

‘trating the body. The crime was wit-
nessed by Hallenbeck’s wife and old

mother, the other members of the
family attending Christmas evening
services less than a mile distant.

The Van Wormers lived until last
fall in a house in Greenport which was
mortgaged to Hallenbeck. The mort-
gage was foreclosed and the family
evicted. This was the basis of the ill-
will held against the wvictim.

Dispute Between the Two
- Republics Still
Goes on.

The Feeling in Argentina
Seems in Favor
of War.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 28.—Official ad<
vices received in diplomatic quarters
here indicate that the Chili-Argentine
controversy is again opened. According
to these advices, the peace protocol re-
ferring the whole subject to arbitra~
tion was signed in Santiago three days
2go, but thie action of the Argentine
minister in piacing his signature to the
deccument seems to have caused resent-
ment in Buenos Ayres, both among the
prominent - officials and the people. Aec-
ccrdingly, yesterday,the Argentine min-
ister informed the Chilian foreign office
that he was unable to concur in all of
the terms which hiad been agreed upon
heretofore, and signed. In particular he
specified two points on which the Ar-
gentine government refused to subscribe,
first, the withdrawal of the police from
Ultima : Esperanza province, and sec-
ond, the submission to King Edward
VII. of England, The formal refusal of
Argentina to sign has not yet been sub-
witted,. but the informal statement of
the ministen to the Chilian foreign office
1s regarded as a serious interruption, if
not a termination ot the proposed set-
tlement. y

The riotous demonstrations which oc-
curred in the streets of Buenos Ayres
lasi night are .thought to have resulted
fiom the signing of this protoeol and to
hlave been expressive of popular disap-
proval of the settlement with Chili. Th
pcpular sentiment in Argentind is very
warlike, -and this. leads to the belief-in
well posted quarters that President
Reca will not succeed in any  policy
which contemplates an adjustment with
Chili.

The following report in regard to the
Rossland miners’ strike appears in the
December issue of the Labor Gazette:

The executive board of the Federation
consists of nine members, and one mem-
ber of the executive board is required
to reside in each of the several distnicts.

The Miners’ Union at Rossland is
kncwn ‘as Rossland Miners’ Union No.
38, Western Fedeartion of Miners. It is
represented in the District Association
No.-6, and is chartered under the West-
ern Fedesrjation 0f Miners. Its consti-
;\:“tion was firdt adopted at Rossland in

In March of the present year a smelt-
ers’ union was formed in Northport, U.
S., under the Western Federation of
Miners, and shortly after its formation
a stirfike occurred in that place. The rea-
son of the strike, as given by officers of
the Federation, was that certain car-
penters, members of the Northport un-
ion, were told by thve management of

- the Northport smelter that they would
haye to sever their connection with the
‘Amﬁ,x_en’c union oty quit the eom
- “pemy’s employ. It was about the mid-
dle of May that this statement was
made, and a strike was declared on the
ground that it was the only means of
preventing the dismemberment of the
union. The strike was declared on the
24th of May.

The smelter at Northport is owned by
the Le Roi Mining company, the same
company which has mines in Rossland.
In addition to men working im the Le
Roi mines, thie Rossland umjon bhiad
members among the employees of other
mines in that city. The strike ordered
by the Rossland union took place on the
11th of July. |

Article 5, section 1 of the constitution
and by-laws of the Western Federation
of Miners, which article contains the
conditions under whicdhi a strike may be
declared, reads as follows: |

“It shall be umlawful for any wunion’
to enter upon a strike umless ordered
by three-fourths of its resident members
in good standing, which shall be decided
by a secret ballot, and on approval of
the executive board of the Western
Federation of Miners, wge shall hsve 15
days’ motice to consider— the proposed
dhange in working time or wages advo-
cated by the union. Should any em-
ployer or employers atti:s the rights <f
the members of a union-or its:establisk-
ed pifinciples without allowing the unicn
suflicient time to notify the «xeCulive

Any emergency arising,
the executive board may temporaniy
annul the 15 days’ provision of tirs sec-
tion; provided such action will be to the
best interest of the umion.”

The 4th of July was the day on wihich
a secret ballot was taken to decide
wihether or not a strike should be de-
clared at the Rossland -mines, and. ac-
cording to thle statement of the execu-
tive officers of the Rossland union, there
were between 700 and 900 resident mem-
bers in good standing in the Rossland
uniion upon that date. Aceording to their
statement also, the rule is, before tak-
ing a vote upomn the guestion of a strike
to decide at a meeting of the union that
such vote shall be taken, amd give at
least 24 hours’ notice that the vote is to
be taken after the decsion to take it
has been reached. According to the con-
stitution of the union, the regular meet-
ings of the union shall be held on ev-
ery Wednesday evening, and the hours
of -meeting shail be between 7:30 and
10:30 p. m. the year round.

It was at the meeting of the union
held on the evening of Wednesday,
July 3, that it was decided that a vote
should be taken on the following day,
to decide whether a strike should or
should mot be declared for “an increase
in the wages of muckers from $2.50 to
$3 per day. Reports differ as to the num-
ber of members who were present at
this meeting, but those who were pres-
ent agree in their statements that the
nuimber was not large, and that so far
as the muckers Were concerned only a
few of their number were present. Re-
ports differ also as to the hour at which
the union had arrived at its decision to
take a vote on the question of a striike
on thie following day. The hour for
meeting was 7:30, and some of the offi-
eers state that by 8 o'clock a decision
had been reached. The same officers
state that within half an hour after-
wards handbills were printed, giving
notice of the ballot to be  taken, and
that these notices were pested about the
city in conspicuous places. Thiey an-
nounced that the voting would begir
at 8 o'clock on the morning of July 4,
and that the polls would be closed at £
o’clock on the night of that day, It was

40f the 'three,
the last, -mamely, diserimingtion,
was . probably the most import-
ant cause, it having been a Teal aggra-
vation to the umion, for some time past.

When the strike was declared on July
11, over 1,000 men in all were called out,
indluding not only ‘the employees of the
Le Roi mines, but all classes of employ-
ecx about the several mines in Rossland.
The members included the employees of
Le Roi mines Nos. 1 and 2, the.employ-
ees of the War Eagle and Centre Star
mines, and the employees of smuialler
mining properties in tie city. Immedi-
ately after the strike was declared
these properities were closed entirely,
and remained closed for some time.

The companies from the outset stated
that they were not in a pesition to
grant the increase inded. .
