policy of the Government. He was in favor of
the principle of res'ricting the expenditure of
Public Money, but this ought to be done by the
Coastitution.

Hon. J. H. Cameron thought there was one
good resson why this Bill should be introduced,
and that was, the statement of the Inspector-
General, that Government esanot now expend
any money without the suthorization of Parlia-
ment. If he admitted that the principle of the
Bill is already the law of the land, why object to
defining more particularly what the law was.
No one woald say that the Attorney-General
had neglected bis duties ; but be thought it was
clear that the doties of the Attorney General
were incompatible with his holding a Seat in tke
Cabinet.

Mr. Mackenzie said, this was not & question
whether we should vote fer this Bill, but whether
any Bills should be introduced which the Govern-
ment did not like. It was a general question,
This Bill proposed to limit the granting of pea-
sions ; snd he was in favor of that principle.
When Mr. Blake was Professor of Law in the
University of Boronto, at a small salery, he
wrote a Pampblet in favor of low salavies for
Judges.
