Moves for a Referendum on (fon_scription, a Step Which Would Delay Needed Help for
the Boys on the Firing Line—The Go vernment is Resolved to Push the

Ottawa, June 19. — Sir Witfrid
Laurier unmasked the battery which
he has been laying against the gov-
ernment’s Military Service Bill for
the past weék, when theé second read-
ing was moved by the Prime Minis-
ter in the Commons. Following the
motion of Sir Robert Borden, w‘hl’chw
was couped with an appeal for
prompt action to send aid to the
Canadians now at the front, the lead-

er of the Opposition put forward his |

expected amendment. His propoésal
was a referendum and his motion
read: o

“That further
this bill be deferred until the princi-
ple thereof has been, by means of a
referendum, submitted to and ap-
proved by the electors of Canada.”

Sir Wilfrid’s’ amendment, backed
by an argument in the main directed
to show that compulsory service
should not now be adopted in Cana-
da, was seconded »y Hon. Frank
Oliver, who unlike his leader, an-
nounced himself as ‘“‘a strong sup-
porter of conseription.” The evident
effort to unite the two opposing
wings of the Opposition apparently
met - with indifferent success, if one
could judge by the reception given
the amendment ‘and the arguments
of the Liberal leader by a fairly
large section of his supporters.

French Members Applaud.

1t was significant that although he
was vigorously, even enthusiastical-
ly, applauded by the French mem-
bers ang some of the members of the
Maritime Provinces, he was given no
encouragement by the pro-comscrip-
tionist element. : ]

Sir Wilfrid’s amendment was pre-
sented at the close of a .speech
which occupied slightly more than
an hour in delivery. x

The address was in the main an
argument that the' government ' had
been, until May 18th last, the date
upon Which Sir Robert Borden an-
nounced his intention to introduce a
compulsory service bill pledged not
to resort to such a method of provid-
ing-reinforcements for the army at
the front.

“I emphasize mow what I said
when I presented the bill, that no
new principle is invoked by the mea-
sure now presented. It is based
upon. precisely the same principle as
that embodied in the bill introduced
in 1868 by Sir George Etienne Car-
tier, and confirmed when the Militia
Act was re-enacted in 1904.

With the assistance of a map
Germany’s every attempt at territor-
ial expansion was noted, first by sea
voyage to far away lands and this
failing, by expansion through Cen-
tral Europe to South Western Asia.
The population policy was similarly
handled. @The Monroe doctrine
worked, said the speaker, because of
the British fleet, always friendly to
America.

LAURIER’S FALSE STEP.

Sir  Wilfrid Laurier has at last
taken the definite step in Parliament,
of placing himself on record as on-
posed to conscription uunless a refer-
endum of the peopnle is first taken on
the subiect.

Such a course would involve delav
when time is precious; it wouli
mean a betrayal of the brave lads at
the front who need the assuranze
of reinforcements. The stand taken
by the Liberal leader savors of that
other attitude of his when hs dis-
paraged Borden’s ‘assertion of the
need of British naval aid and also his
reluctance to first send troops at the
time of the Boer war. He was not
in touch with the hearts of trus
Canadians in either of these instances
and he is not now.

There are times when all men
should rise above mere considera-
tions of party, and of the feelings of
this or that particular Province—
times when it is necessary to take 2
broad national view.

To make - the plea that the
Hun has not devastated Canadian
shores, as an excuse for delayed ac-
tion, was tantamount to arguing that
Canada has no part in ‘this great
struggle, except upon a sentimental
basis. ! ;
