Rev. V. M. Purdy, B. D., financial
agent of the Maritime Home for Girls
locared at Truro, has been in Wolfville
this week in the interest of that most
worthy institution,

On Sunday moming Rev. Mr,JPurdy
spoke at the Presbyterian Church and
in the evening at the Baptist Church.

Starting as a reform-
atory home and school for' Pretestant
delinguent girls of the Maritime Provinces
with a property valued at §9,000, steady
and satisfactory progress has been made
until at the present time the property is
valved at $100,000 with seventy girls
now in residence.

Annkttotthuution.

The best teachers trom whom 2 retailer
can borrow lessons, are those who have
made acvertising pay. They existin
every community and with few exceptions
‘back up the rule that the best advertisers
are the most successful merchants.

The most conservative ol national
advertisers approximate 5 per cent. of
their sales tor their investment in adver-
tising. Many of them appropriate more
than that amount. The average would
probably be somewhere between 5 and
25 per cent. . The majority of ity mer-
chants appropriate far in excess of 5 per
cent.  If increased sales did not justify
these appropriations, they would not
be kept up year atter year.

How many merchants in the smaller
towns, considering a badget for the year
based on total sales, make an appro-
priation of even 5 per cent. for advertising?

-P‘r Ago On a $3,500 Home
say Building Supply Men.

For those who have been turning over
in their minds during the past lew years
the momentous question of building a
home, the Jumber and building supply
meri have some good news.” Many have
been kept from building during 1920
because of the falling market of lumber
and supplies.

The manager of one company was
atle to give a very concrete idea of the
present position of Jow prices. - He said:
““We make a practice of selling the com-
plete outfit for eonstruction of a thorough-
ly well-built home. Last year, take for
inetance, this home would have cost you
$3,618.80. We have just set our prices
for 1922. They, stand at $2,577.66; or,
in round figures, one-third less than last
year. Here's another—last year $2,237,
99 and this year $1,5567.79,, The reason
is that lumber prices have hit bottom,
in fact, are trending higher again, Other
minor necessities are still due for a slight
fall in prices, but anyone who’ waits
for all prices to. reach bottom will get
nipped, because of the upward tendency
of the lumber market-—for lumber is the
major element in construction of a home.
Lumber prices on the upward trend will
more than offset the small gain in cheaper
general supplies,”’
