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THE COMPANY WILL 
MAKE CITY AN OFFER

To Submit Proposition/ 
in Two Weeks.

Prospects for Burying 
Hatchet Bright.

The City Will Back Up 
Guelph Railway.

A proposition that may result in Ham­
ilton getting a new street railway sys­
tem will be submitted to the city with­
in two weeks by Hon. J. M. Gibson, 
President of the company. This was 
the result of a conference yesterday 
between the special committee appointed 
by the Board of Works and officials 
of the company. The city was repre­
sented by Chairman Sweeney, of the 
Board of Works, Alddrmen McLaren 

. and Allan, and the company by Colonel 
Gibson and General Manager Hawkins. 
The aldermen explained that the city 
was anxious to get the company to fix 
up its tracks on James and Barton 
streets, so that permanent road work 
could be proceeded with, and' also 
broached the subject of a general im­
provement of the roadbed and new cars 
with a view to settling the differences 
that have so long existed. There was a 
disposition on the part of both sides to 
effect a settlement, and the opinion was 
expressed in municipal circles this morn­
ing that the negotiations would be at­
tended with success. Colonel Gibson 
pointed out that it would require a lit­
tle time to prepare a proposition, but he 
intimated that the company in return 
for certain concessions, which would not 
be detrimental to the city, would con­
struct an entire new roadbed, ma ko 
much needed extensions and put new 
cars on the system.

It is believed that if a settlement is 
effected over the street railway difficul­
ty, the city and Cataract Company will 
also come to terms on the question of 
power. The city officials are disgusted 
with the delay "and uncertainty of the 

. Hydro scheme. A meeting of the spe­
cial committee appointed by the council 
to deal with the power question has 
been called for Friday night, when 
Chief Engineer Sothman will be here to 
discuss the estimates of the municipal 
plant with the ■'aldermen. The Mayor 
admits that very little that is not al­
ready known can be learned at this 
meeting and that it is more for the ben­
efit of the new members of the council.

Mayor Stewart announced to day that 
the citv would make a hard fight for 
John Patterson to help him secure the 
necessary right of way over Grand 
Trunk property near. Dundurn Park for 
the Hamilton, Waterloo A Guelph Rail- 
wav. The Mayor thinks the railway is 
going to be a" great thing for the city, 
and it should do everything possible to 
get it built as fast as possible. The bill 
was to have come before the Railway 
Board at Ottawa on February 4. but 
has been postponed at the request of 
the Grand Trunk.

Injunction Against Falls Power Co. 

Dissolved.
Toronto, Out., Jan. 29.—(Special). — 

The injunction granted by Judge Snider, 
of Hamilton, to the Oataract Power Co., 
against the Niagara Falls Power Co., 
was dissolved by Chief Justice Mul­
lock this morning by consent of the par­
ties. His Lordship said lie did not tee 
how the injunction could have been 
maintained as Judge Snider had not the 
power to overrule the County Judge of 
Welland, who had refused to grant the 

, injunction in the first instance. Mr. 
(Missels, for the Cataract Power Co., 
said that, nd doubt the second applica­
tion had been supported by further ma­
terial. Mr. W. G. Middleton for the 
Falls Power Co., said that the compan­
ies were now negotiating with a view 
to arriving at an agreement.

WAS A FAKE.
No Truth in Story About Joe 

Jardine.

Warden Emery gave a very emphatic 
denial last night to the report that ap­
peared in the Spectator last evening to 
the effect that County Clerk Jardine’s 
head would he cut off, and that ex- 
Warden Vansicklc was out for the job. 
It was stated by the Spectator that at 
the meeting of Liberals yesterday morn­
ing, in the Dominion Hotel, Mr. Jar­
dine’s dismissal was the topic of conver­
sation. and that as a result, Councillors 
Gage and Oliver left the meeting in 
high indignation. There is not one 
word of truth in the report. according 
to Warden Emery. He said that not 
one word was spoken about Mr. Jar­
dine or his position. The Warden stat­
ed that he would turn no man out of his 
position on account of politics. He be­
lieved in giving every man a chance, 
and that it would be the last thing to 
enter liis mind to throw a man out of 
a position without sufficient reason.

