The 26th rose su my and cold, and I 
decided lu mm a Hors: aud guide to go 
to Dcrryveigh, in a lu memorable by Mr. 
Jobit George Adair. The road lay 
through wild mountain scenery. Patches 
of cultivated fields lay oo the slopes,ban 
gry whin-covered hills rose all around 
them, steep mountains rank upon rank 
behind, deep bog lauds full of treacherous 
holes lay along at the foot of the moun­
tain here and there. The scenery is 
wild beyond description. Not a tree for 
miles in all tne landscape. On some of 
tne lower mils men were ploughing with 
vreined looking nurses. Men xveru 
delving witn spades where horses -could 
not ke p tueir loudug. The bouses xvere 
on-etched, some only partly routed,s > me 
witn «Ue roof altogether gone aud a shed 
e, ecled tnsid-.bul for tne in jsi Wretched 
ot nil me hv/vels rent is exacted. Every 
bit of clearing was Well and carefully 
labored. Tne high, broad stone fences 
round hillside fields xveru all gut tered 
from tue soil. Atone place, 1 was told 
t at the brother of tne occupant had Sent 
mm iroui America, money to make tie 
House a little more comfortable. He 
moled it »itll slate. Tile rent was 
raised Iroui £2 9s 41 to £13 10.

It is as if tue awful 
rolling billows,mounting to the sky were 
turned iulo stone and fixed there,and tbe 
white foam changed into heather. After 
driving some time the landscape soft­
ened down into rolling hills beautifully 
cultivated, and spriuk-ed here and there

The ce'e- 
hrated St Colomb Kill «vas boni on the 
shores of the

GARTAN LAKE-
Being along the lake one day he asked 
some fishermen on the lower lake to share 
with him of the salmon they had caught. 
They churlishly refused, and the saint 
laid a spell on the waters, and no sal­
mon comes there from that day to this. 
They are plentiful in Uppe: GartanLake, 
and come along the stream to the divid­
ing line, xv here the stream is spanned by 
a little rustic bridge ; here they meet an 
invisible barrier, which they cannot pass.
I told my guide in return the story of the 
Well of St. Key ne, but he thought it 
unlikely, so there is a limit to belief.

Since Mr Adair depopulated Derry- 
veigli, and gave it over lo silence, the 
roads have been neglected, and have be 
come rather difficult for a car. The 
re ief works in famine time have been 
mainly road making.and th *re are smooth 
hard roads turough the hills in all dir­
ections, so the people complain of roads 
mat would not be counted so very bad in 
the Canadian back woods. H iwever. 
the difficulty being -if a rocky nature,we 
Lit the car at the house of a dumb mau, 
t ie only one of inhabitants spared by 
A lair, lie and his sister, also dumb, 
nved together ..n the mountain solitudes. 
Sue la dead, and a relative, the datlgnter 
of one of i he evicted people, has come 
to keep house for him. H » made us 
very welcome, seeing to it th «t tne horse 
was put up and le I with sheaf o -.Is. I 
and my guides, lor we we e now joined 
tiy tlm man who had nud the oats to fan; 
ue nad got his bi ot it to take his place 
and came a short cut a truss the hills to 
meet us, so we all three set out to tvulk 
over Derryveig t.

ll was a trying walk, a walk to be 
lueasurtd by ups and downs, for the 
,Jei ryveigh hamlets were widely scatter­
ed. Tne re they were, t oofleas homes, 
levelled wails, desolation and silence. 
My guides told ms story after story of

THE WOES MUT FOLLOWED TUE EVICTION.

Huv one man, Duheity, died behinI ti 
ditch,for no neighbor dared harbor him a 
■iigtit. or admit any of them under a roof 
lor fear ol eviction themselves. And 
t us has been done ; human beings have 
dieil outside under the sky for no cri ne, 
an-1 "this under the protection o English 
law. Many of tnese people lost t icir 
reason and u-e in tie asyl nil at Litter- 
kenuy. Some are still coshering here 
and there among their charitable neigh­
bors yet, while many are bitter hearted 
exiles across the sea.

ACROSS 0ARTAN LAKE 
we could see from oar partial shelter the 
point to which Mr. Stewart drove the 
people off uis estate. Mr. Stewart's is a 
handsome lonely place, but when one 
hears all these tales of spoliation it pre­
vents one from admiring a fine 
prospect. The shower being over 
we returned to the house of 
the dummy, who met me* with warning 
gestures, for the ubiquiluus policeman 
was following us from the hills. He 
turned out to be taking the census and 
followed us into the dummy's for that 
purpose. He was a nice-looking lad 
with the dandy air common to the lorce, 
aud a mark near his eye as i; lie had 
been in a scrimmage. He did Ills duly, 
aud then lingered a little While as if he 
were curious about us; and not sure what 
was his duty concerning us It is very 
cold among the hills, and tny hostess had 
tilled a jiir with hot water for my feet, 
t he guides were half inclined to pretend 
to hide the jar to make lae policeman 
suspect poteen.
