Suéar Prices Fixed

By New Order

Montreal, Sep. 3—The Board of Com-
merce yesterday issued its order concern-
ng the sugar inquiry. The order, in ad-
{ition to providing shipments by the re-
dners in combination of 2,000 tons of sug
ar for the purpose of Western Fruit Grow-
sre, deait with its recently promulgated
s-mbargo up n the export of sugar. It
further provided for fair prices for sugar,
which prices are made applicable to the
-efiners, wholesalers and retailers. The
embargo has been modified so as to per-
mit theexport of sugar which was the sub’
ject of -a bona fide binding contract fcr
sale to persons abroad, hereto fore made,
provided{that no such shipments shall be
.n:r‘c which will prevent any refiner from
nanufacturing and supplying for domesti€
consumption the amount of raw sugar pre-
viously allocated to that factory for that
purpose.

The board further orders that hereafter
ind until the board shall, if necessary as
the restit of changed conditions, other-
wise order any price on sales for consun p-
tion in-Canada, shail be deemed an unfair
price which exceeds a price arrived at on
the following basis:

1. Refiners
bear a net proflt not greater than two
fifths of one cent per pound, it being es-
timated that such profit wvill ensure from
salesat net over eleven cents per pound
which saie price will include a commission
of not more than five per ceat., payable
by the refners to wholesz!ers, or other dis-
tribut.ng to the retailers and other trade,

2. The wholesalers = All sales by who'e.
salers may preduce nol more than five per
cent, commission mentioned. This five
per cent. commi:sion will be paid to tre
wholesalers by the refiners, and wil
be included in the refiners’ |ist
pricz. The refiners’ list price will be that
at which the wholesalers will sell to the
retailer.

3. Retailers--All sal:s by retailers by a
profit not greater than the last listed re
sales of the reflners which *produces the
sugar, plus the actual freight paid or pay-
able, and plus one cent per pound as the
retailers’ net only profit.

If the export market is ultimately for-
bidden to the companies they may apply
to the board for reconsideration of dom-
estic prices.

In brief the result of this flxation of
prices or rather of proffts, by the board
is that the utmost profit that can be'
made by the refiners is two fifths of a cent
per pcun i, but, because, according to re.
finery practice, sales are frequently made
b.low ac.ual cost of production (this be-
ing the result of market conditions affect-
ing the raw product), out of this two
fifths of a cent per pound, the refiners will
have to pay their losses during non profit-
able periods. The wholesalers’ profit is
limited to flve per cent. The utmost pro-
fit that a retailer may make is one cent
per pound. It is conceived that in actual
practice, it will be only occasionally that
the various profits mentioned will be
made in full.

It was Nuapoléon III
who led this debacle of Imperinlism,
Dom Pedro of Brazil was next and the
last of the Manchu dynasty followed
The crash of the three remaining Eu-
ropean empires, Russia, Austria-Hun
gary and Germany, resulted from the
war for democracy. When It comes to
mere kings, memory cannot recall
them all, for they have tumbled ev-
erywhere from Hawuli to Portugal,
from Saxony to Bulgaria.

Record Apple Profit Seen.

The apple growers in four north-
western states will recelve $21,000,000
for their 1018 apple crop, according to
reports from those states. This is con-
siderably the largest sum they huve
ever received for their apples and Is
not due to the large crop, as the 1918
crop was not a record crop. The
larger returns from the Northwestern
orchards the last year is due mainly to
the exceptionally high prices that have
been and are belng recelved.

A fair estimate on the 1918 produc-
tion in Washington, Oregon, Iduho and
Montana puts the apple crop at 18,500
cars. A ‘car of apples this year means
756 boxes, as against 630 in former
years. This gives a total production
of approximately 13,986,000 boxes.
—Rural Life.

World's Wheat Consumption.

