FARM AND FIRESIDE.

Timely Hints Useful to the Farmer and
His Household.

Clover .does not make good pasture.
Its roots run deeply and there appears to
be a rule that no grass is sweet and rich
until the soil around its roots is thorough-
ly warmed. Hence early in spring stock
pastured in a field where any variety is
afforded will eat close to the ground the
natural grasses whose roots run near the
surface, while the clover is left uncrop-
ped. About the time it begins to blossom,
the clover increases in richness, but a
good deal of it is concentrated in the
sweetness of the blossom itself. It is not
until half the clover gets out of blossom
that it makesreally good hay. The clover
changes rapidly in quality at this stage of
growth, especially if the weather be dry.
Its roots are pumping water from the soil,
and as the water comes out warm air fol-
lows down and takes its place. For this
reason we do not believe in cutting clover
until it is at least in full blossom. If re-
jected by stock as pasture at this period it
is reasonable to suppose that lt makes
poor hay.

The second growth of clover makes a
rich and nutritous hay, even though it
does not get into blossom. It grows at
a season when the soil has become
thoroughly warmed. There is still
another reason. We have often noticed
in passing over fields of new-mown clover
in June that in curing many of the clover
leaves would be broken off and lie upon
the ground. When a rain came much of
the soluble portion of these decaying
leaves is washed into the soil. It is a
powerful manure, and undoubtedly has
the effect of increasing the nodules of
warts on the clover roots, whereby it ap-
propriates the nitrogen from the air, as is
now the belief of those who have most
thoroughly investigated this subject.

It will be thus understood why it is
that cutting a first crop of clover for hay,
and allowing a second crop to grow, is
better for the land than ploughing the
first crop under. The first crop is apt to
be ploughed too early, for after the plant
gets full growth the soil dries out rapidly,
and in a very few days becomes so hard
that it is almost impossible to plough it.
Hence there is a temptation to plough
the crop under before it has reached
full growth, though that for obvious rea-
sons is not the time when it is most bene-
ficial to the land. We have often heard
old farmers say that clover was of little
benefit to land if ploughed in before it
was of full blossom, and was best of all
when its growth had made the soil so
hard and dry that to secure good plough-
ing required a new plough point every
half day or every day at farthest. The
clover then was full of nutriment, both
for stock and for making plant food.

But the recently discovered fact that
clover late in the season adds largely to
the fertility of the soil makes the plough-
ing in of the crop in spring a ruinous
waste. We must cut both first and
second crops and feed to s@ck This on
most farms will make it necessary to
feed more clover hay, and so to keep
morestock. Of course notall the feed will
be clover hay. That would not be good
economy, while corn and corn fodder can
be so cheaply grown. But corn and corn
fodder are not a perfect ration. Some
clover with both supplements the de-
ficiencies of the corn. It can be grown
without interfering with the corn. A
clover ley from which two clover crops
have been cut is fit for almost any crop
the farmer may wish to grow.

NOON AND NIGHT FEEDS.

Our fowls have exercise ground in sum-
mer in yards 125x12 feet, which gives
them a grass run (with growing grass
always in the growing season) and they
will take ample exercise in pleasant
weather. To keep them out of doors the
noon feed of whole barley and night feed
(before sunset) of wheat is scattered upon
a graveled space immediately in front of
the houses. Each family of fifteen hasa
pen within the house twelve feet square,
or 144 square feet of floor space, which
gives about ten square feet per fowl. The
floor is the earth, covered about six inches
deep with screened gravel. Onto this
gravel the grain is scattered in stormy
weather in spring, summer and early fall,
when we want the birds to stay in doors.
When cold weather approaches, exercise
must be stimulated, and we cover the pen
floors three or four inches deep with
chopped meadow hay, or chopped straw,
into which the grain is scattered, and the
biddies have to dig it out. Some poultry-
men use dry leaves for pen litter; chaff
from a threshing mill would be most ex-
cellent (nothing could be better) and we
have found one or two cases where com-
mon corn stalks were used, as described
last month. With us straw or meadow
hay is most easily obtained, and we use
that. What the scratching material is, is
of far less importance than that the
scratching material is there.

Whole wheat is the best grain food for
fowls, and whole barley is the next best.
‘We make barley the noon feed five days
in the week, and wheat the night feed five
or six daysin the week. We do not make
the mash on Sunday, because we want to
reduce the work to its lowest terms on
that day, doing no more than the regular
feedings and waterings, and collecting the
eggs.

Monday we feed oats (or barley) wheat,
whole corn.

