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Our Claims at Ottawa.

Last week the announcement
came from Ottawa that Premier
Peters hed addressed the Domini-
on Cabinet rn the question of the
claims of this Province - against
the Federal Government. Weare
informed by the Patriot that Mr.
Peters did not “go into details or
a complete enumeration of our
claims, but advoecated the appoint-
ment of s commission or arbit-
ration to examine into and offer
suzgestions or decide upon all the
Island’s claims against the Dom-
inion.” - The Government organ
further intimates that although
“ the Ministers came to no imme-
diate determination upon the ap-
plication made by Premier Peters,
good hopes ‘are entertained that
the request of the P. E.Island
Government will be granted.”
It is not at all impossible that
« good hopes ” may be entertained
that the Ottawa Government may
appoint a commission ; for they
have promised commissiong™ on
nearly all the important questions
that have been submitted to them.
But it is one thing to promise a
commission and quite another to
satisfactorily adjust the claims of
our Province against the Domin-
ion Government. The promise of
a “commission” is a convenient
way of side-tracking the question.
With the exception of the trans-
mission of a blundering and mis-
leading minute of counsel, no
apparent effort has been made by
Premier Peters during the six
years he has been in power to
push our claims against the Fed
eral Government. It is 'well
known that the late Conservative
Government of this Province per-
sistently advocated these claims
and with such success that in
1887 an act was passed by the
Dominion Parliament granting
our Province an additional sub-
sidy of $20,000 annually. The
Patriot is pleased to say that by
this act “ the soundness of our
claim *was partially acknowledg-
ed.” It is satisfactory to find our
contemporary admitting this fact,
even if the admission may have
come a little late. The benefit
accruing to the Province from the
additional annual subsidy has
been pretty well neutralized by
the recklessness and extravagance
of the Peters Government, as
they have brought the public debt
up almpst to the amount of the
capital representing the $20,000.
The late Conservative administra-
tion at Ottawa recognized the
large claims of our Province still
standing against the Federal
Government, gnd had taken prac-
tical steps to satisfy them, in some
measure at least, by building the
Belfast and Murray Harbor and
other branch railways; but were
prevented from carrying out their
plans by going out.of power. It
is quite evident that Mr. Peters
does not desire that the Laurier
Government should carry out the
obligations of their predecessors
in office in the matter of these
branch railways. Apparently he
prefers to dangle before the elects
ors something of a different char-
acter ; he, no doubt, would like
them to believe that his friends
at Ottawa intended to give him
an amount of ready cash sufficient
to pay off the debt with which
his Government has saddled the
Province. He must soon appeal
to the electors, and he well knows
that his record is against him;
Consequently, something must be
done to divert the attention of the

le from the real issues. He,
doubtless, imagines that by hold-
ing before them the “ hopes”
of the Dominjon G(overnment
coming to the rescue he may be
able to fool them once more, and
obtain a snap verdict. He has

eause to dread the wrath of
the electors. He knows that they
most emphatieslly disapprove of
the manner in which he has been
running the country in debt, and
rolling up deficits. He cannot
conceal from the eleetors that the
average annual expenditare of his
Goyernment has been nearly
$32000 in excess of that of the
previous Conservative Govern-
ment ; that his deficits have run
all the way from $14,000 up to
over $119,000 a year; _bhq,t he has
prought the Provincial debt, op
the admission of the Government’s
officiai statement, up to almost
$400,000, These facts are patent
to the electors and the Premier
knows it, and in order to divert
their minds from a &oo serious
consideration of them, he must
have recourse to some subterfoge.
To meet the emergency the “ good
hopes ” from Ottawa are tpdo
duty in ‘the coming campaign,
‘Are the electors of this Provinee
willing to drop out of sight the
real issues before the people_, in
consideration of the Premier’s
alluring promises; will the draw-
ing of this red herring across the
trail cause them to forget the
Government’s record ; will they
once more allow Premier Peters
to pull the wool over their eygs?
These - are questiops - deserving
serious  considerations.

