Mr. Smith in speaking on the reso-
lution said that the Conservative mem-
bers who discussed this question had
boasted that the Liberals were endors-
ing their policy but if the Conservative
policy stood for the exploitation of the
lands for revenue then they would find
that many Liberals were not in accord.

THE MURDER OF PEACH
~ WAS A SORDID CRIME

If Roberison’s Confession is True
Okotoks Rancher Was Killed as
Means of Getting Possession of a
Band of Horscs.

High River, Dec. 5—If the allega-
tions of Robertson’s confession are
true. the.murder of Tucker Peach. is
one of the worst of crimes in the an-
nals of police history in these parts.
Like hundreds of other hard-working
settlers in the northwest, Peach -en-
dured untold hardships in his eafly
days. He showed the utmost of con-
fiding good-will to his neighbors and
was dlways willing to lend a hand (o
help them out of their difficulties. He
was, particularly good in this respoct
to the man Fisk whom Robertson has
accused of being hig partner in
bringing about the death of the un-
fortunate Mr. Peach.’ ’ {

Whoever sent Peach to his end
cculd have been actuated by no other
object than to take possession of -the
few ' head of horses, land and mouey
that the old man had so industriously
worked for. |

As the outcome of the statement
or the part of Thomas Mitchell Rob-
ertson, made to Inspector Duffus, R.
N.W.M.P., at Okotbks, on Tuesday
Iast, Robertson™ and & young” farmer
named John Fisk, well known at
High River and the country surround-'
ing Gladys, weére dccused by the ver-
dict of the coroner’s jury of shooting
, Tucker Peach, a rancher well on in
life, who lived on section 7-21-27, west!
of the fourth meridian, and who myvs-
teriously disappeared the ‘end of May
last. {

The sordid tragedy was brbught 1o
light as thé result of investigations by,
the police concerning the head of a
jmian found at Dunbow a few weoks
ago, which head, it was discovered,
belonged to the trunk of a.body found
in the Bow river mear Dunbow, in
June last, and which was buried as
the remains of an unknown.

The head was identified as that of
Tucker Peach, who, after twenty-five
years of residence on the same ranch,
suddenly disappeared, and it was rum-
ored, had sold out gnd gone back to

Mr. Peach, who was more familiarly
krnown as Mr. Tucker, was a man get-
ting ‘on for sixXty years of age. He
was a bachelor of somewhat eccentric
habits, and lived alone in ga little
shack. He worked hard, minded his
own business, but was always willing
to- be of assistance to ‘his neighbors.
He was connected with an aristocratic
Englisffamily, but of late years nhad
dropped correspondence with thewm,
and was practically alone in the
world.

He got the money from the Bank
of Montreal, and was paid partly in
gold and partly in bills. {

He had been out to the ranch t®o
or three times since he pyrchased it,
and in September last, put His cousin,
Ernest Davies, in charge of it.

Robertson seid that he had a type-
written contract for the land and a
bill of sale for the horses. There were
ne lawyers concerned in making the
deal and no affidavits were taken. He'
bad put the contract and a letter that
he had received from Tucker Peach
from SHrewsbuty, England, in his
grip wheén leaving Medicine Hat on
Friday last, but must hdave lost thein
in Maeleod, when he was drinking.

After having said this much, Rob-
ertson seems to have got tangled in
some of his statements, and then he
staggered the coroner by making on
open coufession that he had deliber-
ately murdered the man, dnd in the
commission of the crime, that he was
assisted by Jack Tisk, a neighbor of
Mr. ‘Peach. .

A statement, “which he signed, was
to the effect that on the morning of
the funeral of the late King. Edward
the VII. in May last, Robertson and
Fisk went to the sghack of Tucker
Peach, roused him out of bed, shot
and killed him. They then draggead

Jaek Fisk, who has been ranching
in the same neighborhood as Tucker
Peach for nearly ten years, is a pow-
erfully built man of about 35 years
of age. He is a teetotaller and non-
smoker. Up. till Tecently He farmed.on
a moderate scale, owned a fair sized
buneh of horses: and ‘. controlled a
steam thTeshing outfit. . He also fiilled
in his spare time by acting .as agent
for various Calgary firms and so vis-
ited the farm houses for many miles
around. - To all appearances he
doing well.

