Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—A political space writer 

in last night’s Herald gets off an un­
usually large order of political bun­
combe.

wny. The Bell Island Mines were 
working before the Morris Govern­
ment was born, and will go on and 
piosper after the obsequies next No­
vember. The usual number of men 
found ready employment there every 
spring in the past, as- well as the 
present spring. The rise of a cent 
an hour decided upon b ythe Director­
ate of Nova Scotia S. & C. Company, 
at a meeting held in March month and 
with which the twister in last nghl’s 
Herald tries to credit Sir Edward Mor­
ris was the result of conditions that 
the present Government of the Col­
ony had about as much to do with as 
the ‘man on Mars.’ Again, the raiise 
of wages of one cent an hour for a 
month’s “work at Bell Island amounts 
to $2.CO—that is for 26 10 hour work­
ing days—with this amount says the 
Herald scribe “the miners who shack 
themselves are able to pay for their 
keep out Of.” If P. T. McGrath or 
any-of his ‘special' contributors think 
that at the present cost of living any

laboring man. in this country can 
shack himself on $2.60 a month, they 
are perfectly welcome to enjoy their 
opinions. The fisherman and the Bell 
Island miner is, however, entitled to 
his, which when expressed through 
the ballot box next November will 
come.

AS A RUDE AWAKENING
to both P. T. and Sir Edward when 
the Bell Island miner and fisherman 
of Conception Bay are given an oppor­
tunity next Fall to decide on P. T. 
McG.’s $2,500 picnic to Sydney 
on the steel companies, viz., to 
“Arrange the Ore Tax,” there will be 
something doing. Again, Employment 
Plentiful says “500 men worked at 
Port au Port all winter and made good 
wages"; half that number would be

7,000 men 
hid deserted the Labrador Fishery 
and 500 schooners were swinging to 
their moorings for want of men to 
man them. Let Morris finish his 
work, and continue to draw the men. 
and particularly the young men, away 
from the fisheries and you kill the 
goose that lays the golden egg. But 
hot Morris’ goose—his «Is a different 
breed and has nothing to do with the 
fisheries. Was there ever a more in­
consistent or nonsensical argument 
put up for the purpose of bluffing tfie 
electorate than to say the less fish 
caught the better the markets; when 
at the present moment the great Re­
public to the west of us, the U. S. A., 
is throwing down the barrier against 
which Bond fought so hard and vai- 
liantly for a quarter of a century.

Proposed Tariff on Fish
Under the new tariff bill the duties 

on fish and fish products are as given 
below. For purpose of comparison 
wc also give the present tariff.

Oils rendered : Cod, sod. seal, her­
ring, whale and other fish oil not 
specially provided for, 5c. a gallon. 
Under present tariff, 8c. a gallon.

Cod liver oil rendered unfit for use 
as food or for any but manufacturing 
purposes, and also spermaceti, whale 
and other fish oils of American fisher­
ies and all fish and products of such 
fisheries, free.

Fish, by whatever name known, 
packed in oil or in oil and jother sub- 
stnees. in bottles, jars, kegs, tin boxes 
or can, 20 per centred valorem. Un­
der present tariff the duty per bottle, 
jar, etc., was based on the size of the 
containers as follows: For packages 
caontainlng 7(6 cubic inches or less, 
l(4c.; containing more than 7% and 
not more than 21 cubic inches, 2 (6c.;

Sealing Claims Sir John Simon, the youthful So­
licitor-General of Great Britain is 
blessed with the gift of the gab in 
an especial degree. He has establish­
ed something of a record by speak­
ing for nine and a half days on the 
telephone question. According to a 
shorthand writer’s computation the 
speech contained 410,000 words, 
and filled 631 pages, yet Sir John 
only used the briefest of notes.

To wind up an able lawyer and 
let him talk for this length of time 
is a frightfully expensive bnsine s, 
But Sir John Simon long ago proved 
that he is worthy of his hiie. He is 
not yet forty years of age, and has 
attained his high position solely by 
his own abilities.

His father was a Congregational 
minister, who managed to send his 
son to Fettes college, Edinburgh, 
and later to Oxford University. Sri 
Johns rise at the Bar was remarka­
bly rapid, and in 1906 he entered 
Parliament as Liberal nvmber for 
the Walthamstow Division of Essex.

He has combined politics with his 
legal engagements in a manner which 
proves that his somewhat frail form 
is no iddex to his vitality and 
of endurence. Throughout the 
great telephone case his evenings 
have been occupied in making 
speeches in the country and in the 
House ef Commons, and yet he has 
never exhibited signs of exhaustion.

