War News.
Messages Received 

Previous to 9 AJ1
OFFICIAL.

LONDON, April 13.
The Governor. Newfoundland:

The French Government reports 
that a German counter-attack on Les 
F-iiarges was repulsed during the 
night of Sunday and Monday. •

The Russian Government reports 
the repulse of great enemy forces in 
the direction of Rostoki on the 10th, 
and the development of a violent bat­
tle in the region of Uszok Pass, 
which the enemy still holds. Rus­
sians repulsed attacks on the front 
of Rosochaez-04-awezyk -iRoziarika. 
The enemy hold Height 992 since the 
9th, but Kosziowa and the adjoining 
positions remain in Russian hands.

HARCOURT

ST. PIERRE BULLETIN.

PARIS, via St. Pierre, April 13.
There is but little to add to last 

night's communique. During all day 
of the 11th, fighting continued in 
Belgium and also in France, in Al­
bert region, in Oise, in Aisne and in 
Champagne. As .there has been no 
new fighting between the Meuse and 
Moselle since our success of the 8th, 
we have made good that inaction to 
reorganize the .positions which we 
had taken in previous fights.

On the occidentiai border of Le 
Pretre Wood we have repulsed two 
German counter-attacks, which were 
completely broken up by our infantry 
and artillery fire. On the 10th we 
captured five machine guns and a 
bomb-thrower in Aiily and Le Pretre 
Woods.

Official.—At Eparges during the 
night of the 11th and 12th, after can­
nonading and gun fire, the Germans 
sent forward at 4.30 a.m. a counter­
attack, which has been repulsed. In 
Aiily Woods and in Flirey region, 
violent artillery duels. No infantry 
fighting occurred. In Le Pretre 
Wood yesterday at 8 p.m. an attack, 
attempted by the enemy, was easily 
repulsed during the night. At 5.30 
a.m. a German dirigible threw seven 
bombs on Nancy. One of them fell 
near the civilian hospital, and an­
other near a school. Two fires caus­
ed by the bombs were rapidly extin­
guished.

GENERAL WESTERN ACTIVITIES.

PARIS, April 13.
British airmen have bombarded 

Bruges and a number of railway 
lines that run through West Flan­
ders. Missiles were dropped upon 
the German concentration camp at 
Bruges on Monday. Much damage 
was done to railway lines, thus ham­
pering the movement of the German 
troops and supplies. The German 
army in Woevre has been reinforced 
with thousands of recruits drawn 
from the fortress of Metz.

LEFT FOR PARIS.
DUNKIRK, April 13.

President Poincare and the Minis­
ter of War left here to-day for Paris 
after a visit of three days with the 
French and Belgian troops in this 
vicinity. The French President had 
a long conversation with King Albert 
of Belgium, at* the Belgian head­
quarters. He was received by Queen 
Elizabeth.

AUSTRO-GERMAN OFENSIVE.
PETROGRAD, April 13.

Emperor Wilhelm is personally di­
recting the operations of the Austro- 
German armies in the Carpathians 
according to a semi-official statement 
issued here to-day. This attributes 
the sudden offensive of the Teutonic 
troops in the Stryj region to the ar­
rival of the Kaiser at the front, and 
an order fronj him to cut through the 
Russian left wing, in order to force 
the abandonment of the attacks being 
made upon the Austro-German posi- 
■tions at Uszok Pass. The Bourse 
Gazette’s correspondent at Lemberg 
telegraphs that the Austrians, pre­
viously reported on the verge of com­
plete retreat, have launched fierce at 
tacks upon the Russians, along the 
Stryj, Opora and Swica Rivers. Tcj 
oppose these, a re-arrangement of thç 
Russian forces has been found ne­
cessary. Reinforcements are being I 
rushed to this region, where the Aus­
trians captured Hill 992, a dominant' 
strategic position, by a night attack. 
General Alexander Linsingen, of the 
Gérman army, with 280,000 soldiers, 
is conducting the Stryj region of op-i 
erations, having superseded the Aus­
trian commander there.

