First—The lines iu the west have 
been actually broken four times.

Second—The wéight of the British 
drive will be as greatly superior to 
any previous effort by the Allies in 
the west as a sledge is to a tack ham­
mer.

Biggest Preparation Yet
No other movement since the war

Have 1,200,000 Men Beady.
(h) The driving force against the 

German front will be greater in this 
offensive than in the previous one op 
either front.

Some ' comparative figures will be 
given later. Meanwhile it should be 
observed that the British * will have 
not less than 1,200,000 men—net 
strength—concentrated on their 85 
miles of front. I mean by this 1,200,- 
000 fighting men. Back of the fight­
ing men are at least 500,000 soldiers 
of the liaison—^he supply corps and 
the repair corps and the railroad 
corps and the bridge-building corps 
and Sir William Robertson alone 
knows what other corps. Usually the 
strength of an army is given as the 
total of combatants and uniformed 
-workmen. In this case the figure giv­
en means that 1,200,000 men are ac­
tually subject to call‘for the front 
trenches.

Thanks to the three thousand miles 
of new railroad, these men can be 
shifted rapidly. Every other dlive 
has broken down because of mechan­
ical difficulties. It was necessary to 
hold up the operations in order to get 
fresh troops to the front, to “clean!’ 
the front of wounded men and broken 
organizations, to send fresh supplies 
forward. iThis great network of rail­
roads means that what an automobile 
rider would call the “torque” is con­
tinuous. At Verdun the German op­
erations have been marked by fre­
quent pauses while new divisions were 
brought up. The British will be able 
to hammer absolutely without cessa­
tion, if they desire.

Even Terms on Guns.
(c) For the first time on this front" 

the Germans will be met gun for gyn 
and shell for shell. Frorp the begin-, 
ning they have had a notable superi­
ority in heavy artillery, and it lias 
been demonstrated that heavy artil­
lery wins wans. For a time at Verdun 
the French held them even. This was 
after the first two weeks of break­
down because of meagre transporta­
tion facilities, and before the. French 
guns began to wear out.

Of late the Germans have had a 
superiority, both In numbers and in 
gups at Verdun. Only French * her-

diering kept the Germans away.
This time the British will be on

Telephone System Elaborate,

"The British field telephone system 
is better built than the state owned 
system of France," a French officer 
said the other day.

That may seem a waste of time and 
material. Perhaps it is. Neverthe­
less messages sent over that sort of 
a system will get through and the 
getting through may mean the life of 
a corps at a time of pinch.

An 
equally efficient telegraph system ha’s 
been built. Field hospitals are every­
where. The wounded man will be 
carried to the dressing station by the 
stretcher bearers, carried by ambu­
lance to the railroad, and in many in­
stances be on his way to England in 
a hospital train within "six hours 
from the time that he was hit.

British Fine Grenadiers.
Thousands of tons of rifle ammuni­

Ncpe 
believe they will escape the drag-net 
being thrown out by the Allied cruis­
ers now off the Capes. They feel sure 
that they will fall victims to the ene­
my cruisers, not through shot from 
the yawning mpuths of the cannons, 
nor bail from the high powered rifles 
in the little British patrol boats, bpt 
in a net that the enemy is spreading 
Just off the three-mile limit.

The members of the crew whose 
names will go down in history for the 
creation of a new commercial era, 
have openly expressed this feeling to 
friends on Locust Point They have 
told thsee same friends that Captain 
Paul Koeipg, the dapper and daring 
commander of the submersible, is do­
ing everything in his power to keep 
up their spirits and make them look 
qn the bright side of the affair, but 
the men cannot see his side of the 
venture.

"We are praying every night, and 
are getting our friends to pray for 
us,” Second Engineer Karl Fruechte 
told a friend he has been spending 
his evenings with since the crew 
have been granted shore leave.

Fear British Cruiser Nets.
“The crew have orders to be ready 

to leave at any moment,” said this 
friend of Fruechte this afternoon. 
“They cannot bring themselves about 
to see how the Deutschland will es­
cape the enemy off the Capes1. All the 
men have been talking about ' since 
they have been visiting me, is of the 
loved ones they will leave behind, 
should the U-boat find a resting place 
at the bottom of the Atlantic.

