TURKISH LOSSES.

LONDON, Feb. 27.

The Turkish troops taken prisoners
by the British at Kut-el-Amara now
number several thousand. Earl Cur-
zon, a member of the War Council,
stated to-day that the retreating
Turkish army was being pursued and
an artillery and infantry action was
taking place fifteen miles mnorthwest
of Kut. He. added that besides addi-
tional prisoners, the British had tak-
en further quantities of equipment,
munitions and stores. It was obvious
from the telegram from General
Maude, continued Earl Curzon, that
he scene of operations had been
ransferred further up the river and
that the initial success was being fol-
lowed up. The following telegram
received from General Maude at Kut
was read by Earl Curzon: On the
morning the 25th° our gunboat,
cavalry anfl infantry moved westward
in pursuit of the retreating . enemy.
A strong Turkish rearguard support-
ed by artillery, was found occupying
trench  positions fifteen miles north-
west of Kut, evidently covering the
withdrawal with guns. After intense
hombardment our infantry assaulted
the enemy's position and obtained a
footing therein, while our cavalry
operated around the Turkish northern
flank. During the day numerous pris-
oners, equipment and stores were
captured. Later in the evening the
Turks began to tow bridges up the
stream from Baghilaha.

U.S. CONSUL’S REPORT ON THE
SINKING OF THE LACONIA.
LONDON, Feb. 27.
Wesley Frost, American Consul at
Cork, sent the American Embassy
here the following report regarding
the sinking of the Laconia: The La-
conia was torpedoed without warning
it 10.10 p.m. in a heavy sea while the
Lip was making 17 knots. The first
pedo struck the starboard shaft in
» engine room and the engines were

stopped. The ship turned, listing to,
starboard. Most of the boats were,
! fired although the lifeboats were close

launched from the starboard side.
Twenty minutes later, after most of
the boats had cleared, the second tor-
pedo was fired, striking the engines
on the port side. The ship sank 45
minutes after the firing of, the first
torpedo. The ship was afmed with
two 4.7 inch guns. The ship’s wire-
less kept in continual action until the

last minute. Six rockets also. were
sent up. All the lifeboats were equip-
ped with ample supplies and flares.
The cargo consisted of cotton and
foodstuffs. The submarine was not
seen from the Laconia, but after the
second torpedo had been fired and the
boats launched the submarine ap-
peared on the surface and came along-
side of the boat containing the second
officer and asked for the captain. The |
submarine commander told the people
in the second officer’s boat that the
British Admiralty patrol had caught
the Laconia’s wireless and was com-
ing to the scene. The submarine made
no offer of aid, and submerged imme-
diately after. Thirteen boats were
launched from the Lavonia. Mrs.
Hoy and Miss Elizabeth Hoy, of Chi-
cago, were in number eight, which
was swamped. It is believed the pas-
sengers were picked up by other
boats, but suffered severely as a re-
sult of exposure from cold and water.
I'lares were kept alight by most of
the boats during the five hours’ anx-
ious waiting for the patrol to arrive.
A patrol boat began picking up the
boats at four o’clock a.m. but had not
finished until after daybreak.

THE “OVERT ACT.”

WASHINGTON, Feb. 27.

Official despatches’ confirming the
report of the death of Americans on
the Laconia, torpedoed without warn-
ing, established the case as “the
overt act.” The situation, however,
was unchanged from where the Pre-
sident left it yesterday when he ask-
ed Congress for authority to deal
with the submarine peril.

NO PANIC. i
QUEENSTOWN, Feb. 27. |

Among the four passengers in hos-
pital here is Dr. Hawke, a resident of
San Francisco, who said he was play-
ing a game of bridge in the ship’s
room when he heard an awful crash
and guessed that they had been at-
tacked by a submarine. He said that |
the first torpedo hit the liner aft on |
the starboard side and everyone made |
for a life-preserver. The passengers
had previously been instructed in boat
drill and got into the boats without
panic.

United States Consul Frost, at
Queenstown, has telegraphed the Am-
erican Embassy here that Mrs. Hoy
and her daughter died of exposure and
that their bodies were buried at sea.
One American negro, a member of the
crew of the Laconia, also died from
exposure, according to a despatch
from Queensiown. Cedric P. Ivatt,
theatrical manager, who was a pas-
senger on the ship, died of exposure.
Mr. Ivatt was a resident of London. A
later telegram from Consul Frost gave
the total number of persons landed
from the Laconia as 281, out of 294 on
board. Of the 13 lost, five were
drowned and eight died from expos-
ure and were buried at sea. Six per-
sons are in hospitals at Queenstown,

the telegram said. Their condition is
not serious.

