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The Fifth Commandment
and How it Has Been Twisted

A5 Seen By the “Sentinel.”

1 presume that all my readers
know what the Fifth Commandment
is. Throughout Newfoundland since
the start -of the War it has been so
horribly twisted that I thoughi I
could do well by taking it as the sub-
ject of this talk to you, and I can
only trust that what I shall say may
help out some young fellows who
may really and truly be in a quan-
dry.

The Fifth Commandment says:
‘Honour thy father and thy mother.’
Now, the question is, how best may

you honour them? Certainly you can-.

not do it by dishonouring them, can
you? Some parents will tell their
sons that the Fifth Commandment
stands for absolute obedience to their
parents until they are 21 years of
age. Now, I have been unable to
find any age limit set in -the Scrip-
tures, ‘and :think that those people
might just as well have set 70 years.

as the time for -their jboys to come of:

age, or to years of discretion. I must
say that it sould be expected for
beys to pay due regard to their par-;
ents’ wishes, in the days of their
youth and_ to their advice in their
mature years, but when a boy becomes
a ‘man he is supposed to be able to
think .for himself.

Now, when does a boy become a
man? I should think a boy becomes
a gman when Le is ahle to think on his
own, and go ahead and act on his
own, fearlessly. He should then
know right' from wrong. Now, the
greatest wrong you can do may be to
sometimes ' absolutely obey your par-
ents. You Jknow that parents are not
infallible. The parent that we should
say  was the most fallible parent, in

the world, is the Kaiser of Germany. '

He is algo - the greatest Scripture
Twister «n ‘the World. He says
“himself and Gott” are making war on
the Allies .which includes the New-
foundlanders. ‘His son, Willie, obeys
him and carries on -war according to
the precepts of his father. That style
of warfare you all know of and it is
unnecessary for me ito go over the
brittality of it again. Now, possibly
some people may say Willie is a vir-
tuous lad because: she honours and
obeys his father. Still most
give Willie a rather hard name. BY
most he is considered to be the star
burglar of Europe, by others the star

bungler, and he stars in all kinds of’

vieious crime, as he follows his
father's ,precepts. Now there are|
fathers in Newfoundland and I regfet
to say mothers, too, who are Scrip-
ture Twisters like the Kaiser. And
there are Little Willies who listen ‘to
them, because in some cases they do
not see the fallibility of their parents
and because in the others they think
the! Fifth Commandment as read by
their parents sounds better to them
than it is, ag -read to ithem by their
couciences There are some little
Willies who read ‘it and ‘think it means
to stay at. -haome and look after .their

people ;

parents when their parents would feel
more honoured if they went, but don’t:
like to tell them so.

Now, I say the Fifth Commandment
is a bad thing to be twisting, and may
hit you some day like a boomerang.
And, my boys, I say to you to-night
honour your father and your mather
by joining up with the Newfoundland
Regiment, if there is nothing tremend-
ougly pressing to prevent you, but if
50, be ceftain it is something pressing.
Parents, ‘I say to you, do not prevent
vour ‘boys from enlistifig, ‘if, having
. seen their duty, they wish to do, for
the day may come when they may
turn round and cven gurse you-for
having led them or talked them into
dishonour. And if you parents ask
your boys to- dishonour themselves,
besides dishonouring you, “in'' this
most important matter iwhich has
ever come into any young man’s life,
how .can you expect honour from .them
in later years, when they realise .yow
have not guided them aright?.’ This
may be as they listen to the jeers of
those men who have returned cover-
ed with glory from fighting the good
fight, while ‘those little Willies have
stayed at home tied to their mothers
apron strings.

Mothers! I know how hard it is for
you to part with your boys (and later’
I intend to have a special talk with’
you), but believe me it is better for’
them to fight in the cause of right and
taking their chance of death - (which
we thave all sometime to imeet), than
to live shamelessly and let ‘better men
die for them.

Let them .take their places in the
Regiment and not ‘et it perhaps goj
into action weakened by 'being short
of men, or having men all worn out
in it, and for that reason perhaps be-
ing overwhelmed in a very- hard push.

