A preliminary meeting, to make ar­
rangements for the establishment of a 
General Hospital in Guelph, in accord­
ance with the act of incorporation passed 
in 1861, was held in the Good Templars’ 
Hall o a Tuesday. Although the weather 
was unpropitious there was an excellent 
attendance, among the audience being 
nearly all the ministers and medical

could say that its views on this subject 
were not endorsed or sympathized in by 
a fraction of the party.

Directors to take the necessary steps for 
carying the act of incorporation into 
effect.” He said the time had come for 
action. All felt the necessity of such an 
institution in this town, and its establish­
ment should not be put off for a day. 
Personally he would give it his cordial 
support, and he had no doubt from the 
large and respectable meeting to night 
that the Hospital would be so organized 
and conducted as to be of great benefit 
to the town.

The Rev Mr Ball had great plersure in 
seconding the motion. As the repre-

at 84 annually ; the subscriptions in all so 
far amounted to 8659, besides a donation 
of 850 by Mr. Stone ; and the donations 
to the building fund already amounted to 
8602.

Mr. Stirton, M. P., rose to move the 
first resolution. He referred to the 
movement which had been going on for 
the last week or two with the object of 
having a General Hospital established 
here, of the active interst he had taken 
ih 1861 in promoting the passage of the 
bill for incorporating such an institution, 
and that now as senior Provisional Di­
rector, under this act, he had on the ad­
vice of other gentlemen called this meet­
ing. He believed the town had reached 
that stage in its history when it required 
such an institution. We had now a 
large and constantly increasing popula­
tion, a large number of whom were me-

onee, and Mr. Raymond was accordingly 
appointed to fill that office.

On motion Mr. John Hogg was called 
to the chair, when on motion of Rev. Mr. 
Torrance, seconded by Dr. Brock, a vote 
of thanks was passed to the chairman.

Mr.Massie acknowledged the compliment 
and expressed the pleasure in felt in pre­
siding at a meetimg held for such » 
laudable object. He referred to the 
grant made by the County Council in 
January last in aid of St. Joseph’s Hos­
pital, and said that in explaining tb« 
matter to the Council he referred to the 
great good such an institution was doing, 
and to the probability of having a General 
Hospital at some future day in Guelph. 
The matter was favorably received by the 
Council, and if such an Hospital was es­
tablished he thought there was a reason­
able hope that the Council would aid it. 
"le gare one or two instances where the 
Jt. Joseph’s Hoepital had been of great 
service to patients, and felt that a General 
Hospital, occupying as it would a larger 
field, would be of still greater benefit to 
the community. H it wae necessary he 
would cheerfully double his subscription, 
and he was sure others would do the 
same to make the Hospital a succesful 
institution.

and who when sickness overtook them 
had to depend on the kindness of stran­
gers for help and attention. Such an 
: nstitution was a necessity in a Christian 
community, and he felt sure the resolu­
tion he held in his hand would be cordi­
ally endorsed by the meeting. With re­
gard to the mode of establishing the 
lospital, ho explained that after 100 

subscribers at 84 each arrf obtained, the 
Provisional Directors would call a meet­
ing, when those subscribers would ap­
point permanent Directors for carrying on 
the work. He was exceedingly pleased to 
find that from the partial canvass al­
ready made such an astonishing liberality 
had been exhibited by many. This 
>roved that there would be. no difficulty 
n regard to the establishment of the 
Hospital, and for his own part he had 
not the least doubt of its continued suc­
cess and prosperity. Such an institution 
would have a good claim on Government 
assistance. He found from a return he 
held in his hand that the Ontario Gov­
ernment last year gave a grant of 84,800 

the Hamilton Hospital, the same 
amount to the one in Kingston, 82,400 to 
the one in London, and 81,000 to the 
one in Bt. Catharines, which had not a 
much larger population than that of 
Guelph, which has just as good a claim 
for aid as these places had. He had no 
doubt but that the County Council and 
Township Councils would also lend a 
helping hand. He had every hope that 
the enterprise would be successful, and 
so far as he was concerned he would be 
one of the many helpers wjio would work 
to make it so. He begged to move “That 
in the opinion of this meeting the estab­
lishment of a Public Hospital in the 
Town of Guelph is desirable and neces­
sary to meet the wants of the increase of 
population in the town and surrounding 
country.’’

Dr. Clarke said he had great pleasure 
in seconding the motion, and in being 
present this evening to try to impress on 
the meeting the absolute necessity for 
such an institution in this Town. Not 
long ago he had appeared in public to 
advocate the claims of a kindred institu­
tion in our midst. He did not now ap- 
)ear as an opponent of that institution, 
iut rather to support it. At the same 
time he felt that there was great need 
for a Public Hospital—a need which 
would grow more and more in the future. 
St. Joseph’s Hospital was a private in­
stitution, under private management, 
with which the public had no right to in­
terfere. It was originally started as a 
House of Refuge, and as such did a great 
deal of good, and he hoped it would 
continue to receive a generous support. 
But we could not ask public money for a 
private institution, and moreover people 
who gave their money in support of such 
an institution wished to know, and had a 
right to know, how it was disposed of. 
He had been trying for 18 or 20 years to 
i çet such a Public Hospital started, and 
,o do something for the poor inhabitants 
of the Town and country. He had seen 
year after year splendid churches being 
built in the Town, end surely now, when 
these were, all completed—when every­
thing had been done for the souls of the 
people, they could now do something for 
their bodies. He invoked the aid of the 
ministers of the Town in this good work. 
This might be the last time he would ad­
dress a public meeting, and if he spoke 
strongly on the subject it was because he 
felt strongly. He pointed out the ad­
vantages it would be not only to 
latients themselves, but to medical men. 
le had only that day been speaking to a 

gentleman in town about such an Hospi­
tal, and when the matter was thoroughly 
explained to him, he said that he would 
willingl) support one bed a year, and 
longer if necess'iry. When he met with 
such liberality from one private indivi­
dual, he felt that there would be no diffi­
culty in getting it established, and.that all 
would subscribe or contribute according 
as they felt, or in proportion to their 
income.

