On Sunday last as Mr. Edward Dalton
was on his way from Fergus to his re-
sidence, near the W. G. & B. R. station
Elora, while in the act of crossing the
trestle work approach to the bridge that
crosses the Grand River, near Aboyne,
he fell between the ties a distance of some
30 or 35 feet and was almost instantly
killed. Dr. Orton of Fergus was at once
sent for; but before he arrived the un-
fortunate man was dead. Mr. Dalfon
came to this neighborhdod about twelve
years ago. He was brother-in-law to Mr.
Eenneberry ; for some years has been
engaged at the flax mills. He has been
married about 16 years and leaves a wi-
dow and four children to mourn his un-
timely end. Mr. Algie of Aboyne took
the deceased to his own residence, where.
many kind friends at once tendered their
kind offices of sympathy to thesorrowing
family.

AN INQUEST .

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THE PACIFI€ SCANDAL.

MOST DAMAGING EVIDENCE.

THE MINISTRY GUILTY.

Evidence is accumulating in rela.
tion to the gigantic corruption, dis.
loyalty, and frand- with which the
Ministry of Sir John A. Macdonald is
charged. The last witness is Mr. G.
‘W. McMullen, one of Sir Hugh Allan’s
most prominent American’ associates
in the matter of the Pacific charter.
In a letter to the Globe of this (Fri-
day) morning, he gives a succinct
narrative of the events during the
petiod covered by the now famous
Allan correspondence, giving mnch
additional information, and testifying
positively and directly to the receipt
of large sums of money by Sir John
'A Macdonald and other members of
the Government from Sir Hugh Al
lan,

Mr. McMullen commences by de-
tailing the preliminary negotiations,
first with Messrs Waddington, Ker-
steman, himself, and Chas. Smith, of
Chicago, followed by “a letter from
Sir Hugh Allan to Mr. Smith, stating
that Sir Francis Hincks Lad request-
ed him to communicate with us in
order to eftect a union of Canadian
and American interests in the Paific
Railroad Company that was to be
formed:"” An interview in Montre.-
al followed, early in September, 1871,
«at which preliminiaries were settled
between Sir Hugh Allan, Charles M.
Smith and myself, by which Sir Hugh
was to 1eceive a large personal inter-
est in the stock, and an amount
for distribution mnong persons
whose accession would be desirable.”
Sir John A. Macdonald the day be-
fore expressed the approval of the
Goverament at the’ proposed meet.-
ing, and after it was over Mr. Me-
Mullen went to Ottawaand explained
to him the result. “ He seemed quite
pleased with it,’ and promised to

ret, the whole matter in shape for an
early presentation' to Parliament.
Shortly afterwards Sir Hugh, Mr,
Smith and Mr. McMullen met the
Cabmet at Ottawa, Oct. 5, 1871,
There were present Sir John A. Mac-
donald, Sir Francis Hincks, 8ir Geo.
. Cartier, and Messrs. Tilley, Tupper,
Mitchell, Morris, Aikens ahd Chapais,
They appeared not fully in accord
among themselves, in consequence,
as Sir Faancis Hincks inforged him,
of Grand Trunk jealousy of Allan,
represented by Sir George Cartier.
Matters had, therefore, to be post-
poned until the return of Sir Hugh
Allan from England, on the 1st De-
cember. when Sir Hugh's first tele-
gram of the published correspon-
dence was received.

A corroboration 18 given by Mr.
McMullen of the statement that Sir
Yrancis Hincks suggested “the Gov-
ernment would be obliged to adver-
tise for tendets in order to avoid
blame.”” Then comesdirect evidence
against the Ministry. Mr. McMullen
says

“He (Sir Hugh) at one time announced
to Mr. Smith and myself that the $3,600,
of which hLe speaks in ene letter, had
been lent to Si¢ John A. Macdonald and
Sir Franeis Hincks in sums of $4,000 and
$4,500 respectively, ‘with very good
knowledge that it was never to be repaid.’
He also explained that the Finance Min-
ister was taking a great deel of interest
in the mattdr, and that he had sounded

him on the extent of his personal expec-

tations when it reached anm assured con-
clusion. He said Sir Francis had re-
plied that at his time of life an absolute
payment would be preferable to a per-
centage of ultimate profits, and thought
he should have $50,000, and in' addition
the position of Secretery to the Compauy
for his son, ata salary of not less than
$2,000." 2~ ¥ 2 * "
As-the session approachel Sir. Hugh
made applicrtion for money, and on
March 23th, 1872, a supplementary con-
tract was entered into by which a Com-
mittee of five were appointed, Sir Hugh
being chairman, who were authorised to
provide funds. This contract also cov-
ered n change in terms,. to meet the
views, as Sir Hugh represented, of the
Government, and empowered this Com-
mittee to agrec to the acceptance of $30,-
000 and 50,000,000 acres of land, exactly
the amount he then told us they would
recommend if we would accept. A levy
of $50,000 was made on the American
partigs, April 1st, 1872, and the amount
laced to the eredit of Sir Hugh. Hedrew

