did no better.” In conclusion, the
school tax was touched npon and pro-
nounced as obnoxious, unfair and unjust,
the most iniquitous tax ever levied.
He could not imagine a more unjust or
more unjustifiable piece of legislation.
Hon. Mr. Robson on his visit to Kam-
loops had unfairly stated one matter to
the audience he addressed, giving all
the credit for good work done in the
district to the government supporters.
It was a great fault this government had
to belittle their opponents’ efforts for
their constituents.

Hon. Mr. Turner added his meed of
praise and congratulation to the mover
and seconder of the address. He was
sorry he could not compliment the leader
of the opposition. His speech was
more an example of nagging than of
anything worthy of the leader of a loyal
opposition. The burden of his speech
was in connection with an alleged irfe-
gularity in the election of the speaker,
and which could not be substantiated
by parliamentary authorities. Then he
fell back upon the statement that privi-
leges were unnecessarily asked for.
Neither were worthy of taking up the
time of the House. Almost every word
spoken by the opposition in refer-
ence to the speech was congratulatory.
In the speech, or in the reply, no at-
tempt was made to congratulate the
government, but the country, on its pro-
gress and eEx'osperit,y.

Hon. Mr. Vernon, after congratulac-
ing hon. Mr. Speaker upon his election
by acclamation to preside over the de-
liberations of the House and expressing
his gratification at seeing the hon. gen-
tleman occupy the Speaker’s chair, pro-
ceeded to critici#e the remarks of the
gentlemen upon the opposition benches.
He pointed out in reply to the previous
speaker, that the exhibition at New
Westminster was referred to in his
honor’s speech, because it was the only
provincial exhibition held. There had
been a number of district exhibitions
held in various parts of the province, as
at Ashcroft, Cowichan, Saanich, ete.,
and most creditable exhibitions they
were. He believed that local exhibi-
tions wereof more value than provincial
ones, and should be encouraged in every
way. The hon. gentleman pointed out
how numerous such exhibitions were in
the Northwest and Manitoba, and the
excellent results that ensued. Referring
next to the poverty of argument of oppo-
sitionmembersand theaimlessnessof their
attack, he said it was the duty of the
opposition to attack and of the govern-
ment to defend, but when there was no
attack, it left the government side no-
thing to defend. The hon. gentleman
contrasted the sound common sense ex-
hibited in the remarks of the mover and
seconder of the address, showing their
anxiety for the material welfare of the
country, to the rambling, idle talk of
the opposition members who had spok-
en. Opposition members took up time
upon little matters of detail of no in-
terest to the country. After listening
attentively to what they had said the
only point upon which he could fasten
was that statements were advanced that
the government had no policy. The
Chief Commissioner of Lands & Works
proceeded to show at some length the
utter absence of any policy of the oppo-
sition party when in power, pointing
out that when they resumed office in
1878 their policy consisted of charging
24/per cent. interest on any monies due
on sales of land, and endeavoring to
extort 24 per cent. on taxes
overdue with 18 per cent. added to it,
both acts being afterwards disallowed
by the Dominion government. The
honorable gentleman then showed that
four years afterwards, when their whole
legislation consisted of only sixteen or
seventeen acts, of which a dozen or more
weve trivial amendments to acts in ex-
istence, the majority of which were
afterwards repealed. Reference was
made to their bungling Dry Dock
policy, which was a matter of history.
S0 their failure to inaugurate any sys-
tem of taxation to meet the interest due
on mounies they had squandered for elec-
tion purposes.

He said that he
would produce documents proving this
assertion, that thirty-seven teachers had
been deprived of their certificates by Mr.
Beaven. (Here the hon. leadér of the op-
position referred to files of the CoLoNIST
and read extracts from the Hon. Mr.
Davie’s speech in The Victoria theatre.)
Hon. Mr. Beaven denied that the certifi-
cates of the 36 teachers referred to by
the attorney-generggbad been cancelled
for political reasons. They were can-
celled for reasons that would be shown
by the reports of the then superintend-
ent of education. Upon the dissolution
of the board of education the certificates
issued by them were called in, and
these were the certificates referred to.
He wished the hon. attorney-general to
produce the order-in-council under auth-
ority of which he, at the meeting held
in The Victoria, read garbled extracts
from documents which as a member of
the executive he could have access to ;
but which he could not make pub-
lic, unless an order-in-council was
passed without violating the oath
he took on entering the Executive.
When the documents asked for were
before the House he would prove that
his government had not used the educa-
tion department as a political machine
as charged by Hon. Mr. Davie, but that
his statements were false and calculated
to deceive the electors. He was sorry
the present attorney-general did not
Foesess the excellent qualities of his late
amented brother, and was incapable of
meeting an opponent fairly.

Hon. Mr. Davie expected to survive
the harsh words and bad form of the
last speaker. In stating at the public
meetin% alluded to, that the Govern-
ment of the leader of the opposition had
made education subservient to politics,
he had merely repeated :what public
documents and living witnesses : bear
testimony to. He had not alluded to
the fact, as inferred by the leader of
the opposition, by way of justification
for similar conduct on the part of this
Government.

animals by any but natives, and shall
prescribe the number of the seals. which
may be taken and killed in each year,
and the manner of such killing and "im-
pese all other restrictions now in force.
All sgins-when taken ~shall be trans-
ported to San Francisco, Cal., or some
other city in the United States, annually,

Ex-Special_ Agent George R. Tingle
says that this plan is utterly unfavorable
and cannet be carried out.

Mr. Tingle ‘doubts the wisdom
of the attempt of the Secretary of the
Treasury to cut down the first year's
catch to 60,000 seals and says that it is
doubtful if any firm which knows any-
thing of the business will bid for the con-
tract on those terms. He maintains that,
if the contract is let, the Government
must give the company full pretection,
considering Behring as the closed sea, or
there will be no money in it. Already
pouchers, by attacking seals in the open
sea, are driving them through the Straits
to the Russian coast, and are gradually
depriving St. George’s and St. Paul's
Islands of the herds which formerly be:
