The Dominion of Canada enters to-day
upon the twenty-seventh year of its exist-
ence asa Confederation. Have its people,
in looking back over ¢ twenty-six years’
which have elapsed since the British North

s Act was passed, reason to feel
proud of what they have accomplished ?
- Has united Canada realized the hopes of the
framers of its constitution or fulfilled the
doleful prophecies of the opponents of ocon-
federation ? :

Theee are questions which, in one form or
other, thoughtful Canadians.are asking
themselves, and to which it is right to seek
for fair and truthful answers.

When the Dominion was formed in 1867,
bhere lay between Lake sSuperior and - the
Bocky.' Mountains a vast wilderness, over

. which one might travel for weeks without
Wh:}lly anything but: the scattered
forts of the Hudson Bay Company, or meet-

- ing a human being except the Indian of the
plains, or, perhaps, some adventurous ex-
plorer.  But this land contained great Iakes
and noble rivers, and had a soil surpassed
by none in fertility, - Its possibilities were
incalculable. = To-day it forms the home of
a busy thriving population, and though mil-
lions of acres lie waiting the hand of the
cultivator, it is now known to be one of the
great sources of the wheat supply of the
world.

On the Eastern slope of the Rocky Moun-
tains great herds of cattlefeed, and through-
out the whole region towns and cities have
sprung and are springing up, if not with
the rapidity which charscterizes some of
those of our Southern neighbors, still quite
as fast as the nepessity of the country re-
quires.

It is evidently dying
out in the districts in which it raged last
year. - They are not completely clear of it,
but the deaths from it are very few. It
lingers still in Prussia. In France there
have been quite a number of cases in differ-
ent places, chiefly in the South. ' In Tonlon
there have been a hundred deaths from
oholera since last January, and there have
been fatal cases in other cities. It is sgid
that the authorities do their best to conceal
the disease when it breaks out,sbut if it did
much mischief anywhere this would be im-

CIRCUMSTANTIAL EVIDBNCE.

The PottlmdFOregonim, with that free-
dom from prejudice and independence of
thought for which it is remarkable, refnses
to join in the almost general condemnation
of circumstantial evidence. It knows that
in very many instances circumstactial evi-
dence is the only evidence attainable, and
experience has taught it that it is more re-
liable than a very great deal that is consid-
ered direct testimony. It says:

The  unreasoning public clamor against
acceptance of circumstantial . evidence in
murder cages ought to be deprecated; be-
cause it tends to defeat entirely conviction
and punishment for the gravest crimes—
those which are premeditated and planned.
Such murders sre not committed in the
pr of witn , and direct testi-
mony in regard to them can never be had.
The most criminal murderers must be con-
victed ‘and executed upon  circumstantial
evidence or not at all. The most cowardly
form of murder—that by poison—is inca-
pable of proof except by circumstuntial
evidence. This is probably true of nine-
tenths of the murders which are deliber-
ately plotted in advance. To refuse to
conviet upon this evidence would be to let
the very worst murderers go free, and
there is quite enough . immunity from pun-
ishment for crime, due to sentimental ten-
derness about taking human life now.
Better abolish the death penalty entirely
and have done with 'it, rather than limit
punishment to those less gni!tg murderers
who kill in the sudden heat of passion be-
fore the eyes of all the world.

These are considerations which never
enter theminds of nine-tenths of those who,
declaim against circumstantial evidence.
The fact is, the greater number of them do
not think at all, but repeat unintelligently
what they have heard. /

AMERICAN FINANCE.

The financial position of the - United
States is being largely discassed in all the
néwspapers of the Republic. It is admitted
on all hands that the crisis is & very serious
one, and that very much depends upon the
action that the Government may see fit to
take. If the Government’s reserve of gold |
holds out, it is believed that all difficulties
will be safely tided over, but -if that is ex-
hausted and the Government is not able to
redeem its paper in gold, trouble will en-
swe and a serious commercial disaster will
be precipitated. To enable the Govern-
ment to meet all demands in the way most
conducive to the commercial well being of
the peopld, many advocate the repeal of the

UNITED STATES EXPENDITURE.

The surpluses of the United States have
been diminishing rapidly of late years. Some
time ago there, was a large surplus every
year. The Government had more money
than it could spend, and public men were
puzzled what to do with the sarplus. But
the leaders of the Republican party did not
allow so simple s matter to trouble them
long. They soon found ways and means of
spending the nation’s income, so that now
instead of having a surplos’ the United
States Government are under the unpleasant
necessity of facing a deficit.’ Here is a state-
ment of the surpluses since 1886 :

The era of surpluses ends with 1892. The
year 1893 will have to daplore a deficit. Up
to June 20, the revenne for the year
amourfed to $377,500,000, snd the expendi-
tare to $386,000,000. The year ended June
30, =o if the deficit was not increased during
the ten days'that remained, there would be
a deficit of $8,500,000. To transform a sur-
plas of . $105,093,443 in 1889 to a deficit of
$8,500,000 in 1893 will not, we fancy, be
considered by the people of the United
States a very creditable recorfl, for the Re-
publican party. The income of the year
just ended was greater than that of 1892 by
about six millions of dollars.  There was an
increase of customs. duties over that of the
preceding year of $26,000,000, This in-
crease is, no doubt, due to the higher
duties of the McKinley tariff.

The Republicans have very little to show
for the jmmense increase of expenditure
under their administration. The deficit is
owing to the very great increase of the sum
paid to pensioners, The way in which the
pension [ist of the United States has in:
creased is truly marvellous. : From 1872 to.
1879 the sum annually paid for pensions did
not exoeed thirty millions. In 1891 it had
jumped up to $124,415,000, and i¢ was
further increased in 1893 to $166,531,350.
The sum that will be_ required for the year
ending June 30, 1894, will be nearly, if not
quite, $200,000,000. It must be remem-
bered that the Republican party is respon-
sible for this expenditure, for although s
Deniocratic President was elected in No-
vember, 1892, his administration has not as
yet had anything to do with'the appropria-
tion of public money.

The: increase of the pension roll in the
States will hereafter be one of the curiosi-
ties of administration. ¢ Fifteen years ago
at the close of the late war, thers, were
250,800 pensioners on the roll. Four years
ago there were less than 500,000, now there
are 1,000,000.” The - history of this un-
parilleled increase is one of fraud. Never
Was & nation so impoged upon by those
whose duty it was to protect it from im-
poeition, and never did a nation allow itself
to be cheated to such an extent so patiently.
It is notorious that a very large proportion
of those receiving pensions in the United
States for military service done by them-
selves, or their relatives, bave not the shadow
of a claim on the gratitude of the people.

Chats of a Tramp in the
Miniog Seetion.

«Packing ” Pleasant in Print but Not

in Practice—The Scenic Wonder-
land of the Province.

(From our own Correspondent.)
NELsSoN, June 25.—So much has been said
about the Slocan country and its manifold

wonders, thatyourcorrespondent resolved to

make & trip through that famous section,
and, if possible, by departing- from  the or-
dinaty beaten paths, secure '§omething new
for the patrons of the CoroNisT, Knii‘."i”_ﬂ
that the trip would be a hard one the first
conclusion arrived at was the determination
to travel as light as possible, the result be-
ing that on Monday morning the combina-
tion eonsisted of daylight, just becoming vis-
ible, a driving rainstorm, Kaslo some miles
in the rear of the 'CoLONIST correspondent

. with an aneroid and compass, note book and

pencil stub stomed away in one pocket, and
an extra pair of socks in the other. It may
sound very thrilling to hear of men strug-
gling over thesa rugged ranges withseventy-
tivg pound packs on their backs, and many
of them do it, but fame will have to come to
me in some less tiresome shape. !

In the taking of altitudes in this region
calculations are made on the basis of 1,750
feet as the level of the Kootenay Lake
above the sea.

Lhe first plase of interest Foached or the
road w2 Kemp’s , mineral spirings, about
three and a half miles out from Kaslo.
Here, at an aititude of 600 feet —above the
lake, isan.iron and soda spring, sufficiently
charged with natural carbonic acid gas to be
in a condition to bottle just as it comes from
the ground. The water has a rather agree-
able flavor, even on a first - trial, something
unusual with mineral springs in general,
and is said to possess medicinal ‘qualities of
a high order. As I am fairly healthy now,
and had no desire to carry any increased
appetite into a section where provisions are
a very uncertain gquantity, sometimes repre-
sented by — X, a very modest swallow of
the ' water sufficed as a test.

Palising along the road a few miles
futrther, another and similar spring was'dis-
covéredinear the roadside. This is even
more héavily charged with gas and has a
deliciouns sparkle, being ice cold where it
issues from under the brown rocks.

Whereas, the present perilous condition
is largely the result of & financial policy
which the executive branch of the Govern-
ment finds embodied in unwise laws, which
must be executed until repealed by Con-
grees ; : :

Now, therefore, I, Grover Cleveland,
President of the United States, in perform-
ance of a constitutional duty, .do by this
proclamation declare that extraordinary oc-
casion requires the convening of both houses
of congress of the United States atthe
capital of the City of Wuhington on the
7th day of August pext, at 12 o’clock noon,
to the end that the people may be relieved
through legislation from lpranent. impending
danger and distress. All those entitled to
act as members of the Fifty-third Congress,
are required to take notice of this procla-
mation, and attend at, the time and place
above stated. i ;

Roughnessand rudeness on
the part of counsel are much more frequently
a aigu'&f want of ability and knowledge
thaa of intelligent zeal in the cause of his
client. . Theblunderer much more frequently
gets angry on account of his own failure to
get out of the witness the information he
wante, than because he believes that the
truth is purposely withheld or becanse he is
convinced that the witness is giving false or
one-sided testimony. The failure of the
Courts ir the Western States to protect the
badgefed and insulted witness is simply out-
rageous. ' If the witness is honest and truth-
ful it is shameful to allow him to be abused.
1f he is disposed to suppress the truth, or
to say what is false, scolding him and treat-
ing him with contumely is not by any means
the best way to prevail upon him to speak
the truth. 3

OHICAGO ANARCHISTS PARDONED

The pardoning of Fielden, Neebe and
Schwab, the anarchists who had been sen-
tenced to impri t for life, by Governor
Altgeld has -caused some excitement in the
United Stutes. It will be remembered that
these men, with others, were tried for
throwing a bomb into a brigade of police-
men. Sixty-six men were wounded by the
explosion, of whom seven died: This dia-
bolical crime created a perféct furor in the
Unirted States against the anarchists, and
the excitement had not by any means sub-
'sided when their trial took place. Seven of
the anarchists were found guilty of murder
and sentencéd to be hanged. Neebe was
sentenced to fifteen years’ imprisonment,
Four of the men were executed, Lengg com-
mitted suicide in prison. The sentences of
Schwab and Fielden were commuted to im-
prisonment for life. ;

It is now said that the men were not
fairly tried, that the churges were not
proved against them, and that there were
miny;and serious irregularities in the pro-
ceedings of the Court. Itis also said thaw
the men have been punished  sufficiently,
that six years’ imprisonment are sufficient
'to expiate the crime of which they had been
guilty., i

It seems that the reasoning of those who
advocated the pardon of the: men is singu-
larly lame. If the men were guilty, if they
had conspired to kill the officers of the law
in the performance of their duty, in such a
way a8 to run the risk of killing snd
mangling bystanders, they deserved the
severest punishment that the law could in-
flict.  Society cannot afford to temporize
with persons capable of committing such &
horrible ountrage. The sentiment which
would interfere to mitigate the sentence of
the law against such offenders is a false
sentiment, and is, besides, only a little less
mischievous than the crime itself. If ever
men deserved to be hanged, the men who
were guilty of preparing the explosives and
throwing the bombs did. + ;

Butit is said  that the crime was. not
proved against them. If the men were par-
doned because they were not guilty, then
they are entitled to compensation as well as
pardon. It is » dreadful.thing to deprive
men of their liberty for six years, and also
to fasten on them the odium of having com-
mitted a heinous and an inhuman crime, But
we do not see that the Governor of Illinois
is prepared to continue his course of action
to ite logical results. He does not say any-
thing about paying these men for their lost
time or compensating them as far as money
can compensa te them for the injury done to
their characters and prospects. If he be-
lieves that the Anarchists have been con-
demned unjustly, he should be prepared to
advocate paying them the whole debt
that society in that case honestly owes them.

The man gave
his name as Kennedy. ' He came on shore,
bringing a bottle of whiskey and a bottls of
champagne with - him; and stayed - that
night, We went out honting and returned
Sunday night,going to bed without knowi
of any trouble. When in bed a logger nam:
Henchly called to us that * O’Connor has
been shot by 'Kennedy.” We got up and
looked at the dying man and put him in
Burps’ bed. ;

“ He did not die till daylight. = The de-
ceased was & native of Ontario, Rideau
River or Templeton. We are going to bury
him this (Tuesday) afternoon, getting as
sistance from Taylor’s camp. £

¢ The man Kennedy is well armed, hav-
ing four revolvers and three shot giins, He
is 5 feet 8 or 10 inches tall, dark complexion,
with moustache and side whiskers, dressed
in long boots, black pants, grey shirt and

19 feet long.

“0’Connor was shot' in the right breast.
The cause of the quarrel was of trifling
value. Kennedy puva $5 bilin hisvest pocket
and put his dog on the vest, telling 0’Con-
nor if he could get the $5 from his vest
without hurting the dog he could have it.
O’Connor frightened the dog away and took
the $5, but it cost. him his life. Kennedy
became very angry, and one word led to
another until Kennedy fired the fatal shot.”

SLOUGH CREEK MINES.

Bright Prospeets of the coﬁpany
Securing a Large Return
of Gold.

The Work: of Develoi)ment Steadily
Progressing - Slough Creek the
Centre of Cariboo Gold,

(From our own Correspondent.)

Sroven CrEEx, B.C., June 23.—Having
heard that Mr. N. F. Sargent, secretary of
the Slough Creek Mining company, and one
of the best known business men of Tacoma,
was on his way up the road with the inten~
tion of personally inspecting the workings
of his company, your correspondent thonght
it a fisting opportunity of again paying a
visit to Slongh creek,

This morning, in company with Mr. Sar-
gent, Mr. Ramos, general superintendent,
and the foreman of the works, Mr. Har!
Woolcock,I again went over the extensive

roperty owned by this campany. It wasa
Be‘nt.i.fnl morning, and the view down the
valley through which Slough creek runs,
was magnificent. Everything had taken on
& greener and fresher appearance than dur-
ing 'my visit of & month ago, indicating that
summer had surely put in it appearance.

Daring the heavy freshet of the early

were threatened and it was feared vhat the
water would cut too far into the bank of the
creek. Inorder to obviate this danger a
bulkhead 700 feet in length was built. This
buikhead is constructed of double rows of
heavy simbers, filled in with brush and
gravel; it is three feet in height and capable
of withstanding the heaviest freshet. By
this means ‘the stream has been diverted
from its old course into a new channel cut
through the scrub and brush, and is entirely
prevented from any interference with the
company’s works.

After viewing the bulkhead we proceeded
to where the drain empties into Slough
creek. For the firat five hundred feet this
drain is an open cut, after which it is tun-
nelled for 1,200 feet, and when finished will
tap the main shaft at a depth of thirty-five
feet, and be 2,150 feet long, giving a suffi-
sient fall to carry off all the surface ~water
and seepage, B

The object of this long tunnel will be ob:
vious to anyone acquainted with mining. It
is for the purpose of draining from the main
shaft all seepage and surface water, which it
will easily do. " In nearly all deep di
the surface water is the hardest thing the
miner has to contend with, with the one ex-
ception of the Nemesis, slum. By draining
the water off in this way it is permanently

In other words, our
captain had not dreamed of what was
actually occurfing, but what was to take
place from 30 to 40 hours later!

Captain Tom Lincoln told a very inter-
.| esting story. He had a erew .of 10 men,
all of whom except the mate were Mala-
bar men.
