Witness had seen a number of cases
where a person under insane delusions com
mitted violence and afterwards recovered
sanity, but did not recall an instance of re-
covery in less than three months.  Here-
ditary, as a rule, was the transmission of
physical likeness, but in the transmission of
susceptibility and disease it is an exception.
Witness never heard the word ‘‘pressure”
used in connection with an insane case other
thanin a physical sense. He did not think
a man under divine pressure, who commit-
ted homicide would be apt to ap to law
and civil authorities for protection. - Wit-
ness did not find a single eircumstance nar-
rated by the prisoner that indicated insan-
ity. He was of opinion that prisonex was
n>w sane, and that be was sane on July§2.

Witness gave in detail what he observed
in the conduct and sayingsof the prisoner
in court, that led him to believe in Gui-
teau’s sanity. He then referred to prisoner’s
claim that the deity inspired the act, and
Guiteau exclaimed : ‘‘ Yes, and He'll take
care of it. I'll stake my life en
Witness said, ““1 do not believe Gui
believes any such a thing, as he
feigning.”

In cross examination, Dr. Gray said that
he abandoned the theory of moral insanity
in 1854. He had seen over ' forty cases of

feiw«d insanity. -

hen the hour of .adjournment arrived
Guiteau announced that he would be happy
to see all who would call at the jail to-
morrrow. The court then adjourned until
Tuesday.

Piss, the Market of Fifty Millions Niusion, the
: tion of & Dream—Seoond, the great
and impassable Prontier Barrier of manu-
facturing States.

The last letter touched briefly on two

points which are important enough to de-

mand further consideration. During years
past we have been used to hearing of the
immense advantages we would derive from
having opened to us the market of forty
millions of people. That used to be the
old figare; but, thanks to the rapid ‘growth
of the Great Republic, we are now tempted
with the marketjof fifty millions. A gigan-
tic illusion is conjured up before our eyes,
butif we could only see the magic lantern
-lid& as they are, the illusion would
disappear. Fifty millions is an enormous
exaggeration of the number of Americans
who might be our customers under even
very favorable circumstances. Under
something like the old Reciprocity Treaty

Canadian farm produce, also the coal of

Nova Scotia, would find a market in New

York and the New England states, while

our~salt and lumber would sell largely in

Chieago ; and it may be added that Ameri-

can millers, from Minneapolis eastward

along the line of the lakes, would bid good
prices for the wheat of Manitoba and the

Northwest. In practice, however, the

supposed market of fifty millions of people

would dwindle down to oné of abont ten or
welve mitfions only, at the outside. Two-
thirds or three-fourths of the American peo-
ple are by reason of distance practically be-
yond our reach—to sell to them.

OKLY THE BORDER STATES

have ever taken any interest in Recipro-

city ; away from the berder no interest at

all is felt in he question. At the annual
meetings of the National board of trade
somebody from Chicago, Milwaukee, Buf-
falo, or Oswego is sure to bring the matter
up, and representatives of Boston and New

York lend a helping hand, because these

cities, though at & considerable

distance - from the border, have

& strong interest in becoming seaports for

Canadian trade. But, under the most fav-

orable circumstances that can be imagined,

and with reference to our raw produce only,
it is not a market of fifty millions, but one
of less than a quarter of that number, that
ig] really in question. The fact ought to
be obvious enough without much airay of

proof ; still, through our failure to take a

straight daylight look at it, the colored

glass illusion of a market of forty or fifty
millions has largely imposed upon our un-
derstanding.

Though the number of possible American
customers for our raw produce has been
thus 'greatly exaggerated, the market in
question is a real and substantial one
enough, even after we have reluced the
figures to what it should be, There is
actually a large, live, and profitable market
over the border for our produce, were the
frontier open ; as things are the profits are
considerably reduced’ by the tolls we have
to pay for admission. Supposirg us to
obtain free admission, the markst is there,
most ungquestiouably, no illusion at all, but
a solid reality. Can the same be said of
the boundless possible market for Canadian
manufactured goods, which some people
think they see, in their mind’s eye, to
the southward ? Let us begin ‘with a few
facts, indicated by questions _which seem
tondmit.of but one answer. Do we expect
to sell boots and shoes and cotton goods
in Massachusetts, or clocks, small hard-
ware, and machines of various kinds, in
Connecticut? To send car-loads of stoves
into Maine, Vermont, New Hampshire,
and Northern New York, against the com-

ition of Troy and Buffalo ? To send
agricultuml machinery and implements
over by the 4rain-load, to be sold anywhere
border, from Rochester to

Chicago ¢ A Western Ontario firm in this

line has indeed boasted of-actually selling

in Michigan, even under the American
duty of 8D per cent., but it may be sus-
pected that the sales were specialties,
made to some of themany Canadians settled
in that state. Do Wwe expect to sell car-
riages, carriage wood and iron work, and
such like, to our border neighbors—to the
very people who have taught us how to
malke these articles cheaply by machinery ?
Sometimes the pupil outstrips his teacher,

as we know ; but
THAT Is NOT THE WAY
*when the teacher in the case stands for the
.whole array of American inventors and
machinery  managers from Connecticut
to Illinois. Honestly, now, do we
think we can meet the typical Yankee in-
ventor and machinery man on his own
ground, and beat him ? Should we not say
candidly that it requires a large amount of
Kanuck  assurance to believe it ? Suppose
we undertook to send glassware to Pitts-
burg, or iron castings to Cleveland, would
not that be carrying coals to Newcastle,
with a vengeance ?

We come now to the barrier argument, a
most important one in this matter. As has
been said before, and it is something that
cannot be too frequently repeated, it so hap-
pens that the States lying next to us are

THE MANUFACTURING STATES.
Among all _the fifty millions of people in
the Union, it is the manufacturing portion
of them who are our next door neighbors,
with whom we would have to compete at
close quarters. All the New England
States are practically border States, owing
to tne large Canadian trade done by

Boston and  minor sea-

rts New York is' a
ggrder State geographically ; it is one com-
mercially in even a more important sense,
owing to its Canadian business, larger than
that of all the New England seaports com-
bined. Going westward along the lakes
from Buffalo to Chicago, we touch
MANUFACTURING STATES ALL THE WAY ;
Peni.~ylvania, be it remembered, has a little
corner touching lake Erie. Now, supposing
both siles to bave equal customs’ duties or
no duties at all, do we really think that we
could sell manufactu red goods to these very
near neighbors of ours, who are 80 far ahead
of us in the extent of their manufacturing
establishments and the variety of their pro-
ductions ¢ Can we hope to meet on equal
terws their lirge manufacturing corpora-
tions, and still hold our own? Common
sense should tell usthat the idéais prepos-
terons. But thereis the rest of the coun-
try, where manufactures are not so much
developed. Yes, indeed, but to reach such
other portions of the country we must first
