The object of the Atonement was to pre
sent to the mind of man the fact that God is
righteous, Lioly and pure, and that He gave
Himsslf up as an act of love and sacrifice.

The speaker had it from a prominent
Methodist authority that “There was no
grace in the release of a debtor when his
debt was paid.” 4

1f the debt were paid in full, God must
give an unconditional discharge and all
would be saved. But Christ paid a ran-
som, The word was thoroughly understood
at_that time to mean, uot the value in
full, but a sum sufficient to allow of the
release of a debtor on certain conditions.

Christ was not punished for our sins. He
suffered just as all men haye to suffer who
bave to stand before the world and strive to
make it better. Salvation is not absolution.
Christ did not suffer in the same wnivl as the
innocent man would be hanged by the neck
until dead to let the murderer go free. Ido
mot bave salvation because I exercise faith
in the Man of Calvary. It is a plan by
which God can stoop to us and raise us up to
Him. Christ is not the author of the recon-
ciliation, but the agent: Who brings it about.
