They All Endorse President Cleveland’s
Views on the Great Silver Question In
the Main—The Message Considered to
Be a Clear, Straightforward : Docu-
ment, Right to the Point.

Loxpox, Aug. 9.—The message of Presi-
dent Cleveland to Congress on the Sherman
Silver Act was received too‘late to affect
yesterday’s markets. Besides, most of the
city men were away on a holiday, and on
this account the message created little stir.
Those who have studied the gquestion ex-
press great satisfaction because the Presi-
dent proposes to repeal the Sherman Act,
and has made so strong an argument for
its repeal, even although ke does also de-
clareit his intention of bringing forward a
measure of tariff retorm.

Finaaciers, however, criticize the Presi-
dent’s plan of relief, and they urge that
prompt action should be taken by the

Congress of the United States to render the
currency mobile,

What They Say In England,

Loxpox, Aug. 9.—The Post, commenting

*on President. Cleveland’s message, says:
America cannot well stop at the mere
repeal of the Sherman Act. The President
throws out no suggestion, but. some action
is certainly necessary. It is#probable that
the problem which the United States has to
solve may lead, not to bi-metallism, but to
more mature and unbiased 2onsideration of
the possible uses of silver. Asa part of the
world’s currency the metal cannot be de-
monetized with safety, and if through
America some method for its more extended
employment were devised the beunefit to the
world would be of supreme importance.

The Daily Graphic says: Yesterday’s
proceedings in the United States Congress
and in the British House of Commonsought
to be read side by side. President Cleve-
land’s striking picture of the evil wrought
by free silver in the United States consti-
tutes an efléctive answer to Mr. Chaplin's
economic fgllacies. It passes human com-
prehension that in the face of the change of
policy 1n the” United States, English bi-
metallists should advocate a return of free
silvensm India. ;

T Times says; It may perhaps be
tnought that the President as the head of
his party, on the eve of a party fight, is
unlikely to undegstate the case for action
which his party contemplates,but it would
be difficult to convict him of exaggeration
in the face of the daily returns of American
prices and exchanges. No permanent im-
provement,can be looked for until Congress
abandons‘the Sisyphean task ot attempting
to maintain an artificial ratio between silver
and gold.

British Bi-Metallists Answered,

The Daily News says: In fairness of tone
and uncompromising thoroughness of policy
Mr. Cleveland's message will fully meet the
expectations of the country. Messrs. Chap-
lin’s and Balfour’s arguments are especially
answered trom the other side of the Atlan-
tic. The President let the fanatics down
easy in suggesting that, although per-
haps the larger place claimed for silver in
the world’s currency may be brought about
by general international co-operation, the
United States will not gain a hearing whilst
trying to bringabout the result single-hand-
ed. What our bi-metallists will say of this
terrible exposure of the failure of a great
bi-metallic experiment we reed not attempt
to forecast. It will probably exert a great
effect upon wavering members of the United
States Congress and bring about the com-
plete repeal which the ’resident advices.

It is Unanswerable,

The Financial News says: President
Cleveland's plea for the repeal of the Sher-
man Act is virtually unanswerable. The
question whether the stoppage of the
monthly silver purchases would immediate-
lv end the crisis is not easy to answer, We
are not inclined to reply off-hand in the
affirmative. If the American people show
as much faith in their currency when
watering ceases, as they did in the first two
years of the silver purchases, the effect of
the repealing ot the Sherman Act may be
immediate. There is more reason for such
faith now than there was three years ago. t

The Daily Telegraph says: The Presi-
dent’s message is very striking, and goes
straight to the root of the disquiet and
stagnalion existing in America. Assuming
that Congress will hasten torepeal the Sher-
mao Act, it is perhaps as well, in the in-
terest of financial stability everywhere,
that the disastrous experience has been
gained.

The Mad Legislation of 1890,

The Pall Mall Gazette says: ‘‘President
Cleveland’s trenchant documeat shows very
clearly the evil effects of the mad legisla-
tion of 1890, especially as there were no
internal or natural economic causes operat-
ing toward the creation of the financial de-
pression lately existing.” The Westmin-
gter Gazette says: The message is more re-
markable for what it omits than for what
it conmtains, although President Cleve-
land is on safe ground in recommending the
repeal - of the Sherman Act, it is
doubtful if- the financial or the conymercial
position will be materially improved unless
prompt action is taken to render the cur-
rency mobile. The message is disappoint-
ing as failing to suggest some distinct and
matured plan of relief.

A Great Object Lesson.

The Globe says: President Cleveland’s
message is a clear statement providing the
world at a single view with the completed
experience of the United States. It is an
American object lesson, having immediate
English home application.

In the
ten years from 1880 to 1890 the total export
from Canada of flour had been only 529,800
bushels. \

The report of the central wheat buyer,
Mr. A. H. Watts, showed that 125 mills had
done business through his office in the past
year, and the rates obtained were so low that

Underbilling of Freight,

The Freight Committee then reported, the
chief matter taken up being that of the
practice of underbilling car loads of flour, as
revealed by the recent Carrier incident, In
the United States this was a criminal offence
under the in-terstate law, but in Canada
there were cases where as much as 200 bags
over weight had been shipped in one car,
thus robbing the railway of $50 and placing
honest millers in competition with rogues
who could afford to sell flour at lower rates.
The association was asked to pass a resolu-
tion on the subject and responded with
three.

For our part, we rather like the tirade.
The qealousy with which our progress is
looked npon confirms us in the belief that
Canada is laying the foundations of a great
and progressive nation. For one thing it
looks now as if Canads will be the first
country in the world to circle the earth
with a complete rail and steamship service.
We have already completed half the circle
and the most difficult half, too. It cannot
be long before the circuit of the globe will
be made under ofie’ management, and that
management will be Canadian. It is possibili-
ties like these that are galling the 'Yankees.
They have hitherto considered’ themselves
the biggest and the smartest people on earth,
But during this year their pride has taken a
tumble. The way they now propose to re-
main the biggest people on the face .of .the
glohe is not by distancing their competitors
in smartness and ability, but by [ wiping
them off the face of the earth altogether. If
the Yankees are going to take Canada they
will act wisely in making the attempt at
once. The disparity between the resources
of the two countries will never be greater
than it is at present. Every month and
every year will see Canada a more formid-
able nation for any ome to tackle. So our
advice to the bellicose and truculent Yankee
1s that he set the ball rolling at once.

Englishmen Are Not Frenchmen,

The News last night unfolds a terrible pic-
ture of Sunday life in Montreal, Has The
News caught on to the fact that its Mont-
real exposeisa big argument why Toronto
should have Sunday ecars? Apparently not
but let us make this clearer. The News
states that they visited Viger Garden, Vie-
toria Square, Place d’Armes, St. Helen's
Island, Mount Royal Park and other parks
in different sections of the city. These parks
they found frequented by orderly and well-
behaved citizens.: But at two other parks,
viz., Parc Royal and Sohmer Park, they
found many objectionable features, such
a8 beer - drinking, variety perform-
ances and so on. Now the Toronto
public ought to understand that these
two latter places of resort are French insti-
tutions and are visited by the*French almost
exclusively. The other parks where it is
mentioned the crowds were well-conducted
are most of them in the English parts of the
city and are visited by English-speaking
citizens. These facts tally exactly with our
contention. The city of Montreal proves
conclusively that Sunday cars in Toronto do
not mean the introduction in this city of the
French SBunday,- Surely we in Ontario know
that the Frenchmen of Quebec are not the
same people as the Eoglishmen of Toronto
or the Englishmen of Montreal. In spite of
the contiguity of the French element jn
Montreal we find that the English porion
of the city has not been demoralized by Sun-
day street cars. The English part of Montreal
Is as quiet and respectable on Sunday as is
Toronto. The News itself admits that the
parks visited by the English-speaking por-
tion of the city are orderly and well con-
ducted. The stores that are open on Sunday
are not in the English section. It is the
French citizens who run the objectionable
parks, and 1t is French citizens whose stores
are open on Sunday. And notwithstanding
all this the English section of Montreal still

- retains its English reverence for the Lord’s
day. Citizens of Torogto, do not forget this
fact, that a Frenchman isa Frenchman, and
an Englishman an Englishiman, And it
takes a terrible force to convert an English-
man into anything but “an Englishman., An
Englishman remains an Englishinan under
all conditions. The free-and-easy life of the
Frenchman in Montreal has no éffect on the
Eoglish, Scotech and Irish residents,
