The Interim Report of Judge McDougall
Prescnted to the Council and pt
Action Adopted — Ald. Stewart, Pro-
mounced Gullty By the Report, Takes
Exception to His Honor's Remarks—The
Mdyor's Message on the Subject.

"‘I find and report that Alderman Wil-
li_am Temple Stewart, Chairman of the
Fire l_md Light Committee of the City
Council, has been on two occagions wil-
fully guilty of corruptly soliciting a bribe
o_i money from the manager of a corpora-
tion who had put in a tender for a civic
contract, for the openly avowed purpose
of securiug and ensuring the votes and
fnﬂuenee of himself and other aldermen
/in favor of the acceptance of sueh tender.”

Such was the wording of Judge Me-
D'onga'nl!’v report as a result of the inves-
tigation into the charges of boodling in
comnection with the electric light ten-
ders. As a consequence, a strange feeling
of unrest pervaded the Couneil Chamber
last night when the council was eailed
to order by the Mayor. When Ald. Stew-
art took his accustomed seat the striet-
est silence prevailed.

A Message From the Mayor.

Some important formal business was
transacted, and - then Mayor Kennedy
arose, and with evident agitation, read
the following message : ’

I beg to present an interim
made by Hws Honor the County Judge,
in the matter of the investigation of al-
leged corrupt conduct on the part of cer-
tainimemberd of this counéil, in the mat-
ter of the electric lighting contract and
tenders,

His Honor, iu his report, recommends|

that a fresh resolution be passed by this
council to extend his powers and en-
iarge the scope of the investigation. In
the light of the testimony already given,
and the report thereon, which I hold in
my hand,. I would strongly urge upon
the council the wisdom as well as the
necessity of complying with the judge’s
request. It is clearly in the interest of
good and elean government of the city
that the investigution now entered upon
should be as extensive and exhaustive as
possible,

If it be true that members of this coun:
¢il are, or have been, guilty of selling
their votes and influence in this chamber,
such charges, surprising and shocking as
they are, should at once be Khoroughly
inquired into, and if they are not true.
the character of our aldermen vindicated.
If, unfortunately, the chajrges should
have any foundation in fact, the sooner
the guilty ones are located the “Booner
will the honest men in the council
breathe freely and the council chamber
be purged of those uaworthy to sit and
vote in it.

A Strong Resolution.

Directly the Mayor had concluded the
readinz of his message, Ald. McMuyrrich
rose to his feet and introduced this reso-
lution, drafted by Judgze McDougzall:

Whereas it is allezed - that improper
relations have existed and do exist be-
tween members of the council of the
*ity ot Toronto and contractors and

" _Judge MeDougall’s Report.

After quoting the resolutio. of the
City Couatil, requesting the investiga-
tion, His Honor reviews the evidence, and
continues : s

It is manifest toi me, that if the alder-
men whosé names were furnished by Ald.
Stewart, as being purchaseable alder-
men, are put on the stand and choose
to deny all complicity in the alleged cor-
rupt dealings that it will be impossible
to attack their credibilityy by intro-
ducing evidence of other cofmupt acts in
relation to other contradts. while the
enquiry is conducted under the Council's
reésolution of Oet. 8, That resolution
is confined esclusively to the tenders for
electric lighting and the, negotiations in-
cidental thereto, . .

In the course of the present investiga-
tion facts have come to my knowledge,
dnd have also, I believe, been spbmitted
to Mr. Nesbitt, which warrant the be-:
lief that the corrupt acts charged
against Ald. Stewart and others repre-
sent one instance ohly! of a number in
whi¢h * contractors or would-be con-
tractors have had to listen to similar
dishonest proposals from aldermen. Many
contracts, it is said, have been secured
by a Iarge expendjture of money, and
this money has found its way, it is said,
into the pockets of ‘aldermen who still
occupy seats in the Council and pose as
virtuous guardians of the ratepayers’ in-
terests. Tenders for contracts are said to
have been refused because ghose tendering
have declined to respond satisfactorily
to applications for money, as the con-
sideration for aldermanic votes and in-
fluence. 2

Other Affempts to Leyy Blackmail.

Commaunications have been made to
me within the last few weeks by repu-
table citizens, stating - that at-
tempts to levy blackmail have been
made upon them when tendering for civic
contracts,, In view of all these circum-
stances, I beg to  request that your
€ouncil will arm me with wider powers
to investigate the truth-or falsity of
these ~various charges made, in many
cases, by persons willing_ te testify that
there are and have been in the City Coun-
cil fpr some yebuw past a cerftain number
of aldermen, whose support or opposition
to the granting of contracts has been
influenced by bribery and corrupt con-
sideratlons. I am satisfied that such
an enquiry will be in the interests of
good and Bonest municipal government.
By this means honest men who serve the
city may have their characters cleared
of unjust suspicions, and, it may be es-
tablished with certainty upon evidence
said to be forthcoming who, if any, are
the dishonest and venal representatives
of the ratepayers.

His Honor's Findings.

With reference to the present inquiry,
I bez to réport in the meanwhile as: fol-
lows:

1. I find upon_ the evidence submitted
that after the City Engineer had made
his report upon the cost of establishinz
a civic plant and had also made his esti-
mate of the cost of runninz the said
plant, and before Mr. McGowan’s report
on the-cost of runming the said plant
had been received or icted upon by the
Fire and Light Committee of the Coun-
cil, Alderman William Temple Stewart,
who was chairman of the said commit-
tee, sent for Mr. John J. Wright, the
manager of the Toronto Electric Light
Company, and informed him ( Wrizht)
that the aldermen had made up their
minds to procure a civic plant for street
lighting purposes and that if Mr. Wright’s
company had any hopes of continuing
their contract for electric lightinz for
the city after the expiration of the pre-
sent contract the only way to deleat
the project of establishing a civic plant
wae to corruptly send a sum of money
amongst certain aldermen. That he
stated the sum required to efféet - that
purpose was $18,000; and he gzave his
own name and the names of four other
aldermen as the, persons amongzst whom
the said bribery fund would be distribut-
ed, and whose purchase would effect the
defeat of the plan to establish a civic
plant.

2 I find that in order to give some
time to Mr. Wright to konsider this
corrupt proposition that the said Alder-
man William Temple  Stewart, Chair-
man of the said Fire and Light Com-
mittee, as aforesaid, stated that he
would adjourn a roposed meeting of
his committee. And I find on the evi-
ence given that there was a‘meeting
of the/said committee proposed to be
helgi on the 25th day of June, 1894, but
which was not called until the 27th
da_y of June, 1894, .And I find that the
said AMerman Wiliiam Tenmiple Stew-
art, when asked in examination as to
the reason for the postponementN\of this
meetinz of his committee, untruthfully
stated that it was because Mr. Me-
Gowan’s report. was not ready, the fact
being that Mr. McGowan's report was
ready and in the printer’s hands prior
to the 265th day of June.

Wanted 0 Deceive and Mislead,

3. I find that subsequently ~ on the
14th day of September, 1894, the eaid
Alderman Williamm ~ Temple Stewart
again sent for Mr.. Wright, the mana-
ger of the Toronto Electric Light Com-
pany, and submitted to him certain fig-
ures which he (Stewart) stated were
the figures whith would be inserted in
the tender of the Toronto Railway Co.
for mtreet lighting. The said . Alder-
man  William 9Yemplé Stewart admit-
ted in his examination before me that
such statemenc .to Mr. Wright was
false, and that the figures shown were
not the figures of the tender of the To-
ronto Railway Company. I find the
object of wuch false and dishonest
statement ' 'was to deceive and mislead
the said fJohn Wright, and, through
him, the Torouto Electric Light Com-
pany to induce them to put in a tender
for lighting 'at prices. slightly below
the alleged Toronto Railway Company’s
figures, in the belief that such falsely
induced tender would prove unsuccessiul.

4. I find further on the evidence, and
as a proper conclusjon to be deduced
therefrom, that on about the 2nd
day of October the said Alderman Wil-
liam Temple Stewart, chairman= of the
Fire and Light Committee, again sent for
Mr. Wright. At this time the tenders
were all in and the tender of the Toronto
Electric Light Company had proved to
be the lowest. Alderman Wiliiam . Temple
Stewart, chairmaa of the Fire and Light
Cdmmittee, again sent to Mr. Wright
and suggested to him that to make his
company s chances certain for securing
the contract, for which thjey had put in
the lowest tender. 1t would be wecessary to
furnish him, Ald, William Temple Stewart,
chairman of the Fire and Light Commit-
tee, with $6000 or $7000 in cash to be
distributed by him amongst eertain ald-
ermen, including a share for himself.

Sfewart Wilfully Guilty of Seliciting
Bribes.

6. I find and report asa result of the
foregoing conclusions of facts that Ald-

erman William Temple Stewart, -chair-
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man of the Fire and Light Committee of
the City Cousgil, has been on.two oc-
casions wilfully - guilty of corruptly so-
liciting & bribe ot money from the man-
ager of a ¢ ration who had put in
& tender for a civie contract for the
openly avowed purpose of securing and
ensuring the votes and influence of himself
and other aldermen in favor of the ac
ceptance of such tender. :
/ As te the Brush Company. =
6. I camnot refrain from commenting
on the extraordinary conduct of
Brush Electric Compdany of Cleveland.
It has been testified by both Mr. Keat-
ing, the City Engineer, and by Mr. Beért«
ram .that the representatives of the
Brush Electric Company had reported to
them that corrupt approaches had beeny
made to them by an alderman. ’1‘he§q
gentlemen in strong terms expressed theiz
willingness to testify to these attempts
to extort money from them. Theé corress
pondence, however, shows that:there was
an abrupt change of front. Mr. Rogers
writes Mr. Wheeler not to go on the
stand; and the company by their subse-
quent correspondence with Mr. Nesbitt
and Mr, Bertram evidently are unwilling
or afraid to give evidénce of what they
know concerning the alleged corrupt of-
fers; they wikh to make it a condition
that if they give the evidence they shall
get the contract. This proposition is
almost as‘improper as the alleged corrupt
approaches reported to have been made
to the company. 1 draw attention to
these facts in the hope that the company
may yet see their way to send forward
the witnesses in question, when the én-
quiry resumes. Should they not de so,
such a decision on their part will tend
to show that this company is willing to
entertain corru&]t approaches, because
they now shield the alleged culprit or
culprits, If their present attitude is
persisted in, it should be a sufficient
cause to effectually” destroy any pros-
pect they might have of becoming suc-
cessful tenderers for any civic contract
with an honest municipal corporation.
His Honor eommends the action of the
Electric Light Company i declining to
accept = Stewart’s proposals, favorably
comments on the indefatigable efforts of
Mr. Bertram to procure the attendance
of the agents of the Brush Electric Light
Company, and refers to the assistance
received from Mr. Nesbitt and his as-
 sistant, Mr. A. Munro Grier.

NOMINATED IN LONDON,

Essery and Hobbs Formally Named for
Mr. Meredith’s Place.

London, Ont., Nov. 18,—Mayor E. T.
Essery, Conservative, and Thomas 8.
Hobbs, Liberal, were nominated to-day
to contest the seat in the Legislative As-
sembly, vacated by the elevation of Mr.
W. R. Meredith to the bench. The pro-
ceedings were of very lively character.
Mr. Essery took the platform first and
spoke for three hours., Mr. Hobbs deliv-
ered his speech in ten minutes, Every in-
dication points to omne of the liveliest
campaigns yet fought in this city.

The Clothes of a Hangman.

Ottawa, Nov. 18.—At the Court House
here to-day, when some cleaning up was
in progress, a parcel containing an old
suit of clothes was found stowed away
in a corner. Upon gexamination it
was found to gcontain the garments
which the hangman of Patrick Whalen,
the murderer of D’Arcy MeGee, wore on
the day of execution,

The clothes are of Wark material, re-
sembling jean. Tbey are loose fitting.
In the bundle was a toque which the
hangman wore, as well as the black
cap which was put over the head of
the murderer as he was rushed into
eternity.

The execution took place in 1868. No
one but the sheriff and jeiler of that
day knew who the hangman was. Both
are dead since then, and with them has
gone the name of the hangman.

nadian public at large was equally ill-
informed. This fact .was foreed on one
by the knowledge that there was actually
8 commission in existence in this country
to feel the public pulsé on the subject of
electing pnblf"c officers, Our Government
did not really know whether the people
preferred English of American  imstitu-
tiong/and had given serious counsidera-
tion. to the American elective
system, which + was the parent
of Tammany Hall. He called 'on our
educationist. to heed the cry of the
National Council of Women and estab+
lish texttbooks on government in ‘the
schools,
Archdeacon Lauder responded for the
church, Dr. Temple for medicine and Mr.
Kirwan Martin for,the law.

HE VANISHED FROM A TRAIN

—a

4 COMMRROIAL TRAVELER LOST
FROM 4 SLEEPING CAR.

J. 8. Kerngood of New York Retires to
His Compartment in the “rain at St.
Thomas and Has Not. Since Been Seén
—~Was on His Way to Méet His Wife
and Celebrate Her Birthday.

New York, Nov. 13.—Jacob 8. Kerngood,
one of the best known traveling salesmen
of this city, on his way home from a four-
weeks’ business trip through the west, re<
tired to his berth in the |Wagner car
Raritan, when the Michigan Central train
he was aboard was near St. Thomas,Ont.,
at 10 o'clock last Friday night. When
the porter went to the man's berth to
arouse him at 8- o'clock the FKollowing
morning, he had vanished. No trace of
him has been found since.
Mr. Kerngood is in the employ of B. L.
Price & Co., wholesale clothiers at No.
170 Greene-street, this city, and his home
is at/ No. 151 East 80th streét, where his
wiie and two children now are. He left
this city on Oct. 9, made stops at several
places, and a week ago to-day reached
Omaha, Neb.,, the ‘knd of his journey.
His letters home had been affectionate
and happy. On Friday he sent the follow-
ing telegram to his wife:
“I leave to-day by Chicago express,
Meet me at the Grand Central Depot at
1.40 Baturday afternoon. We will enjoy
your birthday together.”
Mr. Kerngood’s trip from Omaha to
S8t. Thomas was uneventiul, He was of
& congenial, nature, and soon formed sev- "
eral ‘acquaintances, with whom he play-
ed cards and smoked until 9.80 o’clock
Friday night. Then he announced his
desire to retire. Calling Porter Collins,
gave instructions to be called at 8
o'clock the next morning.
Retired in Good Humor. ~

“The gentleman was in fine humor,’*
said Collins, in telling of the conversas
tion afterwards to the ‘officials of the
road, “and passed several jokes with
me. I néticed that he wore .a dressing-
gown, a‘smoking cap and a pair of slip-
pers. ‘Finally he yawned, said he was
very tired and went to his berth.”

Collins had occasion twice that night
to convey water to the passengers in the
Raritan. There was no movement that
he noticed in Mr. Kerngood’s berth. The
train bounded along, stopped for a
few minutes in Buffalo, passed through

| Rochester at 2 o’clock in the morning,

and arrived in Syracuse at the hour
when Mr. Kerngood had desired to be
awakened, . '

Many of the passengers were stirring
when Collins thrust his hand behind the
curtains of Mr. Kerngood’s berth to
wake him. He touched a bed which had
no occupant. Then, hastily gazing with«
in, he looked in vain for the traveler,
The bed was rumpled, and had undoubted-
ly been glept in, but thére were no other
indications of the man.

The other passengers gathered about
the ‘berth, no less surprised than the por-
ter. A hurried search of, the car was
made, but Mr. Kerngood could not be
found. His hat, umbrella, overcoat, va-
lise and shoes were near the berth, but
the owner was nowhere to be found.

Fils Wife Was There to Mect Him.

Mrs. Kerngood was at. the Grand Ces-
tral Station. at the appointed- hour to
meet her husband. She looked in wvain
for him among the disembarking trav-
elers, and then returned home, wondering
at his non-appearance. She told her
brother-in-law, Bugene E. ' Sonneborn,
who lives in the: same house, of her dis-
appointment, and he immediately started
ou¥! to investigate. The story of the
strange disappearance was learned: from
the railroad officials. 1

The first. theory which presented it-
sell was thHat the missing man had walk«
ed from the car in his sleep. . This as-
sumption was declared impossible by
Porter Collins, who said he had kept
too close a watch ou the traveler. But
the Railroad Company immediately or-
dered a patrol of the tracks between St.
Thomas and Syracuse. The search was
futile, although conducted so thoroughly
that several sheets of water were drag-
ged in the fear that the man had dropped
from the cay and been drowned.

His Habits Exemplary.

“Mr. Kerngood never walked in his
sleep as far as the members of his family
know,” said Mr. Sonneborn last night.
*He wag not a drinking man. He was
such an experienced traveler, too, that
we can hardly bring ourselves to feel
that his disappearance is due to acci«
dent.  We fear foul play of some kind,
although of what nature, of course, we
are at a loss to know.

“His domestic life was very happy,
as is shown by his desire to reach home
on his ife’s birthday.”

Mr. Sonneborn mnotified Inspector Me«
Laughlin of ‘his brother-in-law’s disap-
pearance yesterday, and & description of
the missing man has been telegraphed
abroad. He was 42 years old, of slight
build, and a heavy black mustache, black
hair and a slight bald spot.

Mr. Kerngood was a, thirty-second de-
gree Mason, and wore a ring of that
order. )

—== | Jivery of postoffice matter in this city.

We are glad to observe. that the Post-
master-General, the city postmaster and
representatives of the Toronto Railway
Company. have left for Brooklyn, where
they will inspect the system in opera-
tion on thé electric street railway lines
of that ’city. Whether or not there is
any mefit in the distribution of the mail
by means of the electric cars, the au-
thorities will nbw be able to decide; be-
cause they will sec a system in actual
operation and they can judge for them-
selves. While the? Brookiyn method may
not be suitable for the needs of a city
1ike Toronto, yet the dx!?:tion will no
doubt get such informdtion as will en-
able them to devise a plan that would
meet the requirements here.
There can be mno doubt that the carri-
age of the nml}- between the Union Sta-

.| tion and the postoffice would be great-

ly facilitated by changing the wagon
service to an electric service. There is
no doubt, also, that the delivery of let-
ters throughout the city would be equal-
ly facilitated: by a frequent and rapid
interchange of>postal matter between the
central office and the various branch
offices. There is no doubt, furthermore,
that the convenience of the public would
be better served thanitis at present if
the suburban postoffices were directed
from the Toronto general office and the
trolley system used in connection there-
with. The suburban offices would in that
even*. practically become branch city
offices; and the people in the suburbs
would have s frequent a delivery as péo-
ple in the ‘city: The changing of the sys-
tem on the jplan suggested would necessi-
tate nothing more than that the branch
offices should be located on a street on
which the trolley is already running. We
imagine there are but few offices that
already do mot fulfil this condition. bid
any suchexist, it would be an easy mat-
ter to bring the system into line by hav-
ing them removed to the main thoronglg-
fare. ¥

d | THE EXTENSION OF UNIVERSITY-AVENUE.

We are zlad to see.that a member: of
the council is at last actinz on & suz-
gestion that first appeared in The World
some nine months aZo, viz., the exten-
sion of University-avenue froms Queen-
street to the new Union Station. Ald.
Burns, at ‘the last meeting of the Board
of Works, moved that the question of
such extension be referreﬁ to the EngZineer
and Assessment Commissioner to ascertain
the cost, feasibility, etc. As we bave
pointed out on-several occasions before,
no improvement that we can now men-
tion will add so muck to the appearance
of Toronto as the extension of this ave-
nue, toZether with the improvements that
would naturally follow. At one end of
the avenue wounld be one of the most
modern stations on the continent, and

other end would face the Parliament
buildings. The avenue itself would be
over a hundred feet wide from end ‘to
end, and ence it were converted into &
practical thorouzhfare, such as it would
be if it were extended to the statiom,
it would soon become filled with fine
buildings, hotels, theatres, restaurasts
and such liké,” It is undoubtedly in this
avenue that the proposed palace hotel
for Toronto would be built. We believe
the necessary right of way can be ob-
tained at small expense, and whatever
the expense may be it could, readily be
charzed against the property benefited
thereby, so that the city, as a whole,
would not be ‘asked to contribute one

FLUENCE, SAY THE JURY,

Justice Falconbridge Has Something to
Say Respecting Various Phases of the
Case, and Suggests That An Investiga-
tion Would Probably Bring Out Im-
portant Facts. j

It took the jury: exactly forty minutes
to find a verdict for the plaintiff for‘the
full amount claimed in the suit brought
by John Inglis against' A. T\. Johhson
and Ald. Hewitt to' recover $1000, ad-
vanced by plaintiff to the deféndants for
alleged influence in securing the con-
tract for the Inglis* firm for the engines
of the Street Railway Company. The
verdict, which was returned in the As-
size Court yesterday morning, is against
the defendants jointly Yor the $1000.

It will ba recollected that the $1000
was paid to Johnston,$who subsequently,
gave $300 of thej sum to Hewitt.

His Lordship’s Charge.

His Lordship in hist charge to the jury
said: “This case is & somewhat ex-
ceptional one, and I am éla.d that it
is 8o, although I gvould judge from what
transpired jn the witness-box yesterday
that there may be circumstances where
an official investigation would not be
out of place. It is very close to the
borderland of & class of case where the
plaintiif would not, in law, be enabled
to make a complaint. If the conmtract
had been made with the city and Hewitt
had been an alderman it would have been
& gross immorality and illegality, and
the plaintiff, knowing what the money
was paid for, could/ not: bring suit. This
case is perilously close to ond like that.
Leaving out the illegalityi of the con-
tract, however, the question, for you to
decide is whether youw believe the plain-
tiff or the defendants.  Unfortunately,
there is no independentt testimony,
Worsick, the agent for the Inglis Com-
pany, having ,died since’ the negotiations
between the parties were opened.

A Lamentable State of Affairs.

It is & lamentable state of affairs when
B m\\tn like M. Inglis who, presumably,
ought' to be able to sell his goods at a
fair rate, finds it necessary to pay over
8 large sum of money for influence to get
a8 contract.

Here His Lordship read: fthe receipt
given by Johnston to Worswick, and con-
tinued : Johnston says the word “retain-
er’ is his word; it is a singular word
here. One could understand how & man
like Johnston, who ‘is a good talker, and

- probably. an excellent (salesman in his

line, might have a retainer in that line.
If he understood engines' one could un-
derstand his having & retainer in this
vase, but he himself says /he doesn’t.
Then what is the retainer for ? The docu-
ment says, “For influence used as agents.”
Notice the plural;" who are the agents ?
_It is suggested by the plaintiff’s counsel
that it means more than it says.

It is fair to Mr. Hewitt to say that he
knew nothing of the agreement between

nston and Worswick; he djd not see
ifuntil tiis suit began; Johnston put in
vitt without his knowledge.

Johnston says he visited hotels a few
‘times, a very trivial matter; no labor
or money was expended. What were they
to do? Johnston says ‘pothing, except
that and getting Hewitt, Hewitt says
_he saw Mr. McKengie incidentally, and
spoke to him about the contract. It is
only fair to Hewitt to say that he was
not. then an alderman.

The Verdict.

His Lordship pointed out to the jury
that they might find in $1000 against
the defendant Johnston, as he received all
the money, ‘or; if they saw fit; they might
return a verdict for $500 against each,
as Hewitt acknowledged receiving that
sum, on they might find in $1000 jointly
against both defendants. He also point-
ed out that, if the jury found the payment
had relation to the influence of gewitt
as an alderman, that was a corrupt act
in law and preciuded the plaintiff from
recovering.

The jury found against the defendants
jointly for the $1000. Stay of proceed-
ings was dsked by idefendant’s counsel,
and granted, The question of costs was
reserved.

" NEW DEATH REGULATIONS.

Dr. Bryce Reports in Favor of Having X1}

Death Certificates Issued By Munie

cipal Health Officers.

A deputation from the Ontario Under-
takers' Assotiation, with Mr. W, B. Calla-
way ot theC.P.R.and Mr, P.J. Blatter of
the G.T.R., conferred yesterday with a
special committee of the Ontario Board
of Healthcomposed of Drs;Bryce, Covern-
ton and Cassidy, on the subject of' the
transportation and disposal of the dead.
The vesult was that Dr. Bryce formulat-
ed a report embodyinz warious reforms,
which will be submitted to the Board of
Health and afterwards, it is hoped, come
into effect as an order in council.

The effect of the proposals will be to
do away . wholly. with the present sys-
tem of burying a body on the certificate
of jJan ordinary practitioner. No corpse
will be elizible for burial, or for trans-

rtation by railway, unless accompanied

v a certificate of death from"the Medi-
cal Health Officer of the municipality.
or the distriet.

These measufes will entail some incon-
venience at times no doubt, but it is
thouzht that they will provide addi-
tional safezuards for the community at
large. At the present time in Western
Ontario deaths from ‘‘abscess in the
throat” are too frequent, for instance,
and if the new rezulations come into
effect it will be the duty of the! Medical
Health Officer to investizate all , sus-
picious certificates and #ind out whether
the ‘death be due to diphtheria or some
other contagious disease.

CHRISTIAN BCIENTISTS.
How They View the Parable of the Rich
Man /and Lazarus.

‘About three hundred people crowded
McBain’s Hall, corner College-street. and
Brunswick-avenue, to listen to the in-
terpretation of the parable iof the “ Rich
Man and Lasgarus,” ag given from a
Christian Science standpoint. The speak-
er, Rev. Isabella M. Stewart, handled the
subject, first on the line of the parable
being quoted by Jesus to meet a phase
of self-righteouspess in the Pharisees, to
whom it was ad ed at that time, and
second on the line of it being applicable
to meet just thé same  condition:of
thought at the present day. Mrs, Stew-
art made a cleap cut separation from
personality, and after bringing her
hearers gradually along the line dealt
with her subject on a metaphysieal
basis, which is claimed: by Christian
scientists to be the. only scientific way
to handle the Secriptures. Some of the
points claimed by the speaker were’that
the rich man was typical of any ego-
tistical condition of thought such; as
seli-righteousness, and the beggar would
represent the Gentile nation, which
claimed nothing for itself, but was hun-
gering to be fed by even the crumbs
that fell from the rich mam’s table.
Drawing a similar picture to-day, Mrs.
Stewart said that thoseq who claimed to
worship God, and who, claimed to have
so much of the Spirit of Christ, were
just in the same position as the rich
man in the parable, if they did not give
in demonstration &ome sustaining proof
that  would uplift. those who looked to
them for the word of truth.  Continuing
her line of thought the speaker.likened
the beggar to one, who is earnestly seek-
ing truth in patience’ and humility, and
ap an evidence of* as reward for sincerity
she eompared the dogs who licked his
sores to-the lesseri ideas of truth which
ministered unto him even although he
had net the understanding of the truth
of being. -The vision of the rich man
seeing Lagzarus in the bosom of Father
Abraham _ gave Mrs. Stewart ample
scope 'to broaden out. She noted that
while the beggar died (as every beggar-
ly condition must dje) he was carried
by the angels (whicht are interpreted in
Christian secience as God’s ‘thoughts pass-
ing ' to man, spiritual intuitions pure and
perfect).. Yet the ‘rich man when: he
died was buried ; that _is, buried beneath
| the load of hypocrisy, deceit and sensual-
ism., The Christian science interpreta-
tion of Abraham is Fidelity, Faith in
the Divine Life and' eternal Principle of
Being, and Lazarus resting in his bosom
was his rising to “the innermost con-
sciousness of the underst&ndin.q’that life
is eternal. i

History of the Two Extradition Treaties
Between England and the United
States—Some Interesting Criminal His.
tory Recalled—Mow Card Sharps Pluck-
ed Befaulters and Enibezalers.

| Detroit, Nov, 12.—During the
past ten years , the Canadian
Governments have enacted a great many
temperance laws which, in a measure,
were felt by the hotelkeepers in Wind-
sor; but, when, in1890, the Parliament
at Ottawa enfered . into an extradition
treaty with the ; United States they
dealt & blow at ihe hotel business in the
frontier city that meant the loss of thous
sands and thousands of dollars. Prior to
the passage of this treay Windsor  was
the: Mecca of the boodlers and crooks of
the United States, At a minstrel show
given in this city some five years ago
one of the burnt-cork artists asked the
difference between ‘Detroit ‘and Windsor,
and the answer was that, while the for-
mer was the City of the Straits, the lat«
ter was the city, of the crooks, 'And it
vas even so,

Before the treaty, went into force every
hotel in the city jhad its usual quota of
guests, who were in Canada seeking the
west and repose that the laws then guar-
anteed them, They were all classes,
from the dapper bank | cashier, who

had fled with thousands of other|H,

people’s  dollars, © to  the common
every day crook who would erack
o safe,or pick a- pocket ift the most artis-
tic manner., It was an easy matter to
pick them jout at the hotels, although the
aristocratic contingent, which meant em-
bezelers, defaulters and forgers, for a
time after reaching their haven of rest,

enerally kept under cover, The custom

erived from skippers was so large and
so lucrative that many of the hotels had
rooms especially apart for - them, and
wo situated that a stranger had just as
much chance of finding them as the unin-
itiated would have of gaining entrance
to adMasonic Jodge. The rooms were situ-
eted in a part of the house overlooking
the river, so that the occupant could at
all times have a view of the country that
was yearning to receive him back again.
In order to gain entrance to this room
& couple of ®thers  had to be passed
through; but in each on eof these a sentry
twas established, who gave signs of any
approaching danger. The numbers of
these rooms; never ‘appeared on tlhie regis-
ter, nor on the call-bell annunciator. It
s true the roomhad the latter accommo-
dation, but the number dropped was a
different one than the numbez of the room.
Those places of refuge were only for the
higher class of sojourners, and while they
remained under cover for a short time,
they soon) becam emore bold and mingled
withl the rest of their compatriots. Many
iand many a defaulter has come to
(Windsor, whoy while he was at his home,
would shun a burglar, safe blower or
pickpocket as he would a leper, and in
& few weeks become the crony, of some of
the worst men in this line.

Misery Loves Company.

It was the old story of misery Hking
rvompany. Many of ithe aristocratic class
were fleeced By the plebeian contingent of
the erook colony who, after a short
acquaintance, would introduce the great
'Americam game ‘as a means of whiling
away the time, Windsor could offer but
few atfgactions, and in consequence poker
was in full swing; and in many cases the
stakes ran‘up into the thousands, It was
a case of “easy come, easy go,” to the
high-toned thief, fand he was choice pick-
ing in'the hands of the wiliest card sharps
of America. They jollied him aleng, and
nwhen the last. dollar hiad been secured
cut him adrift, and the next heard of
him was that so and so, “who had skip-
ped with thousands of dollars had return-
ed penniless and surrendered himself to
the authorities,” .

_~ With this‘immenss colony of crooks,
shom William Pinkerton fonce said to the
~&vriter were -the premiers of the criminal
ass of the world,(it might be thought
that they would ply their vocation in
(Windsor. Baut it was just exactly the op-
posite. Tom Bigelow, king of the crooks,
pvae living 'then and Windsor was . his
home. He was ithe head of the colony and
he did more to preserve the law than
ell the detectives in America could do.
His orders pvere that they must obey
the laws while in Windsor, and -the
man who did mot do it soon found him-
self behind {he bars, placed there by the
information: given by Bigelow, to the late
Chief of Police Bains. No man ever “rat-
ted” on Tom Bigelow, but that he re-
gretted it, xnd while he always stood
ready to help any member of the fratern-
ity, he never forgot a wrong.
Criminals’ Paradise.

\ [ Prior to 1842, before whick time no

\ extradition treaty existed between Great

\

\ Britain and the United States, criminalg
\of all classes experienced a senset of free-
om, which was most conducive to the
minlimited practice of,  their particulan
ppecialty., A Capadian murderer might
eross the border and defy the Canadian
officers of the law, while the Americax
§orger found a hayen of rest in Canada,
anlg in return the Canadian burglar once
wcross the line might, without fear of
molestation, enjoy the fruits of his
fll-gotten gains, For years previous to
1842 the English authorjties had been
enxions that an extradjtion treaty
should: be concluded with the Americans,
but the latter refused. In 1841, several
of the large American banks were duped
by a clever b:ﬁd of forgers, who suc+
oceeded in cashing simultaneously at New
York, Chicago, Philadelphia, Baltimore,
Richmond and New Orleans over half a
million dollars of American bonds. Seven
of the nine forgers skipped to England
and -were located there months after4
wards. The United States Government
was anxious to secure these men, because
of the great pressure brought to bear
oft it by the influential bankers. The
English authorities refused to give these
men up, and seized the opportunity to
press for an extradition treaty. The
pesult was that in 1842 a treaty was
signed, making murder, piracy, arson,
wobbery .and forgery extraditable. This
did not affect men guilty of manslaught-
er, counterfeiting, embezzlement, fraud,
perjury, kidnapping, &bduction, burglary
or theft. The effect of this treaty, al-
‘though limited in extent, was
found to be most i benefic-
al, though great expense  “Was
incurred in securing thelextradition of a
prisoner, who ‘had the right of trial in
the country when found. ~Murderers
end robbers came and went just as be-
fore, but were occasionally caught, tried
and extradited., Boodlers, perjurers, em-
begzlers and common thieves came and
went as usual, howevey, and laughed at
the anthorities on both: sides of the line.
March 21, 1890, anotler treaty was
concluded between England and the
{United States, providing that these
offences should be extraditablet Mur-
der, or assault with like intent, piracy
. by the law of mations, arson, robbeny,
forgery, or utterance of forged paper,
manslaughter, counterfeiting or altering
money, uttering oz bringing into ecireu-
lation counterfeit or alteredy money, em-
berzlement, larcemy, receiving any
money, valuable security or any other
property, knowing the same to -have been
embeszled, stolen or fraudulentlyjobtain-
ed ; fraud by bailee} banker, agent, fac-
tor, trustee, director, member or officer
of any company made criminal by the
laws of both countries 3 perjury or the
subornation of perjury, abduction, kid-
napping, child stealing, burglary, shop-
breaking or house-breaking, revolts on
shipboard, injury to vesseld at sea, ete.:
assaults on - shipboard = or high | seas,
slavery or slave tmding,:. a._nd participa-
tion in sajd crimes, providing sucb'\p_u-

‘Hall here to-njzht before a larze audij-
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ticipation is made punishable by the
laws of both countries. Under the
treaty it is notnecessary to prove the
guilt of the prisoner to be extradited.
The foreign authorities arei simply asked
to. establish a case, amd the crimipal is
turned ‘over to them without further
¢eremony.

About one of the last cases that was
fought beforej the new extraditibn treapy,
ctame. in force was that of William Ald-
rich. Aldrich was arrested j Winddor
Bix years ago on the charg@pf buncoing
Jobn K. Lemon of Alleghedy City, Pa.,
out of $10,000. It was charged that-the
$erime wae eommitted in Pine-street,and
that the tmethod wused iwas the book
scheme.- Witnesses ,were brought from
Allegheny. City, and Aldrich’s extradition
was ordered on the evidence of two go-
men, who lived opposite to where the
“steering’” was done, and who swore that
Aldrich was the man who accompanied
Lemon into the house. Aldrich maintain-
ed his innocence, but he was taken to Al-
legheny City and given 12 years. Two
Yyears agol i8 was discovered that Aldrich
was not the man, and the Governor of the
state pardoned him.

The case of Samuel Ashman is the only
ome on record in Canada where a man
extradited to the Stages had to be re-
turned from where he was taken. Ash-
man was convicted of burglary in Michi-
gan, and was given a term of 10 years
in Ionia. He escaped from prison and
pame. to Windsor and was arrested. The
Upited States authorities knew that they
could. fot extradite him for ‘jail-
breaking; 80 they brought an
old  charge of robbery - against
him. Uppn this he was extradited, but
when he was taken over to Detroit he was
immediately sent over to Ionig to fill out
his term. His lawyer in Windsor, J. W.
anna, maintained that he should have
been tried on the charge upon which he
wag extradited and, if not found guilty,
he could return to Camada. He wrote the
Ca.nﬂ:dian Minister of - Justice, who com-
municated with the British minister at
Waghington. He motified the department
at Ottawa, and they agreed with Mr.
Ht.l'nna. Ashman was brought from Ionia,
tried in Detroit and found not guilty. He
wap given an hpur to get across the
river, and it is needless to say lost no
time in getiting there.

The day after Thanksgiving in Novem-
b.er, 1888, the eaghier of the First . Na-
tional Bank, in Columbus, O., when he
opened ‘the vault, found that it had heen
robbe_d_and $13,000 in cash and bonds and
securities to the value of $800,000, was
missing. Frank Schreiber, the teller of
the bank, was also missing, and the case
was given to the detectives, * They locat-
ed him in.-Windsor,and President Lucas of
bank gt Schreiber t give up the honds
with the promise of not prosecuting him.
Schreiber deposited part of his moneypin
Chicago, Ypsilanti and Ann Arbor, and
after getting it he “cut himself lodse,”’
He removed to Toronto and turned that
city upeide down. He. invested in some
boat stock, ‘and his mode of entertaining
was regal, ‘He fhen came toY Windsor
again and made trips to different Ameri-
canj«cities. But he crossed over once too
often’ and wae arrested in Detroit and
taken to Columbus. His money was_ all
gone, and he pleaded guilty, He is now
serving, a 12-year, sentence.

There is no limit to the
number of counties that may be declared
first-class by the M.C.C., thé committee
havinZz power to modify the list by the
addition or removil of the name of any
county. Their selection for 1895 includes
the nine that took part in the struzzle
of 1894, and to these are added Derby-
shive, Essex, Hampshire, Lei{estershire
and Warwickshire. As the season is too
short to admit of every one of the 14
meeting the others, it has been d ided
that all counties that have playe at
least eight out-and-home matches with
others in the first-class are elizible for
the championship. There is no alteration
in the method of scoring, one point being
added for a win and one deducted for'a
loss.

A
very larze majority of the employes of
the Government earn less than $400 per
annum, On the other band, still speak-
inz generally, the necessaries of life
cost as much in central Europe as they
do in America. A workingman’'s gxpen-
ditures for clothinz and rent may pos-
sibly be somewhat less here than im Am-
erica, but in the towm of Luxemberz
coal costs $7 per ton, ezzs 21 cents per
doz., rye flour 8¢, wheat flour Be, suzar
8c, butter 25c, beef ¥9c, veal and mut-
ton 16c to 20c, fresh pork 20c and

oked pork 28c per pound. Frugzality!
ahd industry can hardly be expected to
accomplish any miracle greater then
that of enablinz a thrifty workman to
keep out of debt. -

This distressing state of affairs is no
doubt in part an unavoidable result of the
competitive demand for employment,which
must exist in every densely-populated
country. But the misery of the guropean
poor has been aggravated by that popu-
lar craze which causes the large towns
and cities of Germany to grow with ra-
pidity as -phenomenal as that which is
doubling and trebling the population of
our own western cities, An important
point of difference, however, lies in the
fact that foreign immigration largely ac-
counts fon the development of our towns,
whereas German cities expand Blmost
entirely at the expense of the rural dis-
tricts. Consequently, the labor market is
glutted, wages keep falling, and the evil
is enhanced by the increasing use of
labor-saving devices, The gcompetition
between manufacturers also forces down
wages, The policy of the countries of cen-
tral Europe seems to extend and inflate
their manufacturing industries suicidally,
Their idea of national prosperity and of
bappiness seems to be nothing more than
the attainment of the abjlity to export
manufactures and import food, and in
support of this policy the Government is
taxing workmen an import duty on
food in order to give the manufacturer an
export bounty. The much-talked-of dis-
armament of Europe will, if ever realized,
bring further calamity by adding-to the
labor markets millions lof young men
unfitted for country life by several years’
residence in city barpacks, The develop-
ment of our American manufactories is
undoubtedly of great importance, but

reason tofavor ‘therestriction of im-
migration and to view with appreben-
sion the tendency to inflate our manufac-
turing industries beyond safe limits.

KANAKAS REVOLT AND SLAY EURO-
PEAN SETTLERS, L

By a Trading Schooner omn of the
New Guinea Islands -All Eure-
pean Settlers Murdered By the Treach-
erous Natives.

Vancouver, B.C., Nov. 18.~According to
latest advices from Austrslia 'by the
steamer Miowera, word has been receiv-
ed at Sydney from the Bismark Archi-
pelago that a native uprising has taken
place on all the islands near New Guinea,
and that the European settlers have all
beer murdered by the Kanakas. ;
“7he steamer Three Cheers of Sydney re-
¥Drts calling at Admiralty Island and New
reland with supplies, aund finding the
trading posts there in ashes and white
men nowhere to be found, while the trad-
ing schooner .was @lso burned to the
water's edge. On the approach of the ves-
sel to Admiralty Island the natives fled
to the hills, until not a soul remained in
the villages. They feared that the white
men had come for vengeance.

Traces of a Feast.

On landing, the worst fears of, the
captain were realized. Traces of -a can~
nibal feast of recent date were found.
Without doubt, all the inhabitants of
the trading post had met with the most
horrible of deaths, being tortured and
afterwards devoured by the cannibals.
Carlson and Miller, two of the victims,
were prominent citizens of Sydney, and
in that city a ‘movement is on foot to
ask the Government to allow a com-
pany of volunteers to visit Admiralty
lsland and avenge the death of their
fellowtcitizens,

At New Ireland the Australian trading
post was burned to the ground. A pro-
minent white trader, named Rodjohn,
was missing, while it is feared the en-
