A I‘reak Beason.
1907 looks as thovgh it will be a
freik season for the agriculturists.

Tae early part of the crop year was
dscidedly late and cold. This was
i umediately followed by dry, hot wea-
ther, which matured thuse crops which
succeeded in bemng put iu in
shape in quick time, and excellent
samples f grain will be threshed this
season. There will be wany draw-
backs, but these will be partially made
good by the higher prices
rule for most of the farm
ties. The recent hot, dry weather has
hud the effect of drying up the pas
tures, so thav it has become difficult
to maintain cattle on the farin with
out adding to the forage provided from
the pastures,

The effect of this is that many farm-
ers ~are already disposing ot their
surplus cattle, an evidence of which
was the large receipts  at the Toronto
Junction Stock Yards. The high
prices which have ruled for all classes
of feed for several months have had
the effect of cleaming up most of these
supplies in the hands of the farmers
the'r disposal having been effected ow-
ing vo the attractive prices for them.

‘I'he absence of rain has resulted in
some of the finest samples of barley
being gathi red in Ontario for seve-
ral years, and best of all is the fact
that it will be able to be sold at good
high prices.  The disposal of live stock
which is now going on will undoubt
edly have a corollary under the pres-
sure of the large offerings” which are
being made. Prices of live stock are
naturally low, but, with a clean-up
of a large quantity of surplus cattle,
the country will be left pretty bare
during the coming winter, and it is
doubtful if next spring will nov there-
fcre witness a very high range of prices
for the cattle which have been car-
ried over and fed at an unusually high
cost.—World

Approaching the ten Million Mark.

The census department has prepar-
ed an estimate which places the popu-
lation of Canada on April 1st at six
and a half willions, an increase of well
over one and a quarter millions since
the last regular census in 1900. If
the present rate of increase is main-
tained the Dominion should show a
population of seven and a half millions

whan the next enumeration is taken
in 1910, The probabilities are that
the growth will be much more rapid

in the next three years than it has in
the last seven. In 1901 less than 50,-
000 immigrants arrived in Canada ;
in 1905 over three times 50,000 came
in : in the last three montbhs 100,000
entered the Dominion. We are new
adding to our numbers by arrivals
from abroad at the rate of 400,000 a
year. There is every reason to expect
thac hefore the decade ends the annual
influx may reach the even half million.
Canada has at last made the turn in
industrial development, ard each new
arrival from abroad,and cach addition
al industry created is a loadstone for
the attention of others. Tt will not
be surprising if the next census shows
our population to be nearer ten
seven millions,

At a special 1 of the Ontario
Cabinet Wednesday, the regulations
ahd courses of study for the new 1
tural departments in the high
were adopted. These were sub
Hon. Dr. Pyne, after conference with Dr
John Seath, superintendent c f education,
and Mr, C. C. James, deputy minister of
agriculture,

The regulations adopted provide for the
i v of pupils during 1907 aud 1908

ertificates of the principal and public
school inspector. After 1908 it will-be
necessary to take the regular entrance ex-
amination. Both girls and boys may take
the course.

The teacher must be qualified by the
degree of B. 8. A., from Toronto Uni-
versity -or a certificate of qualification
from the Ontario Agricultural College,
and will be under the general control of
the local board: He will also visit various
parts ot the country and have a govern-
ment office in the high school district for
meeting the farmers, ) R

A suitable laboratory and experimental
grounds are required, and inspection will
take place at least annually by an ofhcer
of the O. A. C., deputed for the purpose
by the minister of education. A

“Tbe course will be two years and wil
cover the following subjects: Field,
animal and dairy husbandry, poultry,
horticulture forestry botany, entomology
physic and elementary.

TERRIFFIC EXPLOSION IN ESSEX
Two Killed and Several Injured.

Essex, Ont., Aug. 11,—An explosion of

nitro glycerine and dynawmite in the
Michigan Central Railway yards Satur-
4.!£l>' morning killed*two men, seriously
injured several and slightly injured scores
of persons, and wrought great damage to
property.
A The train of which the dynamite cars
formed a part, the depot and the freight
§11L-<Is were totally wrecked, every house
n town was shaken, had its window gle
shattered and its chimneys cracked and
broken, and the shock of the explosion
was felt for 10 to 15 miles around the
county,

The Cause—Due directly to the leaking
of mitro-glycerine in a Michigan Central
freight car at the Essex, Ont., depot.

The Damage—Two men killed ; many
persons injured ; 50 buildings wrecked or
damaged ; most of the glass windows
broken ; total loss to property estimated
at £250,000.

The telegraphic communication with
the outside world was cut off. The
steeples of churches were razed. The
municipal building was greatly damaged.
Not a store on Talbot street—the main
street—sustained less than half its value
in damage. Jewelry, furniture, hard-
wdre, baked goods, laundry, liquor,
drugs, books, dry goods—all were hurled
into the streets and piled on the floors of
the stores, while all around plate glass
cracked to the step and stuck up in piles
in the streets.

From the way roofs were lifted one
could ir ine a cvclone. And, as for
the peoj ssex went in a panic—
simply in a panic.

Those who rushed to the excited village
at the first alarm found a great company
of deafened people. Ordinary tones
could not be understeod, and when
Iissexite spoke to Essexite the' excited
gesturing was enough to get on the nerves
of those whose auricular organs had not
been called on to withstand the shock of
the explosion.

Remarkable Outbreak of Cutworm:*

Last week much alarm was created in
the neighborhood of  Leamington, Ont.,
by an extraordinary outbreak of cater-
pillars which devoured eveiything before
them. Application was made to the
Agricultural College at Guelph for advice
and assistance, and Mr. I,. Caesar of the
Entomological Department was at once
sent up to investigate. The insect proved
to be the Variegated Cutworm ( Peridroma
sauoia), which has on previous occasions
*ppmre(l in devastating numbers, the
mc rious outbreak havi: g occurred in
British Columbia and the neighboring

Pacific coast states in
ington the worms were first observed in
clover fields where they soon devoured
the crop and left the ground bare and
black ; they then marched on to the next
field and consumed whatever vegetation
they met with, corn and tobacco, toma-
toes and other vegetables, seemed espec-
ial favorites for consumption. If a fruit
tree happened to be in their way, they
climbed it and devoured both fruit and
foliage ; many peach trees were thus at-
tacked and the fruit ruined.

Like the cutworms these caterpillars
teed only at night and remain in con-
cealment during the day, biding in the
ground where the sofl is loose and under
any rubbish or other shelter that they
can find. When full grown the worm is
about two inches long, with a vellowish
stripe on each side above the legs, the
rest of the body is darker and mottled
with black, white or grey; the most
characteristic feature is a row of yecllow
or white spots, five to seven in number,
along the middle line of the back. Some

JUNIOR MATRICULATION EXAWS
