The supreme court of Halifax. on
Saturday gave judgment in Senator
lovitt's case ordering a new trial of
the accused, who was found guilty last
September of wilfuly and knowingly
making false returns to the govern-
ment  with respect to the financial
status of the Bank of Yarmouth.

The history of the case is somewhat
as fullows: During 1903 and 13904, the
firm of Redding and company, doing a
large boot and shoe business all over
¢be Dominion and having their factory
at Yarmouth, became heavily indebted
to the Bank of Yarmouth, of which
Senator lLovitt was president, on pa-
per which bhad been discounted and
dishonored.
