To the eager
gardener this time of wa.itmg is . filled
with acufe suspense apnd an almost
irresistible longing to take a peek at
the hidden and sleeping things that
winter-still persists in keeping blank-
eted with snow. ;

It is a time of suspense, because
there are so many precious roots that
may or may not have wintered well,
Vines that may have been winter-
killed, rgse bushes that may have
succumbed (and no wonder this year)
to the rigors .of the cold, perennial
roots that may be just, and only just,
alive. ¢ :

Be_ capéful ‘tc lift the glass sashes
every day now ‘to let in an abundance
of fresh, cool air, so necessary. just
now to. those tender plants ‘that have
been 1living shut up, as it-were; all- ‘the
winter. .This fresh . air .is absolutely
necessary to their well-being, render.
ing them sturdy, streng, and getting
them in a fit condition to be trans-
planted presently,

Do not forget to turn the seedboxes,
moving them from place fo place that
they may better receive all the sun
possible. This constant moving also
prevents any verniin settling beneath
the bottoms of the boxes. Keep the
earth in the boxes well moistened. Do
not drench the soil one time and an-

‘other time allow the same s80il to be-

come quite dry for two or three days.

He argued that if
another vote were taken, as his oppon-
ents urged, the large bulk of unthink-
ing people would vote for the cheapest
method possible (Ottawa River flitra-
tion) and the results would be disage
trous,

Three score men, working under the
gupervision of the police, fire depart-
ment and architect’'s department, mov-
ed tons of debris in the ruins of the
Woodbine Hotel yesterday in an effort
to locate the bodies of the two men
yet unaccounted for, but with no re-
sult.

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City Dairy Annual Meeting|

INTERESTS, APPARENTLY CON.
FLICTING, ARE IN HARMONY.

The following extract from thé Managing Director’s addréss to the
shareholders-at the annual meeting, Tuesday, March 17, is of more than
passing-interest to the general public. He said, in part, as follows: -

“We are here today to consider the results of .another year’s- opera-
tions. "Whether it will be called a satisfactory year or not depends some-
what on the temperament of the person considering it. It is a charac-
teristic of the people living in this climate mever to be satistied: with

present attainments, and I am no exception to the rule. 1It.is a delicate |
matter, however, for me to say publi¢cly that the company should get

more- profit on the business it is doing, for the reason that the producer
may get the impression that the extra profit desired is to come out
of him, and the consumer, likewise, may jump to the conclusion that his
pocket is to furnish-it. - ’

“I venture to say that thére is not in the City of Toronto an'industry.

that has to harmonize more conflicting interests than the city milk dealer.
The nature of the product is such that he has to-depend on “the same
farmers. from- year to year for his stock in trade; which is sold to the
same customers from day to day year in and year out.
is delivered with so little apparent change that the producer:and the con-
sumer. who are so sightly separated, get the mistaken ideaﬁha.t" the dif-
ference between what one receives and the other pays, is all profit.

‘““The one is interested in getting all the money he can for his pro-
duct, and the other is interested in getting all the product he can for his
money. Then there is a third class that furnishes the capital to conduct
the enterprise, they also must have fair treatment.

That the City Dairy Company has been able to harmonize all of

the apparent conflicting interests, and to gain and keep thp confidence
of each; is-apparent to everyone who gives hged to the large amount of
money invested in plant and equipment, and is acquainted with the tre-
mend6u§ amount of dairy product that is sent in by the farmers to be
distributed to' its customers. %

“While the interests of these three classes appear to be at variance
they are really interlocked—each requires the co-operation ©f the other
two. If_ either of the three fails in its relation to .the others not-enly
does their interest suffer, but also the interests of the other two. In fact
the City Dairy has become so intimdtely related to the daily comfort
and well-befing in the homes of so many thousand customers, farmers
and investors that the ‘effect of any interruption of its function would be
serioixsly felt, not only in Toronto, but over the country contained in-a
hundred-mile radius. I am not saying this to create any feeling of respon-

sibility -outside of the ‘couipany, but simply to indicate that we appreciate’
the delicate relation we hold to the people, and to point out how necessary-

it is that the company be kept strong and capable.

“The officers of the company have frequently expressed themselves
as not being in favor of large profits, and have given evidence of their
good faith in the statements of operation from year to year. In fact

able advanee in the price, which, however, was accepted with every, evi-
dence of loyalty. = } .
