their personal uses without consult-
ing or obtaining the consent of the
people to whom the money belonged.

Mr. Maclean quoted from speeches
made in the house of commons, .and
also from speeches made in the Ameri-
can congress at the time of ‘“‘salary
grab” in the United States. He quoted
Mr. Farnsworth, who said in the house
that a man who took an ffice knowing
wat the salary was, ought not to se-
cure fr himself additional money irom
the public treasury. In the same de-
bate Senator Hawley sald: “If you can
put your hands in the treasury and
take out ome thousand dollars, you
can take a million. The principle is
utterly wrong; you are helping your-
selves to other people’s money.”

Czar Allows ‘‘Retirement” of Pre~
mier. Who is Succeeded by
- M. Goremykin, a Mediocre
Reactionary.

St. Petersburg, May 2.—The official
arnouncement that Premier Witte's
resignation had been accepted, coupl-
ed with the statement that former
Minister of the Interior Goremyxkin
would succeed him, was made to-day.
M. Goremykin's elevation to the prem-
jership created amazement. He is not
only regarded as a reactionary, but the
general opinion is that he is not equal
to the task of facing the coming crisis.

Cournit Witte's retirement from pub-
'lic life is complete, as there is no ques-
| tion of his appointment as president of
the council of the empire.- He will

|again assume the rple of a spectator of.

ithe great events which are transpiring,
returning to private life, from which he
wag summoned last summer to negoti-
ate the peace at Portsmouth. The work
of removing his furniture from the
annex of the winter palace back to his
residence on. Yelagan Island, already
has begun.

While reasons of health are assigned
for his retirement, it must be accepted
as a victory for the reactionists at
court. Count Witte simply served the

emperor'g purpose as a barrier between
him and the people during the trying

Recalis Nasty Inecident.

M. Goremykin, the new premier, was
exposed by Witte in 1899 and since then
has been ihe retiring premier's unre-
llenting enemy. At that time the for-
| mer minister of the interior made a

\the stories of famine and suffering
which - were said to exist in certain
;provlnces were untrue, Witte, then

thereupon produced

minister of finance,
! ¢ocuments to prove that the conditions
in the interior were as they had been
represented. When ' the emperor con-
fronted M. Goremykin. with this, he is
said to have falen on his knees, to
have wept and begged forgiveness. The
minister was so overcome that the em-
peror himself brought him .a glass of
wadter, ‘Vlf”e%ﬁ . Goremykin took part
lh'He Von Plehve ‘eabal,” which drove
goigte from the mimistry of finance in

M. Goremykin is reported to be a
mediocre man “of  insignificant appear-
ance as well as capacity. He wears
side whiskers and looks like an Eng-
lish butler. While for some time past
he has been calleq a Liberal, it was
only in contrast with such men as Von
| Plehve and M. Sipiaguine, the late in-
terior minister.

A Bad Beginning.

He began his career in the ministry
of justice, becoming assistant minister,
{from which post he was called in 1895,
ias a protege of the dowager empress,
| to become minister of the interior. The
1student troubles, the forerunners of the
irecent revolution, then were just be-
{ginning, and M. Goremykin lacked the
| energy necessary to end them. He was
{supplanted in 1899 by M. Sipiaguine.
Last year, when Interior Minister
iDurnovo legislated out of existence
{the rural commissicn of which Witte
‘was president, and which had been in-
.vestig-ating the agrarian question sev-
eral years, M. Goremykin was appoint-
ed head of the agricultural commission
which supplanted it. When he ‘becaine
premier, Witte retaliated on M. Gore-
mykin by dissolving the agricultural
commission.

The new premier comes from a noble,
pbut not a prominent family of Nov-
gorod Province, where his estates are
situated. They are noted especially for
the excellence of their cows and their
dairy products, which are sent to St.
Petersburg.” In fact M. Goremylgin
practically supplies the capital with
milk.

It is stated to-night that Minister of
Justice Akymoff will also accompany
'Coum Witte into retirement, tho not
‘ ag a friend of the former premier.

A Dangerous Game.

J. F. Junkin, the manager of the
Manufacturers’ Life, had a little re-
lief from the worries of the witness
box at the royal insurance commis-
sion yesterday afternoon. At a quart-
er past three he gave place to P, C.
E. Papps, the actuary of the Manu- .
facturers’ - Life. But Mr. Junkinis
trials as a witness are not over yet.

At ‘the time
Mr. Junkin lefr the box yesterday af-
ternoon he had stood, in aggregate,
nearly twenty-four hours under in-
quisitorial fire. ;

Any
instructions he gave them would be
fatile, - While he did not consider re-
bating dishonest, he declared himself
as ‘no friend of the system; no person
would be more glad to see it abolish-
ed. Mr. Junkin gave, too, some highly -
interesting particulars concerning ‘the
scale of charge appertaining to differ
ent parts of the world from wh:gl‘; it
appears that the rich policyholders of
Jamaica, who can take special care
of their health, are those who have

certainly no cause-to shed bitter tears.

First Athens Stadium.
The original stadium erected in
Athens during the first half of the

It
was built by Lycurgus, and when the
gameg were. suppressed went back to
ruin, in which state it remained till it
was rvestored and brought to its pre-
sent state. !

At Olympia in 1453 B. C., the Idoean
Hercules institutsd the Olympic gimes
in honor of Jupiter. Tragdition, how-
ever, speakes rather uncertainly of
their founder, and divides the honor of
'theu' inception with Pelops, who is also
credited with their inception in 1307,
B0 Pelops was certa nly regarded
as the heroic prototype of the victor
of the games, probably on account of
his beating -Oenomos, King of Pisatio,
in a chariot race.

. They took place every four years, and
had for their object exercising of the

These . victors
enjoyed life-long distinection, which was
shared by their familles and districts.
On returning to their provinces they
were accorded a triumphal ‘procession,
end usually enjoyed exemption from
taxes. They had the privilege of erect-
ing statues in_the Altls, wh'ch, if they
had won three events, might bear “heir
own features.

Games Revived.

After some years the games seem
to have been dropped. but they were re-
vived again at the bidding of the Dei-
phic oracle by Lycurgus and Iphitos
in' 884 B. C. At this period they be-
came Pan-Hellenic, and stadia were
established in other towns,  notably at’
Athens, tho, Olympia still remained
their headquarters. 8

They reached their zeinth at the time
of the Persian wars, and it would be at
this time thaf the victors received the
greatest honofs. During. the month
prior to thei¥ commencement—the sac-
red month {t:wag called—compstitors
and spectators poured into Olypiia
from all sides; often the latter arrived
in the form af magnificent embassiex,
while the former were lodged and fed
at the public expense.

Heralds were sent out thruout. the
empire declaring the territory of Elis,
near which town the sacred enclcsure
stood, to be inviolable, and proclaiming
that all internecine. strife vhould cease,
so that the whole country would re-
main at peace during the games.

As the opening day approached the
competitors were requireq to make
oath that they had undergone the ten
menths’ training preecribsq by law for
those who wisheq to compete. On the
first day of the five that the games
lasted. when the sides of the Stadium
had been transformed into a sea of
faces, the judges ang competitors pass.
ed thru a special entrance into: the
arena. Silence reigned supreme, which,
on 2 signal from the chief of the judges,
was broken by the heralds, who an-
nounced the name, title and province
of each competitor,

A year ago the government in fts de-
sire to put ‘the university finances: on
a sound, stable and permanent footing
had appropriated $745,000 for the uni-
versity, requiring annual payments of

000 a year for 30 years. This sum

g!'lnded the amount for the new hos-
pital, :
" The premier mentioned all the mem-
‘bers of the university commission, and
had enthusiastic praise for each. They
were one and all men of high attain-
ments and full of an earnest desire to
to something for the University: of To-
ronfo. Their report was a remarkable
document in many ways, he observed,
and he quoted from it extensively in
gescribing the present condition and
needs of the university.

The reading of the extracts from
the university report occupied over
an hour- Referring to the recommen=

_dation’ that the board of governors con-

sist of 15 members, the 'premfier par-

" enthetically remarked that the gov-

W Searcl’ for a President, .

The qualifications of the new presi-
dent were emphasized by Mr. Whit-
ney, still reading the report.

“He is +a man,”
“Whitney, ‘‘for: whom search will.have
to be made.”

The premier sald, as to the sugges-
tion of a state veterinary college, that
the government had already taken
steps for the establishment of a de-

partment of veterinary instruction.

Conelusions Endorsed.

The premiér said he had no apology
to make for
ftom the report of the commission, be-
cause the government endorsed prac-
tically all its conclusions, with the
exception . of the proposal as. to the
endowment of lang, altho it might
come to that later.

1t was proposed in lieu of the land
grant to provide an annual sum out
of the succession duties revenue to be
based upon the average of three years.
A percentage of this revenue would
be set aside for the university, and
the sum of $250,000 would be taken to
fix the percentage. 4

The governors will be appointed by
the government, and be under the im-
mediate control of the government.
Mr. Whitney presumed that as the
government had the power of appoint-
ment it would also have the power of
rémoval.

It wag not the desire of the govern-
ment to shirk its responsibility! for
the . proper. government of the uni-
vérsity, he continued. He said the
authorities of a large number of the
cblleges. were in full accord with the
provisions of ‘the bjll. By adopting
the recommendations he believed the
government was proving its confldence
and. faith in ‘the future of the pro-
. vince. ;

“As to my colleagues.and myself,”
said the premier, “let me conclude my
plain and unvarnished tale by saying
that we are satisfled that we have not
only - redeemed . our pledges, but we
Have done that which we deem to be
our. duty as we ‘have seen it in at-

. fempting to put the University of To-

ronto on -a sure and firm basis.”
Mr. Harecourt in Accord.

Mr. Harcourt followed the premier.
He began by saying the large number
of empty chairs in the chamber was
not because of any lack of interest in
the affairs of the-university. He re-
gretted ‘also that Mr. Ross was un-
able thru illness to be present.

Mr, Harcourt endorsed what the pre-
mier had sald as to the personnel of
the commission, and he agreed in bulk
with the conclusions of the report, but
he ocould not in all cases agree with
the reasons for those conclusions. It
was pleasing to know that one of the
mémbers, Dr. Smith, had been a mem-
ber of a commission appointed by the
government of Great Britain 56 years
ago for the reform of Oxford Univers-
ity. It was the fashion 15 or 20 years
ago to speak slightingly of the uni-
versity, but no longer did the cap-
taing ‘of ' industry. ignore the import-
ance of higher education.

None of the great universities of
the United States had money enough,
and yet they had millions of endow-
ment. He dwelt on the importance
of the university to the future wel-
fare of the province and claimed that
the legislature had always been liberal
to Toronto University. He deemed
that former governments hdd thought
of abandoning the university. Such
a reflection might have been left out.
Ee also joined issue with the com-
mission on its statement that the
fruits of the policies of former minis-
ters had been a gradual decline of
public sympathy with the university.
On one page the commission said the
Progress of the university had been
due to its prestige as a state institu-
tion, while elsewhere it was said the
Bbsence of private munificence had

| H. Wunderlich & Co. of New.York
have purchased en’ bloc the collection
of about oné hundred and fifty etch-
‘ings by the late James McNeill Whist-
| ler, belon
!is the collection sent from the royal
library at Windsor Castle to make
part of the memorial exhibition held
lat the new gallery in London a little
more than a year ago.. It then at-
tracted much attention, as including
many rare plates: in: fine impressions.
Among these “rarities' are 'the ‘“Annie
Haden,” the ‘“Weary,” the portrafts of
Fanny, Elinor and Florence Leyland,
and the naval review studies of which
only two or three sets are known to
exist, The comrercial value of the
collection is net disclosed, but it is
presumably high to judge 'from the
fact that oneé ' of the etchings, the
“Nocturne” of ‘the Venetian set, was
recently sold in New York in a fine im-
pression for $1500. The coming of the
King’s collection to America is a mat-
ter of exceptional intetest; for while
Whistler's etchings have for years
: been prized by connoisseurs, they have
been sought with redoubled energy
since his death, and are now more
difficult of access in the market than
ever before. It is interesting to note,
with reference to this purchase, that
while Whistler never figured among
the painters commissioned to paint
portraits of members of the royal
family of England, his etchings began
long ago to iter the collections of
that family. The Marchioness of Lorne
was. an enthusiastic admirer “of his
work, and the present-King was equal-
ly appreciative as the formation of
this collection clearly shows. There is
an anecdote, by the way, of his visit
to the exhibition of the Royal Soclety
of British Artists, just after Whistler
had ‘been elected president in 1886.
When King Edward. then the Prince
of Wales, was received by Whistler.
he said that he had never heard of
the society, and asked its history. With
the grace of a:courtler the artist re-
plied: “It has none, your highness.
Its history dates from to-day.”

THE DUST PROBLEM,
Toronto is not the only city with a dust
/ .problem on its hands. A paragraph in
The London, England, Municipal Jour-
nal quotes some interesting detailg of
road improvements, compiled by The
Car, from information collected from a
number of borough and county survey-
ors, From these it appears that in
various places at least satisfactory
methods have been found for producing
dustless highways., Other local autho-
rities have instituteq a series of dust
preventing experiments. Last autumn
‘240 tons of tarred slag were spread and
consolidated on, a section of the Farn-
ham-London-tpad, but it is too early
as yet to form an opinion as to the du-
rabllity of this material as compared
with the basalt used in the adjoining
section. Surrey County Counci] has
also sanctioneq a certain expenditure
for the same purpose, while the Nor-
folk County surveyor re-porté that the
cost of tar sprinkling or any other sys-
tem of surface treaiment renders this
device prohibitive,

tingham surveyar, In the year 1904-6
the county council used 1400 tons of
tarmac on the worst stretches of“ro’cde,
with satisfactory results. In 1905-6 4000
tons were laid down and the highways
committee will recommend that the:
council should this year put down 18,-

tingham’s confidence in (his remedy
finds support from the Lincolnshire

1 County surveyor, who states that it

was tried by the Gainsborough District
Council ,and that little or no dust arose
from it. These experiments are intended
to meet the qust problem, as it presents
itself on well-laid and well-kept ma-
cadamized highways, a descrlpqo? in-
applicable to many of the streets of
Toronto. If, however, it is at present
impossible to carry out the extensive
asphalting required to replace the city’s
mizcadamized streets, enquiry might
well be made regarding the road im-
provements reported uPon by the Eng-
lish county and borough surveyors:

BRITAIN, CHINA AND TIBET. f

Britain has given sufficient proof of
her bonafides in relation to- the future
of Tibet by entering into the treaty
with China, of which the substance is
published to-day. Its leading feature
is the recognition of China's sover-
eignty over the long-time forbidden land.
In return for this China has agreed to
repay by instalments the expenses of
Col. Younghusband's expedition. to
open to trade the Town. of Gyangtze
and Kateko, ang to protect British
trade after the withdrawal of the In-
dian troops. Other provisions relate to
the construction and operation of rail-
ways, telegraphs and mines, while poli-
tical relations will be conducted at
Lhassa. This last is an important
stipulation, since it secures British 1e-
presentativeg right of access to the
capital. 2

By recognizing Tibet as an integral
part of China, Britain secures its inclu-
sion within the scope of the Japansse
alliance, and the support of the natiéns
that favor the maintenance of the Chi-
rnese empire. This must be consider2d
a satisfactory stroke of-bolicy, ang it
will greatly strengthen the northern
boundary of India. It was in March,
1904, that the Indian government de-
spatched an expedition - under Col.
Younghusband to compel the Tibeian
authorities to ' fulfil certain trade ar-
rangements and to open up the country
to traders and travelers. In the opinion
of Lord Curzon, the then viceroy, Rus-
sia had been for some time actively en-
gaged in extending her influence, and
in- exercising it,6 adversely to British
interests. After a march of exceptional
difficulty and occasional sharp encount-
ers, Col. Younghusband reached Lhassa
on Aug. 7, 1904, only to find that
Tubdan, the Dalai Lama, or spiritual
head of the Tibetan Buddhists, had fled
to Mongolia. He, however, succeeded
in appointing a new head Lama, friend-
ly to Britain, and in restoring to some
extent the power of the Amban—the
representative of Chinese suzerainty.

By the treaty negotiated by the Bri-
tish co,mma_nder, the Tibetans agreed
to allow trading facilities, to demolish
all forts between the Indian frontier
ang the Town of Gyangze, to Trepair
all dangerous passes on routes of tra-
vel, and to pay an indemnity of $2,100,-
000. In addition they undertook not to
dispose of any Tibetan territory with-
out Great Britain’s consent, ang not
to permit any foreign power to be con-
cerned in the administration of the gov-
ernment. A British force was to re-
main at Chumbi until these obligations
were fulfilled. The treaty was later
submitted to the Chinese government
for ratification, but proved unacgeept-
able, partly, it was belidved, on acecount
of strong Russian opposition. Negotia-
tions have since been in progress and
have resulted in the treaty now made
public. :

The conclusion of this treaty may be
taken as evidence of the better rela-
tiong which exist between the British
and Russian governments. Certainly
recent developments in Asia have re-
sulted very favorably for the safe-
gusrding of India and of British inter-
*ests generally. Persia remains to be
dealt with, and indications have been
afforded that here too it is not impos-
sible a joint understanding may be
reached. The improved condition of
affairs is no doubt largely attributable
to the efforts of the French govern-
ment, which hasg been earnestly striving
for . the removal of the questions threat-
ening to embroil her ally and her rew
friend. All things are apparently work-
ing together at the present moment for
the furtherance of European peace and
the last Anglo-Chinese treaty will be
welcomed on that account.

STROKE OF RARE GENIUS.

A miracle of good coming out of evil
was disclosed before the insurance
commission yesterday afternoon, 1In
the presefhice of the facts one can only
admiringly salute the geniys which
brought Fr.orth 80 much blessing out
of what looked like disaster, It should
khave been discovered by Mr, Shepley
and Mr. Tilley, but they have little
keenness for what lies in the profound-
er depths of life insurance. It was
left to Mr.. Hellmuth, the Ontario
policyholders’ .counsel, to show the
happy fruit of an unhappy episode.

When the directors of thé Manu-
facturers’ Life discovered how they
had been fooled by two of their col-
leagues—one of them a very distin-
guished man—who had secretly bought
for speculative purposes, illegal se-
curities in the shape of Dominion Stes]
bonds, which,in the contrariest fashion,
depreciated in value immedjately af-
ter the eminent financier obtained his
wish, they were very wroth.

They were told they were person-
ally liable to make good the loss of
policyholders’ money.. Some of them
disputed thejr liability. Hints have
been dropped that it was not impos-
sible thatithe trouble might then have
been ventilated in a court of law.
The superintendent of insurance was
very indignant when' he discovered
what he thought to be the facts, but
what he and the commission have
since been cooly told were perversions
of the truth. He apparently suggest-
ed that the way to get over the diffi-
culty was to form a subs!dlg.ry com-
pany.

The idea was.acted upon and im-
proved upon. The Prudential Securi-
ties Company ‘was formed to carry
the injurious effects of the Pellatt-
Junkin indiscretion by taking over the
unauthorized securitles which had
come into the possession of the Manu-
facturers’ Life as the first fruits of
that indiscretion The primary effect
of this'creation was to transmute the
individual liability of the directors in-
to a joint stock liability; so that, If
the worst came to the worst, tne cor-
poration, which had peither body to
be kicked nor soul to be damned,could
bear the burden of public reproof.

Thie author of the most valuable
suggestiun of all is still unknown;
so it is impossible to pay fitting tri-
bute to his acumen. The Prudential
Securities Co., constituted in order to
lift Manufacturers’ directors out of a
nasty hole, took over the unauthorized
securities at their market value, and
made a concurrent deal which was
brilllant in design, execution and re-
sult. They received from the Manu-
facturers’ Life (over and above the
stocks which they were formed to take
over in order to be safe from the as-
saults of the terrible Fitzgerald),bonus
stock of. various eptevprices of the
nominal ‘velue of $80,000. In exchange
for this they gave to the Manufac-
turers’ Life $10,000 stock in the Pru-
dential Company.

The bonus stock was of problemaiti-
cal value—wherein financial genius
saw. the chance for itself. ' You can
only judge the quality of the operation
by the result. The Manufacturers’
Life receiveq 5 per ocent. on its $10,-
000 worth of Prudential Securities
stock, until that company was wound
up, when it received $11,000 for the
$10,000 face value. But_ the directors
of the Prudential Securities have come
out of the deal with $80,000 bonus
stock, which, on {ts Tecent market
value, they may by this time have
sold for $48,000.

Which is to say that the policyhold-
ers of the Manufacturers’ Life ate at
the least $85,000 worse off than they
would have been if Pellatt and Jun-
kin had not illegally gone into Do-
monion Steel; and the parties who
formed the Prudential Securities Com-
pany are at least an equal amount
better off than they otherwise would
have been. Whatever the intention,
the result is the same—the policyhold-
ers’ assets have gone.

Wonderful, wonderful, most wondér-
ful!

There exists, even among well-read people,
a notlon that sprinkling of the streets is
unhealthy, A clean street, thoroly sprink-
led, cannot be unhealthy, and a dirty street
{s certainly less offensive and less danger-
ous to health in a state of mud than this
mud ‘converted into dust to be carrled into
our system, our houses and our clothing,

Streets. should be kept scrupulously clean
by hand labor, preferably to machines, and
thoroly sprinkled from four to ten times. a
day, according to the amount of travel and
the condition of the atmosphere, No street
used for general traffic can be-kept per-
fectly ctean, Thatis impossible. Then do
the next best thing. A street cleaned once
{or.twice a week cannot be very clean, A
.man with suitable tools, acccrding to the
| pavement, ghould be given as much terri-
| tory as lie can cover from five to ten times
{'a day; a sprinkling wagon gshould keep It
| damp enough to keep the dust from rising;
i the wagon should also have a hose attach-
| ment so that a man or boy can wash the
sidewalks at least three times a day.

Lord Grey Giives Statement of Con=-
dition of Canada’s Jails—Mont-
real to Have ‘New. Jail.

Montreal, April 30.—The banquet tender-
ed on Saturday evening to Hon, JJules
Allard, - minister of public works, in the

| Gouin cabinet by the Reform Glub, brought

to light a very interesting correspondence
between the governor-general of Canada
and the prime minister of Quebec, touch-
ing the rejative condition of pris>ners con-

| fined in federal penitentlaries and provin-

clai jeils. ’

It is a notorjous fact that the Montreal
jail, built in 1837, is about the ‘worst in
the country, and when Lord Grey visited
the place same weeks ago, his execellency
at once wrote the prime minister on the
subject as follows: “I desire to bring to
your attention once more the conditions
urGer which prisoners awaiting trial are
keépt. I have no hesitation in saying that
the result of my researches into the whole
question of prison treatment in the Dom-
inlon has been to convince me that the jot
of the convict prisoner in a federal peni-

tentiary is preferable to that of an un-
convicted prisoner awaiting trial in a pro-
vi1 cial jail. The convicted prisoner in the
federal penitentiaries is employed in some
regular occupation during the day and in
the evening he occupies a private cell
ljghted by electricity g{ to 8.80 p.m. Those
awaiting trial in the Montreal jal] have no
such advantage. They are lodged in cells,
the doors of which open into & narrow pas-
sage in” which they consort together duriag
the day. It is impossible for a young pri-
scner charged with a first offence and who
is presumably innocent till he is tried, to
escape from the terrible companionship of
recidivists. I am awere that it is unneces-
sary to point out to you that the effect of
such treatment must be to demoralize,
brutalize and degrade its unbappy victims
and that the applicatjon of such treatment
to prisoners not yet proved guilty is an
anachronism and a barbarity. I regret to
say that the treatment of prisonérs await-
ing tria] in Montreal to which I have
referred is not exceptional In Canada.
When I visited the provincial jalls of To-
ronto and Winnipeg I found a similar state
of things in those cities. I have called the
attcution of the authorities in both vases
to this distressing feature in their pri-
son mansgement, and I trust that the resalt
of my representations may be the ‘removal
of what I cannot regard in any othor light,
than that of a grave wrong."

Re the ahove Premier Gouin assured his
excellency that he was fully aware of the
ur.fertunate’state of things and that a new
jail wouid be constructed In this city.
