The first anti-Jewish measure was pro-
mulgated yesterday, under which the stay
of ‘all—even foreign—Jews is prohibited in
St. Petershurg. No exception. will he
made, even in the case of French Jews.
There have heen serfous outbreaks against
the Jaws at Nicolaieff in conneetion with
the Faster festivities of the Greek Church.
The Jews there number 30,000, out of a
total population of 100,000. The rioters,
who were mostly laborers, numbered i
They wrecked hundreds of Jewish houses
and shops, desecrated Jewish graves and
killed and Injured a large number, About
400 of the rioters were arrested after sey-
eral furious conflicts with Cossacks, several
of whom, it is reported, were stoned or
beaten to death with heavily-welighted
snﬁgs. with which the rioters attacked the
police.

CANADA KNOWS: HER OWN BUSINESS

And on That Account Mr, Chambers
lain Thinks It Wise to Be
Merely an Adviser,
New York, May 14.—The Tribune’'s Lone
don correspondent says: ‘‘The Times re-
turns this morning to the subject of the .
Anglo-American negotiations In a good-
tempered, almost optimistic article, but
confesses that the functlons of thé British
(overnment are advisory, and that Cana-
dian interests must be dealt with primarily
and Imperial interests secondarily. The ob-

wrecked, so as to be beyond repair.

$11,000 Gone.

The amount of money stolen is over
$11,000 belonging to the bank, and $090
to the Cana Life Insurance Company,
for which Mr. W. J. Jones, the manager,
is agent: $110 belongi{g to the Queen Kire
Insurance Company, both of which were
in a private pouch. Many valuable papers
are also missing, receipts, drafts, etc.

How Metealf Was Left.

When the burglars got through with the
job, which lasted only about 30 minutes,
two of them carried Metecalf into the bank
lajd him on the matting on the floor, nnd
left him there gagged and bound.

Did the Bold Burglars Leave, Says

-jy Inspector Rogers, After Making

an Investigation.

Government Detective Rogers returned to
the city late on Saturday night and went
direct to his home at 160 Jameson-avenue.
While at Bowmanryille he made a‘complete
examination of the ruins of the vault and
safe. By the mannper in which the job was
done Mr. Rogers believes that the robbers
were the slickest gang that ever operated
fn Canada. Thelr work was clean, and the
whole was a long thought-out job.

Waited for a Wet Night,

He thinks that the men waited for 2
wet night. It was raining hard at the
time of the robbery, and tne resudents of
the town who heard the explosions were
not alarmed because they thought it was
thunder in the distance. From the time
the men entered the bank until they de-
parted with the swag, only half an hour
elapsed,

Similar to Dresden.

The work was very similar to the robbery
of the Bank of Commerce at Dresden last
week, and Detective Rogers thinks that
it was the same gang. At Dresden the
thieves left the bag of gold behind them,
but at Bowmanville the men took every-
thing in the safe with the exception of the
sack containing the coppers.

Mr. Rogers belleves there were only three
men, and possibly four in the robbery
early Saturday morning.

TRAIN HAD BEEN CUT IN TWO

A Mistaken Sigmal Said to Have
Been the Cause of All
This Disaster.

Reading, Pa., May 13.—A terrible rear-
end collision of passenger trains . oceur-
red about 10 o’clock last night on the Phila-
delphla and Reading Rallrdad at Exeter,
a small statiou six miles below Reading,
resulting in the loss of about 28 lives.

Excursionists to Harrisburg.

The extraordinary travel from Harrisburg
wus due to the number of people who went
u‘), the State Capitol to witness the exer-
cises connected with the unveiling of the
Hartranft.monument there yesterday.

Nothing whatever !s now  heard
of the talk of a general disarmament,whicn
was rife when the Car’s rescript was is-
sued.It is said that there will be considerable
discussion of two or three plans for arbi-
tration and mediation. But the fact that
such large class questions are wholly out-
side the province of arbitration has al-
most destroyed all hope of the possibility
of devising a workable scheme.

Germany’s “Brutal” Frankness,

It Is ;ﬁmerall‘y admitted that it Is Ger-
many which has demonstrated with brutal
frankness in advance of the meeting the
futility of the Car's scheme to remodel
human nature by flat or even International
conference, The German publicists of all
arties have been pointing out with scarce-
y courteous emphasis, first, that arbitra-
tion is impossible on any question invelv-
ing national honor, and, sgecond, that the
country concerned Is the sole judge of
whether even a subordinate question §
fdentified with such honor, It is such g
tions which almost Invariably lead to<war,
Even The Times,in a cold-blooded b und
argument, to-day, Indorses this view, say-
ing: *“No form of words and no agree-
ments will prevent men from resisting to
the ntmost-when their honor or their grave-
ext Interests are touched. The best de-
vised measures in such circumstances are
as little effiencions against the perils of
war as the armlets worn by the cuperstiti-
ous as guards against disease.”

What is “Expected.”

1t is expected that the conference will de-
cide at an early session just wnat the scope
of its mission should be. If this includes a
further amendment of the rules of war,
then the work will be divided among com-
mittees, and it is likely to prove a long
job. In the latter case their labors will
probably ‘ocenpy at least six weeks, other-
wise an adjournment may be reached in
perhaps half that time.

It is already apparent that The Hague Is
the most unsuitable place for such a guther-
ing. The few small hotels which the capi-
tal of Holland contalzs will be proved en-
tirely inadequate to accommodate the few
hundred persons, who, in one capacity or
another will attend the conference, A small
army of journalists will crowd to The
Hague, meveral leaving here on Sunday
night. The Imposition of secreey, however,
has made a considerable difference in this
respect, more than one well-known journal-
ml ha"lng de('llne? “the task whicl

Boston Elevated Railway Got Guard
Rails Cheaper in England
for Thelr Lines.

Boston, Mass., May 14.—A consignment of
800 tons of steel guard rails has just ar-
rived from London, to be used by the Bos-
ton Elevated Raflroad In its construction
work, The purchase was made last March,
Gen. Baneroft, vice-president and general
manager, sald that everything had been
done by him to place the order with some
firm in this count?r, but when he went
fnto the market he found that the competi-
tion in these particular rails had n
eliminated and that he would have to pay
the price established by sthe Trust produc-
ing them if he was to use American-made

goods.

This price he considered exorbitant, and
invited quotations from English makers.
As a result, the contract was given to a
London firm at a dgrlce considerably under
that made by the domestic mills, and which
admits of ralls being landed here, duty
paid, at a saving of per cent. over the
price insisted upon by the consolidated
concerns.

-
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THE EXPORT DUTY ON NICKEL.
A week or two ago Mr. R. G. Leckle,
Canadlan manager of the Canadian Copper

Company, Published a letter in The Globe
fn which he tried to impress upon Cana-
dians the fact that the imposition of an
export duty on nickel matte *would have
the effect of closing up the Sudbury nickel
mines. To sustain his argument he stated
that Canada had no monopoly of nickel;
that the owners of the New Caledonia
mines could sell nickel matte in New Jer-
sey as cheaply as could any company min-
fng nickel in Canada. Mr, Leckle's con-
tention was that, if the Canadian Gov-
ernment imposed an export duty on nickel
ore or matte, his company, the Orford Re-
fning Company of New Jersey, - would
simply purchase their ores from New Cale-
donia, In which event there would be no
demand for Canadian nickel ores, and the
mines would be closed down. The ‘Globe
of Saturday last contained a four-column
article by Mr. 8. J. Ritchie, in reply to
Mr, Leckie. Mr, Ritchie cites facts and
figures to show that The Soclety Le Nickel,
which owns the Néw Caledonia mines,
continues to exist only by the sufferance
of the Canadian Copper Company, that the
former company, in fact, is kept alive for
the express purpose of establishing his
make-bellere argument that Canada has
no monopoly of nickel, That nickel mines
do exist in New Caledonia there is of course
no doubt, but that it would not pay to
work them In free competition with the
nickel mines of Canada there seems to be
no doubt whatever. Mr. Ritchie cites the
following figures to establish this fact:

The Caledonia ores contain 7 per gent, of
nickel. Three tons of ore are reduced to
1 ton of matte, which consequently con-
tains 21 per cent. nickel. A ton of Cale-
donia matte, containing 420 pounds of
nickel, costs, delivered In New York,
$56.20, The Caledonia ores contain no
copper.

The Sudbury ore, on the other hand, is
richer in copper than nickel. One ton of
Sudbury matte, consisting of 420 pounds of
nickel and 500 pounds of copper, would
cost, delivered in New York, $50.80. The
value of the copper alone in this amount
of Sudbury matte, at 14 cents per pound,
is $70. That is to say, the value of the
copper alone in a given quantity of Sud-
bury matte would purchase the same quan-
tity of Caledonia matte and leave a mar-
gin of $10.20 to the good. If Mr, Ritchie’s
figures are authentle, it is quite evident
that the New Caledonia mines cannot suc-
cessfully compete with those of Ontario.
Mr. Leckle’s other scare-crows are riddled
in the same way. Instead of costing more
to refine the matte at Sudbury than In
New Jersey, there would be an actual sav-
ing. Mr. Ritchie proves this by compar-
ing the cost of bringing the coke to Sud-
bury with the cost of hauling the ore to
New Jersey. The extra cost of coke de-
livered at Budbury, as against New Jersey,
is more than offsét by the cost of carrying
a lot of dead weight to the latter place.

Mr. Ritchie proves two points very con-
clusively, viz., that Canada has a virtual
monopoly of nickel and that it is cheaper
to refine the ore and matte at or near the
mines than anywhere else. Mr, Ritchie’s
statistics prove the whole case in favor of
Canada’s placing an export duty on nickel
ore and matte, But this is an old story.
These facts have been established long
ago to the satisfaction of nine-tenths of
the people of this country. There Is no
i uncertainty in the public mind as to our
' monopoly of nickel, but there is a heap of
indignation at the Government’'s failure
to profit by our advantage and Impose an
export duty on nickel ore. The Sudbury
mines ought now to be among the most
profitable of any mines in the world, With
copper at 19 cents a pound, the mines be-
come nearly as valuable as producers of
that metal as producers of nickel. 'The
Sudbury mining district ought to be one
of the most prosperous mining communi-
ties in the whole of America and it will
be such as soon as the Government puts
in force a policy that the whole country
is clamoring for. Mr. Ritchie is about
right in his reference to Canada’s menial
position in the mining industry, Where
she might be absolute mistress, Canada al-
lows the United States to dictate to her
and to treat her as a servant. We com-

The men who make bank
robbing their business have ingenuity to
outwit the most clever mechanical safe-
grards. Experts like Pare and Holden
don’t.seem to have much difficulty in beat-
ing the lockksmiths and electricians at
their own game. The banks are certainly
called upon to introduce new protective
n-ethods, especially at their branch offices.
At the same time the municipal and pro-
vineial police authorities ought to bestir
tbemselves and redeem themselves from
the” imputation of non-efficlency that now
surroninds them. As far as the recent rob-
berles are concerned the Attorney-General
should take such steps as will secure the
speedy apprehension of the criminals, The
desperndoes should be run to the earth,
even If the job involves the expenditure of
thousands of dollars. The banks are all
directly Interested in stopping these rob-
beries, and they should unite on some

Low-Grade Ores in B, C.
Mr. John A. Wauchope, F.R.G.8., has an

article in The London, Eng., Mining Jour-
pal entitled, “The low-grade ores of British
Columbla, and how to make them profit-
able.” He starts out with the assertion
that there are in British Columbia and

other sections of the Dominion of Canada:

large bodies of low-grade ores which, owing
to the cost of transportation and mgtll-
lurgical treatment at present in vogue, have
not been profitably treated. Many of the
deposits of Southern British Columbia are
ores consisting of great masses of magne-
tite, with which are disseminated r
and iron pyrites.

This process has the
advantage of recovering from the ore not
only. the gold but also the silver, copper,
zine, arsenic, etc.

The gold is separated in the free or metal-
lic state, silver is separated- either as a
sul{;hhle or chloride, copper as a sulpbate,
and zinc and arsenic are separate in soluble
forms. The extraction of the baser metals
tends to cheapen the process and adds ma-
terially to its value. The amount proauged
by the extraction of these baser metals
may more than pay the cost of treatment.
The expense of the furnace is less than a
good stamp mill, and it does the work far
more completely and effectually.

As an example of the merits of this
method of treating ores, the writer would
refer to one test of a parcel of 11 tons of
sulphide ore containing lead- zine, copper,
arsenic and antimony, from the London
Mine, Park, Colorado. This test is only
an exemplication of what is now being done
every day at the works of Professor Béam:

Value as given by the public snmplg’,
gold $9.60 per -ton.

Recovered by the ‘“‘Beam process,” gold
$12.90 per ton.

To the sceptic, the fact of a process work-
ing quickly at the present moment and
demonstrating its ability to recover so
much more gold (33 per cent.) to the ton
than indieated by the oramary nre assay,
is an anomaly, and directly inconsistent
with all the rules of metallurgy.

But such is the case. It Is well known
amongst metallurgists that the present

method of fire assayin, ost unsatisfac-
tory, especially for phl res,the values
being lost by volatilization, by the
“Beam process’’ there is no loss. full

s'gnificance of this will be understood by
the hard working prospector who plods
away year in and year out in the fond, but
too often delusive, hope of ‘“striking it
rieh,”” as well as by the caplitalist.

in Queen's Park on Saturday afternoon.

It is understood, how-
ever, that a pool was immediately formed to
protect the Flower stocks, and as a re-
sult it is likely that the worst has been
seen. Meantime, however, margin investors
have dropped considerable money, and
among the losers are a number of To-
rentonlans, who had not eunough cash to

protect themselves,

The Canadian market stood this morn-
ing's New York Dbreak well, holders of
stocks refusing to sell, and it is just pos-
sible that Canadian speculators, having
lost confidenee in Wall-street, may turn
their attention to domestic securities for a
few weeks to come,

The New York bank statement to-day was

Alr Brake at the opening had dropped 60
oints to 125. There appeared to

Mr. Flower took up Brooklyn Rapid
Transit less than two years ago, buying
from 20,000 and 30,000 shares at about
25 when the capital stock was only $25,-
000,000, He absorbed many subordinate
lines, among them the Nassau Electric
Company, and increased the capital stock
to $45,000,000, and by his extraordinarily
successful manipulation put the price up
to 137. His holdings In Brooklyn. Rapid
Transit alone, which cost him two yeags
ago little more than $500,000, are worth, at
to-day’s market price, more than $3,000,000,

Mr. Flower was one of the founders of
the Federal Steel Trust, whose stock al-
ready issued is $09,737,800. Good authori-
ties estimate that Mr. Flower's profits In
the last eighteen months in Wall-street
have exceeded $10,000,000. He had become
in that time the acknowledged speculative
leader in the financial markets of the
United States.
