Startling Evidence Received by the
Coroner’s Jury Relating to
the Fatal Disaster.

Mystery Still Surrounds Origin of
v Blase_Further Investiga-
tion Will Be Made.

The tragic manner in which Toronto’s
five fire-fighters met their death under
the walls of the MciIntosh building
‘Thursday morning was retold during
the inquest last night, and while little
iight was cast on the mysterious phases
of the disaster much evidence devel-
oped that promises eventually to place
the responsibility for the unsafe condi-
tion of the structure. ;

Scarcely a dozen spectators were pres-
ent during the taking of evidence, but
Crown Attorney Dewart’ began the in-
vestigation with the most searching
vigor. He asked for the exclusion of all
witnesses, and from the first evidencead
his determination to handle the case in
2 manner that would bring out every
detall. Fire Chief Thompson occupied
& seat near the witness stand and
manifested the greatest interest in the
prooceedings. He showed a disposition
to cross-question the first witness, with
@ view of bringing out more fully the
details of the manner in which the fire-
fighters Jvere placed when the walls
fell, but the coroner stopped him.

The investigation will be continued
Monday night. There are half a dozen
more witnesses already on the list, and
the Crown Attorney intimeted that he
would call several more. In this event
the inquest will be continued for several
nights.

I must asperjain if the weight al-
jeged to have been placed on these
walls, a8 a result of the material
stored in the building, was sufficient
to render such a building dangerous,”
observed the Crown Attorney to a
World reporter after the adjournment.

“What {8 your opinion from the evi-
dence deduced 7"’

“I have no opinion on that score at
present,” he replied.

LEAMAN’S STARTLING TESTIMONY.

The most startling evidence of the
session came from Daniel Leaman,
warehouse foreman for the Mcintosh
building. He declared that the brick
in the walls of the oid building were in

such insecure shape that they could be
loosened with the hand or foot, and
that they were so rotten that they
cfumbled to pieces when loosened.
Further, he declared under oath that
he had been informed that the man
who supplied the brick originally for
the structure had declared that they
were then in such poor condition that
he was almost afraid to unload them
dor fear they would fall to pleces.

The probabilities are that the con-
tractor will be asked to furnish somne
information on this point before the
investigation is concluded. There was
a disposition to discount this extraordi-
nary phase of the case, as ‘it seemed,
elmost incredible.

! referendum vote for the election of In-
ternational officers. This is probably
one of the most important features of
business to come before the present
meeting. A resolution was introduced
yesterday afternoon by the delegates
of No. 28, of Dayton, Ohio, providing
for the election of dinternational offi-
cers in this manner. As the subject
is eliciting a great deal of attention
it was put down for special discus-
sion at this morning’s session. The
probabilities are that the proposition
will be adopted by the convention. if
it is, in all probability, the present
International officials will hold over
until their successors can be elected
by the new method. If this is not
done the new plan of “selecting the
ufficials of ‘the lrganization cannot
be applied for three years, as the offi-
cers are elected for that pemiod. How-
ever, it would require not more than
thirty days for the new set. of officials
to be selected by the referendum vote.
It would take at least this long, how-
ever, as the plan would have to be set
out in a printed form before the whole
body ihruout the Dominion of Canada
and the United States. This could not
be done and the result tabulated un-
der thirty days.

FOT THE FIRST TIME,

This is not the first time the matten
of the referendum vote has been dis-

“I am not sure, but I think it took|
the men several minutes to get down
from the north side of the building|
after the George-streegy walls col-|

Several questions were asked by the|
jurors.

The
witness said the supports were all of!

McIMNTOSH’S FOREMAN,

Peter Matheson : “I am foreman of
the McIntosh warehouse. I was go-
ing down to - work about 5.10. We
had a watchman to open the place.
We were loading feed for the circus.
[ closed the stable end of the build-
ing a few minutes after 6, when the|
last load of feed whas taken out. I}
then went to the office about the;
centre of the building on the George-|
street side. A few moments later I
discovered smoke coming out of No.|
¢ door. This was above the door |
where we had been at work, just north
a few feet. A teamster called my at-[
tention to the smoke. We kept seven |
teams in the building. 'John Cahoun |
had been in the feed mill depa-rtmenxt‘
that morning—at the chopping house. |
The teamsters were not smoking.|
There was no fire around the place
‘that morning. The elevator had not
been used that morning. There were
no electric wires or lights in the build-
Ing except those genemated by power
from the feed mills. When it was not
running we used lanterns. The mill|
was not running that morning. The|
fire broke out 100 feet south of where|
I stood. I had noticed no smoke or|
cdor. I then took a team out. These|
doors were not locked, but were closed. |
The fire did not start around the ele-
vator. It started around No. 2 door. |
By the time I got the horses out flames |
and smoke had spread over the lower|
end of the building. I saw the fire-|
men put their ladders on the building
on the George-street side. I was on|
the Esplanade. I saw firemen also on |
the west side of the building in the
lane. The ladders I saw were around
No. 1 door. From this place to Front-|
street it is about 200 feet. I did not
see the walls fioll. I was working|
there when the building was used by
the Street Car Company. Ten years I|
have been around the building.

PUT IN NEW POSTS.

“When McIntosh took the building
nine years ago wooden posts were put|
in to strengthen the building. These!
supports were 12x12 and 18 feet high. |
They were put in on all the floors. We!
kept feed on .the top floor, a large
quantity. Crate amd crockery were|
stored there. Thege was binder twine
on the lower floor. There was some|
wool on the top floor. I have no idea|
what caused the fire. 1 wias around|
for an hour, but can give no explana-
tion as to the origin of the fire, At
No. 2 door, at which the fire broke|
out, had not been open that morning.|
1 let the teamsters out at No. 3 door.|
Was standing at No. 1 door when I!
saw the smoke. I passed No. 2 door|
within five minutes before the fire|
hroke out. I saw no smoke at that
time, nor did I smell anything to in-|
dicate the presence of fire. If any
of the people around the building
were smoking that morning I did not
see them. No, No. 2 door had not been
opened that morning. It was unlocked,
I think, by the night &vatchman, but
not opened. Seven years ago we had a
fire in this building, and agaln two
years ago, both on Front-street. The
origin of these fires was never discov-
ered. =
WATCHMAN’S STORY.

- James Blacklock, night watchman at|
the McIntosh building: I went on duty|
at 6 pm. and off at 5.20 Thursday |
morning. I made my rounds hourly.|
There were four signals to ring in dif-|
ferent parts of the building. There was |
one in the stable, two in the mill and
one in the lower flat. When I turned in!
the last signals all doors were locked. |
TJThe only man around the building
that night with me was a circus em-|
ploye. He came at 7 p.m. to fingd a
dog he had left in the place, from which
he was purchasing hay. The man re-
mained half an hour. He had not re-
turned for the dog when I left in the
morning. About 4 o'clock I let a team-
ster in by the office on George-sireet. |
He came to feed the horses. 1 then|
locked the doors again. Keighan, tho|
teamster, remained until the-foreman |
arrived. The teamster went in by tne|
first door south of the office. Cahoun.‘l
ithe miller, came in about 5, just before |
1 left the building. I unlocked No, 2|
door so the men could use it. I openea!
No. 2 and then closed it. Around thiz|
door everything was then all right.
There was hay piled around this door
to the ceiling. I used a lantern in mak-|
ing my rounds that night. I extinguish- |
ed this lantern after 4 o'clock. F had
another light, a lamp, in the front
office. I am sure these lights were ex- |
tinguished and leffin the office. When |
I left the circus man’s dog was still
ithere. I-do not know who gave this
man permission to place his dog there,

All was well when I left. There was
no evidence of fire when I left. {

'They
were 200 or 300 feet south of me.
Those nearest me were on the ground.
Suddenly I saw the roof raise,
Then the walls seemed to break in
about the centre. It crumbled away
below and the top came down altogeth-
er. I said to a policeman: “I fear some
of the @men are under that wall.”
I held a fireman’s horse while he ran to
see abovR the acdident. The walls
ooked allright until the roof raised.
Then a line of fire seemed to run along
where the wall and the roof came to-
gether, and then the walls crumbled
away. %

The Crown Attorney: “Was it possi-
ble for the firemen on the George-
street gide to have escaped?”

COVLD NOT ESCAPE DEATH.

“No, it was impossible, I saw the
men takem out. The bodies were un-
covered between No. 2 door and No. 3
door on the Gerge-street side and near-
est the George-street ffice.. I think th
walls fell at 6.45 and the bodies were
not taken out before T—about twenty
minutes the men were under the brick.
There were about 500 crates of crock-
ery stored in the building. They
weighed about 1000 pounds ecach. 1
should say there was 20 tons of this
stuff. In addition there was a wvast
quantity of other material—feed, bin-
der twine and haléed hay. I never
heard of these weights being too heavy
far the building. These crates were
up stairs. There were no cross-sec-
tions to these walls to strengthen
them.” A

The witness was asked' numerous
questions by the jury. The circus man's
dog was still largely In evidence. Ap-
parently the dog was never taken out
of the building.

Harry Lane, employed at the Mec-
Intosh building: “I arrived on ‘the
scene just as the walls fell. Had been
at the buflding all the.night before.
Had not seen the circus man’s dog.
worked in the feed-room. The chief
weight was toward the south end of
the building—bales of wool, crates of
crockery, binder twine. baled hay and
great quantities of grain.”

Again the jurors made inquirles
about the dog. The cur was still in
the bulilding.

John Ridge-Jerry, employe of the
building: “I arrived just. as the walls
fell iIn. Had not been around the
building. Saw none of the men killed.
There were many barrels stored there.

Crown Attorney: *“What was the
condition of the walls?”

You could liberate the brick with
yvour feet. We knew the walls were
dangerous. Theé joint around where the
walls fell on the George-street fire-
men was bad like other sections.”

‘“Were these brick bad when they
were put in2”

“T can’t say. They were not good
whien the place was burned and I wag
told that the man who furnished the
brick when the building was origin-
ally constructed said they were o bad
then that he was afraid to unload
them for fear they would fall to
pieces.”

Man Responsible for the Fatality
Chased Dy Mob With Picks
and Shovels.

Niagara Falls, Ont., July 11.—A fatal
accident occurred about 5Ss'clock this
afternoon on Section 8 of the Niagara Falls
#ewer system, which is belng constructed
on the Bender property rivér front by
Barry & McMordle, contractors for the
town,of Nlagara Falls. It seems an Italian
named Tony Florine, whose duty it was to
connect the wires ¢to the dynamite cart-
ridges in the blast hole, went down into
the ditch for that purpose, and, before he
came out, he gave the ‘‘All right'” sigpal to
the man, Charley Frost, another Italian,
who turned on the electric generator, dis-
charging about two pounds of dynamite
under Florine's feet, killing him instantly,
breaking every bone in the .man’s body,
tearing off part of his jaw, and making teo
holes in his neck.

The foreman of the work, Joe Dower,

was stunned from the effects of the ex-
parddon, and narrowly escaped death ny a
large plece of rock that whizzed by him,

As soon as the friends of Iloring new
the cahse of his death, they started in
to killZ with rocks, ome of their num-
ber kuockiug the man down. Mr. McMor-
die grabbed the assailant. This gave Frost
an opportunity to gét a start, and he took
to his heels, and ran up the River-roal,
with about a dozen of the Italians after
bim with picks, and throwing stones. Frost
managed to reach the office ¢f. the upper
=tcel arch bridge, where Ontario Police
Officer Turner took charge of him, and
drove. the frenzled Itallans away. Frost
afterwards wag taken to the lockup, and
the body of the dead man to Butler's
Undertaking Rooms. It is supposed the
discharge was unjintentionally premature.

MUTUAL RESERVE FUND LIFE.

In April last the Mutual Reserve
Fund Life Association of New York
received the approval of the Insurance
Department of New York State to its

The total United States imports of
iron and pteel for f{the first eleven
monthe of the fiscal year 1002 were|

the same period of 1901, an increase of |
147,120 tons, while American exports
of iron and steel fell off from 777,251}
tons for 1901 to 274,761 tons this yea.r.|
a decrease of 502,490 tons. |
This makes a net loss to the United
States on its iron and steel trade with
the world of 649,610 tons for the first
eleven months of the fiscal year 1902,
as compared with the same period of
1901.

American manufacturers fear, it Is
alleged, that these returns indicate only
the entering of the thin edge of the
wedge of disastrous foreign compeu—i
tion. On the other hand, the explana-
tion is advanced that this falling off in
‘American exports and this increase in
‘American imports is due solely to the
tremendous home demand for iron and
steel, which demand overtaxes the ca-
pacity of the iron and steel mills,
Great Britain is not the only country
that has of late shown a decrease in
trade.

N.W. Telegraph Co.: ‘“We know that
Pitch Lake asphalt is of a standard
quality, and I think it would be very
unwise of the City Council to try any
experiments, especially in this particu-
lar case, where I understand there is
very little difference in tenders of the
local contractors and that of the Lon-
don firm, which offers asphalt that has
not yet made its reputation. The En-
gineer should be, and no doubt is, well
posted on asphalt. He admits that he
knows little or nothing of the asphalt
proposed by the lowest tenderers. I
think Mr. Rust should come right out
straight and recommend the other
tenders if they conform to the specifi-
cations. It seems strange to me how
outside and unknown firms can come
into Toronto and apparently do pretty

much as they please with the city’s!

guardians. They could not do it with
a private firm. A private firm will
take what they know. is good, even at
a higher price, and will not deal with
irresponsible parties who eimply say
they have ‘just as good.”

The Best Should Be Used.

E. B. Osler, M.P.: “I don’'t know
anything about the situation, but [
say most emphatically that for an
asphalt pavement the best asphalt
should be used without regard to a few
hundred dollars in the cost.

Give Everyone a Chamce,

M. J. Woods, St. Lawrence market:
“I don’t favor inviting outside con-
tractors to. tenderi{for work here, and
then throw them down because they
have submitted the lowest tender. My
belief is that when they aFe the low-
est tenderers, with everything in ac-
cordance with the specifications, they
should get the work. However, I don’t
believe in their being allowed to ten-
der under the specifications, thus plac-
ing our local firms at a disadvantage.
Let everyone tender alike for the same
article, and justly award the contract
to the lowest tenderer. We want good
pavements in Toronto, and if if doesn't
cost an awful lot more to get the real
thing, we might as well have it as
take a chance, but the people on the
particular streets concerned ought to
be able to look after their own in-
terests.”

Pitch Lake Appreciated.

C. A. B. Brown : “I am one of those
who first advocated the matter of
asphalt pavements on Toronto streets.
We adopted Pitch Lake asphalt on
Jarvis-street, and it has given us ex-
cellent satisfaction. It still does so,
altho it is one of the oldest asphalt
pavements in Toronto. In regard to
the controversy going on at present
my views are that local flrms should
be encouraged as much as possible,
but at the same time outside firms who
tender in good faith should receive
every consideration. The refusal of
the Engineer to recommend the pave-
ment handled by the London firm
would seem to indicate that it was not
in accord with the specifications. The
pavements in question are on an im-
portant thorofare, and I am inclined to
think that when the difference in cost
is so small and the material to be
used by the local contractors well
known, the Council should support our
own contractors.

Faith in the Engineer.

E, T. Carter, hide and leather mer-
chant, Fast Front-street : ‘I think the
whole thing js safe in the hands of
City Engineer Rust. If he is of opin-
fon that the Acme asphalt i® all right
and conforms to the letter of the speci-
fications, by all means adopt it, and
justly give to the lowest tenderer the
contracts. Personally, I do not place
much belief in experiments with
strange material.  The Engineer ap-
pears to have the power to say what
asphalt should be used, and of course
I cannot say why the Board of Control
would go past his opinian. I think
that everything should be equal to
contractors who are tendering for pub-
lic works, and that the lowest tender-
er should be accepted, providing he
properly covers the work to be done.

Charles Rogers, Charles Rogers, Sons
& Co.: I am glad to see the Engineer
has shown that he has a stiff back-
bone. In a position such as he holds,
backbone is a very necessary qualifica-
tion. In the face of the clause in the
specifications, which makes him sole
judge of the quality of asphalt, and his
not being satisfied apparently with the
Acme brand; I do not see how the
Legal Department, the Board of Con-
trol or anybody else can give the con-
tracts to the outside firm when the
Engineer is not satisfied.

On the Hounslow-road in
fformer times was to be seen this sign:
“Poor Jack striving to live.”

In the days of Walpole, on the Green-

wich-road, an old house bore the sign:
