Scarcely a dozen spectators were pres­

ent during the taking of evidence, but 
Crown Attorney Dewart' began the in­
vestigation with the most searching 
vigor. He asked for the exclusion of all 
witnesses, and from the first evidenced 
his determination to handle the case in 
a manner that would bring out every 
detail. Fire Chief Thompson occupied 
a seat near the witness stand and 
manifested the greatest Interest in the 
proceedings. He showed a disposition 
to cress-question the first witness, with 
a view of bringing out more fully the 
details qf the manner ln which the fire­
fighters y^ere placed when the walls 
fell, but the coroner stopped him.

The Investigation will be continued 
Monday night There are half a dozen 
more witnesses already on the list, and 
the Crown Attorney Intimated that lw 
would call several more. In this event 
the Inquest will be continued for several 
nights.

He declared that 
in the walks of the old building were in 
such insecure shape that they could be 
loosened with the hand or foot, and 
that they were so rotten that they 
crumbled to pieces when loosened. 
Further, he declared under oath that 
he had been informed that the man 
who supplied the brick originally for 
the structure had declared that they 
were then in such poor condition that 
he was almost afraid to unload them 
tor fear they would fall to pieces 

The probabilities are that the con­
tractor will be asked to furnish 
information on this point before 
investigation is concluded.

experiments, especially in this particu­
lar case, where I understand there is 
very little difference In tenders of the 
local contractors and that of the Lon­
don firm, which offers asphalt that has 
not yet made Its reputation- The En­
gineer should be, and no doubt ls, well 
posted on asphalt. He admits that he 
knows little or nothing of the asphalt 
proposed by the lowest tenderers. I 
think Mr. Rust should come right out 
straight and recommend the other 
tenders If they conform to the specifi­
cations. It seems strange to me how 
outside and unknown firms can come 
Into Toronto and apparently do pretty 
much as they please with the city’s 
guardians. They could not do It with 
a private firm. A private firm will 
take what they know, ls good, even at 
a higher price, and will not deal with 
Irresponsible parties who slmpiy say 
they have ‘Just as good.’ To my mind 
the local contractors should be con­
sidered equally as much as aliens.”

C. A. B. Brown : “I am one of those 

who first advocated the matter of 
asphalt pavements cm Toronto streets. 
We adopted Pitch Lake asphalt on 
JarVils-street, and It has given us 
cellent satisfaction. It still does so, 
altho It ls one of the oldest asphalt 
pavements In Toronto. In regard to 
the controversy going on at present, 
my views are that local firms Should 
be encouraged as much as possible, 
but at the same time outside firms who 
tender in good faith should 
every consideration, 
the Engineer to recommend the 
ment handled by the London firm 
would seem to Indicate that It was not 
in accord with the specifications. The 
pavements in question are on an Im­
portant thorofare, and I am inclined to 
think that when the difference In cost 
ls so small and the material to be 
used by the local contractors well 
known, the Council should support our 
own contractors.

Faith In the Engineer.

E. T. Carter, hide and leather mer­
chant, East Front-street : "I think the 
whole thing Is safe In the hands of 
City Engineer Rust. If he ls of opin­
ion that the Acme asphalt 1® all right 
and conforms to the letter of the speci­
fications. by all means adopt It, and 
justly give to the lowest tenderer the 
contracts.

Morang A Co. has Just issued from the 
pres* a valuable compendium of In­
formation under the title of “Moran’s 
Annual Register of Canadian A (Taira." 
ft is edited and compiled, by J. Castell 
Hopkins, F.S.S., the author of many 
well-known works of Canadian history 
and biography. The volume contains 
640 pages, and is enclosed in a "heavy 
cloth cover. There is a mass of detail, 
(carefully arranged and Indexed, and 
The World knows of no other book that 
treats so interestingly of current events, 
and is likely to be of so mulch value 
for reference during the year. In his 
preface, the editor says he has sought 
to be “absolutely Impartial in political 
matters, dealing with all really import­
ant subjects ;and eliminating trivial 
and unimportant details." After tabu­
lating the various governments of the 
empire and Canada, the members of the 
Senate and House of Commons, and the 
daily newspapers of Canada, the 
piler gives considerable space to a re­
view of Canadian agriculture, including 
statistics of the area of the agricultural 
hands, the crops and the efforts of the 
Federal and Provincial governments In 
'the direction of increased facilities for 
the farming community. The mineral 
development of the country la treated 
Ih another chapter; likewise space Is 
given to forests and fisheries, manu­
facturing Industries, trade and com­
merce and the finances of Canada.

Beginning with the death of Queen 
Victoria as the first Important event 
of the year 1901, the compiler traces 
the Increase In affection shown by Brit­
ish subjects In Canada towards the 
Crown, an affection which culminated 
in the magnificent outbursts on the oc­
casion of the visit of the Duke and 
Duchess of Cornwall and York. The 
progress of the royal visit thru the vast 
domains of King Edward and the final 
stage of the world-girdling tour In 
Canada form the subject of an Inter­
esting chapter. Canada and the war £ 
makes no . less Interesting a subject ~ 
for the author to deal with. The loyalty 
of all classes of the citizens to the 
Mother Country In her hour of trial, as 
evidenced by ,the «spontaneous and 
hearty manner in which Canadians 
flecked to the recruiting stations to 
offer their services for the flag, gives 
ample scope for the author's facile pen. 
Other chapters are devoted to educa­
tion. transportation, population and 
immigration, government and politics, 
the Canadian militia, and the conclud­
ing pages contain the names of promi­
nent Canadians who died during the 
year.

In producing the work, Mr. Hopkins 
seems to have grasped all the Important 
details of the events which go to make 
up Canadian history. He quotes 
•copiously from the press, which reflects 
public opinion in these matters.

The publication will be issued annual­
ly, If the public take kindly to It, and 
there le every reason to believe that 
It fills a want and will find a ready 
sale. A work of a similar character ap­
peared some years ago, but ceased 
issue in 1885 because the field was not 
extensive enough to recoup the publish­
ers.
