SPRING HUGE SURPRISE.

London, Nov. 21.—Field Marshal
Heig has sprung a surpvise on the
Germans in northern Fraunce, attack-
ing suddenly on a firgnt of more than
80 miles and breaking the famous

Hindenburg line to a maximum depth
of nearly five miles. His troops are
still fighting their way forward in the
mosit spectacular offensive of the war
on the western front since the trench
lines were established.

The blow was struck without wamn-
ing, no artillery preparation preceding
it. The British tanks in great num-
bers smashed their way thru the for-
midable German wire entanglements,
plowing a road for the infantfy, which
swarmed irresistibly forward.

THE DAY’S EVENTS REVIEWED

T HE news from France of the sur-
prising British progress in their |

new operations between the Scheldt
and the Scarpe, and of the Frénch join-
ing in the onslaught against the Germans
further south is the most important yet
received from the western front since the
battle of the Marne. The success, in its
purely military aspect, is even greater
and more damaging to the enemy than
the success of the Marne. After their
{irst day's. advance the British renewed
it yesterday afternoon, and soon the line
of the Towns, Masnieres, Marcoing, Ribe-
court, Havrincourt, Graincourt, Flesqui-
eres was left well in the rear of the
British forces. A touch of genius, mingled
with audacity, is seen in the bold dis-
catding of artillery preparation and the
* employment of tanks to destroy the Ger-
man wire entanglements and other de-
fences. ‘The so-called Von Hindenburg
line, which is crumpling up like card-
board, may have already been completely
pierced. 'I'he British are employing hosts
of cavalry, implying open field opera-
tions. If o, the enemy may have to re-
treat clear to the Meuse.

The total of 8000 prisoners taken in the
first day's advance testifies to the
smashing defeat inflicted on the enemy.
The smooth and rapid@ advance of the in-
fantry testifies to the excellent work of
the tanks in clearing away obstacles.

STATEMENTS CONTRADICT
ABOUT BURWASH CAMP

Officials Declare Everything Done Was
for the interests of Discipline
Among Prisoners,

The investigation into the canditions
at Burwash prison camp, .. Which started
last Tuesday, has brought about many
contradictory stories in regard to treat-
ment. The officials stated that the
trulume_m Was h:ntirely proper, but sev-
eral prisoners ve made ch
tr;}a}fment. T s
; ¢ investigation was made by Jud
Coatsworth, -accompanied by )K. V%/e
Wright, representing the provincial sec-
retary’s .department, and George Angus,
official  stenographer, and began at
Camp No. 2.

The first witness examined was C. F.
Neelans, who has been superintendent
since 1914, and who stated. that the
prisoners could see him at any time and
that he bad headed frequent personal in-
vestigations into compiaints, which the
prisoners were at liberty to make at any
time. He sajd that the prisoners alWways
gel a square deal, and if a doctor de-
clared a man unfit for heavy work he
was transferred to a lighter job. Seri-
ous cases of illness were transferred to
Sudbury Hospital. He knew of no cases
of tuberculosis or certain diseases. Un-
derwear and socks were changed weekly,
and night shirts had been. issued since
last Haturday. Isaac Webb, hospital
guard, stated that no man that he knew
o‘f ll‘lad been forced to when he was
sick. :

Sergt. N. 8. Oliver said that he ad-
ministered punishment to men and that
from one to ten blows were given zac-
cording to the sericusness of the crime.
He also stated that he had only haard
of one case where profane language was
used by the guards, and hed never Heard
of sour hread being issued to the men.
Amusements of different kinds were sup-
plied for the prisoners.

The evidence of several prisoners was
taken concerning a man who said that he
had had the ball and chain put on for
fighting with a fellow prisoner, who was
an Austrian., He also claimed that he

was deaf as a result of the beatings re- !

ceived and that his back was injured as
the result of kicks. Superintendent Nee-
lans and N. L. Martin both denied the

a maniac. ‘“We put a ball and chain on
him,” said Neclans, “because we thought
he would try tc escape.”

“Was everything you done in the
intarests of discipline im the institution?”
asked Judge Coatsworth. “It certainly
was,” replied the witness. 4

strap used on the prisoner was produced.
It was about 16 inches long, four inches
wide and hed perforations across it. A
wooden handle about seven inches long
was attached to it bote the government
stamp.

Why Potidins Bl Johnison

Asks for Exemptions in
American League.

Chicago, Nov. 21.—President Johnson
said the American League would willing-
ly sacrifice the remaining players on its
roster if the clubs were permitted to re-
tain eighteen selected men. As the play-
er limit was twenty-five last seasorf,
seven men from each club would be avail.
able for military duty.

“Neither the American nor National
League could hope to keep up the usual
high standard of the game if some of the
clubs were riddled ru the draft and
other teams composed of older and per-
haps married men were untouched,” sald
Johneon. “Baseball is eager to do its
part, but we would like to be assured of
players of quality on every club. Other-
wise the pennant races would be very
one-sided.

‘“Take, for instance, the champiom Chi-
cago Club. Practically every man of the
team called in the first draft was exempt.
ed because of dependency. The team
probably will be intact next €eason, as a
majority of the players are married or
have other dependents.”

The American League execufive
ed out, however, that some of other
clubs, principally the Cleveland, Phildei-
phia and Boston clubs, have been seri-
ously hit as a result of the war. The
Cleveland Club, acrording to Ilatest re-
ports, has ‘lost ten men in the
and - Philadciphia stands to lose six.
Three or four members of the Boston
cluk,  ipcluding Manager Jack Barry, are
in the navy.

President Johnson's announcement is
taken to mean that the league, if
Fdesired players are exemmpted, will at-
tempt to go thru the season with only
13 men, exclusive of a manager, on every
club.

The club cwners will meet here on De-
cember 12 to consider a
adopt 2 war policy. President
warned that retrenchment woul
cessary, as baseball, he seMd, faces a
desporate situation. He sald that the
twn major leagues, and posetbly two or
three of the larger minor leagues, would
be the only organizations to take the
field next season.

The American League executive stated
positively that the league would play a
140-rame schedule next season, instead
of 164 games, as has been the rule for
years.

The governor appointed a commis-
sion to investigate, and its report stated
that the charges were not sustained by
the evidence. However, the governor, ir-
ritnt_ed by the unsavory scandal, sum-
marily removed Wenck and then took ac-
tion for the repeal of W.

Sir Robert Borden had a won.dert‘n;l
reception on rising. Setting out on his
gddress he made an urgent appeal for
the Victory Loan and paid a tribute
to Americans who had helped.

H¢ was proud to\gee S0 many re-
turned men present. \ Perhaps many
of them he had seen en he toured
the front, just hefore\ they made
world’s history at Vimy\ Ridge. Hse
was also glad to see so myny woraen,
wwho haye conie and are ceming into
the full rights of citizenship. “God
bless the womanhood of Canada,” he
said, “for all the sacrifices they huve
nmade and for their wide vision.

A Worthy Cause,

He solemnly believed there was no
cause in history that was so worthy
of that for which they fought today.
He did not mean to dwell upon the
reasons for forming a union govern-
ment. One of his colleagues had
stated that his patience was better
than that of Job, but it was worth it
all. It caused much work and worry,
but it was worth it all, for if there
was a time when the country had to
stand against the most relentless ene-
my in the world it was today. 1lle had
made it understood in forming the
government that unless it was truly
Tepresentative of the two great parties
he would not remain at the head of it
Labor, h> said, had been given con-
sideration in forming the union, and
it was the /intention to give it further
consideraition. :

Referring to the Liberals in .his.

Tribute to Toronto.

and sacrifice of the mpeople. Theps
they would have an idea of what war
was, “And I want to say that Cana-
da today is fighting for her existence
on the battlefield of France and Flan-~
ders.

broblem of controlling prices js much
more difficult than in g country which
imports #t: In Great Britain the gov-
ernment undertakes and carries on the
importation of centain important food-
stuffy and regulates their distribution
and consumption. Thus, prices paid
by the consumer are under the contro;
of the British Government as import-
er, and in some instances they are
considerably lower than the eactual
cost. In ICanada, a food ' exporung

an entirely different Pproblem
arises. Purchasing commissionis, act-
ing on behalf of ithe' British and allied
governments, offer to our producers
prices that necessarily regulate - the
price paid by the consumer in this
country, ¥

We "have taken many important
steps ‘which' ‘I shall not enumerate in
fuill: Regulations Ve been estab-
lishe#; ‘to. prevent te .of food iIn
hotels and restaurants and other simi.
lar establishments . Returns are re-
quired from wholesale dealers and re-
tailers. - The use of cereal foods and,
of vegetables has been regulated. The
imponrtation of oleomargarine has been
bermitted and the price at which it is
to be sold regulated. At the begin-
ning of the present month an order-
in-council was passed enacting that no
grain of any kind, and no substance
that can be used for food, shall be
used in Canada for the distillation of
aleoholic liquors. More recently, the
government has declared tts policy for
effective icontrol of packing houses and
of profits arising out of their opera.
tions. We have established two limit-
ationg of such pnofits. In the first place
the profits in any one year must not
exceed two per cent. of the annual
turnover, that is, two per cent. of the
total sales during any one year. But
there is a very important additional
limitation. If two per cent. on the
annual tummover does not exiceed seven
Der cent. on the actual caplital invest-
ed, then the owner of the packing
house may retain the profits up to
that amount. But if the profits ex-
ceed geven per cent. on invested cap-
ital, and do not exceed 15 per cent.,
one-half of the additional profits go
into the public treasury for the bene.
fit of the people, and only one-half
can be retained by the packing house.
Thus if the ‘profit should amount to
15 per cent., seven per cent., plus four
pber cent., making 11 per .cent. in all,
may be retained by ithe Packing house
and four per cent. goes tio the public
treasury. -If the profits exceed ¥5 per
cent., then all excess over 15 per cent.
belongs to the people, Thus if any
packing house should make a profit
of 80 per cent., the packing ‘house
would receive 11 per cent. and the
Dbeople, thru the public treasuny, would
receive 69 per oent.

No Possible Evasion.

The policy thus summarized will be
carried out by effective regulationg to
prevent any ipossible attempt at eva-
sion thru increased salaries, directors’
fees, or otherwise. It is believed that
these regulations will malintain a fair
price for the producer ©of the raw
matterial, and will prevent the exac-
tion of any excessive profits from the
consumer. The proprietor of any
packing“house will have no incentive
to conduct his operations in such a
way as to earn inordinate profits,
because 11 per cent. on his actual
invested capital is the largest profit
which he is allowed to retain under
any circumstances.

Will Take Excess Profits.

It ought to be borne in mind that
very large aggregate profits made by
certain packing houses have been oc-
casioned by a small relative profit
upon, an enormous turnover. Thus the
average profit upon bacon sold in
Canada by one large company was no
more -than two-fifths of a cent penr
pound. To wipe out the entire pro-
fit in such a case would not result in
a great reduction in price. But it is
both desirable and essential to pro-
vide, as the government has done, that
whenever excessive profits are re-
ceived they shall go to the public
treasury for the benefit of the people.

Sink Party Differences.

Sir Robert Falconer said the ques-
tion was, “Is the time sufficiently ser-
fous to make us sink our political dif.
ferences; shall we have a share in
bringing the war to a successful con-
clusion, and gather the fruits of viec-
tory to the fullest extent.” There were
two sects who would win the war—
the men at the front and the people
at home. ‘“The man at the front is
doing his part—it ds for us at home
to do ours,” he said.

The people could forget the differen-
ces when the conditions of life were
challenged. The power of the modern
Babylon enthroned iin Berlin had been
guilty of  every infamy-—anything to
get her way. This power hiad been
reaching out to other nations and none
could” tell where it was to be found.

“Here is a plague infecting the at-
mosphere and it must bé stopped,” he
said. It was for civilization that Can-
add’s men had gone to the front. It
was only necessary to read the history
of Alsace.Loryaine to know: that no
privileges would prevail if the German
power held sway. Quebec would know,
he said, if that power ever prevailed
here.

“Wie must all stand together to make
society habitable,\he said amid ap-
plause. “Can we have any considera-
tion for party? 'What we want is
things done, not things talked about.
If it should happen that the people de-
cide to 'wait, I see humiliation and in-
creased racial difficulties”

No Real Excuse,

The entry of the -United States was
no excuse for Canadians to shirk their
duty. He asked if those who had fallen
were to be forgotten.

“Have we a,government that is hon_
est and capable to carry out this great
purpose?

In his address to the jury, N. F. David-|

son, K.C., of Toronto, pointed out that
the evidence was largely circumstantial,
but circumstantial evidence was often the
strongest, However, if the jury were not
convinced that the prisoner had commit-
ted the murder, it would be a crime on
their part to convict him. One witness
had sworn that he had seen the prisoner
and the dead man together in Victoria
Park on the morning of the crime, and
had seen them go towards Market street
together. It had been sworn by another
witness that the prisoner had been seen
returning from West Brantford, The men
had saluted, and had consequently récog.-
nized each other, Another witness had
