SENATOR VIDAL

(Toromnto News)

The late Senator Vidal was born 4thi
" August, 1819, in Berkshire, England, and
was- the eldest son ofCapta:m Richard
Hmeric Vidal, R. N., who held an im-
portant command in the navy, and was
promoted for gallamtry in the Napoleonic
avars, The family were French Huguenots;
of Spanish ancestry, and had ocovpied
prominent positions in both these coun-
tries, and later in England. An uncle of
the subject of this eketch was an admiral,
and other relatives ocoupied high diplo-|

Alexander Vidal was educated at the
Royal Mathematical . School, Christ’s
Hospital, London, and came to Canada
with his father, Capt. Vidal, R. N,, in
1834, the latter having received a valu-
able grant in Lambton. Sarnia at that
date consisted of seven log ehanties, and
the present name was not bestowed un-
til the visit of Sir Johm Colborne, during
his governorship.

After following his profession as civil
engineer far ten years, he wus qmade man-
ager of the Samia branch of the Bank of
Upper Canada, and was connected with
that institution amd with the Bank of
Montreal from 1852 until 1875. His first
public appearance was in 1844, when, as a
young man, he took an active part in
regulating the evila of the liquor traffic,
and for nearly 62 years he has maintained
his advocacy of temperance, being presid-
ent of the Dominion Alliance for several
years.

In politics he was a life-long C‘ouse'rw
ative. He was a member of the leg.sldme
council before Ccnfederation, and afterf}
Confedération twice opposed Hon, Alex-
ander Mdckenzie, but was defeated. Hel
was called to the senate by Sir Jchn A..
McDonald on January t5th. 1873, and has.
held the position witteat the loss of a
session since that date,

He has been deeply interested in all
benevolent and philanthropic movements
was a student of history, and a man of
varied interests.

Ganghorer’s writings, the Kaiser said
that their optimistic tone greatly
pleased him, as he himself was a thor-|
ough optimist. Happen what might, he
would remain such to the end of his life. |
He described himself as filled with joy |
in his work. He added: “I want to g0
ahead. I will be happy if my people
only rumdemt.md my purposes and sup-
port me.” He complained of the dis-
trust which every hard worker meets
with, quoting a gentence . from Gang-
hoter’s “Silence In the Woods” to the
effect that one should not mistrust an-
other without reason. Doing so wrongs
the other and harms oneself. The same
rule applied to ‘politics. The German
people have a future, whatever may he
said, and consequently the Kaiser is !

*“Traveling Emperor” as a good joke,  He
would not allow it to diminish his pleasure
of seaing the world. He thought ‘that
many Germans ought to travel more,
which would tend to st engthen their lcwe
for their country. He Jregretted the com-
plicated arrangements for his journeys.
He nwould prefer to go automobiling alone,
returning refreshed. Such recreation was
doubly meedful 10 @ man of his calling,
who had to fight so many misunderstand-
ings, and all the more as a monarch is not
allowed personal independence. He add-
ed: “When he wucceeds in anything, the
world aske who advised him; when he
faile, it says he did not understand the
mavter. When I am doing things that
are hammless in the case of other princes
the people demand the measons. My only
reply is that it is for fhe good of the
German Empire and the Ge man people.”

The Kaiser comsoed himself with the
fact that he often found a;p;_xram'atmm, es-
vecielly during his journeying.

Natives of Central Africa possess a great variety of
wind instruments, but they are for the most pvart of a
rude character, made from such natural objects as most
readily adapt themselves to the purpose. They arg dis
vidad into three general classes—trumpets, futes and
whistles.

o As a2 rule, trumpets are made of ivery, horn or wood,
ivory being the most common. These are generally
carved with more or lesx skill, bearing images of birds,
crocodiles and’ animals, and sometimes ornamented with
ruce representations of human heads, possibly out of re« =
spect to some native Mozart or Wagner.

Sometimes a band of seven or more trumpets in dif=
ferent ‘keys has been heard playing in remarkable hare
moeny, so much so, in fact, as to elicit praise from trave
elers who have heard the music. :

Africans rejoice in a great number and variety of
whistles. Materials for these are taken from both anie
ma’! and vegetable sources. i i A AR

A talented maker of mugsieal instruments ean gone
trive a whistle as cleverly from the claw of a crab as
from the horn of an antelope. Tails of monkeys. are
used in the construction of whistles as often as reéeds
that grow along river banks. ¥

The  whistle is an important adjunct to the tom-;tom]
in war. Its shrill notes are intended to strike terror to
the hearts of the enemy. Fetish men also use it in their
appeals to superstition and fear.

Some fairly musical flutes are found in the orches~
tras of the Dark Continent.. In some c¢ases a number of
reeds are bound together, and produce an effect that is
by nc means unpleasant. Some of the natives play' the
flute with their noses ;

One peopular comstruction of a combination of flutes

is the marimba, which has the effecot of the reeds. en-
hanced by having them bound to a hollow piece’ of
wnod, or sounding hoard.
- The .march of many a caravan is enlivened by the
strains of the marimba, and in some sections it serves
the more practical purpose of summoning the people to
pay their taxes. -

Stringed instruments began in a simple way, hut have
hecn evolved to a point where they rank fairly well with
the ‘harp, guitar and mandclin of Europe and America.

A common. form of mandolin has a bent stem and
the body covered with skin, instead of wood. This gen-

- erally has five strings.

All natives, of course,

iust as there are of gongs, which, struck from the out-
slde, give sounds similar to those of bells.

Sowme of the gongs are made cf animal horns, pared
down to the necessary thinness, and are used only on
state or cercmonial occasions. S

The great double: gong of Kwaugo, made of two
horng suspended from an arch, is used 2aly to announce
the death of a chief of the ancient kingdom of Kiamvo.

If the xylophone—that instrument made by placing
wooden strips side by side, to be struck by hammers in
the hands of the player—did not originate in Africa, & is
common there.
