Witness then went on and told of 
finding the prisoner hanging out of thei 
window and with Patrolman ' Semple, 
placed him under arrest. Connell was'then 
remanded for three days. J

LONDON, Dec. 23—Under the shadow 
of the monument to Sir Isaac Newton, and 
close to the choir in Westminster Abbey, 
the body of Lord Kelvin, the noted Brit­
ish scientist, who died December 17, was 
buried at noon today in the presence of 
a great gathering of scientists representing 
American, and Continental as well as 
British societies. Many of those present 
were clad in their academic robes and 
wore their decorations. King Edward and 
the Prince of Wales and other members 
of the royal family sent representatives 
while among the twelve pall bearers were 
men eminent in various walks of life, 
John Morley, Lord Rayleigh, Admiral Sir 
Edward Hobart Seymour, Lord Strath- 
cona and Mount Royal and others. Al­
most all the foreign embassies in London 
were represented.

The scene at the abbey was solemn and 
impressive. No fewer than a dozen 
clergymen were associated in reading the 
service which was of the simplest char­
acter. •

We 
believe the increase of ocean-borne com­
merce will be so great and so rapid that 
Japan will find plenty of scope for her 
enterprise and yet never become a serious 
rival of her great ally. Nevertheless the 
vigor, with which Japanes shipping hous-

Boston, Dec. 21—The recount of the 
votes cast in Boston at the recent election 

completed late today, and while all 
the mayoralty candidates lost by the re­
count, the candidates remain in the same 
relative position.

Almost every train which arrives in the 
city these days brings men from the lum­
ber woods on their way to their homes 
in this city and vicinity. Some of the 
men have been in the woods since early 
in September and it will thus be seen 
that where $28 per month were the aver­
age wages some of them have some pretty 
good sized rolls along with them.

As to how maiiy of the men wilL go 
back to the woods after Christmas there 
seems to be some doubt. Prominent lum­
bermen say that there will not be as many 
as usual returning to the woods and it was 
also stated that those who do go back 
again will have to submit to a substan­
tial reduction in their wages. The lum­
bermen say that the reduction in wages 
will average about twenty per cent.

In defence of the action which they say 
they have been compelled to take in the 
reduction of wages, the lumbermen refer 
to what has been done in Maine recently. 
There men were dissmiseed at the lumber 
camps very rapidly starting some weeks 
ago and other men hired to take their 
places when necessary at wages which 
were fully twenty per cent less than those 
offered at the first of the season.

The financial stringency is responsible 
to a certain extent for the state of affairs 
and the ’ condition of the lumber market 
makes the change all the more necessary.

MEXICO CITY, Dec. 23—Riots at Sih- 
utlan, a village near Guadalajara, have 
resulted from the arrest of a priest on a 
charge of fighting wijh a townsman. The 
priests and nuns called upon the towns­
people to avenge this insult to the priest. 
Several hundred women and boys armed 
with dubs and a few revolvers, attacked 
the town lockup and released the priest. 
The priests have fled to the country fear­
ing that they will be punished. The nuns 
known as Sisters of Mercy took a promin­
ent part in the disorders. The disturbance 
was finally quelled.

He spoke especially of work 
among boys, and of the influence they 
would exert in manhood against the sale 
of liquor.

His stirring address was heard by a 
large number of people. George Mc­
Laughlin occupied the chair and gave a 
vigorous talk on the work of the Every 
Day Club.

Mayor Sears, at the meeting at 8.30 
last evening, delivered a very thoughtful 
address on knowledge, temperance and 
charity, and the right development of the 
physical, mental and spiritual sides of 
human nature, to the point that would 
make intemperance in any direction im­
possible. The mayor spqke in high ap­
preciation of the work of the club.

Miss McKee, of Boston, played on the 
piano a setting of the hymn Nearer My 
God to Thee, and accompanied C. 8. Hum­
bert, who played the concertina, and Mr. 
Btokes the flute. The Symphony Quar­
tette, of thef North End, Messrs. Wilson, 
Black, Stevens and McClary, sang two 
numbers in a manner that charmed their 
hearers. The hall was crowded to the 
doors.

The gospel temperance meeting held un­
der Thome i»dge, I. O. G. T., auspices 
yesterday afternoon was well attended. 
W. F. Washburn presided and James 
Keyes read scripture and led in prayer. 
Rev. J. Heaney was the speaker and be­
gan his address by pointing out the fact 
that intemperance is viewed in a very 
different light today from what it was 
fifty years ago. Intemperance is today 
treated as a crime. The churches take 
common ground and agree that “no drunk­
ard can enter the kingdom of heaven.” 
Christian people are today sinking their 
differences of creed when this question is 
brought forward and stand united ip striv­
ing for the solution of the problem, pro­
hibition.

Mr. Heaney, in referring to the state of 
things in this city, said that on Water 
street there stand a number of saloons to 
greet the seafaring man as he comes into 
this port after the confinement of a sea 
voyage, and looking for some change or 
excitement. He chained the open saloon 
with manufacturing criminals. They turn­
ed their product on the streets, where 
they are arrested and treated as crimin­
als in the police court. He also charged 
them with increasing man’s normal appe­
tite fifty per cent, through the system of 
treating and keeping the temptation al­
ways in evidence.

The address was closed with an earnest 
appeal to his hearers to get on the right 
side of the question and assist in remov­
ing the greatest evil of the age. Pledges 
were signed at the dose of the meeting.
