King Haakon and Queen Maud were to 
day crownd respective]y King and Queen of 
Norway in the cathedral here. The royal 
party entered the cathedral at 11.10 a. m. 
The coronation ceremony began almost im­
mediately after their arrival. The crown­
ing of his majesty was complete at 12.15. 
The coronation of the queen began at 12.20 
and wae completed at 12.35 p. m. At 12.55 
their majesties left the cathedral and ar­
rived at the palace at lp.m.

Coronation day opened with a glowing 
sunshine. A chill wind.came off the fiord, 
making it necessary to wear overcoats and. 
winter clothing. The normal temperature 
in the cathedial previous to the ceremony 

under fifty degrees and it was feared 
that many of those present' would carry 
away a painful, lasting remembrance of 
the coronation of King Haakon and Queen 
Maud, although the Norwegian court had 
relaxed the rules governing dre<s. The 
city was alive at an early hour and by 
eight o’clock the avenues reaching to the 
cathedral were filled with straggling line, 
of people making for the points of vantage 
from which to see the members Of the ro­
yal family and the distinguished guests en­
ter the cathedral.

PETERBORO, Ont., June 20—The most 

satisfactory safe of cheese of the season 
took- place this morning, when 4,676 boxes 
were boarded and sold. The bidding was 
alive, and the high price paid 
11 5-16c., at which price a good proporton 
of the cheese sold.

MONTREAL, June 20.—Although the 
cheesfe market opened about steady here 
this morning, and reports were still heard 
to the effect that the undertone was easy 
and lower prices would result, those 
making these predictions were shown to 
be entirely wrong by the course of the 
market at Peterboro, as given above. The 
Peterboro market was cleared at 11 5-16c, 
the demand being evidently very active. 
This would seem to support the rumors 
which have been heard in this market 
lately to the effect that a considerable 
short interest had developed, and that 
shipments had to be matie by the end of 
this month. Under the circumstances, it 
looks as though local prices would have 
to be advanced immediately, although 
sales were reported at the old pnees this 
morning, being 11 to 11 l-8e. for Easterns 
and 11 1-8 to 111-4 for best Ontarios. In 
the afternoon, the local market was quite 
unsettled, dealers hardly knowing what 
to think of the situation, and many be­
ing prepared to sit tight awaiting develop­
ments. No one holding cheese would ac­
cept the above prices in the afternoon, 
the general idea being fully 1-8 to l-4c. 
more.

The Liverpool public cheese cable 
6d. lower on colored, at 53s 6d, white be­
ing steady at 55s 6d.

The demand for butter was reported 
to be quite brisk this morning, apparent­
ly both for local and foreign account. 
Evidently a market for choicest Canadian 
butters is being found somewhere in Eng­
land, as exporters are prepared to take 
everything offering, and to pay good pnees 
for it. It would seem that a trading bas­
is for finest salted creamery is 211-2 to 
23 3-4c. good to fine being 21 to 2114c., 
and inferior stock about 20 l-2c. Sales 
of dairies are being made in a small way 
at around 18c. Saltless butter is quoted 
around 22 l-2c., but there is practically no 
trading in it here.