OSTEOLOGIST DEAD.
Montreal, Jan. 29. —M. Jules Bailey, 

osteologist of McGill University, is 
dead at the age of 70. he had l*een con­
nected with the College for 22 years. 
Mr. Bailev was a Frenchman by birth, 
but came to America many years ago, 
first to the United States.

KING EDWARD OPENED BRITISH 
PARLIAMENT IN PERSON TO-DAY

Big Display But Afraid of Suffragists- --Integrity 
of Norway—William’s Visit.

London, Jan. 29.—That most rare 
event of a London winter, a clear and 
gunny day, favored the royal procession 
to Westminster to-day, where King Ed­
ward opened Parliament with the same 
ceremonies that have lieen observed for 
centuries.

King Edward and Queen Alexandra 
rode from Buckingham Palace to the 
House» of Parliament in a gilded coach 
of state drawn by eight white horses.

They were attended by the officials of 
their households in other state carriages 
and on horseback. The procession was 
brilliant and beautiful; only the Lord 
Mayor’s show rivals this royal parade aa 
a spectacle. St. James’ Park and White­
hall were unusually crowded, and the 
soldiers who guarded the way had their 
bands full in keeping the people back.
*A thousand officials, including peers, 

members of the House of Coifamons, 
bishops and diplomats, all attired, wher­
ever possible, in robes of state, filled the 
chamber of the lords when a flare of 
trumpets at 1 o’clock announced the 
entry of the state procession.

King Edward read the speech from the 
throne. Queen Alexandra was seated on 
a chair of state at his right. The Prince 
and Princess of Walds were on His Ma­
jesty’s left, and he was surrounded by 
a group of state officers.

The menace of an outbreak on the part 
of the women suffragists of England 
gave an unusual interest to the formal 
proceedings of to-day. While it was not 
anticipated that the women would dis­
turb the King, they threatened to make 
things most interesting for the members 
of the Houses of Parliament, particu­
larly if there was no mention of suffrage 
in the speech from the throne.

Greater precautions could not have 
been taken if an uprising of anarchists 
had been feared. The only ladies ad­
mitted to the galleries of Parliament 
were those whom members vouched for 
in writing, as their wives or relatives, 
and the police who were on duty around 
Westminster-and throughout the Houses 
of Parliament were instructed to keep 

watch over all women.

Premier Sir Henry Campbell Banner- 
man, whose health is still feeble, was the 
only Cabinet Minister absent when King 
Edward ascended the throne.

His Majesty in his spech referred to 
the visit of the German Emperor, which 
he said could not fail to confirm the 
friendly relations existing between the 
two powers ; to the death of King Oscar 
of Sweden, and to the conclusion of the 
Russian agreement. Acting in the spirit 
of this agreement, in spite of the compli­
cations in Persia, the two Governments 
had maintained a policy of peace. Con­
tinuing, His Majesty said:

“My Government has joined with the 
Governments of France, Germany and 
Russia in a treaty for the preservation 
of the integrity of the Kingdom of Nor­
way. The text of this treaty will be 
published in due course.”

Referring to the peace conference held 
at The Hague last summer, the King 
said: 6

“The various instruments annexed to 
the final act of that conference show the 
progress that has been made, and they 
are receiving the attentive consideration 
of my Government. One of the most 
important of these instruments estab­
lishes the great principle of an interna­
tional court of appeal in prize cases. 
My Government are considering the 
question of inviting representatives of 
the leading maritime nations to attend 
a conference in London in the course of 
next autumn, with a view of coming to 
an understanding of certain important 
points of international law for the guid 
ance of this court.

“The condition of the Chri.ti.ii and 
Mussulman populations in the Macedon- 
tan vilayets shows no improvement. The 
hands of different nationalities continue 
to pursue a campaign of violence and 
the situation gives serious cause for 
anxiety. The great powers of Europe 
have agreed to present to the Turkish 
(.ovemment a scheme for the improve- 
ment of the judiciary in that region 
and my Government have made further 
proposals to the Sultan, and al„o to the 
great powers, for dealing efeetually with 
the principal causes of this disturbance

The dlfifculties that have arisen over 
•Japanese immigration into Canada have 
been settled on the terms agreed epoi 
between the respective governments.**

PLEA FOR THAW.
MR LITTLETON SUMS UP ON BE­

HALF OF THE DEFENCE.

Prosecution Must Prove That Prison­
er is Sane—Pleads Hereditary In­
sanity—Thaw’s Wife and Mother 
and Other Relatives in Court— 
Jerome Absent.

New York. Jan. 2.—The demand for 
seats at the Thaw trial to-day so far 
exceeded the capacity of the court 
chamber that the police had their hands 
full in handling the disappointed 
crowds. For the first time since ^ the 
taking of testimony was begun, Evelyn 
Nesbit Thaw had a seat in the court­
room. Mrs. Wm. 1 haw. the mother, 
Mrs. Geo. L. Carnegie, the sister, and 
Josiah Thaw, a brother, also were in 
the family group. The bar against wo­
men spectators was suspended, and 
there were many of them on hand, when 
Justice Dowling took his place on the 
bench. Attracted by Mr. Uttleton’s re­
putation as an orator, prominent law­
yers and men of affairs from all parts 
of the country were included in the 
court-hooni throng.

At some length Mr. Littleton explain­
ed the doctrine of reasonable doubt. “In 
a ease." he said, “wheerin insanity is 
the plea, it should not lie incumbent up­
on counsel for the defence to establish 
the defendant’s insanity beyond a rca- I 
tunable doubt. The law places the bur­
den upon the prosecutor to prove to 
you beyond all reasonable doubt that 
"the defendant, was sane. " Mr. Jerome 
cannot answer our showing of insanity 
by calling a fireman and a few police­
men. and then say ‘l^et them prove this 
man insane.' That is not the rule, and 
his honor will tell you that is not the

"At tlie beginning of this trial T told 
you that we wanted to lie fair and hon­
est with you. We wanted you to un­
derstand "that the defence of insanity 
was no trumped-up affair, and now that 
our case is ended we ask nothing of you 
if you are not convinced that the insan­
ity of this defendant derived its 
strength from heredity—grounded into 
the very history of the man. We ask 
nothing. I say, hut what any American 
boy is entitled to ask from any Aineri-

Mr. Littleton began his plea to the 
jury in behalf of Harry Thaw at 10.50 
o'clock. District Attorney Jerome, who 
made a point of remaining away from 
the court-room throughout the sum­
ming up of Mr. Delmas’ last year, was 
absent when court convened to-day. As­
sistant District, Attorney Gar van was 
present and took copious notes of the 
address of the chief counsel for the de-

Mr. Littleton reviewed Thaw's history 
from the time of the pre-natal incident,, 
when his mother in the middle of the 
night put out her hand in l>ed to feel 
the cold features of a child who had 
suddenly died, down to the day of the 
tragedy.

“This boy,” he said, “took on the 
brooding, the very melancholy, which 
came to the mother that fearful night.
I may be blinded by partisanship, but, 
gentlemen, can’t you see with me that 
this defence is nothing bom of an ex­
igency, to see that injustice is done or 
thpt a murder may lie covered, but born 
instead of the very history of this boy?”

Reviewing the evidence in detail anil 
picturing the devotion of the old nurses 
and school teachers, who had come from 
all quarters of the globe to give their 
testimony, Mr. Littleton said it might 
lie all right for the district attorney to 
say Harry Thaw was only a rebellious 
boy, who ought to have been spanked, 
but he did not think that was the way to 
determine the sanity or insanity of the 
defendant.

“Instead, gentlemen, you who look 
and listen in sincerity,, may read in the 
footprints of the boy the course which 
led him through London, Rome. Monte 
Carlo and New York in after life.

The sister of the first wife 
said, shaking her finger at the defend 
ant, who quivered, “You legally married 
my sister, and how dare you defame her 
name and the name of her children? 
You told me you were married to her 
the day of the ceremonv. December 19, 
1889.”

Leslie’s attorney was appointed by 
tlie court, ns he is penniless. The de­
fence based its ease on the theory and 
perjured statement of Leslie that there 
was no first marriage. They admit he 
legally married Nina Wright.

tatives of the Pope himself. The 
splendor of the decorations of the 
altar, the granduer of the music of 
thï Mass, the imposing array of bish­
op.! and priests, of the twelve states, 
together with representatives of the 
political life of state and city, and. 
finally, tlie placing upon the should­
ers of the head of the church in New 
England of the white pallium from 
the tomb of St. Peters in Rome by 
the prince of the church in this 
country, made the occasion a mem­
orable one in the religious history of 
Boston.

LISBON RIOTS.
SEVERAL PERSONS MORTALLY 

WOUNDED TO-DAY.

Political Disturbances in the Streets 
—Police Dispersed the Crowd— 
Premier Has Difficult Job Ahead 
of Him—To Expel Suspicious Per­
sons.

Lisbon, Jan. 29.—The political sit­
uation here shows no sign of improve­
ment and the tension between the 
contesting parties is growing greater. 
Doubt is now expressed as to whether 
or not President Franco will be able 
to triumph over his republican and 
monarchistic enemies who have com­
bined against him."

The police continue to search ac­
tively for new plots and conspirators. 
Numerous arrests are being made. 
TIk King has signed a decree which 
practically empowers the police tri­
bunals to expel suspicious persons 
from the country. This was done be­
cause the limited prison ’accomoda­
tions already are crowded. Some of 
the leaders of the agitation will be 
transported to the Island of Timor, 
in the Malay Archipelagoa.

Prisoners Shot.
Lisbon. Jan. 29.—There was an out­

break of political rioting in the streets 
of this city this afternoon in which 
shots were fired and some people in­
jured. The disorders, however, were 
brief. The police having received 
warning in advance, acted promptly. 
The crowd used revolvers and for a 
few minutes the firing "was. heavy, 
but it rapidly gave way and was dis­
persed before a show of forcé. An of­
ficial statement issued after the en 
counter says a number of persons re­
ceived mortal wounds. There has 
been no further outbreak and the 
city is now quiet.

Docters Said to Abuse the Am ba­
lance Privilege.

Prolonged Absence of Major Pren­
tice and P. C. Canary.

The first business of the Police Com­
missioners at noon to-day was the ap­
pointment of a chairman for the coming 
year. ‘‘Not for mine,” said Mayor 
Stewart.

The Police Benefit Fund Trustees ask­
ed that the officers' pay be increased 2 
per cent., the same to go to the Benefit 
Fund. This is an annual request, and 
was turned down, as usual.

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HE DID NOT RECEDE.
It may puzzle some people to under­

stand why the Hamilton Herald should 
allege that “Sir Wilfrid Laurier has re­
ceded from the untenable position as­
sumed by the Government with regard 
to the right of members of Parliament 
to examine original documents on file 
in the Departments.” Sir Wilfrid very 
clearly stated that when desiring such 
documents, members must give a reason 
for asking for the originals, And his ob­
jection, which the House sustained, was 
to any member, without offering reason 
or excuse, should claim to get any or all 
originals’desired, from the Departments. 
Mr. Ames was informed that such docu­
ments would be furnished him. if he of­
fered a reason therefor. He chose to In­
come truculent, and sought to make it 
appear that the Government was deny­
ing him a right. That was naturally op­
posed. Some of his journalistic support­
ers have treated it as a matter of refus­
ing documents asked for by “Parlia­
ment” or “committees.” No such re­
quests have been called in question; they 
are always accompanied with reasons. 
The sole question was as to a member, 
of his own individual whim, and without 
offering the House a reason, getting one, 
or a hundred, or a thousand, original 
documents, as he might demand. This 
principle, for which Mr. Ames stood, 
was denied, and properly. It haring 
been denied, Sir Wilfrid made a state­
ment to the House, on Monday, which 
the Herald published, in which lie reiter­
ated his position and said he would not 
go back on it, but to accommodate Mr. 
Ames, who could not, under the rules of 
the House, renew his motion, except by 
unanimous consent, and would thus 
have been deprived of the opportunity 
to see the documents in question, even 
had he chosen to ask for them in accord­
ance with the rules of the House, Sir 
Wilfrid laid upon the table, not only the 
particular documents asked for, but the 
entire file of which they formed a part. 
Sir Wilfrid did not recede from his posi­
tion in the least, and Mr. A mes made no 
gain for public safety or the orderly des­

patch of public business by his stagey' 
performance.

ABOUT POSTAGE.
When it is understood that the Times 

has in common with Col. Van Wagner 
protested against the increase in the 
postage, rate between Canada and the 
States, almost his entire criticism of 
our article “Interests Vs All,” is be­
side the question so far as it affects the 
Times. While we objected to the increase 
mentioned, we also, like the Colonel, 
have no objections to the reduced rate 
from Britain. Nor <lo we think that it 
will be a calamity to Canada if British 
publications find their way here in 
greater numbers than formerly. We ad­
mit the advantages to Canada of free 
communication with the States, and 
agree with much that he says regard­
ing the interchange of ideas, etc., but 
we do not lose sight of the fact that 
we have much in common with the peo­
ple of Great Britain, that without Bri­
tish capital, for instance, Canada would 
not be in the position she is in to-day, 
and that without the oj>cn British mar­
ket we would suffer still more. That 
brings us to the Colonel’s “jug-handled 
preference” and reciprocal trade. Cheap­
er postage to Britain may be desirable, 
although no public demand has been 
made for it so far. But that should not 
prevent us from welcoming cheap pos­
tage from Britain if it will help us in 
our dealings with that country. We have 
free access to the British nnitkets—the 
best markets in the world for Canada, 
while we deny the British free access 
to our Own, just as the United* States 
deny us free access to their markets.

. In fact, so frightened are they that 
Canada should l>cnefit in anv wav 
through them that she keeps up almost 
a prohibitive tariff between us and 
themselves. The Colonel questions if 
Canada would gain anything through 
the cheapened British postage or by the 
purchase of British manufactures. Well, 
it cannot very well lose anything. Our 
people may be able to choose between 
a United States and a British made ar­
ticle, between a hostile and a friendly 
market, and the cheapened postage mar 
enable thousands of British born resi­
dents of Canada to renew their acquain­
tance with the magazines and publica­
tions which were familiar to them in 
former days. And we think the Colonel 
will admit that a few Canadian authors 
write for the British magazines. In fact, 
some of them went over there to live, 
as the only place where they could find 
a market for their wares.

Mr. King was a guest at luncheon 
at the White House, and discussed for 
an hour with the President the lalmr

1 The act has most favorably impressed 
the President, and he has recommended

Other Firemen Considered the Wall 
Qoite Safe.

The inquest into the death of Roy 
Green, the fireman who was instantly 
killed a week ago Monday night at the 
fire at the south end street car sheds 
by being buried under a falling wall, re­
sulted in a verdict of : “Accidental death 
while in the discharge of his duty, and 
no blame attached to anyone.”

At one time it looked as if the jury 
intended to fix the responsiblity on some 
person, as they called the Coroner back 
and wanted more evidence to clear up 
two points : How the fire originated and 
who was responsible for the ditch being 
there and the depth of the ditch.

Coroner McNichol, who was in charge, 
told them that the origination of the 
fire had nothing to do with the cause 
of death, and that as the ditch was on 
private property it did not matter if it 
was forty feet deep.

The jpry brought in a verdict a few 
seconds after this.

Thomas Dunford was passing on Han­
nah street, and saw fire coming from 
the back mid of the building. He ran 
to Hilton's gKçery and sent in the alarm 
to the police, who. he supposed, sent it

Chief TenEvck was next called. He 
said he was late getting to the fire, as 
he was out with an alderman. He ar­
rived a short time before the accident, 
and said when he got there the building 
was a goner. His attention was drawn 
to two houses on fire on Charlton ax - 
enue and Tjocke street. He gave n de­
tailed account of the fire from then till 
the wall fell. Hearing a noise suddenly, 
the chief turned round and saw the wall 
falling, and saw two or three men run­
ning out from the runway into which 
the wall was falling. Captain Wçlnson 
told him Oran was undsr the wall. Hie 
chief said he did not notice anything 
wrong with tlie wall at any time

The chief said he did not order the 
King William street company in, and 
they were there when he arrived. Tne> 
had apparently used their own judgment 
», to a suitable place to fight the fire 
from. It seemed to him that ( reen fell, 
and was buried before he could get up.

Mexander lohnson. sen., said he saw 
two men fall out of four, who ran when 
some one shouted "l.oolc out. He did 
not see what tripped them, but saw 
them fall. He closed his eyes as the 
cash came. Witness was watching the 
wall, but had no idea it would fall.

While the 
policy of the. latter wa» to obtain a re- 
.striction of Japanese immigration by 
.Hostile legislation against a friendly 

power, the policy of the Government 
was to obtain t>e restriction by the vol­
untary and friendly action of Japan it­
self. Mr. Foster devoted two lours

• Mr. Borden read an order in Council 
dispatched bv the Dominion Government 
to the British Secretary of State on 
the seventh of May. 18!*.». recommend 
ing that in the treaty with Japan there 
should be a proviso similar to that corn 
tinned in the treaty between that coun­
try and the Vnited States with refer­
ence ko immigration. In February. 1800. 
the British Ambassador informed Lord 
Salisbury that the Japanese Govern­
ment were willing to agree to that stip­
ulation. and on the 19th of March. 1800, 
the Japanese Government consented to 
the adhesion of the treaty of the other 
self-grPeriling colonies of Britain on the 
same terms. On the loth of July, 1800. 
"Mr. Chamberlain sent a despatch to the 
Governor-General inquiring whether the 
Government of Canada would adhere ’to 
the Japanese treaty. The Conservative 
Government had just gone out of office, 
and on the 20th of July. 1800. Sir Rich­
ard Cartwright submitted a report to 
the Privy Council giving the reasons 
why the Canadian Government declined 
to accede to the treaty. 'Hie Govern­
ment were oppressed by the fear, said 
Mr. Borden, that the accession of Can­
ada might hamper them in connection 
with the parental tariff, then under 
discussion, but b.* did not «ee what pos­
sible effect adhesion to the treaty 
would have had in that direction.

On the Slh of October. 1800, the Brit­
ish Ainb.'.svador at Tokio reported to 
Lord Salisbury that not only did Japan 
consent to the restriction in the treaty 

•with the Vnited States but it had ac­
ceded to the original demand of Canada 
in 189.» that the word laborer# should 
be broaden d to include artisans. On 
the 7th of June. 1005, by an order in 
Council passed by the present Govern­
ment it was declared that previous ob­
stacles to the accession of Canada to 
the treaty had been removed and the 
Governor-General was moved to ascer­
tain whether or not the Japanese Gn\ - 
eminent were- prepared to admit Can­
ada. Mr. Lyttleton, Colonial Secretary,

; replied, on July 14th. directing the at­
tention of the Government to the atti­
tude of the Conservative Government in 
'Ï895, an attitude which, Mr. Borden 
claimed, had commanded the assent, and 
approval of Japan, and which would 
have enabled Canada at all times to 
control the immigration of Japanese 
laborers and artisans. Eight weeks 
later the Government sent a despatch 
to the British Government requesting 
immediate entry into the Ahglo-Japa- 
nese treaty, and. on September (5, lui, 
Mr. Lyctleton replied, pointing out that 
lie had not received a reply to Ins tele­
gram of July 14. “Here was a ease."’ 
said Mr. Borden, “where the British 
Government were trying to preserve the 
interests of Canada, while the Cana­
dian Government had so little, regard 
for these interests that they had even 
forgotten the wsrniiqjbÿddre-#se<l to them 
by the Colonial Secretary. The Gov­
ernment had thrown away the oppor­
tunity to have control over immigration 
or to attempt to do that.”

He closed bv moving the following 
amendment: That all the words after 

i the word “that” be left out. and the fol­
lowing substituted therefor: ‘Bv order 

; in council of August Jrd. 1805. the Min­
istry then in office in Canada called at 

! tent ion to the danger* of unrestricted 
immigration, au«l declared that Canada’s 

j adhesion to the treaty of 1804 with 
! Japan should be accompanied l>v such a 
'proviso or stipulation as would enable 
: Parliament to control the immigration 
of laborers and'.artisan*. That Japan 
in 1896 consented that such a proviso 

iand stipulation should accompany the 
1 jhesion of ‘ anada to the treaty. That 

iri tbs landing such cousent, the pres­

ent Government in 1905 deliberately 
abandoned any such proviso or ’stipula­
tion, although its great importance was 
twice called to their attention by the 
British Government during the cduree of 
the negotiations: and, having entered in­
to the treaty of 1906 (which brought in­
to force in Canada the treaty of 1894 
absolutely and without reserve) the Gov. 
ernment secured its ratification by Par­
liament in 1907. That the ratification 
of the said treaty of 1906 was almost 
immediately followed by a great influx 
of Japanese laborers into Canada. That 
in the opinion of this House Canada 
should not enter into or accede US any 
treaty which deprives Parliament of the 
control of immigration into this coun­
try. That this House, while expressing 
its profound appreciation of the friendly 
intentions and courteous assurances of 
the Japanese Government, and while de­
claring its sincere desire for the most 
cordial relations with the Japanese 
people, desires nevertheless to record its 
strong protest against a policy under 
which our wage-earning population can­
not be protected from destructive invad­
ing competition, except by entreating the 
forbearance and aid of a foreign Govern-

Mr. Onlliher «aid British Columbia 
wanted the restriction of all Oriental 
immigration, and the closer it was the 
better pleased would lie the people of 
that Province and their representatives 
in Parliament. He did not think the 
Government of Japan was altogether 
blameless in not coming to the fountain 
head of the Dominion Government and 
inquiring whether the immigration of so 
many Jannjie*e laborers was satisfac­
tory. but lie was prepared to accept in 
good faith the statement of the Post­
master-General that the restrictions 
agreed to were satisfactory. He had 
seen it stated in the. press that immigra­
tion would be restricted to 1,000.

Mr. Lemieux—That statement is made 
without any authority.

Mr. Galliher said lie hoped so. be­
cause if it was true he would lie found 
protesting against such an arrangement 
and urging it* cancellation.

■ Mr. Ross assured Mr. Bristol that the 
I British Columbia members did not need 
! sympathy, and had no ••squaring'"* to do 
! on the question. On the contrary, the 
Opposition must do that, having now 

j. taken a position directly the opposite 
I of that of a year ago. when the treaty
• was being ratified. The Opposition lead- 
| er had then "approved of and urged, with-
out asking for assurances or seeking for 

j them, the ratification of the treaty. Mr. 
Ross defended the Government’s position 
as one which the people of t anada would 
command.

Mr. Cock shut t argued that the Gov­
ernment were not justified in entering 
into the treaty last year on a commer­
cial basis. The influx of a large number 
of Japanese was too heavy a price to 
puv for the small amount of trade Can­
ada could hope to develop with Japan.

Mr. Smith (Nanaimo! said he was 
prepared to support the Government 
proposals. The arrangement, be contend­
ed. vould maintain trade relations with 
Japan and at the same time secure a 
restriction of Japanese immigrant*. The 
reason Miat the Government did no# en­
ter into the treaty in 1897 was not be­
cause of other international trade re­
lations of much greater importance. Cir­
cumstances had changed since then and 
what was a good reason in 1804 or 1895 
was not a good reason in 1907. As for 
the clause secured by the Vnited States 
in their treaty, he pointed out that more 
Japanese entered the Vnited States «lur­
ing the twelve years following the adop­
tion of the treaty than for twelve years 
before it. and there were ten times more 
Orientals in the Vnited States than in 
Canada. Quoting from a speech de­
livered in Toronto by Mr. hosier. he 
showed that the member for Toronto ac- 
/w-pted the treaty just as it was accept 
ed by the Government, and compliment­
ed the Government upon adopting it. He 
believed that rix months’ trial would 
demonstrate that an invasion of Orien­
tals under the arrangement secured was 
impossible, but if it proved to be other­
wise and they found that the arrange­
ment was not being carried out lie wou.d 
support the abrogation of the treaty.

Mr. Matpherson was convinced that 
we had seen the last of any great in­
flux of Orientals into Canada, and that 
the arrangement with Japan would 
prove a satisfactory solution.

The Premier’s Position.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier said that white 

he took issue with Mr. Borden, both up­
on his speech and resolution, he welcom­
ed them both, because they presented a 
ciear line of cleavage between the policy 
of the Government and the policy of 
the Opposition on the questions. In the 
object which both parties had in view he 
saw no difference; all the difference «vas 
in the method. "The policy of the

1'he policy 
of thirs Government is to obtain the re­
striction of Japanese immigration, but 
by voluntary and friendly action of the 
Japanese authorities themselves. I hat 
is the clear line of cleavage between 
this side of the House and that side.” 
Proceeding to give the motives, reasons 
and results of the Government’* policy, 
.Sir Wilfrid pointed out that the central 
fact upon which the question revolved 
was that in all countries where the 
Caucasian and Mongolian. He had be­
lieved, as many others had believed, 
that at the bottom of the antagonism 
in British Columbia was the labor 
problem, but they now knew that there 
was another consideration which ex- 
temleil far beyond the labor problem.

The population of British Columbia 
was small, and there wa* a well-under­
stood apprehension that if the current 
from Asia was allowed to come in free 
and unchecked the balance of power 
might pass from one race to-- another.