Per capita consumption of wheat
for all purposes during the ten years,
1002-1911, averaged 8.80 bushels per
year in France, 8.20 bushels in Bel-
gium, 6.31 bushels in the United States,
6.21 bushels in Italy, 6.17 bushels In
the ' United Kingdom, 4.60 bushels In
Austria-Hungary, 4.20 bushels in the
Netherlands, 3.38 bushels In Germany
(rye consumption belng high), 0.85
bushel in British India, and 0.52
bushel in Japan, rice consumption be-
ing high in the last two countries.

Grading Up The
\  Farm Flock

In 1910 and 1911 a flock of Western
range ewes was established on the
Brandon Experimental Farm to be
used as foundation stock in a grading
up experment. They were the us-
ual type of range ewe, small and
mean looking, showing a graat mix-
ture of breeding but wiith Mevino
blood showing up rather strongly
throughout. These ewes were bred
to a good purebred Oxford Down ram
When their lambs came to breeding
age, another ram of the same breed
was used and this line of breeding
kept up consistently. The flock was
increased about 50% in numbers at
first, then bred at a uniform number
each year. Each fall the least de-
sireable of the ewes were culled out
and the remainder kept for breeding.
In the fall of 1916 the last of the ori-
ginal ewes were disposed of, and in
the fall of 1917 all first cross ewes
that showed in thoir appearance any
sign of their mongrel origin were dis-
posed of. Consequently the breeding
flock in 1918 consisted of a lot of Ox-
ford Down grades of uniform size and
shape, all with dark brown faces and
wool of uniform type. This complete
change in the appearance of the flock
was acoomplished in this short time
simply by using each year a pure-bred
gire. In this time the average size of
the sheep was increased nearly 50%
and the average wool clip about 30%
The first cross of Oxford on the range
blood produced e sheep of decidedly
Oxford character.with an increase in
size, but they were not uniform in
appearance and many showed signs of
the dam's breeding or lack of breeding
The second cross was a great im-
provement over the first, and the
third cross resulted in a sheep that
was pactically indistinguishable from
a pure-bred.

While the Oxford Down breed was
used in this experiment, it is not
the purpose of this article to recom-
mend that breed above others. The
range ewes were conspicuously lack-
ing in size, and the Oxford was chos-
en particularly to increase the size,
Other breeds that might have been
used for that purpose are the Hamp-
shire or the Suffolk - of the Down
breeds or the Leicester, Cotswold or
Lincoln of the long wools. or'8
breeding up is to attain more compact
form with earlier maturity, the South
down or Shropshire might be used.

The results obtained in this ex-
periment have been duplicated by
many practical sheep raisers through-
out the West. There is no reason
why many others should not attain
similar successes, changing their pre
sent nondescript mongrel flocks to
fine, uniform; handsome flocks clos-
ely resembling pure-breds of the
breed they choose to use sires from
and reject the culls. This, with good
general care, and feeling; will very
quickly accomplish the desired result

Builds And Binds
A Nation

Truly national in character is the
exhibit of the Canadian Natioral
Rallways in the Railway Building at
tue Ceredfan Nationnl E-bibition.
Toronto. The ensemble is most strik
ing. and the electric lighting of the
dome, combined with most artistic
draperies, lends a spacious character
to the whole exhibit, while the ar-
rangement of the display in general
permits of freedom of movement to
view the various exhibits in detail.

The frieze decorations show typical
landscape views of the nine Provin-
ces, with the coat of arms of each
the connecting link bearing the high-
ly significant reminder that this is an
exhibit of “a line that buiids and
binds a nation.”

Three sides of the octagonal build-
ing are occupied by a huge topograp-
hical map of the Dominion, on which
are shown in brilliant illumination
the names of the principal points
reached by the Canadian National
Railways, “the great stool strand that
threads the land” being indicated by

broad band of red. |

No better or more comprehensive
plan could have been adopted to
demonstrate that 14,000 miles of
railway are mow under Canadian
National management, and that the
Canadian Northern, the Intercolonial
and Transcontinental railways have
been nm/&lg:.mated into one vast sys-
tem. To further demonstrate the
faot that the system traverses evory
Province of the Dominion and reaches
every Provincial capital, the observ-
er by an ingenious arrangement of
flashing lights, is taken in fancy rigat
across the continent from Halifax to
Vancouver and Victoria, stopping
momentarily at the principal points
enroute and then brought back again
The map should prove of much edu-
cational value in telling just what the
Canadian National Railways are and
the territory they reach.

Beautiful Transparencies

A rustic centrepiece and several
rustic lanterns contain s me really
beautiful photographic transparen-
cies which do not fail to call atten-
tion to Canada’'s immumerable scenic
gems, while the hunter's log ¥abin
with its sporting trophies is also uty
ilized for the projection of dissolving
views and moving pictures of scenic
and sporting and industrial life.

Nor has the royal visit
been forgotten, for on top of the
pyramid devoted to a beautiful dis-
play of British Columbia fruit stands
the Prince of Wales' crest, the three
feathers worked in grain with the
motto "Inch Dien"” Altogether it ie
an exhibit which every visitor shoull
sce if he would learn of Canada's
nat'onal system of transportation.

international relations. The politic
who hesitates to endorse such Lea-
gue must necessarily prefer the ola
system of go as you please, out of
which came the greatest and most
terrible war of all history.

There must be commitments in in-
ternational relations. The United
States will find it out. Canadian pub
lic men who imitate the piffiing pro-
tests of certain Republican Senators
across the border are not worthy of
public confidence.

HUN SLAVE DRIVE

How Kaiser’s Minions Deported
Belgian Peasants.

Unfortunate People Herded Along
Highways Like Cattie—Dapper
Lieutenant Found Much That
Was Amusing in Spectacle.

John Lowrey Simpson gives a vivid
little pen-picture of a German depor-
tation of civilian Belgians in Cen-
tury’s

“So we slackened pace, rolled by
the outlying dwellings, and with a
scuffling of brakes slewed around the
corner into Waelhem — Waelhem,
wrecked in a battlee. Up and down
the long street, gaunt husks of houses
leered gruesomely. Perhaps the va-
cant stare of houses ruined in a bat-
tle is distinguishable from the vacant |
stare of houses ruined out of a battle.

Although there was no attack from
either side in progress at that mo-
ment, the desultory rattle of some
machine gun and the occasional crack
of a rifle rendered it safe to try a
shot at any object without fear of
discovery.

“Hit him or I will,” said I. “Don’t
shoot,” was the answer, “the poor
beggar thinks he has a better chance
for life coming over te us than he has
going In the Huns' direction.”

That bit of sentiment knocked me
cold and I could not stir the trigger.
The hare disappeared in the under-
brush and I felt convinced that his
sympathies were with us. It would
have been a different story had it been
the spiked cap of a Boche we had
sighted.

Automobiles in Canada.

In 1914 the number of automobiles in
Canada was 67,415, increasing to 180,
320 in 1917. It Is estimated that the
number of cars in use at the close of
the present year will be approximately
250,000. With an estimated population
of 8,000,000 this gives a proportion of
one car for every thirty-two inhabl-
tants, as against one for every 118 in-
habitants four years ago. Statisties

Sugar to be Fixed
At 12-12 Cents |

2 Meontreal. Sept. 3—The Board of |
Commerce will probably fix a maxi-|
for sogar tos  hoth the |
wholesalers and retailer within the
next day or two in order to mitigate
the effects of the alarmist statements
that were sent out from the whole-
sale grocers' convention recently,
that sugar would go to eighteen or
more cents a pound in the near fut-
ure, it was learned here to-day.

The probability is that the maxi-
mum price for the wholesalers will
be 11% cents a pound and that the 1e
tailers will be allowed to charge one
cent per pound more than the whole-
sale price, plus the freight charges
as fixed by the standardized freight
rate book issued every six months
The price which the wholesaler will
pay will be the same as he pays the
refineries, as he is allowed a five per
cent discount on his order, and the
general rule will be that. the retail-
er is allowed double the amount of
the discount allowed the wholesaler,
to count as his profit and to pay for
the cost of storing and parcelling the
sugar out.