Tuesday, mash, barley, wheat.

Wednesday, mash, cut bone, wheat.

Thursday, oats, barley, wheat, or corn.

Friday, mash, barley, wheat.

Saturday, mash, cut bone, wheat.

Sunday, mash, barley, wheat.

Two feeds of cut bone each week, one
or two of whole oats, and one or two of
whole corn (according to the season) give

-| variety to our ration, and to that is added

whole cabbages hung in the pens in cold
weather to compel picking them to get
green food ; or turnips, or beets, or carrots
are split in halves and placed in the pens
to be picked to pieces and eaten.

Ground oyster shells are always acces-
sible, and fresh water replenished three
times a day (warm in winter) and the
water pans carefully rinsed every day,
completes the tale.—Farm-Poultry.

There is no prettier, fresher or daintier
way of furnishing a bedroom than to
have the wall hung with the same chintz
as the covering for the furniture and the
curtains.

The Philadelphia Farm Journal tells
that a good thing for a cheap paint and
one that is durable is to mix yellow ocher
with coal tar. The color is green, and it
does well for coarse woodwork or iron.
Gridirons should be thoroughly scrub-
bed with a brush —a common wisk does
very well — in boiling hot soda and water.
Grease spots on the stove should be wiped
off, when they occur, with a stove cloth
dipped in soda and water.

The preventive measures for sheep
troubles are good sanitary surroundings
and good diet. None of the breeds will
thrive very well on low, wet, marshy
grounds, nor can they endure wet
weather in the open air long without
contracting some injurious disease.

To give delicacy of flesh to chickens
make,.their principal-dood for a week or
ten days before killing barley meal moist-
ened with milk. Alternate with indian
meal; scald with either water or milk.
During the process keep the chicks con-
fined in a darkened room, is advice given
in The Poultry Yard.

Don’t forget the dust bath for the poul-
try. They will make themselves a bath-
room if the soil is such that they can by
making a hole in the ground, but it is
much better to provide them one. A
box filled with dust from the road, and
set in a cool shady place, is as good for
the fowls as a bath is for their owner. If
you have an idea that the fowls care
nothing for this let them into a garden
where the ground is dry and fine, and
watch them a few minutes.

MONEY IN WINTERING - SHEEP.

Feeding sheep in winter for the spring
market is one of the most Pprofitable em-
ployments a farmer can engage in. At
that time of the year labor is of small
account, and the sheep, when sold, pay a
good price for all the coarse fodder and
grain they have eaten, besides returning
it (or a large part of it) to the soil in the
shape of manure. Thus you sell your
fodder and grain and yet have it left. A
farm treated in this way will produce
more than it will with fertilizers bought
and applied. to the land. Bean pods and
corn stalks are excellent food for sheep —
better than timothy hay and nearly as
good as clover. Straw may also be fed to
advantage. Grain is the only thing to be
fed that costs money. How, when and
what kind of sheep to buy, how to feed
and when to sell are all important points
upon which success or failure will depend.
There is more profit in feeding lambs than
older sheep, but I would not advise a
beginner to commence with lambs. Better
try sheep two to four years old, as yearl-
ings are not good feeders. I prefergraded
sheep rather than very coarse, or very fine,
as the coarse are more subject to ticks and
scabs and the fine to foot rot. I often buy
mixed ots that average eighty to eighty-
five pounds. I get them at 3} to 3jc. per
pound and they are quite sure to sell in
the spring for 5 to 5lc. Fifteen pounds
apiece is a very good gain on such a class
of sheep, and eighteen to twenty pounds
for lambs ; I have had them gain twenty-
two pounds per head in twelve weeks.
The profit lies in getting them in fine con-
dition as soon as possible and then sell or
ship on the first good market.

SOME USES OF THE ONION.

‘While the onion stands at disadvantage
among vegetables on account of its pro-
nounced and not wholly agreeable odour,
it is, says Good Housekeeping, doubtless
one of the most valuable and healthful
products of the garden. The value is not
confined to its use as an article of diet,
since the efficiency of onion poultices in
cases of croup and similar diseases are too
well known to need repetition. The
roasted heart of an onion, placed in the
ear a¥¥ot as it can be borne, will often
relieve cases of earache when other re-
medies fail, and a very excellent cough
syrup is made by putting one half cup of
minéed onions into a cup each of vinegar
and molasses, simmering on the stove
half an hour and then straining. A tea-
spoonful of this syrup taken frequently
will relieve severe cases of cough and
hoarsenesgs. It is claimed that onions, as
an article of food, are excellent blood pur-
ifiers, greatly improving the complexion.

A WEB-FOOTED MAN.

His Fingers Also Were Joined Together
Like a Goose's Toes.

A remarkable “operation was recently
performed at the Pennsylvania hospital
upon Pedro Galan, a Mexican sailor lad,
to whom nature had given fingers and
toes joined by a web similar to that of a
duck. Galan, says the Philadelphia Re-
cord, is about eighteen years of age, and
last winter he arrived at that portasa
cabin boy, afficted with this curious de-
formity. At the time he suffered from
pneumonia, and became at once an ob-
ject of interest to the hospital doctors.
It was noticed that he had six and seven
fingers on each hand, joined by a web,
and seven toes on his right foot and six
toes on his left foot joined by a web.

The nails of Galan’s toes are decidedly
peculiar, and at first sight he appears to
have three distinct nails, as the nails of
his toes have, two ridges. His large toe
on each foot is about two and one-half
inch~s in width.

Suach was the strange patient that en-
listed the sympathies of the doctors.
Galan was the first to speak of his pecu-
liarity, and he requested that he might
be operated upon. His left hand was
operated on in July last, and then Galan
pluckily requested that his right hand
should be attended to.

The hospital physician went to work
on the patient’s right hand, and cut the
web between the fingers and then sewed
up the ragged edges of the web. It has
not been determined to operate on
Galan’s feet at present, and probably
when he does leave the hospital his feet
will remain in what assuredly is their
natural condition. Galan will remain at
the hospital for some time yet, and is a
handy man in the wards. In appearance
he resembles an Indian, and is very much
pleased with his life in Pennsylvania so
far. Already photographs have been
taken of his feet, and the pictures have
been viewed with interest by the medical
men to whom they have been submitted.

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THE COUNTY COUNCIL.

Either the county ¢ouncil at its late
meeting had little, if any, business to
transact, or one of our local papers report-
ing its proceedings did the gentlemen of
the council great injustice. We suspect the
publisher of the report has not been any
more scrupulous in putting words into the
councillors mouthsthan he hasbeenin put-
ting his hand into peoples pockets; but
making due allowance in this direction
our first remark still holds true. No one,
unless it may be the people who sent the
councillors here to do their business, will
very much complain because some of the
members occupied themselves and amused
others in feebly storming at the govern-
went ; and we are glad the friends of the
government at the board paid no attention
to their flerce and warlike colleagues.
Among those, it is only just to say, that
councillors Pinder and Scott are the most
conspicuous. The former as representing
an important parish might be thought a
person of some responsibility, but it would
be a mistake to suppose so. Business men
in this community who have acted upon
the supposition have never failed to dis-
cover their error. This gentleman has a
good deal to say about the local govern-
ment stealing the public money. Now it
must not be imagined from this circum-
stance that councillor Pinder looks with
any disfavor upon stealing in the
abstract; on the contrary, it is only
the stealing in which he does not
participate to which he has any strong
dbjection. Mr. Pinder has good reason
from his standpoint to sigh for a change
of government. Time was when he con-
trolled all the special appropriationsin the
parish of Southampton and what he did
with the money which came into his
hands from time to time to be expended,
no one will ever be able to find out. The
public reports contain opposite his name
the significant words: “No accoumt
rendered.”

Then we have councillor Scott, a very
respectable gentleman. True, Mr. Scott
is apt to lose his balance over trifles and
like many successful business men is
purse proud and a little consequen-
tial, and estimates his opinion as much
more valuable than it is; but withal the
councillor is more of a gentleman and
much more level headed at times, than
strangers who hear him talk on his fav-
orite theme of the local government, give
him credit for being. And the councillor
has a gerious grievance against the govern-
ment, we believe connected with the horse
importation and the discrimination in
the charge for the services of the govern-
ment stallions in favor of members of
agricultural societies and against non
members. The councillor protested
against this unjust discrimination but his
views were not treated with the respect
due to a person of his standing and in-
fluence. Asa natural consequence with
councillor Scott, gince the horse incident
disturbed the pleasant relations then
existing between him and the gov-
ernment, the latter have become, in
his opinion, a set of thieves and
rascals. Let it not be understood, how-
ever, that the councillor is not a very
good fellow ; he is so beyond question in
many ways. His old friends nearly all
remember him when he was quite ra-
tional and had considerable influence and
there are many who seem to be sanguine
still that some day or other he will be all
right again.

Councillor Pinder presented to the pro-
vincial secretary’s department an order
from a bye road commissioner the other
day to draw some bye road money, about
thirty dollars, and because the department
would not give it to him, he hastened to
the county council ‘board and announced
that the provincial treasury was worse
than empty. Not quite so fast, Mr.
Pinder. The fact was the government
did not care to trust you with the funds.

Secretary treasnrer Black is reported as
informing the councillors that the govern-
ment retained nearly $300 of jurors fees
to pay the $5 charge for highway acts.
We are informed on authority that the
warrant for jury fees withheld only
amounted to $33.40.

THE RECONSTRUCTION.

When Mr.Abbott was put into the prem-
iership it was understood the arrange-
ment was only temporary and that after
the session a reconstruction of the cabinet
would take place. This assurance was
given on the highest authority and the
conservative press and speakers from the
leader down were loud in their declara-
tions of the great and improving changes
which were to take place in the cabinet
80 soon as the premier could pull himself
together and get to work. The new life
and talent which were going to be in-
fused into the ministry would be sure to
command universal applause and confi-
dence.  After numecrous postponements
and delays we are now in possession of
the new cabinet as reconstructed and the
country will be invited to acknowledge
with becoming thankfulness how much
has been done for us by the operation.
It will doubtless be said that we must be
difficult to please if we are not grateful,
for has not the minister of militia been
made post master general, and the minister
of customs minister of militia, and the
secretary of state minister of customs, and
what greater infusion of new life and in-
tellect could we ask for. Perhaps we are
captious and faultfinding, but we do not
just see where the immense benefits of
this double shuffle are going to come in.
If we are to submit to be governed for a
while longer by Messrs. Chapleau, Caron,
Bowell and company we would rather
prefer that they should remain in charge
of the departments which they have
learned to administer than to be put in
control of others of which they know ab-
solutely nothing. Why the country
should be expected to enthuse over Mr.
Bowell being put in charge of all matter
pertaining to the rhilitia of the country
when we presume he has yet to learn the
first principles of the militia organization,
we cannot divine. John Haggart may
have carefully concealed the qualities
which eminently fit him for the depart-
ment of railways, but no one.has suspected
him of possessing them. Sir A. P. Caron
may be a much brighter and more shining
lighi as head of the postal department

government in its struggle for existence.

There is now a proposal befére the St.
John common council from the O. ¥, R.
to pay half the cost of building 2 free
railway and cartiage bridgé over the head
of the habor. The estimated cost is
$500,000, and it is pointed out to the city
that if they would pay the cost of the
other half it would entail an annual
charge of only $10,000 peryear for theinter-
est at 4 per cent on $250,000. The object of
the C.P. R.is a legitimate one, it is to
escape the bridge charges now iévied by
the cantilever company, and which it is
alleged are unreazonable. - This is another
instance of the waste of public money by
the dominion government for political
purposes. A half million of dollars has
been invested by the dominion in the
cantilever bridge,and the bridge belongs
to a private company. And a quarter of
million of indebtness hasnow to be incur-
red by somebody to help construct another
competing bridge. This sort of thing has
been going on, no doubt, all over the
dominion. *

Sir John Thompson has been over-
powered. His surroundings are too much
for him. No doubt he meant what he
said during the session that the Con-
nollys would not get another dollar on
their Kingston contract until the whole
matter was cleared up and restitution
made; bat when the election of the gav-
ernment candidate depended upon the
payment to the Connollys the $32,000
handed over and, no doubt, part of
it, at least, did good work for the cause.

We have been greatly pleased to read a
paper in the Toronto Week of the 22nd
inst., contributed by our ex-M. P. P., Dr.
Moore of Stanley. He has chosen “ Hero-
ism” for his theme, and we wonld
think handles it with a great deal of
literary skill. The:Dr. bids fair to de-
velop into a powerful writer, his style is
incisive, his language forcible and elegant,
and his thought always chaste and pure,
We shall be surprised if the Dr. does not
make a name for himselfin a literary line.

The defeat of alderman Richey, in
Kings ward, is a misfortune to the city.
He was one of the few who were always
active, zealous, and watchful in the city’s
interest. If experience and long and
faithful service counted for anything they
should have insured him a return without
effort on his own part. If his defeat had
been anticipated, many who did not
think it worth while to vote, would
have gone to the poll.

MR. WILSON'S LETTER.

How Mr. Black Made His
Surplus of $2,995.820 Balance.

To Epiror or Tue HERALD:

Sir,—In the issues of a certain disteput-
able local paper during and Einée the
meeting of the county council of the
municipality of York, are to be found what
putports to be a report of the proceedings

many unfair and untruthful references are
made to me in several respects, that in
justice to myself and in regard to the
transaction of the county business at
the recent session of the county council, I
will take the liberty of making a few
remarks. In one isue it is stated
that the ‘condition of the finances of the
county Wus so flourishing under the
management of the present secretary
treasurer, that it justified my removal.
The friends of Mr. Black have been seek-
ing for some time to find some justifica-
tion for my displacement, and they have
found it at last in his-ability as a financier

Well, let us for a moment cast our casual
eyes upon this brilliant and incomparable
financial presentation and see if the
present secretary treasurer deserves all this
praise. According to the report of the com-
mittee on the sec. treas. accounts,submitted
during the recent January session, there
was to the credit of the county in the bank
the sum of $2,995.20, while I could only
scrape together some $2,018.38 when the
council met in 1891, This, on the face of
it, without any examination,shows in favor
of Mr. Black. But how does he make up
his $2,995.20? An examination of pages
120 and 121 of the auditor’s report of 1891
and of the city treasurer’s books, will
give us the information. By reference
to page 120 we find that $3,800 was re=
ceived by Mr. Black duting the last
fiscal year for the sale of deben-
tures. By refererce to page 121 wé find
otily $3,000 of that sum paid, out which
left $800 of debenture money in his, the
secretary treasurer’s: hands, to make up
his surplus. It also appears that the ad-
ministration of justice committee of the
council with & view, no doubt, to help.
Mr. Black out, met the committée from
the city council before their January
gession and adjusted the amounts
which the city and county would res-
pectively have to pay, and the sum,
$687.54 (the city’s proportion for 1891) was
paid to Mr. Black on the 9th of January,
1892; I never was paid until after the
January session in any year. He had this
amount to swell his surplus as well as the
amount of $342.07 for city portion for 1890
In other words in the making up of his
accounts from the 20th January, 1891,to the
19th of January, 1892, he had the advan-
tage of two payments amounting to
$1,629.61 from the city for the adminis-
tration of justice ; whereas from January,
1890, to January, 1891, I only had the ad-
vantage of one payment of $897.39. Theye
i8 another sum of $257.70 bye road money
which - the government withheld from
me in June, 1890, on account of advances
to councillors, but afterwards paid, in
January, 1891, to me and transferred to
Mr. Black and which was not paid out
by him. The bye road money which I
received from the government was always
all paid outand more. In 1890 I received
$2,742.30, and paid out $3,000. In 1891
Mr. Black placed in his receipts this
$257.50, and paid out nothing.

Now, adding these three amounts,
$800 debenture money, $689.54 adminis-
tration of justice money and the $257.70
bye road money together, we have the sum
of $1,745.24 of extfa funds which the
present secretary treasurer had at his com-
mand to assist in making up his $2,995.20.
Deducting this amount of $1,745.24 from
the great surplus of $2,995.20, we have it
reduced to the magnificent sum of
$1,249.96.

It is also stated that the amount of in-.
terest paid diifing the year tothe bank on
over drawn account is less under Mr.
Black’s management than what was paid
under mine. We find, according to the
auditor’s report, there was paid for the
year ending 30th November, 1891, the
sum of $136.82 for interest to the Peoples
and Merchants banks on overdrawn ac-
count at a much lower rate of interest to
the latter than was charged during my
last year. Fot the year ending 30th
December, 1890, under my control, there
was paid to the Peoples bank for over
drawn accounts the sum of $133.07 at the
rate of five per cent for the first half of
the yeat and six per cent for the last half,
which shows that the amounts of the
over drawn account for the year ending
at the session of the council, 1892, must
have been greater than it was for the
year at the same time in 1891. So much
for the surplus and interest. Charges
were made against me by the present
gecretary treasurer, not only in his star
spangled and brilliantly worded foot
notes, which adorned every page of his
last immortal production in the form of
an auditor’s report, but to every coun-
cillor with whom he came in contact.
My opponents at the council made the
game charge. But, now, we find sums of
money to the amount of $72 have been paid
out during 1891 without authority of law or
the sanction of any committee of the
council, and when the committee on the
secretary treasurer's accounts called at-
tention to it, we find Mr. Black endeavor-
ing to excuse his course on the ground
of the exigency of the public service. It
is a wonder he did not say that it was
done in a “ moment of weakness.” But
what he did not say, Pinder said for him.
This patriot came to the rescue, and said
he could see no reason why committees
should be consulted about every payment,
and he might have said that he
obuld see many personal reasons why
they should not. James K., in his de-
fence of the secretary, was looking
to the possible business complications of
the future and preparing the way for the
possibilities of relief. In his report as
chairman of public buildings, which did
not contain a single figure to show what
had been expended on the public build-
ings for the past year, he foreshadowed ex-
tensive repairs thereon during the present
year, and he no doubt thought that to have
the committee looking over all the bills for
these repairs and making inquiries into his
methods of doing public business, might
lead to complications from which even
he might shrink. If the committee
on public accounts had taken the trouble
to look over the accounts for expendi-
tures on public buildings during 1891, they
would bave found food for thought. They
would have found that there was ex-
pendel for repairs alone on the county
gaol the sum of $569.68 for the year end-
ing Nov. 30th, 1891, a great increase over
the expenditure of the previous year
for the same service. They would have
found it an interesting enquiry to ascertain
how much of this work was ordered by
the committee on public buildings ; and
how many of the bills were examined by
the commitiee before they were paid;
and why such a large expenditure was
necessary. But they did not see fit so to
do. The whole expenditure passed the
council unchallenged, not even the allwise
McNally calling attention to it. But,
then, when Pinder is interested my
friend McNally has to obey orders and
keep silent.

The discussion over my claim for the
preparation of the electoral lists and the
course of my opponents, and especially
that of Pinder, McNally, 8. Inch and het

secretary treasurer,
that there was a greater desire to in-
jure and belittle me than, to establish
any precedent fof gaidance in the future.
The malice displayed by thdbe ien in
this mattef wad Hot unéxpected, for they
at® dapable of nothing else toward me;
and now that they have succeeded in
taking $10 of my bill and giving George
F. Gregory, Q. C,, $15 for advice, they
will go home satisfied that their duties
as the representatives of the people
have been faithfully discharged. They
can divide the $10 between Queensbury,
Southampton ahd Bright to helpliquidate
the débt of thuse parishes which, under
their management, is rapidly increasing.
The course, however, of these men as is
always the case with those actuated by
the same spirit, defeated their own
object. It was the object of Mr. Black’s
immediate friends at the board to pay him
the whole amount of his bill, but the
discussion brought out the fact that they
would not dare to ask for any more than
was voted to me; and the secretary
treasurer's course in this matter must
be a great source of comfort to him
inasmuch as his tactics which were
intended to defeat the payment of
my bill, resulted in the reduction of his
own. From the standpoint of economy,
the policy of the council is interesting,
It costs $80 to settle a bill of $60.

It was remerved, however, for a local
paper to put the climax on this whole
ridiculous farce, when it says that Mr.
Black’s bill of $86.50 was less than ‘mine
of $60.00 for doing the same work Com-
ment is needless.

I gather from what councx]lm-.Nason is
reported to have eaid, that Mr, Temple
claims to have pald me 520 grodnd Tent
on behalf of the Fredend:on‘ /Branch
railway ¢ompany. I knew -that Mr.
Temple had so claimed before the council
met, in the conversation he had with Mr.
Pinder, and also that he had been search-
ing in the books of the company for an
entry of the payment. He informed Mr.
Richards that he had a receipt but had
mislaid it. Mr. Richards gives me
authority to eay that he did not tell Mr.
Nason that the $20 was paid to me; and
further, as secretary treasurer of the
Fredericton Branch railway company in
whose hands are the books of the com-
pany, that he knew of no such payment
having been made and that there was no
entry of such in the books. I have met
Mr. Temple time and time again since
Pinder first made the enquiry,and he
has never spoken to me about the matter;
not has any mémber of the committee to
whoth it Was referred, from-which it may
fairly be inferred that there was no great
desire on the part of those who are
investigating this mattel to get at
the facts. If Mr. Temple paid®-that
$20 t9 me or any person in my officé
let him or any one else produce the
receipt and the matter will be promptly
settled. After enquiry my belief ig that
Mr. Temple did not pay this amount to
me. In looking over the auditor’s re-
ports I find unmistakable evidence that,
that care in the keeping of the public ac-
counts, for which Mr, Black so strenu-
ougly contended, is conspicuously absent.
But we find no foot notes referring to the
gecretary tressured in Pegard thereto,
evidencing the fair treatment which he
received af the hands of the auditor —a
treatment which I never received during.
my occupancy of the office of secretary
tréasurer.

R. T. Clinch, superintendent of the
Western Union Telegraph Company, and
connected with the telegraphic service
ever since its introduction into New
Brunswick, died at St. John on the 25th,
in his sixty-fifth year. He was stricken
with paralysis Wednesday in the Union
Club. Mr. Clinch was an active church-
man and was several terms elected dele-
gate to the provincial synod. He held
many offices in the Masonic fraternity,
was thrice Grand Master of New Bruns-
wick and was a member of the supreme
council of the 83rd Ancient and Accepted
Scottish Rite for the Dominion of Canada.

A bill before congress, by Mr. Bryan,

laths, shingles, clapboards, pine or spruce
logs, “ provided that if any export duty is
laid upon the above mentioned articles,
or either of them, by any country whence
imported, all articles embraced in this
act imported from said country shall be
subject to duty as now provided by law.”

More Common Sénse Wanted.

So many complaints have been heard of
late in connection with the management of
the post office that it is felt to be a duty
owed the public to call the attention of the
postal officials to the matter. A short time
since a certain gentleman was out of town
for a week and had inadvertantly taken the
key of his post office box with him." His
wife expecting to get letters sent to the of-
fice asking that the contents of the box be
delivered, stating at the same time that her
husband had taken the key. The request
was met with a firm refusal. The lady,
extremely solicitous about the letters, re-
quested a gentleman friend to try and get
them for her. He also was refused, and
told that there was a section of the ‘‘red
book " that expressly prohibited giving out
the mail to persons who owned boxes and
had forgotten the keys. Should this Medo-
Persian law remain in effect, steps will have
to be at once taken to change it as the pub-
lic will not put up with such treatment,
we want more common sense and less red
tape. There are owners of boxes who re-
side ten miles - from the city. Should they
happen to forget the keys, they could not
get their mail.

Itis
not the pleasure of the officials that should
be looked at, it is the wants of the public.
It is not bestowing a favor to pass out the
contents of a box to any person it is their
just right. It would not do to make it
general, but when a case happens like the
one spoken of, especially where the parties
are well known, it is absurd to suggest that
the “red book " prevents delivery. It is to
be hoped that no similar case will occur,if it
should steps will be at once taken to find a
remedy. The clerks are courteous and
obliging, but they must obey orders and the
people suffer in consequence.

The pevies are split out,
not sawn, and then turned in a foot power
lathe. There is one good feature about
them, they are allowed to be the best that
can be got. An extensive manufacturer of
these articles at St. Marys modeled his pro-
duct on the Sands pevies and yet his do not
equal the original. Mr. Sands has about as
much of this work as he can do, making all
that are used by Wm. Richards, M. Welsh
and several other large operators.

DEATH ON THE RAIL:

C. P. Rallroad.

When the dozen or so passengers started
out on Tuesday morning from 8t. Mary's
station, on the Gibson-Woodstock branch of
the C.P. R., there was little thought that
before twenty-two miles had been run, one
of their number would be a torn and
mangled corpse. Yet so it was. Frank
Gilman, one of the American syndicate,
who are engaged extensively in lumbering
at Jones forks, near Zealand station, was
the unfortunate man. He appeared to be
suffering from the effects of la grippe and
had a very severe cough. He was seen to
go out on the platform, between the private
and passenger car, and stand for a few
minutes, but no attention was paid to it,
and it was thought he had gone into the
passenger car. When the train reached
Brewer’s mill, Mr. Gilpatrick and son were
there with a team to take Mr. Gilman to the
camp, which he intended visiting for a few
days. Men he had hired for the woods
were also on the train and when they got
off, conductor Hoben looked for Mr. Gil-
man as he did not appear. A man wassent
into the car to tell him he had reached his
destination but he could not be found.
Some things which he had along with him
in the car were found, but as he did not ap-
pear, the conductor thought he had got off
at a station down the line. The conductor
gettin uneasy sent brakeman Dennison
down the linealso, and then ran his train to
Millville where he waited for a long time
for tidings over the wire, respecting the
missing man. None coming he went on to
Woodstock where the train was held for
three hours awaiting tidings. The brake-
man and others went on and after 8 mile
had been traversed they saw a horriblesight
indeed. The body of Frank Gilman, cut
and marngled, his clothes torn to shreds, one
eye torn from tlie socket; cold in death, was
lying outside the rail, while one leg, taken
off at the thigh, was lying between the rails.
The other leg was bruised and pounded to a
jelly. His watch which wason him had
stopped at 12 minutes past eight. The body
was put into a rough coffin. On the return
of the train from Woodstock the remains,
which had been cared for by Dr. Moore-
house, was brought to St. Marys where they
were put iuto the hands of undertaker
Adams.

Coroner Dr. Brown had been notified of
the accident and was at St. Marys station on
the arrival of the train.

From what could be gleaned from the
train men and passengers the only reason-
able hypothesis is, that the deceased feeling
weak from the effects of a recent illness
went on the platform to get the air and be-
ing overcome fell. The body had been
dragged for upwards of half a mile. Itis
thought that in his fall his clothing got
caught on some of the underworks of the
car. No money was found upon him, but
as his pockets were torn to pieces, it is
thought that whatever money he had was
strewn along the track and covered by the
heavily falling snow.

An inquest was held at the Queen in the
evening with the following jurors: P. Far-
rell, Ald. Moore, J. T. Millican, Geo. Tread
well, H. Rutter and Thos. Roberts. After
several witnesses were heard it was ad-
journed till Wednesday evening.

The inquest showed that death was the
result of accident and a verdict to that ef-
fect was rendered, and also that no blame
could be attached to the employes of the
road. :

This is the first death on this line of
travel since conductor Hoben ran the train,
a period of five years.

A peculiar feature of the distressing affair
is that on Tuesday morning H. B. Rains-
ford received a telegram from Mrs. Gilman
at Bangor asking if her husband was ill.

The Bangor Daily News of the 27th inst.
has the following :

“ The news was received in Bangor with
much sorrow, Mr. Gilman having a host of
friends in the city.

Mr. Gilman was born in Sebec September
8,1839. He was a clerk in the commissary
department during the war. After the war
was over he was with his father for two
years at the farm at the Agricultural college
at Orono.

He went to Winn in 1868, where he went
into the general store and lumbermen’s sup-
ply business.

After leaving this business in 1870 he en-
gaged with Henry Poor & Son as general
agent for their tannery business.

In 1886 he removed to Bangor, at first
living in a house which he had leased and
afterwards he decided to reside permantly
in Bangor, and purchased a residence on the
west side, where he has resided since.

Since living in Bangor he has been en-
gaged in the buying and selling of wild
Jands and lumbering. He was associated
with William Engel, the late Lewis F.
Stratton and other well known business
men. He was supervisor of the last census
for Bangor.

Much of the lumbering business in which
he was interested was in New Brunswick,
and it was while on a business trip, there
that he met his death.

Mr. Gilman was the president of the
Muncie land company of Indiana. He
leaves a widow who was the daughter of
William Averill, of Orono, and two bright
children, Kate W., now attending the Bel-
lows school in Portland. and John A., who
is at home in this city.

Lumbering.

As a rule New Brunswick never fails
in the supply of snow. The heavy falls of
the week just ended have been very accept-
able to all especially so to the lumbermen.
Advices from all quarters are to the effect
that hauling from yards is going on with a
rush and that teams are in demand at good
wages. Appearances are to the effect that
the cut will be larger than that of last.year.
One of our sporting men returned on
Tuesday evening from the lumber regions
of Dungarvon. Hereports four feet of snow
there, with hauling going on at a lively
rate.

Messrs Gilpatrick and Lawrence, for the
American syndicate, are getting out a large
amount of spruce at Jones Forks, a branch
of the Keswick. They take nothing less
than eleyen inches diameter at top end, thus
leaving a large amount of fine lumber to rot
in the woods. James Pickard of Gibson
visits the brows each week as scaler.

It is a, pity.that evidence had not been
produced  before the jury sworn to inquire
into the cause of the death of Mr. Gilman,
who unfortunately was killed while
trairgly]ing on the C. P. R. railway from
Gibson to Woodstook on the northern side
of the river 8t. John, on his way to Upper
KeswicK on the morning of the 26th inst.,
that the couplings of the cars were not of
the patent Miller buffet kind, whereby the
cars ‘are kept' close together, when in
motion, but were of the old fashioned link
kind, making the distance between the cars,
whilein motion, from 18 inches to three feet,
or thereabouts, leaving plenty of space for
any one to fall through should they slip
or fall while passing from one car to the
other. . i
- The jury, from the evidence supplied,
could not have given any other verdict
than they did ; but had evidence been fur-
nished showing the present mode of
coupling cars on that line, they would, no
doubt, while exempting the employes from
any blame, have censured the company for
not having adopted the modern safety
.coupling on the Gibson line as well as on
the other lines of the C. P. R. ;
+, As the coroner, who " held the inquest,
eould not have been aware that the modern
improvements had not been adopted on
this line, no blame can be attached to him
for not causing such information to be laid
before the jury.

It is to be hoped that the C. P. R. will
immediately rectify the present dangerous
method of coupling their cars on the Gib-
son line, and thereby guard against ac-
cidents.