Speech delivered -in the House of
Commons on Tuesdsy June 1st., d

the tariff debate, by A. C. Macdonald,
Esq.” M. P. for Kings. :
(From Hansard)

Mr. MACDONALD (King’s, P. E. L)
At the risk of being accused of wasting
a little more time, I will trouble the
House with a very few remarks. It
was not my intention tg inftict & speech
on the House, nor would I do so were
it not that I see the debate is not likely
to close for some little time. With
reference to the preferential clause
which is more directly under discussion,
I wish to say that in my estimation it
is not preferential. My idea of prefer-
ential trade is a trade that will give a
preference to the manufactnrers of
England in our markets. This goes
farther, and gives a preference not
only to England, but to other countries,
and in that respect goes a step further
than my idea of preferential trade, and
it therefore ceases to be preferential so
far as England is concernei. Now, we
are giving this preference to England
and not getting anything in exchange.
I do not find so much fault with that,
because if there is anything I feel in-
clined to favor more than another, it is
the idea of preferential trade between
England and her colonies, and between
the colonies of England. I think, for-
ther, that this preferential clause is
taking too much power from the re-
presentatives of the people and putting
it into the hands of the Controller of
Customs and in that respect it is much
to be condemned. It would seem not-
withstanding what has been said to the
contrary, that the position that has
been taken by the Controller up to this
time indicates that he is the sole judge
in this matter; and that the action that
has been taken with respect to the pre
ferential clause up to the present time
has been taken altogether by the Con-
treller, and without the unc}lon of the
Government, because, if [ understand
rightly, his report was not submitted
to the Government until action was
taken on it. A great deal has been
said abont this matter of preferentiai
trade. But, so far as I can find out,
there is very little in it in favor of
trade with England. As an instance
of that, I will give the case of an im-
porter of goods that has come under
my own observation. An invoice of
English goods amounting to $281, was
irported mince this tariff came into
operation, The duty on that invoice,
at 35 per cent amounted to $98.35.
Take one-eighth off as coming from
England, which was $12.29 leaves the
total duty under this new tariff, “at
$86.06, Now, applying:the old tariff to
that same invoice, the case would stand
as follows:—Value, $281; duty under
the old tariff, at 25 per cent, $70.25;
199 pounds of cloth at5 cents a pound,
$9.95. Add duty of $70.25, and you
hawe $80.20, showing a balance of $5.86
more under the operation of the new
tariff than would have been paid under
the old tariff. This shows that instead
of being a free trade tariff, and as carry-
ing out the policy enunciated by the
Goveranment ‘while in Opposition, it i®
ta xing the people of this conntry to th-
tane of $5.86 more on that invoice than
the National Policy would have done.
The point in this new tariff with which
Tfind fault more especially as regards
the Province of Prince Edward Island
from which I come, is the abolition of
the duty on corn. This is a matter, no
doubt, that affects all sections of Canads
but there is no section that the repeal
of the duty on corn affects so much as
Prince Edward Island. We find that s
large quantity of corn is grown in Can-
ads, something like twelve or fourteen
million bushels, yet we find that the
people in the province of Ontario in
which “the most of thaf corn is grown,
are opposed fo taking the duty off. In
my opinion, that has been done alto-
gether in the interest of a fow rich in-
dividoal farmers, and this remark
possibly applies more to large stock
feeders in Ontario than to any other
part of the country. Sir I do not come
here to assist in legislating inthe in-
terests of the rich farmers only who
are able to take care of themselves; but
I come here to legislate, and tfodoj
what I can, in the interests of the
poorer classes of the people, the people
that really require our attention and
for whom we should do everything we
can. We ail know yery well that last
fall the price of oats had gope down so
low that it would not pay any man to
raise them. The price was as low as
20 or 23 cents a bushel, which is, of
cqurse, below the cost of production.
Ifi is ridiculous $o suppose that a poor
farmer can grow oats at such a price as
that, and go fo the expense of market-
ing them, snd them jmport corn from
the United States or elsewhere to feed
his stock. It is entirely ot of the gues-
tion. I contend that the affect of
the duty being removed from corn
will farther depreciate the prices that it
will be ptterly impossible for the farm-
ers of this eonntry fo grow oats in face
of the immense quantities of corn that
will be imported from the Dnited States
We find that the United States has put
a duty on wool grown by the farmers of
this country, and I suppose that in re-
sponge to that action, this fatherly
Governmen of oprs has taken the duty
off corn. Itisa queer way o prefaliate
on them by punisiing us, but that
seems to be the facts of the case. Now
the effect of the present tariff, if I
nnderstand it properly, will prevent
the small mills of this cogntry from
untilizing our home-grown wool, and it
will be, under the circumstances, next
to impossible for our farmers to find a
market for it. But this Government,
ip face of the Americans putiting a
heavy duty of 12 gents a pound on wool
turn around and take the dnty off corn.
For my part, speaking for the farmers,
I cannot see how it is possible that
they gap appreciate legislation of that
kind, Then, again, while the Govern-
ment take the duty off con in $he in-

terest as they say, of free trade, I must
say that I am glad to see, orf the other
hand, that they show their protectien-
ist proclivities by leaving the duty on
park. We know very well that lass fall
as was stated by s gentleman in this
House, if I mistake not, that when this
tariff commission was on its rounds it
was interviewed by the pork packers of
this country. They wanted to find out
what the Government were likely to do
with respect to the protection on pork,
in order that they might regulate their
prices accordingly. But the tariff com-{
mission could not see its way to give
any information to the pork packers in
order that- the farmers of this country
might get better prices for their pork,
and that a proper basis might be ar-
ranged by the packers on which to pay
them for their pork. The commission
could not ‘give them any information
with respect to the daty on pork, while
at the game time the finance Minister
and other members of the Cabinet and
the Leader of the Government could
givelarge corporations, the large coal
corporations of this country, & tip with
respect to the duty on coal, while the
farmer must be left out in the cold
without any congideration. The conse-
quence was that the price of pork never
went 8o low in this country, because the
pork packers had to guard themselves
against the possible removal of the duty
under the so-called free trade policy of
the Government, and therelore had to
pay a price that would protect them,
providing the protection was taken off
pork sltogether. The result was that 3
or 4 cents a pound was the price paid in
my provinee for pork that would have
commanded 8 much bigher price bad it
been known that protection was likely
to be left on by the Government. One
reform promised by my hon. friend,
the present Leader of the Government
in 1895 was that if he were elected to
power, he wonld remove the duty on
pork. Iam glad to say he has not car-
ried his free trade principles to such an
extent as to remove that daty, and that
the protection given to pork by the Lib-
eral-Conservative party has been re-
tained at the same rate as it was levied
under the late Government. We were
told by our opponents. that the Nation-
al Policy was ‘* the robbery of the many
for the enrichment of the few.” Isup-
pose on that principle the protection on
pork has been retained for the benefit
of certain classes of people, and that the
Government have thereby placed them-
selves in the category of robbers. We
were told that the National Policy was
* the robbery of the many for the en-
richment of the few.” ;The Government
have retained the protection on pork; at
which I feel very much pleased; but
they have stnltified themselves and
placed themselves in a very awkward
position in view of their previous state-
ments. Another change that is going
to be detrimental to some of the inter-
ests of this country is the removal of
the iron duties. If there was any duty
or protection that interested the people
of tke lower provincesit was covered by
the iron duties: What was their effect?
Their effect was to give employment to
a very large number of people who be-
came consumers of the farm produce of
Prince Edward Island, and the small
towns built around the iron centres also
became large consumers of our farm
produce, and we thus possessed the
very best market that our people counld

easy reach. If those iron industries
should be shut down under the present
tariff, which is more than probable, this
home market will disapper, and we will
be thrown back into the position occa-
pied by us in 1878, when the present
party was in power. If there was one
cry we had to fage during the last elec-
tion campaign “more than another, it
was the injury done to the farmers by
the excessive protection placed on fatm
machinery, it being asserted that every
farmer had to pay an excessive price
for his thresher or self-binder, even in
face of the fact that the late Govern-
ment lowered the daties from 35 to 25
per cent befors they went out of power.
Since the elections, however, hon. gen-
tlemen opposite, instead of removing
the duties which the Conservative party
left on agricultural implements when
they went ont of power, have given this
industry increa#ed protegtion by reduc-
ing the duty on iron used in manufac:
turing these machines, and have left
the duty on the machines as it was be-
fore. Another accusation we can fairly
bring against the Government in con-
nection with their new tariff is that they
appear to have sought to punish the
poor man whils allowing the more
wealthy classes to go free, We can all
look on tobacco as a luxury, but it is
one of the poor man’s luxuries. The
duty comes home fo every poor man ;
he takes as mueh soiace out of his pipe
of tobacco as the -more wealthy man
does in drinking costly wines. Itisa
source of comfort to him, and the Gov-
ernment bave made s mistake in in-
creasing the duties to such s large ex:
tent. It will undoubtedly jead to in:
creased smuggling. Not only so, but
tobacco was one of the few afticles man-
ufactured in Prince Edward Island.
Two small factories established there
have been gradually incressing their
trade ; they mannfacture & good grticle
st & yepgonable price, and it is ap-
preciated by the peopie of the island as
s whole. Isaw in the newspa persthe
other 'day that these factories were
abopt to close down under the new
tariff ; and thjg ig another example of
the effect of the tariff on the igland.
Then again there is the poor man's
grog. We only wish the poor man
wouid not drink any spirits, but unfor-
tucately sgch is not the pase ; and when
the Government were ajtering the
duties on wines and lignors they should
not have placed incressed duties on
the poor man’s grog without increasing
the duties on the rich man’s wines
We were told by the hon, member for
South Oxford (Bir Bichsrd Cartwright)
that ** the protective policy was deliber-
ate and organized robbery.” The Lib-

desire, namely, a heme market within | presen

such was ths fact. It remained for
tha present Government to carry out s
system which they themselves called
¢ doliberate and organized robbery.”
They also said that protection was s
villainous system. We beélieved it was
a system necessary for the purpose of
building up the manufactures of this
country. While hon. gentlemen op-
poeite believed it was s villainous
system,” they still continue it. We
were also told that the tariff wonld be
reduced so a8 “ to eliminate every ves-
tige of protection.” Yet we find they
are continuing protection to almost the
game extent as before, and in some art-
icles to a greater extent. We are also
told by the hon. member for Soutb Ox-
ford that the Liberal Conservative party
of that time were “in league with
scoundrels great and scoundrels small”
to rob the people of this country under
the system of protection. These gen-
tlemen still continue this system of pro-
tection. We did not believe that we
were either scoundrels great or scoun-
drels small, or that we were robbing
the people of this eountry, and if hon.
gentlemen on the Treasury benches be-
lieved their own utterances, then they
are the very people who are * in league
with scoundrels great and scoundrels
small” to carry out what they believe
to be this villainous protective system.
On the 26th April, 1897, the Toranto
“(3lobe,” the orgau of the Liberal party
wrote a8 follows :—

If we give our market fo the manu-
facturers of the United States and allow
American goods to come in at the flood
many of our factories must be swept

away in the deluge, and widespread
commercial disaster wonld be the re-

sult.

Why, Sir, you would imagine that
this was the ntterance of a Liberal-
Conservative National Policy newspaper
It seems, that the party which de-
nounced protection from one end of
Canada to the other, and got into power
on that cry, are now compelled to con-
tinue the system that they have for
years past decried. The ¢ Globe” con-

tinoed :
To reduce our tariff to a free trade

tariff in the face of the high tariff of the
United States and the low freight
charges across the border into Canads,
would be to doom even the mast de-
serving of Canadian industriesto de-
cay’ and to send our young men in ever
inereasing droves to the United Btates.
We assert as strongly 88 ever the, ad-
vantage of free trade with the neigh-
boring countries, but we must consider
galf-preservation, and we must have

national self respect.

After eighteen years of denunciation
of this system by the Liberal party, we
today find their newspaper organ writ-
ing in favor of the very principles they
have denounced. 8ir, if there was one
thing more than another which the
present Government when in Qpposition
promised, it was that they wounld con-
fer great benefits upon the farmers of
Canada. Can hon, gentlemen opposite
tell me what their tarift has done for
the farmers? Does it give them an
increased market for & bushelof oats,
or does 1t compensate them ih any way
for the duty that has been taken off

corn ?

$ ariff give the farmer an increased
market for a pound of butter, does it give
him an increased market for his cheese,
does it give him an increased market for
his beef or his pork? No, 3ir, it does not;
and the Liberal party have failed to fulfil
any one of the promises they have made to
the agriculturists of Canada. Not only
that, Sir, but the Government by the pre-
sent tariff, are doing all they can to destroy
the farmers home market by allowing corn
in free to take the place of the coarse
grains produced in this country. I re-
member that the leader of the government
during the ante-election canvass, spoke of
protection as slavery. Well, then, he ani
his friends are in favour of slavery, because
they have continued protection in nearlys
every item of the tariff as they found it
when they carpe into power,

My hon. friend the. Minister of Marine
and Fisheries (Mr, Davies) then stated
that the system of protection was a system
¢ accursed of God and man;” and yet, 8ir,
he sits there as complacenty as you piease,
continuing this accursed system. Perhaps
the hon. gentleman did not believe what
he was saying, at that time—I doubt very
much whether he always believes what he
is saying, but I will not chide him with
that failing on this occasion. The hon.
gentleman (Mr. Davies) also said, that
© proteetion. was the- bane and curse of
Canada,’™ yet he continues protectiop, and
therefore according to his own v;zy he
perpetuates the bane and curse of Canada.
The hon. gentleman also told us that
* every dollar of protection must be taken
off.” Has he carried out that promise.
Most decidedly not. We were also told
that * for every dollar that went into the
treasury two dollars went into the pozkets
of the manpfacturers.” If such is the case
it is an extraordinary thing if the people
of the country will continue to have faifh
in men who perpetuate a system, wbich
they believe that for every dollar it puts
in the public treasury, puts two dollars in-
to the pockets of our manufacturers. Pro-
tection was denounced by hon, geutlemen
opposite as ‘¢ legalized robbery” and yet
they continue this system of legalized rob-
bery. They talked a great deal about the
oi] robbery, and that more than anything
else was used as an eleetion cry in onr pro-
vinos, The hon, the Minister of Marine
(Mr. Davies) placed the protection duty
on oil at 17 per cent, and we find that
when he comes into power he continues
that robbery, by only taking off one-sixth
of the daty. Sir, Ishall refer for a mo-
ment to tome of the planks of the
Liberal platform as promulgated at
the Qttawa convention. e of thess
planks was, { that protection had decressad
the value of farm prodncts.” But thege
%antlemen in power continue to depreciate
arm property by continuing the system of
protection. Protection was denounced in
the Ottawa convention, because ‘it op-
pressed the masses for the enrichment of
the few,” and protection with a Liberal
Government in power continues to do that.
So I might take every plaik in their Gttaws
platform, and make the same remarks con-
cerning it. The coal and iron industries
were particularly obnoxious forms of pro-
tection to the Liberals in opposition, and
yet in power they continue the daty on
coal, "~ Well,” Sir, g'om my point of view,
that is & very proper thing for the Fovern:
ment to do, It was one of the principles
upon which the National Policy was found-
ed, and it should be continued with every
other good feature of the National Policy.

The Minister of Finance told us in his
Budget Speech that protection ‘“ had been
shorn of #ts enormities.”. Tor my

Now, 1 will just refer for a little to the
matter of tweeas. There is a large quan-
tity of tweeds made in the smaller mills of
this country. These tweeds are the cloth
which the farming population of this coun-
try use. Their own domestic wool is used
in its manufacture. The effect of the pre-
sent tariff will be, I fear, to do away with
these small mills, and in that way doaway
with the manufacture of these cloths and
the home market for our wool; and asa
consequence, . the employment which is
given to our own people in and about these
mills will be to a greater or less extent

-lf;dont. ~

e Liberal party, from one end of the
country to the other, denounced the sys-
tem of giving bounties; yet we find them
going back on their principles in this re-
spectalso, for they favor giving bounties
for the production of iron. Another thing
that was denounced by the Liberal party
from one end of the country to the other
previous to the lust election was the sys-
tem of specific duties; and yet we find
them' bringing down a tariff and doing
away with some of these specific duties,
and afterwards bringing down a second
tariff and going back to that system. For
my part, 1 cannot see on what principle

they can, as a free trade party, put a duty -

of 15 or 20 per cent. on one article and a
duty of 30 or 35 per cent. on another. If
they were true to their prinviples of free
trade, I think they would make their tariff
as nearly level as possible, putting the same
duty on one article as on another, Buton
what principle they can put 35 per cent.
on blankets, 25 per;ceat, on boots and
shoes, and 15 per cent, on something else,
I cannot for the life of me see. It only
goes to show that they have thrown their.
principles to the winds, and are adopting
the principles of the Liberal-Conservative
party, which they have been denouncing
for the last eighteen years.

I must ssy again, with respect to the
preferential clauses at present before the
House, that I am sorry that they are not
in a strict sense preferential clauses, If
they were, I would, even if I stood alone,
so far as my party is concerned, be very