Since’ June last he has been:run-
ning a livery barn at Carbon. For
some time prior to the disappearance
of Peach, Fisk had told his neighbors
intention to leave the district
ana going north, so that no one con-
nected lLis departure in any way with
the disappearance of  his neighbor,

The police arrived at Carbon on
‘Wednesday morning. and interviewed
Fisk just as he was opening his livery
business for the day. When arrested
Fisk denied all knowledge of the
crime and on his way to Calgary wi:h
the police offlicers sustained a stolid
silence. - When Robertson heard that
kis alleged confederate had hogn
taken into custody he was highly
pleased.

A LOST TREASURE.

The Legislature very sensibly turn-
ed down the bill to amend the Elec-
tions Act,

introduced by the junior;

member for Calgary. The bill pro-

posed that:—

“After the preparation of the first,
lists of voters as provided by this act
no person shall be qualified to be a
candidate whose name does not ap-
pear on the list of voters for one of
the electoral divisions of the pro-
vince.

“And should a

ed on the list of voters for any elec-
toral division of the province until
after the expiration of six months
from the date of his ceasing to be
such judge.”

The punpose of the bill was quite
obvjous before the author explained

it in his speech on Monday. It was

brought in to afford the wordy gentle-

man an opportunity to spume and

sputter because Mr. Sifton accepted

the call to the Premiership of the Pro-
vince and Mr. Mitchell quit the bench

to become Attorney General. The ob-
ject of the bill as set out in its clauses
is to make it impossible for a jurge to
e¢nter politics for six months after leav-
ing the bench. It did not take much as-
tuteness to conclude . that the sugges-
tion for the bill came from recent
events and not from any abstract
reasoning as to the wisdom or unwis-
dom from the public standpoint of
having such restriction on the statute
books., Any doubt there may have
béen on that score the author cleared
up in his speech. The text of the
speach was the clauses of the bill, but
the subject matter was the entrance
of Premies Sifton and Mr. Mitchell
into political life. That is what is
worrying the real leader of the Op-
position.

Cttawa, Ont.,, Dec. 6—At
of the hoard of railway commissiyers
tcday among the applications heard
for the approval of location plans was
one by the Canadian Northern’' Rail-
way Company for the approval of part
of the Sudbury and Port Arthor di-
vicion from Mile 500 to Mile 525, be-
ing near Nipigon in the distriet of
Thunder Bay. The first point n:diz-
rute was that the applicant company
found difficulty at certain portions of
the line in getting a right of wayv en-
tirely its own, and asked to be alloweg
to use certain portions of the right
of way of the C.P.R. After consider-
able "arguing‘ the’ hearing was ad-
journed until the next meeting. The
C.N.R. had an application on the or-
der -paper for the approval of loca-
ticn plans from Stewartwyn westerly
towards Rocky Mountain House in
Alberta. Some time ago an applica-
tiocn for the approval of location plans
was- dismissed by the board as evi-
derce was furnished to the board that
the C.N.R., contrary to the provisions
of the act had proceeded to grade the
rcad without the approval of loeation
plans by the bhoard of railway com-
missioners. and for the sole protection
of its lina:without the approval of ‘th
rcute. man by the minister of railwavs
and canalsi HBvidence was also
that from Stewartwyn westerly the
road--had-also . been graded. Today
the C.N.R. withdrew .its applicauon
for the approval of location plans
along its line of railway from Stew-
artwyn ‘westerl¥ to the Rocky Moun-
tain House and asked that the board
be good enough to return to them all
plans, ‘profiles, etc.

The hoard of railway gcommissioners
will not approve a 'loéation plan for
any portion of a line of railway where
grading -has been done before approv-
al is obtained as the same is in viola-
ticn of the act. It is understood that
the C.N.R. is applying to the legisla-
ture ol the province of Atberta for a
spéeial act to overcome the difficuity.

ble and the country at large would
possibly—if their ideas are correct
now—have heen saved a great dea] of
trouble.

The
Hon. Junior Member for Calgary told
us the otner day that he was at all
times willing to render assistance to
this government, but T will say that I
have no doubt in the world that he
feels just as much annoyed as any
lawyer would at having the Hon.
Member for Reéd Deer tout for him on
this occasion and ask that he be em-
ployed as counsel for the government,
because the Hon. Member for Calgary
did not mean anythinz of that kind,

Taft's message to the two houses of
congress was read’ this afternoon. ‘\ti
the very beginning he tok up the mat-
ter of arbitration, the fisheries disputei
betwen the United States and Great|
Britain receiving first attention. Hei
said on this point: “The arbitration|
of the fisheries dispute between the.
United States and Great Britain,which |
has been the source of nearly continu-
ous diplomatic correspondence since|
the fisheries convention of 1818, hus|
given an award which is satisfartoryi
to both parties. This arbitration isi
particularly noteworthy not only be-
cause of eminently just resnits secur-
ed, but alse because it is the first ar-
bitration held under the general ar-
bitration treaty of April 4th, 1908 be-
tween the United States and Great
Britain, ahd disposes of a controversy !
the settlement of which has resisted
every other resource of diplomacy,and
which for nearly 90 years has been
the cause of friction between t he
two countries whose common inter-
ests lie. in maintaining the most
friendly. and cordial relations with
cach other.”

Continuing, the message says:—

“Several imrportant treaties have
ben negotiated with Great Britain in
the past 12 months A preliminary
diplomatic agreement has ben reach-
ed regarding the arbitration of pe-
cuniary ¢laims which each govern-
ment has against the other. This
agreement, with the schedules of
claims annexed, will, as soon as the
schedules are arranged, be submitted
to the senate for aponroval.

“An agreement beiween the United
States and Great Britain with regard
to the location of the international
boundary line betwen the United
States and Canada in Pasamaquoddy
bay and to the middle of Grand Man-
an channel was reached i a treaty
corcluded on May 21, 1910, which has
ben ratified by both governments and
proclaimed, thus making unnecessary
the arbitration provided for in the
previous treaty of April 11, 1908. '

“The copvention concluded Janu-
ary 11, 19099, between the TUnited
States and Great Britain providing

for the settlement of international 4if-|
ferences between the United tSa.tr»sl

and Canada, including the apportion-
ment between the -two countries of
certain of the boundary waters and
the appointment of commissioners to
adjust certain other questions, has
Feen ratified by both governrzents and
proclaimed.

“The work or the international fish-
eries commission, appointed in 1908
under the treaty of April 11,1 9903, be-
tween Great Britain and the United
Stztes, has resulted in the formu'a-
n and recommendation of uniform
rulations governing the fisheries of

R. Layton confessed that
the only graft received by the eouncil
was a set of complimentary tickets to
the cireus, though no reduction had
been made in:the license fee in con-

Financial Report.

Mayor Twomey being absent in the
east, the financial report of the coun-
cil was read by Acting Mayor F. P.

were for salary of fire brigade, sink-
ing of well and repairs and expenses
of fire hall and tanks.

The report of the public works
ccmmittee was also given by Coun-
cillor Duggan.

None of
these cases had been very serious, but
he strongly advised more attention to'
sanitation and the extlusion of flies'
from the homes with more attention’
to the care of the water barrels. I[e
also suggested regulations governing
the quality and freshness of milk of-
fered for sale.

Electric Light System.

M. A. Maxwell, engineer, reported
progress of the electric light system
now being installed and praised the
wisdom of the council in t{he selection
of their power house si‘e convenient
ty water and made accesible by + spui
track for the hauling of coal.”