When speaking at a political meet­
ing recently held at Manchester, 
Sir John Simon dropped into a 
reminiscent vein, and recalled an 
amusing incident of his youthful 
days. “My first political recollec­
tion is of something that occured, I 
think it was in 1878, when I was a 
very small boy, going to a dame’s 
school in Moss Side. I remember 
well going out of the gate of the 
little hou.e where my father lived 
then, and as I went oui carrying my 
satchel to school, one ol his friends 
came running down the street wav­
ing a newspaper and shouting some­
thing to my father. I think it was 
about one of the first speeches Mr. 
Gladstone made in the early days 
of his Midlothian canqpaign, and I 
heard my mother calling me back 
because I was wearing a blue tie. 
I can see her little figure running up 
the stairs and down again with a red 
ribbon, which she tied round my 
neck, and so I went to school.”

It is fitting that the best and high­
est expression in literature of the 
events surounding the Coming and 
the Lifejof the Onf Perfect Map should 
have adequate expression in Music.

Great Art i, Revelation, and the 
Great Artist is he who conveys to the 
mind of the listener the greatest num­
ber of the greatest ideas at once pure 
and uplifting. Therefore, words and 
music must be in perfect harmony 
with each other to fulfil in the high 
est sense the aim of a Song or Chor­
us, and it is this characteristic that 
makes “The Messiah” great.

At ’the very least it is more than 
twenty, years since The Messiah, as a 
whole, has been given here. Since the 
d?ys of Rowe, Handcock and Walker 
there has been a dearth of any am­
bitious oratorio works and I hope 
that it will be shown at the rendering 
of The Messiah next Thursday, that it 
is certainly, not th.e fault of the pub­
lic that such performances have been 
rare, and that a full hall will encour­
age Mr. Allen and his singers, who 
have been working hard for the past
six tnonths, for the most part having 
twtf practices each week, Excerpts
from-the oratorio are better than 
nothing' but tile logical sequence of 
Prophecy, Birth, Life, Passion and 
Resurrection (so beautifully express­
ed in Holy. Scripture, and taken ; and 
arranged therefrom by Charles Jen- 
nens), as developed in The Messiah, 
must necessarily 'ckrry one along in 
the spirit of reverent wonder and 
praise, and in the unfolding of the 
Story Wonderful, one will forget sing­
ers and players, and feel duly, with 
renewed emphasis, some realization 
of the tremendous sacrifice that was 
made.

The Messiah is divided into three 
parts. The first part deals with the 
prophecy of His Coming and His 
Birth and opens with a recitation by 
the tenor soloist “Comfort ye, comfort 
ye my people, saith your God.
Prepare ye the way of the Lord ; make 
straight in the desert a highway for 
our God:” the first chorus being “And 
the glory of the Lord shall be reveal­
ed, and all flesh shall see it together ;’ 
for the mouth of the Lord has spoken 
it.” “But who may abide the day of 
His coming? And who shall stand 
when He appeareth? For He is like 
a refiner’s fire.” A good chorus is 
For unto us a Child is born, unto us 

a Son is given, and the Government 
shall be upon His shoulders; and His 
name shall be called Wonderful, 
Counsellor, the Mighty God, the Ever­
lasting Father, the Prince of Peace.”

The chorus “Glory to God” begins \ 
as.Handel wrote of .it “From afar and, 
rather softly,’’ with the idea of the 
gradual approach of the angels, and 
ends also softly, with the idea of the 
gradual vanishing of the angels.

The well-known “He shall feed His 
flock.” so often sung with an utter- 
disregard to the correct flowing time,- 
closes this part. The second part 
treats of Christ’s Passion. The per-, 
feet union of words and music in “He 
was despised and rejected qf men; a 
man of sorrows, and acquainted with 
grief,” puts it among the great solos 
arid gives the contralto soloist much 
opportunity for expression.

The chorus “All we like sheep have 
gone astray” seems at first to have a 
somewhat incongruous setting, but the 
explanation is given, that it typifies 
thje frivolous and unthinking attitude 
of those who “have turned everyone, 
to his own way;" and then with what 
suddenness does Handel make us 
realize, in deep, heart-finding chords, 
that “the’Lord hath laid on Him the 
iniquity of us all.” This part con-

tains the Bass solo “Why «do the na­
tions rage,” which I anticipate will 
be rendered mightily by the soloist, 
and the part closes with the “Halle­
lujah" which coming in its proper 
place and setting ought to affect our 
ears and hearts with new force.

The third’ part deals with the Hope 
of Eternal Life and opens with the 
ever-beautiful “I know that my Re­
deemer liveth,” and again notice the 
harmony of words and music when 
Handel by giving prominence to the 
word ‘know’ mar.ks the note of cer­
tainty in the Resurrection. We are 
especially fortunate in having as So­
prano Soloist a lady who has taken 
this part in the Messiah in many per­
formances in England, and whose 
place as the most accomplished So­
prano in our midst is acknowledged!- 
The chorus “Worthy is the Lamb" is 
grand in every sense of the word. The 
opening ‘largo’ bars are full, broad 
and deep-expressive of the honor that 
is the due of the "Lamb that was 
slain." In the concluding chorus 
Handel takes five pages to say 
“Amen,” and has given a chorus that 
demands much from a. choir. The 
leads must be firmly taken and. each 
part well* sustained to give an ade­
quate result»

For the accompaniments the organ, 
two pianos, five violins, two violin- 
cellrfs, and cornet will be used.

Children who Have Secured Titles.
The fact that the Committee of Priv­

ileges in the House of Lords have re­
commended that the Barony of Fur- 
nivall, which has been in abeyance 
since 1777, should be revived in favor 
yf the Hon. Mary Frances Katherine 
Petre, a little girl, twelve years of 
age, the daughter of Lady Petre, who 
died four years ago, recalls several 
other instances of titles, which were 
generally thought to be extinct, being 
revived and conferred upon the young 
daughters of distinguished houses, 
who thus became peeresses in their 
own right.

Perhaps the most notable case is 
that of the Countess of Cromartie. 
The Cromartie title was first bestow­
ed upon the second Baronet, Macken­
zie of Tarbat, but was forfeited by the 
third Earl through his share in the 
rebellion of 1745. From that year, the 
title lay in abeyance until 1861, when 
it was bestowed upon Lady Cromar- 
tie’s grandmother, the wife of the 
third Duke of Sutherland. He left nr 
son, and on his death, in 1893, the tit­
le again fell into abeyance, until-two 
years later It was bestowed upon his 
driest daughter, Sitiel, the present 
Countess, when she was seventeen 
yhars Qf age, by Queen Victoria.

Peeress Two Years of Age.
The youngest peeress in her own 

right is Baroness Clifton. She is the 
daughter of the seventh Earl of 
Darnley, who died in the year in 
Which she was born—viz., 1900—the 
heir-presumptive to the title being 
her uncle, the present Earl of Darn- 
ley.

An interesting instance of a peer­
age being secured by a little girl two 
years of age is afforded by the car­

eer of the Baroness Beaumont, who | 
was born on August 1st, 1894, and 
whose barony was called out of abey­
ance in her favor when she was not 
two years of age, on June 1st, 1896. 
The Beaumont peerage dates back to 
the fourteenth century, but on the 
death of the seventh Baron in 1507 the 
peerage fell into abeyance until 1840. 
A second but much briefer abeyance 
followed iU 1895, when the tenth Bar­
on left at his death two daughters, to 
the elder of whom, the present Baron­
ess, the succession was awarded by 
the Crown the following year.

Bron’s Widow.
Should the King decide, in accord­

ance with the decision of the House of 
Lords, to bestow the Barony of Fur- 
nivall on lliss_ Petre, the number of 
ladies who are peeresses in their own 
right will then be eighteen. Perhaps 
the most talented of this select group 
of peeresses is Baroness Wentworth, 
who is a great-granddaughter of Lord 
Byron, and has inherited much of her 
famous ancestor’s literary abilities. 
The Baroness was Lady Mary Mil- 
banke before she succeeded to her 
present title in 1906, on the death of 
her father, the late Lord Lovelace. ,

The Baroness is the fifth lady to 
bear the ancient title, which was call- 

i ;d out of abeyance in favor of By- 
i ron’s widow, in 1856. The latter’s only 
child married the first Earl of Love­
lace, and the late Earl, who was the 
second, thus had the high distinction 
of being the grandson of the famous 
poet. He assumed the name of Mil- 
banke, the heiress-presumptive to the 
title being I.<ady Anne Blunt, an aunt 
of the present Baroness.

Not many people are aware of the 
fact that, not only is the Countess of 
Fowls a. peeress in her own right, but 
her sister, too, the Countess of Yar­
borough, can claim a similar distinc­
tion. The former came to her title. 
Baroness Darçy de Knayth, in a some­
what strange manner. This title 
dates back to 1832. When the fourth

Earl died in 1778, however, it fell in­
to abeyance, because it was thought 
that the patent limited the succession 
to heirs male. This was ultimately 
proved to he a mistake, although .it 
was not until 1903 that the title was 
called out of abeyance in favor of the 
Countess. In the case also of her sis­
ter, the Countess of Yarborough, who 
is the Baroness Fauconberg and Con­
yers in her own right, the title of 
Fauconberg fell into abeyance for 
some four and a half centuries after 
the death of the sixth Baron in 1463, 
although the barony was strictly his 
wife’s, and was not called out of 
abeyance until 1903, the year in which 
the Countess of Po.wis established her 
claim to the title already mentioned.

• It was only after the Committee of 
Privileges in the House of Lords had 
carefully considered the matter that 
the Baroness Gray was allowed to as­
sume that title in 1896, owing to dis­
putes regarding the succession; while 
the title borne by Baroness Kinloss, 
is interesting in view of the fact that 
she is a daughter of the last Duke of 
Buckingham, who successfully claim­
ed the title.of Kinloss in 1868, the 
only title which could descend to a fe­
male.

For Distinguished Service-
Two other peeresses in their own 

are Lady de Bos, who succeeded to the 
title in 1907, and the Duchess of 
Norfolk, who became Baroness Her- 
ries in her own right in 1908, four 
years after her marriage to the 
Duke of Norfolk. The story of the 
Herries title recalls the romantic his­
tory of the Cromartie peerage. The 
first Lord /Herries was created in 1840 
but the ninth Lord forfeited the title, 
as well as that of Earl of Hithsdale, 
by being taken prisoner at Preston in 
1715, during the Jacobite rebellion. 
He would have been executed but for 
the aid of his wife, who effected Ms 
escape from the Tower. The earldom 
htpsed altogether, but the barony was

revived by decision of the House of 
Lords in 1858, when the grandfather 
of the present Baroness was awarded 
the title.

Suffragettes had plenty of evidence 
yesterday that the public are tired of 
militancy and only the protection af­
forded by a large body of police saved 
the women from the hands of ad 
angry mob. At Brighton, tbe suffra­
gettes were chased off the esplanade 
and toojk refuge in a neighboring 
house. This was surrounded by 
howling thousands who bombarded 
the place with stones and smashed 
every window. In defiance of the ban 
on meetings In Hyde Park, the Wo­
men’s Social and Political Union at­
tempted to carry on a propaganda 
there. Londoners had anticipated that 
an attempt would be made and 20,000 
assembled at the customary meeting 
place. No sooner had the suffragettes 
mounted the box and unfurled the 
militants flag, than the police inter­
fered.

New York, To-day.

“I commit my soul into the hands 
of my Saviour in full confidence that 
having redeemed it and washed it In 
His most precious blood. He will pre­
sent it faultless before the throne of 
my Heavenly Father, and I entreat 
my children to maintain and defend 
at all hazards, and at any cost of per­
sonal sacrifice the blessed doctrine of 
complete atonement for sin through 
the Blood of Jesus Christ, once offer­
ed, through that alone." This is the 
striking utterance which begins the 
last will and testament of J. P. Mor­
gan, who died at Rome, March 31st 
last. The amount bequeathed in 
trusts named by specific sums is un­
der twenty million dollars, but the 
entire residue of estate is left to J. P. 
Morgan, jr., who is designated by his 
father, becomes chief heir not only to 
his "fortune, but to his many charit­
able and artistic activities. Public 
charity bequests are comparatively 
small in the direction of those objects 
in which Mr. Morgan's benefactions 
are already known. The disposition 
of the estate follows: The first pro­
visions are those of his own family. 
To his wife Frances Louis A. Tracey 
Morgan, an income for life from the 
trust fund of one million dollars with 
power to dispose of the capital by will. 
Mrs. Morgan is already entitled to an 
income from the trust fund created by 
Junius Spencer Morgan (Morgan's 
father) by deed dated July 1st, 1867. 
The will provides that she is now to 
receive for life an income from ad­
ditional trust of such an amount that 
her total income from these two 
trusts shall (aside from income of one 
million .dollars fund) amount to $100,- 
000 a year. Mrs. Morgan also receives 
during her life Cragton, Morgan's 
country house at Highland Falls, N. 
Y., also the Morgan home at No. 219 
Madison Avenue, New York city to­
gether with furniture, paintings, etc., 
(except family portraits) in both 
houses. His son John Pierpont Mor­
gan, jr., receives an outright legacy of 
$3,000,000; three daughters recetve 
each an income for life from a trust 
fund of $3,000,000. Morgan's two 
sons-in-law receive each an outright 
legacy of a million. To each of the 
employees at time of death, in the 
firm of J. P. Morgan & Company, of 
the city of New York, except Charles 
W. King, above named, an amount 
equal to one year's salary, and to 
each person who survive him who 
was at the time of the dissolution of 
the firm of J. S. Morgan & Company, 
Ixmdon. as employee thereof, an 
amount equal to one year’s salary. 
Morgan’s valet, Edward Phillips, re­
ceives a legacy of $15,000. Various 
annuities are provided to other ser­
vants in recognition of faithful ser­
vice. A charitable bequest that $100,- 
000 for a House of Rest for consump­
tives be designated as Amelia Sturge's 
Morgan Memorial Fund, is in memory 
of Morgan’s first wife. Mr. Morgan 
having thus provided for immediate 
relatives, various friend employees, 
servants, charity, etc., declares that 
the residue of his property shall be 
bequeathed to his son John Pierpont 
Morgan, jr., his heirs, for his and 
their own use forever.