TENSION INCREASING.
GENEVA, April 13.

German frontier officials are still, 
detaining all . freight belonging tc 
■Italian lines whose shipments back 
to Italy were stopped last week. Re­
ports received from the German-Ital- 
Jian frontier towns say that tension 
between the two countries is increas­
ing.

UN­REPORT OF NAVAL BATTLE
True.
LONDON, April 13. 

Reports of a naval battle in the 
North Sea off the Norwegian coast, 
are declared unfounded.

WAYFARER TOWED TO PORT.
QUEENSTOWN, April 13.

The British steamer Wayfarer, 6,- 
222 tons net, recently torn by explos­
ion -when about 60 miles off Scilly Is­
lands. was towed into Queenstown 
to-day.

A NEW YORK STORY.
NEW YORK, April 13.

Advices tfero received to-day from 
London to the effect that among the 
110 persons, who lost their lives by 
the sinking of the British steamer 
Falaba, were some thirty British offi­
cers, going to join an expedition

GERMAN AERIAL THREATS.
CONSTANCE, April 13.

“We intend to attack London with 
two squadrons of five dirigibles each, 
regardless of any losses that may be 
incurred. We do not expect to make 
any great aerial attacks until all the 
new units are ready, which Will be 
about August.” This statement was 
made here to-day by one of the aides 
of Count Zeppelin. The German air 
fleet flow consists of 1,366 units, of 
which thirty-five are dirigibles. On 
July 15th we . will have, perfectly 
ready for action, ten armoured air­
ships of a new type, capable of car-' 
rying two tons of explosives. These 
dirigibles will be so equipped that 
they can undertake long expeditions-^ 
When Emperor William orders a 
grand, offensive, we will be in a posi­
tion to employ aerial tactics which 
will cause consternation among the 
Allies. It will be impossible for the 
enemy to cross the German lines 
without dropping like flies. It is ad­
mitted by Zeppelin’s assistant, that 
far heavier aerial losses have been 
suffered since the beginning, than had 
been anticipated. Nine dirigibles 
have been put out of action since; 
hostilities began, but these have all 
been replaced.

WILHELJHXA’S CARGO.
LONDON, April 13.

The British Government has agreed: 
to purchase the cargo of the Ameri­
can steamer Wilhelmina, and to' 
compensate the owners for loss. An' 
agreement to this effect has been 
reached between the Green Commis . 
sion Company of St. Louis and the 
Government.

ORDERED TO LEAVE.
THE HAGUE, April 13.

It is announced semi-officially that 
the German steamer Main, which had 
been lying in port at Flushing since 
the war began, left there yesterday 
for Antwerp. The Dutch Govern­
ment, it is asserted, discovered that 
the steamer was communicating by 
wireless with the German submarines 
and ordered her to leave.

RUSSIANS CONTINUE THEIR SUC- 
CESS.

They captured several 
heights to the northeast of Telepotch, 
and gained a victory in the direction 
if Uszok, where after extremely 
heavy fighting, the heights in the re­
gion of the villages of Bukovich. 
'Beneff and Vyzo.konizy, fell into our 
hands.

On the heights south of Volo- 
saate, especially in the region of 
Koziouwka, the enemy delivered im­
petuous attacks with great strength. :

the 11th delivered a furious attack 
in impenetrable darkness and torren­
tial rain, but everywhere our infantry 
who met the attacks with the bay­
onet, maintained an .upper hand.

Yesterday we referred to the cam­
paign being carried on by Germans 
in the United State® to influence pub­
lic opinion with a view to bringing 
pressure to bear on President Wilson 
to force him to follow out the dictates 
of Germany in reference to the Great 
War. The great objective of the 
campaign is to obtain from the ad­
ministration an order prohibiting 
Americans from manufacturing or 
selling arms and ammunition to the 
Entente Allies. Mr. Wile, a corres­
pondent of the London Daily Mail 
writes in this connection :—

' For six months following the out­
break of the war. roughly up to Feb­
ruary 1, the Germans waged a “cam­
paign of education” through the coun­
try at an expense believed to be not 
less than JC2*0,000 a month. That 
represents to date a total outlay of 
nearly £1,500,000, which exceeds by 
£200,000 the greatest “slush fund" 
ever raised for national' political pur­
poses in the United States during the 
celebrated McKinley -campaign con­
ducted by the late Senator Mark Han­
na against Mr. Bryan in 1896. Mr. 
RoosevelV'S campaign in 1912 cost only 
£. 160,000, and with the new require­
ment to publish campaign contribu­
tions it is doubtful whether more than 
£ 400,000 or £ 600,000 will ever again 
be spent on the election of a United 
States President. The Germans in 
their six months of crusading have 
therefore broken the campaign fund 
record in America.”

Not only are the Germans trying to 
foment opinion against the Entente, 
but they are gtÿig further and organ­
izing political clubs with a view to 
influence politicians by threats of less 
of votes of German-Americans.

A prophet is a man who is able to 

say “I told you so” and prove it.
He is a man who wears his hind­

sight before; who is able to read the 
future as readily as if it were a Wait 
Mason prose poem; who can write a 
book of interesting history beginning 
with the day after next year and can 
then sit around at ease waiting foi 
time to catch up with him.
.Prophets are as old as history but 

have been steadily deteriorating fpr 
thousands of years. In biblical time: 
there were great prophets who ,coul 
not only tell what was going to hap 
peii in the next generation but would 
Unger along and see that it came true. 
Nowadays, however, about the best a 
prophet can do Is to put his prophe­
cies a long way ahead and live, on h(s 
reputation, discreetly retiring from 
view before history hands him the 
cruel, raucous ha ha.

A batting average of .001 is very 
good for a modern prophet. Still peo­
ple are very easily satisfied now­

adays. If a prophet makes 1,000 
guesses and one of them comes true 
he rises to great honor and his book 
goes into the 11th edition in two 
weeks.

There are three kinds of prophets 
to-day ; those who prophesy for rev­
enue only; those who are in a state 
of continual shudder over what Is go­
ing to happen in 1920; and those who 
are trying to figure out whether the 
public can stand them in office anoth­
er term. Joe. Cannon, Bill McKinley 
and Charley Curtis are the greatest 
American prophets to-day. They came 
out of the cyclone, cellar last year and 
ran for election on the Republican 
ticket. Senators Burton, Root and 
others who retired to said cyclone cel­
lars, just after the storm blew over 
should take a correspondencej course 
in plain and fancy forecasting.

What the British
Navy Has Done.

Mr. Archibald Hurd draws an 
amazing picture of what the British 
Navy has done, in the Fortnightly 
Review.

A BOTTLED FLEET.

‘The High Sea Fleet of Germany 
has been ‘contained’ in its home ports 
without respite; not a single German 
battle squadron has been at sea. 
CAPTURED MERCANTILE MARINE

“Five and a half million tons of 
German shipping and one million 
tons of ' Austro-Hungarian shipping 
have been driven off the seas or cap­
tured. Germany’s, mercantile marine 
ranked second only to that of Great 
Britain ; for some years she held ‘the 
blue ribbon of the Atlantic;’ she was 
Britain’s most serious rival in every 
sea, and had practically captured 
from her the trade bn the west coast 
of Africa and with Brazil and Argen­
tina.

OVERSEA TRADE STRANGLED.
“The oversea trade of Germany 

and Austro-Hungary has been strang­
led, owing mainly ta the ubiquity of 
British sea power. In 1913 the for­
eign trade of Germany amounted to 
£1,021,4(9),000, and of this about 70 
per cent, was ocean borne. The for­
eign trade of Austria-Hungary in the 
same year was valued at £256,562.- 
000; 50 per cent, of this trade was 
probably ocean borne. Consequently 
Germany and her ally have been de­
nied, by the loss of their sea com­
munications, trade of an aggregate 
annual value of £863,260,000; half of 
this gigantic totql—£431,630,000— 
would represent the fine which the 
British Fleet, in association with that 
of France in the Mediterranean, had 
imposed on these two beligerents 
since war broke out if all sea traffic 
had been stopped. Some trade in neu­
tral bottoms has, however, been car­
ried on, and the net lo^s has probab­
ly amounted to about £400,000,000'.
COSTLY COLONIAL EMPIRE LOST

‘The German colonial empire has 
been almost entirely destroyed. On 
these possessions, representing five 
times the area of the Fatherland, Ger­
many, down to 1908, had spent £56,- 
990,000, and, the outlay in the subse­
quent six years having been at the 
rate of approximately £ 1,500,000 a 
year, she must have spent upon her 
colonies altogether £66,000,000. Al­
most all the results of this expendi­
ture have been lost to Germany, owing 
to the isolation which British sea 
power imposed when the war opened, 
and the subsequent overseas expedi­
tions which were undertaken by Bri­
tain and her Dominions, and by Japan.

A MILLION DOLLARS HELD UP.
“There were about 40,000,000 per­

sons of German, Austrian, or Hungar­
ian nationality, or origin, resident in 
foreigh countries when the war open­
ed., At the lowest estimate, 1,000,000 
of these who are of military age wodld

lave crossed the seas to fight in Eu­
rope but for the barrier imposed by 
British men-of-war. In this way the 
supreme naval Power made no in­
considerable contribution to the 
strength of the allied armies. This 
million of additional men might have 
turned the scale decisively in the ear­
ly period of the war.

“On the other hand, the British 
fleet, while denying to the enemies 
the use of the seas, has secured to 
the British peoples and our allies 
uninterrupted ocean communication 
with the markets of the world, with 
the result that the inhabitants of the 
United Kingdom have been able, in 
the phrase of the moment, to carry 
on “business as usual"—or very much 
as usual.”

FORETOLD!

The memofandum of the German 
Navy Act of 1900 was not far wrong 
when it foretold that: —

VAn unsuccessful naval war of the 
duration of even only a year would 
destroy Germany’s sea trade, and 
would thereby bring about the most 
disastrous conditions, first in her eco­
nomic, and then, as an immediate 
consequence, in her social life.

“Quite apart from the consequences 
of the possible peace conditions, the 
destruction of our sea trade during 
the war could not, even at the dosé 
of it,_ be made good within measure- 
able time, and would add to the sac­
rifices of the war a serious economic 
depression.”

Famous Russian
General

Vancouver Poor
Loot the Stores.

Vancouver, B. C., April 7.—Owing 
to the fact that the city has no funds 
to allocate to relief purposes, result­
ing in the abolition of the bread line, 
out-of-works lined up last night on 
Hastings street and commenced to 
loot many stores in the vicinity. A 
hurry call for the police was sent in, 
and the attitude of the crowd, com­
pose rd chiefly of foreigners, looked 
ugly. At times the police ha* diffi­
culty in keeping the crowd back and 
attempts were frequently m|ge to 
"rush the officers.

Five arrests were made and the 
police anticipate this is only the be­
ginning of trouble, which may cul­
minate In serious riots.

Arrangemeints have, however, been 
made to code with any disturbances 
and the services of the mounted force 
will be brought into operation should 
circumstances demand it.

FORCED BY ILLNESS TO QUIT.
Petrograd, April 2—Retirement from 

active service of one of Russia’s most 
distinguished generals is a regret­
table blow in the tide of Russian suc­
cess.

Gen. Ruzsky, who made his mark 
early in the war by his magnificent 
conduct in the Galician campaign, tak­
ing Lemberg and defeating the com­
bined Austro-German armies, has lat­
terly been respossible for another 
great Russian success, namely at 
Przasnysz.

A rescript by the Emperor, xvorded 
with unusual warmth, and the ap­
pointment of Gen. Ruzsky as a mem­
ber of the Upper House, indicated the 
honor in which the General is de­
servedly held.

Ill-health is the1 sole cause of his 
retirement, which ought to have taken 
place long ago, but the general held 
cn as long as he felt able to fulfil the 
responsible duties of his position. For 
a long time he has been suffering 
from internal cancer. Now that the 
German raid from East Prussia has 
practically liquidated, he has surren­
dered to this unconquerable malady 
and retired with every token of honor 
and affection.

UNITED STATES MAKES CLAIM

Washington, April 5.—On behalf of 
the owners of the American ship Wil­
liam P. Frye, sunk by the Prinz Eitel 
Friedrich, the United States Govern­
ment, in a note made public to-day, 
has asked Germany to pay an indem­
nity of $228,059.54. which represents 
the cost of the vessel, the freight 
charges for its cargo, and damages 
resulting from being deprived of the 
use of the ship.

Inasmuch as the cargo being British 
owned while en route, no claim for 
damages was presented by the previ­
ous American shippers.

ESTABLISHED INNOCENCE___ An
eighteen year old domestic was be­
fore court to-day charged with the 
larceny of a p»rse containing $3.15. 
She established her innocence to the 
satisfaction of Judge Knight and was 
let go.

The Wheat and the Tares,
Air Fleet Was BuBt for ^Purpose of 

Destroying Britain’s Capital.
London, April 6.—A “neutral ob­

server,” writing in the,Times of his 
latest visit to Germany, says: —

“The Germans are utterly disap­
pointed with their Zeppelins. London, 
they repeat, must be bombarded. Not 
all, but a majority of the Germans 
are glad to hear of the killing of Eng­
lish citizens no matter whether they 
are women or soldiers, but London is 
the place they aim at and want to 
destroy.

“It is fully realized now that the 
German army will never be able to 
enter London because they understand 
at last the impossibility of landing an 
army. At the end of 1912 Germany 
possessed more than 30 airships of 
different mocfëls. What the exact 
number is at present nobody outside 
the highest military circle knows for 
certain. I had the other day an in­
teresting conversation With a busi­
ness man who holds a patent for the 
manufacture of a special article ne­
cessary for Zeppelins. He said:

“Even I do not know the exact num­
ber and present strength of. Ger­
many’s air fleet, but I cannot believe 
that it has increased since the begin­
ning of the war. On the contrary, I 
am of the opinion that we have just 
been able to replace our losses, which 
have been much greater than were 
expected. But the coming six months 
will enable us to build fifteen to 
eighteen new Zeppelins of a greatly 
improved model, better armed and able 
to carry more than two tons of ex­
plosives.

“This air fleet is most likely being 
built for the purpose of reaching Lon­
don.

Furness Boat GEO. M. BARRSeventeen and a Half Days From Liv­
erpool—Over Four Days Jammed in
the Ice.

The Furness Liner Roanoke, Capt. 
Williams, arrived here at G o’clock 
last evening from Liverpool, after a 
tedious and eventful trip which oc­
cupied seventeen and a half days. She 
brought 50* packages of mail matter 
and 535 tons of cargo but no passen­
gers.

The ship left Liverpool on March 
26th and at the outset conditions were 
as moderate as could be expected. An 
occasional gale, though only of short 
duration, was experienced. The Ro­
anoke was barely eleven days out and 
was only 50 miles to the eastward of 
St. John’s when.she struck the ice and 
became jammed. The ship had to re­
main there for over four days, unable 
to budge, as the floe was very heavy 
and tightly packed. Numerous seals 
were sighted from the deck of the 
ship and if a sealer was around would 
get a load. However, when the ice­
pack loosened and the Roanoke got 
clear Capt. Williams altered his 
course and went southward, skirting 
the ice. On Saturday und Sunday 
last a strong N. W. gale was en­
countered with a heavy sea and very 
little headway was made. Monday 
morning the ship -ran into dense fog 
and was practically stopped, lying off 
Cape Race, until yesterday at n'oon 
When the fog bank lifted. Two ice­
bergs were sighted yesterday coming 
along the Southern Shore.

This is the first visit of the Roan­
oke to St. John’s but Capt. Williams 
was here 'before as mate in the Ta­
basco.