“It is not the cannon and the other 
guns the men fear, it Is the nets that 
the enemy cruisers will stretch. En­
tangled in these, the submarine can­
not- escape, her engines will be crip­
pled, and it will be a slow and agon­
izing death to all on board. When 
the engines stop, the lights will go 
out and the air will stop. That is 
what the men fear. They talk of it 
continually, while with me at, night, 
and they ask everyone to pray tor 
them."

Knowing the tactics of the British 
and French, and realizing that scores 
of German submarines have been 
caught in these nets that were 
stretched across the English Channel, 
those that man the Deutschland fear 
that the British will resort 'to this 
method off the Capes.

The reinforcement of the cruisers 
that are reported to have arrived 
lust beyond the three mile limit, is 
causing the men great anxiety, for 
with these to aid the two . which 
have been reported on guard, they 
say it is possible for the Allies to 
stretch nets for many miles. Such 
being the case, the Deutschland will, 
they fear, be enmeshed, crippled and 
sunk, and all on board will be mar­
tyrs to a lost cause.

Why the Germans
Came Out.

A Danish correspondent of the 
Glasgow Herald writes that the rea­
son of the battle op May 31 was mere­
ly an incident—an unlucky one for 
the Germans. From information he 
has gathered from well-informed 
sources and also from German sail­
ors now in Denmark, it appears that 
the Germans are unable to use the 
Kiel Canal tor the transport of large 
vessels; and as it had become neces­
sary to have large warships in the 
Baltic, the "German Admiralty were 
forced to run the risk and attempt the 
passage around the Danish coast.

Accompanied by the High Sea fleet, 
the Baltic squadron sailed up the 
coast until it met Beatty's battle 
cruiser squadron, which compelled the 
whole German fleet to flee, leaving 
behind some of the finest ships ever 
built in German yards. In this fight 
the Germans lost six powerful capital 
ships, besides innumerable ships of 
the cruiser, destroyer and torpefio 
boat types. Rumor has it that the 
disaster for the German navy was

finally completed when several other 
of their ships, well battered- by the 
British, sunk inside the Kiel Canal 
some distance from the western en­
trance.

This has rendered the whole Canal 
practically useless tot naval pur­
poses, and besides the great financial 
loss entailed, this disaster has ruin­
ed all German hopes of an attack on 
the Russian fleet in the Gulf of Riga. 
"It is needless to dilate on the oppor­
tunities now opened up for the dar­
ing Russian fleet, which will not bo 
slow to accept.

Dutch Women to 
Prepare For War,

The Hague, Netherlands, July 12.— 
The women of-Holland are ti be pre­
pared for instant mobilization in case 
of war to keep the essential civil life 
of the nation going, as well as per­
form such service behind the lines as 
that of the Red Cross.

Under the scheme now drawn up 
the National Women’s Council of the 
Netherlands is arranging for inscrip­
tion offices to be opened all over the 
country, where ail the available fe­
male labor forces can be registered 
and classified on the card system. It 
is to be left to each woman volunteer 
to say whether she would desire a 
salary or not, and whether she bas 
any objection to transferment from 
one place to another, while she is en­
tirely free in her choice of the na­
ture of the work. As, however, there 
is likely- to he a superabundance of of­
fers for certain kinds of labor, the 
volunteer can register a second and 
eyen a third selection. No wage paid 
!s to be less than that earned by the 
man replaced; on the other hand, the 
woman so employed may in no case 
claim the place ivheu the emergency 
is past.

The plan has thé entire approval of 
ministers and the commander-dr-

rhief of land and sea forces, and the 
post office, railway and other author­
ities have promised their co-opera* 
tion of fixing the amount and kinds of 
labor that would be needed in the 
event of mobilization. The prepara­
tory work of the women's regimenta­
tion is already in full swing in various 
centres of the country.

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Cheering Words.
When one of the' first 

’public men In the land 
renounces an habitual 
tone of cautious scepti­

cism, amounting almost to pessimism, 
to sound a note of cheerful triumph, 
the nation may feel It is time to pluck 
up heart. The man in the case here 
Is Lloyd George. Perhaps no other 
man, even including Asquith or Sir 
William Robertson, can speak with 
quite the same" authority of Britain’s 
prospects. For eighteen months he 
combated, almost alone, the insane 
over-confidence that infected England 
so badly after the battle of the Marne. 
He pointed out, as no one else, under­
stated of the people, could point out, 
wherein 'lay the hidden peril to Great 
Britain. He saw, and stated, her only 
salvation to lie in Immense and sus- j 
tained effort. This- attitude of mind, 
apart from his other great abilities, 
pointed him out as the man to control 
and direct the wonderful munitions 
organization which converted "England- 
into a vast arsenal. It Is out of his 
knowledge of what has been (here 
achieved that he speaks now. “There 
is no doubt at all," he says, "that the 
lesson of this battle is that we have 
simply to press on with all our re­
sources, with all the material at our 
command, and victory will be oars.” 
Which simply means that Lloyd 
George considers these resources and 
that material to be now at last suffi­
cient.

The vital import of this fact is apt 
to be overlooked, or the fact itself too 
readily taken for granted; The won­
derful nature of thé achievement is 
not appreciated. Arguing a priori, 
tail from insufficient premises, the 
Germans concluded that Britain could 
not possibly bring her armies to such 
a state of efficiency and artillery 
equipment as to be a serious'menace 
to their West front. The real height 
to which Britain has in fact brought 
her preparations is not yet faintly 
guessed in Germany. So, too, there, 
is no doubt that the confidence of the 
Central nations has been sustained, 
in the face of the Russian avalanche, 
by their conviction that the prodigal 
expenditure of ammunition by the 
Russian artillery would soon exhaust 
the supply. When they finally realise 
that the supply on both fronts is 
greater even than the demand upon 
it, the Germans will have to do a little 
more original thinking.

It would be interesting to know the 
mind of the German general staff on 
the West front. We can infer it in­
directly from the activities which it 
directs. One fact is certain, the Ger­
mans are clinging for dear life to the 
positions before Bapaume. In the lit­
tle village of Posieres the fate of the 
German army is being slowly wrought. 
When Posieres is taken and, later, 
Thiepval, the British will have scored 
a great triumph; for their fall will 
sound that of Bapaume. The relent­
less deluge of shrapnel and high ex­
plosive will be maintained, and the 
foot by foot advance of the infantry, 
costing the attackers very little more 
than the defenders. We must not 
be misled by the smallness of tiie ter­
ritory gained. Mr. J. L. Garvin, a 
most reliable authority, says it is far 
better to wear out the Germans where 
they are than to attempt to drive them 
back. Even the German army cannot 
long withstand such pressure as the 
Allies are exerting. It may be a 
month ’before Bapaume falls, but that 
does not matter: it will fall, and every 
other point of resistance after it. The 
defence of these little places is being 
maintained with almost frenzied en­
ergy, and the reason is plain. The 
German command knows well that 
any considerable retirement of their 
line will have a moral and political 
effect, far transcending its tactical 
one. It will do more than oceans of 
words to apprise the German people 
at home of the real condition of the 
Allies and their state of mind. Con­
quered nations do not drive their con­
querors back from such positions as 
these.

Fishery News From 
Many Quarters.

The following are the latest fishery 
reports received by the Board of 
Trade:—

July 22nd, from C. Renouf (Bank 
Head to Highlands).—The total catch 
is 3,676 qtls., with 18 for last week. 
No traps and only 6 dories are fishing. 
Prospects are very poor, and the shore 
fishery is nearly ended, the cod being 
now off in deep water. Herring is ob­
tainable in small quantities.

July 22nd, from T. Hogan (Carbo- 
near to Crocker’s Cove).—Caplin is 
scarce, and only 24 traps and 4 punts 
are fishing. The catch is 1,245 qtls., 
and for last week 220.

July 22nd, from A. J. Hoff (Change 
Islands).—There is no improvement 
since last report, and prospects are 
poor. Traps and hook and liners are 
doing nothing, but from half to one 
qtl..is being taken daily by cod nets. 
The catch to date Is 2,250 qtls., with 
3505 for last week. Fifty traps and 50 
dories and skiffs are fishing. There 
is no caplin, but sufficient herring for 
bait.

July 22nd, from C. E. Chafe (South 
Head of Brlgus to Bay Roberts Pt.)— 
Hook ahd liners are doing nothing yet, 
but the outlook for a fall fishery is 
bright, as there is a good deal of 
cod about the grounds. Caplin is still 
plentiful and prospects are fairly .good 
The total catch is 2,600 qtls., and for 
last week 300.

July 22nd, from M. J. White (Aqua- 
forte to Caplin Bay).—Four whale 
boats, 46 traps and 75 dories and skiffs 
are fishing. The catch is 5,156 qtls., 
with 80 for last week. Trawls are 
doing nothing and the traps took the 
above catch. Prospects for a good 
fishery are not very encouraging, and 
there is no bait.

July 22nd, from J. White (Colinet 
Island to Head of Salmonler).—Four­
teen traps, 50 dories and skiffs and 
20 boats are fishing. The total catcti 
is 3.400 qtls., and for last week-500. 
Prospects are very good and caplin 
is fairly plentiful. 'Latest reports 
say there is a fine sign of cod, but 
the dogfish are numerous and are de­
stroying the fishing gear.

CECIL IN THE COMMONS.

■ LONDON, July 25.
Replying to questions in the Com­

mons, Lord Robert Cecil, 'Minister of 
War Trade, said to-day that American 
press criticism of the British black 
list was based largely upon misappre­
hension. The Act, under which the 
statutary list of American firms was 
issued, he said, was passed last De­
cember. The lists, referring to most 
neutral countries, had already been 
published, nor were the provisions of 
the Act,- he added, unduly stringent. 
The French law, the Minister said, 
provided that all persons of enemy 
nationality, wherever living, were 
enemies of France, and that it was 
illegal for Frenchmen tb trade witli 
them. In the British case only per­
sons who had shown themselv«Bhos- 
tile to this country were put on the 
list. Neither did Britain seek these 
lists to interfere with the freedom of 
neutral citizens, Lord Robert Cecil 
said. It sought only to secure that 
British goods and credit be not used 
for the support and enrichment of 
those actively assisting Britain’s 
enemies. If any persons were un­
justly included in the lists, the Minis­
ter said, their names would be re­
moved. Great care would be taken 
in applying the law to existing con­
tracts. He was informed Germany 
had taken similar action.

Irish people to credit either the good 
faith or good intentions of British 
statesmen. The breach of faith will 
inflame feelings almost sufficiently in­
flamed by the blunders of the Coali­
tion. The Independent says, every 
honest Irish Nationalist will rejoice 
in the disappearance of the hateful 
and nervous schème of Lloyd George 
and the Government to divide and dis­
member Ireland.

* LONDON BUDGET.
LONDON, To-day.

The battle in Somme front which 
began on Saturday, midnight, has con­
tinued since with brief lulls, and is 
still being waged by the British and 
Germans with the utmost stubbornees. 
An indication of the importance the 
Germans attach to defending their 
third line is found in the report of 
General Haig, the British Command­
er, in the German admission that 
troops have been brought from before 
Verdun in order to lend all possible 
strength to General Von Ernern. The 
British, if they are making hut slow 
progress, have been able to repulse all 
the fierce German counter-attacks and 
have fully maintained their ground, 
although fighting consists in hand to 
hand conflicts. There is no news as 
to whether the Australians, who hold 
the greater portion of the village of 
Pozieres, have secured the eastern 
part, which is on a plateau dominating 
the village, but General Haig to-night 
reports the repulse of a German in­
fantry attack from the east. Advices 
from the eastern front to-day are 
meagre, but the Grand Duke’s troops 
are gradually closing in and easing 
one of the most important bases of the 
military positions of the Turks in 
Asia Minor; while General Sakharoff 
ctkitinues his Successful advance. Ac- 
cdrdiag to à .Berlin despatch, by way 
of Amsterdam, Turkish troopà will be 
sent to help the Austro-Germans 
against the Russians.

With the British Armies in the 

Field, July 10. — Slowly but quite 
steadily" we are drawing our lines 
closer about the enmey’s strong places 
along, the whole extent bf our attack­
ing front, in order that one by one 
he must abandon them.