BRITISH STEAMER SUNK.
LONDON, Feb. 27.
The British steamer Aries, 3,072

tons, and Seagull, 144 tons, have been
sunk and their crews landed.

BRITISH TRANSPORT SUNK.

BERLIN, Feb. 27.
The sinking of the British trans-
port steamer A-19 was announced by

the Admiralty to-day.

DUTCH ANGER INCREASING.

THE HAGUE, Feb. 27.
There is no apparent lessening of
the popular anger which found ex-
pression over the attack upon the.flo-
tilla of Dutch vessels, indeed there is
evidence of its intensification as the
impotence of Holland to enforce re-
paration is realized. It is said the
nine large merchantmen from Hol-
land lost in the course of this disas-
trous week were insured for war risks
aggregating forty million florins.
Most of the underwriters were Swiss,
but some insurance was also placed
with Scandinavian, Germian and Dutch
companies, many of which are hard

hit and it is doubtful whether they
will be able to meet their liabilities.

SAY GERARD WAS WARNED.

SPAIN, Feb. 27.

It became known to-day that on the
day he left Berlin, ex-Ambassador
Gerard was warned personally -by a
German friend in a high official posi-
tion against sailing from Spain for
the United States. The fact that the
warning was given has not yet be-
come known except to those who are
in Gerard’s confidence, but among
them there is a feeling of anxiety re-
garding the Americans sailing to-day
on the Infanta Isabel. It is known
that ‘Gerard regards the warning as
having been given in all seriousness.

ADDITIONAL PROGRESS.

LONDON, Feb. 27.

Additional progress was made by
the British forces north and south of
the Ancre region in France, also south
of Lens. In the Ancre district the
village Ligny, southwest of Bapaume
has been occupied. North of the
stream the western and northern de-
fences of Puisieux have been taken
from the Germans, according to the
British official to-night. The state-
ment says: We have made further
progress north and south of the An-
cre. During the night we captured
the village LeBarque, and to-day we
have occupied Ligny, and established
ourselves in the defences of Puiseux.
We raided enemy positions this morn-
ing south of Lens and destroyed a
number of dugouts and machine gun
emplacements and took a few prison-
ers. Another successful raid was
carried out by our troops during the
night east of Armentieres on a front
of half a mile. Three lines of hostile
trenches were entered d4nd consider-
able damage done the enemy defences.
We captured 17 prisoners and brought
back searchlights and a machine gun.
Artillery activity continued by both
sides morth and south of the Somme.

BREAK INEVITABLE.
WASHINGTON, Feb. 27.

Complete arrangements for the
withdrawal of American diplomatic
Consular officers from Austria-Hun-
gary have been made by Ambassador
Penfield on instructiens from the
State Depariment, it was learned to-
day. The Ambassador had been di-
rected to take this step in the belief
by the Department that a break in re-
Jations was inevitable. The Spanish
Government is being asked to take
over American interests. Plans have
also been made to expedite the with-
drawal of all Americans if a break oc-
curs,

OFFERING STUBBORN RESISTANCE

(Frem o L.aff Correspondent of the

HOLWEGG SPEAKS AGAIN.

foreign and domestic, to fight and gain
victory.” The Chancellor pointed out
that the German nation supporting

ready for peace, he continued. To
make promises of formulated and de-
tailed conditions in my position would
be unproductive and precarious.

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Cultivating the Land.

It is pleasing to note
that the discussion last
night, at the meeting of
the Patriotic Association,
of this subject, possibly the most vital
domestic gquestion that now concerns
us, evoked a striking unanimity. All
being agreed upon the need, the im-
portant and difficult task remains of
discovering the best and speediest
way to fill it. We want practical
measures and a lead. An efficient com-
mitted has been appointed. We hope
we will not be thought desirous of see-
ing them overburdened if we confess
to a little misgiving that too much
will be left to the Government and
the Department of Agriculture. This
not because we lack faith in those
bodies, but because we know the ten-
dency everywhere in this country to
leave all Government matters entire-
ly to the Government, for the pur-
pose, apparently, of being able to
abuse it roundly when it fails, as it
is thus predestined to do. There
must be nothing of that state of mind
in this very serious matter. If our
agriculture is to be greatly and in-
stantly improved—and it may be vital
to the Island that it should be—the
iniprovement can only come from the
c‘:‘zergetic cg-operation of every in-
habitant, the casting off of prejudice
and sloth, the determination to make
better and more grateful use of the
bounty that providence has placed at
our hand. This it is for the people
to do; the proper function of the Gov-
ernment is to direct and encourage
the work in every possible way, and
leave the executive part of it to ex-
perts, of whom there is not so great
a scarcity.

Why Trouble
About Greece ?

“Why trouble about Greece? Why
all this talk about Greece? Of what
value is it? To us it possesses in it-
self no value; but to Germany and her
Asiatic plans, it is of enormous im-
portance,” replies Sir William Ram-
say. .“With Greece Germany would
command both sides of the Aegean
Sea, and would stretch far into the
Levant, and with those’ far-stretched
fingers of the Morea touch the sea-
path from Malta to Syria and to
Egypt.

“It possesses a very long coast line,
which is a great want in Germany,
even in the greater Germany. It cov-
ers the Berlin-Bagdad Railway on
the west, as Roumania with the Dan-
ube and Bulgaria protects that line
on the east. In German hands Greece
would immensely lengthen that long
sea-way which at present lies between
Russia and the open Mediterranean.

“Those who ask about the value of
Greece to Germany can best answer
their own question by taking a map
and indicating on it the railway artery
that gives vitality to German Asia,
and then noticing how Greece Ppro-
tects that artery.”

Turaing Point of .
War Reached Say
" British Writers

[.ondon, Fel. 5.—British newspapers
believe the turning point in the war
has been reached. An indication of
how» important they regard the situ-
ation may be judged from the fact
that to-day’s editions devoted {rom
forty to sixty per cent. of their edi-
torial and news pages to the Ameri-
can situation. American news and
analysis of American naval strength
were featured almost to the exclusion
of news from the various fronts and
discussion of Britain’s own internal

fairs.

Naval experts’ opinion were spread
over columns in he newspapers.
Their discussions centered on the pos-
sible aid which might be expected
from America on ,the seas. The ex-
perts disagree on many points—even
while they argue from the same sets
of tables showing American naval
sfrength—and probably the same pic-
tures,

Pictures, incidentally, are reprint-
ed in remarkable profusion.

The naval experts are practically
unanimous in their opinion that the
the main American fleet will not serve
any purpose which is not already
adequately met by the present forces
of the Allies.. The greatest attention
is centred on weapons which might
ke used to combat the submarine men-

ace.

Some opinions bewail the failure of,
America to provide fast cruisers; oth-
eérs confess satisfaction in the large
number of destroyers and gunboats
listed in the American register. The
most interesting comment noted was
the belief that something new would
be produced from Thomas A. Edison’s
“invention board” appointed as a con-
sulting committee by Secretary of the
Navy Daniels. 2

Scuppered by the Trawler Fleet,
(By Alfred Noyes.)

It is difficult to convey in words the
wide sweep and subtle co-ordination

And here the tale was taken up by
; a sailor who was in command of an-
other trawler at the time. I give it, as
far as possible, in his own words:

“About four o’clock in the morn-
ing I was called by deck hand Wil-
liam Brown to come on deck and see
if an object sighted was a submarine.

“I did so, and saw a submarine
about a mile distant on the port bow.
I gave the order, * ‘Hard-a-starboard.’
The ship was turned. until the gun
was able to bear on the submarine,
and it was kept bearing. At the same
time I ordered hands to station, and
about ten minutes afterward I gave
the order to fire. The submarine im-
mediately altered her course from
W. to NNN.W., and went away from us
very fast. I burned lights to attract
the attention of the drifters, and we
followed at our utmost speed, making
about eight knots and shipping light
sprays. We fired another shot about
two minutes later, but it was break-
ing dawn, and we were unable to see
the fall of the shots. After the sec-
ond shot the submarine submerged. I
hoisted warning signals and -about
half an hour later I saw a large stea-
mer turning round, distant between
two or three miles of our starboard

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Judging by her action, that she had
smelt the submarine. When we were
about a mile’ and a half from the
steamer I saw the submarine half a
mile astern of her. We opened fire

about two minutés between them. The
submarine then dodged behind the off
quarter of the steamer.”

He paused to light his pipe, and
added, quite gravely, “When she dis-
appeared behind the steamer I gave
the order ‘Cease fire,’ to avoid hitting
the larger vessel.”

There was no
spash visible, although it was then
broad daylight; so I believe they
must have hit him. A few seconds
after this the submarine disappeared.

“I turned, then, toward the two
white boats and hailed them. The
chief officer of the steamer was in
charge of one. They were returning
to their ship, and told me that we had
hit the submarine. We escorted them
through the nets and parted very
good friends.”

“But how did you get the scalp of
the U-boat?” I asked.

“We signalled to the admiral, and
sent the Daffy to investigate. She
found the place, all right. It was a
‘choppy sea, but there was one smooth
patch in it, just where we told ’em
the submarine had disappeared; a
big patch of water like wavy =satin,
two or three hundred yards of it,
colored like the stripes on mackerel,
all blue and green with oil. They
took a specimen of the oil.”

“Did it satisfy the Admiralty?”

“No. Nothing satisfies the Admir-
alty but certainties. They count the
minimum losses of the enemy, and the
maximum of their own. Very pro-
per, too. Then you know where you
are. But, mind you, I don’t believe
we finished him off that morning. Oil
don’t prove that.” It only proves we
hit him. I believe it was the Maggie
and Rose that killed him, or the Haw-
thorn. No; it wasn’t, either. It was
the Loch Awe.”

“How was that?”

“Well, as Commander White
telling you, we'd shot out nets to the
north and south of him. There were
two or three hundred miles, perhaps,
in which he might wriggle about;
but he couldn’t get out of the trap,
even if he knew where to look for the
danger. He tried to run for home,
and that's what finished him. They’'ll
tell you all about that on the Loch
Awe.”

So the next day I Leard the end of
the yarn from.a sandy-haired skipper
in a trawler whose old romantic name
was dark with new significance.

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Huge Net for New
York Harbor

TO SHUT OUT U-BOATS.

One of the hurried measures now
being taken to protect New York Har-
bor from submarine attacks in case of
war is the construction of a heavy
wire net which will begin to-day in
the Brooklyn Navy Yard, on board of
the old monitor Amphytrite.

The net, which will be Ilowered
across the channels entering this har-
bor and kept in position after night-
fall when submarines cannot be de-
tected by special methods of observa-
tion, will be similar to those which
have been used in English harbors to
keep submarines from preying on
ships riding at anchor.

The heavy wire for the net was ob-
tained several weeks ago. More than
two miles of netting will be used. It
will be stretched between Sandy
Hook and Rockaway Point, crossing
the three channels—the Swash, the
Old Main Ship Channel, and the Am-
brose Channel.

In order to rush this work orders
have been given to send sailors from
the receiving ship New Jersey to the
Amphitrite. The net will probably be
completed in sections and placed in
position in the channel as soon as
possible.

To be Used at Night Only.

During the day when torpedo boat
destroyers, aeroplanes, and a mos-
quito fleet, which will be created for
the purpose, are sufficient to make it
impossible for any undersea craft to
approach the harbor undetected, the
net will be lowered so- as to permit
vessels to pass through the channels.
From sunset to sunrise the nets will
be raised to bar all ingress from sub-
marines at any depth.

It is understood that similar mea-
sures will be pushed for the protec-
tion of other harbors on the Atlantic
coast. ‘ f

Netting is the first and most obvious
raethod for the defense of a harbor at
night and in heavy fogs. It has prov-
ed so successful that no submarine
has yet been able to operate success-
fully in any Engllgh or French har-
bor. Thousands of miles of heavy
netting are in use in English waters,
and outside of the German coast nets
have been stretched for the entangle-
ment and capture of submarines.
While the Germans say that they
have perfected a device for cutting

nets which enapies their submarines

i

to escape from wire meshes of the
weight used by the British during the
first two years of the war, no sub-
marine equipped to hack itself
through netting has invaded British
harbors, and it is concluded that they
avoid encounters with nets whenever
possible, even if they are sometimes
able to extricate themselves.

Will Defy Any U-Boat.

No details have been made ‘public
about the weight 0f the netting used
by the Navy Department or about the
size of the meshes, but it is said that
the net is strong enough to bar en-
trance to the harbor te undersea boats
of any type yet known.—N. Y. Times.

It the United States
Shouli go to War.

If we are drawn into the world war,
we may well prove to be the decisive
factor; even though we land not a
single soldier upon;j European soil. For
it is a fact, well understood by the
statesmen and strategists of Europe,
that if we were lined up with the. Al-
licd cause we should place it in an
impregnable position in respect of
two of the most vital necessities for
the winning of a war of this magni-
tude, namely, financial resources and
munitionment.

axcellent though it may be in
morale and in its all-round military
efficiency, our armyy would be lost
amid the embattled millions of Eu-
rope; and the fact that Great Britain
defeated the German fleet off Jutland,
and drove it back into its harbors and
now holds it there proves that our
battleships would be superfluous in
the North Sea. But the moment our
enormous financial resources and our
vast potentiality for the manufacture
of guns, powder and shells, were lin-
ed up behind the allied armies, the ul-
timate overthrow of the Central Pow-
ers would be as certain as the rise
and setting of the sun.

If we went into the war, it should
be our policy to apply our strength
where it would bring the most im-
mediate and decisive results. Outside
of certain defensive measures against
submarine attack in our home waters,
we should bring our potential strength
to bear on that part of the European
battlefield where it 'is most needed
and would have the greatest effect.
Such a field is to be found on the
Russian front.

Russia has, to-day, with the colors,
nearly ten million men. Of these
about five million are fairly well arm-
ed, equipped and munitioned. If the
whole of that mighty army were mu-
nitioned on the scale of the Central
Powers, it would roll, like a tidal
wave, across the plains of Poland and
QGalicia, and might well engulf Berlin
itself. We have only to bear in mind
how Brusiloff, last summer, swallow-
ed up the Austrian armies, and ceased
hiz onward rush only waen his win-
ter’s accumulation of munitions was
depleted.

Enormous though the task would be
of munitioning those 5,000,000 men,
now undergoing constant training at
the depots, so vast are our resources
that we eould do it, and do it at a rate
greater even that at which Great Bri-
tain munitioned her own armies. For
our resources in the way of steel milla
and machine shops, iron ore, coke and
the necessary labor. must be fully dou-
ble those of Great Britain.

Already we are hearing too much

about home defense. The best defense
of the United States would be a strong
offensive against the enemy on the
battlefields of Europe; and the best
offensive 'we could wage in Europe
would be to provide that reserve army
of 5,000,000 men with the full equip-
ment for continuous service at the
front.

Next to the munitionment of the Al-
lies, our efforts should be directed to
the smothering of the hrutal submar-
ine campaign against merchant ship-
ping. If Great Britain should be
starved into surrender, there would
be nothing between us and the Ger-
man fleet but our own fleet of just half
its strength—and back of a victorious
German fleet would be the German
fleet of transports and the millions
of the veteran German army. The
most effective weapon against the sub-
marine, when it is operating as it is
to-day in deep water, is the submarine
chaser, a 30-knot, 100-foot, sea-going
craft, carrying a powerful rapid-fire
gun on its fore deck. We should lay
down at least a thousand of these, and
send them to assist in keeping open
the lanes of approach for our grain
and supply ships to the allied coasts.

For home defense against such sub-
marines and raiders as might escape
to our coasts, our own cruisers, de-
stroyers as might escape to our coasts,
our own cruisers; destroyers and mo-
tor-boat flotillas would be sufficient.
This would release the allied cruisers
for convey service and work in the
Channel, the North Sea and the Medi-
terranean.

Also, as we said last week, it is im-
perative that we at once net the en-
trances to our harbours and road-
steads and the approaches to the Pan-
ama Canal, and maintain a thorough
search for German submarine bases
on the Mexican coast and in the is-
lands of the Caribbean Sea.

Above all, Congress should leave
the determination of all naval and
military measlres to the General Staff
and the General Board of the Navy.
Else, we are in for a series of mili-
tary blunders and the expendityre of
monies and waste of time and effort
in enterprises wlhich will be utterly
fruitless.

Already there is a move in Congres
to build 100 submarines. Of what use
would they be? Submarines cannot
ficht submarines. Again, we note that
there is a proposal to provide a large
number of anti-aircraft guns. What
fer? Where are the aircraft to come
frem—or the airships?

If we should, unlla(;pily, be forced
into ,this war, let us direet our
gtrength, as we have suggested above,
whege it can strike most swiftly, in the
the greatest magnitude, and with
most decisive effect.—Scientific Ameri-
can.

“Experts employed by American in-
surance companies have made care-
ful studies of the average American
on the physical side in his relation-
ship to problems of life insurance. At
a- recent convention of life-insurance
presidents in New York City, one of
thle speakers, Mr . E. E. - Rittenhouse,
brought out certain facts tending to
show that the physical endurance of
the American people is seriously de-
clining,” says the American Review.
“While a marvelious inrcease has
oceurred in - wealth, in time-saving
and labour-saving devices, which have
radically changed the living habits of
a large number eof 'peoplé', physical
vigour has materially declined. At
the same time the per capita intake of
food has increased, and ‘much of this
food is over-rich and injurious.

“The individual American as de-
scribed by Mr. Rittenhouse, is ‘easily
winded, weak and flabby-muscled,
with joints stiffened by disuse; he is
lacking in both agility and endurance.’
It appears that the mortality rate
frcm wear and tear of life is gaining
abnormally. The low-power or sub-
standard group of our population, as
Mr. Rittenhouse terms it, is apparent-
ly increasing.

“There are some of the items that
Mr. Rittenhouse sets forth in his at-
tempt to visualise the physical Am-
erican as he walks the streets of our
twentieth-century cities:

“He is amazingly prosperous. In
two generations his wealth has in-
creased 540 per cent. He looks
smooth, pink and healthy. He is a
good liver. He hurries.. He has' no
time to waste. The age at death of
the American people is about forty-
three. His hair is aged and he is get-
ting bald. Nature asks why hirsute
protection is needed indoors. His
eyes have been strained by close-
focus and inside work, hence the eyo-
glasses. His teeth put up a good
front, but they need attention.

“His digestive organs have been
given too many new and arduous du-
ties. Under exertion he is short-
winded, due to lack of exercise or a
bad heart. He is designed as an erect
outdoor animal, with feet and legs for
service, but he not only lies down by
night, but he sits down by day. His
400 muscles are virtually all soft and
weak from lack of use. He never
walks when he can ride.

“He would not think of mixing
bricks or scrap iron or gravel with the
fuel for the furnace, but he does not
hesitate to follow this plan in furnish-
ing fuel for his body. He seems to
thing ‘auto-intoxication’ is some au-
tomatic way of getting pleasure.

“He should note the insurance Te-
cords, which show that, with those
above forty years old, having fifteen to
eighty pounds overweight, the excess
death rate ranges from 9 to 75 per
cent. above the average.”

#‘ Hl-f Pevelop at Any Time Now.

London, Feb. 6.—The Allies’ spring
offensive. may already have been
launched. Following the interlinked
trench raids, which have swept from
the sea to Switzerland, the west front
fighting has centered on the Somme
and is_rapidly developing into a first
class engagement, with the . British
hammering their way toward Ba-
paume from both south and east.

Gen. Haig reports that his troops
are holding all the new gains east of
Beaucourt, and that the positions have
been  consolidated. The Germans
chronicle repeated British attacks
north of Beaucourt and east of Grand-
court, to the south of Pys, as well as
along the high road between Gueud-
court and Beaulencourt

This means that the British are
driving forward on the southern sec-
tor of a circle swung around Ba-
paume on a radius of not more than
four or.five miles and at many places
have bitten well into the rim.

They must penetrate a perfect maze
of trench defences which the Germans
have had all winter to prepare, but
if they win the present attacks they
will control the ridge which starts at
Beaumont and runs south across the
Ancre to the Albert-Bapaume road,
thus gaining an elevation superior to
any artillery platform the Germans
can interpose between their lines and
Bapaume.

Mud Now a Memory.

The famous “Somme mud” is now a
memory. The ground is hard and
firm, permitting massed attacks on a
large scale. The chief difficulty is the
comparative shortness of the light for
artillery observation, though condi-
tions in this regard are improving
each day. Altogether it looks not
only as if everything in the west were
ripe for the “big drive,” but that it
had actually begun so far as the Brit-
isli are concerned.

The French have not yet struck.
Geu. Nivelle, commander-in-chief is
now on his way back to France, after
spending several days at the Italian
headquarters as the guest of Gen. Ca-
dorna.

On the eastern front the intense
cold has for the most part held the
fichting men in their trenches.

Spectre of Famine
Stalks ia Turkey

Traveller from Constantinople Says
Disease and Suifering are to be
Found Everywhere — Appalling
Losses in War—Germans Control
Army and Government—Deep Rage
and Discontent Universal.

Amcterdam, Feb.6.—(Despatch to
the London Daily Chronicle.)—There
has arrived in Holland a gentleman
who helds a: very respogsible position
of a commercial and financial charac-
ter in one of the largest business
houses in Constantinople. He brought
with him the very latest impressions
from that city, and the picture he
gives me is by no means a cheerful
one. Privately I send you his name
and position so that in giving pub-
licity” to his statements you need not
doubt their genuineness and serious-
ness. Were you to publish his name
more than one head would come off
in Constantinople.

I asked first for a general impres-
sion of conditions in Constantinople.
He then gave me the following gloomy
picture:

“Constantinople is a starving city,
where very certainly dozens of poor
creatures perish every day, and where
for a year and a half typhus, cholera,
and plague have never been absent as
epidemics. Constantinople is dirty,
and over all hangs the terrifying
spectre of famine which also threatens
nearly all Turkey in Europe.

“One sees Turkish soldiers, very
badly dressed, with worn out boots,
rambling along the- streets with a
dead-beat air. Turkish losses up to
now have been very heavy. I heard
several who are in a position to form
a fairly accurate estimate put them at
a million and a half men.”

“And what,” I asked, “is the condi-
tion of the more fortunate classes,
and what is the feeling about their
power to continue to take part in the
war?” »

The traveller said: “That I can-

not form any definite conclusion

about, but it needs no gift of prophecy
to say that from all appearances and
all that a ,mc-mber of the general pub-
lic can hear the Turks are at the end
of their resources. In any case, Tur-
key has certainly mobilised all she
has to mobilise. Old and young men
with one hand or one eye I have seen
under military orders. Enver Pasha
has without warning swept into the
military net every more or less able-
bodied man and forced many thous-
ands of women and children to work
in factories.

“One has hardly set foot out of
doors when one is surrounded, al-
most assailed and borne down by an
insistent mob of beggars, dirty and
half perished with hunger. Every
race of the Orient, every Balkan tribe
is represented in this army of beggars,
mingling pellmell with maimed and
halt soldiers and others with grave
but less obvious war wounds.”

“Complete control of the Turkish
Army has been assumed by the Ger-
mans. All the ‘highest and higher
commands are filled with Germans;
also the administration of national af-
fairs is in German hands, with the
result that there is a perfect inunda-
tion of German officials everywhere.
The Turkish military have absolutely
no voice in directing affairs, the Ger-
man Feldwebel, or Sergeant, having
higher power than a Turkish Cap-
tain. The Turkish soldiers are only
kept in order by vigorous, vicious, and
constant corporal punishment for any
and every alleged offense. Many
Turkish Generals and other 1éss high
officers have been sent back from the
fighting areas by their German su-
periors, and even officers in most
ranks are frequently sentenced to
serve military punishments.

“There is an unceasing demand on
the part of the Germans for Turkish
reinforcements to fill gaps from loss-
eg in the armies wherever the Turks
are serving. These demands always
create resentment and anger in Turk-
ish military circles, where the view is
strongly held that Turkey should
primarily occupy herself with the af-
fairs of Asia, here her forces are al-

ready weakened and scanty.”

My next question as about muni-
tions, to which the traveler replied:

“Germany sends large quantities,
but the Turks are now making much
more in their own factories than at
the commencement of the war. Work
is incessant in the national factories
under German foremen sent from
Krupp’'s at Essen. Many new factor-
ies have been erected, but the whole
Turkish output is not very large.

“As to finances, all is disorganized
into anarchy, national and private af-
fairs being heavily and adversely af-
fected. It is not difficult to imagine
the condition of Turkey when I say
that the Turks prefer the German
mark, Austrian kroner, and even Bul-
garian money to their own currency.

“Food is more often than not dan-
gerous. Meat is scarce and bad and
very dear. A wretched sort of bread
made from potato mixture and chest-
nuts has a horrible taste and is im-
possible to digest. *Rice costs 5 shil-
lings 2 pound. Tea costs, when' obtain-
able, about 5 sovereigns for oné
pound. The decrease in the rations
of potatoes caused a desperate situa-
tion among the hard-working masses
in the factories, but the most trying is
the scarcity of milk, which for a long
time past has been only available,
even fo- infants, in the form of skim-
med milk.”

My informant said there so far has
been no open rebellion against the
conditions, as this is quite impossible
under the rule of the German police,
who keep order in the city with iron
despotism, but deep rage and discon-
tent are universal. “And I am sure,”
he added, “popular wrath only waits
till the Germans leave the city before
it breaks out with utmost violence.”