Now, -boys, tell your parents you
won’t be Little Willies, and "join up
with the Regiment while the joining is,|
good. ;
Believe me the joining won't -be as
good or as honourable later.

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Time fo Wake Up.

We welcome heartily the

outspoken stat e

ment made by the Her-

ald yesterday on the

subject of recruiting and
the Regiment. It tells the indispu-
table truth when it says that the pres-
ent rate of enlistments is far from
satisfactory and that it seems hope-
less, under existing conditions, to ex-
pect the enrolment of the needed five
hundred men by the end of the year;
and it hints plainly at the necessity
of considering the proper course to be
followed. That course is known to
everyone—there is only one—and the
necessity sits in one place only, upon
the Government. So far the Govern-
ment has shirked, shifted and evaded
it at every turn, in every way, upon
every occasion. Its conduet during
the past six months has made a period
in our national life as discreditable as
can be imagined. It is time for a
change. If the Government cannot
or will not perform its plain duty, the
country will have to get another Gov-
ernment,

‘When the political crisis occurred
last summer and the shuffle of offices
which was called a coalition, a more
important crisis had been reached in
the life of a more important body than
any government the country ever had,
the Newfoundland Regiment. The
Recruiting Committee, after. . three
years of unselfish and patriotic effort,
thoroughly understanding the situ-
ation, unanimously decided that selec-
tive conscription could alone keep the
Regiment--at its effective force. It
passed a resolution to that effect
which was adopted by the Patriotic
Association and presented to the
Government, then in session. The
Government, for notorious reasons,
ignored the representation completely.
Since the creation of the Ministry of
Militia, which has superseded the
Association and subsumed its func-
tions, recruiting activities have fol-
dJowed much the same lines as before,
with a falling off in their results as
the effect of the interruption. The
Minister and those under and associ-
ated with him have done, and are do-
ing, everything possible; it is not their
fault that their efforts meet with no
better success. They have had. the
loyal assistance of others, among
them many who had been open crit-
ics of the Government in this respect
and who were convinced of the neces-
Bity of compulsory service, but agreed
to sink their convictions for the
nonce and help in a last effort. That
effort has already patently failed. To
prolong it will be merely to precipi-
tate and aggravate the inevitable ef-
fect of the slackness in recruiting, an
effect which will fall upon the last
place to deserve it, the Regiment.
There is every appearance that it is
not properly realised in this country
either how great is the urgency of the
case, how precious every day, or how
serious will be the consequences of
our failure to measure up to our duty.
If the Regiment ceases to exist—and
it is perilously near it now—those
consequences will not be confined to
the shame, great as it will be, of hav-
ing deserted it and of having forfeited
the great name it has gained for the
country. A day of settlement is com-
ing, when the war is in the past, in
which every nation that has played a
part in the winning of peace will
surely and certainly win a reward
apportioned to that part. The re-
ward we are at present aiming at is
dishonour and obscurity. Having
failed in the great extremity, how can
we hope to have a voice in the coun-
cils of Empire that must reconstruct
the wheéle fabric of the Imperial
body after the war? Who will give
heed to a country which has proved
false to itself and to all that it has
that is best and greatest?

This is only part of a prospect
which stares us in the face. We need
but continue as we are to make it cer-
tain. The country is in imminent
risk of dishonour, is even now being
dishonoured. And by whom? Not by its
patriots, not by its defenders on land
and sea, not by the people at large,
but by some half-dozen miserable
politicians. By men, possessed “of
authority and influence to which they
have no right, who have as much con-
cern for the war and its result as if
they were on another planet, who
have no concern for anything except
their own petty ambitions and the re-
tention of their seats in a Govern-
ment which they disgrace.. Happily,
this'is not a description of the Gov-
ernment as a whole. There are a few
Men among it, who know their duty
and are not afraid to do it. But they
are not allowed to do it; they are in a_
minority, .outnumbered and outvoted
by the rest, the pro-Germans. We
know who they are and we know the
others. Let bhoth come out and de-
clare themselyes openly; or we shall
do it for them. The country has had
enough of drifting, of temporising, of
shilly-shallying, of the manoeuvres
of these persons, whose very attitude
towards this great question is a gross

_insult to those whom they profess to}

represent. The country has made up
its .mind-on the matter..
unfortunately  necessary that we
should have a Government, but that
is no reason, and will not be allowed
as-a reason, why we should lose our

William Quilty, an employe of the

This is the first fatal accident to hap-
pen at the Lime Quarry.

Celebrated Crook
Captured

For Fraudulently Obtaming Money.

“Has anybody here seen .Kelly?”
though a popular phrase veocally, was
recited with vehemence here last
year by hotel keepers, cabmen and
even lawyers, who eagerly sought the
whereabouts of Frank Kelly, a cele-
brated crook, who had “let them in”
for divers amounts. Frank is a
young man with a notorious record
and always managed to come out on
top of anyone with whom he ever
dealt in a money transaction. It is
thought, however, that his evasion of
the law has ceased, as he is now in

-quod awaiting his trial on a criminal

charge.

Kelly’s latest exploitation was to
“get ahead” of a well known butcher,
of Manuels, named Metcalf, to the
extent of $350. The story, as glean-
ed by the Telegram, is that Mr. Met-
calf went on a visit to the northward
to purchase some cattle. At Bona-

vista he met at the boarding house’

where he stayed Kelly, whose busin'ess
in the ‘district consisted of buying
small lots of sea products. It- hap-
pened this day, after enjoying.. a
hearty meal, that both men fell deep-
ly in conversation in a business way
in the dining room of the house® In
answer to a well put query by Kelly,
Metcalf told him that he was out to
buy some cattle, which he found to
scarce in that territory.
Kelly thought differently, however,
and said he could sell him ten head of
cattle. Metcalf immediately became
interested and very anxious to make
the purchase. Next the price was
considered and Kelly offered the cat-
tle at $350. The butcher believed this
figure to be extraordinarily low, but
entertained no suspicion. Kelly stip-
ulated that all the cash had to be paid
down right away and before delivery
of the goods. The butcher indiscreet-
ly agreed to Kélly’s proposition, but
before handing him over the green-
backs, went to a Justice of the Peace
and then and there in the presence of
Kelly, an agreement was drawn up,
giving effect to the transaction. Soon
after the men parted and Kelly went
to his home at Tickle Cove where he
was later visited by Metcalf, who
found that the only live stock Kelly
had on his premises in the nature of
a quadruped was a shabby looking
long-whiskered goat. In typical
fashion Kelly ingeniously contrived
an excuse and with a look of amaze-
ment told Metcalf he could not ac-
count for the disappearance of his
“cattle,” but intimated that as a
contra for the money he had received
he would give Metcalf so many bar-
rels of flour at.the cheap rate of $9
per barrel, adding that he had a ship-
ment of flour then enroute to him
from Halifax. Metcalf left, though
apparently not dissatisfied, and un-
wittingly told of the bargain in flour
he was going to get. Constable Pitt-
‘man overheard the matter and in-
vestigated, with the result that he
obtained certain evidence and arrest-
ed Kelly under warrant. The. ac-
cused was arraigned before Magis-
trate Somerton at Trinity and com-
mitted for trial to the Supreme Court.
He was brought to the city by Officer
Pittman yesterday -afternoon and
conveyed ‘to the Penitentiary.

Why Many of Our
{Teachers Are Failures,

S H. < <

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—In a  former issue of
your paper, I tried to emphasize the
need of parental teaching. The nur-
sery. days have  now passed, and whe-
ther the child has been understood at
home, or mnot, the time has come for
hirq to spend part of his days m
school. If there is more than o"hé
school to select from, the choice is
often made in favor of that teacher
that has the best C.H.E. results in the
previous year—irrespective of his
mode of teaching. In our outports
there is generally but one school,
and the child is often “packed off to
be out of the way.”

The foregoing paragraph supplies
our readers why many of our teach-
ers are failures. The lack of sym-
pathy between parent and teacher—
the lack of appreciation on the par-
ents’ part, and the failure to take
interest in school work, outside of
curiosity re the C.H.E. results, cre-
ates a discord between them which
influences the child, and so causes
the child at manhood’s strength at
the least, but a passive agent, only
half alive to the vital need of - true
education.

Secondly as a corollary drawn from
the above, there is the pitiful ignor-
ance, or blind indifference, displayed
by our representatives re this matter.
Of course as soon as the legislative
part of education is boosted, ' then it
becomes at once apparent that the
salaries of teachers are far short of
what I8 needed or deserved. We are
all thankful, I am sure, for the 20 p.c.
increase granted to us at the last
session of the Legislature, and the
more so as the cost of living has in
many cases been increased 100 per
cent. for us.

However, the granting of a few
more dollars to the teachers is not the
only way of making education a suc-
cess and not a farce. Teachers need
training. ;

If a boy intends to take a business
course, or 'a course in art, he has to '
be apprenticed or subjected to a
course of training, in many cases
ranging from three to seven' years:

He has to be trained so that he
may be able to do mechanical labor,
and that he may be  proficient in
technical training. Faulty workman+
ship is not saleable, but the question
whether the teacher’s work is good,
bad or indifferent is but rarely asked
by the majority of our representatives.

Our teachers often fail because
they are not trained.

The Summer School and the Nonr-
mal Training College are helpful
aids.. The latter especially, but we
want a larger probationership.

Just glance for a moment at jhe
condition of many of our teachers, to-
day. ' They pass by dint of teaching,
a Preliminary or Intermediate Grade,
and are often sent to take charge of
a school. Are they qualified to teach?
They can teach the three r’s as they
are commonly called, intelligently,
but of the “True Art of Teaching”
they are in many cases, not even
qualified to learn.

But the keynote of the whole ques-
tion lies in the fact that many of our
teachers have no ideal.

How many of our teachers use the
teaching profession—I might say the
noblest profession and worthy of a
higher notice—and a stepping-stone to
further advancement, “as a means
towards an end?’ And why? Be-
cause of the conditions under which
we teach. A teacher is sent to a
school. He immediately looks up the
C.H.E. syllabus and obtains the
books prescribed by the “Council.”
and then “to work.” It's Cram, Cram,
CRAM from September to June, and
to what end? To obtain a certain
percentage of passes in the aforesaid
Council examinations. What an am-

As
a result of this cramming the mind
is narrowed and dwarfed and the aim
of educators—pardon the term—is to
fill the mind with unnecessary know-
ledge.

Why do our teachers fail? What
said Rousseau? “We may know many
things, and be able to teach them, but
we shall have little success, unless we
léarn by observation something of the :
‘subject to be acted upom, the child’s
mind” Learn to aim high. Look up-
on teaching as a “means in itself,” as
the perfection of all work. Establish
sympathy and understanding between
yourself and child. Until we have '
learnt - this lesson taught us. by .
Rousseau, we must expect failure.

]T ALY’S NEEDS.

ROME, Nov. 7.

If
help is to come from that source, now
is the, time, says’the paper. Ttaly, it
says, is resisting and will resist, but
she must ‘have assistance, and that in |
certain lines in order to be effective,

ly supplied she cannot win. The
newspaper declares that Italy’s broad
question never has been understood
abroad. Her population, - it points
out, lives largely upon bread, and she
needs 17,008,000 quintals of wheat to
supply this demand. It also urges
that 100,000 tons of shipping in addi-
tion to the present supply is not

enough. It is time that the Allies
quit making such mistakes as at the
Dardanelles and in the Balkans, it
adds, and finally, understand the im-
portance of Italy’s front. Alluding
to the seriousness of the threat
against Italy, David Lubin, represen-
tative of the United States at the In-
ternational Institute of Agriculture,
said to-day, perhaps it will prove a
good thing. The Austro-German in-
vasion certainly has stirred up the
patriotism of the Italians as I never
dreamed it possible; also, it will
show the Allies the need of haste to
combat the Austro-German plans to

| defeat Italy separately, now that Rus-

sia is not to be relied upon, and also
before the United States troops ar-
rive in the spring. It is an import-
ant fact that the Austrians and Ger-
mans are horribly short of food for
the civilian population, that they
must attack, and naturally have done
so at the weakest point.

STILL RETIRING.

LONDON, Nov. 7.

The Italians are retiring in order
from Tagliamento, according to a
despatch to the Daily Mail from Ital-
ian headquarters in Northern Italy.
Italian cavalry scouts are fighting
according to plan. Enemy scouts on
Monday were in the neighborhood of
Maniago, 12 miles west of the Taglia-

respondent with the Italian army. He
adds that 'a British hospital unit,
which became lost during the retreat
from the Isonzo, has now joined the
Italian forces.

REINFORCEMENTS REQUIRED.

Italian Headquarters in Northern
Italy,  Nov. 7—On the effectiveness
with which reconcentration can be
carried out ' the newly chosen Ital-
ian front, depends the issue in the
military movement now in progress.
This reconcentration is developing
with reasonable promptness consid-
ering the magnitude of reorganiza-
tion necessary after the recent retreat
and the enemy’s pressure now ex-
tending along 15 miles of the Taglia-
mento. In military circles it is felt
that more is needed than assurance
from Italy’s Allies. As the tinie
presses, for getting actual reinforce-

ments of men and munitions on the

threatened lines, it is considered that
this is, an emergency which should
stir thp  Allies to real action in
sending important help, as the enemy
masses areé so overwhelming that
small additions to defensive forces
will not turn the tide at the decisive
moment. Reports indicate that . the
Central Powers have staked every-
thing on trying to crush Italy, while

she alone is bearing the entire cam- '

The feeling is that it is not less the
interest of the Allies than of Italy
that adequate reinforcements should
second the effort to stop the immedi-
ate onslaught and be in a position to
follow up what must inevitably de-
velop as a result of the present op-
erations.

The
Premier explained that those ' who
had been refeased were on bail and
that any of them found participating
in new offences against the peace
would be sewerely dealt with.

AGAINST ILLEGAL ELECTION IN
HARBOR MAIN DISTRICT.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Mr. Editor,—In yesterday’s is-
sue of the “Advocate” there is an in-
teresting and attractive appeal to the
people from a correspondent “B Loy-
al” exhibiting the benefits of the Lo-
cal Affairs Act and exhorting the peo-
ple to be watchful that there be no
infringement on its beneficient pro-
visions. For your information and
that of the Hon. Mr. Coaker who:is
regarded as the father and founder of
the Act I have to acquaint you the
Act is being infringed upon and its
provisions dispensed with this year in
Harbor Main District. Last year all
the elections were held on the day
fixed in the Governor’s Proclamation,
and conducted in conformity with the

/| provisions of the Act by the different

Justices of the Peace resident within
the area of the Board. This year,
however, a drastic change has taken
place in the operation of the Act, for
the Department of Works have dis-
pensed with the law and authorized
M. F. O'Toole, Stipendiary Magis-
trate, Conception, and converted him
into an itinerant Justice of the Peace
to hold all the elections from Turk’s
Gut to Horse Cove, presumably ten
different elections and on as many
different days, for which it is under-
stood he will be paid $5.00 for each
election or approximately $50.00 all
told—almost a sum equal to what the
Returning Officers receive for return-
ing the M. H. A'’s. Already, Mr. Edit-
or, there has been an abandonment of
some of the basic principles of the
Act through the political influence of
some M. H. A’s. Now we are to wit-
ness an infringement of more of its
provisions and a dispensation of the
Governor’s Proclemation to hold all
the elections on Thursday, the 15th
inst, and I enter a strong protest
against this illegal and autocratiec
proceeding. In the meantime I ask
what are the Hon. Minister of Justice,
the Hon. Colonial Secretary and Hon.
Mr. Coaker doing? Are they sitting
idly by and winking and permitting
the Act to be circumvented and con-
travened even in the disguised form
of a reward to an erstwhile political
heeler? Any new rules changing ex-
isting ones should be published. None
having been published, the existing
ones are in full force and effect.
Hence the elections to be held on the
different days of the next week are
illegal or contrary to the Statute
made and provided. Thanks to “B
Loyal” for suggesting this epistle.

Your Boys and Girls.

It is often dil’fncult to induce a

child to go to sleep properly at night
and remain awake during the day.