At their minister­
ial meeting, held the other day, they had 
come to this conclusion. Dr. Clarke had 
referred to the ministers in his speech, 
and he (Mr Ball) was glad that In this 
matter they could go hand in hand and 
work side by side. He wished it to be 
distinctly understood that they entered 
on this work without the slightest shadow 
of hostility to any other institution. He 
went on to speak of the great good such 
an institution would accomplish, and of 
the disadvantages young men especially 
were subjected to who might fall siek 
in boarding houses or hotels. He also 
spoke of the advantages such an hospital 
would afford to ministers as well as doc­
tors, in giving them an opportunity of 
attending to the spiritual interests of the 
patients with less labour and trouble. 
Guelph owes this to her young men, and 
to their fathers and mothers, that they 
should, whether strangers or not, receive 
Christian treatment while among us, 
and to this end he and his bretheren 
would heartily eo-operate in the work.

Rev. Mr. Wardrope folly endorsed all 
that Mr. Ball had said. As far as he was 
concerned there was not the slightest 
trace of hostility to the St. Joseph's Hos­
pital. He willingly bore his testimony 
that in his visits to patients there he had 
always been afforded every facility, and 
been treated with the utmost courtesy, 
and that the patients received the kindest 
treatment and care. Still there was no 
less necessity for establishing ^Public 
Hospital, where all who could Èot find 
accommodation in St. Joseph's might be 
properly cared for. He thoroughly agreed 
with Mr. Ball in the recolution to do 
everything to further this work.

Dr. Herod asked to be allowed to say a 
few words in explanation. The impres­
sion had gone abroad that he was op­
posed to this General Hospital. He had 
the honour of being surgeon to St. Jo­
seph's Hospital, where all patients who 
applied were admitted, whether they were 
able to pay or not. He was not aware 
until lately, when told by the Mother, 
that it was a rale of the Hospital that no 
medical man was admitted but himself. 
Three patients belonging toother medical 
men had been taken into the Hospital, 
and the medical men who had attended 
them previously were told of such a rule. 
He had spoken to one of them (Dr. Keat­
ing) about it, and informed him that he 
did not know of this rule till told by the 
Mother. For his own part he was per­
fectly willing that they should attend all 
cases belonging to them. But the whole 
onus had been thrown on him, and he 
was here to-night to clear himself in the 
eyes of the ratepayers. He had never 
thrown the slightest obstacle ’*1 the way 
of carrying out the Act, or the establish­
ing of this hospital, and all statements to 
the contrary were untruthful. He felt 
grieved because he never was consulted 
about the movement. Every medical 
man in the Town but himself had bee* 
asked, but he had been shown the cold 
shoulder. With the exception of Dr. 
Clarke, he was the oldest medical man in 
Town, and had always been as ready as 
any one to give his mite and assistance 
to public objects. He made these re­
marks to disabuse the minds of those who 
believed that he was tr) ing to throw ob­
stacles in the wav of getting this hospital. 
On the contrary he would do all he con’d, 
with his means and moral support, to­
wards its success.

Mr. Paterson made a few remarks in 
favour of the Hospital, and in order to 
show hie confidence in it, he would treble 
his subscription, and continue to give it 
all the aid as God prospered him.

Mr. Çlake on Mr. Mowat.
In the course of his able speech, 

delivered at Cornwall on Thursday 
last, Mr Blake in referring to his 
own retirement from the Ontario 
Government, took occasion to ex- 

. press his unqualified approbation of 
the step Mr Mowat had taken in ac­
cepting office, and also bore testi­
mony to his high character and ster­
ling integrity :

“ On his return to th« country, it be­
came his duty to resign his office, and 
he was requested by His Excellency the 
Lieut.-Governor to advise him as to whom 
he should coll in to form an Administra­
tion. With the very greatest satisfaction 
he now called upon them to join in the 
congratulations which had been uttered 
from all parts of the country, and by all 
politicians not blinded by party prejudices, 
upon the choice which His Excellency 
had made. (Cheers.) If there was any­
thing for which as a mere party leader, 
distinct from a legislator, he conceived 
he had some slight claim upon the con­
fidence of his friends, it was'fdr the sake 
of the humble part he had played in 
giving them such a leader as the gentle- 
maù now discharging the duties of Pre­
mier of the Province—the Hon Mr Mowat . 
(Cheers.) It was not at all that they had 
not colleagues able to fill a Cabinet, and 
whom their companions would have fol­
lowed with confidence; but they had all 
agreed cheerefully to the proposition that 
Mr Mowat, from the high position ho 
had formerly taken in Parliament, from 
his eminent personal and political integ- 
rioy from one end of the country to the 
other, was the fit man, if he could be 
obtained, to lead the Reform party of 
Ontario. (Renewed cheers.) Some news­
papers had called his step a “decent from 
the bench” to be first Minister of ths 
Province of Ontario, but he considered 
that the first Minister of Ontario stood 
in the first position in Ontario. Judges 
administered the law, and did justice, 
hut could they confound such a position 
with the office of one who was the maker 
of the law ? not merely one of eighty- 
two who united in passing the laws, but 
one who matured the measures and guided 
the policy of the Legislature ? (Cheers.)

A few transactions were 
effected by farmers anxious to fill 
vacant stalls in their feeding stables, but 
such oases were exceptionally few, feed 
being in far too limited supply on most 
farms to carry the ordinary quantity of 
stock through the wiuter.