40,000, as follows:—$15,000 by check,
dated May 2nd, 1872, and paid May 4th,
1872 ; -and $25,000 by cheque; dated May
3rd; 1872%and paid Juns 6th, 1872, The
only explenations which he made to me
of the expenditure of this sum were the
payment of $4,000 to La Minerva news-
paper, and 93,000 each to three other
#rench papers, whose namies I cannot
positively remember ; $6,000 to Attorney-
Geperal Ouimet, for aid rendered at Ot-
tawa, and an indefinitp lean of $10,000 to
8ir F. Hincks. * * * * Jn addi-
tion to the payments spoken of, Mr. Ab-
bott was authorized to promise Mr. Lan-
gevin $25,000 to aid in elections about
Quebec, on condition of his friendly as-
gistance, and Mr. Abbott reported that he
had dene so.”

he and his friends felt gravely ap-
prehensive of the result of the po-
sition taken by Mr. Macpherson and
his friends, and of the Grand Trunk
people’s animosity to Sir Hugh. Sir
John personally recommended Mr.
McMullen to try and amalgamate
with the Macpherson Company, but
Sir Hugh and Mr. Abbott objected.
A recapitulation is then given of the
facts already stated in Sir Hugh's let-
vers of July, August, and Sept.; and
Mr. McMullexn says:
“After having Sir George sign an agree-
ment, as stated in letter of Aag. 6th, he
(Sir Hugh) commenced paying money,but,
as he told me, having Cartier's order in
each case, and taking a receipt therefor.
When making the agreement he had no
idea that the amonnt of money would be
excessively large, and when it had run
up to between $100,000 and $200,000, he
became alarmed, and told Cartier that
he must stop paying the drafts which
were eoming in so rapidly unless the
whole Government would sanction |
the bargain. He then stated that Sir|
George sent to Ottawa and received a
telegram from Sir John A. Maedonald
confirming his action, After this Allan
said he proceeded paying until he had ad-
vaneced $358,000, in addition to $40,000, '
drawn from New York.” |
Next come details of the breaking |
by Sir Hugh Allan of the agreement |
with his American associates, which |
was the cause of these nefarious in-
trigues being ultimately brought to

i

light. McMullen appealed to Sir
John, and on Dec 31, in an interview |
|at Ot4lva, placed all the facts before |
him. We again quote the letter :— |

‘ He strenuously denied that the Gov- |
ernment had been bribed, and pointed |
out that if not, then our Canadian as-|
sociate must be a swindler in attempting |
to get refunded nearly $400,000 which he
had never laid out. I then requested him
either to allow our original arrangement
to be carried out, or else tu leave Sir |
Hugh out of the Government Company,
since we did not propose to be a stepping-
stone for his personal advancement, Sir
John said the Government arrangements
had gone so far that he feared they could
do neither, and said that from Allan's|
mewmoriul in answer to the Interoceanic
Company, and from his assertions since
the sessi

sion, they had supposed he bad |
entirely broken off with us. I showed |
the most conclusive evidence—Allan’s own
letters—that such was not the case.”

Sir John requested a delay of a few |
days or more, and on the 2ird of |
January last Mr. McMullen again saw |
Sir John, with two of his friends ;
and he says :—

“After the interview I gave Sir John,
at his request, copies of all these docu-
ments, Sir Hugh Allan’s cheeks for the }
$40,000, and the receipts of Mr. Todd for |
the Private Bill expenses of the Canada
Improvement and Canada Pacific Railroad |
Companies paid by me ; whick must have |
been strange reading to him when com- |
pared with the memorial of the Executive |
Committee of the said Canada Pacific |
Railroad Company, signed by Hugh
Allan, J. J. C. Abbott, and Louis Beau-
bien, then in his possession." i
This memorial is dated Oct. 12, 1872, |
and was presented to Parliament !
during the present session. In it|
the Canada Company emphatically |
deny that they still intend to carry |
out the design of combination with |
American capitalists, and state that
the negotiations with American capi-
talists were not initiated by Sir Hugh, |
saying also that the negotiations ter- |
minated when Sir Hugh Allan en-
gaged with others in the formation |
of the Canada Company, and were
never renewyed. [hey cap the climax
with the cool statement that ¢« the
Canada Company never participated |
in that negotiation, and never con-
sidered or entertarned any proposi-
tion, suggestion, or indention of ask-
ing aid from American capitalists, or
of combining with them for the pro-
secution of the Railway, or for any
other purpose.”

The letter concludes with an inti-
mation that Mr McMullen is in pos-(
session of numerous confirmatory
details which he deems it unnecessary
to give at present; and he appends
authenticated copies of documents
which will demonstrate the manner
of conducting ‘the business; together
with a letter from Senator A, B, Fos-
ter, confirming a large portion of his
statement,—which we hold over un-
till to-morrow. The following are
the documents referred to:
